-sensei: An honorific indicating respect for a master of some field of
study. Perhaps most commonly known as the form of
address for teachers in school.

But as | look
around, | see heaps of authors writing books at an even faster pace than me.
This world is indeed a scary place.

Now for an announcement. | mentioned before that this series was going to
be turned into a manga. Well, the manga artist has been selected. Eito Chida-
sensei, author of the original Girls Go Around series and the manga adaptation
of the TV anime Hanasaku Iroha, will be in charge of the series. I've already had
a chance to look at the character design and names for the first volume, and
while it’s true to the important elements of the original, it’s also full of uniquely
manga-style expressions and compositions that I'd never have thought of
myself. I'm very excited as it promises to develop into a fresh and interesting
manga. But while it’s original, it’s also unmistakably in the spirit of Bottom-Tier
Character Tomozaki, so | feel quite reassured as | wait for its release. The manga
will be serialized in Gangan Joker, published by Square Enix, starting with the
January issue (release date 12/22/2017), so | hope you’ll pick up a copy.

This series started from zero a year and a half ago, and now it’s been adapted
as a manga. That’s definitely thanks to the support I've received from my
readers as well as from everyone who’s worked on the project. In addition to
my gratitude, however, there’s something else | feel | need to share with you:
the differences in the school uniform as worn by the three guys depicted in the
color illustrations of this volume. Some of you may scold me for using my
gratitude as a mere lead-in to my real topic, but what can | say? | wanted to
ensure you received my message, so | didn’t have a choice.

If you look at the picture, you’ll see that while Tomozaki, Mizusawa, and Takei



are all wearing the same uniform, each of them sports it in a completely
different way. That difference speaks to more than their clothing preferences—
in my opinion, it’s clearly a reflection of their personalities.

Takei’s got the top and bottom buttons on his shirt undone, showing he’s
here for a good time. Plus, the T-shirt he has on underneath is pink, and his
chest is puffed out more than it needs to be. All these elements suggest he’s full
of himself.

On the other hand, Mizusawa looks very fashionable and put-together in his
blazer. But if you zero in on his chest, you’ll see his necktie is loose and his top
button is undone. Wouldn’t you agree that reflects Mizusawa’s cool but casual
attitude?

As for Tomozaki, he’s made the somewhat bizarre fashion choice of wearing
his necktie over his vest. Interpreting this depiction is challenging, but what I’'m
picking up is a touching, trial-and-error attempt on his part to look casual like a
normie, even though he’s not one.

In other words, these little nonverbal cues communicate the background of
each character. The viewer senses that although the illustrator randomly chose
to depict this one moment in time, the characters were alive before that
moment and will go on with their lives afterward. That’s what | admire so much
about these illustrations.
