SALTING IT DOWYN BETWEEN THE TACGOONS. CAFUDISTRIA, AUSTHIA
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SOME RUINED CITIES OF ASIA MINOR®

Avegieax CoxstL GHNERAL To SMYRNA

N the wop of Mount Pagas, which
overlooks the bay and modern
city nf Smyina, stand the ruins

of ‘@ medieval castle. If it had pever
been destroved it would probabily be to-
day as interésting a sight as the castle of
Hewdelberg or the Alhambra of (rendda.
But anly # few old walls are left, and
even these are being rapidly torn to
pieces in order to furmish the nocessary
mving materi]l  for  the streets  of
Smyvrna. I Germany  everything  is
done to preserve or restore the old mon-
umental ecastles  which. omament the
length and breadth of that country. In
Turkey everything iz done, on the con-
trary, to hasten and complete thelr fuin

Musnt Pagus has a history of its own.
It has been the center of centiiries of
strife.  Alexander the Great once spent
a night upon s summit, and when he
awoke in the morning he was so m-
pressed by the natural beanty of the sar-
rounding scene that he declared it was
a situaticn worthy of a citv. [t is claimed
that he induced the inhabitants of the an-
cient citv across the hay to remove to the
Pague. King Lvsimachus huilt an acrop-
olis ‘where the castle now stands, and
upon, the slopes of the hillside were
grouptd a stadinm, theater, and ather
ptiblic buildings.

Smyrna then rose mapidly to afffuence
and power. It was one of the Asiatic
cities which competed and won the per-
mission to erect a temple in honor of
Tiberits, the rins of which have eon-
tirelv disa red.

Smvrna wis one of the seven golilen
candlesticks of Asia, being the seat of one
of the Seven Churches: FPolycarp was
martvred in the stadiom in 155 A D,

Apart from the disasters of war, the
old city on the Pagus was often destroved

by earthquakes, but the Bymntine Greeks:

being hard pressed by the Turles, as often

restored  its  fortifications. and  castle.
Smvrna was plways the center of conflict,
becanse it conld be strongly fortified and
easily provisioned from the sea, It was
the seene of terrific contests between
Ohmar and the Knights of Rhodes.  Then
came the struggle of the Genoese and

Venotlans for commerce and trade, espe

cially the former, who obtained treatiecs
with Smvroa, Chios, and Phocia,

The oese influeénce and establish-
iments were o pumerpas inthis country
fioo vears ago, and the impression ther
created was so powerful, that even unty
this day all the ruins scattered over the
commitryside fre known by the name of
Genoese.  Roins of Genoese castles are
very numerons along the coast of the Le-
viint and in the islande of the archipei-
apa, In 1402 Tamerlane wrenc
Mount Pagus from the Knights of
Rhodes and hiilt a wall with their skulls
When the Tartar chieflain retired the
Turks agnin took possession, and with
the exception of one short period there-
after, when the Venetians stormed the
city and slaughtersd the inhalutants,
Mount Pagus and Smvma have remained
in the undisputed possession of the sul-
tans, As the remains of antiquity have
dizappeared from Smyrna it bas become
A very interesting modern half Oriental,
half Kuropean city,

The Yuruks. to whom I have referred
several times, are nomads who wander
over Asiaz Minor amd have no special
place where they remain for any great
length of time. They speak Turkish
and elaim to he Moslems. They are al-
wavs accompanied by their flocks and
herds. which often ormsist of many thot-
sani] sheep, cattle, and camels. They are
by no means povertv-siricken and are, as
a mile, gquite hospitahle to the traveler
when thev are well paid In traveling
over Asia Mimor, far from the seacoast

* Cantinvned from the November, 1008, ninmber
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cities and Tailway commindcations, the
traveler often meets with the Yuruks, and
to a certain extent must depend upon
them for information and food. While
visiting the roins of Hierapolis, T became
the guest, for an hour or so, of the
Yuruks enca 1 at that gncient place,
The Turkish coffee served was the best
that I have ever had in this country.
Cooked in a little brass pot imbedded
among  glowing  embers of charcoal
heaped in & large brazier, this eofice,
served in tiny cups, prodoced o drink the
palatableness and fragrance of which,
upom  similar  occasions, has - worthily
called forth the admiration of such a
great traveler as Bavard Taylor.

Asin Minor in some respedts £ a

risman’'s paradise.  In the months of
ﬁcnmb&r and January the coast dis-
tricts of the vilayet of Smyma abonnd
in woodcock, and, strange to say, they
seek shelter for the most part among the
ruins 'of the ancient citieés. Snipes are
frequent among the marshes. Ino the
maonth of September great flights of quanl
settle to rest in this of the country,
and more especially in the sland of Mity-
lene, before they continue their way to
Africn. During a visit to that island last
antumn T saw thoosands of quail brought
into the market of the little town, They
were all alive, and had been caught in
nets at a certain place in a deep ravine
near the coast, where they gettle a few
hours each wear in their onwind Aight
across the Mediterranean,

