The dress of the Bagobos is especially
striking. The cloth which they use is
woven by them from carefully selected
and dved fibers of Manila hemp, anid is
subsequently treated wath wax m such a
way as to make 1t very smooth and du-
rable, The subdued colors of this cloth
produce a pleasing effect, and it i3 orna-
mented a8 most tasteful manner with
elabarate besd and mother-of-pear! worl.
The men wear short, long-<leeved jack-
ets, often elaborately ormamented, trou-
s¢rs which do not reach quite to the
knee amd have beadwork around their
bottoms; kerchiefs or turbans an their
heads, and sashes or girdles at the wuist,
into which are thrust their war-knives,
i peculiarly  shaped  donble - pointed
sheaths. These sheaths are often elabo-
ritely ormamented with beadwork and
with horse-hair plomes (see page 1161).
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When a man has killed others, e wears
on his head a kercluef of reddish-choco-
late color ormamented with characteris-
tig almost rectangular white markings,
made by tying knots in the ¢loth before
it is dyved. The edge of this kerchief is
usually ornamented with beads, and it is
worn with one point hangmg down over
the forchead n? the owner. Light-col-
ored straight lines extending across this
woint gre -said to indicate the number of

15 vigtims,

CURIOUS EAR ORNAMENTS

In nddition, the men commonly wear

behind, suspended from their shoulders
by thongs which pass under their arms,
bags highly omamented with beadwork.
The men are also especially fond of a
peculiar ear ornament consisting of an
immense disk of ivory two or more
inches in dinmeter, cannected with a sec-
ond and somewhat smaller disk by a
neck-piece and resembling an enormous
collar-button with a short shank (see
page 1163). The smaller disk is thrust
throtgh a great opening in the lobe of
the ear and the flesh contracts about the
shank, holding 1t securely in place. Such
an ornament may be¢ worth one or more
carabans, accordmg to its size, and when
a man 15 so fortunate as to own two
vory disks he unsually alsp wears e
necklaces connecting them.

The oifensive weapons of the Bagohos
are well-shaped lances and heavy kmives.
For defense they use large wooden
shields of charactenstic form, which are
often guite elaborately carved (ee page
1103z ).

The women wear upper garments and
skirts witich very effectively cover their
bodies: Their arms, anl sometimes their
ankles as well, are loaded down with or-
naments Tashioned from brass and from
the shells of giant clams. They are very
fond of small bells. which are worn
around their waists and legs suspended
from bead pendants. While they do not
have bells on their toes, they are abun-
dantly supplied with rings on their fin-
gers, and certainly have music wherever
they o (see pages 1161 and 116%).
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HUMAN SACRIFICE PRACTICED

The Bagobas live in small villages,
riuled by chiefs calied dates, They
are relatively industrious agriculturists.
Some of them own guite extensive hemp
plantations and have accumulated con-
siderable wealth, A number of Amer-
ican planters hove emploved Bagobos as
laborers and have found them satisface
tory.

In the past the people of this tribe
have taken and kept slaves, and have
habitaally indulged in humon sacrifices
when things were going wrong with
them. In fact several such sacrifices
have been made since the American oc-
cupation, the simple-minded participants
admitting the fact readily enough and
being quite surprised that any one should
take exception to a custom helieved by
them to be not merely proper but highly
commendable.

They have until recently carried on
intermittent warfare with neighboring
tribes and to some extent mmong them-
selves, but are pow hiving: quietly and
peacesblv,

They are a music-loving people and
fashion some large and T;'reauti_fulﬁr frna-
mented sirmged mstruments. Some of
their dances are most attractive. [ have
known a professional Bagohbo teacher of
music antl dancing.

Much time has been devoted by sev-
eral competent ohservers to the study of
the Hagobos, and when the results of
their observations are published we shall
know much more about the people of
this tribe than we do at present. They
are certainly in many wayvs most inter-
esting and attractive ; but the costom of
making human sacrifices, which they
share with the Manohos, does not comn-
mend gtself to the average American.
This custom alone affords adeguate
ground for separating them from nearly
all other Philippine tribes.

THE WILANES (SEE PICTURE. PAGE 1166)

The Bilanes inhabit a portion of south-
ern Mmdanao lving to the west, south,
and éast of Lake Boluan and extending
to the end of the Tittle peninsula which

terminates in Pungian Point; also the
mountain peaks of the Cordillera be-
tween Sabdi and Malalag, and the Saran-
gani lslands, which lie immediately south
of the southernmost point of Mindanao.

The mountain dwellers are attacked
and enslaved by neighboring tribes; but
those living in the Sarangani Islands
have proved abundantly able to protect
themselves,

No special study of the peaple of thiz
tribé hns ever been made and no reliable
information 1s available as to their num-
ber (see page 1166).

THE BUKIDNOXNS (SEE PICTURES, FAGES
1164 TO 1166)

The designation’ “Bukidnen,” which
really means “mountain people,” is gen-
crally understood to refer to a tribe which
anhabits the subprovinee of the same
name in northern Mindanao, and in one
or two places extends over the mountain
barrier which forms the dividing line be-
tween Bukidnon and Duatuan, At pres-
ent they number 25,000 to 30,000, They
are frequently called “Monteses,” but this
mame is 34 Spanish term meaning “motm-
tamn people.”

Many of the men and women are con-
spicucsiy tall, The hair of some indi-
wuduals is straight and lank ; others have
wavy hair; while a limited oumber, in
whose veins there doubtless Hows a con-
siderable amount of Negrito blood, have
rather closely curling locks, Many indi-
viduals are of very prepossessing n.?m%
ance,  One's attention 15 ammediately at-
tracted by the small and often very slen-
der hands and feet of the women.

Well-towlo men wear long trousers
reaching to the ankles and hanging out-
side of these lu:m;{ shirts with full sleeves,
Tromsers and shirts are made of pieces
of bright biue, searlet, and white cotton
cloth carefully stitched together in more
or less elabornte geomerrie patterns and
are of very striking appearance (see page
r166),  Trousers often have cuffs at the
hottoms of the legs.

Dator who have killed Lirge numbers
of enemies wenr a most remarkable head
ormsrment, fachioned from cloth of gold,
with elaborate scarlet, blue, or white tns-
sels (see page 1104). So far as my obe-
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servation goes, no other Philippine tribe
has anvthing in the least like 11

The women wear long-sieeved upper
parmients of scarlet, blue, and white
patchiwork, Their skirts are long and
muy be fashioned of the abave-mentioned
materials, or made of solid pieces of cloth
purchased from the Filipinos of the north
coast or the Moros wha live to the south
and west (see pages 1165 and 1166).
Mast of the women have very large silver
car ornaments of characteristic form
“huttoned™ into great holes in the lobes of
their ‘enrs., Thear hamr 15 worn banged
across the forehead, with enormous love-
locks hanging down in front of their ears
They wear rings of brass ar silver on
therr fingers and toes, the number in-
creasing with the wealth of the owner
until individual digits are completely cov—
ered and heénce beonime practically nseless
(see [mg.-: 1165).

A Bukidnon man is supposed to have
but one wife, but frequently keeps, more
or less openly, a number of concubines.

THE MOUNTAINEERS SETTLE ON THE
PLAING

In the past the Bukidnon people have:
preferred 1o live scadered throogh the:
moumtains in 1solated families or small
groups.  During Spamish days  Jesuit
niissioniry priests brought considerable
numbers of them together into villages,
and since the American occupation al-
miist all of them have been persuaded o
forsake the farest-clad mountaine in fa-
vor of the level, fertile plains, where they
have bmlt good hiouses grouped in bean-
tifully kept aml sanitary villages, which
have broad plazas and clean, well-dramed
streets (see papes 1232 and 1236).

The Bukidnons sre natorally a peace-
ful and a very industrious agriculiyral
pecple, bt in seli-defense have been
compelled to stand off the neighboring
more warlike tribes of the mterior and
their Chrastian Filipino neighbors as well

since 1007, when the subprovinee of
Ifukidnon was cuot off from the province
of Misumis, active eiforts have bLeen
oyl to protect these kindly znd nata-
ratly mdustrious, intelligent, and progress-
ive people, and the results obtamed have:
been most satstactory.
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NON-CHRISTIAN PEOPLES OF FHILIPPINE ISLANDS

PADDING AS ARMOR

A Bukidoon warnior equips kimself in
a sort of ruwde armor, consisting of gar-
ments thickly padded with kapok, or tree
cotton, held in place with yards upon
yards of strong cotton cloth (see page
t16ig). Warsknife and lance are the of-
fersive weapons, while a large wooden
shield of characteristic form 15 psed for
defense,

The Bukidnons love musie and dances,
i which weoamen bl girls very gracefully
manipulate kerchiefs or shawis between
their extended fingers, moving wi'h a
pecalinr gliding step wholly  different
irom anything to beé seen among other
Philippine trbes,

A distingmished visitor upon approach-
mg a Bukuloon town s usually met by
i fully armed warrior, who brandishes a
tormidable lance with a bell on the end
of 1ts long handle. This dangerous-look-
ing individual dances about in a most as-
tonishing fashion, making {aces;, thrust-
ing out his tongue, and shaking bis lance
as if about to run one through. Though
expected to-smile appreciabively at thos
rather alarming display, & man can usu-
ally not quite gur'get how absolutely he is
at the mercy of an armed-savage,

Nearly all the Buokidnon villages have
well-attended schols and are donnected
with telephone lines, which are freely
naed, ¢ people are converting their
besutitul and naturally rich country into
4 checkerboard, with reads and traids tor
dividing hines. They are giving up their
picturesgque  nabive cosiume so rapidly
that typical garments are even now hard
to obtni—a fact which is Lo be regretted,
as the garh of the Filipinos which they
are adoptmg is not more modest or more
servicenble and 1= far less pictoresgue,

THE BULANGANES

The Bulanganes inkabit a forested atd
monntainous region i southern Mmdanao
extending over some 45 miles from Ta-
montuca toward the southeast coast.

The Jeswits say of them that they are
=0 sgvage and ferce that even the Moros
are ‘afraid of thém and call them bad
peonle

They constitute a trihe of douhtful
validity; incliuded here solely on the an-

a3

thority of Jesult missignary priests, It is
lughly probable that a careful stody of
the peoples living in the vicinity of the
Gulf of Davao will result, as such a study
has resulted in porthern Luzon, in greatly
reducing the number of recogmzed tribes.

THE GUIANGAS

The Guiangas, who mhabit the north-
ern amd eastern slopes of Mount Apo
and the Kiver Mala and its: tributaries,
in the distnct. of Davao, are said by the
ﬁmiu to be in all respects similar (o the

ibos, although they speak a peculiar
dialect. According to the Jesuit Father
Gispart, who did miissionary work among
them, they number approximately 6,400,

Althoingh I have seen them only anice,
| venture to express doubt as to whether
they are really tribally distinct from the

Pagobe . T think it more probable that,
w5 the case of the two groups of Hen-
guel lgorots speaking Kakanai and Na-

balod respectively, this is a- case of two
sections of one tribe with more or less-
distinet dualects,

THE IFUGADS (SEX PICTURES, rAces 1167,
T8, 1210, 1218, 1224, AND 1240)

The Ifugaos are a powerfuol, warlike,
bead-hunting tribe, numbening at presert
125,000, They inhabit a very mountain-
ous but for the most part unforested re-
gion in the central part of northern Lu-
gon, which formerly constituted the
northwestern portion of the province of
Nueva Vizeaya, but has not been made a
subprovinee of the Mountain Provinee
and bears the name of the tribe.

Although the men are not large or
heavily bmlt aml many of the wonen
are comparatively small, they are a
healthy, vigorons, well-muscled; and com-
paratively cleanly peaple.

