ROM her earhest beginnings Cali-
Ffumin wis  steeped m romance.

For two
centuries the silver-lnden Spanish gal-

Later came the brown-robed paidres
and Dons i bafl and searlet 1o coler the
fatud with their picturesgoe life anid invest
it with dreamy, religious ddealism, i
more practical, the “gold rush™ of "4y
wis tevertheléss merely the suceessful
seiuel of the search for YLl Dorado,”™
aml establizhed forever that fabled lawl
within California’s borders,

Surelv, in view of all thes, a heavy dis-
comint of her protensions would feemn in-
evitable : yer ont of the full knowledge
gamed by 20 yeurs” romndng within ber
borders I do not hesitate to assert that
Californin is the customary exception (o
every rule—gmins mstead of deprecintes
on closer acquaintance.

You will have 1o go ahorse,
for the way, a narrow mule path, is
somietines washed by the Pacitie sork,
aml wgmin ot leads o the heart of the
mountains,  The gool padres had a fine
feeling fur Natwre, and whenever the
tranl z2hps from o mountan’s  shoulder
into o fertile valley vou will fimd a mis-
sion moa e or less perfect stote of
[rreseryEun.,

Of Lo Pursima Coneepeion there re-
mams little more than o rained cloister
riﬁiﬁ amiilst the long grass and oaks of
a hill-bound plain; but its close neigh-
hors, San Duenavemtura amd Santa Bar-
lara. are almost as good as new,  Matins
amd vespers are still itoned in their odim
chapels.  You may e¢ the soft-gyed
padres walking aod talking in their pleas
ant gatden, or witch the lay lbrothers

Just as “Kipling” spells
“India™ for the majority of folks, so, by
virtne of “The Octopus,” Frank Norns
owns:the San Joaguin,  Nowadavs, how-=
ever, he would fGnd it hard fn recognize
hus own, for gone, gone forever are the
enprmots wheat ranchos that filled the
valley between the mountsins with mll-
ing seas of grain and furnished the mo-
tif for his story,

Yet the change 15 for the bhetter
Chopped into a thousand vinevards and
orange groves, the old ranchos now sup-
port populations of five or six thousanil,
where previously they gave emplovment
to & hundred or two of nomad laborers
for 1 short period of the venr.

It 18 a wonderiul country, this—rich,
fat-soiled, laced with shining rivers that
reverse the nsual order of things and
dwindle ifrom good beginnings, where
they s=ue from the Sierra canyvons, into
sterile river beds.  Led through a thou-

THE VALLEY OF HEAVEN

From the town of Merced, midway of
the valley, & brinch railway runs up the
viver of the same name to Californm’s
crownimg glory, the Yosemite Natioral
wrk.,  Lackmg the imvmensity of the
Gramnd Canvvon of Arieona, it =m-stll one
of the worlil's greatest gogges.  From the
cilge of beautiful forests youn overlonk 7
miles of the canvon, that averages in
width from-a hal mile to a mile and is
hewn & mile deep n the solid granite of
the ‘ringe, |

Many books have heen: written about
the Yosemite and the companion valley,
Heteh = Hletchy,  Some are  wontdet ful
hooks-—egreat books like those of John
Muir—which communivate as much as
may be conveyed through words of the
gramdeur of its vistas, nobility of its gran-
e spires el domes, beanty of the lacy
falls that Teap from the tim fnto the
depths beneath.  Yer when all is told the
wimder and mystery of Yosermite still re-
izt wnfolded.  The feeling it inspires
hes 0 the domain of the “meommuoni-
enble,” that thrills, but liee bevond the
prrovinee of words, It hos to be seen to
e felt,

Muit writes of it: “No temple made
with lamds ean compare with Yosemite
Fvery mock in its walls seems to glow
with life. Some lean back in miajestic
repose ; nthers ahsolutely sheer, or nenrly
o, foor thousands of feet, alvance hevond
thérr compamans in thought ful atritudes

Awflul o stern, immovable maj-
esty, how saftly these rocks are adorned,
and how fine and feassuring the company
they keep; their feet among beautiful
gproves and meadows, their brows o the
sky, a thoisand fowers leaning eonfid-
mgly pemunst their feet, bathed m foods
of water, floods of light, while the snow
aml waterfzlls, the winds and avalinches

and vlonds shine and sing and wreathe
them about as the years go iy, anid myr-
mds of smpll winged creatures—hirids,

Northward of Yosemite, among the
glaciers and snow-clad peaks of the Sier-
ras, the mmilvoad lines enter Califormi
through mountain portals. By one vou
come to Taboe, the kike of Inkes, a hoge
iriflescent mirror of 30 miles dinmeter,
et i a frame of IIEES: forests and snow-
topped: mountains,  Another rons down
the Featheér River Canyon, that wonder-
ful strect of the mountains that leads by
tumbling waters, Incy, stlver cascades, to
the warm plains beneath,

From both, views are obtamed—siews
on views, comstently changing, mmvreis-
ingly heautiful, that have no superiors in
the mountain seenery of the world:  Or
vou pay drop down through the northern
phrtalzs of the Siskiven Range past Mount
Shastn's great white cone and  pass
throogh deep woods to the Sacramento
River and' follow iks strenm to € con-
fuence with San Francieco Hay.
