suil. They prodoced 89,000,000 bushels
of wheat Iast year, an average of nearl
twenty bushels to the acre—a yield ng
most n third greater than our owin
Their corn crop amounted to 110,000,000
bushels, or nearly twenty-two to the
acre. They also had a 20,000.000-bushel
crop of barley and an cat crop of similar
proportions,
he yeur before, 1014, they experi-

enced the throes of a crop fwilore, the
wheat vield being cut in hatf and other
cereal erops being sadly below normal.

In normal years they have a big sur-
plus, with about gooo000 hushels of
¢arn, 50000000 hishels of wheat, and
rroo0000 bushels of barley to throw
inte the world’s markets, Heretofore,
since the outlreak of the war, the Cen-
tral Empires had been able to buy the
bulk of this surplus, and the blow of
Roumania’s participation in the war will
probably be as heavy from an economic
as fruom a military standpomt.

The Rowmanian peasants hive a say-
ing that they must dance on Sunday 1o
keep the crvak out of their bones om
Monday, Muost of the dianees are =it the
rlthlii: huouses — diiee halls unider 1he
e sky, as it were—and voung and old
gather there.  The old falk spend the day
with the tipple, while the young ones
dance, There is very little Jdrinking on
any other day of the week, and a tipsy
man except on Sunday s seldom scen,

The national dance is o sort of eross
between o jig and the ganme of ring-
pround-the-roxie.  All the dancers clasp
hands and form a ring. They then begin
A stepping, swaving motion that pever
meves them ont of their original tracks,
ard 1o the music of the Trigana band
they keep it ap Tor hours.

The dances are uTnka by the boys
of the commmity, They arrangre for the
music, provide the refreshments, and pre-
sicle as mmsters of ceremonies.  When {he
irls reach & marmngeatile age sl have
Es’:lﬂl sufficiently instructed in the honse-
hold arts they are allowed to attend these
thances as participants.  “She donces at
the dance™ is the peasant way of suving
that @ girl hos made her debat amd is
ehigable for matrimomnal attentinns.

But if there ie primitive simplicity in
Roumanian sant Hie, there is- tltra
formality in the polite cireles of Buch-
arest, the nationul capital. “The Pans of
the Fast™ its inhabitants proudly call their
city, and m the chamcter of 1ts archi-
tecture, the wave of ite peaple, the prices
in_force at its hotels, it justly deserves
the title it bas vauntingly assnmedl.

This near-eastern metropolis is about
equal in size 1o our own Natomal Capital,
and yet it bas twenty tiimes as many Tos-
tavrants and cakes, ten times as many
sireet lights, and twice as many thenters
It 15 regarded as the most expensive place
in the world for the well-to-do and the
cheapest for the poor.  Prices ot the
Flotel du Boolevard are higher than in
New York or Lomdon, and travelers who
have visited Monte Carlo’s lending hotels
and then jonrneved to Bucharest have
found its rafes from 15 per cent to 23 per
cenit higher than those oblammg in the
hostelries of Monmeo,

But if their prices are Tiigh, their serv-
wee antd therr food Teise nothing to be
desired. The cuisne of the leading ho-
tels. and private homes is French, ani
money i3 no consideration—quality 15
paramoimt,  Some of the finest restan-
rants eost of aris are in Bucharest, and
the might hife, with its passionate, pulsa-
ting gypsy music, its sparkling wine, its
beaatiful women, its scintillating jewels,
its handsome men, is as gay and alluring
as anvthing the werld has to offer.

PIINCE CHANLES THE WMIRACLI-WORKER

But Roumanin was not alwivs thas,
Forty vears ago it was, hoth as to country
and as to eapital, one of the most back-
ward mations of Kurope: and then 1t
called Prince Charles of Prussia to its
throne, Although he had to trivel (o
Hucharest sneogmito in orider to escape
the secret service of Austria, which was
determined to keep him out, he bmmedi-
ately et to work to bring the country up
to a higher stnndard, and the story of his
réten, which clased with his denth soon
after the European war hegan, is lirgely
the same sort of story of development as
that of Germany duringe the reign of his
Hohenzollern kinsman.

Unider the new era initiated amd carried
down to the present by the Hohenzollern
dvnasty, Roumania has gone far ahend of
‘her neighbors of the Balkan region, and
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the visitor to Bucharest early finds that
ite people resent the idea of being elassed
u.'ltgethrz Balkan States, They feel that
they are the superiors of the Serbs, the
Buigars, the Montenegrins, anid the mmd-
ertt Greeks, nnd that their country is su-
permor, just as the peaple of A, B, C
South America feel II-EH their nations are
not to be eonfounded with the repminder
of Latin America.

