T spent a vear in Nepal, where 1 was
sent officially, and have seen’ the lovely
valley in its many changing aspects at
different sensone—pale green with grow-
ing ree, golden at harvest time, white
with Blossom mm the spring. and hrown
and bare in the <hort winter months, bt
alwave beantiful. My stay also enahled
me to hecome acquainted to some extent
with the manners and cnstoms of the
people. |

he journey into Nepal 1= not an casy
ctie, tind at the time of my visit the ratl
way only mn as far as Segowlie, whenece
the journey of sixtecn miles to Raxoul
was continmed in a ocarvinge lent by a
hospitnble plonter ot whose house the
might was. spen.

Here the difficulties began, and  the
wnrney as far as Hewowrah, through the
}[‘t-rqi and onter hills, was necomplished
g horsebock of m o paldiguin carried
iy hearers.

\t first there is & track through the
forest, bt as =oon a& the outer hills are
reached the road loses itsell in the bed
of n stream, up which the bearers pick
their way with difficalty over amd among
ereal boulders.

At Hetowrah the Kapti River s
fenched, & profy  mountam Stream, and
we changed from horses and palanguing
to sturdy little hill ponies and dandis, a
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sort of chair carried by hillmen, From
there onward the rad or, mather, trck
asses thmljﬁh lovely  scenery  aoud
thromgh the villages of Bichiakoh, Nim-
huatar to Brophidi, where there are some
magnificent cotton trees, covered in the
spring with Lirge, brilliant red’ flowers,
aniedl om over the Sisagnrhi Pass to Marks
aried Chitlong, prosperous little villages,
whose mbabitants fake there produce to
Khatmandu on market days, thinking
nothing 0f the long tramp there and back
of over forty miles.

The official road then goes over the
very rough track across the Chandragiri
Pass and down the almost impassable
road on the other side into the Nepal
Valley, The Inst portiom of the descemt
is down a lomg stairense of roughly
placed blocks of stone, and it i3 marvel-
ous how the laden men and ponies keep
thetr footing on it.

From Chaondragiri Pass there s a
beautiful view down into the walley,
studded with numerons towns and vil-
lnges and surrounded on all sdes hy
monntams, while to the north tower the
everlasting snowy peaks of Gosainthan
and Davabung.

From the fopt of the pass an excellent
carriage road into the town of Khat-
mandt runs throngh the valley teeming
with people. towns, pilaces, temples, and
innumerable shroines, Thete are nules of
such good enrriage roads within the val-
ley, mostly comstrocted in Jung  Baha-
dur's time, and carriages, and pairs amd
uceasionnlly a foor-in-hand are constantly
tset] by the palice people.

In this valley, where the shrines alone
are said 10 number more than 2700, the
hutlidings  present an amazing  diversity
of form, derived from niany sources—
Egyptinn, as shown in the typical form
of the wimdows and doorways finely
adapted to local tradmions; Persan,
Babyloman, Indo-Aryvan, and even Nes-
torian in <ome of the designe.

It is necessary, beéfore describing any
of these, however, to give some account
of the relimon of this people m order to
show its ntimate commection with the
artistic rreatment of the rtemples, shrines,
and even private buildings,

ANCIEXT TANTRIC RITES SHOW IX
CANRYINGS

With a large substratum of Tantric
rites appearing in many of their forms
and ceremomes, the same miloence 1«
found 1n the carvings in the temples,
some of which are gross, and even m-
maral, although only in a few mstances
is this very apparent.

So, to look with understanding at the
vitried and Dbeautiful buildings, it must
be remembered thnt the workers have Je-
rived their inspiration from a large num-
her of sources and have adapted their
ideas to their immedmte strromdings
with marvelous effect.

In the stroctursl festures of their
architectiire. and 18 orpamentation, n
their sacred utensils, arms and armor, n
their household implements, vestments,
jewelry, evervthing, there s & simmlarty
and special form which runs through all
these enstern: Himalnvan States,  The
opinion of Sir George Pirdwood, the
fm-ut authority on such matters, i® as fol-
aws concerrimy the source:

“T is o matter of some conjecture
where this civilization springs  from.

The truditions of the yellow, or
Turanian, raees of centrnl Asia patnt 10
the west ns the place of their genesis, us
those of the white, or Arvan, rfaces of
Europe, Persin, and [ndia point to the
east, the cotnmont center from whence all
these taces ook therr exodus eastwardd
and westward being somewhere  round
abont the Cihspan and Black seas.

“Egyptian art, which is to be truced
throughout the whole of Tumnian Asia,
has thus penetrated into the remotest re-
ces=s Of the Homnlavas, and has helped
to mold the buildings, both of brick and
stone, the regal residences and strong-
holds, the howses and domestic arts of
these remote and shat-in States in the
heart of the Himalayae™

In some ways the arts of these Stutex
resetible very closely those of southern
India, and this may be accounted for by
the fact that they both ‘cseaped the Mo-
hammedan mvasion. They have retaine
utibiriken to this day their arts as pro-
diced before the Mopul congquests of
northern Indi. Traditon: has added
many a teuch of loeal clurncter born of
peaple Hyving amid lovely sarroundings
and haying an artistic temperament as
well as a religion which o them s still a
living one. the incideutz of which they
love to depict magnificently,

AN IHCENTOUS METHON OF PORTIFICATION

The most siriking huildings of Nepal's
comparatively muodern  eapital, Khat-
mandu, are, perhaps, those composing
the Durhar Palace, with its many (-
rangles and pagoda-sh IFEﬂ rools, full of
chambers and ¢ourts with stall domrme-
meating doors casily closed, which enable
the inhabitants to. defend themselves in
case of political distutbances, which are
not nirequent. Some of the windows
are very fine and there are same striking
bits of wood-carving.

