This is the finest view of a river from
a ratlroad | ean remember to hove séen
nnywhere.  The Mississippi at St Lonis
and the St Lawrence at l;':hliJn:I.'n.'.:ll ire-as
wide, and may have as great a volime :
bt their banks are comparatively Tow.
Here the conp d'ail of the bold heights
s the mighty stream filling the long
hollow' that winds away to the north be-
tween rocks and thick woods, is mugnifi-
cent.

The stream is seen to advantage from
both sides, for the trck stoops down
more than i hundred feet (o0 cross the
valley by a lofty bridge, and rises again
as much on the eastern slope, making a
wide semicirele,

Thirty hours more bring us to the
fourth river at Irkutsk, that capital of
eastern. Siberia for which the contending
Bolshevik  and  anti-Bolshevik  armies
fought so lomg in 191y dond 1018, It is
the " Angara, bearmg down a tremendons
torrent of ¢lear green water from Lake
IFhltiIm'[. which the train reaches before
ongr.

Lake Batkal is one of the preat inland
seas ol the world, nearly as long as Lake
superior. thoogh nol 20 wide, for in clear
weather the ¢ve ean reach from the one
shore to the pther,  Iv fills a bow-shaped
depression four hundred miles lang, Te-

Our point of departiire was the town of
Novo Nikolaevsk, 0 mushroom growth
af the years singe the opening of Trans-
vontinental bne, for it stands at the meet-
ing point of two great lines of trade—
that of the Obi, which brings down the
minetils and the gmin and the butter
fronm the senith, and that of the railway
which carries these products enstward to
Irkutsk and beyond to the Thacific, west-
ward to Rossia and Germany, It re-
minded me of the new éities in the newest

parts of America, with it= big warehouses:

rismg fast along hali-inished roadwhys,
while the wmtouched prairie, dotted here
amd there with serob birches, Iny just out-
sifle the houses, |

In another ten vears, hnd peace contin-
ued, Novo Hil-:ﬂfﬂﬂﬁk wotld have be-
come the most popalous place in all Si-
bert Uy now it may have gone to pisces,

Steamers lav thick ialeng the river bank :
and in one of these we embarked. The
cabins were small and rough, bt elean;
the food, scanty and unappetiong, was
sufficient to support life; and though the
davs were hot with a strong Aupgust sun,
the pights wete cool, the dry air of the
steppe delictously fresh and invigorating.

From the deck eme Tooked over a wirde,
smocth plain, the vast dome of heaven

THY GRANDELR OF A GREAT RIVER

Nothing m nature s priander than a
great river. It embodies the wrresistible
stirength of the forees of mature and their
changetul activity, ever the same anid vet
ever different, here with a glassy sorface,
there swirhng with deep eddics, making
and unmaking islets, here eating nwav the
bank, there piling up sand to enlurge it
It i= older than man, and will dotlive hims :
it is a part Of his hife, serves hbm i many
ways, but it heeds not his coming or
EOINE,

These great Siberian mivers specially
impress the imagination, because their
sources lie in unexplored snowy solitiides,

atul from their middle conrse in habitable
titids they descend into a frozen wilder-
ness—ierra domibies neqgafa—rto ind their
endhing m an we-hoond se.

We had just come from a long voyvage
!;'!! and down another famouns river, the
Cangtze, singularly unlike ite Siberian
sisters n this, that it is the central ave-
nue of commeree through o highly enlti-
vated country, passing on its way many
cities swarming with people, and bearing
on its bosom not only steamships: bt
flidets of suilng. craft =such as cin be
seent nowhere on Rhine or Dinnbe or
Mississippi, or even on the Nile, where
once they carried all the triffic of the
Country.

Here, on the (bi, not a sail was to be
seert and hardly even 3 rowhoat.  The
steamer ealls rarely, and then it is to dis-
charge or take in freight, for passengers
are few,

FEW VILLAGES ARE SEEXN ON THE BANES
OF TITE 0Nl

Like the Mississippt and Volga in their
maddle conrses, the by has scooped out
for stself a wide flat or depression abont
seventy feot below the general level of
the steppe and swings itselfl hither and
thither across this flar, so that when it is
close under the high bank of the steppe
o eme side it 18 far from the high bank
aft the ather side,  The banks are of allis-
vial soil, and usunlly bare, but the low
shores and the iskinds are coversid with a
growth of williws and poplars.

The few villages om lEh- lankes, wzually
where a small side stream comes down,
are clusters of rough wooden hits, irrep-
wlar dned dirty, with the blie cupols of 5
whitewsished charch rising in the midst,

The peaszants, stilwart fellows in eol-
ored . Hannel shirts, erowd down to the
fanding place when the boat puts in: the
wonnen, not handsone, but witl plensant
kinedly faves, wear gandy blue or red or
vetllow skirts, with handkereliefs, mostly
wihite, tied round their hesds, Al are
Russiana; it is only i the town of Bar-
nanl, a commeércigl conter (o which all the
minerals are brought, that one sees now

Whether the Altai will ever become the
mountain plaverewnd of Asin, ne Leshie
Steplien called the Alps the plavgrammd
nf Furape, may be doubted, for the Al-
tafan landscapes, varied and charming ns
thev are, and sternly grand as 15 the high
glacier regon, have not the more exqui-
site c¢harm. aml the more inexhaustible
variety of the Swiss and Imlian Alps
But they and the lofiy ridges that con-
tirise the great line of elevation as far as
the river Amuor are the only  Asiane
ranges i which mountauneering can’ be
enjoved as we enjov it in Enrope or as
Americans enjoy it in the Sierra Nevada
and Kocky Mountnins.

