Along the eastern coast of Sardinia
runs a moutitain chain which presents a
Preasrue escarpment toward the mamlanid
and makes the =land diffionit of accoess on
this sude. No safe natural barbor or well-
sheltered lay 15 to be fonnd letween Cape
Carbonarg and Aranci Bay,

On the western side, the monntains
have gentler declivines, and here are siti-
ated the most beautiful gulfs of all the
island —the puli of Palmas, so nwuch
spoken of by Admiral Nelson, and the
Hortn Conte near Alghero, a natural har-
by capable of sheltering the most power-
ful fleet in the world. -

The most extensive Sarndinian plain is
that which stretches northwest from Ca-
glari to Cmsmno, It produces on the
traveler a strange I.I[I:I]'II'E-'E“EHHL Mﬂ:mlgh
it is searcely 50 ‘miles in length, it ap-
pears mmense, for it 18 proportoned to
the seale of surrounding objects, especinlly
to the modest height of the mountain
ranges which e 1t

In spring this plain, the two parts of
which are respectively named the Camgpd-
dano of Chistano atd the Compidang of
Cagliari, 15 coversd n its unculovated
tracts with the most beantiful wild fowers,
which imysirt to the scenery a wnrm, viars-
egated unt and greatly embellish the land-
U,

Dharing the summer months a pitiless
sun with soorching mayvs dries and bhurmns
everything, and the plain, covered as it
5 with a yellow, monotonons mantle of
dried herhs, takes on & desolate ajipear-
ance. ‘The unpretentions villages, bl of

DEVELOPMENT DEFENDS ON TOUR RIVERS

in an =land of many mountains; hur in
Sardinia. this 15 noy the case.  Owing o
the scarcity of run during several months
of the wenr, Sardimian streams hardly
deserve the name of rivers. In winter,

misernble huts, inhabited hy poor shep-
herids who guide their flocks in search of
seanty o,

The Fhunendosa, though 1t has ashorter
course than the Tirso, =5 certamnly more
impiressive, both for the volume of the
wiler it earries and the picturesqueness
of 1ts hanks. It Hows bhetween barren
hills, bt doring the summer its hanks
are covered with oleander shrubs.  The
landsenpe  assumes a Jovely appearance,
amd the pink flowers of the oleander min-
ple with the lirown hillsides. while the
river, which even in the hottest months
refains & considerable volume ot water,
winids here and there, or sprends wide s
food, accoriing to the conformation of
its bed,

The landscape in this part of the island
is typieally Sardininn.  Villages are situ-
atedd Far apart. Cleeasionally & Qock ot
white sheep studs the side of a hill, where
a small stome inclosare around a cone-
shapend, thatch-ronfed hat indiciutes the
existerice of  fold. The hghroad, in
splendid eonditon for motoring, in spite
of mmimerable curves il harpin turns,
rns alony the side of overhargzng hills,
harren and white,

Another stream which enters the sest on
the western coast is the Temn, on whose
banks the town of Bosn 1s bl Iy looks
more like a river than auy other water-
conirse in Sardinin,  Boats with wide-
spread =ails can ascemd the corrent 1or
altoat two miled, and near Bosa the fiver
flows amid the moast Deautiiul orchards
and pardens i Sardinga ; bat its course 13
go shint and the roadstead intp which it
erpties so open that the Temo has no
commercrl mmportance.

The same firm which has planned and
carried out the constrisction of the Tirso
dam has been commissiomed to anld sima-
kir reservoirs for the Coghinas, Flhomen-
dosa, and Temo rivers.

