If the spimit of this ruler who sooglht
to release his people from the priestly
forms and ootworn conventions and to
establish monotheism throughout his em-
pive still hoverel in the place, what feel-
igs it monst hove had!  For this tomb
was being utihzed as a dark room for the
official photographer, and under his red
light developed strange pictures of the
trexsures that were bemg found across
the wav—finds of such magmhcence as
Akhenaton never knew.

Oiverbanygring  the new entrance  was
the tomh of ﬁ.ﬂ.lﬂlﬂt“j VI, one of those
weak rulers of the XXth dvoasty under
whom the priests of Ammon sezed an
mereasing amonnt of temporal power.

“As the day grew hot, smull companies

About noon there arrived a squad of
comels Inden with food and deonk for the
distignushed guests..

Then came Lord Allenby in his motor-

O Monday, the day after the officinl
opeming. [ entered the tomh, together
with the first small group of correspond-
erits,

It was a stnmp=eollector m Beirut whoo
made me  pnderstand  the precautions
taken by the exeavitors on the first day
when the inner opeming was revealed to the
correspondents, 1 started to pick up one
of his treasures: in my bare hand and he
almost cried with pain, He quickly passed

“T do hope that we can get a pass, be-
caise 1'm just crazy over mummies, and
they say this one will be the best of all.”

But the mummy of Turaokbamen, if
it be waiting there, staring with sightless
eyes at the Jil which will soon be removed,
has not yet been released from the bond-
age of the tomb to which he was carried
fie his Friemds for the preservation of his
body and for protection from the world.

Since Ea-Saud defented hiz ancient
rival, Abdullzh 1hn Aitah, and proctically
exterminated his army in 1921, the Wa-
hahis have heen Aushed with victory,
Yemen, on the south, is strong, and ther
forays have been directed against the
Sherifian kingdoms ‘on the other three
siCles,

The Wiahahig follow the troe teachings
of Mohammed—to shun alcohol, adultery,
Iving, forgery, and frand, o addimon,
they believe that a spendthrft 1s abhorred
by Gud, which ecauses them to despise
rich decorations in the mosques—price-
less rogs, pold, silver, and jewels—and to
prohibit smolang, the recreation of every
Arab, .

They believe that graves should be
plain, and thot women showld ot attend
funerals hecause they weep, forbid the
wearing of jewelty, and enforce other
Puritamical etstomns.  These who do oot
do likewise deserve death.

Contrary to the orthodox Mobanme-
darn sects, which contend that no teachers
have arisen in the last 1,000 years capable

of interpreting the Koran, the Wahabis
holld that each beliéver may interpref it
according to his conscience and tnke the
consefuenices, 1his hiberabsm, however,
does not go to the extent of permitting
any  interpretations contrary to thedr
dogmns,
