The transcontinental non-=stap fight was
origmally Lientenamt Chakley G, Relly's
when and he deserves the credit Tor st
of the preliminary work.

The majority of people probably think
that all we had to'do to make the flight

was to climb into the plane, start across,
and trust to luck, DBut transcontinental
non-stop  fights and  enduranee  records
are primarily made on the ground,  Suoe-
cess or failure depends kirgely on the
work and preparation that 1s done before
the plane tokes the air,

The plane to be used must fivst be de-
cided upon and chosen ; then remodeled
and changed to Gt the requrenents.

The performance ol the arrphine must
be accurately determined for all comls-
thoms.

Wind and weather mtist be stiadied aowd
the mature of the gl arranped to henelt
v thiese apencies.

The geography, topography, and eleva-
tions of the Lintted States must be ascer-
tained ancdd a route adapred to pass over
the most {favurable ternitory,

The conrse must be decided apon, laid
out, and many maps made for nse in
flrght.

Gasolmes, oils, and mamtenance acces-
sories must be tested and tried out and
the misst satisfactory ones for the project
adopted,

The problem of flving for thirteen or
fonrteen howrs in darknoess requived stoidy
amd much thought, as it was entirely new,
Cireat application would be necessary in
oriler to keep our bearings throughont the
long might,

After many tests and experiments the
Army Air fi’:n'in: Transport T-2 was
selected as the most logical airplane. It
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ardd weeks were spent 1n work and con-

In a transcontinental
non-stop flight the con-
sumption and perform-
ance of the engine and
arrplane, . elevations that
the plane must pass over,
and  the direction and
strength of the prevail-
hF wind are  factors
which are closely con-
nected i  therr effects,
In other words, the pilot
must know how  much
weight or load the plane
will have ar a certain
time, how high it will
climb with that load, and
where it will be.

As each gallon of gas-
oline is cousumed, the
wenght is lessened  and
the plane can go a lidle
hightr. The toute of
travel must be gangei
to have o elevations in
the path of fight which

- are higher than it is pos-

sible for the plane to
¢limb. 1f the airplane
will only go 5000 feet
with a certain load, it
wotlld be useless to at-
tempt 10 pass over moun-
tains  or elevations of
trooo or Foo0 feet,

THE TOEAL MONDITIONS
FOR A LONG FLIGHT

The ideal conditions
for a Hight of this nature
are a clear sky, moon-
hgnt; and helping winds;
with low elevations  to
cross, especially at might.

the elevations. “Their effects were very
closely interwoven. Our own physical
capahilities were aolso considered,  No
persom had ever flown continoously for
more than 2614 hours, and many people
told us that the Might was beyond human
endurance,

Bad weather n the daytime would not
bother. We would have started m a ram-
storm, had the winds been right and the
conditions at mght favorable.

MOUXTAIN STORMS DREEALED

We dreaded storm conditions over the
mountains at night. No one had ever
flown across country under these arcums
stances and we did not know whether or
not a plane would be beaten to the ground,

We would take the best that we could
get, but we hoped for o full moon, clear
skv, and strong tadl wind, A start would
have bheen made in the dark of the moon,
had all' other econditions bheen adeal.

sufficient moonhght exists on only few
nights during the month, a tail wind over
a lomg distance 15 unmsusl, and a clear
sky, especially in the eastern part of the
Uinited States, 15 less than a hity-hity
chance, We could only hope for condi-
tions as near these as possible.  The tdeal
conditions never come in flying over a
long stretch. 1f we had waited for them
along the entire route, we wonld have
been watiting yet,

The wind aml weather situation was
guite a complicated problem, We re-
cetvel  splendid  assistance  from  the
Wentlier Burean, althowgh st frst 1T im-
agine that those in charge dud not appre-
cinte the seriousness of our wdertakmg,

Weather for farmers and crops is not
weather for tronscontinental non-stop
flights, anil at first there was some slight
com fasion due to the fact that the Weather
Buregu did not understand our exact
necils,  Later on, when our problem was
hetter appreciated, the cobperation was
excellent. -All that we had to do was to
put 1 our order for weather when we
were ready and the Durean did its best to
produce it}

We made three attempts to accomplish
a transcontinental non-stop fight, The
first two were from west to east and the
final one from cast to west, The reason
for the original decicion to start from the

west and the subsequent change after trial
to the cast needs explanation.

