The story nf the discovery, explora-
tiesri, and settlement of Canada, from the
days of Jacques Cartier ( 1534 ), Samel de
Champlain (1603Y, and Henry Hudson

(1010} down to the advent of the rail-
rioad, in the middle of the last eentury, 1s
one of travel by sea, river, and lake,

The waterways of Canada provide vasy
access to the heart of the continent.
Nearly lalf the area of the Dominion, ex-
chuding: for the moment the Lhstmict of
Franklin, comprising the Arctic islnnds,
is drained by majestic rivers—eon the At-
lantic coast, the St; Lawrence ; on Hudson
Bay, the Nelson; and an thE Arcnig, the
Mackenzie, No great natural obstacles
divide these river basios, and passage
from one to gnother 13 easily made Dy
short portages. Trmavel by boat or canoe
throngehomt the northern and eastern parts
of Canaida, though slow, has always been
esy,

Until the rallwavs were built, settle-
ment and commerce were Jargely confined
to the seacoast and the territones adjac ent
to the preat rivers and lakes of the in-
LETir,

The age of railway expansion follower
the lq;lxjfmir_'mnnﬂ of the colonies of Hrit-
ish North Amerca mto the Dominion of
Camailn in 1867, This had 1ts chiet effect
in western Capada and made possihle the
settlemient of the extensive farmung dis-
tricts on the prairies of that region, hith-
erto without access to any market.

The eity and harbor of Montreal now
lie helow us. The site was first visited by
Taeques Cartier, and the first permanent
ftﬂllﬂm':ﬂt was made by Maisonneuve in
1642,

Few cities have greater matural advan-
tages, At the head of ocesn navigation,
vet almost 1,000 miles from the Atlantic,
it is o natural gateway for the eommerce
of the continent.  Her merchants have not
heett slow to take advantage of the situa-
tion, Unlimited water power drives her
industries’ wheels, while an intelligent
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and thrifty people provide efficient
lahor for her factories.

Canada is one of the great com-
mieriinl nations, and Montrent, the
principml port for this trade, is the
world's greatest wheat export cen-
fer,

-:mr] 21 yeurs later St John was founded
by the Unfted Erpire hlpl'lhl's from the
Lmited States. This is'a thriving sea-
purt, the eastern terminus of the Cann-
dwmn Pacifie Railway and the elief eenter
of the export trade for the lumber and
agricultural prodoce of the province.

A CATARACT THAT BREVENSES ITSELF

Just above the city are the famous Re-

varsing Falls, formed by a barrier of
rock across the river, over which, when
the tide 13 low, rush the waters of the St
Johno When the tide 15 high the waters
of the Bay of Fundy force the river hack
upon itself and the sea rushes into the
hasin above the vity (see page 4210 ;

We have now reached the Atlantie and
the way lies straight across the Bay of
Fundy to the Provinee of Nova Scotia,
40 miles awav.

The peninsule of Nova Scotia, with its
northward extension, Cape Breton [sland,
15 about o0 miles Tl.m-g‘ and [rom g0 'to
tao miles wide.

'FTj.-'inE upe 1S center, we see that a ridee
divides 1t roughly into two slopes; that
facing the ocean is generally rocky, bar-
rem, and open to the sweep of the Atlan-
tic storms; while the cdther, facing the

smlf of 5t, Lawrence and Bay of Fundy,
consists for the most part of arable, iip-
tile plains and rfiver vallevs.

O the Atlantic coast are many well-
shieltered harbors providing safe anchor-
age for the Heets of the hshmmg conmmun:-
ties, so vital to the prosperity of the prov-
ince, Nearing the Atlantic coast on onr
way to Halitax, we pass over Lunenbury,
the home of one of the largest ﬁ&hmg
fleets on the New foundland ﬂan'h:s‘ then
over-the picturesoue Bavs of Mahone and
St. Margaret to the harhor of Halifax,

The history of Acadin, as the French

After lunch at the log cabins of the
mining camp, we again take the air and,
passing southward, reach Lac des Cuinze,
on the Ottawa River, so called from the

At the head of the rapids i Angliers,
the present terminus of the Canadian Ma-
cific.

In a flower hattle, Niwee puts the accent
on the hattle mstead of on the flowers, 1t
makes the concecsion of forbuddimg the
throwing of bougoets tied with baling
wire, and of selling nosegays rescned from
the mmssy street, but the promenade is
a5 erowded and disordered as for a Corsa
Carnavalesgue.

A miimium decoration, comsisting of
sickly houguets tied to the lanterns of an
ordinary carrmge, will enable its dnver to
rent it to those who don't know any bet-
rer, and to occupy a place in the parnde.
Bowers of beatty are sandwicheil in be-
tween rheumatic hacks, which, in cheying
the letter of the law, have exhausted all
spirit whatsoever,

These obstructions are filled with de-
huded folk, who spend the morning phc-
turing themselves in the heart of a Aower
hattle and the rest of themr lives wonder-
ing why they ever tried to eompete i a
Leauty parade with those whose chariots
are completely hidden by choice blooms.

