Muscow, metropolis anid eapital of Rus-
sin, is the [arrest village in the workl
Moscow bas ifs trolley cars; electric lights,
tull  Dbuiblings, theaters, stores, motor
bisses, and other outward metropabtan
ricad festations, bt at heart it = a village,
Lemingrad, Chlessa, and even some of the
cities of the interior have an appearance
anid an atmosphere of western Burope;
Moscow 15 the heart of Russia and it
changes slowly,

Its Lirfck amd stone are o maosaic of the
Russinn spirit—stolid, unsmibing, unpol-
ielied, and slow to change, Even the un-
painted Jog houses of the peasant villages
seem 1o reflect age and domability,

Moscow is sprinkled with what iz new,
hut evervwhere it speaks of age, from the
weather-beiten walls of the Inner City 1o
tattlemented monasteries on the outskarts,
Broad thorouglifares mmdiate from its cen-
ter, but around each corner the streets
are narrow, with sidewnllis no wider than
footpiths,

Firex have wiped it away, wvaders,
from Tatars to Napoleon, lave devastated
it, governments have come and gone, but
Mogeow, stublorn and dull, has persisted.

When Ivan L1, stvled “The Uniter of
Russia,” selected for hts home the litle
hill 130 feet above the river which 13 now
the Rremlin, he picked a site which had
the river for protection s was safe from
the spring floods, Aloscow at that time
had been & Jop city since ri1g7. A moot
was built around the other side, which
served the double purpose of defense
trom attack and protection from the an-
nual fire which destroyed the wooden city
outside,

The river was roaring below, this even-
ing, ontsitde of its stone parapet, Inpping
the Inremlin walls an one side and spreadd-
mg through the city on the other. Boats
were moving it the streets of the tempo-
rary Venice,

Fach Tsar asdded a church or another
btulding which was called a palace or
tmcked on an additton 1o an' old one, as
pleased his fancy. Fires were frequent,
which made more building, bur there
never was a complete plan for the interior
of the big trianple.

Striictiures are of all styles, sizes; and
apes, and the Holsheviks have pot changed
them, Those thiat were dilapidated have
been repaired, walls repainted, interiors
cleaned and made habatabile,

Muost of the officials and party leaders
we i the Kremlin, Its historical asso-
clations, musewms, and art galleries sur-
vive ! merely the tenants hove changed.

Cradle of Ancient Mayan Civilization, Redolent With Its

Later Spanish and Indian Ways,

Now Reaping

Prosperity from Bananas and Coflee

But this js neither ancient history nor
archeologren] fore. It 18 meant to be a
picture of the Guatemals [ know—
Lhuphtematlan—"Mace of  the Waal
Pile,” m the anctent J'ml:n:m langinge ;
literally, “ Place of Trees.”

GUATEMALA ITAS A THREEFOLD CLIMATE

Like ancient Ganl, Guatermaln may be
divided mto three parts, with a special
brand of climate asstgned 10 ench.  There
are the Jowlands of the Atlantic and
Pacific—the hot countryv; the uplands,
rnging from 3000 w0 6000 fect—the
temperste land ; and the highlands, where
fanglike penks streteh up to L4000 feet
iabove the sea—ihe cold country.

In GCuatemala, climate 15 o thing of
altittide mather than latitnde. A mile in

altitude carries one north 1,500 miles in
Intitde to the wvalleys of Tennesseq,
while two miiles of altitinde give an av-
eTage temperature approxupated by that
i the lattode of the Canadian  line.

After wisiting the rich haciendas and
partaking of the luxuey of the small,
domioant class, one notes the soeml me-
crquality hetween it and the mass of In-
dign peons who strugele over mountain
trails as bheasts of horden of who Jdo the
bidding of the upper caste for o bare pit-
lance,

Here are fertile valleys and mountain
sides that produce some of the worlid's
fintst enffee, minerals, and scenic heauty.,
Une might assume  that these people
would 1 nich in all that nmwtersal and
sparitual life demands, but they are not.
A million and three-quarters hve in the
most primitive manner, the certainty of
evenn o Towd supply hardly extending
the next meal.  Indeed, the creatore com-
farts which they enjoy are scarcely more
pretentions than those claimed by the
brute life about them.

To travel over Guatemidla is to pnss
through nearly every phase of civiliza-
tion.  Here is mysticism, philosophy, and
beauty <ide by side with the harsh vigor
of modern life. Owe finds in the In-
dian a8 certiin dignity and fneness, a
hospitality, and fexible intelligence which
ranges from shrewd cunnming to broad
sympathy,  These, united with deep emo-
tion, give a type from which nmich may
he expected,

The upland cities, Quezaltenango, Hue-
huetenango, and many others, are the
centers of Indinn art—Dblanket-wesiving,
cloth - weaving, embroidering, and the
making of decorated pottery Tor which
fme clay is available.

The blouses of San Martin sire exii-
site examples of hormonious blending of
bright colors. The blankets of Clueml-
tenango are made from the wool of na-
tive flocks, which is carded, spun, amd
wiven into soft, durabile, beamtifully eol-
