NATIVE CLUBHOUSES 50 FERT HIGH AXUD
I50 ¥VEET LONG

The natives of aurange:, which is tanlt
an i long, crescent-<hmped Ingoon, 30 min-
utes by air downstream from Ambunti,
hail seen the airplane as it passed high
over their well-concealed retreat on its
wiy ta the vast, silent imterior; so they
were not entively unprepared when it re-
appeared and descended frum the sky 1o
the placid water of the lagoon.

As we taxied toward the bank a large
crowil of naked black men, with here and
there a strilang, ghastly specimen punted
chalk-white from crown to heels with pipe
clay, assembled on the beach to receve us,

The main feature of the wvillage i a
series of three preat structures, spaced
abont 300 feet apart, in a strwght line
throtgh its center. These are the house
timbarans, or clubhouses, of the men of
the different clans compirisitg the village,
Unhike the duby bouses of the Fly or the
ravis of the Papuan Delta country  (see
text, pages 200 and 275), they are not
disrmitaries, bt are Tor ceremonial and
other medtings, and are used also as re-
positories for sacred objects.

These buildings are about 50 feet high
and 150 feet long, made of thatclesd palm
sides and roof on a framework pi more
ar less artistically carved logs of enormonus
size and length, The posts that support
the roof ot etther eml are carved like to-
tem poles, to represent men amd heaste,
from hase to peak, terminating 50 to G0
feet aliove the ground m a carved hormbill
posed for fight,  This portion projocts
six or eight feet above the ridgepole,
which ts lashed to the post

lovariably the lowest hpure represents

a nnde woman, the buttressed roots of the
tree from which the post was taken ncily
adapting themselyes to represent bher ex-
terided Jower lmbs.  These carvings are
not at all erude, but indicate a fime percep-
ton of anatomical detail on the part of the
artists,

The earth floor of the tamlaran is com-
pacted by the tiamping of countless feet,
so that 1t 15 almost as land as cement.,
Here are stored the drunis, made of hol-
kowed logs 8 to 12 feet long aml 3 feet
i dinmeter, A slot 6 inches wide extonds
nearly to the ends of the Jog, and from
this narrow aperture the woody interior
has been lnhoriomsly chipped out, leaving
a- hollow, resonant shell.

The enids of these great drums are ar-
tistically earved] in the form of irds, rop-
tiles, or men, To sound the drum, a heavy
pestle-shaped club is inserted m the slot
andd the anointed priest of the drom moves
np and down its entire length, as he mt-
tles-it against the lips of the slot, prodic-
ing a deep-throated pereussion that carries
for a prodigious distance m the stillness
oi the mght,

When eight or ten of their drums are

ﬁi‘ndml in unison, the notse is deafening,

DRUMS, STTELDS, AND HEADRESTS ARE
ELABORATELY CARVED

A richly carved tube, constricted at the
middie and roughly resembling the spin-
dle-shaped driums; bt much longer, wns
oliserved, and its peculiar use is worth re-
cording. It was explainad that these in-
struments are throst into the water of the
piver, and upon bemg suddenly withdrown
they make a sound resembhng that of &
crocodile’s call and  presumebly  attroct
these reptiles to the hunters.

Immensely hepvy wooden shields for
spearmen, headrests for sleeping, and
stools, all wonderfully carved, were seen
m o abundance.  Suspended from the ceil-
ing were earved wooden figures of onde
men il women with clisters of wooden
hooks at their feet, on which were hung
miccellaneons articles of valoe, These hg-
ures are represeptations of spirits who
guard the valmble objects from defiling
hanils.

The gable ends of the huildings were
pterced  with small openings;  geometr-
cally arranged and having woodlen spikes
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hornbill thrashing through the air in noisy
light, the goura pigeon, farpe as o voung
turkey, and even erocordile eggs made ap
part of our memy | managed o ear the
crocodile eges, but candor compels me 1o
state - preference for the bamyvard va-
riety, served with ham in the United
Stiles,

It is st to add that the shooting
v baul elimbed to the roof of the cool-
hunse to get a hetter view of us whim we
made our first appearance at the mission.

