Upon the stape of the Washimgton An-
ditoriwm with the famons German aarship
builder and tnavigator was His Exeellency
Friedrich W, vem Prittwitz und Calfron,
German Ambassador tothe United States:

In the audience were Frau Doktor Ecle-
ner el Kout Eckener, son of the goest
of honor.

“We honor Dr. Eckener to-might for
the years of experiment, mvenlive genius,
and patient research which eulminuted in
his astounding achievernent.  The whole
workd literally held ns breath 1ill his fhght
was finished.  Along the path of his great
ship millitns waited, hopang to glimpse it
as 1t Hew over. His remarkable voyage
illpstrates his unusnal organizing and ex-
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ecutive ability as well as his mastery of
the science of agronautics, acguired by
liard Taboratory stucy and by more than
3,000 Air JORTTICYS,

“Through Dr. Eckener we also honor
s gallant officers and erew, and, above
all, his talented and charming wife and
helprmate, Frau Eckener, who graces this
meeting with her presence.

“In 18 Americans were thrilled by
Dir. Eckener's feat of fiying the Graf Zop-
pelin to the United States and back to
(jermany, carrying 20 passengers in ad-
thtion to its crew of 40 men.

“"Only one other man has contributed
as much as our gold medalist to the de-
velopment of the dirigible, That wits his
tescher, Count Zeppelin, who, we Iike to
recall, was a balloonist with  Genceral
Grant's army in the Virginia campaigns.

“Dir, Eckener's fliglt around the workl
in a dirigible was even more than a mar-
velous fent in aérial engineering and novi-
gation. It symbolizes the adviance of sci-
eniee, which tends to bind peoples more
closely in friemdship and in onderstand g,

aur admiration amd reapect, it is my honor
and plensure to present to vou the National
Ceographic Society’s Special Gold Medal,

“The performance of the Graf Zeppe-
ftm, m comparison, seeied o ne rather
umimportant  because, thowgh we could
bring home from our flight some new
pictures of the little-explored reglons of
Siberia, this was hardly whot could he
copsideret] an mmportant contnbution to
thespience af geography,

“But, of conrse, the National Geopraphic
cociety has taleen into consideration all thes
in a more authoritative manner, and 1, in
spite of all, they have come to the decision
which 1s an extreme honor to me, | fec
thae thereby they intended o emphasize
new points of view to e considered in {u-
ture gengraphical investigations. 1 think
that they mainly wanted (o encourage and
stimulate the moderm form of such investi-
gation, relying on mrecaft, which, fndeed.
apens up a vast prospeéct.  Perhaps thew
intended to express in a very impressive
manner, 11 I am allowed to say so, that
geographical myvestigation has taken hold
of the third dimension, that the aerial
ocean means o held of incrensing mpor-
tunee for geographical science and has
be meluded in the Tange of geographical
splieres of investisition.,

*T decided, therefore, on o rowte as far
north @ possible, over the mouths of the
Ob and Yenisei rivers, the middie course
of the Lena, amd the Stonoved Moun-
tuins, southeast of Yakwsk, From the
geographicnl point of view, this route was
of interest, as it would lead over the re-
mote and almost unbitown territones. of
far-northern Stheria, and would give us a
chance to bring home an abundant number
af photographs,

“Unfornmately, weather conditions pre-
vented us from following the route as
planned. When the airship was fiying over
L:ni:mi Russin we received weather reports
anmoumeing a strongly marked depression
v the extreme north and in the adjacent
provinees of Siberia.  Under such cond:-
tions the northern Urals, sonre af which
are nenrly mo00 feet high, were covered
with clouds. 30 we ‘wonid have bemn
torced, during the first part of our fliight,
to mscend to a sufe height of more than
7000 feet. This the Imauiv Tirdened ship
would not have Leen able to accomplish.
| was, therefore, obliged to make a detour
toward the south, and to pass over the
Urals about 65 miles from Sverdlovsk
(Ekaterinburg) at a low altitude and
when the weather was clear.

“The fiight beyoml the Urals Ted over
such wonderfully imteresting regions that
the deviation {rom our original plan was
perhmps not to be regretted from the point
of view of geographical mterest.

