NORWAY HAS THREE STRINGE TO ITS
FISHING BOW

Roughly speaking, Norway has three
strings to its fishing bow : cod, whale, ani
berring ; but the herring is king.  Herring,
because of their abundnnee, give rise to
the greatest of the world's fisherics, They
are as pregarions as the swelings which
cluster by night m the tops of trees on
Pennsylvania Avenue, Washington, They
rin | in fmmense schools; with some of
their life cycle still shrouded - obscurity,
although 1t is probably as well known as
that of any other wnportant fish. When,

Herring botes are found m the kitchen
middens or garhage piles of prehistoric
Norsemen, Norwiepian herring fishieries
were famous before William the Con-
queror.  The Norwegian fish catch Tins
tv about ome and three-quarter billion
pounds, of which approximately one bil-
lon pounds are contributed by the herring
tribe.

The Tive herring is something of a trav-
eler, hut the dend herring goes farther.
What one may call the “pickled-herrmg-
raw-cucumber-sour-créam  belt”™  inclades
& better part of eastern Germany, Polamd,
the three Baltic States, Finland, and Rus-
sia.  Here vou have a denst population
wha Ioyally regard the herring as the dean
of comestibles.

The Norwegian cod, unlike the herring,
travels southward mther than epspward.
Cured codfish enjove the entrée to all
chisses of society in sotthern Fuarope, par-
ticularly in the Cathohe countmnes where
111:11!1-4;::-5 days are preseribed.  Some years
agn, when Norway was trying out pro-
hibition with no great success, 8 serous
effort was made to exclude the importation
of the more heady Spamish and Portu-
giicse wines, The Iberums onturally re-
sented the affront to their delicious wines
n the Nor-
wegian codfsh. The anti-codfish cam-
paign wits too much for the Norwegiane,
They capitulated by throwing open their
doors 1o Mediterranean wines.

“How to catch and eat and how to avoud
being caught and eaten—that sums up
the life I:Iltlh.l-:}ﬂ‘[.ih‘\" of fishes.  The drge to
eat and the urge to propagate gnads fish
mexurably to ther fn:m:ll and breeding
growmes. 1t is the play -.u' the stli-pre-
servative and the specles-preservativie jn-
stincts.  ‘The salmon on maturity deserts
the congenial salty waters of its natural
habitat, the ocean. strugples up fresh-
water streams, surmwountigs  waterialls,
leaping nbstacles, always going against the
current, wearing out its life to attgin its
breeding grounds.

Narwegian fisherics  have developeld
from small begmnings, when little wooden
boats put out a mile or two from the shore,
serabbling: for 8 meager eatch of herring.
Now great steel powerboats make eatches
of 10,000 barrels of fish o aday. Once
estimated by the pound, the catch is now
estimated by the ton.

WORWAY DOMINATES THE WHALING
INDUSTRY

Norway has come largely to control the
world’s whaling industry, once a4 great
American  business, with Yankee ships
satling from New England ports.  About
the turn of the century it looked as
the whaling business the world over was
doomed to early extinetion. Delenseless
monsters, the poor whales do not get an
even hreak! Nature ironically dooms
them by causing them to signal their own
destruction.  1f whalés were equipped to
remmain beneath the surface even as long as
the modern submarine, they wonld be
mire than a match for the energetic Nor-
wegians, with their big steel ships and
long-range harpoon guns.

Tmproved devices for eatching whales
constitute one reason why the Norwegan
whaling business is heeoming more profit-
ahle to-diy. “Canst thou draw out Jevia-
than with an hook®' To this thetorical
question the Norwegians respond by actu-
ally drawmng with hooks these hittgree Ani-
minls out of the deepand into the hulls of
the great mother ships which render the
earcasses intoooil, fertilizer, amd whale-
hone.  The chief theater of operations 15

It would take the power of the hliad
Coleridge, that sensitive interpreter of bad
simells, to render justice to those of 2 Nor-
wegian  foating  fish  factory.  Perhaps
these hardy Norse sailors become habitu-
ated to bad smells and cease to perceive
them in the sense that the opperator of &

The Norwegian annunl herring cateh
would load a solid tram of steel gomlola
gars reaching from New York to Phila-
delphin, or, il converted tn Norwegum
cars, a sold train 300 miles [ong. It
wottld require at least double these train
lengths to handle the annunl catch i
whiles.

