At the hands of an
unimaginative cartographer the new wavy
lines added to the map. became New Zen-
land, after the Netherlands Province of
Zeeland, o which it bears not the least re-
semlblance, The inappropriateness of its
name, however, is not the only paradox of
thi= British Dominfon of the Far South.

Captain James Cook, who first explored
the islands a century and a quarter later,
tewk possession of them for hi= country
only to bave his claims rejected.  Hritin
still later hoisted the Unmom Jack over the
land to prevent French immigrants {rom
settling in the place they cherished {soc
text, page 191), The country's capital bears
the pame Wellington, but the Iron Duke
stood firm against the annexation,

Many New Zealanders who have never
been away from the slnds shores, and
whose parents likewise were born in the
Dominion,  still speuk of England as
“home,”

A MUSEUM OF NATURAL WONIMERS

Here in an area bpproximately the size
of Colorado are grouped the snow-mantled
peaks of a Switzerand, geysers of a Yellow-
stone, volcanic cones of Java and Japar, and
the lakes of Italy; the mineral springs of
Crechoslovakin, fiords of Norway, seacoasts
of Muine and California, and waterfalls
higher than Yosemite.

It
also is the home of the smallest known rep-
resentutive of the pine-tree family. Giant
fuchsins grow Lo the helght of 40 feet; o
white buttercup has blooms four inches in
diameter; fax is produced from a lily; man
has imported all of the mummals, and moany
of the native birds connot fly,

YTHE LOXG, DRIGIET LAND'

The Maoris were the first-known cole-
nists of these southern islands,  Guided
orly by the stars and a knowledge of the
windds and ocean currents,  they  boldly
piloted their slender double cances from
their homeland of “Hawaiki” (probably
Tahiti and the Cook Islands) to the shores
of New Lealand in the fourteenth century,
Lepend credits them with having followed
the sailing directions of the famous Poly-
nestan navigator, kupe, who is sald to have
preceded them by 400 yvears (see page 175).

To the new land they gave the lilting,
viwel-studded name, do-tea-rog, which is
variously transtated as “"The Lone White
Cloud,” “The Land of Long Dawvlight,”
and “The Long, Bright Land.”

Here they lived, increased, warred against
each other, and cultivated (heir taro and
the more importanl Sumara, or sweel po-
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tanto, which they brooght with them, Then
came whalers, missionanes, and traders;
and colonists wrrived with punpoweder, con-
Micting social standards, and the desire to
carve out new homes,

Frotracted Miuon wars, contested land
claims, the discovery of gold, land booms,

Just beyond Hamilton, the lamtest pro-
vincind town in Aucklond Province, we ran
inte peat fires that were smoldering el
eating inte the bluck soil in muny places.
The continued dry, hot summer. weather
had caused an outhreak of muny of these
destructive fires, Choking, pungent smoke
hung in a heavy pall over the district, and
whens | returmed weeks kater the fires were
still burring on many fronts and countless
acres had been rendered useless.

A few miles to the west of the maiin
road that leads to Te Kuiti are the fascinnt-
ing- Waitomo Caves.

A GLOWWORM WONDERLAND

As caves, these undergroand caverns do
not ebicit much enthusinsm, vet no other
caves that 1 have ever visited have made
such a vivid impression upon me.

The reason hinges on a tiny worm—an
unusunl  carnivorous  plowworm-—scientifi-
cally, the Boletophele Tuminoss.

The Glowworm Grotto i a magically un-
cunny spot.  Floating alung in o boat on
the stillness of a subterranean stream, one
looks up at myrinds of these tiny creatures,
with their lamps alight, that cover the rood
of the cavern like a dense, greenish-blue
Milky Way., The placid surface of the
river nlso mirrors the constellations of
splenddor, s0 that the whole underground
tunnel becomes a glowing wonderland,

Crodled in a hlmy web, from which hang
sensitive filaments seemingly bended with
tiny seed pearls, the lirvae lure tiny midges
and nther Insects with their fantastic illumi-
nitions (see illostration, page 177), When
a victim touches the sticky thremds and
strugeles to get free, the glowworm, gl
fnsherman that he is, reels in his line and
consumes the catch.

people can youch for that fact, becanse the

Indeed, this unlgue glowworm feature,
peculiar to the Waitomo Caves, is much
more memorable than any display of sta-
lactites and sialagmites, however {antasthc
and colorful, that T have seen.

Leaving Waitomo, we sped on over un-
dulating country, twisted through hills, and
looped through the winding Awnkine Val-
ley to the seacoast.

THE IUJTL 0F THE IELANDS

Far bevond, stately Mount Epmont rose
like a misty Jopanese Fujsan pattern on
asure silk.  The resemblance of Egmont
to the Japanese lnndmark Increases as one
nears it,  In travehing down the coast over
Muount Messenger toward New Plymouth, |
could well imagine my=ell again on the his-
toric enst spacoast route in Japan (see Color
Flate VI, and illustration, page 194).

Later, as we skirted around its base, past
cultivated felds and rolling pastoral londs
beyond New Plymouth, its similarity to
Fuji persisted. even to the voleanic knob
pn ope side of its slopes that destrovs the
perfect symmetry of the solnted cone,

Maoris call Mount Egmont *Taranaki,™
and that name has been given to the prov-
ince, Another popular term for the majestic
spent voleano =Y Puke-o-Nakl,” because of
the rich Maori comparisen of s graocefo
lines to those of a beautiful Maori woman.

[Dripg the Toranaki War of 1860, the
mountain served as an emblem on o the
Muori flag and its slopes provided them
refuge. Countless folk tales cluster about
its summit, which for several months of
the vear ts mantled in snow, s is the peak
of sacred Fuji.

“When you see the top of Egmont, be
prepared for rain; when vou can't see it, it
4 raining!” is a popular saying of the re-
gion.  That expression reveals the reason
for the choice farms that spread out from
the hase of the B,260-foot sentinel.

Tt is the sunniest
spof in all New Zealand, with an averape
of 2,504 hours annually, or bearly seven
hours of {ld Sal's rays for-every day of the
visr,  In record years it has reached eight
hours-a day.

In fertile soil and under sunny skies,
orchards and gardens thrive, [t is the
country of large apple orchards, bop gar-
tlenis, and vineyards,

five m,” said one resident. My wife and |
came out to New Zealand with only a4 few
pounds In our purse. We found Nelson,
loved it, and have lived comfortabiy in its
stnshineg, Any song of New Zealand must
have more than a few noles on Nelson!"

South of Nelson there is pitractive moun-
tain and valley scenery, culminating in the
Buller Gorge.

For more than 60 miles the road toward
Westport along the sinuvous, rushing
Buller River that flows between bold
wooded mountains, In many places the
road clings to a nartow ledge that has been
carved along the slopes of the range.

Westland once was also n gold-mining
center, and produced muny exciting stories
during the rush dave of the 60'; 4 few
ghost towns reveal that the “pgood old
days'” have passed.  But hvdraulic shaicing,
dredging, and panning are still carried on
ik various localities (pages 167, 195, 205),

AL Bimu, & few miles south of Fokitika,
an Amencan compoany has been success-
fully operating a dredge on alluvial seils
for severnl vears, und the claim is yet far
from. exhausted,

THE UEST aF THE GREENSTUNE

To Westland also came the Manris to do
their minmg, if such you can call their
quest of greenstone, The nephrite, or
pannamy, wis as much sought afver by the
Muoris of old as later wias gold by the white
IThekh,

The Arahura River between Greyvmouth
and Hokitika has betn an important souree
of this gréenstone, and the Muaoris came
from all over North and South Islamis
to secure it, either by barter with local
chieftnins or by expeditions up the snow-
fed river.

Fram the stone the Maoris carved the
Titthe fieures. or fikis, that are worn as
charms on their necks. So prized were the
arnaments and weapons {ashioned from
this jewel stone that the Maoris made the

It 15 & land
of lakes, mountains, glaciers, and dense
bushland.

Becaunse of the high backbone of the
Southern Alps, which extend the whaole
lerth of South Island, moisture-laden
clouds, sweeping pomss the Tasman Sea,
drop their heavy burden in Westland,
same sections hoye maore than 200 inches
of rainfall annually.  Consequently, vege-
tatfon s luxuriant. Tree ferms grow to
magnificent  proportions on the densely
wooded slopes and in the humid valleys.

Through nearly g hundred miles of this
sun-spedred Dush, we motored southwest
from Hokitika to Waitho Gorge, near the
base of the Franz Josef Glacier.

As we swung arewnd a bend in the road
where we coulidl <ee the sparkling white
riblon of the ghcler dipping down into the
hush in the gorge from the perpetual snows,
SLOrT rlnw'fs hegan boiling on the snowy
praks,  And by the time we had 2at down
o o belated Tunch at the hotel it had al-
ready begun to rain,

Pour is a better word.  For thirty hours
the rains came down without o halt, It
almost seemed that Waiho was gelting its
full guota of rain all at once.  Thunder
hoomed and echoed in (the mountains. Tor
two more doys it alternated between rain
and fog.

A OLACIER: THRUSTH DHMWX TO SUR-
TROPICAL BL°SH

But the Franz Josel Glacier and its back-
ground of mountains i warth waiting long
to see nn o clear day. It s one of the most
remarkable glaciers in the world, Slip-
ping down from a large snow Akl ol more
than 8000 feet, it terminates in subtropical
trush, only 700 feet above seqx level, Move-
ment in its upper reaches 5 remarkably
rapid, 15 or more {eet adoy.

Airplane flights have proved a popular
method of seeing this eight-mile long river
of bluish-green ice, pressing down among
hills that are aflame in Januvary with red
flowering rafa trees (see Color Plate XV,

With' Captain Mercer, T few over the
placier antl looked out toward the snow
fields aned bold Alps, and 1 al<o went with
him on the initial dir-mail route In New
Zealand,

Thiz mountainous region is hardly suited
for fyving, but the captain hops here and
there, lnnding on graveled river flats and in
pastures 1o deliver mail or to land miners
and other passengers along the coast,

Before we could land at the airport in
Hokitika, we had o zoom down and
(righten o flock of sheep off the runway,

The genial air pioneer is also the only
flying “paper boy” that 1 have over mel
Om the afternpon flight from Hokitika 1o
Waiho we carried the [atest papers from
Christchurch, and dropped them over the
valley homes along the way,

Occasionally  some recipient of this
unigue service may hiave to resort o a
ladder to rescue his {rom the enves
teoiageh, but be can read the news a day or
two suoner than if he were to refy on the
regular postal delivery,

Seventeen miles from Watho, by rowl
around the rata-splashed mountains, is Fox
Glacier, longer, more twisting, and descend-
ing even lower than the Franz Josel (see
ilustration, page 217). Here one comes
almost to journey's end, so far as motor
travel in Westland is concerned,

Maupwise, a road spur, éextending up the
Tasman Valley toward the base of Mount
(‘nok, Is only about 17 miles inland in &
atralght line, But an §,800-foot pass of the
Alps, engulied in snow and ice, stands De-
tween. And notching the sky in the region
are the hoary moparchs of Mount Cook
(12,349 feet), Movnt Tasman (11,467
feet), aned Aounts Malte Brun, Seiton,
Haidinger, and La Perouse (all towering to
more thun 10,000 feet), besides a number
of lesser preaks.

S0, to-get that 17 miles, we had to travel
ack to Hokitika, spiral up through the
Citira Gorge, cross Arthur's Pass, descend
to the Canterbury Plains and Christchurch,
and thence motor sauthwestwiand into the
hills again—a wide cross-island loop, 489
miles in all!

Few ploces in contrasting New Zealamd
reveal maore striking changes than the jour-
ney up the Otirn Gorge and over Arthur's
Pas< (see Color Plate 1X). On the Otira
side of the pass the mountains are densely
woodled : above the giant tree ferps, the
rali flaunls it= masses of red blooms. But
on the eastern slopes the land is barren,
exvept for clumps of beech (locally called
birch).

problematical, most people ship their cars
by riddway from Arthurs Piass station to
Springheld, The brover do try i, how-
ever, but nsually rely on & regular towing
service maintained at the river.  Without
the towing, one might pecotiate the uncer-
tain bed successfully, but i not, it may
miean hours of delay, and what charpges!

From Springheid to Lhe coast the land
levels out into the vast Canterbury. Plains,
the richest aerwoultural territory m thae
country,  For miles about Christchurch the
land was a sen of rippling grain, ripe for
harvest. Canlerbury, too, has extensive
pastoral linndds LM which thoosands of
sheep are pastured.

Traveling over the golden plains, with
many f the helds set off by long rows
of slender poplars, it is interesting to re-
call that the Scots, who founded Dunedin,
pisserl the Canterbury district by, becnuse
they thought that the low-lving land could
not easily be won 1o agriculture,

Yet here is produced four-fifths of the
wheal grown in New Zealand, which in
1934 (olaled somewhat more than 10,000.-
000 bushels.

The curative mineral waters and

Large portions of New Zealand’s oats,
barley, peas, and linseed also are grown on
these fertile plains.,

Christchurch is a tronsplanted English
town, The Anglican founders who came
out in 1850 sought o create a Canterhury
m New Zealand, which was to differ from
the Canterbury in Englamd only in that
they were 1o have more physical com{arts
than in their old home.

