Just after the squall came up, with spin-
drift blowing off the tops of the waves, we
were startled to hear a bell rnmng, What
could it he? We were a thousand miles east
of the Florida coast, Someone sogpested it
must be a bell buoy adrift. Then one oi
the crew pul his ear to the deck,
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“It's Ramon, ringing in the saloon, to
anpounce aiternoon tea,” he said.

A shout went up and in 3 moment all but
the helmsman were filing below, where we
found evervthing dry and cory. It was
hard to realize that the weather was s0
bad on deck.

The next morning we were well in the
trade wind bell. To the sailor this means
bright sunshine, with fleecy white clouds
and oceasional short showers, The water is

20 blue that it seems as if there must be
h!uing in it. High rollers, 15 to 20 feet
from trough o crest, all covered with rush-
ing whitecaps, hurry along. Wind sings in
the rigging as the boat glides over them in
rraceful strides,

FROM OILSKEDSS TO BATHING SUITS

The weather was now 50 warm that we
dispensed with oilskins and put on bathing
suits,  Our blankets had long since been
lolded away under the mattresses.

We had settled down 1o sea routine, di-
vided into thréee watches so that we-all got
four hoors on, and eight hours off, duty.
This allowed plenty of lime to sleep and
read. ‘The open ocean voyvage, instead of
being hard work nnd exhausting, was most
enjoyable. “There were no buoys or lights
o watch for and no reels to be avoided, as
in coasiwise navigation.

Food on an ocean trip is of first impor-
tance. The cruise was divided into periods

of ane week, nnd we planned a menu with
quantities recuuired for six of us. In actual
practice we did not follow exactly these
weekly menus; but they gave a basis {or

determining the minimum food required.

The food list, made op langely from these
ments, wis based on the absence of ice, as
we wished to be free io visit ports where
e wis not obtninable, We decided we
would not even start with ice, so that our
refrigerator could be stocked with potatoes,
onilons, carrots, etc.

For minimum requirements per man per
day, we 'li"llf[-Eﬂi witer, 1 gallon; bacon,
4 pﬂtmd: l:g'g.n . butter, ¥4 pound; sugar,
granulated, 4 r.-nund 5ugnr & lumps; coi-
fee, 24 pound; sed biscuit, 15 pound; evap-
orated milk, 34 tall can.

Epgs were preserved by Grst coaling
them with lard and then packing them in
galt in o wooden box or a glass or earthen-
Ware jar.

The galley stowve iz of the ketosene pres-
sire type. The two burners are hung in a
frame which stavs level no matier how
much the boat is heeling over; thus soops
and stews cun be made even in rough
weather, The cabin table is strongly built
and balted to the floor.

anyway? It was not untll 1 learned. that
“Dead Chest," or “Dead Man's Chest,” was
the name of a barren island that the ditty
became intelligible, An established penalty
under “pirate law" was to maroon disobedi-
ent =ailors on some uninhabited island,

Fallen Jerusalim is nnother extraordinary
islel. Ttz huge, rectangular howlders from
a few miles away appear like a large city,
with. tall business blocks looming above
the horigon, Muany of these blocks are as
large as o good-sized house, and in one |
inspected at close quarters there was o
ciave big enough for people to live in.

The next morning, as it prew lieht, we
saw high lund on our wéather bow. [ feared
thet, in spite of our liberal allowance for the
currént, we had swept to leeward of Saba,
our next stofr,  Half an hour later, however,
we saw this lofty Netherlands island on our
lee how, It had been hidden by a rain
squall and Jow-lying clouds.

With sheets started and all sails set we
bore away for the island, thinking we

Visitors, we were cautioned, should not
attempt to use their own dinghies, because
the landing i= on rough bowlders and peb-
bles, which would quickly smash an ordi-
nary vacht tender.

BROTTOM, SABA, HIGH IN A CRATER

Sabn consists of a single long-extinet
volcano, with a town called “Bottom™ in
the crater.  In spite of its nome, Bottom is
lseated more than B00 Teet above dea level,
and is reached by stone steps wnd 2 steep
path through & gap in the side of the
volcano (pages 204, 265,

We were hospitnbly entertained by the
Governor. | made inquiries about Charlie
Johnson, an excellent sailor who had served
with me on my first Alice for four vears.
We soon located him, found that he was
married and had n familv, and wns earn-
ing hiz living s o ter.

