Cwer on the Eoastern Shore stands an old
frame tavern whose doors continue 1o swing
to Lrade beneath its sien beiaring the date 1744,
In vne of s ledgers, kept between 1789 and
1793, T thumbed through the entries of “gmogs,
toddy. horsefeed, dinners and suppers” which,
though charged in pounds, shillings. and pence,
were often paid off in lamls, butter, a cow,
or ‘A calf.

ures by the two States,

Since iis
apening, 10 to 15 per cent of the students have
heen women.

Besiles these emperors, Brofus, Cassius,
Cato, amd Cicero were studepts in Bhodes'
renpowned schools of rhetone. And Nero
talked of abdicating for a life of Ieisure on
the isand,

But just how did modern Italy come into
possession of thest isles in the Aegeéean?

Since the Dalians had occupred them in

are inclined to forget that the ondinary
pursuitz of lfe continue and, what =
more, continue pretty much as in time of peace.

This is especially true in England today,
Britain has besn living in a state of war for
18 months. Thousands bave been killed and
wounded; hundreds of millions of dollars’
worth of property has been destroved; the
country iz bombed almost nightly, and it is
fuced with the ever-present threat of invasion,
Yet the people manage to keep going.  Gove
ermment and industry continue to function,
Life goes nn,

The thing that impresses me maost about war-
time England is the attitude of the people.®
Their murale I= magnificent, After the fall of
France and the Low Countries, especially after
the bombing of Rotterdam, some of us were
afraid they would be unable to take it. They
have been under intensive hombardment now
for about six months.

Unless the (ermoans have something much
worse than what they have used 1o date, the
chances are that the avilians of England can
go on indefinitely.

I think there was a brjef period, at the very
beginning of the Blitzkrieg, when the people
might have crucked. 1 remember vividly the
tirst terribile night { September 7, 1940). More
than 300 persons were killed and some 1 300
serionaly wounded. The East End of London
was one vast inferno.  Surely, we thought,
human beings cannot siand such punishment.

Another night went by, Five hundred more
were killed, The people stood fast. A week
passed. . . . twoweeks., By that time, in my
opinion, the crisis was owver.

The people adjusted themselves (o the
nightly attacks from the skies. ‘They resisted
the impulse 1 Hee. They obey it-d the Gov-
rmmrntﬂ_:, injunction 1o “stay put." Iv may
well be that the fortitude of the ordinary
peaple of London fn the terrible nights of
September will mean the difference betweeh
defeat and victory for the British Empire.

You will see many domaged huildings in
Londan, but for every such building vou will
sor 40 or 30 which are (with'the possible ex-
ception of hroken glass and o few nicks: from
splinters) unscathed,

The British have never given out any figures
on the amount of domaee that has heen done
by the German bombers, 1t s my guesse—and
it is only & puess——that the damuage 1o London
does not exceed 730,000,000 and that the
dnmige to the country ns o whole is probably
ool greater than $1,000,000,000,

Factory prothuction, which was  curtailed
during the first few weeks of the Bljiz is now
moving stepdilv upward,

Production todlay is much greater thein it
wis when the Germans began their all-out
attacks, There have mrely been more than
i few out of production at anv one time

Casualiies, while heavy, have been much less
than expecticl, The Government had more
than 300,000 hoapital beds ready for air radd
victims, Thousands of coffine were prepared
and graves were dug, The authorities were
prepared o handle 30,000 casualiies a day,

Fortunately, casualties have been only o
fraction of this fgure. They have avernged
abiout 1,000 deiths n weelk and about hall
RN B many seriousiy wounded.

The thing to remember about hoth case-
nltics amed property domage is thai, althouch
they may be beavy in themselves, they pre to
e considered in relation to the total popula-
tion-and the total resources of the country,

Therein lies the explanation of the ability
hoth of the peaple and of the countr's indus-
trin] svstem to withstind the hammérine to
wiich they have been subjected during the,
past six mornths,

The truest thing that con be said abous
wartime England is that “life goes on.”  The
common, everviay, Hitle affaire of living per-
sist. Women raise their children and look
after thelr men. Men hold down their jobs
and help to defend their country, The insti-
tutions of community life endure,

Thus far, at least, the tenacity of ordinary
life has prowved greuter than the menace of
hombys in Britain.
