E.wn hour =ome 100,000 persons  hoard
intercity buzes to go somewhere along 400,000
miles of American highways. Each year the
mptor-driven  stagecoaches carmy nearly  six
times the entire population of the United
sttes.

Close-up of America at Low Cost

Millions using this means of trangport have
n good reason for doing spd economy, Cost
for luggape and myself worked out at less
than 115 cents per mile,

Bus travel gave me intimate plimpses of
cities, commumnities, and countryside, The big
vihicles rrove along main streets o pull into
diwntown terminals: they stopped near the
villnge general store: and anvwhere on the
open Towd they paysed to pick up rueal folk.

I stepped into a 27-passenger coach of the
Grevhound Lines jnd pur light luegnge on an
overhead rick, A porter stowed my heavy
pieces in o bageage compartment under the
floor. As i he could do it with his eves shut,
the driver backed the 10-ton bhus away [from
the Washington depot and headed for Vie-
grinin,*

Friends called my tour “Operition Sacro-
liac™; but 1 reclined in & tilting-back chair
and had an adjustable footrest,  Afr condition-
ing helped me forgel sweltering weather. Un

six hupe wheels and giant springs we moved

smothly over some of the world's best high-

A brief stay in Staunton with a wvist o
Woodrow Wilson’s hirthplace, and T continped
soith in another Grevhound.

Birth of a Bus System

The racing dog on nearly 6000 blue-and-
silver road monsters stands for THE #oe 0
millions.  Actually, the Grevhound svstem
covers phouet half the primary highway mile-
age sprved by intercity buses of the other
larger lines; the “Hound” handles about 40
percent of all business done by such operators.

Now i Nation-wide Institution, Grevhound
grew from i jitney ling ot Hibbing, Minnesota,
In 1914 Chrl Eric Wickman set up 1 Hopmio-
hile agency at Hibbing. People wanted to
ride. but not to by so o new seven-passenger
demmnstrator wis used for hauhing passengers
through the red mud of that iron-mining
town, T

Hy 1916 the jitney firm had five members
and fve buses, Each stockholder was a direc-
tor, each director an officer, each officer -a bus
driver,

Thres pioneers in the industry that guickly
developed from these humble beginnings today
head the world’s largest intercity nis system,

Phoenix, financial amd shopping center of
Arizona, glistened in the blaging sun. 1 cooled
off in a hotel lobby where cattlémen, booted
anel spurred and thoroughly hatted, mingled
with dapper traveling salesmen: where lettuce
farmers talked irrigation with citrus growers.

“You've heard a lot about irrigation in this
country,” remarked a frlend taking me arouni]
the city, “but did you know that Phoenix is
the wir-conditioning. capital of the world?”

Be it ever a0 humble or dashingly lavish,
nearly every home we saw had an air-cooling
contraption,

Air conditioning obviously miakes n differ-
ence (o the city's population; but irrigation
teally explains its increase from 3,500 in
1900 to abour 100000 today. In short,
Phoenix grew up on water,  To realize this,
drive ng we did through acres of citrus groves,
fblids of vesstables, dote ond dairy farms,
grain and alialla (page 6).

Here the white man’s miracle, wrought by
water, merely repeated what Indinps in the
Salt River Valley had done a dozen centuries
carlier. Al Pueblo Grande, Indian site out-
side Phoenix; city archeologist Odd 5. Halseth
showedl me an irrigation canal engineersd by
primitive red men.

Tlie Hohokam quit the region 400 years
hefore American ploneers arrived in the 1800°,
Their abandoned ditches sl village roins tell
of a prebistoric irmgation oultire,

Speeding west, the bus crossed the Colorado
River at Yuma and entered Calitornin,  kove-
ning stretched shadows acrugs the American
Suhara. In shifting Jumes obsolete telephone
poles sank to their crosstrees. T saw remains
of @ plank road wsed before the days of
well-maintained highwiys. How horses ever
dragged he first wagons over the trackless
wiaste | couldn't imagine.®

To find o generous fow of water io this
desert seemed incongruous as rain in Phoenm,
Men shackled the Colorado River and let
locse the All Awetican Cannl, which makes
tmperiad Valley so lash.,

With irmigatien of Tmperinl Valey, El
Cenlry Became chief shipping center for the
agricultural produce. It happened in the life-
time of present residents; the All Amercan
Canal didn’t go to work until 1940,

El Centroans are proud of their city.  They
keep it clean, put up signs at prinvipal inter-
spctions warning autos Lo stop for pedestrians,
place cards in cufé windows barring dogs, cats,
il parrots, illd arcades along shopping

strepls 1o ward off the gloring bot sun, and
name their leading hotel for thelr favorite
heroine, Harold Bell Wright's Barbara Worth,
From El Centro 1 traveled nocth through the
Imperial Valles. The bus skirted the Salton
Sen, an Inland body of blue water 241 feel
below sea level and saltier than an ocedt.
Earther north we penetrated the date-grow-
ing Coachelln Valley. Cool-looking groves,
neatly planted, continued for miles.  Near
Indio & woman across the aisle presented me
with a pound package of thiz Juscious fruit,

Immigrant Oranges Founded an Empire

Getting off at the Riverside depot, T counted
my bageigre a8 wsual,  For the first time some-
thing was missing; my tripod had gone with
the tus to Los Angeles.

“Dem't worey about i, the dispatcher said.
“Tt'll bhe hére lomorrow.”

I stayed ut the Mission Inn. While its
architecture wond imported objects made the
combined hotel aned art galleries fanous (oppo-
site page], imporied orange trees distinguished
Riverside. _

Young navels from Brazl were introduced
In 1873 with these early pluntings the region
founded g citrus empire.  RKiverside cradied
the culture of Washington navel oranges in
the United Stites and gave Californin its
maijor fruit crop.

Three years later California planted its rst
Valencia orange trees; they came from Fng-
lish nurseries which raised thiz type of Span-
ish origin,

Buses flow through Riverside like water in
its irrigation canals,. Miss one and you mist
hurry to ‘catch the nest, My reluctance tH
leave this: city of trees and (riendly people
made me miss sevieral.

Nelther héat por humidity could thin the
downtown crowds of Los Angeles. A news-
paper headlined, 92 DEGRETS—BABY, IT'S HOT
gutsme: but that dudn’t bother shopping
hordes | found as far out g5 Farmers Marke
[paige 14},

Tourists  filled hotels and restaurants,
jnommed streetcars dml buses,  Even at Per-
shing Sypeare with all its benches 1 saw signs
yeserving seats for women and children; and
standing-audiences packed the Central fountain
area to hear hours of public baranguing.

Once out of Los Angeles, the bus climbed
high into the Tehachaps Mountains, L. 5. 99
led us over Tejon Pass and began the long
descent of the Grapevine grode, A gap re-

Francisco, As he directed downtown traffic,
an intercity bus stopped beside him, The
driver, having discarded regulation cap for a
winman's wig, popped his bead oot and asked
in falsétto the way 1o the terminal, Good-
naturedly, the cop told him where 10 go.

