Our ervise ship hendid up the Sagoenay ot
a setting sun, Sheer, glacier-gouged rock witlls
rivse hundreds of feet,  Beneath our keel bluck
waters swirled to almost equal depths (p. 348).

More than scenic is the Saguenay. [eep
into the Quebec wilderness the river has thrist
i salient of civilization.® On its incredible
depths, nearly 1,000 feet, big ocean freighters
pish miles jnto the hintetland. 1ts narrow
upper seciion, & torrent that drops: 300 feet
in 30 miles, generates more  hydeoeleciric
wiwer than either Grand Coulee or Hoover
E‘Jnm- With it, thriving Saguenay towns tum
out vast quantities of pewsprint and o guaries
of the world's aluminum.

North Skare, however, passed the Saguenay
with scarcely a sidewnrd glance, Past tower-
ing headlands we steamed Quebecward. These
dark Laurentian outposts were olid-timers when
the Himalayas were bomm, They end in
frowning, 1.900-foot Cap Tourmente, which
Champlain named for the tormented water
swirling ot its base. Here every spring amd
autumn migrating snow geese by the thou-
wnds make a St. Lawrence stopover.

The
rich fur trade, paddling the Ottawa, changed
theé mission into commercial Montreal.

States by a [2-mile neck. is a unique
petinsula, the oply one in this country con-
taining portions of three States—Delaware,
Marviand, and Virginiu.

Like some gigantic crooked finger, this out-
of-the-way Peninsula points - southward, sep-
arafing Chesapeahe Bay from Delaware Bay
antl the Atlantic Ocenn

From Wilmington, Delaware, at its first
pirint, south almost all of the 180 miles to its
finger tip of Cape Chatles, Virginia, this low-
ving level land i= threaded with twisting,
turning fidal rivers from the Baoy and with
niarrow inlets from the sea (mup, page 371).

The unofficinl but descriptive name **Del-
marva s in evervday usage on the Peninsula,
At three approaches—south from Wilmington,
north’ from Cape Charles, and east from
Matapeake, Maryland—signs nnnounce that
each s the “Gateway o the Delmarva
Peninsula.”

Charters of English kings and acts of legis-
lature decreed Delmarva's division,  So bound
wgether are its half-million people, however,
that State boundary lines, long in dispute,
now are practically forgotten.®

Chesapeake Bay Leads in Oystering

Near Rent Island Nurrows, estuary that
separates the island from the mamland, rose
a huge pile of ovster shells. T wondered what
the men loading the shells into dingy-white
boats were going to do with them. One UVELET-
man paused long enough to tell me.  “Going
down the Bay to plant culteh to catch spat.”

Translated, that means putting oyster shells
(cultch) an the bottom of Chesapeake Bay
to provide a good presting place for infamt
ovsiers (spat).

When summer sun warms Bay waters, ovs-
ters begin to spawn,  The average female
American ovster can Iny 16 milllon egis, dis-
charging them into the water, but it's pure
nccident whether they mest males” milt,  For-
tunately, millions of egzs sink o the bottom
unfertilized, T all were feetilized and grew
o maturity, they would fll the entire Bay
in o single season |

Continuous fishing on natural oyster beds
of Chesapénke Bav, however. has coused o
dearth of aysters:  During the 1948-49 sepson,
Virginia ovstermen  hirought up more than
3.000.000 bushels from the Bay; Maryvland,
aome 2700000 bushels. This sounds like n
pood catch until it = compared with the peak
season of 1884-85, which {or Muorvland alone
wits 15,000,000 bushels.

Ln spite of the decline. however, Chesapeake
Bay in 1749 gave up more ovsters thon any
other body of water in the United States.

Virtually all of Marvland's oyster beds are
owned by the State and are open to public
fishing.

I found it difficult to drive anvwhere on the
Peninguly, particolarly on back roads, withou
almost hitting many kinds of birds,  Del-
marva is in the Atlantic Avway, land bird and
wilerfowl migration route.  Bombay Hook
National Wildlife Refuge. some 14000 acres
of murshlaned along Delaware Bay, offers bed
and board to migratory geese aml ducks.

