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rds and Stone Age Men

Filming Exotic Birds of Paradise and Living with Primitive Tribes.
an Ornithologist Scores Important New “Firsts”

HEHE m the cloud forest of New
Getinea's central highlands the oight
had been long amd wet, but down
had nearly come now, and the rain had
stopped.  The two natives who had  slept
fitfully on a bed of leaves beside myv cot
crouched, shivering, over their smudgy fire.

To the tribesmen in a near-by  hut 1
shouted, “Workem kil™ (“Get the food
ready! ™), Soon a big, jet-shinned mountain-
eer enteeed the shack carrying bread, a can
af butter, and & pot of steaming coffee,

A few minutes later we wok off through
the dripping vegelation, feeling our way aver
a steep, muddy troil cluttered with fallen
timber, Through rhododendronlike growth
we climbed steadily to 7,500 feet until, just
ahesd, we made out our well-cumouflaged
objective—the 30-foot tower of poles amd
vines wi had fostened together the dnv before,
Up itz shiaky, slippery ladder we clambered,
a small Jortune in lenses and cameras swing-
ing from our shoulders and necks.

(On the Trail of a King

To an onlooker our patrol might well have
appeared a sinister aperation, But to me it
suddenly seemed a little comic.  Here | was,
half a world awny from my home in Manhat-
tan, clinging to a Mimsy rung high above a
forest no white man is believed ever to have
visited. Why? Just to see some birds!

For this 1 had bought, nine months before,
food and equipment for 900 man-days in ane
of the remotest parts of the globe,  For
this T had stocked up with—among other
things—enough veast and flour to bhake 200
lopyes of bread, and hali a dozen soccer balls

to wive to important chiefs, In the National
Crenog i Society’s headguarters at Wash-
ington, | had worked day after day steivimg
to master the mysteries of electronic lighting
antd the complexities of specinl cameras.
Yes, nll thiz just to see same hirde, But
what birds! Owur quarry wis no less than the
birids of paradise—especially the most spec-
tneular of them all, the King of Saxony. Only
ane specimen had ever been taken alive to a
oy, unid that one disd almost immediately,
No still pictures of this hird of paradise
In its native habitat had vet been made.
Until our 1950 wrip e New Guinea two
years before, only one or two whilte men
hiel witnessed its peculinr, long-fabiled dance
of courtship,®

The King Wons a0 Queen

Diespite the rmrity of paradise hirds, we
had already seen their plumes by the score.
Natives hunt them with the intensity of
i prospectors, and on special occasions
wear fantastic arrays of plumes bevond all
price. Reserved Tor chiefs are those of the
King of Saxony, whose woolng we now hoperd
to watch {pages 4444435,

Reaching the top of the tower, I set up
tripods, camerns, and sound recorder.
I aimed a 16-inch telephoto lens at a little
spirelike limb that rose in the mist above
the crown of u subtropical forest ginnt,

Presently, in the first mays of sunlight, 1
heard from afar soft hissing ootes which
sounded more reptilian than birdlike, My

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guide stiffened and pointed.  We waited min-
ute after long minute., At lust n small bird,
hardly larger than a tobin, few to the perch,
Dripping and bowing. he began like a drunken
tlevil to wave and toss his weird, exotic plumes,

Were they feathers? We knew they were:
vet they strained credulity.,  Pointed, bri-
lant, they seemed to spring like horms {rom
the hird's crown, tralling behind him in two
fantastic parpbolas.  Here was the King of
Saxony  indeed, panoplicd like 3 Teutonic
monarch riding to battle with great plumes
streaming from his casque of irom,

Through the binocular T saw that the bird's
bredast was I:-gq;i:'.l’rlluw. his  plumes skv-Lilue,
He grasperd a slender vine and, after a few
moments of nervous gnwking, began to bounce
up and down, like a diver testing a hoard,
The short black-velvet cape covering his hack
spread out over his shoulders lke the partly
opened wines of a beetle,

Gradually the tempio of his bouncing in-
cressed.  The magnificent plumes swept for-
ward snd down like the tines of a huge fork.
Uncontrollably escited, the King hecame o
trapeze artist.  From his beak issued a series
of hising nutes, like steam escaping.

I scanned the perch for the female hird who
must be there. 1 conld not spot her rither
drab Body, but neither had 1 been able o
see heér in 1950, the only other time I had
witnessed this dance.  Yet on the movie film
we brought back it was possible to glimpse
her demure entry into the ouptial chamber.

As suddenly as it began, the dance com-
cluded. The King. reaching a climax of
ecstasy, leaped upward in o great flutter of
wings, then flew off to another of his dance
trees, bevond our visual range.

Climax of Centuries-old Search

The scene we had just watched was, in a
way, the culmination of & search some four
centuries: old. The date when the plumes
af a bird of paradise first reached Europe is
uncertain, but we know that the first definite
description of them came from two skins
brought back from the Moluccas in 15322 by
Magellan's men on' their return from  the
circumnavigation of the globe.®

Few things from the Orient stirmed  the
imagitiation of Europeans more. The plumes
of later spevimens were attached to skins
from which the fee! and legs had been re-
moved, a procedure still followed today by
mative collectors,  Europedans decided  that
these extravrdipary birds had no feet amd
that they must have been blown (o earth
from o celestial paradise,

The legend laded, of course, but the name
remained: These were the “footless™ birds of
paradise—species apoda.  And, because white

men over the vears continued 1o rely exclu-
sively upon aborigines to trap or shoot the
specimens, the binds remained long among
the least-known of all the spectacular forms
of animal life inhabiting the world,

To dispel some of the mystery which still
Clung o these birds, | had led an expedition
for the American Museum of Naturnl History,
New York City, into remote ranges of New
Guinea in 1930.,F We hod collected 171
species of bicds, amopz them 19 forms en-
tirely new o science. In addition, we had
found the display grounds of bowerbirds and
of same af the rarest of the birds of paradise.

How the 1952 Expedition Began

I had wanted, however, to go back meain.
We had done much, but there was much vet
to be disvcovered, pinned down, récorded on
sournl track, film, and notebook., Thus 1
wis elated when, nt the Explorers Clul in
New York one evening, a tall, deeply tapned
member approached me, introdueed himself as
Armand Denis, and suggested T organize an-
other expedition 1o New Guinen.

(Juickly we came to an agreement, Denis
(producer of mpny fine flms, among them
Lhark Rapfiwre and Savage Splendor) would
Lie the leader; 1, the general manager. Robert
Dovie, an Australian explorer; Robert Carmet,
a Fremch photographer; and young Henry
Kaltenthaler, a Philadelphia botanist, weould
accompany s, S wobld Denis's  wife
Michaela, and my wife Margaret. Both were
veternns of expeditions to Africa, Asia, the
Philippines, and South America,

Our mission would be multiple: To film the
Stone Age men who inhabit the land of the

hirds of paradise, to photograph the courtship
and display of the birds themselves for the
American Moseum, and to make still pictures
ol many other birds and animals,

It was one thing, of course, o plan such
an expedition {rom the comfort of our arm-
chairs, but quite another to get it into terr-
tory  long charted as “uninhabited.” We
pever could have wecomplished it withowt the
svmpithetic belp and interest of the New
Guinea authorities,

When, {or example, we arrived at Lae, our
jumping-off place on New Guinea’s east coast,
we found that air travel mto the interior
no langer looked quite as simple or safe ay
it had from New York, A rather dizpiriting
list of accadents, m act, had piled up since
our last fights out of Lae in 1950,

In the interim, the pilot of Count X, C. G. F,
Gyvldenstolpe;, a Swedish natoralist, and all
the count’s scientific materials had been lost
in 1951, smashed against a hidden peak of the
Bizmarcks, The pilot we had last fown with
in New Guinea bad crashed on o mercy Hight
two diavs after we left.  Bill Lamont, veteran
of vur 1950 Mount Hagen expedition, had
cracked up at Madang. Futher Michael Bod-
nar had barely survived a wreck in the interior,

Even our own pilot for the forthcoming
venture—ithe much-decorated wartime flver,
Robert Gibbes—had Jost two planes in the
previons two yvears, When my wife and 1,
then, climbed into o 15-vear-old lght plane for
a reconnssance flicht with pilot Lﬂ.rrj.'_f..'.rml.ra
ley, we experienced juzt o touch of misgiving.

We took off safely, however, skimming the
1 00-foot- high matted forests which border Lae,
and followed the broad valley of the Markham
River {map, above].

Threading the Hismurck Pusses

For an bour amd 10 minutes we few inkand,
untll before us lovonedd the 12,000-foot peaks
of the Bismarck Range, fringed with clouds,
Dodging rafts of mist, Crowley spiraled up-
ward, searching for an opening. At last he
found ane. and we bored through the Chimbu
gorge and planed down a narrow valley, We
headed townrd a plateau which extends north
from the Kubor Runge in u series of lobes
overlooking the Wahgi River (opposite).

Spider-webbed with uncient trails, deeply
scored here and there by wider roads, the aren
under cultivation looked protific and loxoriant,
Flat-topped promontorics capped with casy-
arina forest and dotted with native gardens

stretched between the hills fike outflung fin-
gers (page 458), Un one of these lay a green
strip, This was our destination, the tiny air-
fiechd maintained by Father Bodnar wt Rup,

Threading the tight gorges of thie Wahgi,
Crowley set gur hittle plane down expertly,
then swerved it sharply as o horde of sivages
converged upon ws.  Thev wereé not trving to
scalp us—ijust to greet us (page 422),

We knew they had gathered lor sume cere-
monial occasion, for they were all splendidiy
plumed in rare bird of paradise feathers.