Ducks are very numesous., Near the
ruins of Ephesus there 18 a vast marsh
where thousinds of them may be seen in
the month of Januarv., Nearly every
other kind of water fow] are to be found
in more or less numbers throughout the
comntry.  Partridges are also plentiful,
This vilavet 15 noted for wild boar. The
Meander plain is their home, but they
often come a3 far as the snburban towns
of Smyma. The brown bear is aaid o
be numerous in the interior of the coun-
try, and leopards are often shot ‘amo
the hills ot fir from Smyrma. Hare i3
abundant everywhere, Wildcat, panther,
mountmin fion, and lvnx are said to exist

LESEOS, R MITYLENE

Rising up like a huge promontory
from the sea. the Island of Mitylene may
be seen frora far away, It is and cver
has been, one of the most prosperons
shnnds of the Agean Sea: It has an
area of abopt forty miles in arcumisr-
etice, the suriace of which is broken by
two deep. inlefs. The mountain tops,

among them the Infty Olympus, are cov-

ered with forest. and the little streams
which flow through the deep valleys
never go ey, It i3 an attractive island,
The andent Holians termed it the pearl
of their race, and Terpander and Sappho
st of it beauty n their lyrics ntﬂr-ﬂﬁ
than twenty-six ebntanes ago.

There are a few antigue remains in
Mitvlene, Here and there traces of the
walls of ancient Lesbos may be seen, as
well as remnants of o theater. The castle
of Mitvlene is the finest montment of the
mididle dges to be found anywhere i the
Oirent. 1t s built upan the site of the
ald Leshian acropolis, which at that time
was dizcomected from the mainland by
a narrow sheet of water. This castle
wis built by the Genoese, amd a visit to it
will be rewarded by a splendid siew of
the town and barbor. At one time it
mivst have been a strongly fortified posi-
tion: ‘Today it is the headquarters of a
small Turkish garrison,

The writer visited Mitvlene on two o=
castons in the summer of 1007, and spent
in ail about a fortnight thers, Ohe ex-
cursion was made to the entrance of the
Bay of Hiera, and the other to the center
of the island.

During the past two hundred vears the

anl r_','
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vast wilderness of ruws which murk the
site of ancent Ephesus bas contributed
much to human knowledge, especially ar-
chitecture. From 1864 to 1871 Mr J. T.
Wood, after a long search, finally sne-
ceeded in discovering and excavanung the
Temple of Diann.  Sipge that time others
have obtomed perodssion to dig, amd es-
F-Eur:iﬁli!y the Austrinn Lﬁuﬁ'rnun_{mt,,- which
5 at present snocessiully engaged in ex-
cavating the double ¢hurch, Tibrary, and
other fnteresting butldings.

Today the site of the Temple of PHana,
or Artemision, 18 tothing but a huge hole
m  the earth partly filled with water,
which wamlly dries up in the suwiner
time, but on accosnt of the swamps all
about, it 3= enhisidered o be a hothed of
fever, Remnants of broken pillars and
blocks of marhle which EE]'.‘I.'EJ as & firm
basis fur the tomple may be seen project-
ing above the water. In 1870 Mr |, T,
Wond, after searciimg for seven years,
discovered the whersabouts of the temple
and made this excavation. The destruction
of Diana’s marvel has been exceptionally
thorough. Throughout undreds of years
it was used as a nuirble quarry for adorn-
g the mosques and public butldings of
Constantinople and Avasalouk.

The temple at Epheésus was one of the
most remarkable structures ever reared
by man. As an example of what an in-
exhanstible mme of treamive and relics
‘HH_: site of Ephesus is, 1 haye hut to stnte
that in oy Mr Hopgarth, an English
archeologist, sncceeded in making some
new discoverics of note upon the site of
the temiple, Mr Wonod, in his statement,
says that he went to such depth that he
found the original charenal which was
placed in lavers upon the natural =01l as
4 foundation. for the temple. AMr He-
garth put up sleam suction pumips in
order to keep the shafl clear of water,
and, plercing through this layer of char-
coal, succeeded in finding the pavements
of two former temples. At some consids
erable distance vnder the altar he un-
earthed a large stone box filled with gold
coms and ivory hgures dating from the
time of Solomon.

The theater at Ephesns was one of the

largest in Asia Minor, and had a seating
capacity of 24,500 persons. It has been
catively. excivated, and one may  dis-
tinctly see sixty-six tows of seats one
above the other.  The im stands
today e ruihs, althouph enough still re-
miadns preservesd 0 give a good idea of
s mogniheent proportdons.  Handsome
shadts of polished graoite and marble pil-
lars adorn the front entrance, It was in
this theater that Saint Paul's preaching
arowso] the Dinaticism of the smiths and
criftsmen whe made o living from the
manuinctare of little portable shrines or
maclels of the Trm}}l:‘ of Dz

The ruins of Ephesus are so vast that
it is practically impossible for anybody to
adeqguately ﬂEiEfiE:SSIhHﬂ. anid  while
minny momnndots have been fully studied,
vet | am not aware that anvbody has ever
thorotghly covered or explained the iden-
tty or history of all that s extant above
the exrth’s surface. ' |

What i= most needed at Ephesus is a
svstematic excavation of the entire city,
tpkin the same basis amd thoroughness as
lias chamcterized the work of the Ger-
mians at 'riene,