The ordinary dress of the men i£a
long, dark-blue clont, with or without
white stripes or dwarlet Apures. In addi-
tion, men who can afford to do so often
carry more or less elnborately woven
Blankets, Their chests, necks, and some-
times their legs are ornamented with tat-
too patterns pecoliar to the tribe (see
paagre 1167,

They make excel-
tent lance-heads and war-knives, They
are the only people in the Philippines
whe do not noturally and normally eat
with their hngers. %:h: phorest lingao
usnally carries a wooden spoon in his
clont and uses it in feeding himself. The
handles of these spoons are often well
carved in imbation of homan fgures,
Striking-looking wooden bowls carved 1y
imitation of hogs or carabios are in
fairly common use, while under the
houses of what may he termed the Tfu-
gao nohility huge carved tagaky, or rest-
mg benches, fashioned from single logs
and ‘capable of accommodating two or
more persons stretched at length, are

UTntil Arerican eontrol was  estal-
lished over them, the Ifugnos were in-

veterate head-hunters, amd their heavy.

burden of field work was necessarily
targely performeid by women or children,
while their men did sentry duty on the
hilltops or stond guard over them in the
ficlds. Tt 15 now more than Eix Vears
sinee a head has been taken in their ter-
titory, nnd the several settlements are
not only on friendly terms with each
ather, but with the people of neighbor-
ing tribes as well,

EXPFERT SHOTS AND EFFICIENT IMOLICE

When tronble threatens, they carry
plain rantan-lashed board shiclls, which
Ioak ugly but are effective.  Their offen-
sive weapons are formidable bolog and
steel-headed Tances. They also uze ham-
hoo lances and a few of them have nfles;
Taday order is maintained thronghout
their territory by lfugao constabulary
epldiers, wha speedily become cxpert
rifle shots and have shown themselves to
b brave, efficient, and loyal (see p. 1224),

The Ifugans have only two musical
instruments: a wooden drim with skin
head, wsed in cobnection with certam
ceremonial  feasts, and the common
gmnag, or timbrel, which they play with
cansurmmate skill.  They march to its
music on the trail and dance to it on
every possilile occasion,

Their feasts are apt to be rather up-
roarions.  They make an excellemt fer-
mented drink from rice, and on gala oe-
¢asions are prone to partake of it rather
oo frecly.

Today they show the utmost friendhi-
Tess !.u-.-.rar? Americans.  They have
built splendid ronds and trails through-
out their subprovince, over which Amer-
jean women may and do ride in perfect

-safetv.

Under a continuation of the present
poslicy the IHugaos will go fast and far
an the rond which Jeads to better things,

Their condition and customs in Span-
ish davs have been accurately and guite
folly deseribed by Fuather fuan Vills-
verde, a8 Spanish missionary priest, who
labored long among them :mr{ won their
respect: and  regard,  Had the pohey
which he recommended been followed by
the Spanish government in dealing with
them, many of the results which the
American government has now attained
wottld have been achieved vears ago.®

THE IGOROTS OF DENGUET, LEPANTO, AND
AMNURAYAN ( SEE PICTURES, PAGES 1164,
1174, 1221, 1238, 1241, AND 1255).

The Ignrots who today inhabit the sub-
provirces of Benguet, Lepanto, and Am-
buravan must be considersd as consti-
tuting & single tribe, although they speak
several distinet dialects, of which Nalalod
and Kankanii are the more important.
The territory which they occtipy 15 for
the most part very mountainous,  They
runtber today in Benguet 28.000; in Le-
panto, 27,000, anil i Amburayan, 34,000,

They are a robnst and vigorous peo-
ple. Hoth men and women are asa rule
short, heavily huilt, and strongly muscled,

men wenr their hair short, although some
individuals, especiaily in Lepanto, allow
it 1o grow to a considerable lengih,

The usual dress of the men 15 the clout,
supplemented, when the means of the
Individual permit, with a cotton hianket.
They are, however. glad to wear (lannel
shirts aml couats of khaki or blie army
cloth when obtainable. They also take
kmdly to hats.  Indeed, many of them
have hats of their own make,

It view of the scanty costame of the
men, it is a surprising fact that the wo-
men are ordinarily careful to keep their
bodies fully covered,although when work-
g aliout the house, weeding rive fields,
or washing clothes they frequently omit
upper garments.  Wealthy women often
wear several soperimposed  shorts and
neariy all bind towels about their heads

(see page 1100)).
WHERE SMLENCE IS HEALLY GOLDEN

Netther sex has any very elahorate
ormaments, Some of the men adorn
themselves with lorge bands of beads or
wire and with ear ornoments: of brass or
sitver.  They often tattoo the Lacks of
their hands, Some women have very
elaborately tattooed arms, but on the
whole tattooing i practiced much less
extensively than ninong the Hugaos, the
Pemtoe Igorots, or the Fu.ﬂ]lngﬁl_i. "The
wormen wear simulpr ecar ornaments and
strings of beads as welll. A few wedlthy
indiv .n:EIm'Ii have ear ornaments of solid
wralid,

In Bengoet a number of wealthy wo-
men possess: heaten plates of thin gokil,
which they wear between their [1iH and
fromt teeth on special occasions, thus

eompletely closing their mouths.  Doabt-
Eq-::: many American men would rejoce 1f
ormaments of thns character were o be-
coine Tashiomable m the United States.
When thev are worn the mile 2ex monop-
olizes the conversation !

Theee Tgorits are supposedly monog-
amous, although the men sometines
keep conenbines, especially in Lepantn,
Parents are very fond of their chilifren
and bring them up with care. The eake
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of a boy prome to be nntruthful is passed
upon by a commmiittes of old men, and if
the verdict goes agninst ham he 15 staked
out on the ground and Hopred in a fash-
ion which he 18 not likely s00n to forget.

DOGE AS A TADLE DELICACY

The people of this tribe are now peace-
ful, rustriods agriculturiste, amnd have
never beer hedd-hunters.  They live
chiefly on camntes, but raise spme gak
andd considerable quantities of rice, much
of which 1% grown on terraces which
wonld seem wonderfal were they mnot
dwarfed by the more marveloius ones of
the Ifngnf:s and the Bontoc Igorots, Irish
potatoes and enfice, introduced years ago
Im the Spaniards, are rus-ud for sale
Pigs anil chickens are kept in consider-
able mumbers, but are as a rule eaten only
on cétemoninl occasions, Dages are a
highly appreciated article of diet and
are now brought i large numbers to
Bagruio from the lowlandz for sale, On
Sunday mornings the Baguo dog-market
presents 4 unigque  spectacle ((see page
1300 ).

The Benpuet Tgorots raise good horses
in considerabile nimbers, nmﬂmh e
and worer) ride with skilly difering al-
solutely in this respect from the Ifogaos,
Bontoe h;nrur'_r-.:m-{‘ katingas, who neither
keep horses nor know how to use them.

Several different tvpes of houses are
in eommon use, Of these the nreanest
15 huily of grass and =its Aot on the
grovnd,  Such & howse wsually has a
raised platform of hewn boards on which

certain Lepanto. Tgorots, which is placed

om the pronmd, but has Jow board sides
e 1 high, peaked roof which containa
n storeroom. It s without windows.
The oceppants have individual sleeping-
bards, which they lay on the damp
grouhd (see page t174).

In the vicimity of Kabayan the Benguet
Tgorots boild good houses, which have
floors aml sides of boands and are even
possessed of windows, while near B
and Cervantes a4 nomber of individuals
have constructed up-to-date dwellings
with galvanized iron roofs. formished
with chairs, tables, beds, and American
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stoves, Marked improvement in house
architecture is one of the results of con-
tact with Amerncans,

The houses are weaually gm?cd in
simall villages, but sometimes stand singly
in very isplated places,

TITE ONLY NATIVE PHILITPINE MINEUS

The Benguet and Lepanto [gorots have
mined gold for centuries and are the only
native miners in the Philippines  An-
cient gold ornaments of anknown origin
are still to be fownl among them.

At the time the Spaniards entered their
territory they were armed with ances,
shields, bows and asrrows, and offered
resistance to the invaders; but, so far as
i3 known, they have never been head-
rftﬂjntm and today they are entirely peace-

Like the other tribes of northern Lu-
zon, they are a music-loving people. They
ang very plensantiy and sometimes uze
bamboo futes to accompany vocal music,
Thetr dance music 15 produced by gonsas
and long-barreled wooden drums with
skin heads. The tone of such a drom 1s
varied by fingering the head and by press-
ing the Jong barrel with the bare arm.
The sounds produced by these instru-
ments are supplemented by -striling a bit
of steel upon a stone, Whett a dance is
in progress aoman with the steel and
stone and two ganga players morch about
with the dancers, whil'lu the drum playvers,
psually tiwvo in number, squat close hy.

A danee which is absolutely character-
istic of this tribe 13 the =so-called "nrd
donce,” nsually participated . by one
man, wearing bankets over his extenilod
arms in imitation of the wings of a bird,
antd one woman, who wears a blanket
wrapped closely about her Lody.  Ansther
common dance i= a cirele danee, partici-
pated in by a line of men and a line of
women, whe devote much time to singing
and bending their bodies about, but in-
dulge in comparatively little footwork.

A number of echools have heen estab-
lished for these people. Girls are taught
to weave good cloth (see page 1169).
Young men have already heen educated
sufficiently to serve successfully as secre-
turies and treasurers of their towns.

The daily wage has risen steadily since

tnnbe have prospered under American
rule and today live in better houses, are
better fed, wear hetter clithies, and enjoy
better health than ever before,

THE IGCOROTS OF RONTOC (SEE PFICTUHES,
PAGES 1167 AXD 1222)

The Bontoe lgorots are a strong, war-
like, head-hunting tribe oumbering ap-
roximately sooo0.  They are almost
imited to the very mountamous region
constituting the subprovinee of Bontoc,
bt a very few are to be found in the
subprovinee of Kalinga. For the most
their territory is separated from
that of neighboring tribes by motuntain
barriers. _

They are strasght-hairer] people, prob-
ably of Malayan origin, Both men and
women are splendidly developed. [ my-
gelf comsider them physically superior to
any other Philippme tribe except the
Kalingas, While on the average they are
mare muscular than the latter people,
they are at the same time miore heavily,
net 1o say clumsily, boilt.  Both men and
wommen are uncleanly, but there is a-no-
ticeable improvement in this regard.

The dress of the men is usually a clout,
although this 15 sometimes replaced by a
mete apron, Hlankets are comparatively
rare. The men have long hawr hanged
acrogs the forehead and rolled into a
knot behind, where #t is confined by a
jaumnty, more or less highly ornamented.
rattan cap. They make hoge holes in
the lobes of therr cars, mto which they
thrust wodtden plugs, bambooa rings, and
varpus other olijects wliach they con-
sider ornamental.  Ogecasional individuoals
wear huge metal péendants in their ears

Chains of brass wire are highly prized
as walst ornaments, and the man who can
attach a valve of a penrl oyster-shell to
his grirdle is considered fortunate mdeed.
The men tattoo their chests and backs
very extensively, They often have nu-
merons tattoo-marks on their arms and
faces as well, These facial marks sup-
pozedly have to do with head-hunting
exploits.

The typical woman's eostume is & short
skirt woven from thread made of bark.
Lt s seoured at the waist by a girdle ot
similaf matermal, but s uwsually open an
one side from the knee to the waist
When cloth 1= not available, Bontoe lgo-
rot ‘women often fashion really very at-
tractive skirts from shredded banana
leaves or the ornamental, magenta-col-
ored folisge of a plant ¢omimeon in the
Lazon Mountams. Upper garments were
in the past almost never worn, but are
now gradually coming into use as o re-
sult of contact with whites and Filipinos,
who are teaching these light-heamted amd
innocent-minded davghters of nature to
be ashamed of the beantiful bodies with
which the Creator has endowed them,
Both mien amd women wear blankets on
oceasion, if Tortunate enough to possess
them.