CUSTOMS ITRRPETUATE HISTORY of moME's
Gl Oy

Let us now turm to Rounaniin history
and nete some of the oitstanding events
that huve heen the crossronds on her
highway from the past 1o the present.
The early inbabithnts were Dhicians:
Fhiny and Herodotus agree that they were
the hravest and mest homorable of all the
tarbarian tribes that Kome encomntered
i her days of expansion, Thucydides
Ijr:-ii.tt-,t. them as wotderful hghters on
wrsehack.

The FPrajan Column in Rume Teiars the
author’s storv of the great emperor’s cone
quest of this territory,  Across the Dane-
ube ire the ruined piers which once sup-
ported a bridge hailt by Trajan, aud =ome
sections of the great military road he con-
structed still are i e nea part of the
national highway svsten.

Alsp there are many customs which
still procksm the ancient sule and in-
Auence of Rome that have persisted
throngh the venturies smee the departure
of her glory.  For mstance, there is the
ol Fhyrric dance; the robes with bells
on sleeves and girdles, The Roumanians
still shout in unison to prevent Saturn
from hearing the voice of the jnfant
Tupiter; and even their oxen proclaim
the “glory that was  Kome” m their
names, for here von may see Ciesar and
Brutus as voke-fellows, and there Cassims

and Anpustis.

Bt u’-ﬁltﬂ Rome withelrew, whnt is now
Roumania became the Belgrium of 2 'series
of racial strugeles hetween the Fast and
the West, first this horde and then that
overrunning the fertile vallevs.  Trnviasion
became the normal condition of Roumas-
nian territory, sl the sturdy descendants
of the early Romans aml Romnnized Da-
ciang learmed how to survive even cuch
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conditions, When the waves of mvasion
swept over their vallevs they simply re-
tireed 1o the mountains and waited for
them to recede snor did they wait in vain,
The water of invading humbinity in very
dee] dlid pass, amd the stones of persisi-
ing Roumonian lfe did remain; and, al-
though for many a weary gencration
their problem was (o save themselves
from extinction, they survived,

Tuday Rowmanians are proudest of
their Latin descent ; =0 proud, indeed,
that although their relipion &= Greck, and
although there are more than G000 cen-
ters of Eastern influence, in the shape
of Orthodox churches with Orthodox
priests, they are deawn toward ancient
Rotne and not toward historie Gredoe.

e SHETTLECOCK OF NATIDNE

For a thousiand yelrs the country wis
the shuttlecock in the game of political
battledore amd shuttlepock staged by the
rival sovercigns of Hurope—Russi, Po-
lind, Hungary, Austrin, Turkey. etr.
(Chee Peter the Cireat estahlished a
tectorpte over the Ronmnnipne  Then
came Catherme the Greag with a plan 1o
annex them to Russia,  Ansteis, afraid
that sueh 2 course meant RKussinn terri-
tarial expansion in o direction that threat-
ened ‘her, objecte] so velemently that
Catherine reconsidered,  and  Maoldivia
aril Wiillachin  were plwed, n 1774,
pnder the suzermamty of Turkey.

Tty 1861 the two principalities decidied
to unite wnder the name of Roumanin,
accoribinee with an agrecment reached
v the Powers, foallowing the Crinuwn
War:  Theélr autonomy guaranteed, the
Roummninns  selected  nn prmy  officer,
Col. Alexander. Cura, as their prince,
who thereupon came into power under
the title of Alexnnder John I, Prince of
Raapmzanin.

In 1866 the ruling element in Duocha-
rest decided that they wanted o change,
so they politely invaded the prince’s hed-
room one night, gave him a certincite ol
abdicution to sign, and amnouneed that
there wis 8 enrnage waiting which woald
convey him to the station, where he was
to take the night express (o Paris;  He
obeved and disuppeared forever from
pubilic gaze,
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Thereafier a provisional government
elected the Count of Flanders, hrother 1o
the late Kihig Leopold of Delgivm. Tt
Avustrm and other powers protested so
vigorously that the act was réconsidererd
and Prince Charles called, as previously
stated,

HORIED OF SCHLS OF VICTORY

When Carol assumed the throne, 1t be-
came one of his prmeipal amms to free
his country from the speerainty of Tur-
keyv, When the conflivt between Russin
and Turkey wins mmpendmg in 1875, he
first pttempted to hove the Powers goor-
antee the neutrality of Rowmania during
the war; but they wefe too busy with
their own affatrs and his efforts fatled.

Then Romurmanta decided to enter an
agreement with Riassia,  This agrécment,
which i Muminating, i the heht of
present-day history, granted free passage
of Russian Lrops over Roumanian soil,
Rassw undertalomg to respect the polii-
cal rights and to defend the integrity of
Ronmanin,

Chne of the first acts of Roumania after
hiastidties began was o declare her inde-
pendence of Turkey, As the war pro-
cerded, Rossia found herself in sore nevd
of belp,  Repeated appeals finally rouglt
Roumanian  participation, wnd  Prince
Carol was given the supreme comminil
of 1he ;I1|Er§ furces hefore Plevon, where
e gained o prear bot costly nictory.