Taleju, the protectress of the roling
family of Nepal, is the finest ‘m the
Dhirbar group and is kept exclusively for
the use of the royal fnmily..

Bin Sens Tower, a butlding aearly

NEPAL'S LARGEST TITY A SLEEI'Y PLACE

Patan was the old Newar capital, where
Duddhizsm was the aceopred religion of
the cotmtry before the invasion of the
Gurkhas,  Althoogh the largest town in
Nepal, it is a quiet, sléepy plice, much
of it falling into ruins, but still most pic-
tresgue. It stands i the center of the
Ieanutrfil valley, aganinst a background of
green  mountains and  spowy  peike—a
aebwork of narrow, twisting Hitle streets
packed ol of shrines, temples, and
agodas, many of them {‘!,E-'rﬂt'r.{ and full-
g o reens, but sl with exiquisite bits
oof carving and wondérful doorways of all
<hapes and sizes and wonderiul designs.

Many of Tatan’s buildings are deéo-
riutetd with sheets of embossed copper @ili
and everywhere the shrines are guarded
hy pairs of feirsane animals of enors
oz size.

Jau"™ lIts shrines and temiples are clus-

tered on the bunks of the holy Baghmutti

River, and there the dying are brought
to end their davs. To these Hindn it is
a place as holy as i« Denares to the plains
men, and to die there, with the sicrod
water lapping their feet, means passing
to everlasting peace,

The town is mast pictiresquely sito-
ated, the stream ssuing from a narrow,
benutifully wonded gorge and the golden
roofs of the pagodas among the fresh
greenery forming a lovely picture, en-
Ivened throughout the morming hours by
the constant stream of brilliantly dressed
men amd women coming to perform their
religious ablutions before entering upon
the day’s work,

The Temple of Changu-Narain s situ-
dated om a spur of 'a mountain about eight
miles to the east of Khatmando and is
reached by a winding path of stone steps,
to climib which is part of the pilgrimage.

THE LEGEND OF T oD WITH YHE
TERRIELE TIITRST

The water garden of Balajee i a most
fascinating spot, a mile or two outside
Khatmanedu, at the emd of n long, shady
avenue of trees. It is muoch frequented
v the townspeople in the cool of the
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conceivable design. The verandas and
everhanging balconies sre highly orng-
mested and the work on domie of the
piliars is very hold and striking.

NEUAL INVADED HY THE GURKITAS

In that year the Gurkhas;, who elamm
descent from the Rajputs, a Aghting raee
i northern Indin, invaded the Valley of
Nepal vnder Prothi Narmayais, and the
Newar Rajnh of Nepal appealed o the
Brittsh for assistance. T'Eh Praver wos
gramted aml Captain Kinlock was des-
patched o hus assistanee in command of
u small military  foree. Unfortumately,
he commenced his Jjourney m the ramy
sepson, and fever attacked his men qml
himsell to such an extent in the Terai,
alwoys notormus for its nnhenlthiul con-
dittons, that he was compelled th return,
and the Newar dynasty, unable to with-
stand, the warlike (urkhas, was exrin-

guishe.

In 1742, after the Gurkhas, now firmly
established as the ruling people, huue]
[;ll]l‘lﬂ.-l*l'l."ﬂ the temple of IHgarcht in

Abet, the Chinese sent an army to paanizh
them : and this they did to such good
efiect that the "'v-t]‘_lnlm were ohliged 1ty
cotichule a treaty with the Chinese gen-
eral within o lew miles of their own
capitil.  In order to commemorate this
mctnn' of the Chinese over the Nepalede,

joved comparative peace, and after his
visit to England in 1850 the bearing of
the Nepal Dirhar hesme more friendly.

In 1834 the Nepalese agmin invaded
Tibet, anid shorly after a treaty was con-
cloded by which the Tilietans agreed to
pay Nepal an anuual sum of Riooooo

In 1876 the Prince of Wales, after-
ward Ring Edward VLI, visited the Nepal
Terai on o shooting expedition and was
entertained by Tung Hahadur's: brother,
General Dhir Shamshere Rana Bahadur,

The Kingdom of XNepal is to be found
lietween latitnde 277 30" and. 30" north
amd longltoide B and 88% east.  In the
south it rons for some distance into the
plains of India, along the Temi, or fiat
pround, at the foot of the hilis, s arei
embracing about 54.000 square miles,

In eonsequence of Nepal's excessive
seclusion, the mternal adondnistration’ has
remained almost entirely  anaffected by
Eoropean mfvence ar iiheas.

VAILEY O%CE WaASs LAKE

In the Valley of Khatmanda itself
ealletd by the natives Nepal, and eovering
ahout 300 squore miles, are sitdiated the
modern  capital of Khatmandu and the
old and much more pictaresque capitaly
of Patan and Dhatgaon, At some time
iy the remote past this valley was a lake,
and the erosion of the vast aceumulation
of water must eventually have our for
itself an outlet through the barmer of
montains o the south. Gradually there
vas left hare the rich alluvial deposit
now drined by three tivers—the Hagh-
rutel, Vishoomaottd, and Manchera.

These rivers have cut deep channels,
through which they make therr way all,
converging in nnarrow gorge, they fnally
finil their outlet to the plains of India as
the Baghmuttr.

This old Iike hed forms an expanse of
the most fertile sml, industriousty cualn-
vated from end to end, on which is grown
a steeessim. of many and varied crops
throughout the year

(Nd legends also hand down the tale
that the valley was in early ilayvs Hlled
with water, tnd attribate = dryieg up
o the miraculons power of one Mangn
Sricoof whom it is related thar he smote
the mountain with his sword, thus mak-
i the cutting by which the lake wos
drained and. the valley became ft for
habitation.