The Himalayas are incomparably
grander, but there the smomers are wet
and  intensely hot, and bhoth the heights
atd the vallevs are on a senle too vast for
average human powers. To eross one
sinple porge Like that of the Teesta below
[arjecling, disceniding 7000 feet, anil
mounting another 7.000 ta the opposite
edge, 15 work enough for o long day
under an [ndian sun.

Nevertheless, less infervsting as are the
Altad, there wal]l some diay be much de-
light ful exploration; and some fine chimb-
g will b dome im0 the thousand miles of
lofty Siberfan moantains, east of the 85th
merihan of enst longptode.  Donbiless,
American and Camadian, as well as int-
sl elimbiers, will be found 1o da i

Hunters, also, will come, and for atime
at least they will find o fair nomber of
wild ereatares o destrov—ideer, thoagh
scarce any ¢lk,; ns well as: wolves anid
brers ainil Ivnmes, and the ihex that hannts
the high erags, and in some spots on the
Mongolinn side of the ronge, the rare
mionmtain sheep ( Cvrs ammon ) with the
greal entved horng, a creature which, n
1= to be hoped, they will not be allowed to
extiruite,

Though  disappointed, owing 1o, the
difficulty of making the prepasitions
regunisite, ot not having been able to mnke
an cffective reconnaissance of the ap-
proaches 1o the great peaks, we returmed
to etviliztion—half famished,  mdeed,
but sound in health—with the satisfnetion

of having seen new and most interesting
aspects of nature and having caught
glimpses of the life of andent nomad
FRCES,

Froam Siberia we carried back the e
ollection of u land of large, free, breezy,
sunlit spaces, beautiful in stpmmer, with a
glorions abundance of Oowers, and the
inpression of a people more cheerfol and
prosperons than we had expected to find
m a conntry hitherto associated with the
crueltics of a tyrannical government nned
the sorrows of lifelong exile,

ocancmie futire of Siberia, a subject thit
will bevome of high significance to the

worlid, for the conntry contains the one

hitherto imperfectly developed region
the tem zones that Tas the prentest
possihilities of future development for
the production of food.

Chpitting: the districts in enstern Si-
beria, comparatively small districts, that
are it for agriculture, and omitting, also,
the larger and more fertile regions along
the rover Amur, which Ruszsia acquired
stventy vears ago, there are hetween the
Urals and the river Yenisel thousands 6f
s(unre mitles available either for pasture
or for cultivation.

Into this region there had been Aowing,
mosily  from  central Kussin, o steady
SHRCIM, AVETAgIng 100,000 Per s, of
midustrions peasants, o whom the o=
ernment gave farms,  Thoogh there were
same large estates, Siberin has  been,
bropuedly spenking, a lund of occapving
furmers, very tgnorant amd living very
rindely, bt mtelligent and Taboripos,

The cultivated area was being steadily
extended, atd bevond jit, especially along
the €W and the middle course of the
Irersh, the rich pastures were sapporting
afl mereasmg number of cattle, <o that an
mrmense trade i botter had: sprung ap.
Muost of it was bought by Danish mir-
chants amd dispatched 0 refrigerating
curs to western Furope, to be there sold
as [Danish hutter.

Thus, 1 191 3, the country was thriv-
g, with every prospect of a rapid
growth in wealth and population.  There
were few nmahniactunng indastiies,
the minerals hidden in the long mountain
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ment, such a system, consisting of five o
six federated states between the Urals
aml the Pacibic, would be better than one
hege aoitary. empre or republic,

What sort of political foture may this
of the next renerifion expect Lo spe?

Neither Hussin nor Siberin is: likely 1o
ertpoy Tree popular constitntional govert-
metit within oy perciod which conjecture
can now assign.  But neither s 1t likely
that the ecomomically rumons despotism
which now ritles Lath countries wﬂll Iuilg
endure, or thnt the incompetant (despotism
af the Tears will return.

There may be n time of strife, for the
habit of obedience has been hml-:trh and
there 15 now no leglly constitated au-

thority  for the citizen to obey. DBut
anarchy never lnsts long.

Nothing Torlids the hope thar the
natirnd action of eccomomic forees wall,
perhaps within a few years, install some
sarf of seitled povernment, alble 1o en-
farce arder and to et men to resame
therr daily work in a normal way.

So supn as Siherin oltains sich a gov-
erniteEnt, her ccomnomie reaourees aiad the
industry of her people will enable ma-
terial progress o start afresh, and she
will some day become what  western
Americn became fifty vears ago  and
Arpentim became thirty vears Ago—one
of the great food-producing countries of
thie worll