SEA IMHILS A FEATURE OF THE SOUTHERN
PRUOVENUE

Along the Sardinian coast, chiefly in
the southern province, are considernble
sheets of  water, popularly  koown  as
staipn i mare (sea pools).  Cagliar is
surrounded by such popols, which, being
dhreet communicanion with the sea and

retaining in their water o consulerable
amonnt of s, are not dangerons: o
health, as the larvee of mosquitoes can-
not live in them,

The lake of Santa Gilla near Cagliari
forms a striking feature of the landscape
aril i3 the haunt of innumerable  wilkd
ducks and other wateriowl, Especally
is it a favorite spot for the Hamingoes
that emigrae from Africa to spend the
hottest momtls of the vear m the neigh-
borhood of Cagharn,

I Asngust, a little aner sunset, those
strange birds mny De seen flying high
above the city, i their daily journey irom
the west pool to the east.  Seen from be-
low, they look like so many crosses, with
their ontstretched necks, trailing legs, and
shurt wings,

THE MAIN ISLAND SURROUNDED BY ISLETS

The stern Sarchinian coast, with 1ts
spuurcs amd cliffs, prescots an abrupt enst-
ern wall with few indentations. Cin the
western side, the shure has a gentle slope
as far as the Gulf of Alghero and Porto
Conte; the latter. however, heing sur-
rounded by high ehiffs which form Cape
Coee, site of the famous Neprune Grotto.
This is well worth visiting, but is diffi-
cult to enter, as its month s situnted at
aga-level and the shightest hreeee piles
waves against the entrance

The mam island 15 surrounded by small
tales, of which Sant” Antibco 15 the Iarg-
est. A marrow tongune of Tand, with the
aid of a short bridge built e the Romans,
conteets i1 with the moinland,  Next
carnes the islamd of San Pietro, on which
15 Carlnforte, center for the most imipor-
tant tunny fshenes in Sardina,

(O the northeist corner there is a
LT nf :-.I:[_mﬂ rslands, the mosk imporant
heing La Madilalena anid Caprera, The
Iatter is justly called the Sacred Isiand.
Here Bived and died the great [talian
rairiot Garibaldi, hero of two hemiispheres,
Many other unimporant islets are scat-
tered around the Sdardiman coast

Sardinm is rich in prehistoric remains,
No part of the island is entirely devind
of those quaint old monuments, which
have defied time and weather and are still
standing a5 evidences of an old cvilzation
anid a demonstration that the first Sar-
dintans conld not have béen mere savages.

During August and Septemboer women
are often seen near theo hedges, gather-
g the ripe frudr, which 'is fed o pigs.
They use a long reed, wloch has been spin
at the top =0 as ty form @ kind of funmel
that serves to cluteh the fruit, tear it away
andl throw 1t on the ground., AVhen a
certain numbier of pears are thus plocked,
anither woman with a broom brashes off
the microscopic prickles, after which the
it 5 put into a basket (see page 20).

Sometimes the plin extends nwmoto-
oS and unintermupted  for moles . and
niles and the villages, whose hosses are
imvariably buaile of san-lviked bricks, al-
mast disappear mmnd brown  furcowed
fitelds,

The village streets are biroad and sitnoy,
ut frequently m the very middle of the
thoroughfare is a pocldle of muddy water,
which disappears only  in the bottest
months of the year. Now and then newly
Luilt houses with whitewashed walls and
some pretensions to architecture, ol 2
strong  comtrast 1o these long  streets
ewrmeded by bugh, Paare walls,

At short distances the fanking walls are
mterrypted by arched gareways, with large
dioors which have inthe lower part two
aperiures, like thoswe we often see o the
lofty entrance doors of convents.  This
entritce 3= called in the Camipidane dralect
s portali,

These doorwavs comstitute one of the
charnctenistic  features o a Campadano
village, and the fraveler s quick tir notive
them, ns well as the almost compléete ab.
sence of windows, which makes the street
ook solitary and gloomy.

Troan open space. usuaally on the out-
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=kirts of a village, is the porw, on o cirew.
kir stune platform, where a patient, bifmi-
folded ass goes round and romud, voked
tothe wooden bar which turns the water
wheel.  Earthenware buckets are at-
toched to a rope belt which revolves
aronnd its rim. - The buckets, which go
down into a cistern or well, overturn g
soan s they rench the top of the deviee,
pourimg the water into a trongh, whence
it is led 10 a large reservolr to bie used
when the gamden needs wmering,

This device, s frequently  found n
Spain, is called by the Camipidano villag-
ers s ansfinn (the mill).