Without comsideration of the wind and
weather, New York or the eist coast 15
the logical pomt from which to start
actoss the continent. The elevations
around New York and nenr the Atlantic
coast are low, and practically a direct
route can be Hown the entire distance
from Long lsland to San Dhegn, as the
high elevatims do not occur untal south-
ern Colorado, western New Mexico, and
Arizona are reached, Here the altitudes
aré very great, but the pirplane s highter
in weight and can consequently fly lugher.
With a full load of gasoline, it is impas-
sible to fiy high.

The oppesite condition exists if a start
is made from the Pacific side, as high
mountains fringe the const-line and the
E:!.!rl:!; are few amd for between, Tt wonld

necessary to go north from Rockwell
Field for a considerable dismnce before
finding a pas: among the mountans low
enough to fy through. After accomplishs
ing this, the plane would have to follow
in a winding fashion the low topography
of the growmd, amd tn 3o doing go a long
distance south of a straight course across
the continent,  The west-to-east riute 1s,
therciore, less desjrable and adds about
oo miles to the fight.

WEATHER MAIS CAREFULLY STUTNED

When the transcontinental fliglt was
first contemplited, the prospective pilots
conferred with the Chief of the Wenther
Bureatt at Washingmion to ascertam what
simultaneons weather conditions might he
expiected over such a large are, 10 receive
information and data regarding the speed
and direction of prevailing winds, and to
get expert advice respecting the most
logical starting point, whether from the
gast or west const,

Weather maps over a perind of vears
showed an average wind welocity from
west to east during the month of October
of 22 miles per hour, Taking this fact
inte consideration, the ehiel forecaster,
Major E. If. Bowie, recommended that
the direction of fight Le toward the east,
even though the distance to be traveled
was considerahly greater.

Deciding on the rtoute of flight was

ARRANGING MADPS FOR THE FLIGHT

The next step was to prepare aor maps.
Ordmary politteal maps were psed-—one
for each State over which we would
eroEs, a total of thirteen.

In addition to these, very large contour
maps of the United States were made,
showing the entire cntirse actass the con-

tment,  One of the large mops was pasted
on the wall, in the rear of the cabin, and
the other rolled wp as a strip amd carried
by the lot fiying the plane, as a checle
on the more detatled State maps. Each
100 miles along the route was indicated,
and the hours from the starting paint, if
the plane flew at an estimated speed over
the earth, were also plainly  marked.
Compaiss varmtions alomg the line of
flight were indicated, for we encountered
some as high as 277, necessitating com-
pass correction continually,

THE FIRST ATTEMI'TA

Kelly and 1 expected to fly out 1o San
Diego, artive about ten davs before the
full moon, amd during that time take a
few sun baths on the beach at Coromdo
and a goodly monber of swims in the Pa-
cific in order thoroughly to rest and relax
before omderpoang  the ordeal of the
transcoantinental figlit.

We arrived at Rockwell Field just be-
fore dawn. There were high fog elouds
overhead, bt who would think of Ll
weather in Californin interfering with the
Aight* A comn was Aipped to decide who
would take the plane off the ground pmdl
Ay durimg the first period, Lientensnt
Kelly wim the toss, after winch the en-
gine was =tarted, warmed up, and hlock-
tE.tE-i Everything fonctioned satisfac-
tortly : the blocks were removed and 1he
I:'hrrrl.'t'.l'e applied.

We had been doubtful about the tale-
off.. Althongh the estimated performance
gave a smull margin, the smallest error in
design or fipures would have caused the
-2 to remmin on the groond.

The airplane hesitated and did not im-
mediately move, 1 began to wonder

whether we had came all the way across

thie continent to find that the plane wonlid
not even move on the ground ‘with the
heavy Inad. It began to move very sl 1y
forward, phialy showing the enormous
weight that it was attempling to Tift.

After a run of a trifle less than a mile
the airplane sliwly lifted Trom the gronnd
and comtinued very gradually to gam alti-
tude, until a left orn was made to avod
hitting Point Loma.  After this tum
down wind the airplane started to settle
and eontinned 1o div so, despite all efforts
of the pilot, until dangerously close 1o the
O EfiTL. '

Two complete cireles of the island were
nade before an pltitude of 200 feet was
resiched and the nose pointed in the diree-
tinn of the proposed transcontinental non-
stop flight.