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HUNTING AN OBSERVATORY

A Successtul Search for a Dry Mountain on Which to
Establish the National Geographic Society’s
Solar Radiation Station

E lay oot under the southern
=tars on a knoll in a Hottentot
village all throtigh the Tast night

before we found it.  There was not a
cloud in the skyv, No one recollected if
it hud ramed for ten months,  Just be-
tore dark we bad hulf driven, half pushed
our long-suffering American automobile
through' the dry, sandy bed of the Greéat
Fish River, To-morrow we were to
chimb Mount [rokkaros and fix upon the
exact spot fur the construction of the ob-
servitory [ see nmp, pegee 504 ).

There have been many famous big-
gaume hunters i Africa aml Asn, but not
many of them went after observatories,

A GIGANTIC OUT WITH A RIM 1,000
FLET THIGH

It is a strange mountain, Lying about
20 miles to the west of the railroad and
250 mifes south of Windhoek ( Wind-
huk), eapital of Soithwest Africa, Mount
Brikkaroz stichks oot as the only peak of
consequence in a circle at least o miles in
diameter. It is inaceessible on all sides
except by the dry bed of a stream ap-

preaching in a gradual ascent from the
sotith,

The mommtain is 5200 feet ahove sea
level and quite 2000 feet-above the plo-
teant. Uhnly four or five miles in its great-

¢st length and with no neighbormg pﬁr:u,f-:ﬁ-

for many mitles, its 1solation and abrupt-
NESs Are uncanny,

The whole massif 18 ¢o of choe-
olate-colored rock with very litle soil,
though sparsely tufted with Iunches of
drv bush and gross and here and there a
queer cactus or dwarf tree. The cliffs
are semmed into greal cubes and the slopes
are littered with fallen frogments. Seven

hours of hird scrambling on the steep,
rock-strewn slopes barely sufficed ta lo-
cate 3 single trm ledge lying favorably
for the site of the cbservatory cave.

The summit is like a cup with a flat
bottom about halt 2 mile in diameter and
a steep rim 1,000 feet high.

shaped break in the southeast side of the

rim o precipice 60 feet high leaps w the
bed of the dry stream, which leads down
a three-mile eorridor 1o the plateat.

Formerly there were barmicks of mud
bricks on the plateay bottom, bolt to
chelter the {‘mmﬂ heliograph Operators
stationed  there during the native wars,
but these are now in ruins.  We hud
hopead that they might prove useful for
the ohservatory.

The voung nmn easily perceived the
ressonableness of the first part of the
priest’s proposl, but he could nn
means ace why his wife's dowry should
e given to the priest.  In his perplexity
he consulted the Chiefs of the Wazirs,

“The priest,” said they, “is guite right
in telling you not to give the dowry to
the Flindus; but it shoold come to us, not
to him. We are the authorities™

Put before this was done the elders of
the Mahsods heard of the transaction.
While approving, like the Wazirs, the
withholding of the money from the Hin-
dus, they ler it he known that, being the
superiors of the Wazirs, the elders of the
Mahsiuls were the proper recipients in
this instance,

All parties appealed the question to the
Dritish Palitical  Agent, After matore
comsideration he readily foresaw that
either of the dispositions proposed wonld
maost probably lead to a fend. Hence, in
the interest of peace and as representing
the real topnoteh stperior power of the
whole region, he very rensomably decided
that the dowry should be paid over to him,

As there was no appeal pomsible, this
was readily complied with, and the Po-
litical Agent, not knowing a better dispn-
sition, made it over to the elub as a con-
tribution for the new hilliard tahle!

Halin Khan had several sons  and
lacked means to buy wives for all of
them. A very ingenions schieme oecrrred
to him. He had a cousin mamed Lilo so
well-to-do that he possessed two uncom-
monly. attractive voung wives, but as yet
he had no sons. Moreover, a raid some
time previonsly had carried off the cons-
in's nearcst relatives: so that, in short,
Halim Khan was the heir.

In these circumstances Halim  per-
sttatled his oldest som, Sarwar Khan, to
ambmsh and shoot the cousin,  Two con-
seipuences wonld in ordinary cases have
Followed

First, the sons of the cousin, his
wives included, would go to the next of
kin, who, like Boaz in the Biblical story
of Ruth, wounld be bound to raise up. soed
te the inheritance of the deceased.

In the second place, the murderer or
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his kin must pay to the heir 3,000 rupees
for blood monev or be Hable to be killesd
by the avenger of blood.

We see, now, the beauty of Halim
Khan's scheme. Teing the next of kin,
he could on the two wives to his
soms to continue the line of the cousin in
marrige, and as his own son was the
murderer, he himsell, the heir and aven-
ger of blood, conlid, if he pleased, renit
the money pemalty. In short, the whole
matter was a family affair

This was all satisfactory tn the native
mind, as represented by the elders of the
village, but it reached the ears of the
Iiritish Political Agent, Though charmed
by the ingesnity of Halim's device, he
felt that as a precedent it ought mot to
succeed. B0 he put Sarwar Khan, the
elder som and murderer, in fasl for a vear,
deprived IHalim of his cousin's inherit-
ance, and gave the two wives in marriage
to some other relatives who hatd pnot been
caoncerned in the assssination,