OVER BLUP BLUT, A VOLCANIC ISLAND

NEW GUINEA CAXES NOW FLOURIEHING
IN WASHINGTON, I C.

-In quarantine gréenhouses at Arlington
Farm, across the Potomae from Wash-
mgton, we planted our cane aollection. A
fair proportian of the varieties which sir-
vivid the trip are now vigorous young
ants:  Those which falled to survive the
ong trip are leing replaced from our in-
termediate depot of duplicate plants propa-
guted at Svdney.

About 130 dif-tinl.TT. varieties: of sugnr
cane, selected with a view to disense-
resistanice and adaptability to conditions
m the Gulf States, resulted from this
expedition, It remains now o test these
plants under the conditons of commercial
cane culture in the South.  Superior va-
rietics will evertually be developed by a
series of carefully vemtrolled tests and
distributed to swgar planters.

It i5 conceivable that some of these va-
ricties, propagated on a commercial scale,
will eventually reach proportions gipantic
m companon with the lmited amoants
found i their native habitat. Thus we
see that races of plants, like races of peo-
ple, may migrate from one far part of the
world to another to multiply and replenish
the earth.

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JAVA IN PURSUIT OF COLOR

- CUP of Java and a couple of buns"”
wasd one of the hrst mormnge calls
that 1 answered behind a restoo-

rant counter on an odd-job venture 10 my
early school days. But for the man who
associates Java with a cop of good coffee
alome, a visit to that Garden lsle 15 a de-
light ful revelation.

Marching the length of Java in search
of interesting subjects for my color cam-
era, 1 found a lopg panorama ot fascinat-
ing attractions, here were mnumerable
wide fields of waving sugar cane, with
hitsy refinerics in their midst, and every-
where nice helds were checkerbearding the
valleys or stoir-stepping i lerraces up the
voleamie hillsides,  Into the market places
come huge piles of cassava roots, irom
which evalve our tapioca puddings, and
beyond the roads were cinchonn planta-
tions, destined to prodoce quaimmne to com-
hat the world's malarial fevers,

It was a fast-mioving procession of an-
cient Hindn temples, quiescent and erupt-
ing volcantes, batik workers, wowyang
clanvers, and gomelon orchestras ; of olive-
shioned Javanese in bright sarongs langh-
g on their way to market, planmtions of
rubber and coffee, anid large Wl areas,
where Dutch planters were reading for-
tunes- in cups of pekoe ten, but with far
more gectiracy’ than cever did my aged
prandmother,

TIE START FROM SINGAPORE

Fiut 1o begin: It wias a starhi night, soft
aned curessing from i brecze aftera tropi-
cal shower, when our ship lay ar anchor
m the open roadstead at Singapore har-
or.

"LII:h:J-m,,h semarang proudly psserts that
it is the third city in Java, Batavia nnd
Soernbaja each greatly outdistance it in
population and shipping figures.  The
business district 15 the usoal odd mxtire
of buildings common 1o Eastern ports,

It is smch ns
the old Miclhigan farmer once soid of his
hally ground: *It's trned up edgewse,
so your can farm both sides,” The rich
soil of the island is a great volecanie ash
leap, and this 15 one of the chief reasons
for Java's fertility and prospesity.

Many factories now incresse
their output by stampang all of the wax on
the eloth with hrass Bocks; Tt the gual-
ity suffers. Workers in the kratons pro-
duce heantifully desypned hattks, the yse
uf which is restricted to rovalty and the
court dancers.

CAMELAN MUSIC A CIFT OF THE GODE

I teied my best one moriing to photo-
praph some of the batk workers at their
tnsks of wuxmg the cloths, | had to-get
themy to =it out in the funshine in vrder
1o obituin the proper exposisre. Several
times, when | was about ready to mnke the
exposure, the women woild pick up their
batik frames and flee to the shade to keep
the softening wax from melting. They
hadd no desire to spoil a month's wark just
to let me pet a pgood color photograpl
(see, also, Color Plate X1V ).

I went down in the market place to get
u picture of soeme “hatters” cleverly fold-
ing up ahble-cover squares of batik into
the turbans that are “1Fifth Avenne™ styles
tor the mud-lavan man (see Color Plate
1A ) 1 staved to hagele and argam for
hotrs with some hatik saleswomen.  In
Iokin and i Garoet they thronged the
hotels, and repeatedly 1 weakened when
I saw their excellent displays.