“Cin the Siberian side of the mountains
we saw dorens of tremenilous forest hres,
the dense smoke of which covered a vast
area of many hundred square milés and
ldd the earth from the uirshf!'r.

“We were dbiliged to pass through layers
of smoke, which drifted from zouth to
north at & distance of from 4o to 50 miles,
until it was clear enough for us to be able
to see fairly distinetly below, but for many
miles the view wis very imdistimet aud the
smell of the fires continued for howrs.

“"After passing this zone we tarned to-
ward the northesst, over a bemd of the
River Ob, where, aniter describing s
casterly course, it flows i a northerly
direction. We soon arrived at the ferga
territory, a region of widespread swanps
which lie on both sides of the Ob (p. 063).

“We flew hundreds of miles over un-
ntertupited stretehes of these swamps. We
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then saw sanill pools, one after another,
followed by more or less lnrge lakes. These
were conmected by strips of swampy fand,
Then came low, swampy woonds extending
for many miles. The whole region gave

the impression of a dreadiul waste, un-
mhabitable for man or beast, where there
were not even wiateriow).

SATLING OVER SILENT WASTES WITH
HAPRPY PASSENGERS

“In grotesgue contiast 1o all that deadly
gilence, the afrshnp sailed, 1ts cabins hglited,
its care-free oocupants dinmyg and enjoy-
ing themselves ; and vet, 1T for sorie réason
it had been necessary to land in these
SWIMJIS, eseipe from those Llack-green
waters would not have been possible.

“We flew over that dresd waste the
whole night, from 7 in the evening until g
o'clock pext morming, and i1 was with sen-
sations of relief thut we Anally hailed the
broad Y enisei River, which, notwithstand-
iy s loneliness and remoteness, seomed
to 1s like a4 safe strect that would lead us
again to towns and people.

" Since we o ru]L’f mot tell from the maps
it just what point we first saw the river,
we flew dovwnstream for a while in an
attetipt to reach the Imbotsk wireless stn-
tiop ad to follow the right course from
there.

“The hinks of the river extended end-
lessly, & monotenous waste, not & house,
not u settlement, m sight, not a boat on
the broad, poweériul stream to enliven the
picture.  After about an hour, & small
villiige of a few huts appeared on the left,
nod at the ripht was Imbatsk, for which
we had been Tooking.

“Ohur appearance might have imrm:ssc—d
as an mconceivable miracle the inhabitants,
who begm and end their hves here, far
Prom the outer world,  Perhaps we fright-
enedd them, Tor we couhl not see anyone
emerge from the houses. Three or four
anmals drawing carts-tam away,

“Flying toward the lower course of the
Tunguskn River, where it turns directly
northwest, we passed hilly and woody dis-
tricts. It was entirely deserted, 1solated
eountry, woody and mtersected by deep
glens here and there,  Far to the south

amd sorthwest we saw ridges of hagher

mountamns.  Never before, perhaps, lad
anyone viewed these territories, at Jess

U'nder the gighteen-vear-old veneer of
Italian civilization, this strange land fe-
mains, back of its coastal frinee. more
primmtive than any other country border-
g the Meditermnean ; vet cemturies he-
tore the birth of Christ it was a meem
for men of the ancient world,

Here flowed the Riwver Lethe past the
Gardens of the Hesperides, Tamed in
Cireck mythology (see text, puge 701 ).

Here rose fair Cirene, the only Greck
city, Alexandriit exeepted, which Bosr-
ieled on Afriean soil, exporting the rare
silphim plant, cure-all for the 1lls of an-
clent man. so precious thay i brought
power antd riches to the rolers of the land,

From the ruins of Old Cirene, in re-
cent years, was bome toon tusgm n
Rome that most alloring of all Aphrodites,
the Venus of Cirene, which many authaori-
ties on classic art consider finer than the
Venus die Melos (see page 7010).

The slughi is a descendant of the Per-
sinn gazellehound, the type of dog pie-
tured, i archeological finds, in the A<
syrian chase, Some believe it was the
Persians who, during & temporary peeriond
of conguest and plunder, brought the one-
humperd Ambian camel, long known to
Egvpt, into Libia. Perlaps this royol
huntinyge dop came west at the samie e,

Next day I asked an ltalan sportsman
about this beautital dog of ancent breed,
with flowing silky fleece on its cars, feath-
ery tail, pnd large, intelligent eves, He
said the type was rire in Cirenaiea, bat to
bie met with inconsiderable numbers about
Misurata, in epstern Tripolitania, across
the Gulf of Sidm. These dogs are {ast run-
ners and hunt by sight eather than by scent.