I'he Norwegian flag flies on ships in all
the seven seas and in all ports of the world.
Nurway possesses the world's greatest per
capita morine tonnpge.  As nentrals in the
World War the Norwegians suffered the
fartune of the inmnocent hystander who gets
hart. Half their merchant vessels were
stitk by submarines and some 2,000 Nor-
wegrinn sallors perished.

The country's - shipping recovery has
heen dramatically  suddden. Despite  1ts
catastraphic logses the present tonnoge
shows an increase of 25 per cent over pre-
war. The new ships are of better quality,
too,  The Norwegiin mator-ship fleet
rinls secord in the world, Luggards m
modern  industrialism, the Norwegians
buy their ships from England and Ger-
many cheaper tian they can build them.
Ship purchases constitnte one of the larg-
pst items i Norway's international trade
balunee.

Here, i the oldest waniversity on the
North American Continent, they study the
htersture and art, language, ancient ¢ivili-
sations, and politieal and social problems
of the country.  This contact with Span-
ish-spenking people s particularly helpiul
to American teachers of Spanish,

An atmosphere of antiquity 15 every-
where apparent.  Imagine classes hild m
gorgeous paloces centuries old, in muse-
pms, i convents dating from the time of
the Inguisition !

Rknown frst as “The Roval and Pon-
tifical University of Mexico,” by 1775 this
institution had awarded more than 8 thoo-
sand [octor’s degrees and nearly twenty-
six thousand Bachelor's degrees, O this
long roll of honor were many names later
famous in professionnl, ¢vil, and ecelesi-
astic annals of Mexico and Spain,  About
the middle of the nineteenth century, the
old university was closed, but sixty vears
later the National University of
Mexico arose in its place and has sinee
prospered to on smazing degree.  Unlike
the practice at seats of lexrming in the
Unsted States, fow students here “work
therr way.” for lngher education i Mex-
ico still has behind it a traditien  of
aristocracy.,

To be admitted to the sammer school,
stdents must present credentials: from o
recognized institution, and courses com-
pleted here are accepied (or oredit in most
colleges and universities of the United
Stafes,

DBesides einsswarlk, séeml diversions, sl
visits to Bistoric points in the city proper,
many  exciirsions to near-by places are
planned under undversity supervision,  The
monastertes of San Angel and Chuaru-
buseo, with their quamn chapeds anil lovely
gardens, qre fascinating to sipht-seers, and
the trp to Il Chieo National Park 1 one
of the most delightiul in America.  Pyra-
mids comparilde i interest to those of
Egypt and the runs of 8 onde great oty

Mexieo City i cool mn stimmer, and s
idedl for visiting and study, The entire
expense of attending the suimmer session
1= cstimated not to exceed R450 for
those from distant parts of the United
States and alwt §300. when they come
irom near-hy States.

Mesico City is also the seat of the Pan
American Institute of Geography and His-
iory, an organization of hroad scholastic
mature,  [ts members, represcntatives from
all the Americin cotintries, are schol-
ars m peography and history, Tt forms
comtact with the various geagraphical and
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historical institutions in the eountries in-
chaeded in its membership, and works to
romote their common interests by collect-
ing and disseminating information helpiul
to explorers aml scientists and maintym-
img A spirit of cooperation it
assistance in these fields,

Fducation is a bond between nations.
The National University has already, by
its summer sessions, done much o ce-
ment {riendly and sympathetic fecling be-
tweent the United States and  Mexico.
The Pan-American Institute of Geogra-
phy and History earries on, in its ubigue
way, this useiul work.