50 Christchurch has at its heart an Eng-
tish cathedral, with a spire fowering alwive
the central sgquare, From this square raadi-
ate streets bearing names of Anglican bish-
ojics,  The peaceful  Avon, which me-
wHiers back and forth throogh the city 1o
e crosser]l by 26 bridees, s bordered by
English plant= and trees.  And about the
neEvy stone walls and corodors of Canter-
bury University College, where Rutherford,
the [amous physicist, once studied, clings
the atmosphere of an English school (see
Calor Plate X151 and page 216).

The “City of the Plina™ lies eight miles
inland from the sea, but finds putlet for its

Southeastward, beyond the Bay of I'ort
Lyttelton, extends the Banks Pemnsula, an
upthrust of volcanic peaks and old lava
flows, now clothed with farms and foliage.

This land of hills and indented bays is
of historig import, Within Akaroa Hor-
bor, a fong tongue of water that penetrales
deeply into the end of the peninsula, con-
gregnted whaling vessels from muny lands
during the. early years of the 19th century.

in 1833, while on a whaling venture,
Captain L'Anglois became enamored of
the land and three wyears later agreed to
purchase the whole peninsuld from the
Maoris, Upon his returm to France, he
ceded his rights to the Nanto-Bordelaise
Company for future Fronch settlement.

But on August 13, 1840, when the old
Compte de Puoris, carrying emigrants, and
its accompanying Ingate, L' Aufe, arrived,
ane can imagine the dismay of the settlers
and officers when they saw the Union Jack
woving in the breeze. The British had
slipped n two davs earlier and procladmed
the land as thewr own!

French colonial deeams failed, but mem-

sittilits

ories of that near-Irench land on South
lsland =till cluster about many French
riirmies thol hoave beoen attached o the at-
tractive town of Akaroa and 1ts environs,

From Christchorch we =zped down
through the Cunterbury Plaing, turned into
the hills, and after mounting Burke's iss
came into the rolling plateay land of the
Muckenxie country.

A PULLOCK, A COLLIE, AND SHEFR

sheep graze the witle acres that stretch
aont toward the high Alps. From the be-
ginnipg sheep have been linked with the
natie Mackenzie,

The story 5 told that one * Jock™ Mac-
kenzie, 0 Highland shepherd, was the first
man to wander up into this high region and
see f15 adaptability as o grazing land.

He returned 1o secure povernment license
to occupy the territory, and then set off with
his collie doe and a4 single pack bullock,

Oh yes, the sheep., Well, It seems Lhot
he cut out about a thousand Trom sameone
clse's flocks und drove them up into his
newly leased domain,  But the sheep were

Hising in the lecality of Tongariro Nutional Park, this river loops Jdown through the south-
western poftion of MNorth Islundd, Althoupgh mavigalde for about 140 miles, the most  Inleredting
sectiom i throusth this 40-mile-long narvow dedile, above Pipirikd.  Where Muori runoes once
parsded; these dugouts sow curry: visitors o gimpse (s rureed settinge and bold rock walks
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missed. Mackensie was truiled and caught
anid wiis then given time to think over diffi-
culties sometimes encountered in sheep
raising while doing hand labor in the Lyttel-
tan gaol.

Others, through more approved proce-
dure, have since stocked the ranges of the
Mackenzie country;

Cupped within the hills are the milky-
jule waters of Lakes Tekapo and Pukaki,
some fifteen miles apart. In their waters
are suspended the sediments coming from
the rock-grinding talons of ice that stretch
down from the Alpine snows.

Aswe rounded Pukaki, a storm was brew-
ing on the high ranges. A strong gale was
swieeping down the Tosman Valley and lift-
ing the glacial dust bke o heavy plume of
smoke into the air. Mount Cook, the
Aorangt, or “Cloud Piercer,” of the Maoris,
and culminating masterpiece bf the Alps,
was hidden from view.

As we traveled up heside the lake the
pride of the Alps became visible at one side
of the banner of dust. Heavy secthing
clouds,  however, werne ﬁ}ttrillﬁ over the
passes and swirling around the slopes of
mujestic Aorangi. Only the upper Lip of
the shimmering pyramid reared into the
blue sky above the storm that rode on the
rain-heavy Tasman winds ( Plate X111,

We asccomplished the last mile to the
Hermitage over tussock lands and through
gravelly stream beds in the face of the hiss-
ing windl and driving ram,

The barométer fell steadily, and the next
morning foz and rain engulfed the valley.
As the wind occasionally whippued aside the
veidl on the mountainsides, we could see
that they were powidered white with newly
fallen soow.

But we were not to see the 14 peaks,
rising to more than 10,000 feet, that are
visihle from vantage points in the locality
ori fair days. Nor wete we to oblain a
glimpse of the several glaciers thut fll the
sharp defiles between the precipitous moun-
tains of rock and ice.

S0 we left the Hermitage and molored
southward to Cmarama, thence across Lo
Oumary on the coast, and on down 1o Dun-
edin, Practically all of the territory well
on toward Ouamaru is given over almost #x-
clusively to pastoral pursuiis.

Near Kurow n hydroelectric dam  has
heen Luilt acress the Waitaki, a river that
iz often called the New Zealand Tweed, be-
cause it forms the boundury hne between
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the English-settled Province of Canterbury
amd  the Scottish-developed Otago (see
Calor Plate X1V),

Below Kurow the valley opens out mio
a few fields and orchards,  And from the
spick-and-span town of Oamara, whence
comies the limestone that is used exten-
sively for building, to Dhmedin the coun-
try iz o series of wheat helde and rolling
hills,

Port Chalmers; snuggled in a crescent ut
the water’s edge far below the hill road, s
an introduction to the eight-mite-long wind-
ing harhor of Dunedin.

AN KxpURGH OF THE SOUTH

Yet the view of Dunedin bursts upon one
as o surprise.  Like Wellington, it is built
within an amphitheater of blue-green hills
(see iHustrations, pages 200 and 215).  Amd
as distinctively as Christchurch is English
and Anglican, so Dunedin is Scottish and
P'reshyterian.

Dieliberately the settlers from the newly
organized Free Church oof Scotlamd, who
arrived here in 1848, s&f out to make the
spltlement o new Edinburgh (Celtic, Thn-
edin) of the South. Their passion for re-
lgziom antd education made Dunedin a model
colony for New Zealand.

The city reflects solidarity, Its schools,
law courts, university, amnd many other
structures are butlt of stone as enduring as
the rock-hewn capital of native Scotland.

Otapn University was founded in 1869,
the first Institution of higher learning in
New Zealand. 1t is now affiliated with the
University of New Fealand, to which also
gre connected Canterbury University Col-
lege (Christchurch), Victoria University
College (Wellington), and Auckland Uni-
versity College.

Fach of the colleges, besides providing
the usual university courses, specializes in
certain fields. (haeo University has medi-
cal and dental schools, a school of mining
and metallurgical engineering, and a school
of bome seience.  Canterbury has a school
of engineering: Aucklund has schools of
architecture, commerce, and engineering;
while Victorin College specializes in law

and science.

B8.500, Its {eet are firmly planted beside
the hilly bay, its commerce and linance re-
miain strong, and the products of the Otago
woolen mills are widely known.

Southland, a former portion of Otago, is
the southermmost region in the world where
varied activities of mankind are carried on,
Magallunes, on the Strait of Magellan,
claims the distinction of being the “south-
ernmost city in the waorld,” but il owes its
prosperity principally to sheep,  Invercar-
gill, standding op a plain at the lower tip
of New Zealand, = a town of 21,200 peo-
ple, and is surrounded by fertile furming
lands,

Much of the country’s wheat and onts
not produced in Canterbury are grown hene,
{Ju..'.mmws of butter, cheese, wool, and meat
are nlso produced in this far-south locality.

Back in 1861 gold was found in Ot
(the dizcoveries. in Westland  {ollowed
shortly afterward) and the inevitable rush
hegan. Diggers poured in from Aistralia—
the average was-a thousand a day. In three
yienrs the population of the Province haod
been mialtiplied sixfold, But the boom days
were fairly short-lived,

As we motored up the Clutha River to-
ward Queéenstown and Pembroke, we saw
many of the old workings. Although fruit
pardens around Roxburgh now grow be-
gitdde old l_aFIin;; dumps, and agriculture or
sheep raising employ most of the residents,
gold mining has not entirely ceaused,

R-.-ﬂ'.rnllj.r, through the enhanced demand
for gold in world markets and through the
system of subsidies now granted from un-
emplovment  reliel funds toward the as-
sistance of miners, mining has had in:
ereased stimolus (see iHustrations, page 167
aned 195),

Red-roofed Queenstown  stands  beside
the longe S-shaped waters of Laoke Wakutipu
that are hemmed in by the jasged wall of
The Remarkables amd other mountain
menks, 5,000 to 8,000 feet high.

Lake Te Anou is lnreer, amed Manapourt
with its multitude of ilands, is considered
mete beautiful than Wakatipu,  Hut the
twisting Alpine lake, ffty-two miles long
and in:some places more than two miles
wide, presents a most satislying plcture, a
study in deep, deep blue between the bold
mouTilain ramparts.

Wakatipu is but ane of the many lakes
that Maoris claim were duag by the mighty
explorer, Rakaihaitu, who, with Paul Bun-
vanlike propensities, strode down the length
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of the ielands and scooped out the deep
trenches. The real Rakaihaitu, however,
was a vast plowing glacier—many glaciers
—Jlong since melted.

There i a wonderland of New Zealand
as yet antouched by motor or trais travel,
1t is the Fiordiand which stretches for 200
miles wlomg the southern end of the west
const. Here the forces of Nature have torn,
pouged, and shredded the rugpged rock
minsses into a series of sounds, comparable
to the fiords of Norway.

If you would see this land you must re-
sort to - steamer cruise or try your legs on
the trail.

Lake Te Anau B the starting point for
what 18 koown as the “Waorld's Wonder
Walk.” BHouats steam up the upper end of
the lake and drop passengers ofi at Glade
House, whence begins the hike up the bush-
mantled Clinton Canyon, with mountains
towering on either hand.

A NTAGARA OF NEW ZFEALANT

The trail leads over Mackinnon's Pass,
past one of the world's highest waterfalls
(the Sutherlund, whose waters plunge down
in three leaps from the height of 1904
feet®). and thence along other imposing
mountain triadls.  Finally the tramp comes
to an end at the head of Milford Sound.

From the Milford waters rear shatp
Mitre Peak (see page 214) and The Lion;
waterfulls leap over high walls that gird the
deep tongue of the soumd, and unspoiled
bush clothes the land. '1"]mli;g:;hi.~5 of hlis-
terer] heels or stiff muscles are feeting, but
Lthe splendors of the walk remain.

}'.J.ghl dhays are required for the trip, but
in those elght davs one hae walked 57 {as-
cinoting miles and traveled another 126
miles by launch, _

But to return to Quesnstown and the trip
northward through Pembroke.  Between
the two towns 5 Urown Range, crossed by
a rigzay hishway, the highest motor road
in New Zealand, Whhin the locality of
Pembroke are the snow-fed lakes of Wa-
naka aml Hawes, backed by the snowy Al-
ping peak of Avalanche and pyramidal
Aspiring (see Color Plate X11).

With drastic laws and a large expendi-

As we rolled northward over Lindis Pass
aned through golden and reddish-tinted pas-
ture lands pust Cimorana, the Alps assumed
impressive proportions. |1 could appreciate
then: the glovious range of snows thit lay
hfrlritln v the rain clouds on our earlier
visit,

At a distance of more than fifty miles
peerless Aornngi stosd out boldly against
the intense blue sky. From Loke Pukaki
to an old zlacial moraine near the base of
the crysial-whit¢ penk, 1 climbed dozens of
vantage points to photograph the entrancing
views (see Color Plate XTI,

The Tasman Glucier wis of blinding
whiteness.,  This river of fce = one of the
largest glaciers in habitable rones of the
world, It i more than 18 miles long nnd
averades o mile dind o guarter inwidth, with
ice 200 to 1,000 feet deep (see [ustration,
pape 20)).

How many miles 1 hiked that doy up
anel down slippery tussock-covered hills, 1
don't know, But even Cook was weary
hearing me showt: “Wait a minute, here's
another picture]”

When evening shadows had darkened the
fuce of Sefton, the Fomstool, and the
stocking CGliwier, and the sunset had torned
Mount Cook to a delicate rose color, | was
tired. Later, as [ changed color plates and
ilms, my curtnin shade began whipping
noisily, It was gnother westerly from the
Tasman Sea, bearing another deluge of
rain.

15 also New Zealond’s Yellowstone, a lanid
dotted with sulphur caves, bolling spirings,
spouting gevsers.

a most realistic emblem.  Several smiall
pink terraces have also been built up by
the cascading silica-laden waters.