While the people of Saba are under the
Netherlands Government, they speak Eng-
lish.

Our guidebook of the West Indies told
us thiat the people of Saba build fairly good-
sizedl sloops or schooners in the town of Bot-
tom nmdd then lower them down over the
sitles of the cliffs into the sea.

Mymouth, on Montserrat, has another
one-sided harbor, an impossible place in the
hurricane season.

A double-recfed mainsail and a storm jib
afforded more sail than we wanted, and,
after tryvipg o beat along o few miles, we
decided if:\l-l.:lttltl b plessanter 1o return .hmf
wait until the Iullumrrg duy.

While the trade winds in these islamds
hlow day after day from the same general
direction, the strength of the wind varies
greatly. After a stormy duy there is apt to
be a lull, with two ar three davs of reasan-
ably muslerste wind, Such was the case at
Montserrat,

The next morning we were under wav at
davlight, with all sails set, and had a de-
lightful run over to the French slanid of
Guadeloupe.

After leaving Montserral, the fiest good
harbor i Anse Deshaies.  This haven is
well protected from all winds except west-
erly amd is free from undertow, a very un-
usttal thing, There is a wharl at the head
of thé horbor and o small village where
limited supplies can be porchased, It
showed evidence of damage from the Sep-
tember burricane of 1928 Cocomit trees
had o tops und many of the houses were
still roofless.

BLOW IN “GUADFLOUPE CcALM”

The cwist pilot speaks of the “Gunde
loupe Colm,” which sometimes extends n
hundred miles to the westward of Guade-
loupe, and lasts for days. This I8 caused

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by the high mountning which deilect the
tracle winds,

Cm the return trip 1 have seldom seen
it blow harder anvwhere than it did in the
place where we were told to expect the
“ealm.” With the engine going and noth-
ing set but a double-reel mizzen sail, the
puifs would put our lee rail under, and at
one time we were airgid the safl would he
blown awiy. The whole of Guadeloupe re-
ceived severe injury in the 1928 hurricane,

Basse-Terre, the capital, near the south.
ern. end of the island, Is a charming old
town, built back of a boary stone fortress
between  two  heautiful  streams  {Color
Plates I, 11, V, and VI), Fountains in
the principal squares are surrounded by
wiving cabbage palms.

To make n reasonably thorough cruise of
the harbors of Guadeloupe would take at
least 4 month. The island is well charted,
with specinl maps of many of the harbors,

Pointe-a-Pitre, the princ city  of
Gruadeloupe, at the head of a deep lay, has
a well-protected harbor, o busy market
plnce, many ox leams in its streets, and
peasant women wearing gay costumes, In-
desil, it belongs more to the béginning of
the nineleenth century than to today.

About five miles ,!.uuﬂl of Guadeloupe lie
Hes des Saintes, a scattered group of his-
turic small islands which enclose an excel-
lent harbor (page 312),

In the doyvs of Admiral de Grasse this was
an important stronghold of the French in
the West Indies, and even today it i€ used
for maneuvers by the French Navy., The
harbur is commanded by two forts, one of
which is large and well preserved, with the
guns still m place,

Here, in 1782, Admiral de Grosse hattled
the British onder Admiral Rodney. This:
engagement, fought in the channel of Tles
des Saintes, was won by Rodnev, and
changed the history of the West Indies.

The islands wre mmrely visited by Amer-
jcans, =0 we decided to go in there. Land-
ing, we climbed a hill to the top of one of
the old fortifications overlooking a beauti-
ful expanse of water. As there are two
entrances, this spot was an ideal anchorage
for old-Tashioned warships, because vessels
could sail into the harbor and then sl
ol again with the same wind.

This is a French possezssion, and we went
ashore fully expecting to find inhabitants

of at lenst French descent. However, it
formerly belonged to Sweden and most of
the white people are of Swedish descent.,
Blond hair and blue or gray eves stamped
them as Scandinavians, They arenow under
the rule of the French island of Guade-
Ioupe (page 285%9).