This doesi't mean that Bus operators take
their responsibilities lightly. Many have
driven o million miles without causing o
scratch,  Theirs is “defense driving,” which
considers every foolish thing the other fellow
on the road might do.

Here one nstinctively spoke softlv. or
at all, Signiicance? OUne's own  insiegnifi-

cance, These ancient= of eons stirted in me
the same feelings 1 have in a cathedral mel-
lowed by age,

We reached Eureka 40 minutes behind
schedule because the driver stopped so aiton
ta let passengers make photographs,

Prown by the docks on Humboldt Bay we
wintched fishing bouts unload ling cod. At &
hsheries company 24 women skillfully filleted
1,000 pounds of sole an hour. One ann as
many as (600 fish in an 8<hour doy,

COn all the roads of the region we mel tre-
mendous trailer trucks hauling colossal gem-
forverens logs to same 160 Tumber mills in
Humbioldt County,  Fifty percent of the
world's redwood of this species (the impor-
tant one conmnercially ) stands in this county,
which leads all others in California lumber
ﬂ:ﬂduciinn, We marveled at how easily mill-

anidd and machinery moved timber nine feet
in diameter from mounmtalnons gockpiles (o
SCTERMING SAWS,

Chve might 1 went with friends to the only
licensed whaling station in the United States,
Well before we reached our destination six
miles gouth of the city, we smelled whar we
liter viewed, as one views a panoramao. A
male whale of the humphack variety covered
a dock with his mammisth mass—422 feel long
and ns many tons heavy,

Juhn Lima drove {or the Trinity Bus Line
linking Eureka and Redding, to the east.  For
the 1530-mile trip be gave me o front seat,
High mountains, magnifivent forests, deep

highway across northern California,
Arriving in Redding after a hard day of

driving, Lima jumped from our bus into a

privite car and drove me another dozen miles
tn Shasta Lake. He showed me the world's
second largest and second highest concrete
dnm, completed in 1945, Higher than the
Washington Monument, it backs up three
rivere and a créek to make a reservoir 33
miles long.

Limu introduced me to Tom B. Riley, man-
nger of the Trinity Bos Line. From Reddmg,
Rilev and 1 went northedst to lacy Burmey
Falls, then drove south into and around Inve-
strewn Lassen Volcanic National Park, Here
rises 10, 466-foor Lassen Peak, only living vol-
canpg in the continental United States, but
merely latent this day, At hot sulphur springs.
however, hailing pools flled the glasse air with
the heavy essence of bod eggs.

On the way (o Orezon the next day a fully
loaded Grevhound stopped when 1 gave the
signnl,  Diriver and passengers waited pa-
tiently while [ photographed  the  snow-
streaked hend of Mount Shasth, 14162 leet
above the sed.

At Medford, Orepon, 1 tumed west again to
spe the coastline of this State. The car
climbed heavily forested mountaing, dived
into deep canvons, and huzeed through com-
munities cut ol of the big fimber they milled,
Emerging from an unspailed redwiod grove,
the road hit the coast just above the California
border,

Oregon’s high rocky shore drops abruptly
into the Paciiic amd bounces up from the sea
ke schools of glamt porpoises.  Some ofi-lying
islanids resemble massive backs of black
whales: others look like niterail @ carriers,
and n number toke the shape of cathedral
TOWET=.

River Teems with Fighting Salmon

To me it seemed that all the anglers in Ore-
gon comverged at Gold Beach, Scores lined
hoth banks of the Rogue River mouth; hip-
hooted duwens waded between; and fishing
boats, lashed broadside, nearly cloged the gap-
ing jaws of the river. Chinook salmon were
rUTning.

vace—look out, cops in the vicinity; twice—
gvervthing O.K.: three times—stop to talk:
four fzshes—rond obstructions ahead.

In =ome ways Seattle reminded me of San
Franciscn: water fromt and lerries, hills with
steep streets, tall buildings in the fog, many
hotels, most of them crowded ; and again that
western spirit of levity,

Leaving the cily, the bus bridged Lake
Washington by a concrete and steel pontonm
highway, largest of its kind in the "world.

An Apartment? Try to Find One

Bright and early Monday morning we: be-
gan our hunt for an apartment. We soan
found that the classic “Cherches la femme”
has given way in today’s Paris to “Cherches
wmne maison”

Practically no housing has been built in
Paris for years, and with the rigid control
of rent cellings there = not much induce-
ment for anyone to relieve the shortage.
Consequently, there are not enough houses for
the French themselves. 1 have a friend whose
father pwns three five-story apartment houses,
but he cannot give his own daughter and her
hozband a place (o Hve.

As the days passed, we began to feel we
were fucky to be at the hotel, even though
the Government had tuerned off the heat the
frst of Muay, making the decision according
to the calendar rather than the thermometer,

Cin the morping that 1 saw the headline.
“Naming of Hroce as Ambassador Ends Wife's
Yoar-lomgg Hunl Tof Home,” | had a telephone
call in answer to an advertisement we hoi
put in Figara. Madome Blane hael “two Led-
rodang, 65,000 francs.

Chur French fnends said, “Don't even look
at it, The price is abanlutely fantastic.” To

us, however, paving fur more than that st the
hotel, the $208 a month for what we found
wits not exorbitant. It was jost about the
same as we would have to pay for similar
nccommxdations st home,

We entered through a sunny court bardered
with orange nasturtivms. Tall windows and
reflecting mirrors lighted the entrance hall,
We had a fover, o hall Jined with spacious
closets,  two o large  bedrooms, a  modern
hathroom and o hall, o laundre moom, and
a window-lined dining room.  The living
room afforded n eplendid view of the Sefne
and the broad expanse of the Esplanade des
Invalides.

Before we tonk poasession, we paid Madame
Blanc, & Yugoslavian marted 1o a Frenchman,
4 shoebox full of francs— 195,000 of them-
for three months” rent in advance, The rent
she paid to the landlord for that entire period
wis 18,000 francs.  OF course we rented fur-
nished, and we were asked to pay a 3520
deposit  against any  possible  unauthentic
scratches we might add to Madame's antiques.

Stoves and Sinks Come in Pairs

We were especially pleased with our new
kitchen, There were two stoves, one gas and
one electric.  Above our two sinks stretched
a mage of pipes, One 20! ran from a gas
heater that provided water only for the
Kitchen, and the other set led from a huge
electric heater that supplied the bumdry room
and bathroom.

All of the pipes were connected in some
mysterious wiy, Taking the plug out of the
dishwashing sink was apt to cause lettuce
leaves to rise in the laundry-room basin,. Per-
fumed shampoo suds from the bathroom hasin
aitent gurgled up next to the stove,

The kitchen had four light switches, Each
of them, for reasons of French thrift, Hlumi-
nated only about four square feet of space.
No turning on of the pantry light if one were
peeling potatoes at the sink!  Actually, the
arrangement saved me no money, for it ore
quited ull the availalie walt power (o give
g cheerful lighs.