By placing fresh-water pools within the
marshlamls, the refure has attracted shovellers
and gadwalls, species of duck. to nest near
Atlantic tidewater.  Particulorly  enusual s
this nesting record for the gadwall, which
nornully makes its home in the north-central
Hates and central Canada.

Lone lines of visitors
wiere walting to lunch in the courtroom. where
representatives of Lord Baltimore and Wik-
linm Penn struggled for Delaware territory.

On an autumn dav in 1682, Penn first set
foot on American soil here.  From the Duke
of York's agents he received the town and
L2-mile circle.

With 1.300 other people 1 watched folk
dinces on the green laid out by Peter Stuy-
vesant when New Castle was Dutch.

As 1 looked down Packet Alley to the river,
it took little imagination for me to visualize
stagecoaches rumbling down this lune, carry-
ing famousmen of their day—Daniel Wehster,
Heney Clay, Sam Houston, and others—io
board packet boats for Philadelphin.

Proud of its heritnge, New Castle plans for-
ther preservation where necessarv, A recent
survey. made by Williamsburg and Wilming-
ton architects, revealed that, so carefolly has
New Cautle preserved its buildings, some 70
percent need little alteration,

They Love Their Land

Traveling up and down this historic Penin-
siln, rambling hack amd forth from bayside
tn seaside, [ was struck, as others have besn,
by the intensity with which its people love
their land. To Delawareans. Marvianders,
and Virginians alike on Delmarva, there just
L any othet place that can compare.

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Mapping the Unknown Universe

GHT was fost Dlotting out the land-

scape on the lonely sumoit of 6,000-

v foot Palomar Mountain, todsy™s maost
famous outpost for exploring the Universe.”

Cnly a ghostly wraith of light still hung
in thé western sky,

Muapping the 1lniverse

We soon would be embarking on a night
of exploring into the Unknown, deep into
ouler space, on one of the greatest projects
of discovery in the history of astronomy,

This project 15 the making of the most
stupendous map ever put ogether—n map of
the Universe. Not all the Universe will be
Incliaded, of course, for man may never be
ahle to explore it all, but the map will show
many times more of it than ever has been
known before.

Muade with telescopio photographs, the map
will show for the first time almast all the
heavenly bodies that exist in three-fourths of
the sky, out 1o gn average distance of 2,000
hilliop Lillion miles from the Earth, It will
pick up objects o faint that their light takes
300 million vears or more to reach vs  And
it will point the way: for astronomers to ex-
plore still further out into the even more
remote regwmns bevond.

Survey Probes Unexplored Areas

Ancient and bafiling riddles of astronomy
will come nearer solution through new things
the map will show. How big ks the Universe?
Does it have n boundary somewhere, or is it
inlinite in siee? Is it expanding like an ex-
ploding bomby, or contracting, of just stand-
mg still? How and when did it come into
existence? 1s the whole Tniverse constructed
like the small isolated samples thor astron-
omers have explored so far?

The muking of this map, konown as the
National Geographic Societv-Palomar Obsery-
atory Sky Survey, i a joint undertaking of
vour Society amd the California Institute of
Technology.

Until now, telescopes: could photograph no
more than a tiny patch of sky ot @ time, =o
thatt only small scattered samples of Creation
hove been explored out to grent distances
These samples have covered but one percent
of the tlal area of the skv. But the Shky
ﬂun*:'}' will reach fur out all over the heavens.
COVering vast areas previoushy anexplored,

Formerly, it was like trving to visualize the
entire bottom of the ocean from a few widely
spaced] deep-sea soundings. The Sky Survev
I equivalent to finding a way to see down
through the water everywhere and chart oe-
curately the whole ocean floor,

That night on Palomoar we could gee dimlv
on & near-hy ridge the silvery dome of the
famous new 200-inch Hale telescope, which
can pick up objects so far pway their light
takes o billion vears to reach us (pp. 408-9),

“Big Schomdt” New Kind of Telescope

But we ourselves would be working with
the "Big Eye's” less-publicized but powerful
Lb_nﬂhrr. the "Huz Schmidt,” an amazing new

ind of telescope destined to egual i niot
surpass the fome of the 200<inch (page 404).