They were followed a moment Iater lw
Father Bodnar himseli, one of those grand,
sell-effacing pioneers one meets occusionally
in the big bush, who had in =0 many ways
befriended us on our 1930 expedition,

We jomed forces apgain with' much back-
slapping omd enthusidsm, in which the good
padre participated with even greater fervor
when he learned we wished o plant a base
camp in his bailiwick. For several hours we
explored the vicinity, finally deciding on a
near-by promontory {or our site,

Then | sent word to Maima, chief of the
Kubor ‘tribes; askimg him to come and see me
ont my return lo Kup latee. Tt was important
that he should., Two yvears before, we had
phunged deep into his realm, entering valleys
nia'white fool had vet trod, and, with Maima's
nasistance, had climbed (o the high platepus
where the rarest birde of paraelise muke their
homes.  With his cooperation, our second
exploration might be even more prohiable,

Hush Telegruph Brings Help

Back to Lae we Aew mnd, on March 26th,
returned in Gibbes's pline with two tons of
gear andd Robert Dovle., This time we aet
natives to constructing 16 buildmgs which
would comprise our bise camp gt Kup-—iavi-
nries, o mess hall, cookhouses, work sheds, a
powerhouse, storehouse, and dormitories, the
whole compound surrounded by a large fence,

Bv the time we were joined by Miamgaret,

had picked up word of our arrival on the
bush telegraph, Beaming from ear to ear,
they began 1o driflt into camp.  Among them

ut ecuually ready to make himself scarce when
confronted with more routine tasks: and Tai,
courageous enough to climb the topmost pin-
macle of Mount Wilhelm, bhut often more pre-
occupied with various love affaire,

Chiclf Maima Arrives—with Giles

Finally came Maima himseld at the head
of & retinue of 100 men, all decornted with the
mitkit vivid paradise plumes and bearing gifts
of fowd, dead birds, and live plgs slung from
poles.  In one hand Muima clutched a spear;
in the ather, a badly worn soccer hall,

I recognized the ball as the one T had given
his clan for its help two vears before:  After
we had greeted vach other as brothers, | with-
drew 1o our storehouse with smug satisfaction
at my forethought. Howls of pleasure greeted
the new ball 1 brought.

Promptly T ealled u meeting of the mountain
men,  Forming a wide circle about me, they
walched with speculative eves as [ unpacked
a big cose. From it T drew, one after the
ather, mounted birds of paradise.

First I showed them n male Greater bird,
faded from its 50 vears at the Museum, They
shouted ity native name, “bownde ™. Then
came Lthe Superh, “kongeral!: the Magmifi-
cent, “Rombak!™; Princess Stephonie’s;
“meg!", the Sicklebill, “tomba’": the Blue,
Pgoy!": the Grussland Bowerbird, “cell!™:
andl fmally the most bizarre of all, the King of
Saxony, “Adnbe!"”

Next 1 presented color pictures of them-
selves and their mountains which had appeared
in the Nanoxil GenorarHic Macazive
Juytully they possed the pages around, mar-
vieling at their own likenesses,

Then | explained through my pidgin inter-
prefer that this time | intended not 1o shoiot
ar purchase birds; but to phitograph them in
their habitat. Holdding up a gold-lip shell
(ome of 300 1 had ordered from a pearling
compiany on Thursday  Island), 1 zaid that
uny man who could show me the danoe Hmb
of n bounde would receive one shell, the
equivalent of seven weeks of libor, 1 would
wlso give one shell for 0 King of Saxony and
for other varieties of birds of paradise, For
a MacGregor's bird, the price would by three:
we ornithologists knew virtually nothing about
this rare creature, not even whether it was a
true bowerbid or 8 bird of paradise,

With that, our men yanished into the jungle,
30 strong, The hunt had bepun.

A few doys later the first messengers filtered
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back into camp with stories of discoveries
muade, | was in the conkhouse ane morning
when Tai, my No, | bov, rushed in to sav,
“Master, Master, bush Kanaka he talk. He
talk talk plenty plenty bounde stop along
‘diwad belong em.  Plenty man, ¢ Mary.  Sing-
sing morning time tree.” (' khanaka man says
lots ul bounde come to his trees,  Many males
potl Temiales go through the noisy courtship
dance every morning, early,”)

That sounded good to me, of course, The
following day at dawn 1 took five men, my
camerns, hinocular, axes, and emergency cover
to the place ‘which the native had spotted
1t was a clump of casuarinas two hours’ walk
distant, the site of an old native gravevard,

From 400 vards away 1 could hear the high-
pitched cawing of what seemed 1o be crows,
inter with low, repepted growls, In
the lacy top Hmbs o dozen birds Aew about
excitedly, Crawling through the grass with
great eantion, 1 reached the butt of a lurge
tree where | cqurJ lie without being seen.

Strange Anties of Courtship

Looking up, | saw on a limb high above
me the most gorgeous bird 1 had ever laid
eves on  {(oext page),  Sunlight breaking
through the leaves illuminated his perch, amd,
agninst the dark green of the folinge, his
flame-colored flank plumes shone like live fire,

Slowly he hopped up the branch, dipping his
hend in a snalelibe manner, grasping at little
twipgs and knobs and shaking them, his winge
partly open and his plumes nervously twitch-
img. Then, at the upper end of the limb, he
turned sidewise and, lke a child jumping
with both feet at once downstairs from step
to step, he made a series of little leaps down
the pencil-size incline to the bottom,

Here, suddenly, he raised his wings, lowered
his neck in o heronlike crook, and began to
thump the wrists of his wings above his back
—rapidly and strongly encugh si that 1 could
hear them distinetly 60 feet away. At the
saame time he cast his plumes upward oand
backward in a curving spray. The whole rear
af his body sheok like a feather duster.

Twao. other males” flew o limhs near bi.
Onoe of them dared to land near the display
perch it=elf, only to be charged and driven off
b the mdignant owner,

As for the females, six of them fluttered
aroumd within 3 to 530 feet of the ddnce
limb, For the most part, they sat quietly
aloof to the male’s antics: hut when he became
greatly excited, lowered his head, and emitted
a number of low, burring growls, they flew
o perches directly above his pandy plumes,
and even down to o gpot beside him.

Once, in Australin's Taronga Zoological

Park, | had seen an Emperoe of Germany Bird

of Paradize reach such nopeak of ecstasy that
he swung head down from his. perch like a
shimmering pendulum_ his plumes cascading
from his flanks ke frogile white fans. As |
wittched the Greater hird preening and pramc-
ing along his limb, with hewd low and plumes
high, 1 wondered i he might do the same.

And be diel. A brilliant hall of plumage, he
timbled forward und swung beneath Lhe petch,
luminescent in the moming sun. A female
Bew to the limb and cood just above him,
Reaching up, the male pecked and fenced with
her in @ kind of continuation of their ritual
Then, as if upon a signal, the dance ended,
and all the birds soared off toward a large
woider] cunyon to feed.

Back at camp we qulckly drganized o
safari to return and capture this unusual dance
on illm,. Thanks to the American Musewm and
the National Geographic Society, 1 had been
showered with more elaborate equipment than
any ornithologist of my acquaintance has ever
carried mto primitive country,

| had been forced, in fact, to train my
bearers like an army mortar sgquad, AL the
hewd of my unit T placed 0 man with my color
camera; attached to it was a reflex housing
containing p 400-mm. telephoto lens.  Behind
him tame o bearer with another comern,
moanting & 200-mm, telephoto.  Both cameras
were mounted on ballsocket tripods,

Then came six men, each carrving-a 33
pound power pack capable of prodocing a
2,000-volt flush for the speedlights. Next
followed men with huge coils of rubbier cable
with waterprool couplings, an automobile hat-
tery, and boxes of extrn equipoent and lm,
I had anly to sing out, and this platoon fell
in with u minimum of confusion: we were off,

Trials and Trbulations

Unfortunately, on many otcasions we re-
sembled the King of France who marched up
the hill with all his men and then marched
down again, Nature seemed to consphre
against us, Mist formed on our lenzes.  Per-
sistent rain soaked our power packs--and
detonsted them with a sholzun blast that
cleared the bush of every bird in the area.
Waorst blow of all, our electronic lights, on
which we had placed «uch hope, proved tre-
mendouzly effective scarecrows,

We knew woll how wary the Greater Bird of
Paradise =—-any bird of paradise, for that mat-
ter, Yet we had thought that by wiring the
dance trees unobtrusively and positioning the
lights with care, we could then retreatl to our
blinds many feet away and obtain photographs
of great clarity, taken at 15000 of a sécond,

[t was not to be. Ewvén though we left the
lights in place and went awny Tor weels at a
Limu. the skittish hirds never accepted them.
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New Guinen’s Rare Birds and Stone Age Men

Our intentions mav have been more honorable
or imnocent than those of the natives who
kill them with shotgun and bow and armow,
but the hirds apparently assumed that we hadl
rigged some devilishly lethal device that should
I shunned at all costs.

Our expectations, dashed by this first en-
counter with the Greater birds, were rnised by
the addition 1o our party a fortnlght Later of
Fabért Carmet, who has made excellent wild-
life movies in Africa and elsewhere,

Carmet, it turned out, had been able to take
vnly $84 with him from France. Yet he had
made his way half around the world and ar-
rived on time, in sneakers, to be sure, and
not much else, but with camerns that rivaled
my own,

We began planning a trek into the 12,000
foot mountains of the Kubor, Carmet re-
murked rather testily that the highest he had
tver climbed was inte the seat of n jeep
station wagon, but he exchaoged his sneakers
for spiked boots willingly enough and, in the
carly hours of dn April moming, our boss
boy sang out for a party of bearers,

From under my mosquito neét 1 heard the
bellowed notes picked up by natives on the
other side of the valley and relayed, in dwind-
ling. but =till awesome volume, dcross the
forests of the Wahgi and the Omong Rivers.

By 5 am. “seven-fella ten men™ had as-
sembled outside camp, We loaded these 70
bearers with tents. food, cnmeraz, lights,
weapons, and other gear and set off over
hilly grasslunds through Chlef Maima's prov-
ince (page 4289,

In 10 days we reached the north slopes of
the Cambia region, true Stone Ape territory.
Few natives here had even seen steel. Beside
their low little grass huts lay their own tools—
stope axes ground in the age-old maonner on
a danmpened sandstone,

White Woman Amares Natives

My wife was the first white woman these
peaple had ever seen,  They greeted her with
nmazement, dancing and howling around her.
One huge native, coated with pig prease,
hoisted her aleft and carried her through the
procession for 20 or 30 yards.

Fond proved no great problest,  In exchange
for salt, razor blades, powder paint, and
matches, the natives brought us string bags of
sweet potatoes, sugar cuane, pigs, chickens, and
oven o few eggs. They wanted our trade
poods; yvet we noted that they had been ahle
to live without them very well.