Ephesus was one of the twelve Tonian
cities, sand later became the seat of one of
the Seven Churches. As the terminal
pott of one of the greatest highwavs
lendimg into- the interior of the country,
the city soon rese Mo commercial opi-
lemee. It was the home of Heraclitus,
who exerttdd such a powerinl influence
upon the earlier Greeian. philosophy, - Tt
was from Ephesus that Mithridates
wated that famous decree which doomed
Lo mAsFICTE N léss than one hundred and
fifty thousand helpless Roman men,
women, and ehildrern.  The Roman ém-
perors, with the exception perhaps. of
Nern, who cansed the temple to be plun-
dered, following the example of Alexan-
der the {:TL"HI..I;J'T:iLi a gredt deal for Ephe.
s in the way of rebuilding the city after
earthiquakes, bailding embankments for
the Cayster, and i dredging the inner
arhdar. In 260 A. -1 the Goths de-
stroved the citv and femple.

Under Seljuk and  Byzantine rule
Ephesns gradually declined and became
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Jeserted. The real canse of this declineg,
however, is probably done to the choking
up of the harbor and the rise of Smymi
and Constantinople, Tather than the many
wirs which raged about the city on lond
or se. I the third and fourth centuries,
hiowever, before her decline, Fphesus at-
tatned a degree of considerable prosper-
ity and retained a certain ascendancy n
church affairs, as is shown by the fact
that no less than six councils were heldd
here. For some time during the carly
middle nges, Epheésus and Miletus, far-
ther down the coast, continued to rival
citch other as a gatewny to the commercs
of the interior diktricts,

EFHESUS 18 WITHIN El.a'h-ﬂ".l"' REACTT OF THE
THAVELENR

Ephesus is about forty-eight miles dis-
tart from Smyrna, and can by reached
from thit city in three hours.  The trains
are so arranged that the wvisitor who
wished to view the ritins may have about
four hours at his disposal.  Anvhody
who takes advantage of this opportumity
carries away impressions which last for a
Hifetime.

Yet very few people who visit Smyria
ever go to Ephesus.  Only the other day
(February 20, 1908} a German fourist
stearner, with two hundred and fifty pas-
sengers, stopped o day in the harbor, and
nobody went to Ephesus. The Arabie,
coming from New York. calls for a day
at this port every spring, and onlv a lim-
ited number of tourisis ever go to sec
Ephesns. T am inclined to think. that
this i due to both ignerance and indif-
ference.

Ephesus is the only ruined city in Asia
Minor of any importance which may be
easily and comfortably reached. 1 lmow
by experience that the others can only he
visited after honrs, or even davs, of
horsehack riding from the nearest rail-
way station, at considernble expense,
hardships, and constant  danger Trom
brigands.  In many cdistricts the govern-
ment fatly refuses to permit the traveler
to po, even when guarded by mounted
police,

It therelore seenis a sin for anv one to

come 1o this interesiing port w*itlmuié
taking advantage of the opportumty o

seeing the only realiy Hrm.sﬁ:?lu and one
of the moest important of the ruined an-
cient gities:which abound in Asm Minor.

MAGNESIA

At one time Magnesia must have sur-
passed in magnificence and splendor all
the other towns of [onia, Lydin, and
"hryia, for the ssmple reason that the
Persinn Satrap for many yvears gave this
city the preference as his residence.  Such,
al least, s the opinion of many, and an
inspection of the ruins certainly give tns
mipression,.  The city was built near the
base of Mount Thorax, und the walls
mav still be distinetly traced almost the
entire way aroumd the site.  The ruins.of
all the puldic nldings show that a snow-
white marhle was used, the quarries of
which existed in Mount [actyas, the
sammie source, it s alaimed, which sopplied
the Ephesians with the necessary material
for many of therr monomental structures,

A bined of some Afty gipsies have
siuatted among the roins, and they earn
a living by weaving baskets At Jeast
the women earn the hving, while the men
spend the day in smoking cpgarettes and
drinking coffee.  The straw huts of these
waple dre not only filthy in the extreme,

ut- they ‘are also the hounts of every
kind of vermin, From one of the fore-
st eities in Asin Minor to 2 wrelched
gipsy village i3 a steep descent, and the
contrast is complete. Of Magnesia, as
o Babvion, the denunciation is fulhilled:

“I shall make it a possession for the
bittern: and pools of water, .. . .
The cormorant and the bittern shall pos-
seis it the ow] also and the raven shall
dwell in it ; and he shall stréteh out upon
it the line of confusion and the stones of
empliness

As if to prove 1o me how literally this
is trite, as [ approached the gyvmnasim
i the plain a atartled owl rose up from
the “stones of emptiness™ and took re
in a deep crack i the wall. Pools, too,
have jaken possession of the ancient site,
and the winding Letheus seeks its way
over broken pillars and marble fragments
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among places where the reed and cat-tail
grow to the near Maander. .