The women use ear armuments similar
to those of the men, and in addition wear
m their hair and about therr necks more
or lesz elaborate strings of beads, boar
tusks, dog tecth, and ornamental seeds.

When there is occasion ta swim or
ford streams or to vsork in the water in
rice fields, both men and women strip
withotit any apparent hesitation, although
women who have occasion to wark long
m the fields usnally, but by no means al-
ways, extemporize skirts of leaves (sce

page 1167).

%Eh:' typical hiouse of the Hontoe Tgarot
has a-grass roof which overhangs, but
does not meet, low hoard sides  There
18 a storeroom in the roof. The ground
space is divided between a sleeping-box
4t the end apposite the entrance, a stall
m which food is prepared, another stall

The houses are grouped in large vil-
lages, which are often readily aceessible.

The Bontoc lgorots build immense
systems Of rice terrices with strong re-
taiming walls, They are excelled anly by
the terrices of the | s, Camoles,
however, form ther prmcipal food
They raise some beans, corn, and nunllet

They not only keep hogs and chickens,
but raise carabaos in some number; al-
lowing them to rup half wild apnd never
using them for draft purposes, hut eating
them on cervmonial occasions:

They have manufactures of some im-
portance, makmg bhend-axes, metal and
clay pipes, earthen pots, salt, woven bark
cloth, cotton Blankets, well-woven cloutz,
and pther small articles.

The Hontoc lgorots have been inveler-
ate head-honters, and were formeriy con-
stantly at war not only with neighbaring
tribes, but among themselves, Fortu-
nately, hedd-hunting has now ceased al-
most completely throughout their terri-
tory.

They are verv fond of music and dane-
ing, in which they indulge on all passible
oecpsions, The only mstruments wsed
are gamsas, one of which 18 carried and
plaved by each dapcer throughout the
performance.

The Bantoe Igorots, like the Tfugnos
anl the Benguet Tgorots, are spitit wor-
shippers,  Their religions practices con-
sist chiefly in efforts o propitiste the
anifor, or spirits of the dead, who are
believed to have power for goed and
cvil.

They are monogamous, but have a
curnous system of trind marriage, under
which voung people live together for a
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NON-CHRISTIAN PEOPLES OF PHIULIPPINE ISLANDS

time, apparently for the dual purpose of
ascertaming whether married life will be
congrenial and whether it will be fruitful.
The latter pomt once satisfactorily set-
tled, they promptly marry and usually
continie to live together to a ripe old
age. Divorce iz, however, permitted
under certain circumstanees.®

THE IGOROTS OF LURUAGAN EE‘IE'.'-E
FICTURES, PAGES 1175
AND 1181)

Lubuagan s the capital of the sub-
province of Rabnga. Its mhabitants and
those of the noghboring villages are
comunondy, - and perbaps properly, Te-
ferred to as kalingas, but they differ in
certain essential particulars from typical
represettatives of Jus wnibe.  Here the
regions inhibited by pure Kalingas, Bon-
toe lgorots, [Tugdos, and Tingians meet,
It may be that the people under discus-
¢iom have restlted from intermarriage
between members of these several tribes,
It may be that they were originally trib-
ally distinet, but have come to resemble
both the Bontoe lgorots and the Kalin-
gas as a result of intermirriage with
them. At all events, many of the men of
this No Man's Land are superbly devel-
aped and many of the women are grace-
ful and attractive.

The men wear more elaborate feather
ornaments than do the Kalingas, On
the backs of tieir heads they have the
tvpical Bonto¢ Iporot rattan hats, which
are, however, apt to be imerusted with
agate beads. The bodies of the women,
usually bare from the waist up, are often
slender, graceful, and 'n marked contrast
to thoge of their chunky Boutoe sisters.

About the waist and hips they wear
bulky woven rattan “bustles,” or “form
improvers,” and their skirts are stretched
over these and tiicked in at the waist be-
tween them and their bodies (see page
t181), The skirts are gaily embroidered
and are often liberally ormamented with
pendants of mother-of-pear], Many of

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the women of this region paint their
faces bright orange red on festal oces-
sions—a custom unknown elsewhere: in
the islands (see page 1181).

Their houses resemble those of the
Kalingas mare than those of the Bontoc
Igorots and are oiten grouped in com-
pactly butlt towns of considerahle size
(sece - ITY6 ).

In [:f::fariﬁthn Labuagan lgorots use
typical Kalinga weapons, bot their music
and dancing resemble those of the Bon-
toc lgorots in that the men carry the
gansas and play them as they dance.: The
dancing of the women, however, is much
maore active and graceful than that of the
Bontoc women.

THE ILOXGOTS (SEE PICTURES, PAGES 1150,
LIz, 1180, AND 1220)

The people of thig tribe, also. known

as Ilongotes and Ihilnos, are forest dwell-
ers and many of them are semi-nomadic,
Their territory wis formerly divided be-
tween the provinces of Isabels, Nueva
Vizcaya, Pangasinan, Nuoeva Eeija, and
Tayobas, but all of it has recently been
added to the province of Nueva Vizcaya
in order thiat they might be hrought
under cemtrilized control. In 1820 they
extended as far south as the Laguna de
Bay, and some of these people could then
occasionally be met with almost in the
outskirts of the city of Manila; but their
hand has been against every man and
every man's hand has been against them,
with the resuli that their number has de-
creased  and their territory has dimin-
ished as they have been driven back le-
fore advancing ervilization. It 1s thought
that they do not now number more than
6,000,
They are a sharply marked tribe;
Many of the men and women are of such
Iow stature @5 (o appear dwarfish, Tn
the ternitory which formerly belonged 1o
Isabela the [ongots hive intermarried
freely with the Negritos and their physi-
cal characteristics have in consegquence
been profoundly modified. But even in
the territory where this has not oceurred
muatiy of the men are heavily bearded.

A clout, scarlet when possible and
often ornamented with beads, constitutes
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the usual man's cosnime. The wonten
wenr short skirts reaching from the knee
to the waist and, when obtamable, upper

They tuke delight in ornamenting their
gnrments: with beads; bits of shell, and
other bright objects, and display estra-
orilimary patience and skill i dodng this
work and in fabricatigr elaborate chas
friom bits of wire and tasseled orramnents
from white horse-huir (see page 1182),
Garments and tobaces pouches are often
embroidered with scme little skill.  Many
of the men wear brags-mounted our or-
naments fashioned from ﬂd.riq_i of the
scarlet beaks of hominls,  Their har,
which is apparently never cut, is usmally
confined nbove the forehead with a net
and, wrapped with rags or bark, furms &

rojecting - chignon at the Tnck of the
Eﬂ:ﬂl Back baskets and knife shemths
are eldborately ornamented with bends,
tassels, and horse-hair plomes,  Both
sexes wear belte or gindles of cowries,

Their houses are somewhat primitive
anil one is sometimes oecupied by foveral
families, Aceess to them is obtamed by
climbing notched poles.  Pieces of wood
fadhioned like long horns usually exteml
from the two ends of the short ridgepmle,
\ pumber of houses mmy be found near
ench other. but, =0 far as my observation
eois, never closely grouped. |

The Tongots cultwate forest clearings
in o haphazard sert of way, growing up-
linid rice, comotes. and -a little: sugar-
cane, but they sithsist largely on game
andd fish, They are skilliul in the wse of
the bow amd arrow, which they have
prohably learmed from their neighbors,
the Negritos., Their lances hive small,
weak heads and the shafis are usually
araamented with spiral bhands, differing
i this respect from the lunees of all
other Philippine triles War-knives, or
bofos, are well made and formidable,
They are carried m rather elaborately
carved sheaths, the form of the sheath
wet corresponding at all to that of the
knife.  Their light, narrow  wooden
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shields ate primarily intended for stop-
PIng RETOWS,

HEAD-HUNTEHS 1N AKX AMMLESS SOHT OF
WAY

The Hongots are head-hunters m an
aimless <ot of a way, They tnvariably
dttnek Promr ambushes, ‘winch are often
most skillfally prepared. Until quite re-
cently, they have anoually Killed a ocone-
siderable mamber of Filipnos, and al-
though they have now  given up this
highly abjectionable custom, m the mone
remi e settlements they still fight amuong
thenaelves:

They are a timard, very suspicions, and
highly emotional people. When friends
who have been separated for some time
meet they often weep copions tears for
no. apparent reason except that they are
glud 1o see ench othes,

The lNongots are a hithy le, and
as o result sufer dreadfully from skin
GIETSENER

Their dancing, which, so far-as my ob-
servation goes, 15 mdulged n by men
alone, I8 a most extraordinary perform-
anve which must be seen to be appreci-
atedl.

Two schools have been established for
theme and, contrary to my  expectition,
their chiidren have proved bright and
tepchable, readily leti—.ng o speak Fong-
lish quite fluently and promjptly profiting
by opportunity 10 do industrial work.
The extraordinary patience and manual
desterity which these barlarians display
i fashioning therr orndgments shoold
same day become a valuable commercial
astet for them.

Feiendly relations have now been e
tahlished with the people of practically
all their settlements. but it will require o
much longer time to civilize them than
will be needed with most of the wild
tribies, and there 13 no present reason 1o
bulieve that individuals having muach
Negrita blood will ever he civilized.

In many particalars there are extraor-
dimary similarities between the Tlongots
of northern Lizon and the Mandayas of
Mindanan,  The relationship hetween
these twi peoples, now st widely sepa-
rated, ought to be carefully worked out.

ous than that of the [fugaos and Bontoc
Igorots.

Both men and women are comparas
tively tall amd in many mstances are ex-
tremely well formed (see page 11B3);
the perfect muscithr development and
graceful figures of the men dre espeaally
noteworthy,  Inomy opinion, the typical
Kalinga warrior is the finest-lookmg wild
misin o be found in the Phohippine Fslnnds
(see page 1102).  Asd rule the memlbets
of this tribe have steatpht hadr, bot an
ocensional rare  mlividual, bearing no
dther resemblance to the Negritos, dis-
plays & shock of fuzzy wool which 15 hard
to account for.

THE PEACTCERS OF THE PHILIFMNES

The Kalingns are the most gaily
dressed people of northern Ludon., The
men wear regudation clouts; bt they are
not seldom ornamented with beads, hut-
tons, ete.  Their thort jackets of gandily
colored cloth are alse often adorned with
beads and tassels. Gay tarbans are com.
monly worn, and the hair, banged across
the forchead and left long  Dbehipd, is
frequently  stuck full of scarlet Tlibis-
cus, murigolds, or other gay flowers amd
of really gorgeous feither ornaments,

Harndsome blinkets worm over ome
shonlder and under the opposite arm and
aomamental bags for carrving small per-
sonal belongings complete the usual cos-
tume of the mule, ¢xcept for the ear
plugs, which are fashioned with especinl
care aml are often inserted In such o
way as o project hackward agaunst the
siiles of the neck and turn the loles of
the ears ditectly forward, Their front
ericds are covered with embroidered cloth
or adorned with highly polighed coins,
hite of lnoking-glass, or other bright ob-
jects. TIn some instonces the car plugs
are made aof rolle of bright - colored
waorsted (see page 1192).
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FALSE HAIR HERETITARY IN THIS THINE

The women wear gatly colored upper
garments and skirts.  The wealthier ones
have enomous necklaces of pgate beuls,
while heavy amd pecubarly shaped ear
ornaments of brass and of mother-of-
q::'nﬂ are almost tnvariably i evidence.

heir heads are adorned not only with
abundant natural locks, bt wath switches
matle from the tresses of departed fe-
mate ancestors, amd into the nmsses of
hair thus bailt vp are throst gay scarlet
and yellow feather plumes.