When the wir ended anid Tuarkey and
Rissin entiered inte the Treaty of San
Stefaog, it dul recognieze Rowmmnmian in-
depetidence, although Roumanin was not
admitted to the peace conference.  But it
also provided thot Roumamn should ger
the swampy eotintry between the Damabe,
where it flows noenh, and the Dlack Sea.
Ot the athier haml, Russia was to haye
Ressaralia, territory  which  Kouwmanes
claimed and o part of which =he had oc-
cupied,

otmaaria stood firm against the ides
af giving up the beatnful Bessarabia m
exchange for the anattractive Dobradya
Russia thereupon threatened to diszrm
the Rouwmabian army, to which Prince
Carol responded that Russin might de-
stroy his army, but that st could not be
disarmed,

SALONIKI XORE MomERs THAN ATHENS
AND CONSTANTINOILE

Yer compared to its two great neigh-
bors, Athens and Constantinople, Salon-
ik 15 relatively a modern town.  Founded
origimally as an loninn eslony, the place
was first known as Therme, or Therma,
fronn the hot springs which still exist i
that eastern district of the bav. Tt fell
into the hands of the Persiins in 312
[3. .., swhen Darius overran Seythin and
Thrace : and Xerxes reassembled hus own
furces there preparatory 1o his invasion
of (lreede.

Puring the great days of the Mace-
doniin Empire the city plaved no notalile
role, for Philip and Alexsnder the Cireat
held their court at Pelln, in the hills be-
vond the Vardar. The present town was
fomnded about 3715 B O by King Kas-
sarnler of E'r.{ﬂfﬂ\‘}l')'l'l.. atiel named atter his
wife Theszalinike, half sister to Alexan-
der the Great.  The adjoining perinsula
of Rassandm tikes its name from the
king himself, who founded onother city
ot its shore. "o _

Under the Romans,  Salomk: grew
greatly in importance.  Made a free iy,
the capital of the surrounding region, it
became the home of many Roman eolo-
nists, and not a féw famods nimes asso-
clate themselves with the town. Cicéro
lived there for a time in exile. St Paul
was another temporsry resident, whose
epistles to the Thessaloniins we still pre-
HETY L,

NERD DUILT A COLIN XN AME

The emperor Nero decorated the city
with a colonnade, a few of whose Dat-
tered carvatides were visible there until a
few years ago, under the picturesque
name of s emcantades—the Enchanted
Women. Thev are now in the Louvre,

Trajan erected a rotunda in honor of

T

the Cahiri: for they, with Aphrodite of
the Baths, were patrons of pagan Salon-
ikt,  Galerius, one of the assocmtes of
Diseletian in the purple, made Saloniki
his headquarters.  Licinios, coemperor
with Constantine the Great, died or was
it to death there in 324 by his success-
ul rival.  Theodosius the Great also
Hved there, in 380, in orvder to keep his
cye on the Goths,

After his rebirement to Milan, ten
thousand  of the Thesloman: were
ehered in (he circus; in punishment
for insulting the emperar’s heutenant,
St Ambirose, I'_lishﬂp ml" Milan, thundered
from the pulpit against the imperial mur-
derer, and T*rumlu'ﬁm eventually made a
most humilinting public penance.

Durnne the Byzantine period Saloniki
hecame the second ity of the empire
[rs situation made it the commercial cap-
itil of the Balkan Peéninstula, and & ni-
villled Constantinople as o pbrt of traffc
hetween ¢astern Europe and Alexandrin.
But it= wealth and s comparitive re-
moteness also made it 4 froquent object
of attack. Avars, Goths, pnd Huns came
time and again to its gates, The Samcens
captured and sacked 1t 9oy, The Nor-
mans descended upon 1t i 1185,

SEER AND BULGAR VISITOHS

And m 1= Dot uninteresting to recall
that among the most assiduous of these
redonbiable visitors were the Serlis, and
especially the Bulgars. “These neighbors
owed much to Salamki, fram whom they
took therr fatth and, mdivectly, their
alphialet s for it was from Salontkt that
St Cyril and 3t Methodmws went forth to
convert amnd to civilizge the hardy moun-
taineers of the Balkans, The hirdy
monntaineers, owever, lust no opportu-
nity to take more merchantable loot from
Safonikl,  thougeh  Saloniki deself  they
never took for longr.

After the conquest of Constantinople
m 120y by the Franks snd Venetians of
the Fourth Crusade, Salomike fell to the
lot of Boniface, Marguis of Moot fursat,
who miade it the capital of an imaginary
kimgdom.  In o222 King Demetrius, son
of MNoniface, was driven out with his
lombard netiles by a Byzantine prinece of
Epirus. '