The popalation of the valley is about
soonon, of which the town of khat-
mnla contitins 30,000,

With orbs like these searching his own,
no wonder Bougamwille was moved to
siv of the danghters of Owbeite, “The
Iwits were now erowded: with women,
whose beauty of Fice whs equal to that
of the Inities of Europe; ood the symmetry
of their forms mich superior.”

The native men at the dock were not =0
picturesgue, callectively, as their brothers
whom 1 afterward =aw in the country.
The dress of the majority was exeeed-
imgly prosaie.  The average one among
them believed himseli 1o be sufficiently

clad when wearing overalls and o hght
undershirt, eéxcept on Sundays and hol-
day=.  In town I saw only a few wearing
the lrightly colored kilt, the prevailing
garment worn by Polynesian males living

Since | was to remain in Taliti several
weeks, T joied with a Frenchman in
renting o house that stood on an old
French-Tahitian battlegronund. Cur pirem-
fses were almost surrounded by a mock
coffee hedge, and here grew coffee. ba-
nanas; passion fruit, pineapples, tree
melons, amd other fruits, together with
roses and cannas,  Arotnd us breadimi
anid coconut palms hung heavily wih
fovaed.

Ohur peighbore everywhere met us with
[tiendly grectings, and inquisitive, bash-
ful bovs and girls peered at us through
gate and window. Some of these people
were musical.  On the back doorstep of
an adjeiming vard a native woman nightly
dayed “Swanee River™ and other famil-
Lu' compositions an an’ accordion, gl
pear at hand a busy phonograph Te-
minded us of home,

DANCE MUSIC SUPIFLIED BY KEROSEXE CAN

On ottr first might among these people
we saw an exhibition of native dincng,.
In this more life was displayed in one
minute by each participant than is usaally
shown by the ordinary islnder in one
day. The dance was interpreted by four-
teen persons, only one of whom was 1
man, He provided rapid-fire “music” on
a kerosene can, accompanving a browny
voung woman, who manifested . equal
vigor antl zeal on o similar vessel,  The
ather members of the compmny were
dancers, with the exception of a tall girl
who stood . between  the drmmmers and
was both director and assistant to the
clamorous mile.

Om o plnform in the rear of the Dall
a band of four pieces plaved frenmed
music like that heard at Mexacan bull-
hght<

The supple bodies of the dancers—clnd
chiefly in white, with n sash or a ribbon
about the watst and a cirele of blossoms
or leaves on hare head—were automntons
of vibration; the next mstant they were
masses of distorted limbs,  Amad it all the

sharp-eved leader twisted and whirled,
directing with short, loud eries as she
urged or rebuked,

O the whole, the danee was far from
priceful. The writhings were violent,
amid at times the movements of the hips

EVERY ONE EXCEF THE TOURIST RTISES
EaRLY TR TATERTE

On my first moriing in Papecte 1
found that cvervhody there rises carly
except the tourise, The capital believes
in making the most of the coal hours of
the duwn. The market opens at 5,30, the
shops remove their shutters thirty min-
utes later, sod the Bborer beging work
at the @me hour,

All this activity, lhowever, is quict
hustle. ‘The only noise is the rattle of
lanterm-lighted carts driven Turiously by
witive Jehus: These men of the whip
love speed, and they insist on getting i,
every fhowgrh the horse they drive looks
like a cadaver.

At 11 o'¢lock, and In some cases an
hour sooner, Papeete panses to take a
sipsta of an hoor or two. During this
wriod all places of business are closed,
arring Chinese shops, which Reep open
urinterciptedly until bedtime,

The most animated moment of the
town's daily life begins shortly after its
5000 inhabitants awaken, The site of
this activity is the minrket squore,  Sun-
day is the chief market day of the week.
At that time neatly deessed men and wo-
men {rom many parts of Tahiti assemble
ar the market half an hour before the
opemng bell olangs s sygmal,

On the previous duy and night, boat-
Joads of feis (pluntaing) and oranges are
lrdel otsidle the market bmliding m prep-
aration for the morminyg rash, and i the
Sablath dawn strings of fish and wagons
filledd with soil products are hurried to
the victualers' stands,

In an hour the
market is almost deserted. .

The buvers have a great variely to
celect from, there being, as a rule, from
fifteen to twenty kinds of fruit, greens,
pnd tubers, and o dozen sorts ol fish,
mueh of which i3 offered n palm-leat
haskets, Mingled with bananas, codo-
nuts, mneapples, tree-melons, alligator-
pears. oranges, and limes are gigantic
varis, chisters of breadfrait, and piles of
taru stacked like soldiers’ arms.

THE KILT 18 UNIVERSALLY POTULAR

The market square is an excellent place
to study Tahitinn dress.  OFf present-day
altire there is everything, from the Lile
to creased trotsers, Aashy hose, and Ao
ing waisteonts. In this islomd fashion
usmally has few moods; wherefore, n
every hamlet are the kilt and the *Muother
Hubbard.,” In the country the first % so
well Tiked that a large number of wommen
spread it over or under their dresses, and
men who spend 8 day away from home
in European garh don the prized cloth of
redd, bine, or vellow as soon as they reyom
thetr families: Chiten it and a shirt are
worn together.  Sometimes the latter is
tucked, but more often 1t i not: and
thowgh it may reach well below the knee,
like a nightgown, it is just as probable,
if the wearer be n bay, that it will barely
touch the hips.

The most enjoyable way to see Tahit
is to joumey entirely around it The
isuml way of encircling it is by earringe
or antompbile, except at the peninsula’s
enied, where 4 canoe is necessary. T ob-
twined ooguide, Tairea, and walked prac-
vieally all of the 120 miles.

We began our travels together one
pleasant morning, with the home oF my
pnide’s father-indaw, in the Papara dis-
trict, as our diy’s goal.