There is sumething orientad i the dis-
pasition of the village houses, streets, aml
gardens.  TFrom belind the 111'%1_1 walls
which shut in the streets, ome oiten sews
the waving tops of Inxuriant palms,
which suggest enchanting . gardens aml
hidden Aower-beds,  This suggestion of
vomceiled  beauty s strengthened if the
passenger catches ghimpses of the msiide
af the compotnd throngh the small door
i the portalt when it happens to be ajar,

THE “LoLraA™ 15 TR TRIDE OF THE
CAMPIDANG HOUSEWIFY

On passing the threshold, one finds
himsell in an ample conrtvard, which in
most hovses is divided into two parts.
i the western side, where the sun shines
nearly all day, i a Kind af veranda, upon
which open the doors of the various
ricits of the honse,  The veranda is
decked with most beautiful fowers, culti-
vittedd m earthen pots, In front of the
vernnda s usually a small garden, where
pranges, palins, and a vanety of fruit-
bearityr  trees grow  lisurinmtdy.  This
porch, or verantla; is ailled s folfo.

The Jolla, with the open space in front,
is 4 modification of (e Spanish patna, aml
the e nmme is used o the dialect of the
Northern Province to indicate the open
spice. hefore o country house.

The contrast bhetween the lolla foll of
flowers, with every comfort of modern
life, ‘elegant m appearance, and lighted
during the night by electric nmps, and the
other part of the conrtyard, with s rural
aspect, 15 both striking and interesting,

The lollas vf the Campidano are it
always the fine verandas just described,
In the hinses of poor fnmilies the 'lmrtim
fs primitive, with a battergd, slovenly tiled
ronf, supported by rough wooden posts,
which are smmetimes replaced by pillars
of mmeonry.  Other lollas have no gar-
dens in fromt: hur always one  fireds
finwers or a climbing plant, adding colar
to the wall of the house. Everywhere
are evidences of the good honsewife's
effirts to beautify her lolla as best she can.

THE MOTOR CAR VERSTS THE OXTART

The ecourtyard of o Camipidano home
is always cluttered with guamt Sardinian
carts, with their frames formed of long
prosdess,

The axcart is still to be foand on all
sardimian roads, in strange contrast with
the speedy motor car, to which the slow
Sardinian vehicle is often a serions lin-
drance, Tor the cart 1s usnally loaded with
faguts piled o an incredible hegght aml
spread so wide thit the road is completely
hlocked. [t 15 often quite useless to sound
the o, Mo one hears, The driver of
the cart sleeps and the oxm;, tow,

When, after o gred amount of halloo-
mgr, sounding of the horn, amd shouting,
the cart moves slowly aside, the motor
car 15 rudely brushed by the hrstling enids
of the fagots

The romds of Sardinm, once deserted
and silent, are now traversed by many
motor biisses,  Nowadnve every part of
the jslnd 5 easily reached wm a public au-
tommobile, ut the old-time cart 1= always
there also, 1t moves slowly and thikes days
o reach a villase. Tt now amd then it

avenges itself on s niodern enemy, the
atomobile.  “The engine gets out of oriler,
a spring is broken, or the magneto does
not work and a feroctons sun shines over
all the seene.  Then the Sardunan cart
takes in tow its dejected and hamiliated
encmy and the passengers gaze morosely
at the scenery, knowing thar the village

RO WIKDDOWS LOOK UTON TIIE STRERT

The house of the Campidano is almost
always the one-stored bulding so come-
mon in Spantsh conntries. No windows
look upon the street, a condition sad o
be due to the fact that in former <days
men were s0 jealous of thetr women that
nobody wonl] expose his wife or sister
to the curous glhnves of strungers.

This reserve and all these viforts 1o
cotcen] the husiness of the household are
so cotmnon i Anglo-Saxon life that read-
er< will not anderstand how it could be
otherwise, Yet life in the sonthern part
of Furope s sn open o Eu':'.peﬂ_'mn‘thtﬂ;
this characteristic of the villages of the
Campidano deserves notice,

The beroines in Mrs, Deledda’s worles
are rude tvpes, all fesh and bMood, with
strong: pissons, often unchecked by edy-
cation or relgion. She  deseriles  the
wornen of that small portion of the island
which' 13 called the Nuorese. 1n the
Campidano. nothing of the sort 1€ to be
found in the beaatifal, quet, open fnces
of the women, whose cares nre all die
rected. to bringing up a family—women
who ‘have in their eves the reflection of
the broad green plams of ther beloved
Campidann and whose bucolic souls are
fre Troin Gny dangerfous possion.