SO WISH O TO COMMIT SUICIDE IX A FOG

Temeeuln. Pass is 50 miles from San
Diepn. The T—= had slowly and careiully
obtmned an altitde of 1,700 feet when
the pass was reached.  Here fog wis en-
comntered.  Thiz st first dud oot appear
dangerous and the olimb was continuedd.
We dived blindly into the white mass and
came through the cloud and pass with a
shiort streteh of lower, open, rolling cotm-
try ahead,

From Temeculi Pass the route was al-
most northenst of San Jacintn; then over
a marruw stretch of mountains and Toot-
hills 1o Banming. at anclevaten of 2,700
feet,

Hanning i¢ at the rongh, hroken upper
enel of a valley which descends to below
ees-Tevel m Salton Sea. north of Imperial
Vallev., Troulble woull be over it this
high paint could be negormted.

Berween Temeonln and San Jacinto the
terrain slopes gradually up to the north
anil 18 dotted with mounds o foothills,
The route was comtinued ontil o point
near San Jacinto was reached.  Here the
ground extonded mto the {ine.

Kelly and T were a couple af young fel-
lows who enjoy living to the fullest extent
and we had absolutely no intention of
commutting  suickde, To attempt to fly
through those winding mountun. phsses
at i spead of 100 miles per hour, with a
heavy, loggy plane loaded 1o cipacity, in
o fog so dense that one could not see 50

feet ahead, would have been about the
same as puiting the muzzle of a loaded
gun up tiv the sile of your head and pull-

ing the trigger, |

Adrer ﬁdtging the fonthills for one
howr, hoping that the fog would dissipate
or break, and with Jittde apparent chonce
af getting H:arn:rug]h the more rugeed and
higher conmtry ahead, it was decided to
return o Rockwell Field and try for the
wiorld's endurance record for airplanes.

This decision, though hard to make,
seemed the only sensible thing to do. The
hour's delay north of Temecnln meant
that the 7-2 would not be out of the
moutitnin passes of New Mexico before
dark. The gasoline supply had also been
wastedd, thus impainng the chance of
rencliing New Yorle,

The endurance fight would provide a
means of securing relinble information
regarding gasoline, water amd ol con-
swription, and dath on the formamce
of the mirplane when Toaded, This last
whns especially desirable, as it wotlld be
necessary 1o reach an altitude of 6800
feet, at Sontn Rosa, New Mexico, after
nine hours' fving, There was also the

uncertninty of landing the transport with

this Toad.

However, the primary reason for stay-
ing in the air for two long days and a
night was becse we did not hove the

nerve to return to San Diego ot once after

being hand-shaked, slapped on the back
by many [riends, and started for New
Yaork with all projer eeremony and eclat.

The food supply for two long days an
a nipht congsted of @ bax of snidwiches,
a half-gallon thermos bottle of strong ht
beef broth, and = hali-pallon thermcs
bottle of very strong, hot eoffee.  The
broth amd sandwiches were wtserd to pro-
vide stremgth and to sustain, amnd the
strongg coffee as a stimulant to keep the
pilots awake.

The might was coll.  Before going on
shift, the pilot wonld drink some hot
broth, eat a sandwich, and swallow sev-
eral drafts of the strong coffee, after
which he felt in very good shape for the
ensuing six hours at the helm,

‘The night was elenr and the moon full,
Just before daybreak a low fog bank came
m from the ocean and totally obscured
the ground for a conple of hours.

When nightfall of the second day ap-
prosched and 1t appeared that the gasoline
was aboat vsed up, the plane was kept in
-l‘:f‘r_}ﬁ.itinn for a forced landing on the field.

Hghtfall and  final  pgas  consumption
worthl apparently be about simultaneous.