Angkor
loses in impressiveness becanse it s hoilt
oft it level plain,  Many visitors have writ-

Later the train chimbed among beautiful
mctitnins, bt the view was wnkappily
soiont blotted out hy & heavy ramn,. (Un a
branch line we sparaled’ around throngh
the lulls and rice terraces and dropperd
diwn to Garoet, still at the stinmilating
altitude of 2,333 feet above sea Jevel.

“If you are ford of volcanoes, go o
Caroet,” advises a pudebook, “for active
aind dormmnt cones twer on every hand,”
And if you want to see the terraced tice
fielels at their best and beautiful lavanese
girls, yvou'll also find them in Garoet,

We spent hours on the steep terraces
outside the city, photographing the people
as they raked the water-flanded felils in
preparation for planting, and as they re-
pateed the breaks in the nirrow  dikes
where the water was enscading down into
rice plots helow.

In other hehls the furmers were remov-
g the rice seedlings {rom the norsery
beals, pol dozens of men and women were
stunding mearly lmee-deep 1 the onid and
water, husily transplanting the YOUTE Ereen
shouts into the narrow felds.  In a near-
by ‘disfrict we fomd mummerotts harvest-
fT3—IMore than 100 in one gErogp—clip-
partgr off the ripened heads of tice stem hy
stem.  Every stape uf rice eultivation can
e seen simultaneousty in Java (see Calor
Mates 11, XIT, X111, and XV l.

The great monntam terraces aml the
famots wide-stretehing pliin of Leles, to-
gether with other mice lands in the Jertile
Preanger Kegencies, luve given Java the
pseadonym “Gramary of the East,” yvet
every year she is foreed 1o import large

Roads in this eomtry are mostly of
brick and are very good.  Ina hired suto-
mobile, costing abont $25 a day, we visited
Nurth Holland.,  On our way to Hoorn, s
calledd beeause its tower of defense from
the Zuider Zee is supposed to resemble o
horn, we passed whole felds of bualbs,

which constitute a major industry in this

country, Cluantities of crocus, hyacinth,
warcissus, and tolip bulbs, runmng high in
money vilie, are exported vearly, Fields
of these blassoms light up the landscape
with great splashes of wolor,  The talip is
undonbtedly the national lower. The nnme
was appropriated from the Persian lin-
puage and means a turban,  When 1 see
tulips T always think of bright turhans on
the heads of orientnls, '

In the 17th century Holland became ob-
sessed by talips. A single “onion’™ of the
“Semper Augustus” sold for 11,000 gaild-
Erffrrql*h: Horticaltural Society of Haar-
lem offered a prize 6 100,000 guilders,
equal 1o $40.000, for a black tulip.

Practically the whole nation became in-
fatuated at this nme, and contricts were
signed for imanense sums of money paid
ior bulbs never seen by either buver or
sefler, The Guvernment intervened, ap-
plied the law ngainst gambling, the price
of tulips fell to nothing, and a panic en-
sued, “The Black Tulip," by Alexandre
Dumas, deals with this bulb erpze.

THE SMOKER'S FPARADISE

We found the Westerkerk at Fnkhuizen
of great interest. Besudes fine carving and
architecture, the sexton showed us: the

HAARLEM, CENTER 0F THE BULR !NDUSTRY

We went by motor to Hanrlem, which
i5 a fine city anid the center of the Bull
inlustry.  Its suburbs are jeweled with
Mowers. The flower nmrket is something
to dream ahoat.  In visiting the Nether-
tandds, when in villages and towns one is
wise ta head up first of all for the flower
Tarket,

Chi the way back to Zee room Cottage
we made a long detour to The Hapue, with
s House in the Wood, the favorite tesi-
dence of the royal family. A Hallander
remmarrked that the hovse “isn't mudly, bt
it is one of the most beautifully furmshed
chateaux in the world,” The Hague is &
great overgrown vitlnge, containing many
palatinl residences and avenues of fine
trees; but after one has seen the splendid
gallery, the Mauritshuis, the Museum, and
the Library, be had better pass on quickly,
for guilders here fairly evaporate. Thack-
etay, in his “Roundabout Papers,” after
extolling The Hague, grumbles herause he
was charged a guilder (4o cents) for a
hottle of ale,