“Aml what” 1 asked, “do you shoot
nroind Bengasi©

“Poves and quadl,”” he told me, Ysand-
prouse, red-legped portridpes, dod pantul
ducks: the big salt lagoons behind the
town teem with wateriow] at certam sea-
song.  And there are gnzelle sonse ules
back on the plotean,”

Herds of gazelle and antelope are scarce
now, 1 learned. So are wilil boar amd
wild Barbary sheep.  The latter, native of
the Atlas Mountains, to the west, are in-
termedinte hetween sheep amd gout, (e
brown in eoloring, with big, will eves.
Their massive horns curve backward and
downward and long. whitish Tuar droops
from throat, chest, and Toreleps,

Crrenatca has no trude moantain range
only a limestone shelf a hittle back from
the sea, formung the face of o platean
which declines to the south as it merges
with the Libin Desert.  This mountaim-
less commitry hardly seems the habitat of
Barbary sheep, but emiment 1talian natu-
rulists assured me that these shy annnals
are still to be found ineastern Lilaa.

It was the Bengasi sportsman who told
me about the famous “lost rver” a few
mitles hack of the town, Aowing through
an undergroond cavern which he had par-
ially explored. Some authorities clum
that this is the River Lethe of twenty-five
eenturics ago.  Strubo wrote of i, and
Pliny the Younger:

“Here Lethe’s stream, from  secret
spritgs Delow, mises to the hght; here,
heavily and slow, the gilent, dull, forpetiul
witers How.”

Hut the Gardens of the Hesperides,
where maidens gnarded the golden apples,
in the Land of the Lotus-Faters! Was this
saored grove near the port of Hesperides,
or back on the heights of Cirene, where
pardens stll exist?

There 1 local indignation agpamst a writer
whi onee deseribed Bengasi as “Tripoli's
little country cousin,™  The city boasts a
cathedral, a fine new stadiem, Ttahon and
Arab schools, and hospitals where the
previlent eve tromble | trachoma ), typhus,
and malarsal {ever are among the diseases
brested.

“But we are fortunate in having fewer
pests by far than countries to the east”
sl the doctor in charge, “The health ot
our colomial troops 15 excellent.”

Here there 1s more water for
irrigation than i any other part of the
colomy,  Semutropieal aml teopical flow-
ers amd fruits grow m the gardens, and
the surrounding valleys are nwst produc-
tive. Besntiful butterflies, including the
swallow-tathed variety, are to be seen
this part of the country,

Dernn 15 linked with American history,
1or durmg the war between the TTnitedl
states and Tripoli, in 1805, the Stars and’
Stripes waved for a short period over its
Lattlements.,

Durmng. avil strife between a native
ruler of Tripol and his brother, au Amer-
wan ex-consul, Gen, Willinm Eaton, ided
with the hrother and led nnoarmy of 400
men, with 107 camels, westward along
the coast of Egypt and ' Cirenaica, a dis-
tance of Goo miles. The Uniteil States
birtg Argus met the land force at the port
of Domba.  Pushing oo, Eatonm's foree
captured the Dhattery at Derna and planted
the American flag on the heights.

These may be named without modern-
thy rhyme or reason, and they certainly
are without alphabetical or other wndica-
tion of their seqnenee; but the ople
cling to them, despite whatever canfusion
it costs the post office, however much it
may perplex the visitor, and whatever
harvest it may bring the taxi drivers

A WILD RIDE OF A FILW YARDS

Many imteresting stories are told illus-
trating how this mysterions system works,
Une coneérns a stranger who hatled a taxi
in Calle La Merced and asked the chauf-
feur to drive him 1o “Bagquijano veinte
cinco.”  The driver did not bat an eve,
hut drove like Jehu up Jesis Naozareno,
skidded on two wheels into Girdn Cara-
haya, raced around Plaza San Martin, and
whirled up through Boza, landing lhis
shiaken passenger at the address groen—
ot the same street, bt simply 1o the next
block from where he started !