A few miles south of the eity lies Xochi-
mileo, the famous “Aoating gardens.” The
nare  means Y Where #1!.:1.'-'21'5 Girow.”
Your way out lies through the cactis-
lined fanes and Hower-garden plazas ol
Ircdinn villages:

EDIFICE 1IN THE REVUBLIL

Fuacing the capital's kirge pliza on
the north rses the thick-walled, but-
tressed old cathedral or Holy Metropolitan
Churcly of Mexieo, prowdly known as the
“Mexican 5St. Pefer's.”

There are other churches here wihich
may be more beautiful, o miodern builders,
than this colossal Blend of many architec-
taral forms: Init for sheer historical sig-
nificance this cathedral transcemls any
other strueture of its kimd 1 North
America (see page 40).

It may show the sid mutilations of time

Even in early colonial daysa few Trdun
painters, traimed by the padres, pamted
pictures which attracted much attention
Europe; and to-day an increasing pumi-
ber of artists come to Mexico, not only
to study the work of the ancients; but to
mimgle with modern native artists and to
work in the atmosphere of the old Axtec
ciipital.

Prominent among these moderns is Dh-
epn Rivera, the famous pamter of murals.
His work 15 so outstanding thuit artists
have come from Europe, South Amenca,
and the United States to study . He
employs his art m social education and
pints to instruct the copumon  peuple
rather than (o earn money.

“Civilization is barmony between man-
kil and the sml and harmony  among
men,” says a big red banner over an arch
in the new building of the Ministry of
Eiducation. Here Rivera's symbolic pan-
els reflect the lnush, sensuous nature of life
i turbfent, changing Mexieo, with all its
problems of Inbor and society.  Che mu-
ml portrays the popular com fiesta of
the Indians and peons; another lants at
the buikling of temples.  Others show
dvers; cane-cutters, tobacco farmers, pot-
ters. weavers, and miners at their work—
demoeracy massed and in motion, - One
fresco of a May Day celebration, with its
dancers and marching singers, 1s of strange
porwier and appeal.

Not only is the city the cultural eenter
of the Nation, but it 15 also the center of
the publishing and book trades.  Practi-
aullv all newsprint and book paper used
is made locally, Maost Mexican writers—
barring a few of the older men of letters
who cling ti the provincial capitais—re-
side here, and each year there is tssued
from local presses about 200 new titles,
ofters renching more than 2,000,000 vol-
umes. | Besides these, the numerous bool-
stores, lrge and small, sell a steady stream
of books printed in S
The works of Spanish writers appear
miare popular than those of Méxican writ-
ers.  About 4000000 books printed m
Spain are s.r:rlﬂ- in Mexicn euch year and
perhaps 500,000 from France.

AMAZING MONUMENTS LINE MODERN
MEXICDHD WITH ANCIENT TIMES

To art students, and particularly to
sculptors, the graven images on the mys-
terious old rimned temples i the Valley
of Mexico are of profounwd mterest.

Some of the most colossal structires
built by prehistorie men anywhere in the
Western Hlemisphere are found m Mex-
jen. Mithy, Usxmal, Palengue, Chichen
Ttzd, the incomparable pyramid of Chao-
Iula, its base preater than that of Cheops—
all these are monoments jeft by Torgotten
civilizations.*

Skirt Lake Texeoen, on a Ane motor-
way extending from Mexieo City, and
vour soin reach San Juan Teotihoacin,
Here, before even the Aztees came, some
mysterious race appeared, building its tem-
ples and payramids with a symbolic art
strangely ke thit of anclent Egypt.  Here
is the Pyranud of the Sun. On its sum-
mit, according to tradition, onoe stood o
grant stone hgure, which bore on its breast
n grent plate of bormished gold, bxed
there in steh a position that 1t reflected
the rave of sunrise. A fow furlomgs from
here, on a strange road called the Path
of the Deud, stamds the Pyramul ot the
Moon,  About the moon temple are many
riuins of other structures adorned with
oddly evil serpent faces carved from
stone. ¥

A tantered old Indizm came shufimg op
to sell me a tiny terra-cotta mosk.