Three miles from this valley Karapiti
Blowhole roars continually, letting off
steam (estimated at 180 pounds’ pressure
to the sguoare inch) from its nearly Tool-
wide mouth, like some overfired colossal
Jocomuotive (see fllustration, page | 79). Une
wonders what the thermal activity in
North Islund would be if this giant safely
valve were not serving as an outlel to the
tremendous underground pressures;

For eight pEﬂrs it had considerable ac-
tivity, and then lapsed into a long period
of quiet. Since then, it has awakened with
heavy outhbursts on several occasions., M
the moment it is mactive, but no one knows
when the inmnocent pool may apain torn into
another caldron of wrath,

The whole Rotorun district s an inter-
mingled inferns wml vernal paradise, The
New Zealanders, however, have assisted in
clothing the pumicecovered lands with
trees.  State and proivate companles have
planted thousands of acres to insignis pines
throughout the locality,

A FOHREST HBLOWN AWAY

Afforestation projects include pot only
the Rotorua district but also extensive
operations in other localities as well. In
North and South Islands the State has plan-
tations totaling nearly 400,000 acres, while
privite companies, beginning in 1923, have
more than a quarter of a million acres al-
ready planted.

Forests come and forests go, but none
has ever gone quicker than the one which
previous to 1886 clothed the top of Mount
Tarawern, a grim old mountam that stomds

With the forests and Qying rock also went
all the wiler from Roto Mahona and the
famed Pink and White Terruces, For eight
miles the earth was rent as if by a giant’s
cleaver. Mud, water, ond wvolcanic ash
showered the :uu.u.ttj,rsidt,, covering  some
places to the depth of several feet, Several
Maori settiernents and the villnge of Wairon
were buried under the rain of debris,

At the Maori village of Whakarewarewa
I talked with an aged Maori woman who,
s a young girl, had experienced those
awiul hours of bombardment (see Color
Piate [H1). The only one of her family
to escape, <he had never gone back to
the place again. But were she to retum
she would see many changes, The scars.
have largely been healed, the countryside
has aﬁn'm been clothed with verduore, bhut
Roto Mahana is now 30 times larger than
it was before the eruption. The other lakes
also are strikingly altered, and the deep
rift still yawns in the

Rutmun is known [o mlmlless' visitors,
because of its gevsers. plop-plopping mud
pots, and its {famous curative thermal
springs, Here the Government maintains
an extensive sanitoriom and baths (p. 190).

NATURE FROVIDES HOT WATER AND
FIRELESS COOKERS

Homes in the near-by Maori villages of
Ohinemuty and Whakarewarewa (pronun-
ciation usually shortened to Whaka!) are
built the steaming crevices, hol
springs, and bofling pools (See page 173).

Many of the women and girls act ps
guides to the thermal area, and the villagers
also present their poi and heka dances for
the benefit of visitors (sce page 176).

BAHAMA HOLIDAY

By FREDERICK SiMPICH

OOK down now!" shouts n passenger,
“We're tlving over & Sahara desert
with blue puddles on it.”

“That's alf water,” explains the steward,
“But it's so clear you see right through
it—to the white, sandy bottom, The blue
puddles are just deep ocean holes.”

What with racing cloud shadows, play of
[ight on green istands, painted coral, and
tintod sands, the human eye i easily fooled
by some of physical geography's tricks on
an air trip through the Bahamas,

Two hours from Miami, Florida, out
over the Gull Stream in o fast plane, you
reach this 630-mile chain of some 3.000
British-owned islands, cays, and rocks that
stretches almost to Hispaniola (page 223).

Just now we are flying past the north
tip of flat, brush-strewn Andros Island,
largest of the Bahamas, its west shore
lapped by milky shallows known as *The
Mud,* where rheumatic sponge fishers ply
their back-breaking teade in the blug-green
depths (see illustration, page 230).

All of us, except the blasé man sunk in
a detective story, keéep our noses pressed
agrinst the windows, watching the fasci-
mating panorama of reefs, islets, sand
bars, and multi-hued waters below.®

So flat and Jow, 8o symmetrical are some
of these tiny jungle-green isles that {rom
above, in Jack-and-the-Beanstalk fancy,
they sugpeest huge pumpkin leaves afloat on
seas of opaline paint.

“Look at that long strip of land, with a
pirate’s fower on- it!” some one Urges,

“That's “Treasure lsland” (Salt Cay).
It belongs to Jobn T, McCutcheon, the
Chicago cartoonist,” explains the patient
steward (page 220). “Now we're over Hog
Ialand, ‘where human swallows from Can-
ada and the States sun themselves in win-
ter, . . . There's their Porcupine Club,
and Paradise Beach (page 224). “That
wreck is on old Confederate blockade run-
ner, sunk 70 vears ago.  The big island is
New Providence, and this town is Nassau,
capital of the Bahamas."

Flashes now of galloping ponies training
on a dusty track, and a goll course dotted
with palms bent by tropic winds: a ruined
tower, which the steward says was Black-
beard's Iookout: then ancient; abandoned

smooth, bumpless landing.

NASSAU A REBORN CAPITAL

“Welcome to the lsles of Junel™ greeted
my host, as I scrambled ashore,

From the dock we drove through long,
straight Bay Street, which is the shopping
center of Nassau, High-rooled, horse-
drawn hacks, bells jingling and red cur-
tains flapping, moved in and dul among
motor cars, bicycles; and huge sponge carts,
their cargo bully but light (see page 244).

“To your right,” said my host, in mock
imitation of a goide's lecture, “is Old Fort
Montague, captured by the baby American
Navy during the Revolution, . . . That
wharf Is where they hanged pirates.

“That big shed is the sponge market.
The hymns vou hear are sung by the old
women who sit there in the shade and clip
sponges with their shears, and get them
ready to ship.”

“But who are all these excited people,”
[ asked, “crowding the curio shops for
trick straw hats, turtle shells, and picka-
ninny dolls? Surely they can't all live in
this small town!™

“They don't. They're travelers. Each
season 60 or 80 big livers call here on
Caribbean cruises, Plus those who come by
planes and private yachts, Nassan winter
visitors almost equal the whole population
of the Bahamas,™

“Fifty-nine thousand people are gcat-
teved through these islands. Eighty per-
cent are blacks and mulattoes; many never
even get to Nassau, much Jess the Florda
mainland., This 15 a town now, you might
say, of hotels—uand history.”

Like a hmmken stringe of beads, the more than 3,000 ilands, cays, and rocks that form this
British archipelngn wre strewn dver ssme 630 miles, between Florids and Hispanioln.

When Liverpool used to send 100 or more
“blackbirders” to Africa each year, and
when our own American-built craft were
in this traffic, as many as 74,000 blacks
annually used to be sold into the West
Iﬂ.diu, of which the Bahamas got thyir
share.,

After Comwallis wielded at Yorktown,
Lovalists flocked to the Bahamas, bringing
their slaves, silverware, and other personal
effects. On plantations of cane and cotton
developed by these royval refugess rose an-
other tide of profits.  This ebbed when
slaves were freed, and when competing
agriculture grew up in the States

Loyalists, departing for England after
this land boom faded, turned their farms
aver to ex-slaves or other retainers; lacking

skill, capital, or sufficient energy, these lat-
ter fniled. Farming declined. An easier
living—if on a lower standard—was offered
by the sea. Hence today the once produc-
tive fields are wdle and brush-grown.

Andros Island, for example, named for
an early Governor of the Maossachusetts
Colony, was once the scene of much sisal
growing, well-known families in England
being the owners.. Now all that is aban-
tloned.

Muzgau's truly Golden Age came in our
Civil War, when the city was the base for
Confederate blockade runners., Nassau was
gay then with British officers, barrels of
money, and gallint gentlemen in Confed-
erate gray. Sm cotton sold here for
ten times its cost in the Carolinas.
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Musty court records tell sorry tales of
another activity that for years gave a living
to many Bahama folk. That was “wreck-
ing."” In one six-year period, 313 “wrecks”
were (fbcially reported.

Most recent hectic boom for Nassau was
that of rummmning, which passed when the
American  prohibition law was repealed.
New buildings, better streets, and public
utilities—many of these Nossag paid for in
this high tide of alcoholic progperity.

Yet todny a new kind of prosperity,
wholesome and satisfying, is coming 10 Nas-
sau. This is its rise as a popular winter
resort, which compensates for the vanished
revenue of former more exciting days,

“But Nassau is not the Bahamas," my
informant insisted.  “You ought to see some
of the Out Islands."”

AN ISLAND OF FORGOTTRN MEN

Abaco lies far up to the north end of the
Bahama chain, =olated and seldom visited.

Racing past rainbow patterns on early-
morning squall clouds of crepe. satin, and
dilver, we flew hy tny amphibian to see
Abaco, and its consar eous colony at
Hopetown, on Elbow Cay, where so many
peaple look alike, and there are more
womén Lthan men.

Strange  indeed wns Hopetown's be-
ginning., About 1785 a Loyalist widow,
Wynnnie Malone of Charleston, South
Caralina, came to this spot with her four
children.  One davghter eloped with a
whaling skipper; another married a South
Carolinian who came with them, while
the two boys married into white families
irom elsewhere in the Bahamas, The
last three couples remained here,

"How many of you are there now?" |
asked a patriarch Malone,

“Just 363," he said, “one for each day in
the vear. There used to be a lot more. . . .
Yes, we are all Kin, 1 think nearly half the
people in town are Malones or Russells, or
folks of one or two other names."

“Do no new. settlers come?”

“No. Only one, I recall, in many years,”

Two villagers showed me ahout this re-
mate, half-forgotten colony, as shut-off and
communal in many wavs as Pitcaim Island
itself, the shy people 2o near and yet so far
from their pneestral mainland., A brood-
ing, silemt place, without streets, for there
are no wheeled vehicles at all; no horses,
o ostoves or chimnevs, but ootdoor ovens
for baking {see page 243). Few houses with

glass windows, mostly wooden shutters, to
be cleséd when hurricanes blow.  And how
they blow! I saw two-inch marble tomb-
stones that had been broken off by a storm!

“A third of all houses in town blew away
or slipped off their pins” the min said.
“And look what it did to our coconut
grove] "

“Yes, there are more people in our three
graveyards than are alive here now. Why
not? We've been here 150 yvears, There's
one old graveyard we don't use now; the
people there died in the cholern year, long
H.Hm.,“

"Come and see the turtle pen.”

We went past the lighthouse to a small
miet cut off from the sed by a brush fence.

“We catch turtles and put "em in here,
and fatten ‘em, like chickens.”

Several turtles stuck their heads up, as
il expecting food.

“What do you give them?"

“Conch meat, mostly. But they like
grass, too,”

“Turtles and wild pizs mive us our meat,
Summer nights we sit on the beach aml
walch turtles come out Lo dig holes, and lay.
They rear back, then, and cover their egis
with sand, and pat it down with their front
thippers,

“You can iollow the turtle tracks on the
beach, sometimes, and find a nest that way.
We boil the eges, but only the yolk gets
hard. One turtle lnys a whole hatful of

To me, the eres look like ping-pong balls.

Conchs, clams, whelks, and oysters-—here
pronounced  “hysters"—all are part  of
Abaco’s diet | you see people gathering them
along the beaches.

Along the narrow path which serves as
Hopetown's main street, we returned (o our
plane, Men and boys followed, silently.
Women very shyly peeped from hehind
hall-closed doors or around the corners of
wooden houses.

SEA-GOING PIGS OF THEH BAHAMAS

Flying south pgain, we passed over an
old lumbering camp near some of the thick
pine forests on Abaco. In these Abato
woods, and on other islands, men and dogs
hunt the ferce wild hogs,

Like the Bible's bedeviled swine that cast
themselves into the sea, these Bahama pigs
are also known to jump into the ocean—
but only when chased by dogs, or when they
swim to another &land hunting food.

“1 know by experience,” =aid a Cuban
sportsman resident in Nassau, “that these
wild pigs can swim al least two hours, unless
they're overfat. Hunting on the Bery
group, 've seen pigs swimming from one
wlaned o wnother.  When worried by dogs,
the pies will dash into the water, then [ace
about, and maybe disembowel o dog with
one up-jerk of the tusks.

“Tt's very exciting to see the bluck hays
and their dogs battle o wild boar. They
mix il =0 fast you can’t tell ope from the
other. Sometimes the blacks use an ax, a
club, or even throw rocks, Many can throw
straighter than they con shoot. When they
butcher a pix, they cut the side meat into
long strips and salt it down, On Inagua
and Abaco I've oflen seen wild sows fol-
lowed by big broods of young; they cin
hide instantly, like quail.”

WATCHING THE SBPONGE FLEET AT WOERK

Sniling from Nassau over o Andros [s-
Innd in a 25-foot catboat, with a crew of two
lilacks, we found the sponge fleet hard at

Fach crew stays out some weeks, or until
it wets a full cargo.

At dusk a boy plucked a home-made
banjo, its hegd an old oll can, and the men
sang hymns. A favorite was “Send Down
the Blessings."

Following a “bight’" which outs Andros,
we sailed through to its western shores, and
then northward and into a jongle creek,
lookimy for Aammgos.®

In camp here we met a lone, barefoot
white man, burned & rich reddish brown.,

“I'm the best-known beachcomber in the
Bahamas,” he boasted. “Been here 16

The Commissioner at Mangrove Cay. he
assured us, was the only other white man
on Andros,

“Lonely? Not at all!" he nsisted. “1
guitle fishing and hunting parties from Nas-
sau; but my most faithful companon s a
curlv-talled lzard. I've trained him to keep
tlies off my food, He'll jump right acmss
my plate and grab any fly that dares to
lght1"

He cleaned three land crabs we had dug
out, and stewed them with fish, potatoes,
and orions, making a Mulligan.