We were under way again in late after-
noon, headed for the Viegm Istands, which
we had left nearly 4 mwnth betore,

The wind mmcreased and we found we
were in for one of the strong trade wind
breezes. Inoo two-hoor period we muade
17%, 4 nnuotical miles, which wns our best
run under sail alone

In Charlotie Amalie, we spent a marn-
ing and afternoon ashore gettine papers,
tuel, and drmmking water, bul at 10 p. m, we
were under way again, headed for San
Juan, Poerto Rico. The wind was very
moderiate all night, bot we ran without the
eririne. By davlieht we were through Vire-
gin Passage and well past the northern end.

As the day advanced, the {rade wind in-
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crefised amd by the time we arrived off San
Juan it was again pushing along the huge
rofllers [or which this part of the ocean
15 noted, With the breeze nearly dead
astern, however, it wias greal fun

We anchored in San Juan Hurbor, where
we wenl throoeh a strenuous esxqoomination
bv the American Uustoms officials.

CHINA'S GREAT WALL OF SCULPTURE

Man-hewn Caves and Countless Images Form a Colossal

Art Wonder of Early Buddhism

By Mary Avcusta MULLIKIN

JR nearly 15 centuries a multitude,
P‘:il.rmll}' hundreds of thousands, of

Buddhist images carved in the living
supdstone clifis at Yun Rang, in northern
Shansi, have looked down from man-hewn
caves upon the dramn of Chinese history.
They are the work of the Toha Tatars,
who fought their wav here from the Lake
Baikal region, set up the Northern Wei
dynusty, and from Tatung ruled all North
China from A, 1), 386 to 532,

Enthralled alternately with Chinese Con-
fucian and Taoist culture and with the
Buddhist faith to which they were recent
converts, these Hery people pursued o wiy-
witeel course. For i time they severely per-
secuted Buddhism and destroved {55 monu-
ments; but in 452, under & pew emperor,
they developed o plan of ¢reating Buddhist
imuges which would defy destruction and
outlast any fuiure persecution.

CONQUERED POES WERE THE LADORERS

To this end they brought to their capital,
Ping Cheng, near the site of the present
Tatung, more than 30,000 families from
the conguered area of Tun Huang and put
them to work cutting the Yun Kang caves
anddl corving the Boaddhas. These impressed
wirkers had some artistic skill and prac-
tical knowledge of cave temples, for under
Buddhist mflpence they  had constructed
similar monuments in their former home.

The work at Yun Ruang probobly went
on uniil A, 1), 516, although the larger por-
ton, tremendons as it ois, must have been
dane during a birief period. 'With the con.
tinwed] conguests of the Tobas, the capital of
thirir empire was moved in 494 southwird
ty Lovang, where the still ardent foree of
Buddhizsm created the caves of Lung Men.
Thus the records of Wel dynasty art are
fuller and surer thin those of any other
ently period,

The Yun hung sculptures are evidence
of the impact of o powerful religion upon
a people of strong émotion, There = a
childlike spiritunlity about them which in-
dicates that their makers had not Jong heen
siibjected to the calm and settled Chinese
cultlure.

Moved 1o their profoundest dopths by a
real conversion, these simple people of a
remaste age on the torch of inspira-
tion. Yun Kkang is the center of a great
arc of influence, traceable from India (o
Japan and propelled across vast wastes by
the burning power of a conviction that here
fused into n whole the capacities of creative
life, and gove them lasting form.

BUDDHISM INVIGOBATED CIINESE ART
AND LITERATURE

The caves at Yun Kang, sculptured with
Buddhist '.-im?:, carry one back to the
perind of the first ren] ascendancy of Bud-
ithism in eastern Asin. O all the influences
upon Chmese culture from owside, none {s
comparable to Buddhism. It brought into
art and literature a4 push of imaginative and
colorful vigor that has ever since Howed
on beside the cnlm current of Confucian
redasanabileness.

As pilgrims to this first fountain of Bud-
dhist art in China, my fellow artist Anna M.
Hotchkis and T set out from. Peiping and
turned our wiy toward the ancienmt frontier.
We were reversing the route of the invad-
ing Tatars, pussing outward through the
Nankow Pass, the scéene of battle through-
out history, After sixteen hours we jeft the
frain at Tatung, north Shanst, at f{our
o'clock in the murning.