Chver one wall of the kitchen hung a row
of gradunted aluminum pans with which 1
coald handle anvthing E‘ﬂnm an  individunl
poched e tooa 20-pound pot poast,  Sauce
whisks, a pepper mill, o coffee grinder, apothe-
cary’s =cales with shiny metric weights, a
sicve mill Tor ricing vegetables, and a salad
liiskel, the treasure of the assortment. deco-
riled the shelves,

At the dairy, egzs in glass bowls were
priced at 5 to 7 cents aplece, depending on
their size and how recently they had left
the nest.

Pasteurized milk—about 1274 cents a guart

-was very difficult to find in the land of
Pasteur. Most shoppers Lrought their tin
pitchers, with the chain-attached covers, or
their jars, and had their supply of “natural”
milk—11 cents a quart—Iadled oul to them
irom zine vats,

I could buy cuberd and wrapped Titter at
96 cents a hall pound, bt the most populsr,
andl slightly cheaper, butter squatted in water-
melon-sized vellow mounds on marhle slabs.

The proprietor filled customers” orders by
deftly slicing off a portion with a taut wire
held ‘stretchid between both thumbs and fore
ingers: It was such a simple and effective
operiation thal I complimented him on it once,

“Thank you,” he replied, "but we do not
think it extriordinary. In France we have the
expression for someone whi is not very smart
—'He could not invent the thread to cut the
butter.” "

Terrnces of round and creamy Camemberts
were stocked between protective lavers of
golden, clean, sun-fresh straw.  Chivre, recog-
nizable immediately as being made of goat’s
milk, was 19 cents.  Port du Salot, made by
the Trappist monks; Roguefort; Gruyere; *
and  demi-Swiss—snowy  morsels  from  the
French Alps—sall found their way to our cheese
platlers,

We learned to honor the custom of cutting
a Camembert in trinngles rodiating from the
center of the “pie.” We found out that a
Camemmbert was improved by carefully scrap-
ing the crust, buttering it lightly, and sprin-
kling it with teasted crumibis or almonds,

Brie we cul alwavs in wedges, down to the
List guest. A gentle rain of carawiy seeds
udded sest to it

Cheese was always served at our table with
individual crisp rolls six inches long. [ re-
member childhood strageles in Catifornia over
who would get the crusty heel of the French
brend. Here were no table tussls—the rolls
were alfl heel!

Fustry Shop Fantusics

Fabulous fantasies held us spellbound be-
fore the windows ol the pastry ships. A few
cenits would buy a fat Sabe o rloes, topped
with a perhy stem of green citrom.  Blushing
redd with strpwberry svrup. they alwavs looked
i me like happy peaches that bod hadd wo
much to deink,  Spirided pastries imitated jce-

cream cones, custird-Alled and  cherrv-deco-
rated.  Crisp meringue boats sported sails of
triangular sheets of chocolate.

Bossler's pastry chef created a caramel-
coitted cream pull no bigeer than a glistening
walnut. He could make a fluted pie the size
of n 50-cent piece—just big enough to pecom-
mpdate three gay-looking cherries.  Tea-party
cookies bore names 85 charming as the sweets
themselves—"cat’s tongue,” slender slivers of
bittersweet chocolate, and “tiles,” cooled over
a rolling pin to make them ook exactly like
feather-light, curved roofing sheets: |

For 22 cents a pound T bought romaine
lettuce that was so young and green T could
never biring myself to defile the tender center
stalks with o dressing. The woman projrietor
at that vegetable stind alwayvs totted up my
bill on a black fron shite, which was really
the table of her scales, With a cheerful. “A
thowsand thanks, Madame,” she would then
erase the chalk fpures and be ready for her
nexl customer.

Downtown, near the chorch of the Made-
leing, a “Tuxe” store sold ripe strawberries so
sweet that only the double cream we poured
an them needed sugar, There [ragrant, hand-
pickerd peach-apricots were displaved individ-
ually in waxen green fluted cups, as if each
were a giant banbaon,

Purple figs, ench on o puff of tissue-paper
accordion pleats, stood side by side with
golden pears still warm  from  their son-
drenched, espaliered branches:

I bought good-sized clusters of amethyst
grapes, #1 63 cents, which were 2o nearly per-
fect they looked like imitntions.

Chur laundryman was a rasv-cheeked cherub
whio didd our hesvy linen sheets—they were
actually more like hemstitched canvas—ior 19
cents apiece.

ing lips. 1t lies in the restaurants of Paris.

1 can think of no place in all the world
where it would be more heart-hireaking to be
on a diet. The number of small restaurants
with large menus is amazing.  Whether | went
into i Mdstro that did not offer me even o papet
papkin, of mto an expensive café that wrapperd
each heated plate in 4 separate warmed nipkin
a% it eame from the kitchen, as long as 1 was
dining in Paris 1T hoad & new taste treat o Jook
forward to every dav {(pages 50, 63, and 68).

The Parisian restaurateur serves vou not
only o meal, but beauly that s also sustenance
for the soul.  Each salode nigoase with j1s ver-
milion rings of tol peppers. each cerse tart
in itz Aaky shell, each serving of pommed
souffides, goldenly toasted and resembling
miniature pillows pufied to iniredible light-
ness, seems to have been prepared for & photo-
grigph in color,

[Mning surroundings in Paris are Tovely, too,
At Le Grand Veéfour, glittering with hand-
pairitet] mirrors “just as Napoleon used 1o
ke it,” 1 was served a tiny hird gamished
with white grapes and a flame of cognac to
light them up.

In the shadow of the wings of the ginnt old
windmill that tirng above the Jardin du Maont-
martre, [ was tempted with a'chicken o crisply
ronsted that it crackled fike Chinese duck. At
the Chaulund, only a Wock from our apart-

From it central New York State source, the
Susquehanna  River zigzags meross Pennsyl-
vanin and empties after 444 crooked miles
into Marvlanid's Chesapeake Bay (map, page
77). Our plan was to canoe this distance,
plug certain h'i.hulaﬂﬁ. {ollowing m the wike
n-!" utitold generations of red men®

Canoe “Expedition™ Starts in Station Wagon

Our Susquehanna River canoe “esperdition”
had begun in decidedly un-Indian style by
“rmlmrhng" from Washington, 1), € in a
station wagom. Soon the vehicle was mnTing
off in the shadows of steep hills surrounding
“Glimmerglnzs,” as Cooper called Otsepo Lake.

We made our first camp at Mohican Point
on the west shore, and knew we had not ex-
pected too much of Olsego, for such beauty
is hard to overrate (page 81].

While Teppy (Walter Meavers Edwards)
made his first of 1200 photographs, our five
self-stvled “muscle men” busied themselves
about camp.

“YVou may have to look twice to see my
muscles,” said Alex Toth, our 230-pounder,
“but I'm always ready to help, especially at

mealtime.” Harold Gray, my brother, and
Caleh (Cay) Hathaway, whose canvis canoe
Sonny was to make n third unit in our Aotilla,
had done the Potomac River with T oy
me two vears ago.t  Dallett Hoopes and Dional
Blaklev supplied the vouthful touch.

Others who joined us later as vacation time
ran out for the onginals were Adolph Gude,
Jr., Gilbert Gude, James Evans, Gordon Irvin,
and James Douglazs,  Don, Ditd, Toppy, and
I went the whole distance.