This is the telescope that is mapping the
Universe, It &5 nwmed for its inventor,
Bernhard Schmidt, an eccentric German genius
who devised a new system of optics of great
henefit not only to astronomy but Lo tele-
vision and X-ray work (page 417).

Actually the Hig Schmidt telescope i n
wide-angle tamern. Tt is doing omething
that has been impossible until now—tnking
photographs of very large areus of the sky
which are clear and sharp all over. Where the
Big Eve of the 200-inch “sees far,” the Big
Schmidt “sees wide"  Although §t can pene-
trate out mmto space only about one-third as
fur us the 200-inch, it can cover om a single

In only four yvears the Big Schmidt will
photograph all the sky visible from Palomar,
three<quarters of all the heavens.

Muappng the Unknown Universe

Already new heavenly hodies of all kinds,

in vast profusion, are being discovered on the

Sky Survey photographs.

On some single pictures tnken with the Big
Schmidt appear gz many as 15000 w 20,000
huge galaxies of stars out in space beyond the
Milky Way, Eioch one of these is an
isoltted island in the Universe, containing
hindreds of millions of stars (page 410),

Clusters of palixies, farelv seen until now,
are showing up on almost all the pictures;
one plate alone shows 17 clusters, almost as
many &3 all previous telescopes had found.

Pwarf galaxies, too, containing only a few
million inectead of hundreds of milljons of
sturs, are being foumd in far larger numbers
than ever had been observed before.

New “Nenghbors™ of Milky Way

Two new “nelghbors” of the Milky Way
Galaxy, small elliptical-shaped galaxies, have
been foumd op the Schmidt plotes, One js
the smallest galaxy ever found, only 1,500
light-vears in didkmeter. These galaxies, some
650,000 light-vears from us; are near enough
s that more than 200 of the hrightest stare
in each of them can he distinpuished.

In our own Milky Way Galaxy the Sky
SIFVEeV piclurrs nre expected treveal more of
the mysterious novae, or exploding  stars,
which suddenly flare up to hundreds of mil-
lions of times their Jormer hrightness in a
jew hours or days.

They are called novae (Latin for “new")
because old-time astropomers, seeing them
suddenly appear where no stnr bad been
noticed before, thought they were new stars,
Supernovae ore ns much Bs 10000 tmes
brighter than ordinary povae.

In the Milky Way, toa, the Survey is reveil-
[n_ﬂ; huge glowing {,Inmlﬁ ol gaz, and iz record-
ing for the first time, all on ope picture, the
over-all extent of ganmlr dark clouds of dust
ane gas that are so0 big they formerly could
be photographed only piecemeal.

New members of the solar system, the fittle
asterdids, or subplahets. that circle aroond
the Sun, are being picked up by the score.

Astrontmers used 1o think these asteroids
might be fragments of an old planet that once
followed an orbit between Mars and Jupiter,
and later broke up, becatse most of them
circled the Sun between (hese two phlimets.
But now, with asternids showing up all sver
the solar system, this iden may have to be
changed. Inatead, perhnps, these little bodies
may be debriz Jeft over from some ancient
cataclvsm in which the planets were created,
or old comets that have lost their tails

Trail Blozer for the 200-inch

Already, too, the Big Schmidt is performing
its intended task as il blazer for the 200-
Inch telescope, pointing the way for the Big
Eve to explore still farther our.

Until now, the 200-inch and other hig tele-
scopes could only grope more or less Liindly
out mto -space, haping o pick up distant
oilaxhes here and there, But the Schmidt's
wide-angle pictures are showing the Big Eve
where to look (pages 414, 413).

Though the :I'EJIHE distant galaxies that the
Big Schmidt can pick up harely show as pin-
pricks on the photographs, their exact posi-
tions in the sky can be determined. Then the
big telescope can be trained on them without
delay, to photograph them on a larger seale,

Already the 200-inch telescope & photo-
graphing such newly found galaxies as a step
toward solving one great pogzle of the Uni-
verse—whether it 15 expunding at brenkoeck
; Ddistant
galaxies found in the past all show the famous
“rod shift,” a reddening of their light which
indicates they are rushing away from the
Earth and from each other at almost unbeliev-
able velocity, thousands of miles per secomd,
like the fragments of a bursting bomb,

I this happening evervwhers in the Uni-
verse? Are all the galoxies speeding ontward,
of are some standing =till, or even rushing bhack
toward ws? Now the astropomers expect 1o
find the answer, for on the Survey pictures
they can select distant galaxies distributed
l.miﬁ:-lrmh all owver the sky and see if all of
them show the telltale red shift.