Fire, for example, they moke by plucking
a dried vine from their string aprons, theeading
it through a clelt stick, and sawing it back
and forth until, under friction, it breaks into
a punklike glow,
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Salt they manufacture by soaking hundle
after bundle of dried grass in salt springs,
These are then thrown on the fire and buarned,
Im the ashes g =alt cuke {orms amid the lve.
When it is thick enough, they remove it and
bind it with others into disks about the thick-
ness of three or four phonograph records,

The Kubor people still make most of their
decorative dyes and paints from seeds, soft
stones, cluvs, and ashes, but guantities of
beards (rom Czechoslovakin amd Ttaly have
filtered into the interior from the coast, We
siw scarcely an aborigine who wisn't as fes-
tooned with bends as & gypsy fortumeteller.

Murder in the Stone Age

We noted these litle encronchments of civi-
lizmtion with some alarm, not simply because
we disliked sering one of the world's last
pockets of Stone Age le lose [t pristine
uniqueness, but because, paradoxically, it i=
the coming of the white man which tends to
make the native inus.

Almost invariably explorers in New Guinea
have found the aborigines {riendly when first
approached. Only after they have become
aware of the treasures which the white man
carries—shells and axes and trinkets—do their
thoughts turn to morder and loot,

Helmuth Baum, a veteran of many sorties
into the interior, died with a Kokukuku stone
blade in his skull a few seconds after he had
opened his trade box and revealed half s
dozen steel axheads, The Leahy brothers—
Michael and Pat—suffered near-fatal wounds
In an attack on their camp in 1931 by natives
who had always been quite amicable.

Nevertheless, as an ornithologist, 1 felt that
whatever risks | was runming among these
Stong Age primitives were greatly outweighed
by the rare opportunity 1 had to study New
Guinen's strange birds and penple.

And in New Guinea, in contrast to parts of
Europe ind America, the naturalist is regarded
as nlmost sane. Here the savage Is vitally
interested in the plants and insects and animals
of his region. To him, the white men who
come to scratch for vellow metal in his stream
beds are the ones who are “long-long™ —crazy.

The native, moreover, Is as well-informesd
about flora and faunma ns he is interested.
Without any sort of written language he
manages, nonetheless, to pass on from penera-
tion to generntion a steadily increasing store
of expert knowledge. T didn't find it always
easy to befieve; vet when 1 tested the Kubor
people on some particular cuestion, they in-
variably came throtgh with top marks.

For example, o boy wandered into camp
with a drab little nest macle by a bird which
he called a demgalop. 1 knew that thiz wae

a sort of flvcatcher rarely seen in the Kubors,
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Yot when T guestioned o dozen different na-
tivies about the nest, each identified it correctly
aned without hesitntion.

It was for this reason thor I put great
store by native opinion when we turned to one
of aur prime objectives in1 New Guines: the
seithog of an old ssue among ornitholomsts
a5 to whether MacGregors is a ird of pari-
dise or a bowerbird,

The chief difference between the two is that
howerhirds vsually clear a biv of ground and
build their courtship chambers there, while
birds of paradise customarily perform their
love dances in trees,  Birds of paradiee, too,
tend to bave unusually developed plumes in
contrast to the bowerbirds” short and incon-
spicunlE appendames,

We thought we might huve the definitive an-
swiet when u native who had taken part in
our deagnet operation finally brought In a live
MacGregor’s, [t was an adolescent maole
and so overwhelmed by being captured  that
it sat numbly, without protest, as | frantically
took portraits of it in color,

Yet even after 1 examined its six curious
orange crest plumes, which it can retract into
a slpt of darker feathers on its crown, T could
not sav for sure, on this evidence alone, thit
it wiz @ bird of parudise. Nor was the size
amd chape of ils tall a determining factor.

Another consideration which had a bearing
on my decision that this was no bowerbired
was that the natives were posilive it did not
biaild o courtship chamber on the ground, as
clo most howerbirds,  Nor could we, in all oor
sedrching, ever find such a bird displaving
there.  As one ornithologist, 1T am willing to
take the verdict of these local experts: Mae-
Gregor's is o bird of paradise (page 447).

Finding the King of Saxony

At long last, while we were ransacking the
Kubor Range, we caught up with the King
of Saxopy (page 444). Margaret and 1 had
Anished supper and were sitting by the camp-
fire, huddled against the chill, when we dimly
made out a wavering figure coming down the
durk forest frail, Presently o gimlet-eved
nittive, virtunlly naked, stepped up to the
Mames, squatted, and began 1o warm his hands,

It wps a cusiom 1 kpew but never wholly
relished: no traveler in these parts is ever
denied the hospitality of one's fire, This &
all very well, but it can beécome a little trying
o have chaps dropping in and out of one's
hut a4t any hour of the day or might, helping
themselves (o “glow-sticka”™ from the blaze, or
Just -_-uh.:-ulmg onto their haunches and staring.

This time, however, our irritation qun:l.,h
evaporited whiénm Thai, my “turn-talk,” in-
formed me, “1¥s felln he talk—kisaba, grass
belong em long fella to mas, be stop long hop.”

In short, i miale King of Saxony Bicd of
PMaradise had been sighted a dav's walk dis-
tant,  'We peeded no further urging. Next
morming, and for severnl thereafter, we recon-
noitered sodden trails on the flunks of AMount
O-Mar. Finally we hit upon three trees within
a mile of each other where various Kings dis-
plaved their plumage datly.

One of this trio was photographically im.
possibile: at the secomd, the bird in residence
wias molting. So we picked the third and
built near it our lofty, ramshackle tower.

Thus it was that T found mysell, on that
mnmwmlﬂr mormning. watching with avid eves
the sight only one or two white men had ever
soen before—the Jove donce of the King.

In the daye that followed, we tried re-
peatedly to ploce that spectacle on film, With
still pictures we had poor luck; the problems
which had defeated = with the Greater bird
vanguished us once more.  Bul with movie
filmy and with sound recordings we succeeded
reasonably well,

Sicklehill Rattles Like Machine Gun

H the King gave us ang hird of paradise
ieather for our caps, other species were just
as genorous.  We photographed more than
100 species, most of them never filmed hefore,
including the rare river duck, Salvadoring, and
the tittle mountain parrot, Pattacelis picie
excelse, which we had discovered In 1950,

scientists recognize 42 species of birds of
paradise; in New Guines there are 20 known
ornamented jes.  CH the lafter we ob-
served 16 and filmed 12 in color.

Marticularly entrancing was Blood™s Sickle-
Lill Bird of Paradise (page 449). We {ound
its mating tree 7,300 feet up Mount O-Mar
and built nedr it a pandanus-thatehed hovel
from which. one {rigid morning, we witched
tomba perform,

From it perch the Sicklebill would loose
a machine-gunlike burst of bass notes.  Then,
as the sound died away into the cathedral
hush of the forest, the bird would begin to
frum like a grouse, beating its wings pgainst
its sides and making loud, cracking reparts
which quite mystified ws. It seemed Impos-
sible that wings alone could muke such a Tuss

Just as bizaree in a different way was
Princess Stephanie’s (page 449), This bird of
paradise has a very long black tail, a jewellike
head, und a quiet mewing call that is uncan-
nilv feline. Tt displivs in trees clonked in
moss and fAamboyantly decorated with all
manner of ferns, plants, and orchids,

[tz dance, which we were among the first
naturalists to see in its wild settineg, began
with the male lowly picking its wayv along a
heavily festooned limb, [ts tail, nearly two
feet long, trailed among the orchids like a
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New CGunea's Rire Birds and Stone Age Men

train.  Its corved bill durted and nudped
among the moss and flowers,

Suddenlv. In a series of graceful leaps, It
hopped to a bare limb about six inches in
dinmeter amd some B0 feet above the ground.
With my S-powet glisses glued to my eves, 1
watched it quickly flex its wings. It curved
ite tail inward, spread wide the tips of its two
immense central Ell[mE'E._ and waved both tail
arcd wings together In neryous but related
cadence. For half a minute it held its wings
cocked far behind s back, so that the wrists
touched: thumped several times like the
Greater bird; then, ns abruptly as it hod
bezun, relaxed, sat sedately for a little while,
and flew awny.

Fire Menuces Blue Bird's Home

From these wentures on Mount (-Mar we
turned for a quick two-week side trip to
Mount Hugen in search of the elusive Ribbo-
tail anitl the Gaolden-crowned Bowerhird, which
in 1950 we had discovered and named Arch-
bolidia sanfordi, aiter our friend pnd sponsor,
the late D, Leonard C, Sanford.

We legrned much on Moont Hagon about
hvbridization of the long-tailed hirds of para-
dise; we obtained some excellent phatographs
of the Wattled bird and Loria’s Bird of Para-
dizse (page 4523; but the Ribbon-tail and
Crolden-crowned gave us the slip.

Our disuppointment wns keen, but it wos
softened by the arrival at our base camp of
voung Henry Kaltenthaler, the botanist i'rer
E'hi;lndtlphm 1 had saved for him severol
particularly sticky assignments, including the
photogrnphing and recording of the Blue Bird
of Parodise (page 441 ).

Henry  shated myv concern over the [ate
of this bird—Peradisaca rudol pli—threatened
with extinction by native hunters and farmers,
The most delicntely beautiful and lncelike of
birds of paradise, this creature has about it axn
aurn of romance, Crown Prince Rudalph of
Austria, for whom it i3 named, was the ill-fated
hero of the trogic Maverling story. The tar-
gt of native collectors for o good hali- -century,
the Blue bird is now gravely reduced in nums-
berz. More serious atill, deforestation is wip-
ing oul its very home,

As primitive man has pushed up from the
coast into the interior, he has stripped the
upper reaches of the Muarkham, Ramu, Sepik,
and Wahgi vallevs of their timber and left
sen of imlammable grass, When fire strikes,
J0-foot palisades of ame sweep these upland
meddows, charring the earth and driving bird
pnd man inlo cramped gulches (page 4593,

The Blue bird 15 all the more vilnerable in
that it will not live higher than 6,300 feet, no
matter how inviting the forest; its runge stops
there with the precision of a topographer's
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contour line. Yet the tide of destruction now
laps to 7,200 feet in the Kobor Range and up
to B 300 feet in the Chimbn garge.