Inlike Ephcsus, Hierapolis, and Lao-
dicea, Magnesia 13 not a place where one
carcs long oo tarry by the way, There
hangs over the spot n spell which is
fraught with desolatien, and Tever lingers
in the nook<of Toin.  And vet there once
was life in that inanimate mass, wherein
culture, art, and learning sat enthroned.
[f these seattered heaps could bt tell
their stories, and Gl ap the gup of cen-
turies!  Sad havoc time has with that
city made, pnd the intervening  years
singe last 7t wie the abode of man have
cast over it a clovd of gloom and mystery,

The peasants, Turk and Greek alike,
hun the site with superstitions dread,
for frem that quagmire ghost-bke phan-
toms rise af mdmight- and hover about

the temple.  Stuch, at least, are the stories.

told by the country people, and a= they
are an exceadingly superstitions lot, 1t s
casy o account for their fears concern-
ing the ruins of Magnesia. And even
the stranger js glad when he lns tarned
his back forever upon this <oene of deso-
“lation, Omnly the gipsy secms to thrive
near it.

MILETUS

Ancient Miletns stood ar the pomt
where the River Mieander flowed into the
<pn, and, like Ephesns and Smyrna, it
formed one of the chief gmiteways of com-
muntcation hetween Greece and Rante
with the interior of Asia Minor. So
favoralle was the situation of the eity
anil such the genivs and energy of the
peaple that the commerce of Miletus soon
extended to remone regions; even in the
carliest daye of Temian history the mavi-
cators of this town, 10 quest of trade,
songht the Fuoxine Sen, the Propontis,
Egvpt, and the confinee of Greece and
Italy

Merchants pml travelerz from ahroad
were i tarn eager to vistt itz shores and
emjoy the splendid hospitabity of its citi-
sens,. 1t became celehrated for luxury,
art, amd learning, and there grew up
within its precincts a great =chool of his-
toriang and philosophers.  Tts cone were
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renowned in war, and as the head of the
[emian Unton it bore the brunt of the on-
saughts of Darins and Alexander. The
wisnen were noted for their beanty and
wit. The fame of its theater and tem-
ples were proverbial in-the ancient workd.

Chte of the finest syghits in the whole
of Asian Minor iz the gigantic theater of
Miletnse. Those wha admire the Cali-
sty at Rome should go to Miletus ard

soe its equal.  Unguestionably nothing:

hike it in the shape of a theater exists
anywhere else in' the world.  The Jength
of the stage alope 15 140 meters: (45031
feat ) and the u semmicirele of seats 15
no less than one-half a lalometer [ 1640.47
feet) in semi-circumference.  Iminense
taircaces ascend up through the en-
trances of the wings and sides; while
hee arched corridors lead to the stage,
pit. sl vpper galleries, We have be-
fore us here ane of the granidest heritages
of anthquity.  The stormns of war which
have buarst and spent themselves upom
this theater during the past two thousand
five hundred wears have have left it
searred and weather-héaten, to be sure,
vet only the more solemn and imposing
an that account.

In Miletus philogophic thought and
gulture first took roct, and the loman
schoal, if T may <o term it, maintained
an intellectual supremacy over the world
at Inrge for a penod of more than ome
thousand vears, The dommating phi-
Josaphy of the ancient worll was the
Grecian, to which the lonian cities eome-
tributed an important part. [t began in
the sixth eentury I C. and ended in the
sixth century A [ Tt had its hivth in
the same period as the acendancy of the
Mersinn Emipire, and its Tast school ceased
tor exist with the downfall of the western
Roman Empire.. A peculiar fate decreed
that some of the frst Grecian  philns-
ophers were compelled to flee From FPer-
sian persecution when the storm clonds
hegan to gather aboit the Topian cities,
anil after the lapse of a thopsand vears
the last of the philosophers of Greece
were foreed to seck refuge with the Por-
sian kings after an edict of a Christian
emperar evicted them from Athens
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There is «till much to be excavated at
Miletns: The work & m hanids,
and in a few vears Mr Theodore Wie-
gand, working in behalf of the Derlin
Museum, will have liid bare the entire
city.

PRIENE

Priene, thanlks to the Industrv and en-
erpy of the Germans, is now completely
excavated, something like eighty rectan-
gular squares having been brought to the
light of day. As the visitor at Pompes
sees before him an almogt perfect Roman
provincial town of the time of Phiny. so
at Priene one js epabled to ook at an
lonic city of the days of Alexander. The
Germans have completed a wonderinl
work at Priene.  The same thoroughness
antl workmanship with which they build
a ship muy clearly be seen in the skillin]
manner in which this oty was brought to
the hight of day.

The chief mterest in Preme 5 10 be
found in the private houses, which (date
from the fourth centrury B. C.  The most
of these houses show that they were occu-
pied by pecple accustomed] to luxury dnd
art. There was a courtvard in the mid-
dle. asin most of the houses in the fnent
todday, npon which opened halls and
chambers. In some of them were several
sleeping rooms, and many had a secotid
story. The walls of the hrst story im
many houses are still standmg, and deco-
rations of varjous kinds may =till be seen.
Some tdea will be given of the size of
many houses when [ state that they are
5o by 80 feet. The interior furnishings
were dlso on f scale in keeping with the
exterior proporiions of the dwellmgs,

The houses-in the comst cities of Asia
Minar, even three thousand vears ago,
were fitted out with the most sumptuous
tables, chairs, beds, and cirpets. In other
words, Hellenic genius and love of art
wag not only applied in rearing inimitable
temnples and statnes, but the sense of the
beautiful was also énrried into the hame.