The Kulingas swree a eleanly people and
their beautifully formed bodies are usu-
ally free from disfiguring skin diseases,
They live m small villagres.

e wealthier Balinga men -are usually
openly or secretly polveamous, but their
first or Taw fal wives are apl to lead sub-
Hll‘uﬁlll_j.r acquired favorites a dance.

Many of the Kalinga houses are ex-
traordinarily well built on conventional
lines which show little varation. There
i a place for evervthing uml everything
i kept i s place.  Furthetmore, the
houses are clean. A feature egpecially
appreciated by those who have to sle
on their floors 15 that the flooting, wmﬂ:
15 made of rattan or of stems of rume
grass, can be, aml is, rolled up daily in
the early morping, taken down to the
nearest streatn and thoroughly washed,

When inter-tribial warfare was general
wmong the Kalingas, tree¢ houses were
common, but they have become com-
paratively unpopular, niow that it is safe
to bald on the ground.

The Kalingas mise rice, camotes, und
sughr-cane  m considerable  quantities,
nsing the lntter for the manufacture of a
fermented drink called pasi. Many of
them are skillful hunters, adding to the
family food supply by killmg wild cara-
hios, deer, and hogs.

THEIR FPREFEREXCE 1K WEANOXS

In war the men protect themselves
with verv artistieally  chaped  wooden
shiclls. Their offensive weapons are
slenider but deadly light head-axes and
savage lances, Like most other northem
Luzon tribes, sive the lonpots and Ne-

The Mandayas use bows and arrots
with much skill, Ther long, slender
shields, which are sometimes ornamenterd
with beads, remind one of the shields of
the Hongots, as do their strong. curved
fighting Imives, the sheaths of which are
m sizge and form out of all proportion to
the Llades they contain.

SRILLFUL METAL-WORKERS AND JEWELERS

Some of the men are very skillfol in
working metals.  They ornoment  the
sheaths of kmives with tastefully teco-
rited silver bunds and even inlay steel
blades with silver, They hammer ot
great cirenlar plates of silver called pati-
nas and ormament them with engraved
marks arrenged in geometric patierns.
They also work atid temper steel with
mitch skill

Some of the Mandaya houses are fairly
well buily wooden structures, roofed with
shirigles made out of Aattened bamboo.
Oithers are much more primitive and are
built n trees.

The Mamlavas have in the past been
inveterate fghters and slive takers, As
yet they haye been only partially hircught
under povernment control, and neither
inter-tribal  warfare nor  slave-taking
have heen entirely checked, | onve met
a man who was carryving, hol not wear-
g, the searlet coat of ‘a Hagaeni. or man
who has killed six persons. 1 asked him
if he was a Christian and he said he was,
I asked him if he was & Hageni and he
saidl mot yet; le had killed only five
people !

e Jesuit Father Pastelo has est-
mated the number of this tribe at ap-
proximately 30.000.  The Manobos and
the Moros are the only two Mindanao
tribes which ontnumber them.

THE MANGITACUANRS

The so-called Ma 1ans inhabit the
territory between that occupied by the
Manobas and that oecapied by the Man-
davas. Although they are reongmized by
the Jesuits amd others ns n distinct tribe,
T myself, after observing them for some
tume, wm of the opmion thit they are not
entitled to such recogmition. 1 consider
them 1o be jost the sort of people of
mixed deseent that one might expect to
find in a region between the habitats of
two tribes like the Manohos and Man-
davas. These two tribes really mper-
ceptibly prade into each other through
the seeealled Manguoguans.

THE MANGYANT [SYE FICTURE, P, 1178)

The Mangyans inhahbit the mterior of
the great island of Mindora. They -are

varionsly estimated o number from 5,000
to 20000. This tribal dessgnation  has
also been applied with doubtinl proprie

to the wilil lﬂhﬂhlﬁl'lll!- of the Hitle sland
of Sibuyvan, whp have pnow almost en-
tirely disappeared. It may be that when
we know mote of the Mindoro Mangyans
we shall find it necessary to divide them
into several different tribes. 1 ooveelf
have lived among those mbabiting north-
ern and central Mindoro, and have re-
peatedly visited thove living i the sotmh-
ern and western portions of the ishand.

The wporthern Muanpvans, especmlly
thode living on the slipes of Mount
Halcon, are a wvery primitive people.
The costume of the men consists of a
clout only, The women also wear clouts,
supported by braded rattan cord conled
around waist and hips,  Little giris be-
gin with only enough cord to go amtmu.l
the boddy two or three times, while old
women often wear great mastes of it
Girls of marriageable age atd voung un-
married women usually cover the lreasts
with a band made from the dried petiole
of o hanane leaf stitched with rattan.
Clonts are ut?-;:ﬂllv mairle of bark cloth

antl women have few, if Any, ormaments
and u5un]1:|- lack blunket= T'hl.*, CATE Semi-
nomadie; and when wandering. through
the forests in search of caboe wegro alm
trees, from which they oldzan a starchy
product siomlar: to sago, they buld indi-
vidal shelters of the thimsiest character.
I have seen them asleep in the miin
crouching on their haunches over small
fires and each sheltered only by two or
three rattan leaves, shaped much Tike
huge ferns, stuck into the ground in such
a way as to beml over.

Some of the members of the jribe
speni the dry season wanderimg about
in search of fish and game, which they

fake very skillfully with how and arrows,
and helping out their bll of fare with
such vegetable products as they ean ob-
tain from the forest  When the rainy
senson beging they build more substantinl
stroctires, eonsisting of good-sized plat-
forms of poles roofed over with palm or
rattan leaves,

Some Mangvans make forest clearings
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and culbivate the sodl to a hmited extent,
ransing camotes, and g hittle nice and
BigaT-tane.

HUOW A PROFESSOR- OF MATHHEMATICS
COUNTS

The Mangyans are sometimes polyg-
amons,  They are of low intelligence
and nre t'rnltmlnh unable to count abvwve
three.  ['rofessors of mmthematics can,
however, count up to twenty by ntlizing
fingers and toes, The common methodl
of procedure in dealing with numerals
above three is to tie the requisite number
of knots in o bit of rattan,. 1 have trav-
eleid for days with no other helpers or
cumpanions than Mangyans, with whom
I 'was compelled to communicate by signs,
ver we got on beautifully, They are
Kindly, gentle people who will never make
trouble if decently treated, but when
abused they are capable of revenging
themeelves, tging for the purpose ex-
cetﬂmgly demlly poisoned arrows:

Theéy are by no means [astidious as 1o
their amm:ﬂ food. 1 have =een them
gorge themselves with the ralten flesh of
the tamarao, or sl Momdoro badfalo,
although it smelled to heaven and crawled
with n ats. 1f a white man had swal-
lowed & bite of it he would protably
have died 6f ptomaine poisoning, bat they
ate it with satisfaction and with apparent
impunmty.  Snakes; crocodiles, and huge
white grubs all form table delicacies
lghiy ﬂpprEn:ltml by them.

he Manpvans in southern Mindoro
are o much less naked people thon are
their northern brothers:  The men fre-
quently  possess goodd shirts and  wear
neat Cloth elonts arnamented with beade:
They also wemit Deid necklaces amd
braided rattan armlets.  Into the latter
are thrust feather or fpwer ornaments,
They are long-liaired and frequently use
head bands or small torbans. The women
alsp wear heads in abundance, don cloth
skirty over their c¢lots; and frequently
have apper garments as well. These peo-
ple reize, spin, and weave cotton.

AN ANCIENT PHILITTINE ALFHABEY

The Mangyans of southern Mindoro
differ from all other Philippime tribes
save the Tagbanuas, in that they have re-
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taingd and sull wse therr anoient syllabie
alphabet, scratching the characters on
freshly cut jomnts of bamboo ar hite of
banana leaf. | '

They build comparatively good houses,
amd are more active aml svstemiatic in
cultivating the sail than are their north-
ern brothers, Several schools have been
started [or their children, who prove 1o
b bright puapils:

In morthern and oorthwestern  Min-
dors. many individual Mangyans show
marked -evidences of Negrito blood, 1
helieve that there have been Negritos in
thig'szlind and that they have disappeared
by fusing with their nesghbors;

The mterior of southern Mindoro has
been found to be, relatively spealing,
quite thickly populated. The inhabitants
raise cotton and spin and weave their
own cloth.  They are so timad that it hoas
thus far been smpossible tn establish
communication with them.

Like the people of all other Plahppine
wilil tribes, the Mangvans have ther own
peculinr music, usmg bamboo tlutes and
prmitive siringed instruments to produce
it. ‘They sing a good deal Certain in-
dividuals among them pretend tooa sort
of clirvovancy and profess to be able to
tell what persons at a prest distance are
doing.

The Mangvans commumcate with each
other in the forest by beating on the
chormous  butiressed roots of certam
trees, apparently using a primitive sort
of Morse alphabet.

All in all; they are & very imteresting
people, deserving of a more careful study
thari thev have as yet recetved,®

THE MANOHDS (SEE PICTUMNES, FAGES T172,
1173, 1170, 1234 AND 1235)

The Manobos are said to be the second
most powerful tribe in Mindanwo, al-
thiugh the Mandavas compete with them
closely for this position.  They are be-
heved to nomber about Gooon,  They m-
habit the whale lower Agnsan River val-
ley and are found 1o smaller numbers o
the north of Malalag on the Guli of

Davao, on Cape St Augustine, and at
virious points in the mtenior of the dis-
trict of Cotabato, even extemhing across
the line into the subprovinee of Bukid-
nofl.  They ire n more than ordinanly
tzll and rather light-skinned people, with
hatr whach 8 often wavy and soinetimes
eurls quite closely; bt as their territory
abuts upon that of the Negritos in north-
ern Mindanan, it is probable that inter-
marriage with the litter tribe accounts
for the occasional occurrence of clokely
curling hair.

Their dress is very similic to, that of
the Mandayas (see page 11;3%. Trulesl,
most of the women wear Mandaya skarts,
many of which are saul to be miade by
Manobo women captured I war by the
Mandayas, kept as slaves, and taught the
complicated art of skirt-making, Riwch
people also wear the great engraved sil-
ver disks called j"ﬂl‘lh'ﬂ.i. which are mami-
factured by the Mandavas and are so
highly prized by their women (sce page
Li7h)-

The Manobos, however, differ from
the Mandiayas m language and in custiums
to-a marked degree, Furtherimore, they
seomi to lack the skill in weaving amd m
metal working which the Mandayas pos-
453,

Heretofore they have lived m smgle
howzes or small groups of houses seat-
tered  through the forest, bt amler
American rule have been persaaded, in the
Agusan River valley, to gather into vil-
lngres along that stream amd its tributaries,

Until ecmpelled to mive them ap. they
kept slaves and ocoasionally indulged in
bomman sacrifices; in fact, it was by no
means anheard of for a wealthy Manobo
ty tie up a slave, give his small bov a
lanee, and have the boy experimentally
test dhifferent ways of kithng and mann-
ting by thrusting the lance mio the quiv-
ering flesh of the unhappy vietin.

The Manobos practice agricolture in o
mure of less haphazEnd way, raisimg oofin,
rice, and vamk, but often losing their
crops as a result of fioods, Ther houses
were  wretched  structores,. bt onder
Amerlcan  tutelage thevy have readily
learned to construct much better ones
(see pages 1234 and 1235). Many of
thes, however, still live in the tree-tops.

In general, it may be said that those in-
habuting the lower Agusan Valley, where
they had long been mercilessly exploited
by therr Fiipino neighbors, are de-
bavched with bad liguor, Broken-sparited,
and hard to deal with, while the hghting
Manobos further up the river, who in the
past managed to mntam thesr mdepen=
dence, are now progressing much more
rapidly.