Tairta wore a Foropenn suit and car-
ried on o stick shmg across his shoulder
w hundle of clothing wrapped in a kilt.
As we were leaving Papeete. he yielided
i his Jove for masic by stopping at a
Chinese store and buving a harmonica.
Tlhis he plaved at inteevals all day. Has
tribirte ta Apello iHustrated a pational
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trait, for all Talitians love music. They
delight in singing. and from ancwent days
have drawn sounds from erode bamboo
and  wooden imstroments.  Once, as in
Flawaii, they even employed the nose to
please the ear, the medium i that case
being a flute. Sometimes the performer
wis aceompanied with songs, but there
sepmnid to be only one tone, a singuiarity
that obtains to a litnge extent today.

The favorite instruments pow are the
avcordion, larmonica, and jews-harp, 1
saw the fArst in all pirts of the Hi_ﬂrtmi
In Papeete 1 frequently saw groups of
voung persons of hoth sexes squatting
on lawn o street, wreathed with Bowers
and aceompanying an  accordion  with
yoiice or Hmb. The harmonica is highly
valned by the jovial bands that gather
arovnd the rum bottles in salooms, where
its strajns. combined with the excitation
pesulting from the liquor, arouse the m-
e te cirele to wild etthosiasm and
hoisterans chorus,

Our way fay between enconnt groves
and lanann felds: béside coraldittered
beach: i the shade of the flowering
]mnm (wild hibiseus), and past  the
owly sensitive plont.

o atarm at our tread, hihdreds of land-
crubs van in ungainly fashion to their
holes, soane raising oulitant olaws, others
bending all their energies toward Hight.
Under our feet tiny ants foraged ; m the
shallows of the sea the Mue otun fished
for fts breakinst ; farther out hrown fish-
ermen poised pronged spears from reef
ar boat; to the right and o the left the
leisnurely inmates of thatehed homes pre-
pared their hreakfasts or sauntered abeout
with atl air of lnxurous ease.  Both
young and old among them saluted us
with the nativnal *lorana!™ and the cur-
oits stared at ws with gquestioning cyes.

SIGHTS T GBLANDER THE EYE

As we walked, there was much to sec.
One moment it was the corling surf
thoadering on the reef, or an inspiring
view of the toothed island of Moorea,
again it was Aower and tree—the panda-
nns, the medicinal mitp, or the dye-pro-
ducing enfa. O every hand the bread-
frevit shared vard and roadsde with the
prolific mango:; over wave-washed shore
and high on breezy Wil leaned the nat-

barne palo : and afar, on mountaim slope,
branched the glossy fei.

After sundown we experienced one of
the greatest plensures of the tropics—
travel by moonlight, When the elements
of the atr are in a placid mod, an even-
ing stroll 15 a dehght. Waving palms and
gently sighing wind; roar of surf on dis-
tant reef, and ceaseless wash of tide, com-
hined with pictires of contentment and
hespitable grectings of young and old
from roadside and doorvard, produce
sertgations foreigm to the most radimmt
dav.

A NIGHT IN A RATIVE AOME

At such a time Tairin reached the
home of Matariro, Both the Intter and
his wife saluted my guide with kisses
ntied then the whole family sat on the ve-
randa while the long-absent son wld of
his wanderings in alien lands, 1 was
giver) the ehoiee of two beds and Invited
to retire when 1 plessed. My bed was a
comfortable, ample couch, such as [ saw
afterward throughomt frequented parts
of Tahiti. '

Matarire's home was a one-story, un-
painted wooden structure with a balus
traded porch,  The floor and walls were
bare, and the whole was roofed with gal-
vinized-iron sheeting, the vsnal covering
for wooden butldings m the South Pacile.

Until the French nr:l:uFii-r.T Tahin 1ts
people were content to live in bamboo
honues with roofs of thatched pandanns
or coconut branches, or in dwellings con-
strocted wholly of the two latter nia-
terinls.  The primeval style of halwtation
is still the more popular with the ma-
jority, but in Papeote modernity prevails,
itl the country, too, in addition to the all-
hoard house, there 1 g growmg fondness
for attractive combimations of reed, bam-
boo, and ltmber.

Some of the native owners of homes
of Europenn design prefer to live in a
primitive stracture in the rear and mam-
tain the new domicile chiefly as a mark
of respectability snd affluence.

CHIXESE STURES ALWAVS MARK THE
VILLAGE SOUARE
Matariro's residlence was within a few

kilometers of the straggling village of
Papara. Like all other Tahitian villages,
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it Tl only ope street, and thet was part
of the shind’s main highway. Onoeach
side of this was an srregolnr row of
houses, the best one belongmg to the dis-
triet chaef, i this case Tat Salmon, who
= mentioned by Stevenson.

In my tramps in Tahltt | never knew
when 1 had erossed what might properly
be called the line between wvillage and
plantation.  Puot practeally every villnge
certer was mirked by a group of two
or three smoky-looking Chinese stoges
Wherever thev stood, there was:the wil-
lage square, whiere the gossipers gathered
and, in the harvesting seéason, the per-
fume of vanilla beans drying on canvas
sprendf biefore the open doors, made the

lace fragrant.

: There the mative exchonged s coco-
mits and scented pods for bread and
brown sugar and American canned sal-
mon or New Zealand caned batter and
beef, and there the traveler wis refreshed
by coffee or ted, fgure-cight dovghnuats,
amel twisted roll.