In thewr lolles, full m‘ sunshine and
flowers, they soperintend the hoesehold,
Their nwn colovate the fields and teni
large tracts of vinevards, coming home at
sunset,  The large gate is opened wide to
admit the cart loaded with ensks of wme
or bags of corn. Then the ample court-
vird with dts lolla is inclised again and

MISFORTUNE HAS NOT ROBUED VIEXNA OF

Despite her fragme mmosphere, Vienna
is still a beautifol city, with the cosmo-
politan charm of Paris. In area she can
compete with London, for her limits em-
brace more thgn 105 squnre mles,  The
city, however, 15 not bt up to s lmiits,
Bt is surropnded by a belt of meadows
sl ‘wooded hills: known as the Wiener
Wald, trom which many of the beautiful
trees hatve heen out downoin the past three
years of fuel shortage.

The Danube, which has given Vienna
her important commercial position, -
vides mto several arms atter leaving the
Hmestone hills alove the city, and a pie-
turgsque winding canal diverts some of
the water through the northwest part of
the town to the warehouszes, filled with

THE RING-STHASSE SUHROUNDS THE

Barogue architecture, which came to
grief i HKome and to perfection in
Vienna, has many brilliant examples, par-
ictdnely in the i'nm:r City. This 1z the
olilest part of Vienna and is inclosed by
the fampus Ring-Strasse, a boulevard 187
feet wide, with doulile rows of trees, and
biatlt, like the old bonlevards of Paris; on
the site of fortifcations which onee ex-
tended tor three miles about the core of
the L'it:l-'r

Within or on the Ring are the imperial
palave mnlilmgs, the great Gothic cathe-
el of St Stephen, the celebmted Uni-
versity, the DParliament buililing — that
Gireek temple where the National As-
semibly of the Repullie now sits — the
Immense twin musewms, the Exchange
Building which is the city’s pulse, the
Chpera and the Hoflwrg Theater, all in a
setting of linden and horse-chestnut trees,
which i1rame the boulevard and avenues
amd line the walks of Vienna's lovely
parks.

Clatside the confines of the Ring are
many palaces, embassies, chateans, mn-
seums, hotels, and handdonse stone apart-

A gingerbread horse coated
with frosting costs (5,000 ¢rowns—hve
times the sum her brother paild before the
war for a team of real horses,  ler in-
come. buys, thereiore, just 15 loaves of
bread o month,.  Ome meal a day i the
community kitchens 15 keeping her alive

The noonday mical, which the Austrians
in cooperation with the American Relief
Association gave daily to the middle class,
wits unhl recently an established part of
Niemma's avie ife.  About four cents was
charged for service, and those anabile to
pay this were given free tickets, School
children were fed for a few cents a week
and given medical attention.

The Health Department’s report states
that oo per cent of the children upder
twelve vears have symptoms of rickets
frim undernourishment, and that ‘so per
cent of those between twelve and six have
tubercilar  mfections. Having  nearly
perished, the child life of the city was
salvagerd hy Amerian relief  organis-
tions, which established hoapitals, dispen-
saries, and health centers, while fecding
and clothing thowsands of adults.

while a snowfall clumges the aspect of
Nature over vast areas, imparting chaste
beauty to forests, mountains, and plains,

WATER PIMIMS ARE DEPENDENT ON
TEMPERATURE

The form that water assames, whether
fliid or solid, depends. largely vpon s
temperature.  Water molerules  possess
poles, negative and positve, which terid
to deaw them together in certain align-
mients forming solids (crystal forms) ; but
most of them (all those forming Auid]
water ) are so disturhed by heat that they
dart about rapidly among  themselves,
making it impossible for them to unite.