Rather than have a foreed fanding
darkness, in the pilot's fatigued conditiom,
for the sake of a few mirttes” additional
tirne, o landmg was moide ot dusk, i order
to avoul possible dantage to the plane, it
being tealized thiat the primary object of
the T-r was the accomplishment of a
transeomtinental non-stop flighn, and that
the endurpnee record was incidental to
thi=,

WORLD HECORD NHOKEN LY OVEM EIGHT
FEOLTHS

The T-2 had rempined in the air for
thirty.-five hours and eighfeen  minutes,
hrenking the world's duration record by
more than eight hours,

Although natueally very tired toward
the finish of the test, neither pilot was
bad shape physically. All faculties, phys-
sonl and tental, functioned  normally
throneghoot the flight,  In fact, betore

leaving the plane after mxting to the line
and after the first exciternent of welcome,
steps were taken antl orders given by the
pilots to get the plane ready for the trans-
comtimental non-stop  fhght  from San
Dicgo o New York, as it was very nmih
desired to start (his cross-country flight
during the period of moonlight then ex-
isting, and 1t was the intention un lamd-
jmg to start on the long fight within two
or three davs after I:ﬁd: accomplishment
of the endurance record.

Howeéver, more maintenanie wis neces-
sary than was anticipated and ensuing -
favorable weather made this tmpossible,

WATCHELUL AXD EXASIERATING WAITIXNG

Afier October 10 there was practically
no moor. Had all wedther conditions
and wimils Leen ideal, the pilits would
have  attemgpited the flight durmg this
period of total darkness, as the cold of
winter, long nights, and uncertain weather
were hazardons.

All wag in rendiness to start on short
notice; o fact, two storts were antici-
pated during this time, and the airplane

was hrought out at night to the end of

the rinway with the expectation ol a
tabie-off in the morning : but lnter wenther
reports were unfavarable and it did not
appear good judpment to leave under
stich - conditions,

This perioed of walting was 1 trying
one. Few individuals enjoy pgood dofl
beds and good square meals more than
Kelly and myself, but this was not the
time to he loafing around San Diego, anil
we were:getimg (desperate.

Everv time we steppéd into an elevator
at our hotel some one would ask us when
we intended 1o start.

It was all right for a week or =o after
the dration record, Tt later on, when
this sun would be shining brighily in San
Dhepo and Kelly and 1T would be making
i apparent effort o go, we imagined that
people woald wink at their friends and
say, “Those twao hirds lnow a good thing
when thev pet it They haven't any idea
of trving 10 get across this old confinent.

The T'-2
passed the Salion Sea at an clevation of
approximately 2,000 fedt, and instead of
mng on south through the Imperial
j%":nﬂ!u.-j.r to Yumi, 3 cut-off was made at
Niland in an ensterly direction to the
Colorado River, which was crossed, and
the course comtinued 10 the Gila River.

The Gala was partially followed, crossed
diagonally, and m a short time the South-
ern Pacific Railroad was picked up and
followed., The pilots changed at the
Colorada River.

The propesed route wotild take the 17-2
from Kockwell Field to Banmng, Cah-
fornin, south to the lower end of the
Salton Sea: thence southeast 1o the
sonthern Pacific Railroad ; thence through
Tueson, Arizona, to Deming, New AMex-
ico s nurtheast to Rincon, New Mexieo:
north to Estancia, New Mexico; thence
to Santa Rosa, New Mexicn: Tuoumenri,
New Mexieon: Dalhart, Texasz: Guymon,

ROMPY FEYING AT LOW ALTITUDESN

As the country arotind Tuovson was ap-
proached, it became a continuous <irug-
ple, with the elimb ot practically the abso-
lute ceiling of the airpline, in order to
cross over the high passes, mountains,
am] elevations, the passing of each ob-
stacle being doubt ful.

The atmosphere was very rough and
humypy, withh numerons  air  currents,
which would mise the amrplane 100 feet
ar more it a time, sametimes pos<ibly
200 or 300, and then let it down quickly,
evett though the same position or angle
of elimb of the machine was manimined,
Many times it seemed that the 7-2
wiottld not be able to get over these high
areas, bat, apparently just as the summit
was reached, one of the air currems com-
ing over the high elevation would rse
the airplane just ¢nough to clear the top.

For limg periods the 7=z was flown
within g0 or 50 feet of the surince of
the ground, more altitude being impos-
sible of attainment.

This was especmlly.
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noticcalile over the large ploins. west of
Deming, where a terrific wind froem the
south was blowing, causing the air to be
extremely rough sind lbumpy,  Flying
under these conditions, with such a large
and heavy airplane, was very Iatining,
ns much physical exertion wis required.