Cn Sundays, in fine weather, Queen
Wilhelming, her consort, Prince Henrw,
and the Princess Juliana may be seen walk-
i to church like &ny well-to-do Dutch
family.,

L course, this unigque country, with its
quaint homes, customs, and costomes, has
always been a challenge to artists, Many
af the Dutch painters oceupy the first rank.
They are exponents of the school of real-
s, Rembrandt, with his great pictures,
“The Lesson i Anatomy™ and *The Night
Watch” {more correctly known as “The
Sartie of the Banning Cock Company™),
with jts inimitahle golden Tight: a dead
tree by Ruvedael, a bull by Paul Potter—
these do not belong 1o the realm of my-
thology er pmagination, but to eversday
life.
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Delft we found to be a quict, sleepy old
town, It is the center af the tile industry.

The Nieopwe Kerk of Delft contams o
magiificent monument 1o Willlam, Prioce
of Orange, the father of his country. i
consists of r recumbent seulpured fignre
of the Prince, in uniiorm, furlmmg on a
black sarcophagus. At his left 1s the mar-
ble figure of his favorite dog, which gave
the alarm and saved his life when he was
attacked by Spanish asaassins in 1572
Cwer the monument is a canogiy, ﬁtlppnrtm]
hy four curious columns cut in mmarhle.
Thess represent four allegorieal Agures—
Liberty, Justice, Courage, and Religion.

Inn the same church is a simple monu-
ment 1 Hogo Grotius, who was known as
the prodigy of Europe. At the age of nine
he composed good Latin verses, entered
the university at twelve, and at hifteen be-
came an amhbassador.

In the Prinsenhiof, residence of the
Prince of Oranpe, where he wa< asanssi-
nated in 1584, a hullet-hole was pointed
mit. It was made by cne of the two poi-
somed bullets hred at the great leader.

HOLLASD STILL WEARS STRIRKING
COSTUMES

The costitmes of rural Holland are in-
deed unigue,  Women wear six or more
skirts, lest the forin be immodestly dis-
|+1:11.-:-f1 anid a bright-colored waist with
elbiow sleeves, for strong, red arms are ad-
mired Ty men. 'The climax is a lace i,
the shape of which distinguishes the prov-
inee i which the wearer lives.

Wives of rich farmers wear gold casques,
like helmets, with ornamental gold curls.
An anclent dame told s that hers cost a
humedred guilders (about £30).

Workingmen wear exceedingly  broad
tronsers, Oftentimes’ colored wvests, ol
short coats,  Children and the poor wear
klompen—wooden shoes. T yon hear what
sounds like a troop of cavalry passing
down the street, it will more than likely
turn ot to be a group of school children
returning home.  Conceiled weapons are
not needed in Holland.  In ¢ase of a row,
a lad flicks off s klomp and wallops his
adversary over the h-r.'mL It has great
weight in settling an argumert.

A canal boat, teasing through ﬂ}E coun-
try ot the mte of a mile an hour, s held
up by a lock-keeper on the canal, who lets
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down a klomp by a kind of rod-and-line
armngement, and until the toll 15 forth-
comnng the hoat passeth not

Cluite an anomalous but common sight
is to see i small satlboat poking its way
apparently through a field or meadow. In-
vestigation, however, will reveal an un-

wried canal.

But, while we are junketing about, our
time has slipperd away and we must turm
nur faces homeward, We arranged to take
an IRast India ship at Amsterdam and to
be debarked at Southampton.

It is stranger vet, at the ocenn locks, to
see the waters piled up from 5 1o 12 feet
ahove those of the canal, according to the
title, and with nothing to keep the iminda-
tion back but dikes and two locks, which
look quite unequal to the task, The locks
are opened only in calm weather,

The stewards on our East Indis steamer
were Javanese—small, lively chaps wenr-
ing brocaded turbans, A study of the Java-
nese woods wied in the ship’s fimsh was of
great interest.  One varety, called pali-
sander, was the most beantiful 1 have ever
seen.