Mereaderes tells us of the day when
that block was the Wall Street of Lima,
and Escribanos of the public letter writers
whu were shelterod under the portals on
the west side of the Plaza. Calle Mantas
prociaims the square where the ladies of
Peru's golden past “spent therr hushands®
substinee in riotois purchase of shawls,
homespuns, Indian textiles, aftil Hongerie,”

COn Girdn Caralava we find Divoreiadas,
where unleppy marriages were hroken;
and on Girdn Camand one passes through
Plomereros, where the feather- duster

trade fourished,  In Espaderns the sword

minkers held forth, in Plateros the silver-
smiths, in Zapateros the cobblers, and in
Petateros the mat makers.  The ealle now
called Jesiis Nazareno was originally Gui-
tarreros, m the davs when the Castilian
ealulieros, with therr guitars, infested the
silewalle after nightfall singing lovesongs
o the fair sefioritas.

THE STREET o THE DONKEY DRIVERS

Here is a calle called Borriqueros, Te-
calling the days when there were no rail-

roads and when the donkey drivers were
the chief transportation agents. Not far
awny I8 another nimed Borrieos, the strect
of Iittle donkeys. Bargaining in Burricos
for donkeys and in Borriqueros for driv-
ers, travelers to the sierras were able 1w
fit out their trains. Calle Palvos Azules
tells us where the blue dust lay thick in
the rogd when the ‘prentice boys ground
chalks for the dvers” vats.

The Calle Mariguitns (Strect of the
Lattle Marys) memorializes three charm-
mig Marias, each so lovely that no one
could determine to which the Golden
Apple should be awarded. Here is the
calle called Comesebio, bitt history does
not record who ate prease there ; and these
15 one called Suspiro (the Street of the
Sigh), but how it won its name or who
sighed history fails to record,

Calle Desamparados is a street where
stoodd, on the site of the modern railwiy
station by that name, 2 monastery whose
doors never were closed to those who were
wenry and heavy laden with the burdens
of life, the abandoned and the hearthroken,

Thus is the history of Lima's past writ-
ten 1 her streets, in names that the mu-
wicipality long has wanted to wipe out in
favor of through designations and num-
bered blocks, But the people of the ety
ching to their streets with o devotion that
will net permit eonvenience to trimmph
over romantic ties with the past.

A GARGEN TR WHICH PORCELATN FLOWERSY
VIE WITIT NATURE

In wandering about the old city, one
comes upon many an architectural relic
af the days of the vicerovs; hat, among
all of these, none is more impressive than
the monastery of San Francisen, There
ofie may be ushered into a porcelain gar-
den where the artistic tiles of the clofster
compete with. the iving flowers that bloom
i the garth they inelose,

No one has deseribed more beautifully
the effect Of this porcelain garden than
Mr. F. P. Farmar, of The West Coast
Leader. “Here,” he says, “is a poreelain
garden, a ceramic border of springtime,
whire the bilues of delphinium and Eu;ﬁnuT
the yellow of evtisus and the gold of eol-
chicum, the creamy white of arabis and
the mauves of aubrietia, blend into the
fresh foliage of the overhanging troes aml
the aeure of the new-washed skies.”

The charm of the story of the origin
of this poreelnin garden almost equals the
benuty of the ceramic trammph tself. OUn
a November morming in 16192 vast crowid
had gathered in the Plaza de Armnas, for
there wias to be a public hanging, and
these events were Roman holidays {or the
popralnee.

The condemned man lad taken his stand
beneath the noose and the han was
nervously adjusting the fatl koot,  Sud-
denly a monk pushed his way through the
thrang, chimbed the gallows platform, and
hianded a parchiment to the captam of the
guard, Adrer the latter hud read i, the
two engaged in oa moment of animated
conversation, after which the padre led the
condemned man away and into the portals
of the monastery of San Francisco, The
crowd, disappomted, hung about the Pla-
sacln de San Francisco discussing this
strange overthrow of justice and berating
those who had denied them their holiday.,

But later the repson for reprieve be-
came known. That mormng the com-
demmedd man had moacde what be thought
wottld be hik last comfession on erth, to
the pror of the monastery. He sand that
le was a potter by trade and that he had
lirned the art both of making and setting
tiles. _

Years before, Dofa Catalina. Huanca
hal browght from Spain a mégnificent
collectinon of fles for the decaration of
the new cloisters at San Franeisco: but
neither plan nor a tile setter hod come
with them, and Lima had no tile setters.
So for vears the tiles had been piled
up oA corner of the monastery ; many
were stolen armld more were broken,  Would
Providente ever open a way for their
setting ?