Chnone Goe, still day m June [ sat for
hours atop the Temple of the Sum, ab-
sorbed and lost in trving to imagine whit
kind of people these were, where they
came from, how they lived and loved and
fought, amd what became of them. Of
course, evervbody ¢lse would like to salve
the same rididles.

The ride back to town is short, bt
metnories of the dead city dnd its nrvstery
are persistent.

Cigarette fac-
tores here are marvels of modern speed,
efficiency, and mass production,  Tourists
visttng ome fomcus factory, which em-
ploys hundreds of men and girls and has
its own private chapel, medical depart-
ment, school, post aml telegraph offices, as
well as a complete lithographing plant for
it= adlvernsme work, are fascinated at the
velocity of the great machines, which make
nenrly 16,000.000 cigarettes o doy. 1t has
often leent sand that these almost human
machines can make the cigareties, sort
them, pack them, and do everything bt
stnoke them.

It is the mushroom growth of small
shops, fostered by electric power and the
new import tarift laws, which is most
signifieant, In recent years an jimazing
mumber of necessities, formerly imported,
have ¢ome to be made here.  From a ver-
itable host of tanneries comes leather of
voud quality, which s skilliully worked
o tromks, horness, saddles, belts, hoots
anddl shoes, and handbags.  Candy and
cakes and soft drinks are important mwan-
factiires, and the owtput of réady-made
clothing from cotton, wool, aud linen las
grown hugely m recent times.  Raileoad
shops, iron anid steel mills, as well as smelt-
ing and refining works, now give employ-
mient to thowsands ; and & new imdustry,
airplane construction, is growing up.

O Inllhgeaards, i streel cars, mo mews-
{m{wrﬁ amd on theater curtnins the well-

pwn illustrations  for American-made
toathpaste, (ypewriters, motor cars, and
tollet soaps give gnudy welcome to visit-
ing Yankees, and bring that sense of se-
curity which comes from contact with
familiar things in far places.

TO-DAY ON “THE YUKON TRAIL OF 1893"

onely 2,300 mules from Lake Ben-

nett to Bermmg Sen becante almiost
overnight the highway of adventurers [rom
all natioms,  Now, thirty years later, in-
spiration armed me with a movie camera
insteat] of a pick and sent e north to
see for myself that famous old “Tral of
HgR."

A former shipmate. Fred Hill, enlistol
as my companion:  With a contract to hlm
the annual migration of caribon across the
Yukon, we dasted off our canoe, Song o
the I inds, and shipped it with us from
Seattle. The canoe, 18 feet ling, sprice-
ribbed, eanvas-coversd, and decked over
o the bowe hod already savigated the
Smake and Columbin rivers.

We haunched our craft at Juneau in
June amd paddled north between snow)
peals of the Alexander Archipelago to
Skagwiy. This sleepy town, resting in
low valley between glacier-cdged mionn-

Far from bemg adventurers otrselves,
we soon {ound we hadn't even sprouted
pin feathers. Our new hoots rised blis-
ters as wi ascended Chilkoot Pass from
deserted Divea, and the mosquitoes buzzed,
“They shall not pass.”  We soon voted
to almndon that route! Yet some of the
ninety-cighters, we are told, brought bi-
eveles along with them to pedal their woy
to the Klondike!

S0 in eomfort we comquered the White
Pass in 3 enach behind a poffy little en-
pine that zgzagged to the summit of
this coasti] mounthin berrer, where the
Rockies slope into Canailian  territory.
Sen crone was Jeflt behind, as we ratthed
down the tastern watershed,  Here, be-
ginning scarcely 15 miles from the Pacific,
the first dribblmg waters fecding the Yu-
kon lakes are destinsd to travel 2,300 miles

to rench Bering Sen.  Thanks to the seme
lure that itched the feet of Ulysses s
Migellan, we were to travel with these
waters (see map, page 89).