“Some iguana wotld help,” he said.
“Lots of 'em here, but thev're shy, You
are their tracks along the beach, where they
hunt crabs,"”

Sailing back to Mangrove Cay next day,
we passed a Government boat that was
planting sponge. The men cut up a live
ponge, tie each bit to a small rock, and
sink it—just like setting out plants: These
pleces grow.

Ashore at Mangrove Cay, we visited the
sthool teacher and went {o see some caves:
in-the rocky, brush-grown ridges back ol
the small settlement, The caves showed
signs of occupancy.

“We ztore food in here,” the blacks said,
“to keep it away from the rats"

Except for clay pipes, rope, salt, cassava,
kerosene, cheap tobacco, some bolls ol
cilico, and three almost prehistoric cans of
corned beel, we found little to buy in the
village store. Ome friendly woman, how-
ever, ran down a black rooster fisr us,
whose squawk set all the village dogs to
barking,

Though Andros iz 104 miles long and
shelters some 7,000 le, it has no rowds,
plows, work animals, or wheeled vehicles,
T till what soil #xists in cracks and holes
among the stones, only sharp sticks and
simple hand tools are used.

WARDING OFF THE IOUANAS

“When I was a boy on Andros,” said one
of our crew, it was my job ot night to help
the dogs keep the iguanas out of our sweet
potiyto patch. One of our pups got bit in
the neck by an iguana, and bled to death.”

The result was highly soccessiul, The
hound has the better nose, but it is not a
particularly plucky dog.

Fiace to face with even the: big-
gest of cats, it hidd the courare to hold the
guarry at bay until its armed master could
reich the scene.

The Spanish pointers, wheén introduced
Into Enelond. were considercd oo slow in
pace; they dwelled on the scent and cop-
sequently were spoken of as “'potterers”
dops which mode much ado about little or
nothing., S0 the Spanish pointers were
crossed with foshounds and grevhounds,

ROT EVEN THE BARK NEGLECTED

In developing dogs for every possible pur-
pase, breeders have neglected no feature or
trait, not even the bark. In certain breeds
the bark has been liternlly bred oul of the
dog. OGeneration aiter gemerntion, it bas
been tnught to be mute, penerally because
it chiefl uvse was for stlll-huntine and n
bark, howl, or whine would give the alarm,

Good gun dogs—iLhe setters, or large land
spatniels, and the painters which {reezé into
3 statuelike “point™ at the hidden game
hirds located by body scent—hunt stealth-
ily, without a Sound. But that character-
istic was not acquired quckly or painlessly.

During the Middle Ages, when much
time wis devoted to the chose, the progeni-

developed., Ui modern pointers and set-
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ters work =o silently and efficiently largely
hecause their remole ancestors  suffered
many a whack from rough medieval hands
every time they opencd their mouths,

The Springer Spaniel, perhaps the muost
popular all-round shooting dow of the pres-
ent time, was originally one that pave
longue while hunting, In Pembrokeshire,
Wales, the county of my birth, T once knew
a man who had g fine kennel of Springer
Spaniels; a breed that gets its name from
its skill in flushing, or “springing,” pheas-
ants und other pame birds,

Sometimes one of his Springer Spaniel
daogs, in the excitement of the hunt, would
forget isell and give wngoe, On returning
home that dog would be destroved., The
owner was determined to develop a breed of
soundless or “mute” hunting dogs, and was
not averse to harsh methods to gain his end.

At a recent Virginia field trial for span-
iels a springer gave wongue while hunting a
pheasant. 1t was only the tiniest hint of
a bark, emitted by a highly strung ani-
mal in a moment of excitement. Yet, for a
springer aristocrat, even that small sound
wits an unpardonable breach of ethguette,
nil ‘o black mark was probably placed
ngainst him in the judges’ book.

Other does are silent while in action,
though perhnps for different reassons. The
fighting dogs of the old English dog-fight
pits—Hull Terriers known a5 “business
diags" among followers of that brotal game
—fought to the death without an outcry,
It seeme logical to think that this charne-
teristic was developed for efficiency. While
it 1= not true that “a barking dog never
bites," it i impossible o do both at the
same instant.  The dog that barked instead
of biting lost its hold or its opening, very
likely its life,

speed is the greyvhound's specialty, and
here, too, the bark seems (o have bowed to
efficiency.  Grevhoumds and whippets will
bark before the start, but if they bark while
racing they are looked upon as having some
alien blood in them. These slender speed-
sters, like a whiplash in action, run by their
lees and eves and not Lheir noge, as do other
hounds; and every ounce of breath must be
turned into speed. not noise (page 246),

Unlike the pointer or setter, which gallops
along with head high to cateh the body gcent
and = sternly rebuked if it utters a note,
4 hound, while hunting, keeps itz nose to
the ground and & encouraged to proclaim
its pleasure aloud on dizcovery of :.ﬁr scent.
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There are few sweeter sounds in all out-
doors than the music of a pack of fox-
hounds in full cry. Yoo can tell the hounds
are enjoving themselves, This 18 the work
they love; thic is what they were bred for!
Their stirring ery, ringing through hill and
dale, tells the skilled hunteman the story
of the chase, though he may be a long way
off, Individual voices are recouniced.

“Huark to Marmaduke!"” cries the hunts-
man, “Hark to Hamnibal! Hark to Val-
innt! Hark to Sorceress! ™

English Fushounds, and those used by
hunt clubs in this country, too, are gen-
erally given somorous, romantic-sounding
names, oftentimes of three syllables, A
friend of mine remarked that they sound
like the names of battleships in the British
Navy. They are effective, too, Think
how much more ear-filling it s to hear
“Hark to Marmaduke!” than “Hark 1o
Bob!" or “Hark to Jim!™

THE CHOIR OF THE HOUNDS

In the choir of the hounes, i all could bhe
running together, the bass would be the
deep-throated bay of the bloodhound and
the otterhound. [t i§ impossible (o express

Next in opder come the baritones of the
pack: the French Hound, the old English
Harrier, and the American Foxhound,
Their wvoices reveal that ull hove some
bloodhound in them. The American Fox-
hound is descended from the pack of French
Hounds hrought to this country by Lafa-
vette and presented to General Washington.

These bounds, of Norman blood, were
bred with English Foxhounds, such as thoze
brought here by Lord Baltimore of Mary-
land and other sportsmen of colonial days.

English Foxhounds, their woices a hil
higher pitched;, might be likened to the
tenorz in the cholr, and the beagles, with
the highest note of all the hounds, are ap
toward the soprant end of the scale,

Any real dog fancier can usually tell the
breed of a dog by its bark without having
seen it. Yet the bark of a dog is not merely
o0 bark. It is a language which the dog lover
sonpn learns to undesstand—the bark of
alarm, of jos{ul greeting, of pain, pleading,
protest, and a dozen more,

Among themselves, dogs plainly have a
language, a well-understood means of com-
munication. How miny times have you
noticed your dog, lving quietly -at your feet

WATCHDOG BEALLY A “LIsTexpoc”

Generally speaking, the best watchdigs
are the ones with upright ears. They seem
to be always on the wlert and curch the
slightest sound. A< o matter of fact, the
term “watchdog” seems to me a misnomer.,
A pood watchdog is really a “lstendog.”
Almust invariably it hesrs before it sees,

The mast courageous is usually the one
with a good deal of the bulldog in him. The
mastiff, Great Dane, Bull Terrier—all are
the very personification of pluck.

The phrase, *“bulldog courage,” has be-
come a byword. How many persons who
use the expression can picture the feats of
canine heroism that comned 12 Time and
again, when a bull hos attacked o man, o
ding has saved his life by biting at the much
larger animal’s heel or by charging straight
at 115 hend.  The bulldogs of the old bull-
baiting days always attacked the censitive
nose and hung on there, unyielding, until
the beast was brought to its knees.

You eee the same spirit exhibited by some
dogs in fighting other kinds of animals, It
15 said that the badger makes its teeth meet
every time it tnkes hold, You can imagine
the: terrible punigshment that a dog must re-
ceive in such o combat, 1 have seen dogs
torribly maltreated by badgers and  still
keep: fighting on,

MG BEAUTY SHOPS AND CANINE
RITCHENS

Tudday every conceivable agency exists for
miniEtering to canine nesds, One of the
Nations newest enterprises  js. the dopg
kitchen, now doing husiness in seversl cities,
From spotless central depots litte cardboard
pliates containing a balunced dog ration and
covered with Cellaphane or wased paper
are delivered each day to customers all
over the city, in houses or apartment build-

ings, like milk or groceries (page 251).
The dog beauty shop has become an im-
portant husiness.  Proper trimming of dogs
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iz afimeart. Men even go abroad to study
it, just as other men go to Europe to learn
painting or to perfect themselves in music.

A man of my acquaintince was engaged
by o wealthy dog funcier to help handle his
kennel of priee-winning Wire-haived  Fox
Terriers. After some days he comploined 1o
his employer that the chief handlers, who
hid been mmported, with their art, from
England, would not atlow him to learn their
secrets.  They did their plucking behind
closed doors,

Soomy acquaintance was sent to England,
. consitderable expense, to leamn the proper
way to pluck the hairs out of a terrier's
coat. MNow be B one of the masters of his
profession and is winning many champion-
ships for his employer,

Dhog leads and chains, collars, coats, and
miedicines—largely for stomiach trouble—
all give employment and bring in large
sums.  Idog hotels and hospitals are nu-
merous.  Nearly all pedigreed dogs nowa-
days are inoculated apainst distemper,

Exceptional dogs, of course, sell for thou-
santls of dollars. A Wire-haired Fox Ter-
rier not long ago brought 6,250, The
value of all the diws oo view gt the New
York or London shows would rim into
many hundreds of thousands of dollars.

DG ARTSTOCHATS HAVE INTIMATE
TKENMNEL NAMESRY

Many persims who have noticed the
lengthy, oiten unpronounceable, names un-
der which registered dogs are shown in the
ring may have wondered i the owners and
hundlers actually call them by such un-
wieldy titles. The answer is that they do
not, and in fact the dog in most cases woulil
not respond to the toploity name set down
in & kenmel club studbook,

In its droll proportions, with short tegs
and extremely long body, the present-day
dachshund reflects centuries of lLireeding
ull nimed at producing a dog that Hﬁuld
pperate with maximum  effciency in the
narrow confinegs of a badger “seit.” The
ength of the ears indicates a troce of hound
i its family tree,

To me, one of the most interesting things
aboutl dogs 5 the fact that they are not
static: new breods are developed from time
to time. Within my own lifetime several
valuable t have been produced, been
duly registered in the kennel club books,
and have added their distinctive character-
fatics i the coamopalitan population of the
canine world, Tn the case of the Sealyham
Terrier it has beon my privilege to render
some dssistance in the process (see test,
page 2T2).

The Fox Terriers

Good-tempered and  highly inelligent,
the buoyant, affectionate Fox Terriers are
excellent companions and are among the
most popular of all the members of this
lovable warrior clan {see Color Plate 1).

There are two vareties, the Smooth, or
Mut-coated, ond the Wire-haired, or rough-
cualed], In dimensiome and build they are
identical, both being of a sire that would
fit them 1o go where a fox might go (o seek
shelter from hounds or other enemies. A
{ull-grown Fox Terrier should weigh {rom
1614 to 18 pounds, a female one pound
les,

The Fox Terrier is strictly a British dog
i its origin, but ﬂpj'menﬂj.' It was not al-
ways of white color.  About a century ago,
a dog of this breed was sometimes referred
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o as a “white un.” This colloquiniivm
probably meant that a cross of a while ter-
rier of some kind had been used and that o
“white’” Fox Terrier was of a diiferent color
from maost of its forbears, some of which
hatd been black and tan or bloe and tan.

A beagle or small hound eross of blood
probably sccounted for the popular black-
and-tan-marked Fox Terriers of 70 or more

r= apo.  Furthermore, in those davs,
these dogs had larger ears.

Fox Terners today are admired and
greatly valued in all countries.  The highest
price given for & “Wire™ was 86,250 for the
English champion, Eden Aristocral, the
purchaser being an American.

In choosing a puppy, experts pick one
with a long head, small ears, and hard-feel-
ing coat.

Bedlington Terrier

The Bedlington Terrier takes its nome
from the town of Hedlington, in Northum-
berland, Englind, where this dog was first
produced by miners of the disirict (see
Color Plate 11 and page 24n). Tt is be-
Iieved to have been bred from o cross
between o whippet anid one of the terriers oi
Seotland—possibly of the Dandie Dinmont
breed (Plate V).