Chir prospective host, the Reverend Mr.
Griffith, now dend, of the Anglican mission,
harl sent a servant, bearing a note of wel-
come, ‘to meet vs Aflter the usual pow-
wows with over-enger coolies, we trustingly
wondered in nckshas into the unknown
darkness. We passed through several cav-
ernous suburban gates that made us think

manaze all these.

0N THE OLD DESERT ROAD

We rode over the old desert road which
goes on Chrough Kweihwa and Paotow to
the interior of Asia (map, page 315). The
bleakness of the mountzin: and the scant
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cultivation of the river margin

proved the desert near.
Halfway, we passed the
smnll Kunan Yin Tang  ( tem-
ple}, perched on o biuff at o
turn in the river.  The toud
passes through an arched tun-
el in the foundations of a
smiall theater which faces the
huan Yin Temple. At the
il of the mad, before the
temiple entrance, is the magnifi-
cent Ming “spirit screen.” Its
sumpluous form and color are
in startling contrast to the bar-
rem, almost uninhahbited hills.

WHEELS N A RIVER RIET

Jogging in our heavy carts
thraugh the almost dry, stony
river bed which served as a
road, past miles of sparsely
populated land, we felt a per-
vidding curiosity Erowing to
excitement as we nedred our
woal,

T'he clifis were higher, there
were a few premonitory cavies
flanked by carven figures, amd
then n bend in the road re-
vealed the little village, the
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sleaming tiles of a temple, and
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the black mouths of caves in
tiers and irregular groupings
up the face of the clifi (p.316).

Upon our arrival we found
that the temple compound also
housed n school and a police
station, The priest, the care-
taker, the three policemen, amd
the voung school teacher wied with one
nnother in their amiable efforts 1 make
ue feel at home,

Since then, a visitors' resthouse has been
built near the main road, but perhaps we
should still prefer the old rooms in the
very shadow of the finest caves, for we were
given a side building in the court of the
chiel temples.

Now we faced the task of scquainting
ourselves with an enormous and ancient
monurment. of history and art, 1o which no
simple guidebook existed. We had come
to record with pencil and brush ag much
as possible of its mystery and romaence.

tween caves, now muoch weathered. still hear
traces of rows of seated Buddhas in low
relief, forming an allover pattemn,

YUN KANG AND ITS PEOFLE

What a labor of Hercules it must have
been for the makers of these caves and
mnres ti hew them by hand from the solid
rock! The caves extend along the clifi {or
& mile or mote, their irregularity in size and
placing being due, perhaps, to diffdrences in
the rock formation.

Varintions in reports of the size of the
caves suggest that they have not yet been
accurntely measured. The cliffl may he 200
feet in height, the caves from 20 to 30 feet
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in depth,  The Buddhist images vary in size
from i few inches to, 50 feet or more. For
the largest s claimed n height of 75 1o 90
feet.

The cliff ends at a promontory inoa bend
of the river, where are to be seen entrench-
ments made by General Feng Yu-hsiang in
1929, Yun Kang must Jutve been oon-
siderad] a strategic position in many periods
of warfare. On the height above the clifi
iz huge horseshoe-shaped “spirit wall”
of adobe, Aanked by towers. AL lts center
15 a small temple in & bold sition.

At the hase of the cliffl bas grown up the
villnge, s0 close (o the caves that some of
thetn can be entered only through the walled
vards of little houses (pages 317 and 343).
Farm carts and nﬂpl-cnwuu hiy, and
coffins are stored in caves, and doubitless
through centuries of neglect the villagers
have come to ok wpon the cnves and
statues as their own property,

Mingled with memories of stong sgints
and angels is that of n blear-eved, toothless
asthmatic who heunded us for “camshaw”
hecause we had painted in “his™ eave,

Between the river and the oliff the vil-
Lige extends in 4 long line on either side of
thi highway. Tts substantial brick wall and
high, stately gate seem out of proportion
to the sizge of the village, which, lving as it
fdoes, on the route of armies, was evidently
prepared to defend itsell in the davs of
simpler weapons,