Easyvgoing Dal, a Haverford College junior,
immediately made o hit with his elders by
laughing heartily at all their jokes Athletic
Dan. a University of Maryland freshman,
regarded every activity as a test of strength,
He was happiest at fnding a2 hard way
to do an easy job.  “Muscles” “Bulges.”
“Mighty Joe Young" we called him.  Also
“(3E,” for his ability to make food disappenr
like a dispasal unit,

Even now, the active youngsters were il
in Somny disturbing Glimmerglnss’s reflections.
Here voung Deerslayer first matched wits
with hostile Tndians.

Cooper wrote of Oisego becnuse it was a
spot he had known and loved from bovhood.
Shortly after the Revolution, Judege William
Cooper. an enlightened land promoter, founded
Cooperstown, at the south end of Otsezo Lake.
In 1790 he brought his fpmily, including year-

old Jnmes Fenimore, to the wilderness zettle-
ment,

After schooling and a career nt zen and
abrogiel, the novelist moved bick to Coopers-
towte. Fenimore Hiise, on Otsega’s west shore
about half a mile north of the parklike villuge,
15 a siately modern (eorgian stone mansion
built on the site of Cooper's home. Now a
museum, it houses the central quarters of the
New York State Historical Associntion.

Basehall's “Hall of Fame"

Other Cooperstown miseums are the Base-
hall Hall of Fame and that “rural Williams-
barg,” the Farmers” Museum

In 1839, when every locality plaved its own
version of “basehall,” Abner Doubleday laid
down at Cooperstown o dismond-shaped fiekd,
limited the number of players, nnd set op
riles which helped standardize the national

game,
We Liunched our capnoes at Mohican Paint.

Susque wned Honna knew water for the first

tme as their 18-foot aluminum hulls splashed
into the lake. From the stern of Swrgue, the
Rag=hip, Auttered the colors of the National
Gmﬁmphlc Society.

“One of George Washington's genecals, His
job was to destroy the Troquois (Six Nations)
after their fierce raid on the Wyoming Valley
spltlers during the Revohition,  Supplies and
equipment for some 1,500 men went down the
river on 208 heavy, cumbersome bateaux.”

YAnd we're having trouble with emply
canoes! ™

Bt Gen. Tames Clinton used brain as well
as brown. At Council Rock he built a dam
across the Inke's outlet, raising Otsepn’s level,
Then, on August 8, 'li"'n"f?, he himke the dam,
and his sturdy fAathoats raced through the
Susquehanna shallows on a foaming head of
waler (page 5U),

But for us it was tough sledding, Titerally,
As Susigwe or Hamng scraped on gravel bars
and rocks, dafry cows gruzing adjncent pas-
ires looked up in wonderment. Or was i)
gquiet scorn? We began to Teel & little foolish
before cur canstant gallery of well-lired herds.

Ciurious Lows

We macdde a long portage by station wiagon
aronmnd Croodyvear Dam and camped in a cow
pasture near the confluence of the Schenevus
Creek. The cows, belying the ads, were not
at all content until they had snified at euch
of we und our equipment several times,

Cay, Don, and Dal tried to bed down e

neath the sturs, bt the inguisitive cattle drove
them I, Several times during the night 1
was awakened by moist bovine snorts on the
ather side of the thin tent wall not four inches
from my face. Harold. likewize disturbed.
mullered, “We must be canoeing down the
Chisholm Trail, we've seen so many cattle and
0 little water,”

Next morning we smw more water—JRits
more,  Whit miracle was this? Had the ghost
of Clinton’s: dam been broken 1o help us?
The river was up to a respectable canoding
depth, and rising =till more,  For the first time
it was singing the gurgling song of fast water
—a foot higher than the night before,

Workmen at the N_Y. Highway 7 bridge ex-
plained, “They let water through Goodyear
Dam every morning, The rest of the dav it
is shut off.”

S0 we rode the crest of dam-let waters just
ng had Clintons men. Rifflss and shallow

The Olego bridee was lined with people
waiting to wave good-byve o us.  Newspaper
and radio accounts af our vovage had chught
the popular imagination, and people began
looking- for “'those cannéing fellows.™

A lady rushed ot from a riverside calsin
hrandishing an ege and siid, “Oh, if 1'd only
known when vou'd get here! T was just starg-
ing to bake vouy a cake.”

The pretty Burmside twins raced over a
meadow with their dog and box camera and
snapped pictures as we passed. A1 Wells
Bridge, Bill Goodrich swung from o giant
elm, let go his rope at the end of a 100-Toot
are, and plummeted 30 feet into the waler
between our canoes.  Farther downstream a
worman swimmer looked up surprised and said,
"Oh, are voase the Gmmuphic'ﬂ businesses?"

Riffles, or “rifts” as upper Susquehanna
peopile call thum. were frequent.  Those of us
nboard the metal canoes often leaned hard
on our paddles and pushed ourselves across
the wet rocks, Somn’s crew sometimes hod
to walk and carry, but even so the canvas
bettom took a Deating,  Mtener than he
wished, Cav found himseli bailing.

Suddenly it was too much for bailing, Cay
beached his craft, tumed it over (page 83),
and found a hole big enoogh to put two fingers
through, His experienced hands cut out a
small piece of spare canvas and with water-
proof cement patched the hole. A coat of
quick-drying lacquer over the area finished
the joli,

A mile nhove Unadilla, where n highway
eldges the river, a slonder, imperious  man
arericted our attention with windmill gesticu-
latioms, “T'm the sherfl of this county,” he
called, “and voure all under arrest for tres-
passing on our tver! Your sentence [ to
havedinner with me and camp oo the Unadilla
jrark.”

A Mormon Shrine

The Susquehanna is the Jordan of Mor-
monism. In iis waters were haptized Joseph
Smith, founder of the American church, and
his- first convert. From 1820 ta 1829 the
vounge Prophet lived chiefly in the Great Bend
country, where the river dips momentarily into
nartheast Ponnsvlvanin as if testing the cli-
mute, In the township of Harmonyv, now
Oakland, be met hiz wife, buried sn infant
son, translated the Bogk of Mormon, attracted
hiz first adherents, and knew his first perse-
cution—some of it coming from his own
father-in-law.*

Two days before in Afton we had seen the
foundation of the house, just torn down, (o
which he corried off Emma Hale and married
her. West of that town Smith reported he
had unearthed one of the golden plates from
which he translated the Book of Mormon,

Below  Susquehanna,  Pennsylvania, we
scaled the riverbank, crossed the Erie vards,
and climbed ahill to McKane Cemetery, 1t
contdins the mortal remains of the Prophet’s
som, family members, and followers. and =
the only 1angible reminder of the vears young
Juteph Smith spent on the hanks of the
Susguehnnna,

[‘I:mt night we prepared for bed in a barn
near H.-J.HH'IE..':Id Pennsvivania, “What about
rats?” Dl wondered,

“Thiy won't bother vou,” Adolph said.
“In a barn like this the blacksnakes always
keep the riats down,”

Adolph manages n large mursery with several
harns n_n-ri preenhouses, w his: words  had
authority.