Exploring in Space and Time

Where 1o search still farther out in space.
for galaxies too faint to be registered by the
Schmidt telescope, will be indicated indirectly
by the Survey pictures, Where the photo-
graphs <how galaxies to be concentrated out
os for ns the Schmidi can penetrateé, the
chances are good that the bigger telescopes
will find even fainter ones bevond. And the
clearest “windows" in the sty also will be re-
virled, areas where no clouds of dust or gas

Mapping the Unknown Universe

The story of the Big Schmidy telescope,
even of the sky Survey Itlir.'lf one might sav,
hegan with g small |:|m ruhbing the bottom
af a bhroken bottle in @ saucer of fine =and in
an obscure Estonian istand village in the Bal-
tic Sea, some B0 years ago.

With these ingredients wvoong  Bernhiard
Schmidt was grinding a lens for a camera
made from o cigar box, nnd getting interested
in the science of optics, The san of a German
father and n Swedish mother, the bav had first
heen interested in explosives, but & crude
homemade bamb blew off ope of his arms,
This accident was fortunate for science, for
it turned young Schmidt's attention to the
less dungerous husiness of experimenting with
cameras, lenses, and mirmrs

Salving un Ancient Problem

Schmidt  settled  in Germany, grimding
mirrors for astronomical telescopes,  An ec-
centric, ‘solitary fgure, he alwayvs worked in
formal costume of cutaway ool and striped
trousers, chain-smoking big clgars. He dis-
likesd regular hours, but finonlly consented to
tike 2 job with the Hambuorg Observatory
at Berpodorf becaunse the director would per-
mit him to work pretty much as he pleased.

For vears he stroggled 1o solve a problem
that buad plopued astronomers ever since thew
started photographing the heavens. [n their
pictures only the center was clear and sharp
images of stars outward 1oward the edge were
distorted because of unavoidable defects in
the way light is reflectéd from the mirror dnto
the ].'l-hrlmlzmphlc plaie.

In 1929, while Schmidt was nn the way
to the Philippines (o ohserve un eclipse of the
Sun, ithe sohtion doawned upon him:  Later he
built @ small telescope on' the new motdel,
trodinecd o upon a distEnt cometery, and inviled
hig friend, Dr. Walter Baade, now on Palo-
mar's stafl, o take a loak.

“Can. you read the names on the tomb-
stones?"" Schmidt asked,

Schmidt's system provddes a thin glase cor-
recting lens in the upper end of the telescope.
through which the light of celestial bodies
pasges before it falls upon the mirror at the
lower end (page 419). This lens has o rize in
the center, dips down inte a concave hollow
nll araund, then rises ogain at the edge. Lisht
ruvs passing through the lens are bent in such
i wiy that when they fall upon the mirror they
are reflected onto the photographie plate in
perfect focus all over its surface.

The mirror is ground into a8 spherical curve,

into the same spherical carve as that of the
mirror.

Schimidt's svstem is also used toduy fn pro-
jection-type television sets to make all possible
use of the available light in forming a clear
image on large screens,

Some af the X-tay machines osed in miiss
tuberculosis surveys employ the Schmidt sys-
tem' Lo praduce clear photographs on small
film, replacing expensive large glass plates,
Though other scientists came close to develop-
ing the optical system designed by Schmidt,
nane carried it quite as near perfection as he.

Plates Kept in Special Vault

More precious even than the Big Schmid
itsell will be the 1,870 glass plates on which
it is recording the map of the Universe.

In & vault three stories below ground, be-
neath a building thot s proof against fire
and earthquuke, oo the campus of California
Institute of Technology, the priceless plates
will be corefully guarded. As an extra pre-
caution, i set of duplicate positives will be

Positives on film will be made as well, and
fromm these in turn will be made negative
prints, showing the heavenly bodies as dark
images against a light-gray background, As-
tronomers prefer such prints for study, bevause