Result; Where thousands of Blue birds once
futtered and danced in the forests, it &5 hard
now to find a few Inbred covevs backed into
precipitous cul-de-sacs. One of the most Tor-
lormm memories 1 petain of the island is the
spectacle of n male Blue bird | saw at Katume-
big, perched on a fire-blackened tree trunk in
the heart of 1 bumed-out wilderness,

Can anvthing be done to check these ruv-
apes? Our Australisn memhﬂr thourht =0,
What is needed s u bind of paradise reserva-
tion, rather like Africa’s hru;_:fr Natwinal
Park, in which primitive man ¢an be taught
(o livee side by side in harmony with those
tressures  of ' Noture that can be found in
New Guinen alone, It would not be too dif-
ficult, Bob Doyle pointed out, to administer
such an area through the government's dis-
trict officers, men well-tmined, fair, and much
respected by the highlnnders,

This project, however, 15 still but a gleam
ina naturalist’s eve; and in the shronken
domain s{ill left 10 the Blue hird we found
slim photographic pickings., We were luckier
in our pursuit of thée Muogmiticent Bird of
Parndise {page 440),

We discovered, in fact, no fewer than five
dance grounds of the Mngnificent, all within
two miles of our base camp at hup. Hitherto,
kombok's courtship had been obzerved and
fully described by only one white man—Pr,
Austin 1. Rand, of the American Museum-

Richard Archbold Snow Mountzin Expedition.®

Altogether, Knltenthaler, Robert Dovie,
anrl 1 spent 14 man-davs in blinds cluse o
the Mapgnificent's dance grounds belore we
were able o snare the bird's chorecgraphy on
film, We fell well rewarded, however, for the
antics of this strange bind with its police-
whistle voice are among the most intriguing
in the bird kingdom,

Dance of the Magnificent

Golden-naped, the Magnifiwcent boasts. a
shining blood-red back patch sind a chest
shield of blackish green. For its dance of
selects a treée of broom-handle size, deep in
the forest and psually on a steep slope,  Me-
ticulously it clears the ground beneath the
trunk and snips the leaves overhead to spot-
light its arenn with dramatic shafts of sun-
light.

When all is ready, the male wreeches his
invitition 1o thase whom it may concern and
whirs down upon his sharply slanted stapge.
There he flexes hiz plumage aml promenades
slowly and with obvious pride up and down

We went on 1o |ocate three display limbs
of the Superh Bird of Paradize and (o attempt
photogruphs of its dance (page 443).  But
our days were growing short.,  Une morning u
runner broke into camp with news, “Dry
felln master and misse belong em a fadl down
inis glong cargo balus. along  morningtio
true.”  In brief, our expedition leader, Armnnd
P, and his wife had landed early that
morning.  They would join us shortly, and we
wioulld drop our ornithologicnl survey for the
filming of the Stone Age natives around us.

Denis appeared within a few davs, amnd we
set out for khuatombag, deep in the RKubor
Range, We were, bevond doubit, a cosmo-
politan crew—Armand, Michaela, Carmet,
Hob Dovie, Kaltenthaler, Margaret and L
Father Bodonar, and Father John Nilles, a
highly trained anthropologist, often joined us,

We were, in fuct, a United Nations on the
march, with Czechoslovikia, Beleium, France,
Auvstralla, Germany, Switeerlind, aml the
United States represented. For most uses
French and English sufficed, but in moments
of strain we tended to lupse into pidgin. Tt
can be most expressive.

Chief Boma Holds 3 Sing-sing

Cher goal was an elaborite =ing-sing to be
held in the realm of a chief named Boma (op-
posite), The nenrer we got to his village,
the soumnder appeared oor news sources, for
from’ the hills around natives were trickling
down to the vallev, painted and feathered,
ereased and spruced up for a party,

Chief Bomu met us affably, No shrinking
violet, e mare nearly resembled a walking
bird of paradise. We contributed some cloth
ane cellophane 1o his costume, and Margaret
handed his No. | wife a mirror—which he
lister smatched, giving the poor woman a
comple of black eves in exchange,

The preliminary daviime dances proved
almst as [ascinating as the sing-sing itself.
From sunup W sundown three davs Inoa row,
platpons of oatives pounded the dance arena
with their feet, led by a chisftain who intoned
a restless, repetitions chant which held all the
relentless madness of delirium (pages 472
and 481 ).

All day long the bare feet tramped and
shuffled: the red, blue, and gold field of par-
dize plume=z nodded and swoved; the pulsing
drumbeats and incessant songs wove a hyp-
notic =pell upon the dancers, Around them
crowded spectators—women, girls, children,
oldsters—gaping and remarking  upon one
brave's agility, another's grandeur,

Then came the “long-long "—-the crazy man,
Daubed with vellow mud and dead grass, he

The long-long respected neither age nor sex
nor status.

Cher own bovs came to us with requests for
powder paint. This they applied with patience
and artistry to the sides of their foreheads.
between ear and eye, As we were shortly to
realize, each boy intended to transfer this
coloring by contact to the corresponding skin
area of his “voung Tella Mary, ™ hike ink rolled
off o printing pad,

It wius 8 in the evening before we filerd
at lost through an excited, E}ilhffim throng
inta the long. low sing-sing house. Some 2{)
by 40 feet in size; this hut had along s sides
and across its fur end a foot-high dais of
woven lamboolike grass,

Pig Grease Serves as Perfume

The darkness within was lghteped some-
whit by two small fires. A8 spon as our eyesd
hod adjusted to the gloom, we saw bwo. voung
girls kneeling across a norrow aisle from each
other.  Now others trooped. sifently in and
took their ploces beside them, about two feet
apairt, tucking their string aprons modestly
between their legs and sitting as immohile—
and as shiny—as corved wooden sintues,

In the dickering light they made an en-
trancing tableau. An occasional girl had o
bamboo musical instrument slung from her neck
(Mhers wore crowns of tamba
shell, with triangular or diamond-shaped de-
signs in front, while n few sported crowns of
cowrie trimmed with golden kapul fur,

Muanv of the girls had liracelets of notched
wood ; most had arm bands of woven orchild
fiber =0 tight they were more tourniquet than
decoration. All, without exception, had topped
their toilette with generous applications of
treasured pig grease.

Presently, accompanied by 2 sudden rustling
andl chuttering outside, a line of handsomely
decoraterd men pushed through the hut's small
door and circled the U-shaped formation of
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limits o her bondage, and compensations.
Singe the coartship period s often long, the
girl has some opportanity (o see I it that the
ri:{lll man chooses her, I she is not happy
after murriage, she can Gee her hushand and
return to her old home, forfeiting only the
vriginal bride pavment.  And polyvgemy, while
it forces her to share her hushand, also forces
her fellow wives to share the work.

Climax of the dance comes on the last day
with a great feast. ["igs. corralled in a special
st kade, admired and ogled with much smack-
ing of lips, are now sloughtered by crashing
blows on the forebead. Teams of men bleed
them, store the inedible [at @ gourds for
adornmient. cut the meat into chunks, and
prepare the ground ovens (page 46f6),

Purk, a ln Kubor

These ovens are hollowed from the earth
ft=elf or from tree trunks, Stones heated on
cribis of burning logs are placed at the bottom
and interspersed with meat, vegeiables, and
fragrant leaves,  Then water {rom a bamboo
tube, doused on the stones, sends up 4 head
of steam.  This is gquickly and solidiv capped
v wel grass, broad leaves, and reeds, con-
verting the oven into & primitive fireless
conker (pages 482, 4833, In nbout an hpur
and a half the sneoufent feast 5 ready.

Listribution of the pidee de rénstance is
far from casual. Where many chiefs hiave
gathered, and hundreds or even thousands of
pigs have heen barbecued,
go to the headmen, These pass picces to their
licuténants, often on the tip of an outthrost
spear, and they in turn whip oat unbelievably
eificient hamboo Enives and carve morsels for
their serfs.

The: gastronomic orgy may Inst for davs,
It sometimes proves fatally wasteful of the
iribe’s mpat reserves, But ot least no parg
of & pig goes unapprecinted. Even the en-
trafls are carelully braided and cocked, and
the tusks, hoois; and bones are preserved for
decornton.

Diay afeer day, one of these old-time crufrs-
men will sit by u poddie of water, grinding
the stone upon a big, well-worn sandstone,
The blade scrapes forward, torns slightly in
the grinder’s hand, clacks against the stone,
then scrapes back upon its other ede with o
hollow, grating sound. It takes almost three
months of constant toil to make a good stone
ax. and another week to complete o woven
stock and handle for it {(page 386).

Uther stone impleménts are nol common in
the Kubors, but they can still be found—clubs,
knives, emblems, “money,” pestles, mortars,
even, carved binds, They nre clearly the work
of another age.

The Hollow Echo of Prehistory

I thought often of that az we turned back
toward Kup for our outward flight to civiliza.
tion, Following stéeep, narmow trails, we oc-
casiopally crossed a little wvalley, and from
some remoie pockef in the hills there would
drift down the old, ancestral ound of stone
upott stong, the clack and scrape, endlessly
repeated, of the axmaker.

I hear it vet in my imagination. But it
will not be many vears before the source of
this frail, fugitive echo will itself be stilled,
Thén, perhaps, over the whaole inhaliited globe
a music that has been plaved by primitive
man since the dawn of time will resound no
more, and i those few of us who heard it
last, the memory will Tade.

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Three Months on an Arctic Ice lsland
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Floating on a Glacial Fragment, U, 8. Air Foree Scientists Prohe
Top-of-the-World Mysteries Within 100 Miles of the Pole

IGH over the cold, vast Arctic Ocean,
H the radar eificer in a converted B-29

Superfortress © droning  toward  the
North Pole stared unbelievingly into his scope.
There, cutlined against the characteristic pat-
tern of the ice pack. was radar’s picture of
land—an island rsing from deep sea where
no lmd should be.