Priene was a great religious center,
and this accounts for the number and
beautv of the temples.

It 1= not known when Priene was alto-
gether abandoned by itz inhabitants, but
it is probable that the city was so thor-
pughly destroyed by an earthguake that
ite atizens retired to  LEphesus and
Smyrna.

COHEN

Colophen claimed to be the hirthjlace
of Homer. About 665 years B, C. it was
one of the most important cties in the
Tonian Union, s celebrated far and
wide for opilence and luxury. In 287
B C. King Lysimachus femoved a part
of the inhabitanss (0 Ephesus.  With the
excepition of two or three wars, Colophon
sppmi= to have alwoys had a pretty peaces
ful time of it, and during six hnndred
vears of its history the inhabitants soc-
cessfully pursued the arts of commerce
and agriculture.

The horses of Coluphon were the miost
neited in Asim Minor, mnd the forests
grown upon the hills above the ity were
the special pride of the peaple. Chne
myight ‘alriost say that so much attention
was paid by these people to their Torests
that the eftects of the simie, in this pacs
ticnlar district, are felt to this day; for
of all the trees | bave thus far seen in
the Vilavet of Smiyrna there is nothig to
campare with the magnificent pines which
grow i the region of old Colophan—a
pitiful remnarit of the vast forests which
mnst once have skirted the whole ¢oist
of this countryv. That the climate and
soil of this section are wonderfully
adapted to the production of timber i
amply demonstrated by the presence of
large qtantities of edible mushrooms and
other fungi ustally unknown to dry at-
mospheres.

Calaphon is surrounded by a greal
wall, which was constritcted  fram the
imnensé boulders of the strronnding
hills, ‘These rocks were chiseled into
lnrge squares and placed one upon the
ather without the use of cement,  None
of the tuins about Colophon are of
Homan origin, Ewerything visible to the
eve belongs to the very earliest period of
Colophon's history.
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The ruins of Colophon lie between two
exceedingly picturesque Turkish villages,
The artist who, throogh the encroach-
ments of moderts industrinl enterprises,
no longer finds i New England or-else-
where the old mall on the floss, the house
with the seven gables. or the romantic
wayside inn should pack up his casel and
bruzshes and come to Asiatic Turkev.
Here he will find subjects for his talents
such as few ather countries possess.

In the villages of Deirmendere and
Tramtshi, near Colophon, for example,
he will fmnd Turkish life and costoms at
their puresi—soch as they have ever
been during the past six hundred years;
Houses constructed of mud bricks with
straw roods; atticed windows, from be-
hind which peer the encaged females;
coffee-homses, wherein sit the turbaned
Turk cross-legped, listlessly. smoking a
nargileh or sipping coffee in Oriental in-
dolence ; labyrinthian streetx shaded by
plane amd poplar (rees, with stately
camels and dwarfish donkeys; majestic
groves of cypresses, and neglected ceme-
teries stucdded with a wilderness of i
regular headstones ; on the mimiret of the
near-bw mosque there 15 the never-failing
stork ; then there are brooks spanned by

wnt  bridges ;  around  these  willages

there dire en meadows enclosed by
winding lanes; and bevond all these in
the background, rite up the rente of
ruin—aold Colophon.

It t= a steep climb to the necropalis of
Colophion, but the effort will be rewardecd
bv the sight of many tombs; all of which.
however, have been opened. Some of
these tomibs ‘are built n the shape of
square (owers, but the greater part are
¢ither rainul or elliptical in nature. very
similor in appearance to the tomb of Tan:
talrs at old Smyma, and evidently dating
from abott the same period, Todav the
necropolis is covered by a thick growth of
tall pines, and the tombis must be searched
tor among the trees, At one of these
large tomibs the guide given me by Mr
Van Lennep explained that when the in-
terior of the tomb was opened two skele-
tons were found lyving side by side, one
of a man and the other of a woman, evi-

dently husband and wife. The man was
Iving on his back and the woman on her
face. Among the conjectures offered in
explanation of this, one of the zaptiehs
nolvanced the theory that the woman was
buried face downward, so that the good
lady could not talk too much in her sleep,

CUn descending from the acropolis we
were met near the village of Deirmen-
dere by a dignshed Turk, who invited us
0 become his guest to the extent of hav-
ing some colfec. | cheerfully accepted
his hospitality and our host escorted us
through the village, striding on before
with an empty double-barreled shot-gun
over hid shoulder. His house conkisted
i:-r'ltwn itrcr]rit&. one m’l above and one
HIOW, Wilth 3 somewhit Ehﬂk)' ﬂ[ﬂ_{l"ﬂi'lr
leading to the one above. Arriving there,
we were informed that we could  either
tike coffee in the yvard below or in the
room  upstairs; which belonged to the
adies of the dimmutive harem.,