WA AND SUPERSTITION

Among the wilder Manobos the passion
for mangayaos, or killing expeditions, is
strong. The fighting men are, however,
very superstitious, and if they hear a
small pigeon, called limacon, call in the
wrong direction, will immediately réturn
home.

The Manobos who inhabit the back
part of the subprovinee of Bukidnon are
physically an especaily fine lot (sce pa
1173},  The men in this tegion fight
fiercely when unjustly treated, hut have
shown themselves very appreciative of
farr and kindly usage, and, as a result of
having received it at the bands of Ameri-
cans. are rapidly forming villages and
setthing down.

The Manobos believe in an endless
series of spirits or supernatural beings,
catbed dusaos, each of which 5 endowed
with especial powers. Their pricsts; or
botlames, go through efaborate aml re-
markable ceremonies in establishing com-
munication with the spirits and in come-
municating the desires of the latter to
the people. At times these singular in-
dividuils seem veritably to become pos-
sessed of devlls, and are dangerous if
they can gain necess o depdly. wenpons,
[ once bai the pood fortone ta be present
when the busoos were being called and
witnessed some extruordimary sighits

The people of this tribe are especially
fond of music and dancing, and their

antommimic dances far exceed, 0 num-
'EEI‘ and variety, those of any other Phil-
ippine tribé with which | am famibiar.
In the course of an evening T have seen
them mumic the woodpecker, the mon-
kev, the robling of a bees’ nest, an old
man with elephuntinsis trying to dance,
a young man stealing a kass from a slecp-
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mg munden, individual peculinrities of
persons present, and what not.

THE MONTESES

The wild people, ather than Negritos,
who mhabit the monntainons mterior re-
gions in Pavay and Negros, are oom-
monly called Monterrs. As the designa.
tion 15 & Spanish word meaning “monn-
tain people,” 1t 15 obviously unsatisiac-

Lary.

Ef:hr.'_'r are also called Bukidnon, and it
may be that they are descended from the
same parent stock as are the people of
northern Mindanan, to whom this latter
name 15 invariably apphied, but if this s
the case 1 have failed to note any evi-
dence of . It should be stated that
“Monteses™ 15 also an alternate name for
the true Bukidnons.

They are a people of Malay origin,
whose original manners and customs
hive been much maodified by contact with
Filipinos and Negritos, The men wear.
clouts, the women skirts and carmsas.
They build fairly well-constructed hiouses
of pood size, but live a family or two in
a place as a result of their belief that a
person who dies needs some one to ac-
company him on his long jodrney, so
that i 1s incumbent on his male relatives
to start o compamion on the same road
he = travwling.,  As almost any one will
do, a somewhat disturbed state of society
results.

These people practice agriculture o a
consuderable extent.

They quarrel and fight among them-
selves, using exceptionally long bolos
with peculirly carved hilts and good.
strong lances. |

I lived among them in Negros for six
weeks, Dhut unfortunately the photo-
graphs then secured have since been de-
stroved,

At Grst they sought an apportunity to
kill my companion and myself, believing
that we had come to poison the stream
from which they obtained their drinking
water, Later, noting that we paid more
for tiny birds' eges than hens' ; were
worth, hought snail shells, and did other,

peaples of the Philippines. |

Many of the men wear their hair short,
but the Yacans in the intersor of Basilan
and’ the Moros of Lake Lanao wear it
long, Turbang are in common use. al-
though the Turkish fez niakes an ac-
ceptable substitute, and hodjie, or men
who have visited Mecc, wear tightly fit-
ting white caps. A= o rale, men dress in
very tightly fitting jackets of entton or
eillke, wltich are sometimes hluck or white,
bitt are more frequently gaily colored,
Their “dressup” trousers are slan-tight
below the knee, winle those worn when
they Zre at work or are expecting to
fight sre often as loose a8 pajama trom-
sers (=ee pages 1177 and 118g),

Women weéar simular loose tronsers,
with or without skirts, and cover-the up-
per part of the body with tightly fitting
jackets, often left open down the front
[ | [J-niut boetween or below the hreasts.
Like the men, they are passionately fonil
of the brightest colors

PFIRATES AND PEANL, DIVERS

Except 0 the interior of Basilon and in
the Lake Lanuo region, the Moros are
cssenittally o water people. Some of them
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live i their boate for long periods, while
most bimld their houses on piles in the
water whenever practicable; so that they
can drop mto their boats and be off on

short notice.  They are wonderfnl swin-

mers and divers, [t 15 said that many of

the best divers employed in the Cevlon
pearl fisheries come from Jolo,

The Mobammedamsm of the Moros
15 of 1 somewhat washed-out character,
and many of the laws of ther religion
arc more honored in the hreach than
the abservance, but such as it is they be-
lieve m propagating it with the sword,
and fight with fanatical bravery.

Many of the men are skailfol in work-
ing metals and fashion steel krisies,
barongs, and campulans of deadly excel-
lence. Thev also use lances, and in pro-
tecting themselves employ heavy, round
wooden shields.  From tome to time cer-
tain individuals take solemn oaths to die
killing Christians, and are then known s
juramentodos, or “swormn men."  They
seerete  demdly weapone, betalie them-
selves to places where there are crowds
of people, amd then ron wild, cutting
down every one within reach until they
are themselves killed. They believe that
as a reward for this commendable proce-
dure they go stroght to the seventh
heaven,

Volumes might be written about the
Moroe: but T must content myself with
saying that Dx. N. M. Saleeby i3 the
greatest authority oo them, and that
some of the respits of his fmportant in-
vestgrations have been published by the
Philippine Hurean of Science.

The problem involved in tranguilizing
and civilizing these people s a very grave
one, [t 1s my opinion not only that s
solotion s not vetl in sight, but that we
are af present not making as moch prog-
ress as we might. At all events, we have
performed an viluable service in releasing
slaves who were formerly held m large
numbers, and in effectively preventing
the piratical and slave-hunting raids in
which Moros promptly thdulge when left
to their own devices,

THE NEGRITOS (S8 ricromy, PAGE 1180)

The Negritos, generally considered th
he the aborigines of the Philippines, are
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rncilly distinet from all the other peo-
ples mhabiting the Archipelago which
have not intermartied with them, 1t is
probable that they orngmally occipied
every island of any size in the group;
but at present they occur only in north-
cast Miodanoo, Samar, ceniral Negros;
central Panay, a few small islands north
of Panay, notth central Palawan, a few
isolated points in southern Luzon, the
mountaing of Bataan, and. Zambales,
where they are relatively numerous,
Abra, where there remain but o few m-
dividuals of mixed descent; Apayao,
Caguyvan, Isabeln, and Tayabas,

The groat forested almost nnex-
plored area extending from the north-
ernmost puint of Luzon to the viemity
of Casipuran amnd Baler is woday the ane
rematning Negrito stronghold, and.
muny parts of this region it is still quite
impossible to get into touch with them,
for they flee at the approach of stringers,

They are of low stuture; their skins
are dark brown to black; their hair is
woolly and closely curling: their bories,
arms, and legs are more or less thickly
coversad with “pepper-corn” hairs (see
page 11801, Many of the men are abun-
dantly Learded, Tt is a common custom
with both men and women to shave the
erown of the head, as they say “to let the
hest ont.™ _

The Negritos are known in different
parts of the Archipelago under different
names, stch as Abunlon, Aetas, Balugas,
Duguiles, Dumagats, and Bataks,  and
after further study it may prove neces-
sary to separate them into 8 number of
tribes.  ‘This is, in my opinion, especindly
likily to result in the case of the woolly
headed blacks of Falawan : hat our pres-
ent knowledre reveals such resemblances
between the several groups of Negritos,
and there are such radical differences he-
tween them and the Malay tribes that
one 15 prone to regard them as a people
Not only are they characterized by low
stature. dirk skins, woolly harr, and fat-
tened nnses, hut they all have the ecus-
tm of sharpenimg their front teeth, and
ormament their bhodies with scar pattorns
imstead of with the tattog-marks so uni-
versally employved by the people of other

tribes, “There is a striking similarity be-
tween some of the Negrito séar patierns
and those of the central Afncan dwaris.

INCATALLE OF CIVILIZATION

The Negritos are bow and nrrow, peo-
ple in the strictest sense of the word.
They make and use an arrow poison of
deadly effectiveness and are sufficiently
skilled oceasionally to bring down birds
on the wing. Many groups of Negritos
live exclusively by hunting and fishing
and build the fAtmsiest of lemiporary
shiglters in liew of houses: Others occa-
swnally practice agriculiure m a very
primitive way and build rather more sub-
stanttal “housdés,” but as often as not
forsake their plinted clearmgs before
harvest time.

Negritos most certainly lead the smmple
hie anid their wants are few  mideed
Their only domesticated anmals are
and an vccasmnal tame jungle fowl

[Tnless able to purchase cotton cloth
from Filipinos, they clothe themselves in
thie bark of trees. They make pract-
cally nothing but bows, arrows, fieh-
lines, fish-hooks, and & few baskets.

As iy their nombers, one mmnn’s
15 about as as another’s.
minv be 23,000 of them left,

Mentadly, they are about ona par with
the biacks of Australia or the bushmen
of South Africa. Their birth rate is be-
lieved to be far below their death rate
Within a comparatively short time they
have disappeared from Cebn, Mashate,
Sibuyan, and probably alse from Min-
doro, where none can oow be fonnd.
Oy o few fndividuals réemain m Tablas,
Tovabas and Samar.

As | have clsewhere stated, 1t i nof
wo muck to say that they are a limk
which is not miesiing, bt soon il be!
In my apinioti they are absolutely inea-
pable of civilzation., Thase who inhabit
the northeast coast of Luzon hunt heads
among themselves, bt the only really
grave problem which the people of this
race present 15 that invalved in seemg 1o
it that they are not oppressed by their
Filipmo neiphbors, on the one band, and
in preventing them from talong bloods
revenge for past wrongs, on the other.

When crops fail, the Sulsinos secure

Polygamy is universally allowed, but 18
by no means universally practiced. How-
ever, a prosperous man is likely to have
three or four wives Marmage 5 ar-
ranged hy go-betweens, The ceremony
is very simple.  The couple eat together,
piving ¢ach other morsels of rice, and
that is about all there 15 101k

It iz claimed that polyatdry (one wo-
min having two or more hushands) s
practiced mote or less frequently amiong
the poorer people living far back in the
interior. but this fact has never been
sutisfactorily egablished. Divorce is al-
lowed, It ts arranped for by the Ibcal
chief upon a proper showing of cunse
aml the terms are settled at the same
tome.

The dress of the Subanns is sinilar 10
or sdentical with) that of their Aloro
neighbors | see H}'}'E , anil the same
statement holds true for their ormaments,
except that the women ore given to wedir-
ing heads m lnrge quantiiies, a cnstom
which does not prevanl W the same extent
amuong the Moro women,

In appearance they are typical Malays,

The pagan members of the tribe are
now estimated to number 3006 1 can
find np relinble estimate of the number
af those who have heéen Christianized or
Moharhmigdanized.

THE TAGABALIES

The Tagabalies are another of the
doubtful tribes inhabiting southern Min-
danan and recognized by the Jesnits.
They are said to occupy the region to
the south of Lake Buluan as far as
Sarangani Gulf and to be an unconguered
people, warlike and hostile towanl the
neighbaring Moros, Bilanes, and Pago-
bos, with whom they frequently nght.

TIIF TAGABAUAE

The Tagabauas are another one of the
tribes of donbtfol validity here listed.
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They are said to be a mixed people of
Hagoba, Mancbo, and Tagakaolo extrae-

tion, and to have the charactenstics of

these several peoples, sometimes side by

e and sometimes contused with eac

other, They are frther snid to be few

m aumber and o lead a wretched hie
1 have never s¢en them.