TITE TALILY MENT TN THE TAHITI
HOUSEHOLD

In Polynesia hospitality exhibits tself
in many novel ways. In Tahiti, for ex-
ample, the host sometimes spreads a new
tablecloth at #very meal. When a honse-
wife wants to grace the family board, she
poes inte the wvird and gathers for that
prrpose a banana branch or a few hibis-
ons lenves,

When T was called to breakiast at
Matariro's 1 greeted a half dozen per-
sons squatting before a banana leal on
the floor of the back vernmda. [ was
given a small table to myvself. As T had
sard T did not care for coffee, | was
served with orange tea and coconut milk.
The first wiis brewed from the leaves of
the wild orange tree, and made a pleasant
drink, Like the coffee, it was prepared
it o palm-thatched kitchen withont wills
and was served in a bowl,

In c¢omman with all Tahitinns, mv
hosts were very fond of coffee and they
always had it for breakfast. With it
they ate tmbuttered bread

The islanders were taught to eat brend
by the Chinese, and so wherever it is
possible for a baker's cart to go, coffee
and rolls form the morming's refresh-

ment. At other meals fei, yams, and tarn
replace the loat.

As T sat at breakfast on my first day
in Papara, 1 heard o foghtful moaning
in the fromt part of the house. T sup-
wosed that some one had been hurt or
il received distressing nows.  Adfter the
crving had eontinned without abétement
for' Aftesn manutes, 1 jnvestignted the
cange, and 1o my astomshment found that
the apparent sufferer was an old woman,
and that the seeming canse of, her grief
was my guide, who had been called away
while breakiasting, She sat at his side
“and sobbed pricously on his shoolder, |
cottld not imagine what hid led toall this
lamentation, It could not have béen
cruelty on the part of Tairoa, for he,
wearing a solemn look, had an affection-
ate arm abont the anguished ofe.

As soon ps §oeot Taimoa aside 1 asked
him, “What i the trouble with the old
wornan & .

“She 1s my grandmother,” be replied.
“I been long time away anid she conie to
give me welcome.”

KILLING THE FATTED FIG FOR THE
PRODIGAL

That morning a pig was killed in honor
af my conductor and was to be served
for dinner.  Thus it is in Tahiti. When
the long absent prodigal or favorite son
reaches his home aganing the fatted pig is
stam for him as a mark of esteem.

Ta this skt the porker is what pota-
toes are to Ireland and the osten coke 10
Seotlnnd. Without it Tahiti would be
disconsolate and wounld guickly bhecome
a diseontented band which only spare-ribs
andd Ticon conlid restore to bliss,  Almost
evervwhere dlong jts coasts T heard the
sauead of this indispensable animal, as,
tethered by a leg to'a banana plant or
coconut tree, it iretiully soupht to bredk
ite ferters.  Io the wild, unpeapled hills
it emjoyed a rovimg freedom, bot even
there was pursoed by vengeful foes,
armed with formndable spears, who ont
it into small pieces and carried these to
their homes in bamboo rods,

The hog killed in Tairua®™s honor wns
served with vam, fei, coconuy sance, and
milk,

My hosts ‘and Tairua ate with their

soctation, 1 was told, and Pa
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fingers, but T was supplied with a knife
nnd o fork.

Tahittans still have an aversion for
artificial aids in eating, for they helieve
thit nothing suma=ses their own digits as=
food convevors:  When Wallis  visited
the island a native who had been face-
ritnsly named Jonathan thought otherwise
after he had pat on Egropean elothes,
amndd he resolved to elevate lnmselt
soctety by feeding with n fork.  He made
a heroie attempt, hut every time he strove
to estabilish o connectiom between the m-
srument and his mouth s hand  en-
conitered his Hps, leaving the food poised
at his ear.

AT A TAHITI CONCERT

After supper this day, Torron and 1
went up the road to hear the local sing-
ing society give its weekly rehenrsal.
Every district in Tahiti has such an as-
wis
thent more noted than any of the others
for choral performances

The Papara zocicty held its practices
in & long, narrow building with open
sides and ends and a palme-thatched roof,
near the highway. s members squntied
on the ground, with the women in front,
Tairua 1old me that their program in-
cluded a selection about Adam and Fve
and another about the miraculous catch
of fishes on the Sea of Galilee, They
Wang with vim abd thédr umizon wos ex-
cellent.

At times their efforts were marked by
a humming and droning something hke
that of a bagpipe and by Togh and Tong-
drawn potes,  Sometimes, when they ap-
penredd to e on the point of ending in o
lengthy drone, a sharp crescendo from
the leading woman cawsed an instant re-
vival.

The rapid changes, hlendmg, and sus-
tamed efforts were amazing. For o while
I was spellbound, Init the droning lulled
me and with my hend on a log [ slum-
liered.

O the second dav of my stay in Ma-
para I went on a hant for fei in the ad-
jcent mountains. The fel i8 a species
of plamain, and it is the island’s most
valtmble article of fond. Tt grows i the
mountmins and is availahle at all times
of the vear. It ¢losely resembles the
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banana, hut its leaves are darker. The
fruit is from an inch and a half 1o two
inches 1 dinmeter and is borne upnightly
an the stalk in bunches that frequentiy
have from 100 w 150 plantains. When
ripe, these are a light red or yellow.
I"here are many varietits,

The fruit 1= botled or baked for eating,
amd afrer it is conked it is enstomary to
beat 1t with a stick to loosen its ekin auud
improve its quality.

The Tel grows far up mountain slopes,
where it can be seen miles away. To get
this staple, the woodsman muss wirm his
way up almost mmpassable steeps, amd
then down narrow, slippery paths he most
descend, weighted with swaying burdens
of From 100 to 130 pounds. The sticks
on which they are shaig bear so heavily
on the fesh that they ¢ause toughened
Iumps to form on the shoulder.

CARE OF CLOTHES CAUSES DEYOUT POSTITRE
1IN CHURCH

The following day being Sunduy, T m-
temuled dervices at the Protesinnt choarch
with my host.  We reached the church o
half hour too edrly, ver we were among
the ki=t arrivals, At that howr more than
o acore of women, muny wearing black
dreases and straw hats of the same color,
were seated under a ag clump of bam-
hoa, amd in and arovnd a Chinese store
were thirly more natives of hoth sexes.
The majority were barefooted dAnd all
weie neatly attired in Eurapean clothes.