At Deming an elevation of approxi-
mntely 5,200 feet was attnined. The uir-
plane would go no higher at this pont. 1
hnd been desirous of paz<ing on to Lieo-
tenant Kelly as much altitude as possible,
knowing that an elevation of 6, feet
would be encotttered within the ensaing
few hours

Lieutenant. Kelly  took the comtrols
after leaving Deming and attempied to

follow the original course over the high

eleviitinons 1o the left of the Rio Grande,
but -after a hall hour’s flipht it was
pluinly seen that the airplone would rum
it the ground of a-straght cotrse were
confinted, so he changed the route which
had been’ previowsly planned and at-
tempited to Ay up another valley conssd-
erably to the nght.

This wvalley carried the airplane over
the teserted allali dey hikes and the vast
sriow-white silt marshes of New Mexico,
and then over the Malagals, or ancient
voleanic liva beds, stretching heneath for
Bo or 100 midles like a hupe sheet covered
with grotezgque black tufts and mnsses
This was a very strange and pacturesque
part of the hight, The prplane was Hown
close to the mysterious bluck volcanic
criters.

It is smprobable that airplanes have
been through this region before, at Jenst
at such extremely low altitnde, and the
appearance of the T-2 just above the sur-
face of the ground caused great conster-
nation amang the Indan tribes living n
their mud huts and eaves m this barren
region of alkall and lava wedds,

v appeared that the amirplane could not
rain altitude suffictent to get over the
COUnLEY ashead, vet as ench gallim of
gasoling was consumed n few more feet
of elevation weore possible, due to the
lightening of the load, and although 1t
remiined in Bight hardly above the tops
of the low hills and buttes, the adrplane
kept on until the higher elevations near
Tecelote, New Mexico, were renched,
and was being flown ot sn altitude of

approximately 150 feet above the groungd,
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THE XON-STOP FLIGHT ACROSS AMERICA

Here the current af air in hlowing over
the divide probably affected the atmos-
pheric conditions, causing a down. cur-
rent, into which the T-2 went diving
toward the pround at the stalling pomt,
but with terrific ground speed, duc to the
excecdingly high wind.  The airplane
missed the cactus and shrubbery by a
small margin and was stalled over the
stirface not more than 20 feet above the
ground fisr 4 considerable distance, the
occupants momentarily expecting a crash,
A large mownd or foothill was barely
mizssed, hesides uneven places of the ter-
rain, hefore the T-2 was unsteadily ma-
neuvered to better conditions,

The transport was flown back down the
slope for approximately 10 miles in an
attempt to gain altitude, while gasoline
was being cwmisumed with g resubtant
lessening of weight.

ONLY THIRTY FEET TD SI'AEE IN CLEARING
A SUMMIT

A second attempt was made in ahout
20 mitmtes without success. It was nee-
gssary that at least 4o minutes” supply of
pasoline be consumed before tlus high
summit could be negotinted. When the
required altutude was gnined, at a loca-
tion appraximately 10 miles south of the
dhivide, the T-2 was flown across this high
paint, grazing the summit with about 30
feet 10 spare,

While giining altitnde through con-
sumiption of gasoline and resultant lessen-
ing of load, the sun had gone down.
The summit wans crossed at dusk. The
night closed in very rapidly, and location
at this fime was extremely difficult, as
the moon had not come up and the sky
was partially obstored by the clouds:
An attempt was made to follow the ral-
road by fiying over it and very close to
the ground, but the track was soon lost
in the dorkness amd for a perod of 6t
least one hali hour our exact position
was not known.

I we could veach Tucumcari, Now
Mexico, the long mght's flight could he
commenced from a known starting pomnt
and over comparatively good country.  In
i short time the lights of this small town
nppeared.

Clouds began to {orm, but no great
trosible was vel anticipated from them,
nlthoogh thev partinlly obscured the

a7

moon, causing the darkness at nimes to
he very mnrense and necessitnting cloge
fiving to the ground in order to observe
the dim outline of the ratlrodid.