Here seemti]l to bt the answer: the
prior gaw an opportunity to 1€t the man
who had murdered o woman in a drunken
tawl repent s sins in & lifelong task of
awiting these splendid niles.  So he went
to the Viceroy to mplore the pardon oi
the murderer, sind the Viceray, a descend-
ant of the Borgias, seeing poctic justice
in remitting the penalty of the seaffold
andd imposing a task of serviee that woold
refuire @ lifetine, granted the conmmut-
tion of sentende,

One can see to-day the wisdom of that
act of mercy-tempered  justice.  Alonso
Godinez was a trie artist, ‘who loved 1is
work and’ threw his soul into it.  To«day
“the walls blossom with pictures which in
their mellowness, richness, and seductive
beauty rival those of Alhambra itsell;
aned 1t is douhtiolif outside of Spam there
15 to be found a finer example of poree-
lain entablature i the heyday of s an
than here.”

The inner wall of each ambattitory has
irom seven 1o fourteen panels, and almost
every angle in each tile m every panel 15
of a varving design, each so sinilar to its
neighbor thot there 15 no sense of any
break. no distraction of stvies or subject,
“hut ene harmemions pean of commemo-
ration.” _

These panels, almust life-size, showing
a host of Franciscan saimts and martyrs,
form an illustrated page from the history
of the order. Here 15 Ledn Garstno,
trnnafixed and crucified with two spears;
there San Francisco Solano preachimg to
the Indians; and elsewhere Samnt Samuel
being beheaded by an executioner, whose
foce is obhiterated with a blank tile.

THE BROW N-ROEED PADNRE AT THE WICEET

It was brown-robed Padre Lhaz who
pecred through the little wicket, opened
the massive door, and showed me throogh
this splendid monastery. A sense of decay
hangs over the place—not the kind of de-
cay thot 15 ugly, but rather that soltening
touch of time whoch has a charm of s
own. Flere was a printing plant, as un-
tilv and as simple as those of my early
conmtry-weelkly memories; there a room
filled with all kinds of poused ecelesiasti-
el and other furniture: on the grovnd
tipor stood a panmered donkey with the
rein of his bridle thrown over the arm of
n seulptured samnt.

The traditions of the Ineas and the
legends of the races they conguered add
their testimony to the amtiquity of the
hvimian race on South American soil.

But, going back to Chaorrilles, T was to
come upon what 1s perhaps the most star-
thng evidénce of all as to the remoteness
of the horizons of prehistoric civilizations
m Peru.

There lives in Chorrillos.a Sefiora Por-
ras, who s a doughter of o former Presi-
dent of the Kepublic. From hiun she in-
herited an exquisitely selected eollection
of archeclogical olijects, many of them
dating {rom the Stone Age,

Among the latter s a small bust done
in clay and colered with native dyes,
There 15 not a trace of the erude artis-
try usul for those vastly remote times.
The festures are sharp, and one can see
that the senlptor was a master of his art,
fully capable of making a photographic
likeness.

It has the high forehead of western
FEurope, the slant eyes of a Mongolian,
the high cheek bones of the Indian, the
nose of an ancient Hebrew, the mustache
of a Manchu, the mouth of o Turk, and
i composite chin.

Clearly the Apure is that of a man of
high caste, perhaps some ancient ruler.
What visions it arouses of a man nf high
imtelligence as subject and of a sculptor
of unusual ability as artist in ages before
the use of metals was known !

Another Jaca, as the burial relics are
lmown, dates from an almost equally an-
cwnt perioel. [t bears four heads in bas-
relief.  The sculptute is crude, where that
ot the other 15 refined. But one head is
colored white, one red, one vellow, and

pleasing picture of  the modernization
movement in the twenticth century, the
country and 1ts capital alike tax the mmagi-
nation and grip the enthusiasm of the
visitor.