While tourists hesweged the Tunch cour-
tier at Bennett, we carried our canoe 1rom
the fut car behind the cinder-spatting loco-
inotive and launched it on Lake Bennett.
Ot cameras were set in ioon racks on
either side nf the bow, while our clithes
il provisions were packed in waterprood
s, Oie of these hags was marked
“Miscellgneous—if you can't find 1, look
e hetre.

Thus prepared, we mentally: d oar
first cotrse o thonsand fwisting miles to
the northwest, above the Arctie Uirele, to
where, on the apex of the preat’ Arctie
bérd at Fort Yoakon, the river tnms on a

southwesterly trek for more than a thou-

sl miles more to drop the sediment of
its burdined witers apon a erecpiy deltn,
Advinturers?  We were cheechakos, imp-
ing in our new boots!  Thirty thousand
Argonnuts had ot this trml before ws,
ad we merely Tollowed n thewr woake,
reading in a vagne way thear romante
sz, written by the old diggings, deserted
ciibins, ond stranded stenmboat bulks scot-
tered along 7ts banks all the way to 5t
Michael, on Bering Sea.

Tonirist cameras clicked as we waved
gordl-hye, bowling down the lake before
a southerly breeze.  The skeleton of the
old town of Bennett, where thousuds ot
men onee whipsawed lumber for their
crude hoats, faded away behind os.  In
mind 1 cuntrasted cur lone canoe with
that tumultuens traffic of thirty years be-
fore; when hoats of every  deseription
crowdled each other {or rowmg room,
Snow still hngered on the grante-capped
mountains rising abruptly on our left.  Ae-
companying us overhead was that graceiul
marathon flver, the Aretic tern, who spenids
his winters. on the fringe of the Antarctic,

Next morning we entered Tagish Lake
bevorul Bennett and skimmed at Carcross
pnder o swingmne bridpe.

As he de-
scribed the soeed of his motor and the
merits of towing, a squall filled our sail
and we raced away before the bLreeze,
leaving our friend astern, trving to over-
take ws amd shouting quetations on s
triowse et !

Next mornmewe decidi] we eould shoot
the stradght white ecmbers through Miles
Canyon,.  Whitchorse Rapid, however,
which terminates this formidahle harmer
three and a hali miles below, convinesd us
with hali a lock thaot our sharp-prowed
craft would be swallowed in the first
comber,  Here the whole river is fooneled
wongh o narrow rock chamnel, forming
a mass of wild breakers succeeded by
treacherous boils.  Yet mauv men who
ran these dangerous waters o old davs
ud never handled o boast o theirr lives
until they stopped at Lake Bennett to fig-
ure ottt which end of their mir went intn
the water! Wonden portage trams on
either side of the river saved the lives
of mmny whose eagerness for Klondike
goll might otherwise have sent them to
doom i this maelstrom.  We regretfully
chipped the wings of adventure by por-
tagmig to the foot of Whtehorse.

But amyome anticipating this  jovride
diown the Yuken should pot assume he
hns left the worst hehind at Whitchorse.

That evening wie camped on o rocky
bwach with a French Canadinn, Fortier,
who was returning from o four vears’
trapping expedition on the upper reachies
of the White River. He was poling up-
stream oo Jim Derre's trading post at
Coffee Creck to aell his ontht and dogs.

Below Thistle Creek we passed the
montl of the White River, whose milky

thirsty antl looked for clear nbbons of
water to All our jug.

Soon the runges fencing the Stewart
River villey appeared over the sprce Tops
aied ot @ benid ahew! the white buildings
of Stewsrt flashed m the sune On sum-
mer's brecae came o certaim wondermén
of what ndyenture awhited there.

Stewart River was known for is gokl-

Below Klondike
River the Yakon mir
rows between chouns
of striking vellow
hiuffs extemding down
tn Fortymile.

Less than a hundred miles below Diaw-
son, we passed from Yukon Territory
mto Alaskn, The boundary is marked by
a lonely cabin and belt of cut timber run-
ning over the river ranges.  All day we
had been chased by a black cloud that
eavie us o deluge of Canadian wind and
rain n American territory, just as o we
were trving to driit down on some sleep-
g caribot.