Its lamblike aspect belies its rugzed bock-
ground and its courape, for the Bedlington
i5 one of the bravest of all the terriers. Be-
hind it lie generations of association with
the mining folk in an atmosphere where
dog Aehting, rat pits, and other rough ps-
times involvinge does lourished.,

A modern dog of this bresd, reared under
the ordinary amd kindly conditions of the
home, should not display a fighting tem-
perament.  Stll, the pluck will be in him
should there be occasion for nguressiveness,

As o non-bench-show dog, the Bedlingtion
prows considerable coat: but for thhtl.lun
purposes the coat & plucked or stripped off
until little of it remains,

The form of the Bedlington's body sug-
gests the whippet cross, the arched loin and
deep hrisket being grevhoundlike. The
genernl shape of the head, observed from
the siles, 15 commaonly referred to as “hsh-
like." The skull is high at the oeciput
and a topknot of wool or linthke hair is
considered highly typical.  This point s
artificinlly enhanced by the trimmer, who
plucks the hair from the cheeks and other
prarts of the fave.  Long- and strong-jawerd,
the Bedlington is a capable dog. and its

This upstanding camine cltizen lakes his
name from the dale or vallev of the River
Aire, in Yorkshire, Ensland, where he is
sakl to have been originally produced from
a cross between o hound and a terrier. His
fonddness for the water seems to betoken
siome otterhound in him, and the Aire-
dale has long been considered an ideal dog
for river or creekside hunting,

The Airedale of the present has been bred
too a uniformity of type wheremn httle or
none of the hound Stemin may be récognieed |
whereas the terrier type 15 predomingni.

The breetd hos been found hardy and
alile to withstond the extreme cold of north-
ein Cannda, and the high temperntures of
Africa and Australin.

In all of those places Airedales are spc-
cessfully employed ns hunting dogs, and
northern trappers sometimes use them s
sledee dogs.

As a benpch-show dog the Airedale is popu-
lar: as a companion and guard he s reli-
able, brave, and capable, becoming aggres-
sive without being noisy.

There are few dogs which command
higher prices than first-class specimens of
this breed. For many years the best of
foreign-bred Airedales have been acquired
by persons living in the United States.

The color of the Airedale's body is black,
while the head & of o tan shade except for
durk markings on each side of the skull.
The ears are of o darker shade, The legs
up to the thighs and elbows are tan.

O late yenrs the Airedale has become
taller and stimmer i appearance; further-
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more, thore appears to be less biting or
worrying power in the head—which, in my
opindon; may in time prove g serious deiri-
ment to this dog s usefulness and worth as a
rough-and-ready hunting dog.

As o hunting and vermin-destroying dog,
the Irish Terrier wis in general use over all
Irelund. Hiz red-wheaten color and hizh
spirits soon clnimed attention in other coun-
tries thun his owng indeed, he hasg long been
one of the outstanding termiers, both In
numbers and in popularity, at shows in
bith hemizpheres,

The leading prize-winners have from
time to time been acquired by Americans:
Today the cream of the breed is here,

Very smart in appearance, this dog not
only stands higher but weighs considerably
muore than a Fox Terrier. An adull male
may welgh about 26 pounds: the female
about one pound less,

Rich red is the preferred color. There
shouwld be no dark shading intermixed with
the ull-red color of body, head, legs, The
coat must be wirelike in texture and free
from curl.

These handsome, sensilile little dogs are
smart, sharp, ageressive, well fitted 1o serve
a< rat of other small vermin killers.

As crppping the ears is being abandoned,
it is cortain that breeders of the future will
develop smaller-eared Miniature and Stand-
urd Schnouzers:  Already a smaller ear flap
or cartilage is being produced in English-
bred schnauzers of mediom size.

The height of the Mininture Schnauzer
should be Iﬂ_’;_- te 1315 inches for males
and 10 o 1235 inches {or females. The
color should be “pepper and salt™ or simi-
lar egual mixtures, red and pepper, pure
hlack, and black and tan, The tall is liked
by judges when it is cut down (o three
joints—about one fnch.

Stendard Schnauzer

The Standard, or medium-size, Schnguzer
is the dog which is commonly called simply
the schnauzer, without any qualifyving fore-
EEJ; (see Uolor Plate IV and text, page

The schnawzer breed’s lineage goes back
hundreds of years.  In Stuttgart, Germany,
stancs i stotue of an old-time village watch-
man with his schnauzer dog, Some writers
declare the breed has come from the nuoor-
fandd dog, “an older contemporary of the
Bronze Age dog, whence were derived the
spitz and the poodle.” But there is little
or no likeness to gither in the schnauzers of
toclay.

sinee the schnauzers usually are of the
same colors as the rough-haired, blue-nmd-
tan or grizzle-hairerd] hounds of centrul aned
southern Europe in the Middle Ages, some
relationship may have existed between the
twor breeds,  Just as the hound blood hos
been largely bred out of the English Aire-
diade Terrier, so could any alien hound strain
have been dismissed from the ancestors of
the schnnuzers.

What the Alredole is to Britain, the
schnaueer ls to Germany, Certain resem-
blances in the colors, conts, heads, enrs,
bodies, weighls, and usefulnes in o way
cannect the schnauzer with the Airedale of
England, and perhaps with the terriers of
Iréland—both the ?;'u-;h Terrier and the
kerry Blue Terrier of the Emerald Isle
(see Color Plates Tl and VI1). Certain it

The first of the breed exhibited in Amer-
ica was owned by the late Mr. D, Murray-
Bohlen of Chestnut Hill, Philadelphia.
This dog, then called T Rough-
haired Terrier,” was seen at the ofd Madi-
son Square Garden in February, 1903,

Since the World War, the schnaueer has
become extremely popular in the United
States antd in Britain. The body may be
almost devoid of B hard and cosrse hair,
but the muzzle must have its charncteristic
mass of whisker or mustache.  The Stand-
ard Schnauvzer stands from 1613 to 1935
inches, shoulder height. The colors are all
Yoepper snd salt™ or similar equal mixtures;
pure black, black-and-tan.  The crop-cared
schnmurer mny soon become 4 dog of the
past.

Lakeland Terrier

The Lakeland Terrier takes his name
from the Enplish Lake [histrict, immor-
talized by Wordsworth, Coleridge, and
Southey {see Color Plate IV), 1In SONES ol
the chase, the region is referred to as ' John
Peel’s Country,” reflecting the long-lasting
fame of the farmer-sportsman of that name,
with "his hounds and his hormn in the morn-
ing,"

The Lakeland Terrier may be looked
upon as a cousin to the Welsh Terrier (see

Aolor Plate T and text, page 262), both

caming under the heading of old-fashioned
kennel terriers.  As the Lakeland &5 miostly
emploved for driving out foxes from the
fells or moumtainous terrwins in the Lake
District_ be is kept to a size ond welght that
fit him to go underground after o fox,

Therefore, the Lakeland Terrier should
stand about 14 Inches, measuring from the
top of the shoulders (withers) 10 the
eround.  Weight for a male is 16 pounads;
n female, one pound less,

The color may be blue, blue and 1an,
black and tan, mustard, wheaten, grizele,
or hlack., If there is too much white, such
a dog may not be considered suitable for
exhibition at a bench show.

The Lakeland Terrier’s head is1iked when
it is somewhat broad in skull, and the
muzxle should be wide and deep.

Bull Terrier

Bull Terriers have beyn described as the
gladiators of the kennel world, for these
were the fighting dows of the old English
dog-fight. pits (see Color Plate V).

The English Bull Tervier & descended
from a hard-bitten and unusually plucky
birewd-variety, which was known az the Bull-
und-Terrier,  The latter, cross-hbred, as its
name denotes, was p-rmlm-nl; {rom the bull-
dogs ol the bull-baiting, bear-baiting ora and
the now almost extinct white Epglish Ter-
vier, an eleganthy built dog—somewhat on
the imL*:S'. af the Black-and-tan-colored Man-
chester Termer of the present time (see
Color Plate VII1).

For many years the white Bull Terriers
have been predominant, as the brindle or
sametimes light-fawn or “buckskin'™ mark-
iges of the bulldos proper hove mostly dis-
appiearer],

(I the ullu-r hand, during the [ast decade
or so, certain English breeders have bred
back to the Bull-and-Terriers of brindle
color and produced either brindles vr brin-
tles with white markings, These are called
staffordshire Bull Terriers.  The County of
staflord wis once regarded as partinl to the
now illegal postimes of dog-fighting, bull-
baiting, and even man-and-dog hights. He-
couse 0f o tradition that the dolor of the
brindle varety—a mixture of red, black,
and yvellow shades—denotes pluck, the Staf-
fordshire Bull Terriers of that color are
valued in certain quarters:

As yvel (19300 the brindled Bull Terrier
has not beconwe popular in the United States.
But the white Bull Terriers are. among. the
most liloed of all dogs.  They ane owned by
women as well a5 by men, but on the lead
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or cham a powerful and active Bull Terrier
wetghing 40 to 60 pounds would be rather
oo strong for management by children.

Despite their background of combat, Bull
Terriers have as kindly dispositions as any
other dugs.  As in any breed, their tempera-
ment depends to o great extent upon their
hime surroundings.

AL one time, the ears of all, or nearly all,
Bull Terriers were cropped. Today such
mutilution 5 not allowesd,

Of all térriers, this hreed s perhaps the
most symmetrical in appearance and ele-
gant of outline,  Among patrons of the Bull
Teérrier broed, be is often referred to as the
“White Cavalier.”

Dandie Dinmont Terrier

The Dandie Dinmont Terrier originated
in Scatland and was a common dog amang
Eunluﬂ_: farmers and others residing near
the Border, always a productive hunting
country with a good supply of rabbits (see
Color Plate V).

In Scotland, a5 in ather places, a dog was
particuliarly valued i it could help in pro-
curing food for jts master and his: family,
and in thal respect this keen little terrier
mare Lhan earned its keep.

However, it was not until after 18135,
when Sir Walter Scott's “Guy Mannering”
was published, that the ordinary terrier 1o
be seen in almost every hamlet was given
a name,  Sir Walter introdusced into his
story the character of *Dandie Dinmont,”
with hiz terriers, Auld Pepper und Auld
Mustard, Young Pepper and Yioung Mus-
tard just the lind of dogg owned by hun-
dreds of people living along the Border
hetween England and Scotland,

To this day the now universally ownied
and known breed fs divided into two shades:
pepper color and mustarsd caolor.

The Scott novel not only gave a name
ter this breed, but bestowed a peculiar and
lasting tribute to the usefulness and sagacity
of a simple countryside dog,

The deseription of Dandie Dinmont,
Scotlt’s farmer charucter m “Guy Maonner-
ing." fitted the personage of James David-
son, of Hynidbee, of whom Sir Walter had
never heard.

Im 1800 James Davidson had been given
a Jemale called Tar and a male named
Pepper, both wvery small and very short

Skye Terrier

The Skye Terrier takes his nome from
the island of Skye, and is often looked
upon a5 one of the purest breeds of ter-
riers. He is long in head and body, short
m lep. and cirries an abundant coat of
straight, hanl hair, which is 5o long that it
1eails upon the :.:mum:l (see Color Plate V1.

When the Skye Terrier Club of Scothand
was formed, its members were rightly prouwd
io bring before the notice of the public
eviidence of the ancient lineage of this breed,
Upwind of three centuries ngo, the author
of ‘8 famous old English book on dogs re-
ferred to it as having been “brought out of
barbarous bovders from the ttermost coun-
tries northward,”  He desenibed it os o dog
“which by reason of the length of hair
makes show neither of face nor of body.”
(iher writers described what was presum-
ably the old or original Skye Terrier bpeed
uahaving Jong, lank hair almost trailing on
thie grovnd,”

Even with all hiz profusion of hair, the
Skyve Terrier, oo his master's domain, was
kept almost #xclusively for the purpose of
attacking and killing vermin, large nd
small.  However, it may well be conjec-
tured that smaller Skye Terriers than are
simmetimes seen ol present-doy benich shows
were used for those purposes.

Among the many distinguished fanciers
of Skve Terriers wns Queen Victoria of
England. Her Majesty kept both varieties

Manchester Terrier

The Manchester Terrier 5 named after
the city of Manchester, England, where
large black-and-tan terriers were especially
plentiful ground the eighties of the last
cenlury (see Color Plate VII1).

In response {0 a petition by local breed-
ers and exhibitors at shows in the United
Kingdom, the Kennel Club was pleased to
st or catalogue them as Manchester Block-
and-Tan Terriers.

This is a very old breed, possibly ns old
as any, and was kept not only for ormae
mental bur Tor rat-killing purposes in the
days of public rat pits,

The Mapchester Terrier j= one of the
most distinetive of all dogs.  This i= partly
becnuse of its rich, black, short coat with
its Chighly  decorative markings of deep
mahogany-hoed tan.  Altogether, he is a
particularly handsame dog with beautiful
proportions, a build that embodies elezance
of form and supgeests activity and  high
breedine. His graceful lines. long heasd,
and remarkable contrasts of colors make
him mmusually striking and pleasing to the
eye

At one tme, all Manchester Terriers of
the bench-show type were deprived of parts
of the ear cartiliges.  These were cropperd
in accordance with a fashion intended o
give the dog o “sharp lookouit” or eagér ex-
pression,  Today ear-cropping has  been
banned by kennel clubs here and in Europe,

Now and then blue-and-tan puppies -
pear in litters: These are not “ackoowl
edged” in kennel circles.  The division be-
tween the black ant the tan markings should
be well-defined.

Kerry Blue Terrier

The Kerry Blue Terrier takes its name

from County Kerry in zouthwest Trelpnd,
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He is rough and ready in appearance, but
fior the purposes of the bench show and its
judging rings, much of the coat of the
Kerry Blue s trimmed off. When the
miss of rough hair hos been removed, the
“hlae” becomes oot only more  apparen
but wery  aftractive  (see  Color  Plate
VIL).