CAHAVANE DF ROMANUOE, AND KERDSENE

The only willage industry appears 1o
e inpkeeping for carters and cameleers.
somber-toned bells uttached to the necks
of bullocks and comels ammounce a4 constant
traffic. Or romantic raptures were cooled
by finding thul westbound merchundise j=
chiefly cignrettes and kerosene, with an ap-
propriate accompaniment of matches { vamp-
hun, “foreign fire,” s the Chinese call
them ), aind thot eastward the loads are of
hides and woaol,

The carters are gaily clad, particulary
in hwlumn whes their clothing s new and
clean, with white trousers and red vests,
Women and children wenr n greater varlety
of colors than do thetr cotton-clad neigh-
binrs {arther eastward, where dull blue pre-
dominates. Here ome sees alas matve, reds
viuryving from “turkey” through crimson fo
magenta, and pgregss in g gamuot from Bioe
Lo saffrom,

A few of the women keep 1o an ancient

epe of coiffure, with o French twist at the
bick and # high knot on the cown, rather
like Tang dynasty hgures or the present-
day Japanese sivle, Une scans their jea-
tures with an unanswerdd question ws o
whether any of these are I:Iff-.cmdllﬂls of the
30,000 families from Tun Huang.

The native stock of north Shansi is largely
Muongol, though now verlaid with Chineses
habits. The socinl center of the village is

ypasite the entrunie to the chief cave tem-
pllﬁ in the form of a once handsome theater
stage, such as is frecuently attached o tem-
ples, the audience being expected 1o stand
in the upen,

The service of some stralling troupe of
actors would be paid for by group subscrip-
tion, or by some wealthy fumily to celebrate
a3 birthday or other event. “The shabby con-
dithon of this stage sugpested that no one in
Yun kang had felt in a festive mood in'a

long time.
Visitors are looked upon as amuosing in-
terloperss  After a busy day of painting

and study aming the caves, we would tradge
“home" {0 our dusty rooms in the temple
court. Qur neighbors, the priest, the police-
men, and the school teacher ﬂrl:lhl.'r!ﬂ s
gerly to see our work, commenting with
an appreciative click of the tongue and a
thumb upraised in prajse,

The pupils; all bovs, had been wammed to
keep at a respectful distance. Nothing
harder can be :!.:I-.tv.'l of a Chinese than Lo
cuth his curiosity. At dusk, the achoal
work finished with song, the 17 wriggling
yourngsters in bagey clothing itmuﬁm. in a
swaying line and Iifting up their yoices in

explosions of sound, while they turned their
heads almost backward to keep an eve on us,

In the two most important caves, O Mi
To Fo (page 329) and Shih Chia Fo ( Plates
I, I1, 111, IV}, a priest or n taretaker burns
incense ancd taps @ bell at the appointed
hours, but we suw oo service held. Growps
of camel dovers who pass constantly
through Yun Kang wander in to bow, their
hands jpined in exactly the atiitude of the
squlptured adorers,  After this act of wor-
ship they fumilmrlval fl.hl‘: Huddha's knee,
mrlnfmmg [u'nmih YAl stone, all stone.”

One can imagine roval visits of inspec-
tion from the neighboring capital city ; and
apening ceremonies, as recorded inoa rare
surviving imscription, dated A. D. 483,
The friezes of donors, 1o be developed later
at Lung Men into rich pictures of men and
women in eliborate and voluminous l.lrﬁﬁ.
are here but slightly sketched ; vet they give
us a hint of a cereminious life.

From the highroad one approaches the
caves through the usual series of temple
gates and courtvards, now largely given
over (o secular purposes. Not only are the

lice headguarters established in one court,
[mﬂ ilso thr_ village school mikes itself at
home in side huildmg-_- before the Shih Chin
Fo cave, In this chief court stand a huge
bronge incense urn of the Ming era and two
bizggrre but  handsome roacdinn hons  in
green antl vellow tile (page 319).

Dadly the voung schoolmaster mustéred
jforth his line of small lads 1o sing a hap-
hagard version of the new national anthem,
where formeriy chants m praise of Buddha
echoed from the walls of stone, Thie spirits
of the past are more dominating than the
life of the present, and one soom forgets
both the permanent residents and the tran-
sient worshipers, and thinks only of the
sculptured gods.