Soon after, Dal and Ales discovered that o
bed of sorts could be made in the reor of the
station wagon by letting the il gate down,
Don spread his bedreall on the flnt canoe rack
on top of the station wagon, parked just out-
side the barn.

Next moming Alex arose with creaks ond
proans from his cramped position and looked
sourly at Adolph, Toppy, Cay, and me
steetched on the luxurious hay.

He asked if we'd had any encounters with
Ilacksnakes,

dWell, in the dark we couldnt tell what
color they were,"” Cay admitted.

That oy we fought a head wind most of
the wiy o Binghamton and made a3 walkover
portipe of Rockbottom Iham. One of the
Suscuehanna’s large cities, Binghamton inter-
ested Toppy  bernuse of = Ansco  plant,
manufactorer of photographic materinds,  The
city also makes pationally famous brands of
shoes,

A tree-chopping bee in which everyone
did his bit started Binghamton on its way
in 1788 mnd provided log cabins for the new
=gt {lement.

In the 1880% o shoe-manufacturinge busi-
ness was established here.  From the early
tavs, George F. Johnson, a partner with Henry
B. Endicott, initiated policles which have
climinated strikes amd serious labor disputes.

Good wages, steady work, medical and
sureical treatment and hospital care it com-
pany eypense, and homes built and fnanced
at Jow cost are some of the benefits enjoyed
hy its 20,000 workers,

As we padidled past Endicott, the white con-
crete buildings of the Internationa]l Business
Machines Corporation were ot oor right. The
viver for a short distance here was reddened
by the waste liquors and dyes fram the large
tanneries which produce the leather for shoe-
making in the Triple Cities.

The American Edret—and Other Birds

The American egret, at home again along
nurthern waterways after its near txrlm:tmn,
sepms not to mind this pollution, We sur-
prisedd 12 of them on an sland below Endicott,

Throughout the trip we saw hundreds of
water-loving hirds, not only egrets but great
blue herons, little green herons, kingflishers,
killdeers, and ducks.

Migrating red-winged blackbicds often filled
the skies.

With each tributary the Susquehanna got
wider but little deepor.  The comtinuerd <hal-
low going by this time had sheedded  Seoemny's
hortom. At Owego, Cay gave up and went
home to repair his canoe,  Alex went with
him, leaving fve of us in our two alumingm
cruft,

To this point we had troveled in lightly
loaded canoes. We chose campsites where
wie could nrlriw: the siation wagon to the water's
edge, thus using it for hauling our heavy gear,
But at Owego, in spite of shallow water, we
loaded evervthing into Swsgwe and Honme and
paddled independent of the station wagon as
far ns Wilkes-Barre, Pennsyivania, 120 miles
bBeyond,

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A day and a hali’s work brought us to
Athens, Pennsylvania, a highlight of our trip,

The Susgueharnna svstem is a msnyv-hranch-
ing path through mountains, and Athens is one
of the crossromls,  Chinton (page 761 hal
followed the upper river (o Athems,  There he
met Gen, John Sullivan, his commanding offi-
¢er, who had brogght an army north dlong
the Susguehanna from Wyoming Valley (the
Wilkes-Barre resion ).

With combined forces representing a large
segment of George Washington's army, the
Sullivan-Clinton expedition moved northwest
upr the trilninary Chemung River into the hesrt
of the Iroquiis homeland, There it destroyed
for all time the fghting power of the Six
Mations, trachitiona] allies of the British.

In 1753, George Washington, who had con-
eeived the Sullivan-Olinton campalen, traveled
up the Mohawk,® then overland the few miles
to zegrn Lake and the ssurce of the Susgue-
hanna. He observed that Be “dould not hut be
struck with the immense diffusiom and im-
portince of [inland waterwavs |, and with the
gooldness of that Providence which has denlt
her favors to us with so profuse a hand.”

The men of Clinton and Sullivin alsn recog-
nized these favors and réturned after the war
to help transform the howling wilderness they
had marched through into the teat farms that
have graced Susquehannn vallevs ever since,

Chie group, moving up the Chemung Valley
1en vears behind Sullivan, founded Horse-
heacds, New Yaork.

A Tublet Tells o Story

On Hanowver Square we saw a tablet in-
scribed: “In 1779 nenr thiz spot General
John Sullivan mercifully disposed of his pack
horses worn oul by faithiul service in the
campaign’ agninst the Six Nations of the
Iroquois,  The first white settlers entering
this valley in 1789 found the bleached skulls
and named the place Horscheads.”

“That inscription suggests a Coolidge con-
densation,” sail one citizen,. “There isn't a
superfluous word in it

Even before the Revolution, seattered settle-
ments exisied m Wyoming Valley, sround
Athens, and along the West Branch of the
susquehanna,  Many ploneets came from New
England, specially Contecticut. By the
1750's Connecticut's agrarian population had
sonted o a erowded 130000 =0 citizens
formed the Susquehannah Company for ex-
pansion.  They felt that Connecticut s charter
gave them the right to a westward-extonding
strip af land as wide as their colony,

Iroquois representitives sold them a huge
rectangle which oow Torms most of the north-

enst portion of Penpsylvania—a fifth of the
Stare.  But during four decades Connecticut
claimed the area ond fought three small but
fierce wars for it.  And hefore the dispute
wis settled, about 1803, the fiery Yankee
John Frimklin even tried to establish "Sus-
quehannah™ as a separate State, with Athens
as its capital,

A Pioneer of Pennsyvlvanin

Leaving our canoes st the Athens hridee,
we drove 1o Spantsh Hill (page 841, the flat-
topped  rise just northwest of town,  This
acropolis of n North American Athens broods
beside the road, guarding. its heard of New
World antiguities, We climbied 230 feet o its
mesalile summit.

(h the 10-acre crown, once fortified with
palisules by an unknown race, we stirveyed
the area where Ftieone Brulé, first recorded
white man to enter what is now Pennsylvania,
met the Carantousn [ndians,

Here the young Frenchman, Champlain’s
emiz=ary, talked hundreds of braves onto the
warpath agiinst the Iroqueis,  But the attend-
ing ceremoninls delayed their departure, ond
they arrived at Chondaga (neiar Svracuse),
the appointed battle place. several days after
Champlain ond his Huron allies had been
defented.

With Trogooeis between him and Champlain,
Brulé returned to Spanish Hill, and, for rea-
soms not fully clear, whilsd sway hic time by
cunoemng down the Susquehanna, o salt water
and hack.

“Anil the amazing thing,” said Charles Lucy,
who helped guide us about the Athepns-Sayvre-
Waverly region, “is that all this ook place in
1615 and 1616—four vears belore the Pil-
grims landed at Plymouth Rock.”

l .':'luw did the “Spanish™ creep into Spanish
$all?

Dir. Elsie Murray, devoting a lifetime to
preserving her valley's place in history, knew
the answer. 1 found bher in Athens's Tiogn
Point Musenm, which she directs.