Quickly the airman called the plane com-
mander on the interphone and verified the
position as 300 milés morth of Moint Barrow,
Alaska. He sketched the discovery on his
chart and marked the date—August 14, 1946,

I think this marked chart and sccompanying
report, turned in by the 72d Photo Recon-
naissance Squadmon ot Ladd Air Force Base,
Faitbanks. Alaska, should tank with the im-
portant docaments of Arctic exploration.,

This voung Awmerican bad not discovered
new land; as he believed. But he had provided
a key which was to unlock one of the Far
North’s old mysteries and give his country a
valuable base closer to the Pole than men had
ever lived in comfort and safety,

For me personallv, that key openad the
door to a white world of scientific discovery
and adventure, | was first commuander of
America’s northernmost outpost, and for a
gquarter of a vear lived 150 miles and less
from the very top of the world,

“Land” That Moves with Aretic Winds

Alter the B-29"s return other airten roared
over these northern wastes to confirm  the
existence of what was now termed *Target X
They looked down on the robin's-ege blue of
lakes, the steely glint of rushing streams, and
a coust 20 to 40 feet high rising from the
tumbled sea ice of the polar pack.

Riwcks, they reported, jutted from a wind-
ewepl plain,  Patches of earth showed darkly.

other large ones drifting far from land in the
centril Arctic basin, Canodinn flvers Inter
discovered some 20 smaller fragments in the
channels of their country’s Arctic archipelago,

Gentle parallel swells, or waves of ice, from
a few inches to 15 feet high and from 800 to
1,000 feet apart, crossed the islands' relatively
fiat surfaces. lmpervinusness to the battering
of the pack suggested [rozen fresh water,
harder and stronger thon salt ice. Thicknesses
of 200 feet or more, 20 times that of the sea

ice, were deduced from their height above seu
level,

Peiary's Explorations Give a Clue

Somewhere along sn Arctic shore a olant
glacier must be spawning these immensities.
But where was such a plader? Narratives of
early explorers supplied an important cloe.

Lt Pelham Aldrich, member of the Britich
Arctic expedition headed by Sir Gearge Nares
in 18750, and Rear Adm. Robert E. Pearv
30 vears Iater, had seen a unique ice foot,
or shelf. fust to Ellesmere Island’s north shire
anil extending far seaward. This was appar-
ently n glacial remnant, part of the prehis-
toric ice that ance covered Ellesmere and the
surrounding seit as an icecap now covers the
interior of Greenlind (page 494

A puzzled Peary wrote o description of the
shell that perfectly fits today's e islands,
Later we were to lund on Ellesmere ourselves,
and, by comparing corings, match islands to
the placial shelf still extending 10 miles to
sen in places:

[t is thus still true that there are no icebergs
in the Arctic Ocean; bergs as we know them
in the Atlintic break from “live,” moving
glaciers when they reach the sea.

Sight of the Trigil ¢chaos, in which anything
wearing a white fur coat could easily escape
detection, browght up the subject of polar
benrs.  Dr, Fridtjol Nansen had met them
ahove 84% N, and some of his companions hail
been deliberately attacked hy a hungry bear,

Dre. Nansen communded the specinlly huilt
Norwegian ship Fram, purposely frozen into
the pack M?mrn:i the end of the last century.
She drifted across the Arctic, becoming the
outstanding exception to the rule that ships
cannot survive the grip of the pack.

During our stay on the island we never
saw a bear, nor a fox, whale, seal, or other
living crenture larger than a sen bird. But o
few days after our first venture aheld, we did
find large bear tracks and signs of fox close
beside our trail.  Such evidence is soon drifted
over by wind-driven snow.

In the warmer months small translecent
shrimp were abundant in leads near the istand.
Those who mannesd T-3 after my return to the
United States in June found the remoins of
what appeared to be a lemming, and of fish
oty the elacial surface after the spow and
some =ix inches of Island itself had melted off.

Aretic *Whiteout” Shrouds Island

A pair of caribog homs emerged from the
ice one warm dav, Possibly the caribou was
still frozen below them, but excavation was
postponed until the summer of 1933 (page
503).

Many explorations iollowed the ﬁrE-t one.
Sotn we met the Arctic “whiteout.,” Wrote
Admiral Peary, describing the conguest of the
Polein the Natmoxar Geocuarse MacazimNeg
for October, 19049:

“ . -we experienced thot comdition, fre-
quent over these ice fields, of o hazy atmos-
phere in which the light i3 equal everywhere.,

It was an apt description. We found that
when thick clouds obscured the sun no had-
ows were cast to revenl hummocks, drifis, and

dirpressions in the snow. Everywhere there

was anly whiteness.

We stumbled into drifts and tumbled into
holes.  Tn the whiteout, a man out of sight of
camp would be hopelesshy 1St without a com-
pass:  Small. dark objects were visible at o
surprising distance and often appeared many
times their actunl size,

Population Jumps Twosthirds

April 1, thirteen days qfter our landing, was
o red-letter day, The C-47 returned, carrying
geophysicist Albert P, Crary, of the Air Force
Cambridge Research Center, and Capt. Paul L.,
Gireen, commiunications officer. They brought
our permanent tadio station, the first of the
weather and geophysical equipment, and e
plenishments for the larder,

Camp by now consisted of two [2-foot-
doyuare m:pu_ultn—nmffﬂ huts of snow hlocks
and two tents. The second tent became our
kitchen, complete with ofl stove, One hut was
a storeroom,  The other, connected to the first
by a tunnel, was intended for emergency shel-
ter, but we moved into it bag and baggage the
dav after the first real storm,

The island acquired a name, Newcomess
carried written orders from Alaskan Air Com-
miand sending them 1o *“Fletcher's Iee Tsland.”
Crary had a neatly lettered s5gn to go over the
door to headguariers.

We <aid a fond good-by to Dir. Rodahl and a
few davs later, with the arrival of Robert 1),
Cotell and l"ll'.'.-?l Lt. Robert B, Danner, we
aw Mike Brinegar off. Officially, the scout-
ing party hed been replaced with a permanent
ane—{rary, his assistant Cotell, Green, Dan-
ner, and me;

Daring the next three months we worked
long and hard, Many with whom I have talked
since my return o the United Siates were
skeptical when 1 told themy we never found
time heavy on our hands, were never bored.
There was always plenty of work to do; and
we pever had time to become irritated with
ane another’s constant proximity,

Kank dishelief often greets my assertion
that after the first few weeks we were very
comfortable.  Our supplies—clothing, equip-
ment, food—were the best. Our permanent
stntion had everyvthing we needed.

Such information
mav help to explain the existence of the jet
stream, the mysterious, undulating current of
air that travels at high speed far above the
earth, Knowledpe of jet-stream positions
often enables airmen to ride il winds, cut-
ting hours {rom long trips.

Washington’s Historic Georgetown

513

A Proud Colonial Port, Made Part of Young America’s New Capital,
Refused to Be Abolished and Now Sees Its Old Identity Restored

. STOOD on the heights above a
town abolished by Federal law more
than hall & century ogo,

The law was thoroughgoing: it took pains
to proscribe not anly the town's name, George-
town, but also the very nomes of its streets.
And the streets had interesting names—Gay
Street  (two of them), Needwood, Fighing
Lane, Uherry Alley, Niagara, West Lane Keys,
Wapping.

Southward past our vanlage point a broad
band of water slipped by in the sun. Trees
along its banks wore 4 mist of faintest green
under the AOrst touch of spring,

“This is the River of Swans, Cobonguroton,”
said my compamon, well versed in focal lore.
“When the first white men came, the ['is-
cataway Indians told them it was a very old
name, the oldest they knew,”

Looking down at the river, T eould glimpse
a smull part of a water front where rich con-
fusitms of cargo once plled the docks, So
much shipping crowded the berths that mer-
chantz of those days dreamed of displacing
New York as the Nation's foremost port!
Only a scow idled in 1o tie up now,

Not far {rom the shore, some two miles
downstream, @ swordlike shaft thrust up in
sharp white against the sky. We were getting
an unusual view of the Whoshington Monu-
ment from wvenerable Georgetown-—40 vears
old when it assisted ut the birth of our Nation's
Capital, of which it forms a part. The River
of Swans below us is better known by a later
name: Potomac.®

Indinmen Anchored in Roock Creek

Our wintage point was a remote spot on
the far edge of town. A short distance away
sheep grazed, and an old vinevard was still
caltivated. The pastoral touch seemed 4 bit
unreal to me, for by taxi the White House wiis
lesz than 10 minutes uway,

I left on foot, however, bound for my own
houge on the opposite side of town, It is
hard by the valley of Rock Creek, the steep-
sided moat which is Georgetown's eastern
boundary, In the golden davs the mouth of
the creek was o wide, desp estuary where large
Indiamen rode at anchor, laden with goods
from far ports of the world. Tides surged up
the valley for a mile or more,

Today the estuary has shrunk to a small
stream.  Few nustorists who use the parkway
snaking along its banke suspect they are driv-

mg on what wis once the bottom of o busy hay,

For part of the way my homeward path
led alonyg the Georgetown-Bladensburg road,
an mmportant link in north-south communica-
tians during the Revolution and through the
eatly years of the Republic,

I stranyed once to window-shop at Stome
bock’s saddlery, Gen, George S. Patton, Jr.,
stopped here just before departing for the
north African invasion. He strode in to pick
up the belt and holsters he had ordered o
his pearl-bandled pistols.

The saddlery is on the Falls Street stretch
of the old main road, which became Bridge
Streel as one neared Washington.,  (After the
abolition law of 1895 the prosaic letter “M"
replaced both names) On Bridge Strest |
passed Stone House, one of the town's few
remaining pre-Revolutionary bulldings, Tra-
dition savs Maj, Pierre L'Enfant, the French
engineer who served so ably in the Revolu-
tinary War, had his headguarters here whin
e wass laving out the Federal City (page 532).

To Miz Hullybus's Corner

The true gatewnys to Georpetown are side
streets which lead away from the busy shop-
ping section Into sudden and u
calm, The houses seemed to doze in the soft
weather that dav, and my giit slowed before
I reached my comer bookstore to stop for a
book-—and find coffes waiting, too.

This corner of 28th and O Streets holds a
fond place in Georgetown lore, It's Miz
Hullybus's Corser, although she hasn't been
there for a long time. Hullvbus was ot
even her name: it just soonded that way to
children,  She was Mrs, Gottlieh Hurlebaus,
a kindly lady who kept Hurlebaus Bakery
and Sweet Shop and made it an institution.
There was mouming when it passed shortly
before the turn of the century.