Upen onr choosmg to drink. coffee up-

stairs, we were mmformed that the women

mnst first be removed, and as we as
cenided the rickety stairs four of them
were hrought out on the small veranda
and placed =ide by side with their veiled
faces towand the wall while we filed past.
IFor the first ttme 1 found myself i the
dwelling.place of a village Turk of the
lower ¢lass. There were no chairs in the
roonn . Twio matiresses stretched on either
side. of a lighted lace were covered
with Turkish rugs of the cheaper quality.
Reelining upon these floor divans, we
watched our host prepare the coffee,

It iz a custom of the country mounted
police to snrrender their rifles to their
host immediately upon  entering, the
honsehold, and in this instance our body-
suards laid their weapons on the foor,
I learmed upon thiz occasion that it 15 also
the eustorm of the police, in this part of
the country, to carry unloaded riflee—a
circomstance which Jdoes not increase
their efficiency, if they should be called
ppant ta defend the stranger against
Lirtgmndds,

OUR NEGLECTED SOUTHERN COAST

A Cruise of the Garnegie Institution Yacht «Physalia™

L) part of our Atlantic coast is
less generally known than that
which stretches from the mouth

ol Chesapeake Bay to northern Florida.

The coastwise steamships shun the
proximity of the treacherous sands, and
the curosity of the average passenger
respecting the shore is more than satis-
fied by a glance along the long, low hne
of dull gray strand trending in hopeless
monotony to the obliteration of the hori-
zon, Indeed, so low is this coast that
Mount Cornelia, north of Saint Johns
River, Florida, which is only 63 feet in
height, s nevertheless the most elevated
Efmt between Norfolk, Virginm, and

ov West, Florida.

Ope's interest in this coast develops
only upon prolonged association with it,
for there is in the vast expanse of its
lonely swamp lands & mivsterions attric-
tion which, like a mirage, leads ue on-
i.-.'ard lhr]'ltgh but 1o the allorement of our
Wipe.

Lxploration 15 greatly facilitated by
the conntless number of tidal creeles and
estparies  which meander tortuously
through the grassy flats, and by extensive
sounids, such as those of Alhemarle, Pam-
Heo, Core, amd Bogue, whose ealm
waters: lie protected from the Atlantic
waves bebind narrow barriers of sand
canes.

Thus it 45 thay with a vessel drawing
five feet one may pursue a winding way
thringh these cerécks and sounds down
nearly the entire length of this coast, and
only aceasionally be ohliged to put ont to
sea.  Indeed, the onlv considerable acean
passage i= that between Beaufort, North
Carolina, and Charleston,

Upon such an exploration one passes
iranmi the repion of chestnuts and beeches,
througl the pine barrers of the Caro-
linas, to the palmetto groves of northern
Florida ; and thus from the temperate re-
gions to the border lands of the tropics.

MNor 15 this regon altogether one of
desclate flats of swamp grass bending
rhythmically to the breeze. It may even
be beantiful, as where in North Caroling
the Pasquotank River wanders through
the avenues of an over-arching forest.
Hereg, in the shadows of the fern thickets,
under the canopy of the woods, s the
haunt nf the bittern, the heron, and the
mmink, in a region where pnm-n:'lral nnture

still knows naught of man's encroach-
ment.

At Norfolk, Virginia, we leave behimd
us the hardwood of the Chesapeake re-
ion amd enter 4 land where the wall,

straipht trunks of pine trees stand in
* stately monotony in oevery wview. The

trees keep a respectful distance apart, so
that the noonday sun penetrates to their
roots and falle uprrn the coarse grasses
wliich cover this forest land, Here and
there one sees a voung pine free resem-
bling a green fox-tail thrust upright into
the ground

From northern Florida southward the
ever-present  bavonet-palm  usurps  the
space under the pine trees.  lte scaly,
tromks  interlace - everyvwhere:
over the samdy soll, and only its low-
Iving clusters of serratéd leaves thrust
upwand to the hght., No forests are
more uninteresting than are the pine har-
rens infested by the impenetrable thickets
of this hayvonet-palm.  The hard vellow
green of its bristling leaves abtrudes it-
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self evervwhere in dull uniform ngliness,
a fit covermy {or the hideous rattlesnake.

Far different are the cypress, which
clister around the border of nearly every
fresh water pool in the Cardlina-Florida
region. 1 heir fall trunks stand like tem-
Je caliwmns under the dark shade,  Like
Lu;._:q: misshopen ' fingers, the so-called
“Ynees” of the oypress point  upward
above the stagmant water darkened by
their exudations: Here. in the silent
gloom, live the water moceisin, the vul-
trre, and the alligator.

The live-ozk, that noblest tree of oy
southern  forests, fAourizhies from  the
southern partz of North Carelina south-
ward. It= long, goarled hmbs; sweeping
ontward in contorted curves, present an
wn-caklike appeamance, but the relation-
shipy of the tree is seen in the wavy mar-
Trins of its small, dark leaves and in the
mintite acorms.  Southward from South
Caroling the imbs of the hve-ooaks are in-

fested by that beard-hke plast, the
“spanish moss, which, by the way, is not
a moss, but a plant allied somewhat re-
motely 1o the puneapple.