The Tagakaolos are the kst of the
tribes of doubtin] distinetness here given
recogmized by Jesuits and sothe other au-
thorities, They inhabit a part of the dis-
trict of Davan, birdermg on the gulf of
the sgme name and extenihing from Cass-
laran Cove to a point a little below the
River Lais; also one side of the little
peninsala which emds in St Auvgustine
Pomt (see page 1180).

The lesuits record no important facts
concerming them, and | have seen them
hut once.

THE TAGHARNUAS

The Taghanuas are an interesting peo-
ple inhabitmg the interior of central and
northern Palawan, Thev are dlso found
on the neighboring islands of Dumaran,
Linapiean, Culion, Busuanga, and a num-
ber of small islets.  Their number 15 ot
aceurately known, tut has mn the past
probably  been consitderably underesti-
mated. It i3 saud that there are now
o000 in the territory adjacent to the
southernmost of the two Palawan rivers
which bear the name Tuajig. There are
periaps an equal additional nmember: o
the couniry between thie region and
Puerto Princesa.  How many inhabit the
outlytng islands we do pot at present
kmow,

The wild inhabitants of the interior of
semthern Palawan are locally known as
Palunnes, but T cannot fmd that they
differ in any essential particolar frim
the Taghamuas anl consider this to be o
cage of two designations for one people.

The Taghanuas are physically well de-
veloped, They are o dark-skinned peo-

le.  Many of them have wavy or curly
air. T think # probable that they have
in the past intermarred freely with the

[n the northern portion of their terri-
t-ari* the men frequently wear the elout
and the women the short skirt of the
savage, Further south, where they hove
comme i contact with Maoros, they have
adopted the dress of the Iatter people,
sometimes 1o 1tE entirety and sometimes
in & more or less modified form  The
men wear their hair long. As a rule,
neither men por women have ornaments
save those which they can fashion for
themselves from the producte of their
mative forests.  While most of them suc-
cetd 1n obtaming cleth, a not meonsider-
able namber clothe themselves in bark.

The Taghangas of southern Palawan
are a fairly industrions people and have
in the past raized rice enough to foed
themselves and their parasitical Moro
neighbors into the bargam.  The govern-
ment 1& just now for the first time sae-
ceetding in its effurts to protect them
from the Moros amnd is establishing for
their benefif tradmg-posts where they can
sell their superfltous products and obtain
what they want at reasonable caost.

The Tagbanpas are expert hunters and
fishermen. There are no deer on Pala-
wan, bt in this islamd thev display great
skill in killing hogs, and in Culion and
Busuanga they take deer in eonsiderable
numbers, bringing them down with bows
and arrows, the vse of which they have
douhtless: learned from the Negritos,

They are very fond of music and dane-
g, The instruments most in use are
bromze timbrels, known as ahgongs. They
also employ bambon flutes. Some of
their danves would hardly pass muster
in polite society.

THE TINGIANE (SEE PICTURES, PACES
1185, 1187, 1188, 1100,
AND 1101

The Tingians are In many ways the
most  atiretive of the non - Christian
Philippine tribes.  Although all Tingians
are non-Christians, we may divide them
into eivilized and  uneivilized groops.
The stronghaold of the former is the sub-
provinee of Abma, where they exist to
the number of some 14,000, They also
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extend over to the east into the neighbor-
ing subprovinee of Kalinga and to the
west into. the province of south Hocos.
A few have wandered south and lave
settled in western Lepantn,  Another
small group long since strayed into
northwestern P sinan, where their
living descendants have almost lost their
tribal identity. But, curiously enpugh,
those who wandered farthest from home
and established themselves o the prov-
mee of Npeva Eoja have retamned al-
moast pnchanged their tribal drese, man-
nors, and costoms,

Many of the Tinglans are roumd-faces
and comparatively Lght-skinned, The
men wear ther hair long and hold it in

lice with small turbands or narrow head
ds. The typical dress of the men is
still the clom, but there are few who o
not possess-shirts amnd trovsers, Nearly
all of them have hats, chiefly made by
themselves or their Ilocano neighbors
(see page 1188), Not a few have even
arrived at the dignity of shoes and stock-
ings.

The women have until recently worn
only skirts: of clean, white eatton cloth
when at ‘work : huat of Iate years short-
sleeved comisas have come mto general
use, amd many women are now rather
ashamed to be seen without these upper
garments, As a rule, they wear their
abtndant clean hair done vp in a knot
at the side of the head mstead of at the
back. It is wrapped in beads and pro-
tluces a pleasing effect.

A CTRIODS IDEA OF REALITY

Thetr characteristic drnametite, of
which they are inordmately proud, area
series of armlets made of beads, which
begin ut the hands and in the case of a
wealthy woman extend to the shoulders.
It 18 the custom for small girls to con-
strict their forearms by armlets tghtly
fastened half way between wrist and el
bow, and to leave these in place as they
grow, thus nltimately producing an hour-
glass effect, which 15 incroased by the
swelling of the wrists which almost inya-
riably results.  Such unsightly deformed
forearms are considered as ormamental
by those immedintely concerned as are

the rest of the body nntattooed.  On their
breasts they often wear elabormte mother-
of-pearl ornaments, and they particularly
ltke o bedeck themselves with scarlet
tassels,

WO CLOTHES AXD XD BATHS DURIXEG THE
PERLMOD OF MOURNING

The women are inordinately fond of
beads;, althogph they do not wear such
elaborate arm ornaments as o ther
mere civilized sisters of Abra.  Many of
them have silver ear ormaiments of a
form strictly peeupliar to this region.
Into their hair they freguently stick
miniatore head-axes. which serve both
ornamental and nseful parposes { sec page
Ligr). Their dress comsists of the usual
short skirt and A well-made upper gar-
ment, which under ordinary circomstances
they are careful ooc to remove in the
presence of men.  When widowed, how-
ever, they go stripped to the waist for a
period of six mumnths, unless their mmle
refatives take a hemd wathin a shorter
time, and they also refraom from bathmg
They frequently starve thanselves for
long periods [ see 11R5).

Courtship frequently lasts for two or
more vears, and meanwhile voung men
and young women are allowed to wan-
der off together to neighboring towns
without the shightest thought of the pos-
sthility of any improper conduct on their
part.  The eonfidence of the women is
really tovching,

THE WITLD ME-H"_E- EXCELLERT HOUFES

These wild Tingmans build admirably
constracted houses—the fnest primitive
stritctures in the Philippines, T would
giveé much to know where they got the
plan which they mvarably follow, The
houses are closely grouped in wvillages,
which are laid out in a fairly definite
faskon, with o place for dwellings, an-
other for pranaries, and a third for the
baskets I which they deposit when

racticable the heads of their enemies

here is always a groop of cocoanut
trees and wsually a group of the palms
from the leaves of which they make
rmmneoats.  Usually theee 33 also a group
of cacao trees (see page T100),

They raise rice aml corn sufficient for
their own tse and prow tobacco for sale
in the lowlands.

In frail houts or an tioy hamboe rfts
they navigate with great skill the raging
waters of the Abulug River.

They all have heen, and T regret to say
some of them still are, inveterate head-
hunters, As vet they have been only
partially  Brought ander governmental
contral. fnd this work camot be com-
pleted uptil the construction of trails
mikes their country more readily acces-

=fhle.

They are fond of music and danecing,
but are apt to over-indulge n bgn on
occasion, and some of the wildest scenes
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[ have ever witnessed have been at their
feasts. Like the DBenguet lgorots, they
have an inordmate fondness for dog,
aned ‘on several oceasions 1 have nvoided
by w very narrow m the necessity
for sharing with them this duhious dish,
Considerable progress is now being made
in establishing friendly relations with
them, and I hope and expect that within

two years wo shall be on as good terms:

with them as we now are with the Ifu-
gaons, Kalingas, and lgorots,

THE TIRURAVES (SEE PIOTURE; PAGE

The Tirurayes are a rapidly disappear-
g tribe nhabiting a region extending
from the lower branch of the Cotabato
River south to a point a little below the
Trampadidu in southern Mindanao (see
page 1184). They have been raided and
enslaved by the Moros until they are
completely cowed, and bave become al-
most incijEble of supporting themselves,
In 1900 they were said by the Jesuits to
number some 10,000 ndividuals, but they
are believed to be rapidly dying off and
will probably soon disappear. 1 have
scerl them only once,

OUHR EARLY EXPLORATIONS

[n previous articles written for the
Naroxay Geocrarmic Macazixe 1 have
given some account of several of the wild
tribes inhabiting the Philippine Ishinds,
more especially the head-hunting tribes ;
have briefly outlined the origin amd na-
ture of legislation enacted for their bene-
fit, and have mentioned a few of the
things which have heen done since the
American occupation 1o better their con-
ttion.® Within the limits of the priesent
article | shall attempt to give 2 more com-
prehensive view r.-} the results actually
abtained.

Obviously 1t was useless to attempt to
improve existing conditions tntil we al
least knew what those condifions were,
andl during the period from oot to oy
a larpe amount of exploration work was
therefore necesaary. Of-this a eonsider-
able part had to be done on foot, as the

so-called “trajls” were m most  cases
mere foot-tracks made by the wild men,
over whiclh the tongh and sure-footed
Philippime ponies could oot even be led
(see pages 1203 and 1210),

Cnr usunl method in penctrating the
great unkiown region west of the Uapa-
yan Kiver m northern Luzon was to start
on the China Sea coast, climb the Cor-
dillera at some feasible ppint, and de-
scennd on 1S enstern side.  This mesm
traveling with very light baggage, so that
we  were ill-prepared for the marked
changes in temperature experienced as
we ascended and descended.

The fatizue mvolved was so extreme
that we were usually more or less reck-
less by the time we had followed the
streams on the Cagavan side of the Cor-
dillera until they were sizeable enough to
float bamboo rafts on which we could
loadl ourselves and our belongings and
then to intrust them to the tender mercies
of the ecurrent (see page 1195). A la-
borious pissagre through some long, deep
lagoon, where we had to pale our rafis
or paddie them with bitz of bamboo,
would be followed by a shoot down a
foaming rapid or a drop over a fall,

A bamboo raft 25 feet by 633 unman-
ageible when once 1n the grip of the cur-
rent, and we could seldom learn in ad-
vance what kay ahetd of us, A =ullen
roar atound a bend in the rver might
mean & swift and execiting rush down' a
foaming rapid 1o another deep pool, or
it maght mean sudden sl prolonged
immiersion after a perpendicular deop.

Fortunately, a bot raft alwavs
comes 1o the top again, and 11 one hangs
ot he cammeot drown.  Unforiunately,
such a raft goes to pieces if it hits & fock
hard dnough.  Even then s component
clemnents float; but there are drawbacks
about bemg thumped against rocks by a
raging current, although supported by a
good, thick bamboo !

Chn one of my early trips four different
refts were dashed to pieces under me in
two davs, but 1 suffered no serious in-
jury.

During 18 vears of fairly continuous
travel in the Philippines, in the course of
which T have penetrated the territory of

renegade Moros on the west coast of
Palawan.

{n a number of occasions we should
have heen fully justified in opeming fre,
but we were determined to avoud this
until the lngt possible moment, and 11 was
with the result that in each case things
tock a torn for the better and we were
spared the unpleasant necessity of fall-
ing: back on brute force m order 1o pro-
tect aurselves,

Given a rensonable steck of good nn-
tare, 2 fecling of real friendliness to-
ward the wild peaple, a few beads, some
scarlet cotton cloth and brass wire, and,
if one % the Tiagan country, a goodly
supply. of narrow stnips of while paper
(see page 1218), and one may leave fire-
arms- behind and go far without danger
of sermons muolestation.