When they filed into the church, the
men aml the women sat on separate
benches, though not on different sides of
the house. About half of them leaned
on the backs of the forms in front of
them, Thiz cansed me o conclude with
uiidue haste that they were vory devout.
When 1 learned rhe reason for this atij-
tude, the dspect of piety 1 had conjurerd
fadedd away, These saintly angles did
not Icdicate reverence; they merely be-
tokened luudable efforts o keep the lucks
of voats and dresses from adhering (o
planks which had been costed with peint
improperly mixedd.

e services were ‘opened with sing-
ing, which, of its kind, was extrnordinary.
High aloft in the tear of the hulding a
wotderful fow of melody was poured
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oitt by 3 choir of forty or ity boys anl
rirls. To the first twenty-five mmuotes
there were five songs. AL tunes the con-
eregitiom joined, but its good intention-
were spiled by ndeal of couphmyg,

Thie pastor wis one of the most in-
dustrions  preachers 1 have ever heard.
He spoke for thirty monutes, and séargely
patised an anstant all the while.

After the congregation’s dismissal, the
majority of its members § thered at
the Bambmo clump ind in the store anid
its Juncheroom,  Nearly all of the men

sl many of the women lighted cigarettes.

The Tahitian chorchman has his own
brand of clgarette, but he 15 juet as ready
to accept any other kmd, His sort is o
stad] pivce of loeal tobaceo wrapped o
it of the plinlle pandanus leaf. Some-
times § saw it pwissed from hand to hand,
like community property, thus affording
pleasure 1o several persons before it be-
came a stub,

Momby moming I bade Matiriro fare-
well, after | had settled my account with
him on the easy terms of “pay as much
s you like”

Bevond the plantaton Anmaono, 23
minfes from Papeete, where we pansed to
sce cane fields, o sopar-mill, and go.000
coconut trees, an enchanting perspective
unfolded before us.  In the distance rose
the ranges of the peninsala, and we
pas=ei] green hills, pretty bays; and many
rivers and creeks flowing between musses
nf vegetition tiotonsly spreading over
swarpy lowlands,  Iligh dver native
chestnut trees climbed and rambled the
Aowermg pohue  (convolvulus) ; along
the highway an oceasional gigantic fern
threw out fronds rivaling in length those
of the tree-fern; at their roots fenthery
swords of lesser reach grew haxwriantly,
amd all around them i, flower, anid
trathing vine covered the earth so com-

- pletely that only the road showed n har—

TN Spel.

Vegetation attained its rankest growth
dn o the shores of Port Phaeton. Here
wild hibiseus husg so thickly over the
water's edge that, at a distance, only =
solid bank~“of foliage was wvisible. Tn
this tungle the chestnut and the piant
hotu ( Barringtonia), the former the prey
of ferns and other parasites, east their
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shade: and around  them magnificent
bunch ferns chmyg to embowered chifs
and, with other plants; mpinged upon
the sinuows thoroughiare,

The productiveness of the Jand was
matched by the fecundiy of the sea
Cipsters covered the rocks of the tide-
flats, slugs profucely strewed the shal-
levws, and plaviul Gsh leaped bodily from
the (idal lakes formed by the mtercept-
g road.

A Yfen cach” morsEn

The Isthmos of Taravao, overlookmg
Part Phaeton, is the partng of the wayvs
for the circumnmbient traveler. Here
one road swings round to Maora, an-
other Tollows the eoast to Taatird, aod i
third leads o Hitiaag aml Papenoo,

We took the road to Maxorn, and thm
night arrived at the home of one of
Tatrua's cousing, at Vaierl, on the south.
crn side of the peninsula.  She wias &
doctor, 1 was told, ond with her family
ovcupied the neatest bambop or “Tarid-
cape” house in the village. 1t was about
twenty feot long and twelve Teet wirde
and s smgle room was roofied with pan-
danus.

I jodged that there were at least one
hwsdred eottrses of thuteh, or twice as
minny ac in the ordinary palm covering,
Foaeh was strenpthened with bamboo and
reeds and the whole wns fastened to
rafters of hibizeus with narrow strips of
bark from thiz sime tree. The silime
comsisted of bamboo four and one-half
feet high, tied together with  hehiseuas
rope.  The door 'was a mat of palm
branches, minus hinges, The floor wasa
thick cirpet of dry grass, partly overiaid
with a mat. Insule everything wias neatly
arranged and serapulonsly elean.

The mether spent the evening tallking
to Tairun and weaving n reed hat, in
which ocenpation she showed her dex-
terity by handhng eleven strips at a ame.
When I retired for the night 1 was given
the only hed she possessed, and thay |
mght have clean linen, she and her
danghter went to a neighbor’s and bor-
rowed 1k

Tatrun was provided with a matiress
an the floor and the Tamily slept near
him on the floor mat,  In the moming 1
breakiasted with him and big gramd-
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miother's brother, in crmss-legged fashion
before nocloth, The rest of the howse-
hold ate in the thatched kitehen, which
they evidently deemed too common for
me,
Adfter breakfust Tairua and [ contin-
werd 10, Maora, where we planned to take
a ecanoe the following day to reind the
cnast of Pari,  When we sought lodgings
for the night we were directed 1 the
villh, of Monsietir Toa. Here we were
fayvorably impressed by a0 supper of
chicken, with coconmt gravy, beef, fe,
rolls. and eoffee.

As 1 sat on Toa's vernndn after this
meil 1 heard barbarous vells across the
road.  They procceded from a group of
bovs and girls from six to ten vears ald,
who were mving an imprompto dance,
They were m the midst of it when the
father of one or mare of them buarst upon
the seene with shoute of disapproval and
Blows on heads. 1 asked Tairaa why the
man should object so emphatically (o a
seemningly: harmless perfurmance.