Here 1 relieved Lieutenant Kelly in
the pilot’s seat,

A terrific south wind, causing eonsid-
erable drift, was hlowing directly across
the course.  Wenther conditions became
éxtremely bad. The clouds became lower
and lower, and finnlly were so near the
ground that it was necessary ocenstonally
to pass through them or fly very low to
keep beneath them, Sometimes the fhgh
was s0 low that eare and watchiulness
were e ty avoind hatting  {arm-
houses, trees, and bwildings in the nky
blackness of the migzht,

There are severnl isolated families in
Oklghoma and Kansas whose slumbers
were disturbed in the zero hours of that
night by the thunder of a power{ul motor
within a short distance of their toofs.
It must have been dn impressive moment
for thoze people, so far from the active
life of cities and civilization, to hear the

tremendons roar, jump to the window m

alarm, and see the huge monoplang, with
fire spurting from the exhaust stacks,
pass out of view in the starm and black-
mess, at a speed of 100 miles hiour.

Although we intended to fiy directly
above the radlrond trucks and Keep the
cours? m this way, these puide lines were
lost in the darkness from tme to time,
and for considerable periods the pilot
would fly entirely by compass, estimatinig
the amount of deift as best he could.
Then the strong headlights of a train
would appear in the distance and ad in
the approximate velocation of the track.
Thunderstorms and lhightning were on atl
sieles. Rain began falling, not so heavily
as to be a great handicap, but annoyving,
as it made constant wiping of the goggles

At Pran, Kansas, the ratlroad was [Tk
tentionally lefr, and 1t wis pecessary 1o
fiy a compass conrse for several hundred
miles. The lights of Wichita, Kansas,
Wwere seen ID or 12 miles to the tight
alinut 40 minutes after leaving the rail-
road.

Keliznce was placed entirely on the
comnpass from this pomt onward through
the night. Even the groups of hights
which had occaswmally appeared on the
eround to mark the position of small
villages, and which afforded 2 slight

means of checkmy the course, had now
disappeared.

The people of Kansas and Oklahoma
apparently tetire carly.

The maps were laiwl off according to
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scale, in ten-tmle distances, nlong the
route as planned, and the time wis con-
stanitly  being checked between  known
points  on iﬁc ground,  Althoogh long
stretches were Hlown without lights ap-
pearing, the compass ecourse, with the
drift allowed for, was estimiated, so that
it came approximately along the intencled
points, and these points eould be checked
on the map by the lights,

LOCATION CHECEKED 1y ST, LOUIS LIGHTS

The time of approach and probable
position of a town of sufficient size to
have some street lights wonld be éstimated,
ard this object looked for when, accord-
mg to the map, we were nearing it, Itz
position wounld not alwayvs be foumil where
expected, but would be close enongh, so
that by using average judgment the group
of lights eould be designated as the town
indicated on the map.

The general line of fAight was toward
a point on the Missouri River ahove its
junction with the Mississippi. 1t was
expected  that the Missouni could le
picked up during the night at a point
north of 5t. Loms.  1f doubt existed re-
garding location, it could be followed in a
general direction to check the epurse at
st. Louis. Tt happened, however, that
the Missouri River was reached at the
indicated point.  When the lights of St
Louis later appeared, they could be deh-
nitely recogmized.

The pilats changed at the Missouri,
Licttenant Kelly taking the controls,

A theght of this kind 15 a severe test
of an imdividuals disposition. _Abthough
many times, in the excitement, hardship,
and worry, there was the greatest cause
for irritation and anper, both  pilots
worked  together  Harmoniously,  even
when their nervous systems were strine:)
to the limit, during this stormy night.

[t was stll darle when the lights of St
Louts were passed, the first signs of day-
hreak shawing in the east shortly after,
[t was a very welcome sight to the ocon-
pants of the arplane as the outline of the
horizen: began to appear, and when day-
hrenk approgched it wias the thought of
bothe that practically all troubles of the
lomgr trip were over,

The tremendons original weight of the
airplane was gone, flying was compara-
tively easy, the storms had been passed
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through, the hlack night was over, and
the pilots were in o country well known
to both and over which they had Hown
many tmes, Twelve and one-hali hours
b been spent m dirkness,

The I'-r had passed through parts of
six Stntes during darkness—New  Mex-
tea, Texas, Oklahoma, Kansas, Missouri,