The Kerry is o bigger dog than the Trish
Terrier (Color Plate T1).  Its adhorents de-
clare that the “blue” = older than the
“red,” asserting with fervor that the Kerry
Blue belongs to probably the oldest strain
off terriers Tound in Ireland.

It was not until about 20 years ago tht
the herry Hlue Terrier became known to
the dog-show-gning world., Today, he Is
as poptliar i the United States as in Great
Britain and [reland ; furthermore, no dog
of any breed, termier or otherwise, possesses
better formation of body than the Kerry
Blue,

S0 that the hunting and vermin-testroy-
mg inclinations may not Le lost, neld trials
for this bregd are held annually in Treland.
Thetefore, it s more than likely that the
he Blue will become more amd more
[L-]F:H;r in all countries where uceful as well
s ornomental terriers ore desired.

The Kerry Blue male stands about |8
inches at the shoulder nd weighs ground
35 pounds. The head 1= long, strong, and
with flut skull,  The ears are V-shaped and
not too heavy, eyes, bluck or hosel. His
ool i of any shade of blue from light 1o
dark. A Hitle tan eodor is allowed on the
hiad and legs. Usudlly the Kerry Blie
Terrier 1= dark in color up o the age of
glout a year amdd a half. The natoral coat
5 soft, profuse, and wavy.

Sealyham Terrier

The Sealvham Terrier came from-a strain
of white, rough-haired terriers Lred prin-
cipally for ronning and working, ns terriers,
with the Sezalyham Hounds, owned by the
late Uapt. John Owen Tucker-Edwardes,
who hunted the ofter in summer vl the
fox in winter {see Color Plate Y111

The mansion of Sealyham, or Sealy Ham,
in Pembrokeshire, west Wales, was origi-
wdly built on the banks of a little stream
called the Sealy, which probably took its
name from the“senls"” or tracks of the otters
abounding on s banks: “ham™ meant
“home"—hence, Sealy Ham, “the home on
the otter-track river.” The terriers devel-
oped there were largely used for dnving
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otters from their “holts” on the river sides,

Because of the short legy and long body
ol the otter, it can enter small retreats
where-a long-legzed and large-bodied terrier
migy nol readily po; hence the moderately
short legs of the terriers of the old Sealyham
Humt, as | knew them more than sixty yvears
ago when | used to run after the pack.

The Sealyham terriers, bred by scores,
were sent out to “walk,” or be reared among
tenant farmers, countryside grist  mallers,
nndd others. The mamntenance fee was twi
sovereigna, or about ten dollars, paid by
Captain  Edwardes i the puppy proved
autisfactory when returned to the kennels.

The young terrier was hrought back when
he was 10 to 12 months old, 11 he would
face a fitch ( European polecat ), then plen-
tiful, the puppy was retuined and the fee
puid, On the other hand, if the young dog
proved (o be afraid o teckle the “wvar-
mint,” the dog was given (o the man or
wiman who S“walked™ it, and the fee with-
heli, No females were sent out to “walk”
or rear; Wndd it was by this means that the
pure strain was Kept in thi kennels ol
Sealvham. In time the Sealvham became
noted for his wsefulness as o termier for
tackling otters and foxes: also as a badeer
dog.

Years Inter, in London, 1 winle of the
terriers at Sealy Ham, and in 1910 the
English khennel Club consentind to register
the Sealvhaom as a distinct breetl, Hitherto
it hadd been a stromin.

The Sealyhams of 1910 were Jonger in
the leg and more active in appearance than
they are today. The head was not only
long bt strong about the jowls or back
juwsd,  Their fame wias enhnnced beciuse of
their pameness,

Today the Sealvham has become as [a-
miliarwith the drovwing room as be once wos
with fox, ofter, and badger burrows. He iz
ane Of the most popular dogs of the day

The average weight for o Sealyham male
15 20 pounds: for a female; 18 pounds. The
heiht of a bench-show dog should not ex-
ciegld 12 nches

From time to time the best-bred and best-
looking of the British-bred Sealyhoams have
been imported into the United Stotes.
Alany of these cost very large sums.  One
champion brought about 34 000,

APPROACH TO PEIPING

LL THE roads in farther Asia lead to

Peking, and its name throughout the

Fast is rich as Troy's.  Youmay ap-

proach it along the imperial highway, from

the southwest, over lagstones rutted by the

cart wheels of a thousiind years. The other

end of that road is in Istanbul; it was the

route Marco Polo followed, visiting the
Grand Khan in the courts of the sunrise,

You may come down to the city, now
called Peiping, from the north, through
Kalgan gate in the Wall and Nankow Pass
as the Tatar COngRErOrs came, trotting on
ﬁhﬂm]ﬂ&unjﬂ behind their valinil stand-
arils. you may enter by the railropnd,
from the sea, as travelers arrive these latter
tlays.

In any case, nothing warns you of the
city; nothing that you have heard prepares
you, You proceed over a fat country,
khaki-colored in winter, variegated green
in sutmmer, which looks the same in every
direction. [t is not that the view i without
incidént: every vard of lund is coltivited,
andd people in |11}|.1f': coalie cloth, with their
small industriogs beasts, move like ants
across it.  Roads and footpaths comnect
greaip after group of huddled mud buildings,
¢ach unit behind its wall,

SPIRITS OF THE DFEAD SHELTERED FROM

Punctusting the fields are mounds rang-
ing in size from very small humps to im-
pressive hillocks framed in striking archi-
tectural conceptions, These are graves, jor
the dead are not segregated in China.

Your road
enters & malodorous suburb, and crosses o
canal of vellow, viscous water, bordered by
willow trees and washerwomen and popu-
lows with squadrons of clamant snow-white
ducks.  Complicated and wviolent smells
assall the nostrils.  Before you opens the
dark cavern of a gate, where hored soldiers
in gray uniforms, and police in dingy black,
armed with rifles, watch a of man
traffic and aninal traffic that Aows without
ceasing, 10 the accompaniment of uhimag-
inable noise. You enter Peiping, and at
the end of every vista stands a wall,

There has been a city hereabouts for
three thousand yenrs. Historigns locate a
town of the Yin Dyoasty, aalled Chi, onoa
site near the northwedt cormer of the pres
ent Tatar city in the 12th century B, C.
The Munchu Emperor, Chien Lung, marked
the ploce where ane of its gates stood with
a tablet, which you may see to this day, on
the rampart called the Mongal Wall, a short
distance north of Peiping, beside the roadl
to the Bell Temple.

Hiwever, the mutations of Peiping’s his-
tory have been many times told: yolomes
hiave been taken in the telling.

THE GREAT WALLS OF THE CITY

The Ming, which is to zay, the Bright,
Prynasty, built Peiping on a grand scale.
Yung Lo, third emperor of the line, moved
his court up from Nanking in the early
fourteen-hundreds, and created a capital
wurihy of his greatness.

The Bell Tower, which was in the center
of ‘Kbanbaligh, visited by Marco Polo in
the reipn of Kublai Khan, stands now in
the upper third of Peiping: and the Obser-
vatory is north of the present southeast
angle. You can ride the ine of Kublai's
walls to the north, ond they are formidabile
varthen rumpartz; but goats graze upon the
weed-grown mounds that were the goard
towers an the gates.

There
are {our pates, one to each face of the wall,
and their names are notable: East Gate
Gloriows; West Gate Glorlous; Gate. of
Bivine Military Progress. which is the Shen
Wu Men, the Naorth Gate, wherefrom in
1644 the last Ming Emperor went sortow-
fully o strangle himself on Coal Hill across
the way, while the triumphant rebel soldiers
were breaking into the Imperial City out-
gide, Through it fied the Empress Dowager
when the International Column batteresd
iown the southern gates in 1900,

{m the south is the Wu Men, the Merid-
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ian Gate, the great gate of ceremanies, nol
opened since the inll ol the Empire.

Only from Coal Hill immediately 1o the
nirth, or from the White Dagoba in the Pei
Hai to the northwest, can you bring the
Forbidden City within the eye ot once,
From either height, you see the simple ont.
line of its plan. Down the center bine the
great pavilions: march, one behind another,
their roofs tiled with imperial yellow, since
all this wis of the Throne,

They are awdience halls, council halls,
halle devoted to this phase or that of ances-
tral veneration, and imperial living guar-
ters, Smaller buildings le along the wall
to east and west: houses for the concubines
andd eunuchs, and space for stores,  Each
pavilion has s courtvard and s formal
approach. The courts are threaded by
little comventional moats with white marble
halustrades; the terraces are balustraded,
as are Lhe ceremonial flights of steps

In the north end are the pavilions amd
sardens that the Empress Downger used.
They are small and intimate, landscaped,
shaded by cypres and cedar, and traversed
by narrow walks smong flower beds amd
fountains, for the old lady Joved such things.

Sumie of the buildings are used a< mu-
senms, dplaving much unusunl reasure,
although, at the time of the disturbatves in
1932 andd 1933, most of the exhibits were
boxed and shipped south, 10 the great jn-
dignation of Peiping,

and royal. Tt is done in reds and yellows
iind blues and greens, all most violenl. A
little money is spent on its upkeep, and per-
haps the clode-set walls save it fram the
grinding of the wind-hlown dust that dulls
the colors and the gilding of places In the
pjen.,

The proportions of the buildings - nre
majestic without being vast, for the Chinese
urchitect knew how to create his effects
without relying on mere sige,  The clear
sky amd the brilliant sun enter into all con-
ceplions: the secrét of their excellence lies
between the air and Hight and a just badimee
m line and mass.

Yet, ns for size, there is n courtyard in
the south section of the Forbidden City
where, at a victory celebration in 1918,
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soirree 15,000 troops were wrayed, with a
large number of cviliun officials and spec-
tators, and it is related that the courtyard
seemied in no sense crowded.

What now is seen in these palaces and
courts is a setting anly, a stage from which
the playvers have deparied, with their bright
robes, their banmpers, and their stotely
processionals,

About the public buildings of Peiping,
the shrines; the halls, the pavilions, and
the palaces, there are many books written.
German ond Russian snd British savants
have measured and dissected and surveyed.
French schalars have breathed much e
into the dry bones of architecture, dwell-
ing with ardor, also, wpon the pavilions
of pleasure, and the marble-capped wells
in which were fled. head downward, dis-
carded favorites, male and female, of not-
tod-immaculate soverelgns.

VERERADLE STRUCTURES ARE FLIMSY

Many of the structures are jerry-huilt
sl Him=y. The Chinese lacquer with
which the surfaces are faced is cheap stuilf,
prome to fake off before it sttains The
fine pai-lous that arch the streéets and de-
fime the approaches to important places are
frafl things which must be propped [rom
every side while they are yet new., The
stone, so mtricately and beaurifully carved,
5 s0lt amd subject W0 quick erosion,

Many of the most imposing edifices, such
as the White Dapoba that domimites the
I'#i Hai, one of the “Three Seas.” are of
brick amd rubble, surfaced with plaster
which, unless renewed every season, sloughs
away in patches.  Distant views are im-
pressive, and close inspection disappointing,

Yet there are many things that aré bheau-
tiful with an ageless:beauty: corners of the
Furbidden City, as delicate and finge as
jewel filieree: the elaborate and cunnine
ornamentation under the eaves of the pa-
vilions: the porcelain screens and arches;
the timeless splender of the tiled roofs
that persists in spite of the weeds amd
shrubs which spring from accumulations of
dust in the cracks between the tiles, The
patterns and designs are frozen in conven-
tion, but trees and water, air and light, are
integrul parts of every arrangement .

After you have dutifully followed the
puidebooks through a score of temples amd
pralaces, your impressions will tend to tele-
scope upon themselves.  But there are two
things that wyou will never forget: the
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Temple of Confucive and the Temple of
Heaven.

The Temple of Confucius is in the North
City (the northern section of the Tatar
City ), between the Loma Temple (see text,
page 2843, and the old Hall of Classics.
You come o it throogh nodsome allevs that
:.iwnrm with scavenyer dogs and naked chil-

ren,

A passage leads under murmurous dragon
cypresses, between runks of tull memorial
tablets commemoriting the visits and the
patronages of emperors and princes.  The
passage opens upon a low terrace from which
vou descend to the central court by marhle
steps that fank o spirit stairway—Dragon
eternally contending for the Pearl, between
sculptured masses of sea and clod.

From it you face the temple; looking
along an avenue of ancient trees so thickly
set that their interlaced branches cast a
cool greenish ploom, very grateful In the
summer time, Flanking it are low build-
ings that serve as storehouses and sleeping
quarters for the priests.

The sun strikes through the trees and
burns upon the ald red walls of the pavilions,
and the freshly painted patterns under the
owerhanging eaves glow richly in reflected
light: turquoise blues and emerald greens,
purples, and reds, and yellows. There are
small golden-roofed kiosk=, and sscrificial
burners of a bronze no longer ciust.*  The
ninses of the city do not enter here,

THE HIGH PLATE OF AN IDEA

A gentle, courteous old priest with a hair-
less, wscetic face materinlizes from  the
shadows to attend vou; he s onobtriusive
and detached in robes of gray and black
There is uo statue in the shrine: it is the
High Place of an'idea. Tablets, richly en-
graved, hang above the altar, publishing the
virtues of the Sage, amd the gray ash of
joss sticks in the incense burner testifies to
the devotion ol many worshipers.