FACADES COVER THRER ENTRANTES

Built over the openings of the first three
large caves are wooden fagudes, differing
only by their height from the wsunl temple
prchitecture of China. They are com-
posed of open porticoes in several stories,
cach roofed with turquoise-blue  glazed
tiles of a depth of coloring peculiar to
the Ming dynasty, at which time the
present  structures were  probably  built
{page 310).

Mortise holes in the cliff show that seven
pther caves were once similarly covered.
These beautiful facuades, which serve as
a protection from the weather, serjously
darken the interior of the caves.

The first large cave s called O Mi To Fuo,
the Chinese version of Amitabha, the
“Buddha of Boundless Light.," His colos-
sal gilded figure is carved “in the round”™
otrt of the central core of rock, which has
been left as & support o the ceiling, while
relief =culptures cover the walls

From the point of view of art, the inest
specimen of work 8 on the outer wall of
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this cave, between the second and third
purticoes, in such i position that one must
pither look up to it between the gallery

The Bgure i5 that of 2 monk whose face
has a rare expression of ahsorbed thought
as he sitsin repose among sculptured clouds
We called him “the oriental Holbein” be-
cause of the sensitive truthfuliess of the
characterization.

SHIH CHIA FO CAVE MOST ELABORATE

The next and most tant enve is that
of Shilh Chia Fo, which is the Chinese ren-
dering of Sakya Buddha, the clan name
and religious title of the historic. Gautame.,
The cave s enormous, but 1 find no record
of its hsving been accorately measured.
A composite of my own and others' ideas
of its size would suggest a floor space 40
feet square and a height of 60 feet.

As in all the large caves, the light comes
only from a large door on the ground level
and a large window, which 1 call clerestory,
ahove (page 331). A shaft or core of the
original rock, left in the center a8 a support,
extenuls belween floor and ceiling.

Around the central shaft worshipers
doubtless performed the sacred rite of cir-
cumambulation, the shait seeming to em-
body the idea of a stupa, or reliquary.

On entering the Shih Chin Fo cave, one
sees immediately the great figore of Sakya-
muni Buddha carved from the rock of the
core shaft, and similar Buddhas occupy the
other sides of the shalt in the darkness of
the cave. This form is gilded and is sur-
rounced by an enormous halo of Anmes and
floating ' Apsarases™ (Plate 1).

These oriental wngels manage to v airily
withaut wings, their long draperies twisting
into “fish-tail” folds, which make them look
ta our Western eves like mermiids.

They are repeated again and agaim in the
Yun Kuang caves, and are a notable ele-
ment in the Wel style of art. They carry
offerings In their hands, probably bags of
jewels, the symbol of spiritual gifts. Like
the flames of the halo, they are the aura of
Buddhn, emanations of his great spirit.

Beyond the halo are rows of standing or
kneeling adorers, each with & leai-shaped
halo. Examples of this type of halo are
frequent in early Buddhist art, in India,
and later in the early Buddhist sculptures
of Korea and Japan. Unlike the saints of
Christian story, these adorers have never

In the earlier Indian sculptures of the
life of Boddha at Sanchi and Amarsvati,
the fieure of Huddha s alwavs omitted as
being too holy to be pictured by mortal
hands.

Above the door of each cave and below
the clervitory window a Buddha with at-
tendants sits in a niche, Some of the latter
wear the costume of the Wel perinod, with
viluminous skirts in wellsirrsnped plaits,
with a collarette projecting over the shoul-
der in points and held in place by bands

crossing i the waist through a round
huoclle, and hanging below in a loop.  Set-
in sleeves cover the arms, giving 3 taflored
efiect, in contrast o the loose, bagey, indef-
inite garments of earlier Chinese sculpture.

Aming the outer miches of the Wu Ta
Tung is a Buddha of such rare beauty thal
we spantaneotsly named it “The Spiritual
Buddha" (opposite page). In the more
than 2,000 vears since Gautama Budidha
lived cn earth, what figure better portrayvs
his ideal of pity for man and freedom from
the lusts of life?