“The legend abwut gold-hunting Spaniards
penetrating into this area before Brulé is more
than klle fancy,” she said, ““The first seltlers
reported]  hearing  Indions  calling the  hill
Espafa, and standing in awe of it,”

‘¢ returned to our cances and  paddled
south throe miles to Tioga Point to look for
arrowheads.

Surely here. where the Indian-rich Chemung
and Susquebanna Rivers join, there must be
at least ong!

The river in Permsylvania i frequently
called the North Branch to distinguish it from
the West Branch of the Susquehanna, At To-
wanda, horseshoe windings begin, The moun-
tnine rise higher, 81 places coming to the
wnter's edge.

Last 1o arise at our Wysox ¢amp, T found
four guinea pigs waiting for my Iatest n a
continuing series of experiments with pancake
batter. [n 30 minutes the vccasion jokingly
referred to as “breakinst™ was past.  Adolph,
conscious of the caompers’ rule that he who
complains is cook next day, said, “Your pan-
cakes are all right, Ralph. Not everyhody
can make flannel cakes so thick that the inside
hatter is conll”

Vanished Retreat of French Refugees

Fishermen were numerons from Athens (o
the mouth of the Lackawsnna,  We tried our
lisck at Standing Stose, but caught nothing.

A mnatural cornerpost, Standing Stone
marked 0 tract boughi in 1793 by highborn
French refugees from the Reign of Terror
(page 891, We rounded A great horseshoe
bend nnd at the point walkerd up a tree-shaded
lane to the Hagerman House [page 87).

Farms now spread over the acres where
stood the French village of Asylum (page 88)
Fifty houses, a store, inn, bakery, brewery,
and chapel rose here in the wildermess, only
toy crumble amd disappear when Napoleon told
the |8th-century displaced persans they could
come home agnin.

The dov had been oven-hot.  Toward eve-
ning, as we stroked wlong the fool of a moun-
tain slope 400 feet high, the sun suddenlv
dimmed, The air cooled and began stirring.
A downdraft from the mountainside brogght
us the pungent, pineccented odor of deep
wiotls.

A white-headed osprey tose {rom a rock
pirmacke und few off. A deer, one of several
we saw on the trip, hounded for cover.  Black
clouds fulled in from the west,

Rain drenched us: 1t came: down without
slackening for 40 minutes, We could not spe
shore, Gusts Dlew us sidewavi. We an onlo
a shoal. Our canoes, like basins in a back-
vard, began flling with rainwater,

We passed under Wyalusing Rocks, not
even seeing this Susguehannag “must.  Bul
al Wynlusing bridge Mason Browning and

Jack Welles met us in their cars and haulbed
us dripping to the top of the rocks, where we
spent the night in the dry comiort of Log
Cabin Inm,

Next moming we looked out to find a sei
of fog filling the river canvon, By 10 the
sun had “burned  off” the mist (page 911).

Al the west entrance of Vozburg Tunnel
we shot a riffle and crossed the 600-foot
contour line, haliway down the ladder from
Otsepn’s 1,194-foot level, This point is also
about halfway in distance.

Rommding the Neck, we sighted two girls
paddling upstream. They intercepted us and
introduced themselves—VYida Davis and Frin
Heckman (page 92), Girl Scout counselors
from Camp Onawandah, 12 miles downstream,
Thev escorted us to their camp, leading vs
through rocks and riffles,

We reached Onowandah in time for 2 sched-

uled afternoon water pageant in our honor

Miriam E. Pierce, camp. director, invited us
to stay all night.

“In a Girl Scout camp?”’ Don sounided
shocked, but interested.

“Nou will be the first men ever to stay in
(nawandah  overnight.  Everything is ar-
ranged.  Dinner will be ready in 15 minutes.”

Needing no encopragement, we accepted.
Meale were a joy, with Brownies, Scouts, and
coynselors joining wvoices in song after song.

Next morning we overtook fwo Laceyville
hovs—Edward Whipple and Charles Houtz—
canpeing from Tunkhannock to Wilkes-Birre.
Houtz pointed out Camphell Ledge, o high
precipice: on the left hank, “During the
Wyoming Massacre,'" he said, “a man jumpet
off that ledge on-a horse to get away from
the Indians. He hved through it, and his
horse hroke only four of its Jege”

At thi= point we entersd Wyoming Valley,
that great industrial pocket seamed with coal
deposits and flled with cities.  What a differ-
ence from the farm villages and stockadesd
forts that the Troquois and Tory band burned
in 1778 during the raid that killed almoss 300
men, wormesn, and children.

Where “Black Rock” First Was Burmed

The fires of the Revolution mged abiwe
the world's prentest anthrocite feld.  The
“hlack rock was widely regarded as useliss
until Judge Jesse Fell in 1808 burped some
in an open grate wnder patural draft amd thero-
by demonstrated its superiority as a domestic
fuell The importance and growth of Scranton,
Wilkes-Barre, snd a dozen amaller cities
siemmed largely from tho! moment,

The Lackawanna River bears the mark of
coatl ng it Bows, black as ink. into the Sus-

quehanna, and the larger stream is never
thereafter entirely free of carhon silt.®

We canoed into Wilkes-Barre in a violent
squall,  Two police sgquad cars escorted us 1o
oitr hotel,

Next morning we visited the Huber Colliery
of the far-flung Glen Alden Coal Company
(page 93). Emerging {rom the mine, we
drove to Prospect Rock on g ridee rising hich
hehind Wikes-Barre,

Partway up the slope. smoke issues from o
“perpetual” coanbmine fire inderground, No
mines underlie the city's business center, but
we wore told one can cross under the Susgue-
hanna in mine tunnels,

The rapiids near Nanticoke mark the west
end of Wyoming Valley, Suddenly a man
appeared on shore, waving at the tumbling
water and velling

“¥our canoes will never make it,” he kept
repenting.  We lopked the water over and.
ignoring our friend’s well-meant advice, ran
the rapids without incident,

Halfway to Shickshinny we came upon a
low #igeag dam of lnose stones shaped like a
great M. We drifted to one of the points,
then back-tracked and fought our way through
a narrow rocky corridor, the anly break, next
to the right bank. Here a couple of men were
H*rrr|-:m£ on the dam. *“What is this contrap-
tion?" we shouted.

“It's nn es] trap.”

“T'd call it o canoe trap,” said Gil

“Were repairing it for the fall run. As
the eels come downstream, we stand at the
pomnts where you see thoge wooden racks and
vitchiork  them Iy the hundreds into our
sonts"

Concrete Walls Bafle Spawning Shad

We learned that the voung eels come from
the sea after being spawned 1o live in fresh
woler. Able to slither nlong on the grodnd.
they manage to get around the Tive dams in
the lower Suscuehanna,

The shad, another migrating species; does
not fare 0 well,  Its runs, descri by old-
timers a5 sy heavy that a man rul.lhi walk
ncross the river on snowihoes, were stopped
cold by the building of Holtwood Dam in
1910, Spawning instinct guides a few chad
to the base of Conowinge Dam. where they
circle dumbly before the mystery of concrete.