I think Miz Hullybus must have left some
of her obliging spirit about the premises,
That might explain the helpiul operations of
the Francis Scott Key Book Shop, which
occupies them today (page 514).

Books may be purchosed there, of course,
But the shop seems 1o devote as much time
o extracurriculor odd jobs wnd emergencies,
It prodduces baby sitters when none cun he

Murvignd Sow Possibilities

Rock of Dunburton, Rock Creek Plinta-
tion, Knave's Disappointment, Beall’s Levels,
Frogland, Dhscovery, Pretty  Prospect, Con-
jurer’s Disappointment, Resurvey on Salop-—
such were the nuomes of boldings which, n
whale or part, went to make up Georgetown.

The site, with its rampart of heights, at-
tracted the attention of 4 courageous Scot, Col.
Ninian Beall (pronounced “Bell™), He had
commanided Marviand's forces so ably against
attacks by Indiaps that in 1703 the Province
rewirded him with a patent of 793 acres on
Rock Creek. This he called Rock of Dunbar-
ton (later spelled Dumbarton ), perhaps for the
great rock above the Clvde in his native land,

Three decades later one George Gordon
acquired some 100 acres adioining Beall's.
Other settlers came, most of them Scots, with
4 fow Trish and Germans

Marvland began to see possibilities in this
aren, so close o the head of navigation on the
river. In 1751 the Assembly at Anmapolis
authorized purchase of 60 peres for a town
“which shall be called by the name of George
Town,” honoring King Gr:urRE 11 of Britam,

The 60 acres were bought, at 50 shilling
each, from George Gordon and o most re-
luctant George Beall, the colonel’s heir, who

fought to the bltter end. Rapid esxpansion
added almost 82 acres 1o the town before
Washington became President.

The port hoomed because it tapped a nch
agricoltural area.  Tobacco for export was
almost gold; a single hogshead (1,000 pounids)
brought “enough to purchuse all the luxures
a family needed in the course of a vear,” a
historian of the e r . Kister colonies
and other parts of the world locked on George-
town as their flour bin,  Lumber, fish, and
other goods moved in brisk demand,

Come autumn, P Street oiten was chokerd
from dawn to dusk with thousands of cattle
and sheep from Virginin and large flocks of
Murvland turkevs, Some were sold locally:
others would be herded along 1o Baltimore or
markets bevond. Heavy- laden Conestoga
wagons rembled to the wharves,

From Silks to Sand and Gravel

“Swhen [ came here 45 4 voung mon, there
wiis & hattered metal sign drifting around.

That went on for
severdl years, and then it disappeared.”
The sipn had survived a long time. The lnst
Moy and mogistrates moved
out in 1871, the veéar Congress integrated the
town 5 government with that of Washington,
Creorgetonmns had reason to mourmn their lost
autonmmy.  Town ordinances over the vears
indicate that the officials were unusually prac-
tical and conscientions men,

[ndeed, the act foundinge the town
vided that those Lmling to mprove their prop
v should lose 1. Although legal pennlties
have lapsed, residents todav comply with |
law’s spirit, some with their own paintbrushes
and ladders.

Councilmen were stern with themselves, too,
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Undue nbsence from a session or tirdiness
meant a fine for the offender, That law had
teeth in it. Checking on sessions in 1791,
| found three of the most important men in
town, John Threelkeld, William Deakins, Ir.,
and Charles  Magruder, listed among those
pepalized for being late, The fine assessed
wis 75 cents, no trifling amount then or lor
some veirrs to come.  The town's first police
force, known a3 the watch, did not come into
existence until the enrly 1800's, and the men'’s
pay was $2.59 .a week’

Celebrities from Washington to Spaute

Georgetown today is credited with having
more listings in Wha's Who than any other
place of comparable siee, [lustrious ghosts
might add that the town has been associting
with famous names for generations and pro-
ducing its own share of them,

Georae Washington, a frequent guest, passed
this way to his first inauguration.® Farhier,
the town watched Braddock’s redconts depart
for disaster at Fort Duguesne during the
French and Indian War, then Lafavette lead-
ing troops through for the rendezvous with
victory at Yorktown in 1751,

Union Tavern, on Bridge Street, long was
g favorite with Government officials: and
celebrated vishtors,  Conmressimen who dwelt
there rode to and [rom Capitol Hill in a
special stagecoach drawn by cream-colored
horses,

The hostelry shelteréd such men as John
Adams, Thomas Jefferson, Aaron Burr, Henry
Clav, Martin Van Buren, John Marshall, Louis
Philippe, Robert Fulton, Talleyrand, Jerooe
Bonaparte, and Washington Trving. Francis
Seott Key stoppwed there often after taking a
house n few blocks away, near the site of the
modern bridge that bears his name,

Ome of the last public functions Washington
attended was held o the tavern. Decades
later Louisa M. Aleott, suthor of many novels,
nursed Civil War wounded in its ballroom.

Sight-seers should have no trouble locating
the northeast corner of Bridge and Washing-
tan (M and 30th) Streets, where the inn stood
until 1935, A gasoline station has inherited
the historic site,

Prominent Georgetonians of the Nation's
fledgling vears included D, Willlam Thornton,
architect of the U. 5, Capitol ;7 Henry Foxall,
whose (oundry supplied mony of the guns
for the War of 1812; Stephen Bloomer
Balch and John Carroll, noted clergymen and
educators; Willlam W. Corcoran, philanthro-
plet who guve the Capital its Corcoran Gallery
of Art: and George Riggs, Corcoran’s partner
in the banking company which helped restore
Furope's shaken faith in the credit of the
Unitedd States at a critical period in 1548,

This firm was the precursor of Riggs National
Bank, now the {oremost in Washington.

Loss of Trade Brought Dark Duays

Genrgetown has been called a city of brick,
The bricks and exceptionally fine masonry
work were major factors in preserving the
Federal characier of the town during the lean
vears that befell it. Many factors contrib-
uted to the decline, but the full impact wos
not felt until lnte in the last century,

A fall in the area’s water table and the
silting up of the Potomac, due in part to
bridee building for Washington, probably
marked the lLeginning. As early ns 1807
Georgetown reminded Congress of the gravity
of the prohlem, Another memorial in 18346
complained thut $180,000 of town funds hiad
heen spent between 1802 and 1830 for naviga-
tional improvements below the Capital and
on the town harbor, Adequote aid did not
materialize. Larger vessels sought other ports,
Trade kept dropping off, however slowly.

The Chesaipeake and Ohio Canal, in which
the town invested heavily to recoup its big

This threat did not prevent the canal from
tnjti\ g its best vears during the 1870's and
80's, although Georgetown’s stanch svmpathy
ior the Confedernte cause became a political
liability after Appomattox, complicating the
town's [ortunes, When the panic of 1873
cama, it hit the old port hard,

Anil all the while the city of Washington
was steadily growing. In the closing decades
of the Inst century families of wealth and
promifnence from muany purts of the Nation
began moving to the Capital to take part in
its political and social life, They built mag-
nificent homes on L'Enfant’s once-empty ave-
nues nnd entertnined lavishly.  Families
drifted away from Georgetown for what wore
becoming more {ashionable surroundings,

“Georgetown?  Why nobody lives there! ™
It came to that.

The community deteriorated inlo 4 cheap-
rent neighborhood. Fine homes became
second-cluss  boardinghouses,  Neglect  snd
disrepair produced a dilapidated look. Prop-
erty values hit bottom. For a mere 38 a

After World War T Americans began awak-
ening to the graceful beritage of the country's
early architecture. Two influences helped to
stir this interest—the opening of the American
Wing of the Metropolitan Museum of Art in
New York, and the work of John ), Rocke-
feller, Jr., in restoring Willimmsbung, Virginia.*

This was Georgetown’s moment. The crafts-
men who reared it had built the town to last,
It wasz steeped in history and teadition.

People started buving old houses and re-
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storing them. much to the amazement of
real-estate men, Hy 1930 the revival had
picked wup a momentiom which  economic
stresses and World War 1T Tailed to check,
Froperty values did more than perk up. “The
$8-n-month houses, restored, hmughl 3157.50
even with wartime rent control in effect.

Perhaps the most remarkable feature of
the whaole restoration movement = that it
has been financed by private monev, most
of it on a family =cale. No support came
from large foundations, nor 4 cent in Govern-
ment subsidy.

Old Town Spirit Survives

This mny explain the resurgence of the old
commnumity spirit.  The Georgetown Citizens
Aszsaciation and the Progressive Citizens As-
sociation led the fight to preserve the town's
character.

When apartment builders threatened inva-
sion during the revival's early davs, George-
tomians marshaled such a persussive caze that
the District Zoning Commission fixed 40 {eet
#s the maximum height for new structures in
residential areas. Next they won their fight to
hove the town rezomed. s0 that commercial
enterprises are now largely confined to Wiscon-
sin Avenue and M Streel, or the water-front
district. The higgest feather went into the
town's citp with enactment of the "Old George-
town'' legislation restoring the town's identity
in 1950,

Visitors are often surprised to discover the
city oi brick is a town of small hopses. We
have our big show places—Tudor Place (page
542), Sewier Place, Evermay (page 316),
Dumbarton Oaks (page 527 and opposite),
and other large houses of grand tradition that
are architertural gems, But many houses are
small, some even tiny,

The narrowest one | know is 2726 P Street.
| measured its [rontage not long ago. The
tape saidd 8 feet 2 inches. There are others
onlv 9, 10, and 11 feet wide (page 321).

Some are adorned with iron plagues which
go back to the davs of bucket brigades and
amateur fArefighters. These fire seals bear the
emblems of the first local insurhnce firms.