Under these live-oaks we are o a some
ber region of twilight, swhere the boughs
sper (o whisper as their burden of droop-
g moss swings 1o and fro.  Such is e
canopiy. which & reverent niiture  has
reared over the stately cemeteniés where
sleep those whose spirits ruled in the by-
goe Jdave ol the il South, when our nas
tion still fostered a feudal aristocracy.

In the heart of the live-cak region hes
quaint old Charleston, sleeping in the
merhory of s brave and eventful past
There 15 a decidedly French tone to its
architecture, for here the Humenot was
dominamt. Here the cultured spirit of
colonial davs still lingers, although the
fine old walls are erumbling, and the deli-
cate hue of lichens relieves the aniformity
of eoloring which they displayved in more

This cementing of the onginally separate
hits of shell 1% due to the dissolving power
whicl rain or sea wuter has for calcium
carbonate, especially if the water be more
ar less impregmated with earbon dioxide,
due to the decomposition of decaying veg-
stable or animal matter. Water thus
charged dissolves the limestone of the
shells. and then, if the solubon. evapo-
rates on drving, the limestone is precipi-
tated, thus fastening the shells together
by means of little bridges of lime rock.
So hard does this ropk fmally bhecome
that ite surface nings with an almost me-
tallic sound when struck with a hammer,
and us lompg-as frost does not affect at,
weathering only seryes o harden it still
further. So well does this rock main-
tain itself in 8 warm climate that cmne
may still discern the details of the coat
of arms of Spain cut into the rock above
the sallyv-port of Fort Marion at Sain
Augustine.

We first meet with ledees of coquima
rock on the shore of North Carolina, one
of the most northerly being on the beach
at the old Confederate Fort Fisher,
narth of Cape Fear. The shells here
are largely mnxed with silicions sand,
but at Anastasia, Florida, the coyuina
is composed almost  exclusively of
shelle. Al of the rocky islands of
the Bahamuiie are built up of fragments of
sen shells and other lomestope remnants
of marine animals or plants.  These frag-
ments have been pounded into fine <and
by the surf, and were then blown inland
to he cemented by the rain water into
rock, Thie wind. or molian, rock, as it
i5 called, forms hills fully 250 jeet in
height. A most interesting cot through
it has been made ut the “Oueens Stamr-
wav.” in Nassauw, Balamas, where the
side walls reveal the effects of every
wind-storm of the past in forming the
rock.

Among the histomic relice along our
¢coast, none are more remarkable than the
old Spanish fort at Baint Aungustine,
Florida, now inappropriately  called

“Fort Marion.” It is the only preten-
tinus medievil building in North Amer-
iea; and; saving for the old guns which
have utfortunately been removed, it is
in & nearly periect state of preservation,
with moat, mrrers, portonllis, sally-port,
and cremated parapet, now gray with
muss and lichens: Onee it was Spain's
provdest stronghold o North America,
and althongh the Spanish king com-
Inined that Tor less cost he might have
Eaf[ g fort of solid silver, yet its worth
wis proven when in 1741 Oglethorpe's
defeatod forces retreated from its walls,

Much of the native charmm of old Fort
Marion has been destroved through its
accessibility 1o crowds of tourists; in-
deed, it is ohe of the few really interest-
ing places along our southern coast
which is easily reacherd.

Smaller than Fort Marion, but fasc-
gating in Its isolation, is the Spamsh
fortress of Matanca, near Matanzas Inlet,
cghteen miles south of Saint Augustine.
It stands ypon the banks of a tidal creek
in the midst of & desolate swamp, The
setthng of the old fort has riven the mas-
sive walls from base to summit. Trees
cluster over the deserted parapet, where
old cannem lie everthrown and covered
by a tangle of wvegetation. Owls and
bats live in the rooms once occipied by
its Spanich masters; vet in times
by the old fort appears (o have bravely
withstond the shock of battle, for many.
fragments of iron shapnel may be found
bried within its coquma walls—possibly
relics of Oglethorpe’s unsuccesstul shege. -

Aeross the creck, by the side of this
ancient fort. is the beach where, in 1565,
Don Pedro Menendez de Aviles broke
hiz promize of quarter to the captured
French Huguenote and murdered Jean
Ribault and 400 of his followers, For
this dastardly act he was rewarded by
the Spanish king by the title of “Mar-
quis af Florda." The story is fasci-
natinglv told by Parkman in hiz *Pio-
neers of France in the New World™

Apart from the cities of Charleston,
Ceorgetown, and  Savannah,  which
abaymd in reminders of the historic past,
there are many other interesting places
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along the lne of the coast.  Such are the
sm:m?pids of the civil war [ among them
Fort Fisher, the antack upon which is so
interestingly deseribed by Admiral Evans
in his “Sailor's Log." ‘There i= also the
beach at North Island, South Carolina,
where, on the night of Apnl 24, 1777,
Lafayette landed in Amerca.