OPENISG LINES OF TRAVEL

The early exploration trips served to
emphasize the fact that the establish-
ment of feasible limes of travel was abso-
lutely prervequisite to successful work
among the non-Christian tribes which,
with the exception of the Moros, inhalit
movmtainous regions i the intenors of
the larger islimds.  Perbaps the most mm-
portant thing which we have dotic wis
the apening up of such lines of travel,
without which litthe conld have been ac-
complished. '

At the outset we had a bit of costly
experience i building traals of too high
erade, which weére promptly destroved
by the action of water during torrential
rains, Fortunately our lesson wis not
long delaved, and we soon discovered
that in a country where 38 inches of
wilter have been known to fall from the
heavens m 24 hours the cost of mam-
tzining & short high-grade trail between
twoa points is so much greater than is that
of maintaming a muach longer low-grade
trail that the original preater expense of
constructing the latter 18 very soon more
than overbalanced,
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In the special government provinces
coming under my administrative control
[ did not permt the construction of triils
with a grade of more than O per cent ex-
cept nniler extraorilinary conditions sl
for short distances, aml even then 10 per
cent was the high limit [ see pag;: 1208 .
Omn accotunt of humited funds the traos
are built narrow 8t the outset, but are
rapidly widened, in connection with
minintenance work, until they become
passable first for narrow-tread carts and
then for carts of ordmary size. Any of
them can promptly be converted into car-
riage or automobile roads by widening
and surfacing.

We now have more than 1,000 miles
of cart roads and trinds in the Mountain
Province alope, to say nothing ot long
stretches m the province of Nueva Viz-
cayi and the subprovinee of Bukidnon
Wark has begun in Mindoro, Palawan,
and the suhprovince of Agusan, Rest-
hotses have heen built st comvenient in-
tervals as required.

THE WIONDERFUL SCENERY OF THL
MOUNTAIR PFRIWINCE

It 5 now possible to make in perfect
comfort & most wonderful  horseback
trip through the Mountain Provmce, on
which one sees magnificent tropreal vege-
tatinn (see page 1205} and the oaks and
ping trees of the temperate rope: wild
men who hove always been peaceful ng-
riculttirists aml wild men who until very
recently bave been active, and still are
potential, head-hunters; momnmtan scen-
ery of msurpassed beanty (see pages
1IOR and 1206}, and a thowsand amd one
things each of which makes it own
strong appeal, This extraonilinary oppor-
tunity 15 sure to be token advantage of,
and it will be but a few vears until the
Bontoe Igoret is hammering out head-
axes for the tourist,

When T latd down on the map the gen-
ernl route for a main trail from Baguio,
i Benguet, to Claverin, at the extreme
northern end of Luzon, T did not expect
to live to see it constructed, T now he-
lieve that within a vear it will be possible
safely to ride a spirited Amerjcan horse
from Baguic to Claveria without dis-
mounting. Nuomerous important branch
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tradls have aleeady heedn completed and
athers are tnder way, Deep streams and
HOrges the outset crossed by adrinl
‘Hying ferries,” which are later replaced

MOLICING THE HILL COUNTRY WITH WILD
MEN

A nioteworthy feature of the work for
the estabhishment and mantenance of a
goodl state of pubhe order has been the
nse of the wild men for 'police duty.
Boutoe [gorots and lfugacs bave heen
enlisted in the Philippine constalmlary,
and the people of both trilies make splen-
didd soldiers (see pages 122z and 1224).
They are tireless on the march; they are
obedient, Toval, and brave.

As they are fammliar with: every foot-
path and are not hampered with tron-
sers or shoes when on the march, they
cover their termtory rapidly and come
pletely when oceasion demands.  They
are far lezs likely to commit abuses than
Filipimo soldiers would be, for they are
dl:n}l}ug with their own people, while Fili-
pinos would be dealing with people whom
many of them dislike and despise.

The Tfugavs are horn riflemen, and
[fugao soldiers have repeatedly come off
victors-in rifle matches when competing
with Filipmmo soldiers. [t would be en-
tirely feasible to recrult and to train at
zmall expense & force of Bontoc lporots,
Ifugaoes, anid Kalmgas, which would de-
fend the hill region of northern Luson
with deadly efficiency and could be em-
ployed efectively in the lowlandz should
oceasion demand,

THE ADMINTSTRATION OF JUSTICE

The administration of justice among
such an apgregation of tribes, where
might hatl always been right and where
acts which civilized men consider. erfmi-
nal had been rded as creditable and
virtuous, has natorally involved many
crnbarrassments.  Some of the tribes had
thetr pwn specific methods of administer-
ing justice and their own peculiar ways
of detecting the guilty.

With the Mimgyans there was a test
Ly fire, A person accused of theft or
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bther serious crime was compelled to
grasp a piece of fot iron, whach, 1t wiis

supposed, would uot burn Him 7f he was

innocetit. If a ploce of mon was oot
readily available, the suspected criminal
was regquired 1o snutch a stone out of a
bailing pot of water,

Among the Tagbanuss, when there
were conffiching  statements . from  two
witnesses, both were compelled 1o dive
mto & deep pool of water and remuin
under ng long as possible. Tt was helil
that the man whe came o the top firs
wis the lir,

With the Bontoc Igorots bamboo lance-
heads were placed slanting upward, with
thisir points pressing against the skin at
the backs of the heads of witnesses who
had contradicted each gther, and then at
the word of command each lance-head
wits driven vigorously between the sealp
and the skull by a smart hlow with a

stone.  The lance-heids were then pulled

put and the man who bled least freely
was hell 1o have told the truth ! :

It the wild man knew of courts at all
he had only fear of them, for th the old
davs he never went 1 court unless con-
pelled to do so by some member of a
Christianized tribe, and then he invarin-

From the early davs of the ippoint-
ment of American governors the: wild
men have come to them to have their
defficulties settled, having soon leamned to
have an abiding faith in the honesty and
fairness of these officials.  This naturally
led to the conferring of specific authority
on the latter in order that their decisions
maght have the force and effect of law.

least an advantage in that pumshment
for evil doing was prowm pt, and they have
naturally been impatient over the law s
delays:  The only compluints they have
made relptive to sentences have been that
they were not severe enough, the Su-
preme Court of the Philippines having
thus far commuted nearly all death son-
tences mmposed o wild mes,

ricpidly becoming things of the past. The
wild man has vielded with unanticipated
readfiness to what he doubtless regards
as the peculinr prejudices of his Amer-
wean ralers.

HEALING THT SICK

The healing of the sick and injured
has pow heF,'ml o play an tmporiant part
in the civilizaton of the non-Christian
tribes. It 38 practicable to protect the
hills of northern Luzon from invasion
hy eontagious disepse originating in the
lowlands on aecount of the ease¢ with
which land quarantine Gin be successfully
maintained ; amd, although cholera has
three times snenked over the boundary
hne of the Mountain Province, 1t has in
ench case been promptly driven back,

Systematic vaccination 15 now rapidly
decreasing the mortahty from smallpox,
which has in the past been a dreadinl
scourge among the hill people. The be-
lief that the anitos, or spirits of the dead,
cause sickness, wounds, and death has
been prevalent among them, and their
micthod of seekimg to obtam reliel from
Lheir ailments hax héen to sacrifice chick-
ens, pigs, or cattle, according to ther
miesins ; but they have been quick to grasp
the fact that the white man's method 1%
vistly better.

There is 8 well-equipped modern: hiss-
prtal at Daguio, in the subprovinee of
llenguet, and [gorots sometimes travel
1o miles to get to it, There 15 also a
hospitial at Bontoe, 3 well-eguipped mod-
crn building, which hns recently replaced
a temporary 'il'm:flpit:ﬂ established  some
vears ago, The chnie at this place is in-
creasing by leaps and bounds,

A horrible disfiguring disease known as
"vaws” is quite prevalent among the hill
neople and cances them much suffering.
Dir; Richard P. Strong, director of the
Binlogical Laboratory at Manila, discov-
eredd the fact that Ehrlich’s “606" was an
dhsolute gpecithe for this mbrmity.

Subsequently. a man badly  afflicted
with it was found at Harlig, one of the
wildest cettlements in Bontoe, He de-
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clined to go 1o the haespital for treatment
and was sent there in charge of an [gorol
deputy sheriff. He receved the nocoes-
sary mnjection, but durmg the first two or
three days complomed tatteriy that no
nedicine was being put on s sores
Then he suddenly became convinced that
the medicine he had received was “very
strong:"  Within o week he was running
around town and triumphantly displaying
his rapidly healing boddy o every one who
would look. Then he suddenly and un-
nevountably disappeared, only to reippear
a little later, hringing with him for treat-
ment every man, woman, and cald of
Barliy who had vaws!

Belicvable eve troubles are (rightfully
prevalent among the hill people.  [ndeed,
until after the American occupation the
law of the sarvival of the fittest did its
work, absolntely umimpeded, throughout
this whole regicn, and every vear many
thonsands of people were permunently
incapacitated or died needlessly,

HOW AN IGOROT DISCUOVERED CHHISTAMAS
FRESEXNTS

The pleasant thing about our efforts
for the relief of suffering is that they are
highly appreciated, Sanitary Tnspector
Barron nursed the only son of a rich, in-
fluential old Be lgorot chiel named
Palasi thringh a vicions attack of con-
fluent smallpox and saved the bov's life
Palast was amaions to pay hiom, but the
provincial governor refused to permit
thig, hecause the inspector was paid hy
the government for doing just such work.

Nine months later, just before Christ-
mias, Palasi appeared at Bagoio and called
ot the governor. He said that he ha'l
heard of a strange Amencan custom an'!
wished to learn more about . He asked
if it was true that Americans gave pree=
ents to their friends at Christmas thime
Being answered in the affirmative, he in-
aquired further whether it wounld be right
for the Tgorots to adopt this good Ameri-
Cin erstom.,

Having been told by the unsuspecting
vovernor that it would be highly proper,
Ie stated that he was gotng to make My,
Barron a Christeees present of Tas -hest
hrse, which he did !

[ myself, in the course of my journeys
snong the wild men, have been l:mnnjin:ﬂml
iy preseribe forevery tonceivable alment
and haye done-quite a bit of *jack-kuife”
surgery (see page 1230). Were 1 a
young man and possessed of adequate
knowledge of the science of healing, |
would ask for nothing better than to be
a physician to these people. One womlid
not grow rich at it, but he would cer-
tainly he an uncrowned king,

Medieal and surgical work are now he-
ing-inaugurated in the province of Agu-
san, where a temporary hospital will soon
Lt replaced by i permanent one, anil
where, as in the Mountain Province and
Nuevi Vizcaya, this work will exert a
potent influence in maintaimmg and ex-
tending the friendly relations now exit-
ing with these people, in the absence of
which 'we could not acenmplish a tithe of
what is actually being done for their bet-
terrient,

EANITARY WOREK

Sanitary work among the wild men 15
beset with ditheulties. The savage 1= 1s-
ally glad enough to have ane relieve his
sufferings. but in many cases he streno-
ovsly objects to one's compelling him to
elean up hiz prennses or s persorn.

In this regard there are wide differ-
ences between the several tribes. The
Negritos are not far above the anthropoid
apes, and the Tlongots and the Mangvans
have advanced but Tittle beyond the Ne-
gritds.  The Boptoe Igorots are filthy,
and while Covernor Pack, of the Moun-
tain Province, insiste that the Benguet
Ignrots are just matwrally dirty rather
than flthy, T venture to disagree with
him. ‘The [fupaos are comparatively
¢clean. ‘The Kalingas are more 0. The
Tingians are one of the cleanliest peo-
ples in the world. Improvement among
the Benguet Tgorots is now very nobice-
able.