“Tahiti people don't allow their chil-
dren 1o dance,” he explained. "1 wonled
not et them do =6 if T had any. 1t is
bad for thenm. Tahit ¢hildren are not
allowed to dance until they are eighteen
years old or-are marened.”

WASES AXD SPINERS IXK THE HOMES

To most persons seeking sweet repose,
the presence of two o or three hundred
wasps and several ferncious-lonking spi-
ders i their bedroom woulid not be con-
ducive to drenmless or visionless sleep;
vet it was with just such company as this
that myv guide and 1 slumbered in Tou's
house that night.  When | was about to
retire, I c¢hanced to look up, and lo! di-
reetly over our beds, in the angle of cxil-
mig and wall, clustered two or three -
dred wnsps,

“*Look at that!” | exclaimed with some
pmmmation.  “We are likely to got stong
before the night is passed, And look at
those twa big spiders.  Cine 15 almost ns
lirge asa eraly Ts it safe to sleep here 2

“Huo, ho!" chockled Taran.  “They
will not hurt your.  The wasps are there
hecanse they are cold and the spiders are
afraid of us”

In epite of this comforting assirance.
T found it exrremely easy o invent pic-
tires of inquisitive winged insects drop-
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ping on the counterpite and engaging in
n sparming match with a very unwilling
opponent, ard 1 imagined spiders hent
on settling themselves snugly in sy hair
for the night. )

I wis cager to go round the inhospr
table shores of Pard, and at Maora 1 ar-
ranged with Paorai, a native, to transport
mie i an outrigger canoe 1o Tantira, on
the porthern side.  He warmerl me, how-
ever, that he might not be able to make
the passage if the sea hecame roongh.
adding that often he had been forced to
return after he had started for the hiome
of Tunoa, wod of rocks and precipices.

At & o'clock the next moming we em-
barked in a fifteen-foot cance.  The day
was ditlled by cloads; but the scenery we
passed was magnificent.  All the way
mountains approached close to the water
and rose to a beight of severnl thousnid
feet,  Fverv foot of their length they
were covered with dense vegetation, from

which inmumerable feis thrust their long.

leaves and over which the pohue spread
it= arnile canopy.

Now and
then it seemed that the vaa would be
overturned, Tmt the outrigger saved it
thopgh In ontred  hands 0 probably
wonld have capsized.

At last the growing fury of the <ea Jed
Pavral to abamden forther progress, and
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wheit we were almost within sight of the
oliffs, which rise hundreds of feet amd
burl the petan bick into its lawiol pre-
cincts, he orderéd a retreal.

At thit moment we Giced one of the
wildest spectaches | have evér  seen,
Huge billows rolled incessantly inland.
.W:-nﬁlﬂw shore the fashing surt flung it-
self high against the barren rocks and,
falling back, was thrown upon the im-
penetrable harrier again.  Ahead, oward
a dark horizon, the air was misty with
spraw, ad both there and for miles o
our right and rear heaving waters beat
themselves into noisy bands of foam as
they mwounted the eoral reef and, partially
recovering their momentum there, hur-
ried on o their goal,

WISTAKEN POR A MOGEY

Ciponr return 1o Maora 1 had scarcely
landed when, treading 8 beach o
met 2 lad wearing onlv a shirt.  To my
amnzement, he guve me one frightencid
Took sl Hu.--llugt patiie-stricken for his
home, vellimg with every step. It was
the first time [ had been mistaken for a
ooy, and to me the situation was as
amnusing o= it was terrifving to the child.
After that, in less frequented places, |
was pmured to see youths and mawdens
race madly throngh banana and cocon
groves with shirt tails flying signals of
distress, amd all st the mere sight of one
whom | have always constdered to be o
harmless-looking Caveasuin.

With the intention of making still an-
nther effort to conqguer 'ari, we went to
Tautira, where Stevenson once Tived for
a few weeks, aml thepce diown the coast
by ecanoe and footpath but after we had
almost reached onr [:1-I1|_-1}' destination we
were bafled again’ by allow and prec-
pce,

From Thutira we retraced onr steps to
the isthmns on our way to Hitaa. We
reached the village late 0 the afternoo,
wot toothe skin by n heavy ram.

The mest mviting-looking house be-
lonped to the district cluef, where, a na-
five told us, “all fhe white men storgs”
At our knock the door was openced by the
chief himseli, nnd he promptly assured
s of supper and a might's lodging,  He
wi= barefooted and wore only 5 pair of
overslls and an undershirt, but 1 saw that
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he was aceustomed o soclety, for in ohe
room were three beds and in another was
a long dining-tahle, above which hung a
portrait of a former French President.

HIS  POSITION AS TISTRIET CHIEF A
LIANMLITY

After changing otir clothing, we sat on
the back veranda and chatted with our
hist.  He was young and. as one might
reasonahly expect of a =on =0 honoted,
ambitious.  In himy however, an ardem
desire for power and fame did not bum.
In other tunes e mav have Deen ans-
mted by a fire of that sort, hut 1f =0 i
hud dwindled to a mere ficker.  We re-
coived lamentahle proof of this when he
confided to 1us that he had no wish to hold
the scepter over his 430 subjecte. Bt he
hod at least one good reason for his on-
willingness. His monthly salary was
atrly §13.

Perhaps this would have been enough
for his own needs, but, as 10 wis his enis-
townt to furnish good cheer 1o all his vis-
iters . withont  charge; the purchasing
power of this s was decidedly too fim-
ited.  Iostead of his office vicldmg a
preofit, it was a constunt souree of expensi
Lo liam.