“and Hhnois,

That dim light in the horizon certainly
loked goml, and | sent up a note to
Kelly. “Nice work, Kelly, ald  hoy.
What do you want for supper to-right at
the Waldorf-Astoria 2"

A short distance bevond Terre Haute,
Kelly sent bock o note to the effect that a
forced landing seemed probable, berause
af the rapitlly decrensing water: sapply,
due to cracked cylinder jackets on the
engine,  “Mae, ancther cyhinder has
burst. Lucky if we get to Davion,” he
saidl,

Pilits were changed at this point, I
immiedhiately observed, when taling the
front  control seat, that conditions  were
extremnely lid,. The water was shooting
froim both sides of the engmine in small
strepms.  The frst eracked cylmder had
been observed about goo miles out from
San Diego, It was pot deemed of great
importance at that time, althoogh it was
witched very clusely,

The loss of water from one cracked
cylinder wns not sufficient to have brought
the ship to the ground before reaching
New York ; but the other cyvlinders, which
had gone in combinmtion with this originnl
cne, cansed 1 loss of water so greur that
it was almost immediately seen that a
forced landing would be necessary.

FTEEMXG THE EXCINK SIU'P AXD COFFER

About g0 miles irom Indmnapolis the
temipesature Legan to Tise very rapidly
arel 1 tarmed back on the course to a2 held
which had previously been abserved, with
the intention of landing, It did not seem
possible to continue,  Keélly, however,
who was in the rear, poured the drinking
witer, coffee, consomme, amd all other
lipuads nto the radsator, and with these
m%d:itiurua the airplane was: lown to the
Indianapalis Speedway, where we lunded.

The compass is the main
reliince i mamtainme o general direc-
tinn, but there are other agencies used to
check the hioe of Hight and correct the
compass refudings, which may be greatly
changed as thght progresses, because of
wind drift, compass oscillation or swing,
anidl uther canses,

The pilot mav see bonfires on the
gromnd and observe the direction of the
smbke; he may see the smoke blowing
from the chimneys of a factory, and cor-
rect his course to provide for this wind
drift, He occasionally sees the flicker of
antomobile lights on the roads, and in the
early evening can usually pick out a
matlonzl highway from the less important
roates of travel, by consideration of the
nutniber of heudlights,

These checks, used In connection with
the compass, which is the mam bass for
nigehit travel, usually zive the line of fheht,
The topography of the ground itsell is
totally black.

There was but one road between In-
dianapolis and Terre Haute on which we
could see the lights of occastonal auto-
mobiles. This road appeared to parallel
our compass course.  Although not én-
firely certain of its destinntion, we used
it as a general guide,

The dehnite checks for the course are
the lights of hir cities, although these
are ot seen in bad weather until the pilot
i= within a few hundred feet of them.

We were Aying low, at about Boo feet
elevation.

During the second trip, the ome from east
to west, we pasaed throngh parts of seven
States at night and were in darkoess for
13" hours.

On both of these transcontinental nom-
stop fights we encountered storms and
rain at tight. This was the enndition that
we most dreaded.  No one had flown at
pight across country under storm comdi-
tions, amnd we did not know whether a
pilot could handle the unknown ditheul-
tiea which might arise.

The general public marvels at our speed
in erossing the continent without fanding,
aml at the fact of being able w fly in

darkness, n Lhad weather, aned for such a
long: period of time without rest; but the
expericnioed piloits of the Army Aar Serv-
ice give ns maost credit for flymg through
those lomg nights and conung out of the
darkness in the morning directly on our
citirse. Kelly and | take most pride in
that feat of novigation,

We drew a hine across the continent on
the map and followed it at night and dur-
ingr the day, with our compass the main
relinnce a larpe part of the e, We fol-
lowed no milroad or established mr or
miail route and kept our course and exact
location  throvghout, except when legh
elevations foreed us temporarily to deffect
from this ine.