The thing is whally of the spirit.  You
need know pothing of Confucius, nothing
of China, 1o realize that here is made
visible; here i tranquillity ; heére are a bal-
ance and a symmelry removed from striv-
ing: the conception of minds that have,
after mature thourht, settled their prob-
lems. You come away with the {eeling

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that you have toucheéd the edge of an Elder
Wisdom,

Very different is the Temple of Heaven,
ot to the south in the Chinese Uity It
stands most hercely in the sun, its walls en-
closing & park larger than the Forbidden
City. You go up from the highway along
n hroad avenue, mounting by a ramp to the
center of a terraced line of pavilions. - To
the north (s the round Hall of the Happy
Year, its brilliznt blue tiles and triple-
ronfed silhouette one of the distinctive
things on the Meiping skyline.

Turning your back wpon it, you walk
south, through apen pavilions and suctes-
sive archways, to a stark altar of white
carved marble, approached between winged
columns,  The altar consists of three round
terraces, sol one gpon another, the top one
smallest. The steps that ascend to it are
n groups of nine, the mystical numbwer; and
the flagstones of the pavement are laid in
concentric patterns in multiples of mne.
And the rool of that altar s the vault of
heavien.

WHENRE EMPLERORS OFFERED SACRIFICE

Here the Emperor came to ofier the
Cereat Sacrifice on the day of the winter
=olstice, to render his Tmperial Ancestors
an account of his stewardship, and to se-
licit their guidance for his people through
the succeeding year,

The gong= ring no more in that place,
nor does any suvereign in o yellow dragon
coat bow under the sky. A brigade of
suldiers billets in the temple inclosure, and
the atmosphere is pot improved by them.
Weeils spring between the weathered white
flagstones, and crows quarrel in the groves
or perch, sardonic, on the dragon-crested
pavilions. Yet there remains an authentic

srundenr.
There Is a third temple that drows maost

visitors and many native pilgrims: the Lama
Temple, or ruther monastery, the Yung Ho
Rung, up in the Tatar City. Tt enjoyed
the particulsr patronage of the Manchu
Diynasty, as attest ite roofs of imperinl yel-
fow tile, and it retains today o sort of soiled
magnificence,

Foreigners as well ag pilgrims throng to
see the grotesque Devil Dances and to hear
the honming pongs and great braying horns
of the Tibetan rituals, But the aimosphere
of the place i= not salubrious, for the Ti-
Petan rites have imposed dark and ugly fea-
tures upon the sentle Buddhist faith. The
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Passion Buddha and his kin are displayed
in abominable statuary. The lamas greedily
solicit gifts. The establishment cames an
atmosphere dirk and discordant in the sun-
drenched Chinese scone.

PEIPFINOS “MAN IN THE STREET"

There are no relinble census figures for
any UChinese city, but the population of
Peiping and the metropolitan district prob-
ably i more than five million; of these per-
haps & million and three hundred thousand
live within the walls.

Most of the inhabitants are poor folk,
people who carn their hving with their
huntls:. Yet these North Chinese are ro-
bust and jolly, content with the satisfac-
tions of the moment and entirely disin-
clined 1o borrow trouble,

Crowded inescapably with his neighbors,
the typical Peipingese is ready with the
emallient of courtesy in every relation; and
aone realizes thut, withoul the invariale
and universal ;‘mlil!ﬂu.-.h'a that characterizes
his common dealings, his life would be quite
impossible.  He regards his personal afinirs
with sharp attention, anid wrnthl.ng olue,
including famine, flood, and invasion, uﬂl_h
impersonal curiosity aml entire gkl humaor.

Such detachment s not, in Western EVES,
a virtue: but the Chinese has heen here
longer than we have, and he will probably
survive after the rest of ws bave worried
ourselves to death.

With such a population jammed within
walls, it is syrprising to find =0 muoch of the
areg of Peiping given over to public parks.
But they have been public only since the
fall of the Empire.  Before that, they were
the private plensure gardens of the court,
ant the ceremonial spaces of the temples,

Today, several parks are open to the
public and much enjoyved. The grounds of
the “Sea Palaces” bordering the ““Three
Seas"—MNan Hai, Chung Hai, and Pei Haj,
mepning South, Middle, and North Ses—
lie, one phove the other, in the west-central
part of the Tatar City, within the Tmperial
Wall, and west of the Forbidden City,

WIRELESs CHRACKLES OVER ANCIEXNT
DRACGIHN -{'RIAWNEDR ROGOFS

The Jode Fountain, a lovely stream that
breaks Trom the hills some s51x miles west,
feeds the fine lake on which stands the old
Empress Dowager’s Summer Palace, Then,
conducted within the Wall, it spreads itself
through the three wrtifical lul'ﬂb arounil
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which are lajd the pleasure gardens tha
sgcoessive imperial dynasties have loved
and ornamented (see pages 200, 303).

The Chung Hat was the site of the first
presidential palace: Yuan Shih-kal took up
his residence in it.  Now some of the build-
ings ure used by the Ministry of Communi-
cations, whose wireless installations crackle
and hum over the bright, dragon-crested
risafs,

Southenst of the Wo Men, the Meridian
Gate, is the Tai Mino, the Ancestral Tem-
ple.  Its wulks stretch under some of the
oldest and finest trees in the city.  They are
very thick, and the tall mass of the Meridian
Giale shuts away the alternoon sun. Gloosmy,
the place is frequented only by crows and
young coiples whi desire seclusion

Aore popular 15 Central Park to the west,
opening also ofi the Tung Chang an Chieh,
One o spring siternoon, when the plum trees
and the cherry Lrees are in bloom, 1t s cer-
tainly pne of the most delightful places in
the warld. There wre restaurnnits and ted
gardens under avenues ol trees; there are
ornamental waterways, the most elaborate
andd wonderful goldiish and walks that wind
theongh rock gardens and lines of Qower-
g trees (see peuee 301 ),

To this park come Chinese gentlefollc,
with their families; the small admission fee,
five cents o so, sulffices to exclude the beg-
jpars and the coolie class,  Poets and phi-
losophers talk endlessly over tea and water-
melon seeds, and family parties of three
generations it together in great good humor.
Young men and women in fine new sum-
mer silks walk up and down; and many of
the gitls are lovely, with skin like mag-
nolin petals, and slim, exquisite fgures, ad
narrow. hlack-fringed eyes aware of spring.

HEADY-COORED FOOD FROM MORILE
KRITCHENS

The life of Peiping Nows along its streets.®
The citizens do not keep house, in the West-
ern sense; they buy their food, ready-
cooked from street venders as it is neaded.
Un every corner yvou will see a maobile
kitchen, with cooking pots amd braziers,
trestles for counters and benches: for the
traude, and o hrass gong which the proprie-
tor hammers mightily in the intervals ol
bustness.

The Chinese foods are a study in them-

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selves.,  There are boluses of dough con-
taining choppesd meat, rolled together amid
the dust of the street, and turned out hot
while vou wait: and huge piles of fried
cakes, the staple of the coolies; and over
everything hangs the smell of hean sauce.
There are dozens of messes, at the nature
of which you can only guess.

Most appetizing to see are the trays ol
chicken-—small broilers, split and cooked in
a fashion that gives them the appearance of
being lacgquered, These the housewife may
tike home, or the customer, stricken with
hunger as he stands, may eat on the spot,
tearing his bird apart with his fingers anid
washing the mouthfols down with tea.

SCULFTORS IN DOUGH OR SUGARE

Each dealer i85 a jalist. Thiz fellow
miay purvey sea foods, that one meat, wmd
another vegelables, raw and boiled. Maost
diverting is the noodle man, amd most im-
portant, for Chinese life without noodies 1=

To see a good noodle man ot his mystery
5 to admire @ Amished artist.  His equip-
ment includes o fat board and a roller, but
he does most of the work with his fingers.
He sprinkles flour thrifrily, eatches up o
lump of dough, and rolls vour noodles to
your specifications. You can have them
round, square, flat, or hexigonal, In his
fmpers Lhe dough becomes fluenl as water
and alive ns & handiul of snokes, yvet under
l'rl:ﬂ"[EE[ discipline. The strands pull out

ike candy, divide, and sulwdivide, and divide
again, quadrapling with every pass; until
thiey are as hne as spaghetti.

Old residents of Ching, entertaining out-
landers, bring in noodle men to exhibit their
art in the drawing room after dinner, and
they give no had show,

Accomplished persons also are the candy
men, whose stands delight the children of
the streets,  The cundy merchant blows and
spins melted supar into fantpstic shapes
working with the technique of n sn.‘u]:pmr
and the finger-crait of a lacemaker,

He séts out, on his barrow, tiny melting
pots and braziers, jars of bright-colored
sugars, & whole hattery of blowing-reeds in
eraduated sizes, and a light cane frame for
the display of his productions.

Next day an expert—the
place is full of experts—discovered that the
ring was of the very finest jewel jade, worth
fifteen hundred gold!  Rare old things may
be picked up, by luck and skill, but most
of such stuff is trash,

There are curio shops where, as in Marco
Polo's day, rare and valuable things of the
world are up for sale. They exist in wide
variety, with objecte and prices graduated
(0 every purse anid taste, Some shops are
|'|-|||:T;_'|_§!:!.'.|':I and assess hlll:lt:'.-[]:‘.’ the things
they sell, and stond behind them. But in
mast shops, let the buyer beware,

A preat many Chinese have been making
a great many things, with paténce and no
lirtle artistry. through twenly or more cen-
ruries. and much of the best stulf has drifted
into Peiping at one time or another. Buot it
has all been picked over; and the best 15
enillessly copled, The Chinese are comsume-
mate imitators. In China: all things bave

their price; museum guards have been
known o e hribed and to look the other
woyv while a clever imitation was substi-
tuted for a coveted original

There are, of course, cerinin hallmarks
of authenticity, known to experts; wet |
have seen piled upon the back of one small
porcelain horse & many opimons as there
were experis I Lthe conference. 11 1hat
horse had been Tane, as one expert certi-
fed, it would have been worth considernbly
more than its weight in gold:; if a modern
imitation, as the other asserted hotly, about
eighly cents Mex. would hove been a fair
fgire,

The dealer who displayed it is an honest
person, and declingd to be a party to the
argument, or to decide where experts dis-
agreed.  She offered it to me for $18 Mex.,
which was the price she paid for it; and ]
wave [t now,

There are, however, authentic treasires,
I remember o small, shallow Ming bowl in n
private collection, as thin as an egpshell,
and as transparent as parchment. When vou
held it to the light you saw a dragon curled
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arcund it, perfect in every scale and olaw,
altogether marvelous; and it rang like 4
little silver bell. A museum misht own i,
or & very, very rich man. And there are
odd bronzes, olider than the Christian Era,
with the ancient “grass writing” enpgroved

upon them; gongs, vessels, incense bumers,

that have the inimitable feel and patina of
preat age, and a graclodsness of outline and
proportion that has been lost for two thou-
snmdd years

There are carved ivories amnd jades and
crystals of patterns delicate as flowers, each
one the labor of a craftsman’s life, all of
breath-taking Joveliness. There is beauty
i the widest variety of forms, and now
and then something superlative, for which
o expert testimony 18 required.

DAFAARS SULL EVERYTHING [MAGINARLE

The bazanr offi Morrison Street, near the
Legation Quarter, is a place worth visiting,
In it hundreds of little stalls and shops,
partly roofed, partly open, offer for sale
evervilong that vou can imagine n e
way of food, drink, wearing apparel, toys,
bewiles, and ornaments;

For the housswife there are travs of lac-
quered chickens and ducks, shork fins and
hirels' nests from the south; all manner of
dried and salted fish and meats, nuts, can-
died fruits, and fresh froits in season.  The
fruit stalls wre particularly attractive, for
the Chinese has an exact eye for {form and
color; and the grapes. the golden persim-
mons, the vegetables, and the assorted nuts
muoke splendid displays.

There are whole army corps of toy sol-
diers, made of painted clay; horses, wooden
swords, horrific dragons, ¢ofled snukes that
sprirge at yvou from boxes.  The brass mer-
chants offer Benares ware and its Chinese
mmitations, and elephants carved in ivory,
ehony, and’ hone,

There nre bobkshops and  statlonery
shops with sheaves of brushes and cakes of
ink, attractive to scholars,

Here goldiish are displaved, and there
Howers. Clothing, both Chinese and West-
ern, s offered.  You may buy fur caps and
walking canes, riding crops, and old books
i -any language, porcelains and bronzes and
jades, anid cheap cigarette holders,

The place = crowded nlght and day,
stifline hot in summer, and bitter cold
through the winter months.

Elsewhere, each craft has its section and
its street, Yoo zo to Lantern Street in the

Chinese City for lamp shades and paper
amaments, and horn lanternd, now getting
rare and all very old. Bead Street g
Silver Street offer jewels and fine metals,
The rug sellers display their weavings in a
long row down Chien Men Strest.  Else-
where are the furniture houses, offering the
polished loot of old palaces and the manu-
{acture to order of dnything néw.