When D, Gilbert Grosvenor, President
of the National Geographic Society, visiter
the caves in June, 1937, he counted 10,000
smill Buddhes on the four walls of a smgle
cave [page 319).

HUGE BUNNMHAS HAVE POTTIERY EYES

More spectacular are the eolossal Bud-
dhas uf the Western Caves, bevond a ravine
and behind the village of Yun Kang. Cave
suceeeds cave, large and small, bul among
them are thres of exceptional size, In each
sits m god of beroic dimensions, peering
forth in unhlinking composure through the
clerestory  window espocially arranged to
light his Tace.

In fact, the startling eves of these huge
figures are actoally inserted marbles of
brown glazed pottery. They must have
been an afterthought, perhaps centuries
niter, for the evellds have been chipped
away to accommaodate them, adiling  still
more 1o the blankly staring expression.

Like most colossal sculpture, these fig-
ures have a stiff, unexpressive bulk, and a
schemutic treatment, The largest is said to
he 50 feet hizh, On the wall behind him
i a superbly decorative treatment of the
tudo in flat celief, The mantle of another
colossits 15 orpately carved (0 represent a
brocade of seated Buddhas

On the wall behimd this figare, in high re-
lief. is the head of Kasvapi, one of the chief
immediate followers of Buddha. The body
has weatherod away, presumably becanse
of some difference in the hardness of the
strata.  All the mare startling is the isolated
hend, turming with closed eves and stightly
parted lips toward the great Buddha

The symbolism of Yun Kang art lacks
the {orms familiar in later Chinese work-
the ceremoninl umbrella, paired fish, end-
less knot, fungus, bat, peach, etc.  Instead,
there are many aninuils: primitive dragon,
hirds, elephant, lion, horse; and bull.

Certain frequently  repeated forms are
recognizid as characteristic of Wer art.
There is a tenseness and vigor in the figures,
although anatomy is ignored and itz lack
concealed in drapery, The sensuous repose
of later work s conspicususly lucking.

The exuberant feeling for life has caused
the rock to break forth with human forms
like a tree with leaves (page 337}, Figores
are forced into illing certain spaces, Though
they indulge in superbuman contortions,
thev seern Lo be alive, with rhythm in their
Howing lines,

The variety of facial types suggests the
diverse skill and influences brought to the
wiork by sculptors assembled from east and
west.  There are pattern faces like misks,
and others inclsively individual like por-
truits. There are fnces reminiscent of ar-
chaic Greek art, and others with the high
cheekbones and broad mouths of Mongolia,

Tn Bt
ity Ahe Tigures are usially portraved with unusually long ear Jobes, Mator Geener il William Crocter, Chicl ol

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There are the aristocratic, clear-cat features
and high-bridged noses of Arvan India;
and athers of clearly Chinese type.

There s no Juxury of jewelry orf ornu-
ment. Lacking. too, & the grnrmque or
dummw: such ns the terrific *'Gate Guard-
ians” of later work. There is a beginning of
the treatment of draperies, characteristic
of the Wel style, in many syvmmaetical folids
with pointed tips like n bird’s wing feathers.

These full, extended draperies bring to
mind Isainh’s graphic words: “1 saw also
the Lord sitting upon & throne, high and
lifted up, and his train filled the temple."

During our two long visits to Yun Kang,
we worked heroically at the finding and
depiction of representative examples fram
the truly numberless wealth of sculptures.
We paid “cumshaw” to peasants who had
walled in caves for their own use: and we
piled stones 1o climb into otherwise niaceps-
sible niches; we worked in darkness or in
the glaring sun, us the cuse required,

Frankly, we omitied the colossi: first,
because it is impossible to see them at a
distance and yet see them as a whole, and,
second, becnuse they lacked the hmut;,
which charmed us in lesser figures.