Except for shicing through mountains at
shickshinoy and Catnwissa, the river flows
1o Northumberland through a rich, narrow
villley.  Berwick, Bloomsburg, and Danville
are the vallev's prosperous centers,

Danville rolled some of America’s first T
radls; nnid Berwick built some of the earliest

nll-steel passenger coaches to be nsed in public
service, for New York City's first subwayv.
Bloomshurg mokes carpet=. We remembered
it for the vines and fAowers growing hizgh in
lamppost pots on the mindn street,

Nescopeck Falls, under the bridge at Ber-
wick, spills a great volume of white water
through a tortuous, Numelike channel thi
gave our canoeing nhility a real test, Tt was
easy 1o see why the overloaded boilers of the
Stexguekarns aned Balttmore exploded ns the
steamer iriedl 10 surmount these rapids in
1824, Men soon gave up trving o nayigate
the rocky, shallow, Acod-ridden Susquehanma
and built cannls along its banks.

A Smoke Signal!

Five miles from Danville we spotted a
plume of white rising from a ledge 200 fept
above theriver. A smokle signal! Bov Scouts
wore telling the Danville erowd we had been
sighted.  Ax we rouneled the bend, an elderly
pole beatman (page 94) guided us throoeh

the rocks ard reefs to the landing. Amplifiers
on shore blared “Croisizg Down the River,”
While several hundred people looked on

{page 951, we landed and were whisked
through town for luncheon at the Geormze F_
Gweisinger Memorial Hospital, Dr, Harold L.
Foss, surgeon in chief, showed uz through
his well-run and expanding  institution  and
pointed out the large u:]m_u: under construction.

Townspeaple saul, “live I, Foes lime
and be'll make Geisinger the Mavo of the
East,"

Northumberland geographically i= Athens
all over again, with the West Branch taking
the place of the Chemong, The junction of
the two grest branches of the Susquehannn
(page 110V—<alled “Shamokin®™ by the In-
dians—mwax hound to be a meeting place of
peoples s well o8 bf walers. '

The 5ix Nations stafioned their wise and
respected viceroy, Shikellnmy, there to watch
over the subject Delawares and to maintain
contact with the advancing whites. At Shamao-
kin the settlers built Fort Augusta (page 96)
in 1756, and Sunbury grew up around it,

From Sunbury we mie a side trip by
station wagon and canoes into the West
Branch country, which a century ago was
a Jumbér conter of the United States (page
165). Tt still affords mienificent vistas of
timbered mountains (page 106}, But in Lock

That night. in her charming  Selinsgrove
home, Mrs. Howard Burns showed me a large
collection of mrrowhends ond  relics mostly
found on the Isle of Que. Mr, Burns, who
confessed a  slight relatlonship o Robbie
RBurns. recited his poems about the Isle of
Oue aned the Susguehanna River,  Daughter
Barbara periodically sajd, “Oh. Dad, Mr
Gray doesn’'t want to hear gmother onel"

Howard Burns had watched the river for
many vears. “Tt used to be abiout half as
wide as it i= now, When the virgin pine and
hemlock  forests disappenred, floods gouged
into the banks each spring. The islands
across from the Berpstregsers used to support
rich farms hefore coal st drifted down to
cover the spil.  But the river has always fur-
nished livelithood and probably alwavs will,"
he philosophized,

Next day we reached McRee Half Falls
{pige 112). We camped on the closely
cropped grass of the towpath between the dry
Pennsylvania Canal and the river. The falls,
a doulile Tedge with o nice drop of water, sany
in our ears all night. With a full moon over-
head, this wis easily our prettiest campsite,

Approach 1o Harrishurg

The nearer we approached Hurrisbiurg the
degper the water gaps became, the more fre-
quent the ledges across the water, the more
sprinkled the river with #is myriad “pepper-
pot cislands” and rocks. The Appalachian
ridges so crease the landscape that serious
geolopists make the Jim Brideer-ish statement
that 51 miles have heen compressed into 66,

Through the folds from the west fights the
Juniata, one of the Susquehanna’s great tribu-
taries. We camped at the point and sat count-
ing the Pennsylvania Railrogel trains pounding
through Duncannon and up the Juniata to the
wost (poge 114).

Behind us, cars and tricks rumbled across
the two Clarks Ferry bridges (o find water-
lewe] routes along the banks of both rivers.
We marveled at the silent, thunkless service
the Susguehanna svstem renders moders trans-
portation, cutting paths through mountains
for steel and rubber, We understood the
statement that the history of the land has
been written very largely in water.
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In Pennsylvanin's stately capital (page 116]
the bridges are s close together that tam'ﬂnﬁ
among the many plers Is like walking throug
the crypt of & cathedral. Pedestrinns called,
‘ Lm:L out for the spillway of the sanitary
dam.” A skeptical crowd was on hand to
watch, but we safely shot through the ticklish
four-foot drop {(page 1177,

Pennsylvania Navy Salvages Conl

For davs we had Tooked for I'rnrl-,%ltﬂmrl&
navy.”

We cught up with the curious vesaels [ page

been built to rob us of a good canoe run.  Men
of the Metrapalitan Edison plant eased our

gried by helping us make the portage.

Haldeman Riifles. fve distinct ledges; gave
ug the fun of a sostained hall-mile of swilt,
deopping water. Then below Marietta, ol
Chickies Rock, the river makes a right-ungle
turn into the sitangest maze of rocks, cross
currents; eddies. and dead-emd chammels that
1 have ever paddled through. The rocks ran
out as we neared the Colombin-Wright=ville
biridge.

We camped on an island below the glant
=span amd awoke next moming to begin the
Tong slack-water pull through three man-made
lakes to Chesapeske Bay. We learned that
there are only Lu;;ht miles of corrent fromn
Columbia to tidewater—a mile in the tailmace
below Safe Harbir Dam: two mitles below
Holtwood Diam: and five miles below Cono-
wingo Dam,

Near Long Level, formerly  Conejoheia,
whire the river is nearly two miles wide and
aswarm with all types of pleasure boats, onee
stood Susipuehanna Fort, a stronghold of the
Susquebhamock Todiana. In 1675 the Trogquais
finally destroyed the fort aned obhterated the
Susjuehannocks ns a4 notion.

Sufe Harbor i3 a 02-foot-high. nearly mile-
long barrier (page 103). R, L. Boriner gl
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M. W, Seite, officinls of the Peonsylvania
Water & Power Company, met us in the fore-
bay with a crew of men—their usual service
for passing canoeists, They piled cannes and
duffel onto a Aatcar behind a dinkey engine
and portaged us down a railroad siding to the
tailrace, where Conestoga Creek joins the
mather stream,

In Conestopa Vallev waz born the famous
boat-shaped Conestoga wagon, the “vehicle of
empire,” that carried America amil its goods
across the Appalachians.  And near-by Perquesa
Viallev was the birthplace of the Pennsvivanin
rifle, often called the Kentucky rifle, the long,
true-beaded weapon which belped the fron-
tiersmin hold whatever territory he rolled his
wagon 10,

As in northeast Tennsylvanmia, the Susque-
hanna here also flows through scenes of inter-
colony warfare. At Long Level we crossed
the trail of our old Potomac friend, Thomas
Cresap. Before going “west” 1o Oldtown,
Maryland, he was sent north by Lord Balti-
mure 1o maintain Marvland's clisim 1o the 40th
parallel as its northern boundary, The small
“war” he started rankled unti] the English sur-
vevors Charles Mason and Jeremiah 1ixon
finished cutting thele fateful line in 1767

Smokestacks on 8 Hydreelectrie Plant!