Volunteer fire companies controlled such
underwriting ventures, and they did not forget
the fact in answering alarms. I two houses in
a nefghborhood caught fire at the same time,
the volunieers concentrated on the house bear-
g the insignia of their company. Any dam-
age cloims collected by their insured would

It is estimated the town has 5,000 gardens,
a3 against six swimming pools (page 539).
Relatively few gurdens are of the large, formal
cliss, with expertly trimmed hedges and pro-
fessionally tended plants. The others nre zeal-
ous hobbies, and rewarding even when they
don’t fulfill spring’s optimistic expectations,

These garden-backyard combinations are
like an extra room, and § favorite plice fur
entertuining (page 338), Since availalile space
1= 30 often the arbiter, most groups are small,
Only the hig hove= have gardens extensive
enough for lnrge porties,

Except for working hours, many residents
virtually live in their private outdoors o good
part of the vear. Spring comes early: autumn
i5 usually long and mikl  And in sultry, hunid
summer o shaded vard, however modest in
size, is an inviting retreat.

We cite Charles Dickens on our summer
aclvantages. He founr] Georgetown prefernble
to Washington's hurning heat :II'I;L[ "y ]u-
brities™  Intérestingly enough, the author's
great-granddapghter, Monicn Dickens, horseld
a writer, resided here until last year.

Cillede Boarn with the Constitution

Ceracelul spires crown the heights above
Georgetown.  Viscount Bryee, the brillignt
British diplomat, wrote of the pleasure he
found in admiring them in the svlvan setting
e beheld from “modest little X Street," where
he hiad his house, They are the towers of
Leorgetown University, the country's nldest
Catholic mstitution of higher learming *

Like ‘the United Stutes, the school was
born in 1789, the vear the Constitution was
innugurated and Washington became the first
President. Tt was brought to being by Arch-
hishop John Carrell of Baltimore, an intimate
of both Washington aml Benjamin Franklin,

A prospectus, issued before any students
were enrolled. speaks for the spirit of the
founder. In a fuded copy T read: “The School
will be open to Students of every Religious
Mrofession,
from the Superintendent of the: Academy, will
be at Hberty to frequent Places of Worship
and Instruction appointed by their Pirents,”
This policy has prevailed ever since.

The college made its start with one small
building, a few students. and a very limited
library. Tt had an acre nnd a half of land,
purchased from John Threlkeld, the tardy
lown councilman who wais fined (page 520).

For 1955 the university enrollment is 5,000,

nting most States, many foreign coun-
tries, and a variety of religions, A quarter-
mitlion books crowd its libraries. The campus
has expanded to more than 100 gcres and there
are now 25 buildings,  The President, the Very
Reverend Edward Bernard Bonn, S.7., admin-
isters, in addition to the colleme, eight eraduate
schools, astronomical and seismological oli-
servatories, a1 medical center, and a chemo-
medical research institute.

Before visiting the heights 1 never suspected
how the decision on the college site nffected the
present face of Washington,

Amung locations given consideratinn was an
undeveloped rizse of land called Jenkins Hill,
three and a hall miles wwny. The ides was
discarded because the area was wild and “too
far fruom the city"—Georeetown. L'Enfant
later chose Jenkins Hill for the Capitol,

“That has its postscript,” a faculty mem-
ber said with a smile, “We almost had the
Capitol on campus, after all

“When Washington wius burned in 1814,
'Ol North® was the larpest structure in the
vicinity. Tt was offered to Congress for a
temporary meeting place, To buov national
murale, however, Congress finally thought it
best to pet along in the least damaged
buildings of the burned city,”

Old North, the second college Brileling
erected, is still in use.

Presidents of the United States, from Washs
ington to Fisenhower, with occasional excep-
tions, have honored the university by attending
commencemients, by spetial visits, or in other
wiys, Wushington set the precedent in 1797
when he rode up from Mount Vernon to Old
North and addressed the student body, which
included two sons of one of his nephews,

Where Eelipse Hunting Starts

Lafayette was leted on his triumphal visit
m 1824, The reception ot the college so
impressed] him that he made special note of it
in his speech o the National Assembly upon
his return to France: Leading figures {rom
other countries have been received at the
university ever since,

An
esteemed Chief Justice of the United States
Sgpreme Court, Edward Douglass White, is
anly one of the many song of Georgetown who
became distinguished public servants.

Near the university campus is a celebrated
institution, the Volta Bureau to promote the
teaching of speech to the deaf. First of it
kind in the world, the burean was [ounded by
Alexander Graham Bell, inventor of the tele-
phone and second president of the National
Creographic Society,

In its Grecian-stvle building the burean
houses the world's largest library on deainess,
From it, for over 60 years, have sprung many
inr-flung efforts to help the deaf speak. Along
the lines of the burean England modeled its
National Institute for the Deaf and Japan
revised itz method of teaching the deaf.

Last year the bureaw’s small but dedicated
gtaff answered thousands of letters from 37
forefgn countries and the United States. It
telle parents how to help their deaf babies
talk anel how to lead deaf sons and daughters
from their silent world mto the world of hear-

mg people.
A Romantie Story

The Volta Burean publishes a monthly re-
view for tenchers of speech snd persons who
are concerned with deafness. Sinclair Lewis
wis one of itz early editors. Honorary Presi-
dent of the organization is Mrs, Calvin Coal-
idge, a teacher of the deaf before her marriape.
Board members include Helen Keller, Mrs,
Spencer Tracy., Supreme Court Justice Harold
Burton, J. Edgar Hoover, and Dr. Gilbert
Grrosvenor,

Behind the Volta Bureau s a romantic
story,  Alexander Graham Bell's wife, deaf at
the age of four vears, had learned to speak and

read Hps with great facility as a child. This
she had accomplished with her mother's help
at & time when noschools in the United States
taught deaf children to speak.

In-q:ured by his wife's extraordinary achieve-
ment and realizing what her success meant 1o
him, Bell determined that “ne deal child in
America shall be allowed to grow up mute
withou! earnest and persistent efforts having
been made to teach him to speak and read
Lips."

Across the street from the burean stands
the former home of Alexander Melville Bell,
father of the telephone’s inventor, Bell senior
wits himsell the inventor of 4 system of visible
speech which was an early nid in teaching the

deaf to speak (opposite).
Telephone Aids the Deaf

For 30 vears Alexander Graham Hell main-
tained a Liboratory in his father’s howse, using
the part which is now the garage. He called it
the Volta Laboratory, for he financed it with
France's Volta Prize money which he won in
158580 for inventing the (elephone,

In this laborntory he amd his associates
perfected the graphophone, Few people are
aware that the graphophone made the phono-
graph prm:tmuhie by replacing short-lived in-
dented evlinders of a vielding material with
durable ecngraved wax records which coulid
be used over and over again. Bell dis-
posed of his patents and gladly used the money
to endow the Volta Buresu.

Another university neighbor is the George-
town Visitation Convent, a girls’ boarding
school, founded in 1799, Three red brick
buildings—the academy, chapel, and monis-
tery—iront on the strect.

The monastery windows are firmly =hut-
tered from the inside, No curious passer-hy
may peer in,  Those within have no desire
to look out. They are cloistered nuns who
teach in the academy. There Is, of course,
n streel entrance for the 300 students, who are
in high-school or junior-college courses.

S0 well regarded i< thic comvent, the first
established in the infant United States for the
higher education of Catholic girls, that there
s nlwavs u walting list.  One man took no
clhances on his daughter's admission, A few
hours after her birth he wired, “Please enroll
doughter for class of 1964."

The movement to restore Georgelown was
still in itz early stages when it mothered two
community undertakings that have blossomed
into annual attractions, They are the garden
and house tours, which each spring are n
magnet for throngs of visitors:

In 1928 an overburdened charity worker
plainly needed a car.  Public-spirited women
decided to do something about it, and the
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odid note of color us they pass on Sundavs, claud
in green, red, white, and lavender robes very
much like Biblical dress,

The Mouni Emn Methadizst Church, oldest
Negro n in the District of Colum-
iz, was founded in 1814 with 125 members.
Hefore the Civil War its membership book
irequently recorded opposite a name the single
word “sold.” Tt mednt the sale of a slave
memiber, After the name of Fdward Brown
in 1834 appears: “sold—poor fellow."

The More Things Change .

One of Georgetown's chiel concerns in its
early days was to keep the town clean, Resi-
dents are equally mindful of the problem
todday. When the restoration began, it was
sccompanied by a crusade against trash, rel-
use, and unsanitary conditions,

Street clenners are held in proper regard
here. ['ve encountered them at wurk in the
still sleeping streets as early os 6 in the morn-
ing. Enach vear they are guests of honor at
a specinl garden party which includes speeches,
linch, and gratuities. One of the town’s
leading: women s hostess,

Traific also worried the first officinls, appre-
hensive about the breakneck passage of stage-
coaches or horsemen galloping through town,
Since M Street s a busy channel {or the
Capital's populous suburbs in Virginia, the
traffic problem is still with us,

In the past few yvears optimistic pleas have
been mmr for holding motorists to the lei-
surelv pace of byvgone times, even if it meant
stop signs at every intersection, As far as [
can learn, such propesals are still tactiolly
pending.

Some reminders of the pest are convenient,
even touching,

Negro sawvers used to make their rounds,
wagons stacked with logs cut to varving
lengths o i househalder would bave no trouble
getting: the right size w Ot his freplace.
Sawyers are still part of the scene in lnie fall
amd winter. Most wood pedidlers gre motor-
[zed now, but from time to time T have seen
some who rely on the old-style horse-drown
wagon., Like them, the itinetant fishmian also
believes olid dobbin is here to stay owhile.

On Christmas Eve, from colonial times
until the Emancipation Proclamation, bands
of slaves went through town singing carols in
soft, rich voices. They were rewarded ‘with
sworlmedatls and other gilts,

Despite Geeorgetown's stretch of lean years,

the custom survived, Negro children still go
about the streets singing Christmas hymns and
spiirituals as only they can sing them.

Geargetonians celebrate] our town's 200th
anmiversary in 1951 with understandable
pride, beightened by the still sweel victory
of the *0ld Georgetown™ hill (page 522). A
decorous nbservation it was, nothing to tlaunt
an older beritage and traditionz belore the
muich vounger sections of the District of Co-
lumbia.