(Our southern ecoast is'a regicn of sun-
shine free from the ooastal fogs that are
sn cotmon north of Cape Hattéras, In
winter, however, beware of davs when
there is =omething almost liguid in the
sparkiing clearness of the sky and when
a genial balm is in the air, for on o sud-
dent great polling masses of black clouds
looim over the nerthern harizon aml there
comes roaring down upon one 4 woll-
like wind, the raw coldness of which cin
only be appreciated by those who have
heen its victins.

When all is said we must shll be over-
cotne by the impression of desclation and
of ploom which i imparted by onr sonth-
ern coast. It 18 the region of the wind-

ing estuary, lost in an ocean of waving

reeds: of gnarled ol live-oaks, with
their funereal pendants of Spanish moss
dangling like old gray beards from the
boughs: of datk stagnant pools; with
the cvnress towering like silent sentinels
arotind their mysterions depths : of brist-
ling thickets of bavonct-palm, and of
monotonous  wastes covered - sparsely
with the pine tres.

Evervwhere one motitns the wanton
destruction  of interesting  anmimal life,
which might have been preserved to fas=-
cinate the naturalist and furmsh legit-

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mite sport for the hunter. The streams
which once were the resort of myriads
of water fowl are now silent and de-
serted. The wild turkey, the deer, and
the bear are now very rarely met with,
The alligator has become extinct over
wide areas, the fisherzes are declining,
amed the forests themselves are falling be-
fore the axe or withering onder the
wasteful bleeding of the turpenting mn-
dustry.

In Florida especially the people Have
heen most short-sigited in their failure
to respect the game laws, and the state
which might have retsined  onrivaled
attractions for the sportsman and the
naturalist- has become largely barren of
imterest for both.  Almost the only offi-
cent protection of bird life in Florida is
that under the aunspices of the mational
Auduobon socicties, who, supporied by
private subseriptions, hive in some mess-
ure succeeded in the preservation of the
shore hirds, although they must nearly
alwave labor in apposition to the local
sentiment of the people.

The tmpending ruin of the forests and
extinetion of the game in Florida are
surely depriving the state of one of its
chief attractions for the intellipent trav-
cler. That something i=s not done to se-
cure efficient conservation of Florida's
existing resources of game and forests
secints the rnore remarkable in view of
the well-known resalt of the wiser policy
of Maine, wherein their preservation has
caused an annually increasing revenie to
popr-into the state, and this source of
incorne i now the chief support of the
population of its northern connties.

MEMHERE of the National Geo-

graphic Society and every person
mterssted in geographic scence will long
remiember the late Daniel C. Gilman for

THEPRODUCTION OF WHALEBONE®

I N the early days of the whale fishery
the wvaluable guoalities af whale-
bone were not well koown, and com-
tvely little of the product was
saved. The first importation into Eng-
land is supposed to have been in the year
1504, when a quantity was picked up
among the wr-:de:aﬁc of o Biscavan shi
An idea of the decrease in the suppﬂ:
of whalebone and the corresponding in-
crease in value can be gathered when it
is shown from statistics that in 1853 the
total production in the United States was
552 300 pounds and the average value
per pound thirtyv-five cents, while in 1906
the entire production was about 96,600
pounds, which sold at an average of

34.50 per potnd !

Of the whalebone taken by American
vessels during the last twenty-five years,
more than oo per cent. has heen secured
in the Arctic Ocean, and the remainder
mainly in Hudson Bav and in the Atlan-
tic. The total product landed from the
American fishertes during the nineteenth
cemtury exceeded 0000000 pounds,
worth about 8450000000 at the present
market valuation.

The gamitore of the mouth of the
whalebone whales is totally different
from that of the sperm whale. Instead
of teeth, there iz a strainer-like appen-
dage called haleen, or whilebone, con-
sisting of several hundred hormy, elastic
slabs or plates, which are attached to
each side of the upper jaw. The num-
ber of slabe on each side ranpges from

260 1o 360.  This number, as well as the

length and quility, vanes with the

cies and the size of the whale. t
longest sinbs are in the middle of each
sifde, and they gradually decreate in
length toward the ends of the jaw.
When' the whale's mouth 15 closed, the
baleen fts into deep grooves; when the
mouth is opened, the baleen springs for-
ward so as to fill entirely the space be-
tween the jaws, permitting the water to
pass throagh, but imprisoning the small
mollusks npon which the animal feeds.

The lower edge of each slab of baleen,
as it hangs from the upper jaw, is
fringed with hair which recembles that
of a horse’s mane or tail, it is coarser
and more brittle when dry.  The exter-
nal surface of the skubs has the :P'g‘l-ear-
ance ol enmmel; the intenior is hGbrous
and partakes of the natare of the hair-
like fringe.

The material is regarded as a peculiar
development of hair, each slab an ag-
glomeration of hairs covered with en-
amel, and it is particdiarly interesting
as mdicating the fransition from hair to
horn.

The several specics of bone-besring
whales yield baleen differing much in
quantity, length, and quality, The choic-
est is from the bowhead of the Arctic
seas, wviglding from 1,500 to 3,000
pounds each, the rmight-whale ranking
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next with 1,300 pounds, while
the average vield of the fin-back and
hump-back 15 only about two hundred
and fifty pounds from ecach ammal, and