The settlements of the Manobos on the
Asusgan River were until recently filthy
and undrained. Thev swarmed with mos-
quftos, and their inhabitants were, with
few exceptions, victims of chrome ma-
taria. The condition of these villages 18
now greatly improved and some of them
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are really model settlements (see pages

1234 and 1235).

"L‘Ltm -mnﬁiﬂixmnruﬁmry resilts- thus
far achieved have been among the Hu-
kidnons, where Lieutenamt  Governor
Lewis his succeeded m converting ramb-
ling, ill-kept, foul-smelling rancherias mto
the most sanitary towns in the Philip-
pines, leaving little room for further im-
provement (see page 1332).

PEACTICAL SOHOMS FOR THE WILD MEX

School work began promptly as soon
as the wildl man's territory was made ae-
cessible and reasonably saie. [t has been
vigorously prosecated ever since with
varying suceess. S0 far as mﬂy knowledge
;Eui':? miomation go, every effort thus far
radde to educnte the Negritos has failed.
utterly.  In my opinion, sSUcoess cannot
be hoped for.

These people are born nomads of very
low intellreence; and all that we can hope
to accomplish for them s to restraon their
mischievous, and occasionally criminal,
tendencies, and at the same fime to prio-
tect them from injustice and oppression
at the hands of their neighbors,  This is
being done with a reasonable degree of
siceess in Baman, Zambales, Pampanga,
Pangasiman, and Apavan, Nothing has
as yet been done for the Negritos of the
east coadt of northern Luzon, who are
nbundantly able to tect themselves,
nor for those of Panay and Negros;

English is taught in all schonls. TFor
the Benguet Tgorots there are schools af-
fordmg to both hovs and girls practieal
mdustral traming, which not only fur-
nishes them necessary mental discipline,
hut increases their wage-earning capacity.
Many of the Benguet towns alveady
have secrotnrv-treasiirers, educated in the
schools of this subprovince, who can read,
write, cipher, and ketp books,  Girls are
tuught to weave cloth on simple looms
and are then allowed to take the Ipoms
home with them (see page 1291). They
soion teach others this valuable accom-
plishment.

INDUSTRIAL THAINING A MARKED SUNCESS

Neither in Lepanto nor in Hontoc have
educational results of any material 1n-
portance Deen obfnined as vet, bat the
recent adoption of a sensible policy in-
valving the laving of great empha<is an
mdusirin] training Jeads me to belisve
they miay be looked for in the near foture.

Thete 15 one quite saccessfpl school
among the Honmgots, and here again in-
dustmal work 15 the principal thing tanght,

It nothing more were accomplished
than to persuade these especally Rlthy
little savages to cledn up, the work would
be worth while. As a matter of fact, they
display n wholly unanticipated degree of
miclhigence.

No educational work has as vet been
inaugurated mmong the Kalingas or the
wild Tingians of Apavao, bot  good
schools were lomg smee estabhished for
the civitized T ns of Abra. who have
alrendy greatly profited by them.

The Bukidnon people of Mindanao
were most anxiois for schoals;, and one
af the potent argaments ased TR
g them o come down from the hills and
to settle in orgamzed villages was that 1f
thev failed to do this it wounld be impos-
sible for us to provide achools for their
chililrenn. Every little Bukidinon wvillage
has Inilt a good school-house and o dwell-
ing for the schooimaster, and the children
are making extraordinary progress.

Ina number of cses it has proved bet-
ter fo esthbhsh boarding-schools for the
hovs and gorls of a non-Christian fribe
rather than to attempt to semd school-
masters mto extremely jsolated places,
where théy would find &t difficuit 1o se-
care praper foodl and womlld soffer greatly
from loneliness,  Such a school has heen
established for Tagbanay bove at Abor-
lan, m Palawan, and should mheet with a
larme degree of success.

THE WILD MEN TAKE TO NASEDRALL

In o previous article T have referred to
the beneficial results which have followed
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from the mtrodoction of field apores
among the adult wild men of northern
Luzon, but 1 have not previously men-
tioned what 1 believe to be the fact, that
baseball is one of the really mportant
things which the Bureau of Education
hins tadght the boys.® '

It 3= renlly wonderful to see how thes
take to the game and how it brightens
themt up and increases their activity and
aleriness. Keen interest is taken not only
by the bavs themselves, but by their fath-
ers and mothers, in competitive
between different settlements.  These
gumes serve to hring the people together
in a frendly wav and result in endless
good (see pages 1252 and 1255).

THE WILD MEN FROTECTED FROM
DANGEROUS INTONICANTS

Prohibition of the use of intoxicants
other than those which he himself mang-
factures and has always been accus-
tomed o employ is one of the greatest

boons conferred on the wild man by the

government, A Filipmo seldom becomes
a victim of aleoholism.  He may take an
occasional drink of vine, tuba, or beer.
bt he almost never drinks to excess. In
this regard the wild man differs radi-
cally from him.

There are tribes among whom it s
hardly good cliquette to leive & fiesa
sober. Ouly fermented drinks are mde
by these peaple, the chief materials used
in thelr manufacture being rive, corn,
the jmce of sugar-cane, and that of sey-
ernl different fpecies of palms.  These
drinks are for the most part compara-
tively mitld, and must be pozzled in !Ij:u'ge
quantities i order to produce advanced
intouxication.

When these peaple, accustomed to
nothing stronger, drink bad ving or worse
whiskey 1 great excess the resulis are
shocking, They promiptly get so drunk
that the whole universe apparently secms
tis reel artiind them. At all events, they
ohwionsly think that they huve to hang
on to the grass in order Lo stay on the
ground! I have repeatedly known inili-

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viduals to kill themselves outright by
overindulgence in the white man’s strong
liguor.

Furthermore, a wilil man who has
once ch:Iu}nnd a taste for it wil work
t get it when nothing else will induce
him to work. [t became known 1o me
that unscrupulous persons were (nking
advantage of this weakness to-sell bad
liquor to the wild men in large guanti-
ties and to secure them as laborers at
small #xpense.

| am not a believer i the enactment
of prohibitory legislation which cannot
be enforced: but it happens that eomdl-
tions as to traosportation are such, in
much of the mountam territory, as to
render 1t comparatively easy to prevent
the importation of lguor, and since the
desiralality of domg so was evident, I
drafted and submitied an act which has
heen successfully enforced with very
eratifving results.  In the Agusan Val-
ley. for instance. the chief transportation
business a few vears since was the slip-
ment of oo up river. Today the prin-
cipal transportation business is the ship-
ment of hemp doten river.

OPFIUM NOT URIED

The use of opium is av present practi-
cally unknown amotg the people of the
pon-Christian tribes except the Moros,
and with the existing prohibitory legisia-
tion we should, theoretically, he able to
keep it so.  Unfortunately, the facibity
with which opivm can be smuggled is so
great 1s to render legishition pmhihiﬁn%
its mse largely farcical, and until the evi
is checked by lmiting production in the
countries where the drug is grown its
use will inevitably continue to spread.

AS T CLOTHES

No efforts have been put forth to per-
suade the wild people, other than sehan]
children, to adaopt the parb of civiliea-
tion, This will surprise, and may even

shock, miany good people who have grown

up in the belief that there is an intimate
and necessary relationship between the
clothing of the human body and morality
in sexual relations, Such people will be

still rare surprised to learn the hard fact
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that the morality of a gumber of the al-
most naked toibes of the Philippines s,
in such matters, far aboye that of any
cvilized nation m the world ; and that,
eurionsly encugh, some of the most fully
clad Philippive wild tribes fall farthest
below the ordinary stamdard of civilized

peoples, _

Furthermaore, it is a sufficiently well-
known fact that the health of men who
have been accustomed to wear only clouts
is often prejuchcially influenced when
they don shirts of troysers.

We linve therefore been eontent to let
the inevitable chunge come about grado-
allv, aml 1, at leist, have regretted the
rather rapid disappearance of some of
the mare striling amd attractive of the
ralve CostEmies.

When the wild man acyuires clothes,
he wsually begms at the top and worlks
downward. A hat 15 the first arcle
prirchased ; then comes a shirt or coat ;
then shoes. Trousers are donned last of
all, if at all

When the hoys' schiool at Baguio was
openvd, the pupils were fitted out with
natty blue uniforms, Shornly afterward
| met six of them retarning to Bagao
after spending Satorday and Sunday at
home. They were wearng their caps
amil coats;, but their trousers were spe-
petided from the ende of sticks carried
over their shoulders |

For some reason the idea gained prev-
alence among the Benguet Tgorot pres-
dentes of towns that their official posi-
tion required the adoption of civilized
dress, but they nevertheless compliained
bitterly that trotusers tired them, and re-
quested vacations from time to time in
order that they might retire temporarily
from public life and take off these un-
comfortahle garments.

When on my enrlier trips through the
TLuzon Mouninins 1 was slipping ani
sliding over water-worn rocks and scal-
ing cliffs with shoes worn out, feet tom
and bleeding, and life and limh conse-
quently imperiled, T envied my wild com-
pinions the tough natural sole leather
an the bottoms of their bare feet. It
wever wore mat, seemed impervions to
cnts, and, aided by prehensible toss, gave



the savagpes a far surer foothold thain the
most  perfectly constructed  hobnailed
chises could possibly afford a white man.

DOVERNMENT EXCILANGES

In the old davs the wild man wis mn-
variahly shamefully cheated when he at-
tempted to harter the products of s
native mouninins with his “Christian”
neighhors i the lowlands For =ilt, cloth,
sipel, and s Fur

abont the raising of coffee, cacao, an
similar crops, which can bear the heavy
cost of transportation to the coast ‘amd
~still be sald at o profit.

The people of Bukidnon, many of
whom lived on, rich and fertile pf‘;;in&.
actually believed that it was necessary to
go to the forest-clad mountains and clear
away the trees in order to get ground on
which food products could be raised. The
introduction of a few dise plows, with the
necessary work animals, soon  demon-
strated to them that the splendid prairie
seitl at theft very doors would produee far
latger crops thun they had been able to
get on the mountain sides with all their
ard work.

Now the plows are kept going night
am] dday through the greater E‘tﬁ of the
yeir. In one town, where a plow arnived
in advance of the ciitle 1o pull it, 15 men
promptly hitched themselves to it and
kept it moving until the work animals
arrived! '

[t my opirton, Rizal's dictum that the
future of the Philippines hies with the
peaple of the mountains is likely to prove
a true suving, Their courage, lovalty,
and industry are adourable qualities on
which to build, and if the “fuir-deal”
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pobicy which has been inaugurated s
stegdily adhered to they will go fnst aml
Tar,

I haive purposely omitted all' reference
i the great work that has been done in
the Moro Province, which makes a story
by itaelf, [0 #8 a story of surpassing in-
terest, and it ovght to be told by smme
one of the many men who have played
an irmportant part in the work, 1 myseli
hive had no divect conucetion with it.

The men who are entitled to the Hon's
sluire of the credit for what has been
done for the non-Christian tribes of the
Philippinﬂ tnder American rule are the
provincial and subprovibeial officials,
who, in the face of immumerable and ap-
parently insupernble obstacles, have car-
ried on their conmiry’s work with dogged
persistence and unfaltering courage, con-
terit 1o do the right thing becanse o
anght to be done, A Kipling would find
abundant material in the life of any one
of them for a troe story of absorbing
interest, hut no one of them would thank
him for telling such a story.

If through the medium of this article
1 suceeed 16 conveying 16 some of their
cotintrymen even a vague idea of the
task which they have undertaken and of
the suceess they have achieved, T shall
L more than satished.
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This man owns railroads and steamship lines.

He lives in a palatial home surrounded by every
luxury. His table is supplied with the best the
world affords. Yet he cannot procure anything
better than

Why? Because no one can obtain choicer materials
than we use. No care can exceed that which we devote
to their preparation and blending.