At n seltlement bevond Hitian, Tairan
met some of his relatives who mvited os
to remain for dioner.  We aceepted anid
thus brought death opon another (ng.
The house where we ate was p wreek
The roof was full of gaping holes and
the walls were equally well ventilated.
Vround the roast mne persons squatted,
and with fingeres 0 et of cutlery the
savory centerpiece was soon redoced tw
a heap of bones,

Hese striking examples of the Tahitian
temperament were furnished me by twa
hoys. Che, # pugnacions  six-year-odd,
became enraged when his mother ook a
cigarette from his month and  repre-
ianded him.  In his wrath he strock her,
but, fortunately for him, she was not in
an ol

T?Il:frjmhtr lad, who  was  shghtly
vounger, worked himself fmo still greater
fury through sympathy for his mother,
whose face had been blackened in a spirit
af fun by the French hushand of a native
girl.  The child became s0 passionaté over
this that he velled with all In= power,
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stamped repeatedly upon his own hat.
and fimally started for the joker to wreak
vengeance.  He was held hick by his
parent, who gave him a beating, but he
comtinued to cry ipcessantly :Lﬂﬁ to play
alstractedly with his toes.

The final stage of my tour was in
Papenon, Talrga’s fatherland. This was
i rru:k—fnrgwl coast. Its shores were
deeply  coversd with eobblestones, nnd
darlk, wnyielding stone walls sullenly re-
ceived the impiet of a moghty expanse of
eeean tmelallenged by projecting reefs.

The home tor which we directed onr
stepis was a big bamboo Tanlding situated
beside a stream, like the majority of Ta-
hitian country homes. T was weleamed
i1 the threshold by Tairua's mother, o
il  stern-featured  natve, who  was
smoking a cigarette and wearing: a band-
age to ease an aching tooth, Shortly
witer our arrival we sat down 1o supper
on-a Hoor overlawd with hilisens leaves.

THE MEN ol' TAIIITI AID IX THE
HOLUSEWORK

Following this meal we sat conversing
until o oa'clewk. At that hour Tamna's
uhicle offered a praver, a signal for hed
as well as an address to s Creator,
There were two Beds and I wis given the
hotter ane.  The other was oooupied by
the marnied son and his wife, and the re-
muiring sleepers lay on the mat-covered
foar.  In the morning evervhody was
ap eatlv.

THE MAKING OF A JAPANESE NEWSPAPER

By IDe. Thomas E. GREEN

HE making of newspipers 15 an
art that, sive o irs mest prantive

{orm, belongs exclitavely 1o mod-
er-—indecd, o eomparatively  recent—
civilization. That Japan should, w the
very few vears sitice her modérn meta-
morphueis, huve so speedily canght up
with the van of perodical publication 1s
less wonderinl wmn one renembers thit
the Orient is the hirthplace of the “art
presecvative,” dod that Ching possesses
the oldest pewspaper in the warld

There have been similar newspapers
from remole antiguity m Japan; small
sheets soughly struck off Trom wooden
Wicks detatling some great politieal Faet,
ar describing some crime oF SOHE gen-
erally interesting event.

The first attempt at & moden journal
it Inpan was in 1864, when the Keaiga
S i was undertiken by Joseph Hess,
a picttiresque charncter, who in 1830 was
cnst away in the wrecking of a junk,
reseuted and carried to America.  Here
he Tived for a number of years, acquived
a speedy smattering of western ideas and
methods, and, when Japan was opened
after the visit of Commuodare Ferry, re-
turnied to hiz native land ns an interjireter.

The first modern newspaper monthly
warthy of the name was founded by John
Binck, an Englishman, one of the hirst
foreign residents of Yokohama, Tlns was
m 1872, Since then Japanese journal=m
has grown with wonderful mpidity, both
tn volurne and in character. There are
now some eight hundred newspapers anid
magazings published in the empire, of
which more than two hundred are in
Tokyo.

The fiji-Shimpo is 2 monuwment, n 2
way, to the memory of its Tounder; nol
miore & monument than a4 gonstant rein-
carnation of his spirit and influence. Tt
was foundesd 38 vears ago by the late
Fukuzawa Yukicht, who was often called
the [apanese Gladstone. No account of
Japan, however brief, and particalarly no
reference to s intellectual and literary
development, would be complete without
reference to the life and mflvence of this
rematkable man,

Rorn in 1835 a Samurai—that s, one
of the military gentry, for in Japan every
pentleman was a soldier and every sol-
tier a gentleman—he was 1eft o voung
bov, orphaned and poor.  Despite the
fanatical hatred at that time of nﬁ things
{oreign. Fuluzmawa nndertook the study
of English and made such progress that
when the firgt envoy was sent abroad. in
1860, e was the mtetpreter and sévre-
tary.

Cin his return he detached  himself
from all connection with officinl life and
devoted himself to the herculean task of
Americanizing Japan, for to him Amer-
e was abiwvavs the ideal among the ns-
tiops

Drapping his prerogative as a Samuoras,
Fukugawa became a commoner and the
preacher and teacher of a Jefersonian
type of democracy, He introduced into

apan pullic speaking and lectuning, for
which many of his most progressive con-
temporaries declared the Japanese lan-

=
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mithge onfit.  To make it still better sited,
he coined new words and phirazes to ex-
press modern idiéns

He translated western books and wrote
ariginal treatises upon . social and mtel-
lectnal reform.  His works eolmprise dne
hopdred and five yolumes, of which more
than ten million copies have been issuel.
It &= no ﬂxﬂﬁcminu to say that this one
man 15 the miellectual father of more
thant half the men who are now directing
the affairs and shaping the destinies of
the istand empire of the Orient.

Eventually his work erystallized in two
things: the Jifi-Shimpo and the other the
Keio Gijuku, an institution where a sto-
dent body of more than twa thousand
is devoting its tone and energy to prace
tical preparation for uwsefnlness—an in-
stitution wheose modernity is indicated by
the fact that it vanepuished our own Uin-
versity. of Wisconsin af hasehall.