Two “Rountl the World" flichts are
now in progress and other noteworthy
flights will he made, but it wall prnh&hil.-
be o considerable time before such o
heavily loaded airplane will continoously
fly at itz exiling (or such o long pencod of
time over tough amd ropeed elevations
and encounter such long periods of dark-
nezs nnd bad wenther,

Most long Nights are merely a succes-
sion of comparatively shart trips of a few
hours' duration, each one o unit e isalf.
The pilot hos opportunity to rest, repair
his plane, and pick his wenther, amd Hies
withoot excessive load or weiglt,
Kelly and T, in addition to the long non-
stop flights, erosserd the contiment four
titnes by airplane in ensy stages within
the same yoar, and there was Iirtle effort
in eonnection with the trips: but the nim-
Eh;p tights were considerably mare difh-
cudt,

We feol grateful for the apportunity to
atterupt the task and very muoch pleased
that by successfally pecomplishimg our
work we fulfilled the trust imposed m ns.
We made oar own decsons; persomally
developed and oversaw all preparations,
and are proud of the fact TEEII‘ the Aol
result showed that the work had been well
planmed.,

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AMERICA FROM THE AIR

No Such Secrics of Airplane Views Has Liver Before
Been Printed

PIIOTOGRAPHIC survey of
A.-‘l.m:r'u:ﬂ. from the air has recently

been made by Licutennnt A W.
Stevens and Licutenant. John Ac Mac-
ready, of the Air Service of the United
States Army. In many respects, this
reconniissance of the beautiful and in-
accessthle mmtural features of the LUnited
States s univue. For the ronte covered
see map on page 6.

The airmen, in the course of oght
weeks' flying, covered 10000 milss. and
mmle 2000 photographs, from  which
more than 70 illustrations reproduced in
this mumber of Trg Groorapuic were
selected, together with deseriptive text
gquoted from their diaries,

The range of photographic subjects in-
chides onr grentest cities, our leading in-
gtifutions of learning. our most majestic
waterfalls, the impressive grandear of
the Rocky Mountning, the serene Leatins
of pleasant wvalleys. the marvels of the
Grand Canyon, and the awesomne desola-
tion of otur Soithwestern deserts,

Lientemant Macready, a praduate of
Leland Stanford Ir. University, with an-
other associate, Lievtenant Kelly, holds
the long distance, non-stop air record (see
pages 1 to 83 in this nomber of Tz
Gencrarmaic), the endurmnce record, and,
from September, 10921, 1o Cletober, 1923,
held the altitude record, having reached
14500 feet. At the outlireak of the
World War ke left his home in Search-
light, Newaia, for San Francisco, expect-
ing to enlist as A private in the cavalry,
but hie has said that “a slight flip of for-
tune changed this decision to enlistiment
as a private in the aviation section of the
Signal Corpa.”

Lieutermnt Stevens, a produate in elec-
trical engineering from the University of
Maine, had his training for the arduotis
life of an aviator as a mMining engineer
sert out to prospect for placer golil. He
has made two tops of more than 1,000
miles each across Alaska by dog team in
midwinter, encountering temperatures of
40° below zero, This, however, was

2205 warmer thin the cold which he ex-

rienced during his recent fight with
Leatenint Macrendy, when he suceceded
in abtaiming the pioture reproduced on
peige 84, at an clevation of 32220 fest—
the world’s photographic altitude record.
Liewtenant Stevens also holds the world’s
parachiite record, having made a safe
landing after a jump of 24200 [eet,
nearly five miles. |

Ameing Lieutenant Stevens many pic-
tures which have been reproduced in
previous numbers of the Natoxat Gro-
crabrEIc Macazinve were the notnble enl-
lections illustrating the Reclioot Lake
district of Tennessee (see [anuary, 7024)
and “TFighting Inseets wath Alrplanes™
( March, 1g922).

The Stevens-Macready photographic
expedition begmn at Dayton, Ohio, and
the following Innding fields were used as
bases in obmining the 2000 negatives:
lowa City, Towa, North Platte, Neb,
Chevenne aml Raock Springs, Wyo., Pova-
tello and Bodse, Idaho, Vancouver, Wash,,
Red Bluff., Sacramentn, Santa Moniea
and San Diesn, Cal., Las Vegas, Nevada,
and Flolhrodk, Arizonn.

The Mustrations of the New England
States appearing in this number were
taken on previons and subsciuent fights,

Lieutenant Stevens and  Lientenant
Macready flew from Dayton, Ohilo, to
Wiashington, D) C., with the photographs
reproduced in this Geocrarmo, together
with Lieutenant Macready's manmmseript
of his non=stop fiight.