“"HONORARLE SPRINKLFES OF warsg'

Peiping lingers in the handicraft age,
Industriallsmy will mean another set of
troubles for the alrendy sorely perplexid
lancl, A case in point is the recent matter
of the water sprinklers, the ancient and
honorable associntion  of ns whao,
through generations, have followed the pro-
fession of laying the dust by scattering dip-
persiul of water along the wind-soourped
ways, Their operations are entirely inef-
fective when there is any nir moving, but
the occupation 3 a respected one and gives
employment to perhaps eleven thousand of
the craft.

Recently, a European firm offercd the
municipality g fine bargain in motorized
water sprinklers, pointing out the saving in
money and the increase in efficiency that
would follow. The municipality was im-
pressed, and hod about sivned o order,
when representatives of the water-sprink-
ling profession protested.

“It may be true.” they =aid in efect,
“that twenty men, on ten of these deyil-
wagons, will lay more dust than we do.
But we will be out of a job, ¢leven thousand
of us, We and our fathers before us have
bheen honorable sprinklers of water. We
know no other professiom, How will you
then feed us and our familles?”

The Mavor saw the point, and, as this is
written, the wiater E.Pr.fnhlers are still em-
ploved, with their dippers and their Tittle
whesled tanks.

Ricksha coolies are a specinl study,
There are 4 great many of them, swarming
nnd elamorons, In 1933 about 35.000 were
regristered with the police (see page 307).

The aristocrats of the profession are the
private coolies, muaintained by individuals
at twelve or fifteen dollars Mex, o month.
They are big men, deep in the chest ani
long in the stride, likeé Kentucky racehorses,
capable of troftting from the Legation
Quarier to the North City—three miles or
so—without distress.  Their little vehicles
are elegant with brightwork ond varnish,
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smowy seat covers, and tiny rugs for the
(oathoards. '

They have a pride of service, and clear
the way with shouts as they proceed, They
collect, also, fixed percentages, or commis-
sions, rather, from the merchants, on every
purchase the master makes from thelr con-
veyance; and the ambitious ones rise in
station to houseboay, or even to the fine
pogitinn of Number Cne.

Next in the hierarchy come the groups
attached to the hotels and the tourist agen-
ciet, with recogmised stands: They are
likely to be robust, well-fed, and can act
ciapably as guides for both -=hum:-.-r-= ind
sight-seers, Thev also may rise in the
wirlid.

Lowest in the scale are the inferior car-
riers who cruise the sireets, dependent on
casuil custom. Their yehicles are not so
clean or so well-kept, and no proud patron
seis them up in neat new garments.  Some
of these men are very old, and some very
young, and their living 8 scanty and pre-
carious. They must pay their rent—nearly
all rickshas ure rented by the day from con-
tractors, as are taxicobs in =ome American
cities—anid they muost eat on sach few cop-
pers-as are left over.

EICKAHAS FOUIPPFED WITH MNEW JERSEY
WHEELS

The authorities say that seven vears Is
about the life of a public ricksha coolie.
Their exertions drench them with sweat in
all weathers, and they cool off unider inade-
quate coats: poeumonia and toberculosis
take muany of them,

The guild of ricksha coolies i3 laree
and puwenﬁjl and it made great trouble
for the Peiping municipality when the first
tramears were introduced. Tt assembled
in mobs against the cars, picked them up
bodily, and flung them off the frucks; bt
there still appears to be costom -eénough fbor
both carriess.. The vehicle itself is com-
fortable (o use, and light aml ingenious in
construction. The wooden ports are made
and awsembled locally; but the wheels und
mielal housings are larpely manufactured
in the State of New Jersey. They run
smoathly amd are mirncles of balance, 50
that, once the codlie géts under way, his
lad rolls easily behind him.

No one hurries much in Peiping, and for
movement in the city, mony prefer a rick-
sha toa motor car. [f is :heap transporia-
tion, For twenty cents Mex. you can ride

anywhere, The coolies Hight little =pirit
lamps after sundown and driit like fireflies
along the boulevards., The pad-pad of their
feet s one of the distinctive street sounds
of Peiping.

The broad paved thoroughfares have
soniorons titles, and on them wralfic passes
swiltly from one side of the city to the
other. Running off to each side, as irra-
tional and almileds ns cow paths, are the
hutungs, or alleys—along them great resi-
dences, temples, humble dwelling places;
restaurants, cabarets, sin howuses, ani
shopes huddle side h}r side, without order
ar system.

Unpaved, muddy in wet weather, dusty
in dry, lighted scantily or not at all, the
Peiping: hutungs are singolarly uninviting
in aspect, depressing to trovelers, Hardly
anywhere are they wide enough for two
molors o pass alweast, and rickshas are
forced to maneuver carefully through them.
Except for the shop fronts, they offer to
view monolonous muod-colored walls, ten
feet high or more, with broken glass set in
the masonry on top to discourage unaun-
thurized visitors,

The only reliel 8 an occasional red-
painted door, with massive studs of brass,
indicating something important on the other
side. Throuzh such 5 door yvou may find,

d the scowling sate gods anid the in-
evitnble spirit wall, gardens and pavilions
of utter beauty. Hut there 1% no hint of
the interivr from without.

THOUSAND SONS LANE AXD CUTTING
TIIROAT ALLEY

AL their best, the butungs are flthy, the
receptacles of sewnge, the playground of
brats and surly dogs, and the natives who
pursue their occasions along them perform
their natural functions unabashed; but in
their names the poetic gendus of the Chinese
Howers extrovagantly.

For example, there are Collected Water
Rapid: Thousand Sons Lane, so called be-
cause the families there were prolific in the
timie of the Mings: Full of Cash Alley, that
was close to the imperial mint; Front Ink
River—as distinguished from another dark
antd oozy gut near by called Back Ink
River; Cutting Throat Alley, a regwn at-
tractive Lo suicides; Flowers Worked with
hingfishers’ Feathers Bend, known in Mon-
pol dynasty days as Stink Hole, but a dis-
trict given over to the manufacture of
ladies’ headdresses since the Mings,
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There are Pig's Camp, near the pig mar-
ket; Lanterm Market Alley, where Ming
and Manchi gentry bought lanterns for the
great festival of departed souls'in the First
Month of the Moon Year, and where you
may still buy them; Perfumed Humanity
Road: Road of Flowery Benevolence ; Alley
That Gets No Sun: Hat and Cap Establish-
ments; Lane of Crystallized Fragrance, be-
cause, long ggo, there wis o rarden that
smelled sweet; amnd Hsinng Ehr, in the
aouth City, named for a famous lady of
pleasure, who lived there half a thousand
vears agn.  Her beauty is still remembered.

FIGEONE WEAR WHISTLES

There is much bird life in the city, Crows
and magpies are ev here. Cuckoos are
nolsy in the tall trees, and in the early
mornings the crested hooposs walk {amil-
iarly about the compounds.

The Chinese sare ardent bind [anciers, and
any afternoon you may see old gentle-
men-—and young gentlemen, too—strofling
with captive birds on sticks, to take the
air. The birnd stalls in the street bazaars
are always crowded, ofiering species for any
taste or pocketbook: hawks and faleons,
thrushes, larks, and the strange bnght-
colored warblers and finches of Asia

You will remember most the pigeons that
whetl and dart in swiit flocks above the
city, because of the pigeon whistles,

The North City L=|- largely residential, and
therefore quiet, Riding through it, or sit-
ting in some shaded compound for tea, you
will hesr shrill reedy sounds, thin and 2
little sad. coming down from the upper air,
It is a noise unearthly altogether, coming,
they tell you, from tiny cane pipes cun-
ningly fastened to the pigeon’s tml.

The birds are, of courss, tanie, going out
from Eknown dovecotes. One bird in each
flock carries the whistle, and whether the
athers follow him becanse of his music, |
do pot know: but the notse comes from the
rush of air through the cane,

But there are many pigeons over Peiping,
gnd on o windy day, it i as i feeble, rest-
less ghosts wailled in the oir, lamenting
things far off and long forgotten.

LIFE IN THE LEGATION (WTARTER

If yvou look from Coal HIill along the
Tatar Wall, between Chien Men and Hata
Men, vou see familiar flags flying; Ameri-
can, English, French, Japanese, Tallan,
Spanigsh,  Netherlind, Germian, Belgiin,
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Danish., These, with the tall radio towers
of the American Guard, mark the Legarion
Quarter. Tt lies against the south wall, from
Chien Men east to Hata Men, aml north to
the Tung Chang An Chieh, about 1 mile by
three-eighihs of o mile,

It i= 0 narrow rectungle, surrounded on
three sidiés by defense walls: loopholed for
small arms; after the tactics n‘ri the early
nineteen hundreds—before high-angle fire
was much comsidered-—uand by the open
expanse of the International Glacis,

Within it are the Legations of the Powers,
the foreign banks, a few forelgn business
establishments, n hotel, the compounds of
the Customs, Salt, and Postal administea-
tions, & number of residences and apart-
ment houses occupied by loreigners, and
the foreimn clubs, 1t is a city within a
city, planned to be self-sustaining through
an indefinite period,

The Legations were not always concen-
trated, Before 1900, the Boxer year; they
were scattered.  But in that vear the Le-
pations hatd a bat time of it: underwent
i highly unpleasant siege in the hot weather,
June 10 August, and were relieved when
very near the limit of their rice and pony-
meat, by an International Column that had
no easy progress up from the sea.

The British preserve a strewch of the
bullet-chipped wall that covered them, now
inscribed, “Lest We Forget”; and there is
a fragment of the old German barricade on
the Tatar Wall, where the German Guards
amd the American Marines fought back to
buck, the one facing Hata Men and the
other Chien Men.

In the Boxer ['rotocol, the instrument
that adjusted matters when the chastened
Imperial Government consented to see rea-
son, the Powers took over this area for
themselves, declpred it international terri-
tory, and oreanized it on a permanent bisis.
It is administered by an International
Council, and has it= own police force, water
system, and power plant,

The Anvericans, British, Ialians, French,
antl Tapanese mantain Legation Guards on
the station, and their bugles, marking the
hours musically; are pleasant things to hear
i an alien land,

The Glacis is the Held of internationnl
sport. The Marinés have a baseball dia-
mond; the British strive stolidly at rug-
ger: the Italians have an adroit contest
played with a rubber ball; and the Japanese,
ever the most ardent of warrjors, clutter
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their section with harbed wire and practize
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o the French Glacis we all play polo;

Samitation by West.-
ern standards s =omething that the Chinese
mever heard of, and the veTy nir i septi
with the filth of centuries. If VOHIT SINUSEs
are sengitive, avord the city, except t May
and October, when there is little wind and
consequently, little dust,  People die in
Meiping with ternfying suddenneéss, from
obscure belly complaint

The city lies on about the same parallel

DUST STORMS SHOWER SHIPS AT SEA

The dust storm = the most | ive
phenomenon of the region.  Long ago North
China was deforested. The hills thal rim
the plain are ireeless, and bear the scantiest
covering of grass; wind and erosion have
stripped them to their rocky bones.

After the crops are in, the thrifty natives
sift the very dust for grass blades, ropts,
and seeds. The best of their gleaning is
eaten, and the residuum i3 preszed into little
cakes for Tuel. Thetefore, in the fall, the
land lies naked, and the ferce winds that
drive down from Mongolia pick up the top
spil anud carry it high and far, S0 that ships
& hundred miles at sea receive it on their
decks.

When the dust storms come, no person
who can awid it goes outside. The sun s
withdrawn and there is 4 brownish gloom
at noon, throueh which unfortimales who
have to be abroad grope with their heads
muffled in clothes, like wind-driven ghosts,
You zeal your windows and doors, but the
fine dust sifts through, filming everything
in the house, amd flavoring both food and
drink with grit.

Politically, the place is dead. ‘The lega-
tions stand, but the ministers do their busi-
ness in Nanking,  Strategically, it is impor-
tant as. the communication center in the
nirth,

Yet, the millions who have lived and

worked and died in Peiping through the
long centuries have set a seal on it that
neither tfime nor politics can obliternte, for
it hos meant so much in the world for so
long. It 5 still the gatewny to a lind rich
and ancient in the spirit of the past, o land
mmperfectly known and little understond.

The Western Hills, where yon go for
weeli-ends in the guesthouses of rulnous
temples, or maintain a vills. yourself, are
:il:ur!dﬁl with shrines the meaning of which
is forgotten, and slim minarets from the
other side of Asin, and strange bottle-shaped
monuments reminiscent of Tibet and India,
All bear witness 1o the great ages when
Chinese soldierz followed Tatar generals
attt 1o loot the world,

At Nankow, forty miles north, is the pass
in the Gremt Wall.  This stupendous struo-
ture runs from the sen at Shanhailiwan
heyond the upper loops of the Yellow
(Hwang) River—about as far as from New
Vork to Denver, counting its turnings and
windings (see map, page 278, and pages
286-7) .2

Northwest = Mongalia, where live the
nomadic groups of that formerly power{ul
race that once shook the worlid. West, the
land mmlls, mountain range on mountain
range, Lo the high halls that hold ap the
sky: the Hindu kush, the karakoram—
gipnt names. . West and south are the jnex-
haustible millions of China, older than all
of us, troubled and a little puzzied by the