VANDALS MAVE DONE SOME DAMAGE

About ome of the great Buddhas there is
a sceng of devastotion, for al Some un-
guarded moment sculptures have heen
stolen, to be wold in the curio market. The
outer walls of one large cave have been
blasted away, leaving the colossus seated,
almost unattended, in the open.  Moreover,
by this destruction the cliff above has been
wenkened by huge cracks and clefts, which
w:li hasten weathering processes (p. 341).

the pround may be seen remmants
of ﬁuurm th'il.IH:r}' and ornamental reliefs.
Too late to sive this art intact, a Chinese
archeological snciety has been formed which

Another evidence of the theft of sculp-
lures 15 e the sclentific removal of heads
by drilling holes on all sides of them until
o line of cleavage neatly breaks the head
s from the wall of rock,

While we were making one painting
surdden storm swept down the valley, a solid
wall of advancing dust blotting out the view
of even the village near by, 1t was the desert
itself moving forward, leaving a new cout-
ing of dust upon these sculptures, and illus-

trating the erosive processes which have:

been at work for these many centuries.

This would have been heartbreaking,
with our work unfinished, but on the advice
of the local police, who were friendly, we
sent our servant to Tatung, where our host
it the Anglican mission made himseli re-
spronsihle I't:r our good behavior and gained
us permission Lo hinish our work.

During the day and night of suspense
while our servant wns away, a troop of 500
soldiers, changing barracks, rested ot Yun
King and devoted their entire attention to
us. We fastened ourselves In our rooms,
barricading the doors; but they pulled the
paper {rom. the windows, and a succession
of eves was constantly upon us, They
shouted to us and talked about ns, and our
anly defense was to practice Buddhistic
repose so that they should have as little as
passihle to remark upon, The perve-rack-
ing episode lasted [rom two o eight o'cloack,
when they were called off by a bugle.

Bevond the farthest west cave, the cliff
ends ut o bend of the fiver und on iis lnst
abutment are the remoins of Feng Yu-
hsiang's elaborate fortifications vsed in his
battles of 1929, Ii one returns by walking
along the margin of the river, one sees the

A stone projection on the side of each
chimney, near the top, caught my atten-
tion, Finally 1 asked an old fnhabitant
about it. He explained that there are still
many witches in Guernsev, On Friday
nights they By w0 the “Trépied” dolmen at
Catioroe for their weekly revels.  The stone
projections are witches' seats, resting places
lest they tire on the way. If no sedl were
provided they would come down the chim-
ney and rest by the hearth, soot-steeaked
ind in very bad temmper.

Guernsevmen of the sixteenth century
burned 16 witehes and soricerers a1 the stake,
It was the practice (o sentence them to
death first and try to extract a oonfession
afterwards.  Since then the islanders huve
learned that witches, If left (0 their own
clevices, are of actual assistance at times—
int loving a spell on a neighbor’s cattle, for
nstance, or ridding children of warts.

For u small considerition witches will
even teach incintutions and spells to cure
horses of colic, prevent dogs from biting,
and reveal the location of lonst articles,

Ax might be expected, the island harborz
many ghosts; too. Notl long ugo. several of

In a hidden recess work-
men found o beautifully embossed silver
chalice of the parly sixteenth century, which
is still preserved in the church.

Recently the same ghost appeared again,
this time tapping at snother spot.

Saint Sampson and other early mission-
aries gttempled to substitute Christlanity
for the pagan rites of the islanders.  They
built chapels and churches and made many
conversions, but traces of paganism still re-
main, There are indjcations, for example,
that the statue-menhir which stunds in
fromt of St. Muartin's Church is still an ob-
jevt of veneration (page 373),

This crudely carved stone figure, prohs
ably intended to represent the Goddess of
Fertility, is affectionntely known as La
Gran'mere.

THACES OF FEUDAL TIMES

OF all the chapels built in early davs, that
of Sainte Apolline, dating from the end of
the fourteenth century, is the unly survivor,
The others were pulled down or [ell apart,
and Ste, Apolline’s escaped a similar fnte
nmdy through the interest of a former Badliff,
sir Edgar MacUulloch, nuthor of that de-
lightivl book, Guernsey Folk Love, Throwgh
his efforts the chapel was bought by the
States of Guoernsey and preserved,

The States (Parliament) of Guoernsey
have also bought or had deeded 1o them
many propertes on which are situated dol-
mens amnd monoliths, They have preserved
o this dav, moreover, most of the rights
and privileges pranted them by early Dukes
of Mormandy, and feudalism persists in the
ohservance of many old customs.