When Holtwood Dam was completed in
1910, it was America’s largest, a-granddaddy
of American hydmelectric developments, As
we paddled towuard the power plant, some-
thing seemed out of place. [Jim Evans put it
into words: “Look at those three hie smoke-
stacks! Why is smoke pouring out of a
hydroelectric plant?”

Mr. Seitz, who ales was on hand here,
answered Jim's question.  “The Susquehanpa
yiekls both witer power and steam power
when vou throw a dam acress It That smoke
comes from copl-fueled zenerators. and the
pol—hne particles of anthracile—comes from
the bottom of the river."”

“Are you afraid of the supply running ou ¥
I asked.

“We've nlready tiken out 3.000.000 tons.
and we figure there s enough coal to last 25
more vears,  Then we have the lake above
Safe Harbor Dam to tap for coal.”

A dozen obliging men mude our carry for
ug here in the same manner as at Safe Harbor,
In the Bare Isinnds, where Holtwood s raging
tiitrace loses itself in the lake stretching 14
miles north [rom Conowingno, we studied the
funtastic shapes thar Moodwaters had tooled
from solid rock.

At one place Dal and T canced into the
Litnken side of an enormotis pothole and looked
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up 15 feet oz from a well bottom to o circle
of blue sky, During high water unhelievable
vidlumes  of waler geour the  Susguehanna
watershed, larpe as Belgium, the Netherlands
and Luxembourg,

Conowingn  lake wos glassy quiet. We
pointed for precipitous Mount Johnson Tsland
and pacidied a=s if on a treadmill, When we
reached it, we loafed along jts east side.
enjoying the relief from the blazing afternoon
sun. We saw no hald eagles, though Dr,
Herbert H. Beck of Lancaster had told us
the island is a sanctunry for the country's
national hird,

On Muxson and Dixon's ling we took a
cooling swim, then paddled into Marvland.
Soon hot agnin, we were glad to get a tow
hehind a motorboat the last three miles to
Conowingo,

To thousands, the Susguehanna is the few
miles they see north ond south of mighty
Conowingo as they mator acrass the dam top
on U. 8. 1, '

We had often: joked that portaging pcross
the busy highway would be the most danger-
aus moment of the trip, And it might have
been if Paul Lefever, plant superintendent,
hael not recognized our plisht and asked high-
way patrolmen from the sear-hy Marviand
State police bartacks to stop traffic while we
courried our canoes across (page 102).

A final thrll was running the Conowingo
tailrace and Smith's Falls, In 1608 these
rock-filled rapids near Port Deposit prevented
John Smith of Jamestown colony from pro-
ceedling any farther upstream.  But the Fng-
lish ndventurer antedated Etienne Brolé (page
80) by eight vears and gets credit for being
the first known white man to see, and travel
on., the Susquehannn,

Thirty-six days and more than 500 water
miles after leaving Cooperstown, we pulled
through the tidewater portion of the river,
between Port Deposit and jts mouth, A
senst of satisfaction crept over us, a feeling
that the job had been done. Though it had
been fun, we were not sorry that our final
paddle stroke was just aheard,

We looked nhead, where the Susquehannn
merges with the limitless blue of Chesapeake
Bay.* “Wait a minute!” [ excloimed. “We
haven't finished vet. The Chesapeake is par
of the Susquehanna. It just happens to le
permanently Aooded by the ocean, We've

got (o canoe to Norfolk!™

“You and vour geographic theories!" suid
Dal. “For me the Susguehannn ends here at
Perryville, and 'm going home! ™

HE MORNING sun shone fiercely oul

of a clear tropical sky.  The heavy dir

recked with the sickly smell of copra as
the cargo ship, AMafuy, come to anchor along-
side the dark-timbered wharves of Suva, eapi-
tal ol the Fiji Islinds (prme 123).

I leaned over the white deck mailing and
found mysell staring into dork. <hiny faces
crowned with incredible mops of oted, foezy
hair, These tall, magnificently built natives
ke like a race of dusky giants ns the
moved nhout the wharf, their large feet treadd-
ing lightly as cats; their great muscular Timbs
swinging with an easy rhythmical grace.

So these were the Melanesians whose old-
time savagery carned the territory the title of
“Camnibal Tsles” of the Pacific. T wondered
uneasily if a white woman dare travel alone,
as 1 had planned to do, into the far-back
istunds of the Fiji group. But T didn’t know
the Fijians then.

Swarthy lugeage carriers, displaying identity
flisks: Oled abomrd and began to heove huge
cithin trunks onto their shoulders as easily as i
they were handling matchboxes.

In the hotel lounge ceiling fans stirred a
conling breeze, rustling femm fronds above the
heads of Furnpean guests.

At might 1 uniolded the mosquito canopy
above my bed, and Tav down 1o swelter Lie-
neath a sheet.

towi.  Situated on the southeast coast of Vi
Levu, the largest Islamd in the Fijis, Suva lies

entrince.  Fine white hulldings line the water
front, and gay, tree-decked ronds run through
the town and over the hills 1o the better
resttlential suburbs.

A Medley of Many Peoples

But it was the short, twisting streets, over-
flowing with their strange, colorful mixture of
humanity, that held me spellbound, There
wiere Indians of nll enstes—Hindus garbed in
Inincloth, turbaned Moslems, wiry Punjabis,
white-bearded Sikhs. aml Madrasis

Above them towered the  good-huamored
Fiflans. stralling leisurely and clasping one
another’s hands affectionately  like happy,
careiree children.

Chinese with wide straw hats labored under
weighty baskets carried on poles over their
shoulders.  The delicately  colored, richly
embroidered  saris of  the  jewelry-laden,
somber-faced  Tndian women brushed apainst
the long, gaily printed cotton swles of the
lnughing Fijinn women (pege 122).

When we dropped anchor at Matuku Island,
115 miles to the southepst, & Fijinn nurse
affered 1o act as my interpreter, Together we
crogsed the vellow beach, patterned with muny
footprints, o the villape, where homes spread
like golden-brown haystacks benenth the shady
trees of o lovely natural puark.

The chief's wile hastened to welcome me,
ushering me into the chiel’s bure by the lower
door. I had already been wirned never (o
enter the upper door at the risk of insulting
the uwner,

An elderly chief in striped pajama coat and
sulu extended his hand, European fashion, and
offered me o chair which was kept for cuch
spucial ocoasions: hut 1 preferred 1o sit cross
legged an the floor with his womenfolk, They
liked that, bt when my cramped lézs made me
squirm, lhu offered cushions,

The interior of the lurge hut was beautifully
constructed, the spars tied with coconu hemp
andl latticed like honevcomb,