The program provided for a parade, Bincy-
dress ball, dancing in the siveets, concerts,
and specinl church services, Tts most imagi-
native feature was o revival of the fair author-
ized bv the colonial act creating the town, said
fair to be held spring and fall as “encourage-
ment to back Inhabitants, and others, (o bring
commodities there to sell and vend.™

From Africa to India Men Fight an Ancient Enemy with American Aid;
the Authors Describe Operations in Trag’s Vast Desert

By Toxy axp Dickey CHAPELLE

HROUGH a tense campaign in the hot,

forbidding desert of Irag, we served as

war correspondents with one of man-
kind's oldest armies,

The foe was the migratory grasshopper, the
Incust of the Bible. For centuries {umine hus
stalked over land after lanel in the wake of
whirring, hungry hordes. The desolation they
leave is best described in the Bible: “there
remained not any green thing in the trees, or
in the herbs of the field, through all the land
of Egvpt"” (Exodus 10:15).

Loneliest and least honored of legions nre
the armies of locust fghters. Their hanner
15 a crumpled poison-bran suck, Their weap-
ons move on Lrucks that every other army has
discarded, Their patrols jolt by jeep or rock
an camelback across the desert’s wastes.

Whole battalions weave casually across na-
tiopal houndaries; occupying and withdrawing
overnight, FPlatoons survive aned fight an a
goalskin of tepid water., Sentries club the
horned snake at the wdge of camp, step on
the fat scorplon, or drive the desert woll away
with flaring sagelirush fires. Vehicles are over-
turned and engulfed in Gerce, blintding -sand-
storms.

L. 8, Planes Join Irag’s Locust Army

In a pink wasteland almost bluink on the
map, the Trag nrmy against invading locusts
battles barchand and barefoot under & son
that can suck the life out of a mian's throa
in half a day. Its first air arm. two small
planes bearing United States insignia, learned
o navigate across this desolate region by
following Aag markers; and to use a handful of
sand Aung into the air as a wingd sock.

That Easter morning we had a cheeriul
hreakisst—serambled eges hot an a big white
platter which had refused to break through
1,200 miles of jeep riding.

Before we were finished, the camp’s station
wagon ground oot inte the dumes. Target
area for today, located the previous after-
noon 45 we had moved toward Al Busaiva, was
a long drive wwany. The station-wagon cTew,
a supervisor and six workmen, were going
out to mark it, Yellow-and-white muslin
flags on stubby bamboo poles phomed (heir
vehicle,  These they would plant st the cor-
ners of infested areas so the planes could see
whiere 1o spray.

Target for Today

The enemy were voung hlack hoppers, spots
on the sand now no longer than a thumhmtll
and only a quarter us wide (page 559). They
mide @ shimmering, moving veil across the
pink face of the desert, moving in one direc-
tiom, growing, edting, ¢preading. Here theic
diet was wild desert brush. Still wingless,
they could be killed easily.

Riding out to the scene of action, we were
delaved in the frst streaks of dawn by a
haby camel asleep on the trick.

The animal lay motionfess, a bundle of
patchy blomd fur. Finally, pipestem legs: a
twisted neck, and a swinging tail untangled
themselves. The baby lurched awkwirdly to
his feet and began to amble along, just pheod
af wur bumper.

His method of locomotion was spectonculariy
disorganized. 1t was as if four legs were too
many for a baby camel, and niter each step
ke hadd to stop to choose carefully which leg he
should splay out next.

All 'over the desert, as our convoy moved,
other locost-contro] conveys . were: traveling
too,  We alone had the planes and aldrin, but
otherwise our equipment was similar, Except
for an occastonal police truck, -all the traffic
in an area as big as North Dakots consisted of
locust-fighter transports,  Their communica-
tions reached back by police radio to provin-
cinl agricultural offices, and still farther back
by telephone to Darwish’s sunny office on the
Baghidad main street still named for Hanin
al-Rashid, caliph of the Adrofiaon Nights,

We reached a fork in the track.  The pilots.
leaving long after we did, had asked us to
stop o little past this tuming s they could
pick the correct fork from aloft. The first
o our two jeeps, driven by Dhia and earrying
locust fghter Mabee, was already parked,

Soon two specks: that were our planes

hummed out of the horizon. Bill feared the
fiyers would fail to see our desert-stained
caravan, and he was right. The specks grew
larger, then veered away.

Bill snatched a white head scarf from one
aof the party and waved it for half 4 1ense
moment, The first plane’s pilot saw it and
came toward us; soon the other followed,
Then, to show l}th thev, too, were relieved,
they came in low, close behind us.

We must have looked a bit apprehensive
until Bill, who knows his planes and men, set
s of ease with the right remark.

“ivea one a start,” he said, “to see an
airplane in the rearwvision mirror signaling
o pass.”

Ten minutes lnter we found the frst of

the four patches of hoppers, its flag markers

whipping in the wind. Between the first and
second marked fields Bill had zelected u strip
of gravel to serve as landing area for the
planes, We rounded up the ground transpWirl
there first, Dhia leaning oot of his jeep and
shouting that byword of Arab enterprise,
“Yelluh ""—EE[I]I‘J'.I:!.IEHI: of “Let's get poing! "—
to the crew

FPlanes Move Against Invaders

Finally, jeeps and trucks stood wheel by
whiel along the edge of the impromptu air-
strip. As the planes made their ummm’h Bill
threw i ha.mIF | of sand into the air o show
them the wind direction., The aircraft settled
down together in a dovble plume of sand.

Hudelled in what seemed the middle of the
world, the planes and vehicles were the only
visible objects more than a few inches high,
Casting Jong shadows in the enrly sun, they
appeared utterly alien.

Before we came, the desert had been alone
and quiet. Now the grinding vehicles, taxiing
planes, and humon beings seemed more than
life-cize, despoiling something untouched for
centuries, Even the slosh of water as the
aldrin solution was mixed sounded loud and
aut of place.

Bill Mabee diid the mixing hims=elf, 10 tins of
water measured with an old kerosene can, and
hall of u smaller messure of pungent aldrin.
As Dhia watched Bill, his bands drippmg,
climb on a barrel to reach the high month of a
dane’s tanks, be said, “That fellow works so

ard he makes us all ashamed.”

Each plane took four Ioads of lethal solu-
tion that morning, FEach shuttled across the
horizon spraying between the ﬂagl_:. for more
than un hour (pages 352, 553). The ground
crew, many of whom were furmers from the
cultivated area, men with no mere academic
interest in locust control, stood in an approv-
ing row watching from the landing stirip.

“Ree, " said the driver of a truck, “he never
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misses, He starts this time on the row right
niext L the Inst one he spraved. 1 thought
mavbe he would forget o row, but no, he
covers every ang as thoroughly as we 'could
on the grouni.” _

This tribute wus for Schaefer, finishing the
field uf hoppers nearest the tricks,

We drove over o get a bug’sayve view.
Because the planes were working from such
a low altitude, we pirked the jeep well away
from the flazs and walked in to Tie flat om
our stomachs at the edge of the marked
urea, steadving our cameras with elbows
braced in the sand, We intended to stay
away from among the hoppers, but they harl
spilled over the boundaries in the hour since
the flags were placed, Before we knew it,
IDhia had moved the fligs back, and we were
30 vards insude the target nred.

Schaefer had started his next run in our
direction with only a slit of sky showing under
hiz wheels, It was no time to stand erect.

It seemed impossible that the fast-approach-
ing plane did oot intend to lond on o us
Omickly it grew too big for the camern finder,
too hig for the eve. Then we were over-
whelmed, The noise was denfening: we
shoved our faces in the sand and plugeed our
cars with our Angers.

Coaught in o Recking Rain of Poison

The reeking poison fell, a fine, drenching
mist hardly vigible but feeling like a slap from
a wet dishelath, Slowly we got up, hair and
clothing reclolent, droplets in our ears and on
our glosses and camera lens.

Before we could exchange words of sym-
pathy, Schaefer was back from the other
direction—another tlop, ancther pucture, an-
aiher aldrin bath, Then, mopping ourselves,
we jeeped back to the landing strip, picking
dving black hoppers off one another,

From the strip, spraving looked extremely
dangerous,  Almost from the first toke-off the
wind hud buffeted the plones with strong,
fitful gusts. This is the mast feared hazard
of the crop-dusting pilot, and the stroin began
to show on the fivers' faces as they relogded
their tunks,

After the first run pilot Aiwderson took his
shirt off, perspiration dripping from' his chin,
After the second, Bill Mabee stood beside the
biggest truck, sucking a cold pipe and soguint-
ime: minute after minute at the skimming
[Hares,

“T don’t like this. TUs not good to spray
in this wind, It's like waiting for—waiting
for—eomething,” he finished Famely.

The burden of wuiting for the planes o
return grew heavier, Even the erewmen were
<ilept ns time ped agnin o plane seemed to
hit the ground, When the wind rose, the

plane steadied itsell at 10 feet. Suddenly the
wind would drop, -and the sound of the en-
gine being gunned as the plane lost précious
altitude would reach ws. The roar always
seemeil too late,

We were thankful when the job was done;
o oneé could have borne another trip.  Both
pilots were sonked with perspirntion now, and
theey tried before they took off for the base
to explain theit nervousness,

“It's So Easy o Crack Up”

1t that wind,”” one said, as though the
rest of us had been unaware of it.  “In weather
like this, the plane gets bounced up.  When
vou try to put her nose down agiin it's so easy
to crack up; il you put it too low."”

By the time we reassembled st camp the
wind had become n gale, Now we were en-
folded in a mufled world of whirling sand,
When the sun chose to shine again, trucks anid
planes would roar out to Kill more locusts.
But not today.

In Irag's Parliament or our Congress in
Washington, 1.C,, sheiks and senators might
incuire into the worth and meaning of inter-
national cooperntion to increase the world's
living standard. There it may be hard to
define “Point 4 Mission." Here it s so easy.

Here, Point 4 Is men from two noations
squatting around a lamp, planning campaigns
apninst invading insect hordes on a bilingual
map. It is men working long hours in remote
wastes to congquer one of man's oldest
scourges. It is pilots risking their lives to
help preévent fumine.

Point 4 is an American flyer saying, “Let’s
sprr, Bill. You cav the hoppers on one acre
will grow up 1o eat the food on 200 acres
We sprayved 200 acres thiz morping,  That
means we've sived 40,000 acres up north.”

New Hope for Vietory

Polnt 4 i< the Tragi entomologist with a
locust specimen in his palm, its (eelers corled
about & finger, saving, “1 checked the field
vou spraved vesterday, Schaefer. Every hop-
per is dewd.” :
