Under the Sea

Skin Diving Gear Causes Sensation

We had just arrived in Bodrum, home porl
of most Turkish sponge divers who work the
waters of their nation’s Aegean shores. Yet ol-
ready the village was buzzing about the Aqgua-
Lung. compressed-air bottles, and underwater
cameras we had brought on the bus (rom
Izmir And the air was filled with rumors about
the undersea treasure we were nfter.

For us, it was the beginning of a two-veur
quest that was to lend; eventually, 1o the dis-
covery of the oldest undersea wreck vet
lovated —a ship that rode the waves 33 cen-
turies ago, béfore the time of Homer's 04d-
yssey, and ripped her ribs on a4 jumble of
rocks off the Turkish coast

That Bronze Age ship is at least eight hun-
dred yvears more ancient than any found here-
tofore. And the words written here are the
first personal account of this remarkable find
Through detailed notes and photographs of
the wreck, outstanding archeologists at the
Universitv of Pennsvlvania and at Princeton
University have definitely placed the discov-

Life on a sponge boat quickly becomes rou-
tine. When there happened to be a wreek in
areas where the Mandalined's divers were
harvesting sponges, Mustafa and I photo-
graphed and made potes. When there were
no wrecks, we speared grouper for the cook
pot, dove with our Agqua-Luangs to add n few
pounds of sponges to the day’s catch, or set-
ted into the tle boat's routine.

If there was a man down in the diving suit,
the Mandalincs's old engine ran at half powen
It droned a steady, sleepy vibration, never
changing except when the min at the tiller
kicked the throttle ahead' to stav over the
chver. The lifeline between diver and boat
wis no hgger than o clothesline, but very
strong andl carefully made from hard-twist
manila.  That lifeline was alwavs tended by
aone of the older men, usually vither Kemal or
Ciasim, who sat, impassive, attention fixed
on the diver, fingers holding the strand with
delicicy to respond to the diver's signals

Chants Mark Diver's Progress

The air hose was alwavs i the hands of
Samy, the oldest of the ships bovs, and he In
turn was watched by the man on the lifeline -
andd cursed roundly when the hose wasn't
held exactlv right just slack enough for the
diver to be free, but tight enough <o thut it
could not cateh on underwnter obstroctions

Time was puncigated by the ship's boy
singsonging out the diver's depth, which he
redad off in Gathoms from a gauge attached to
the compriessor. One knew by the hoyv's chant
when the diver was climbing down rocks, as
the depth call changed rapadly

The mesl was usuully gorbe —a soup
made from tomuatoes, fish, and peppers—a
salad of more peppers with tomatoes and
olive ol w lobster or a grouper caught during
the day, and that seaman’s staple, bolled
beans, Bread was hardtack, made edible by
dipping into & pan of water that stood ready
hy the canyvas

The boyvs staved in the background. They
would cat the cold gnd pressy lenvings nfter
they had cleaned up the foredeck. As com
pensation, perhaps, or as concession 1o the
appetites of 14- and 15-vear-old boys, thes
were the onlv one< on hoard who could get

Mandalinel Roams o Lifeless Coast

When night fell, we would anchor in &
cove, or hehind an nnoient breakwater such
as the one at Cnidos, where the ruins of a
city that onee sheltered thousinds of people
lav wround the harbor. The sail would be
spread on the Mandalinet's foredeck, and
we'tl rofl up in our hlankets in some corner,
O <léep ashore on g sandy beach.

We seldom saw another boat or another
human being. The coast we cruiced along

As vou read these words, the Government
of Braril will just have moved to Brasilia.
On April 21 the city will bave become the
capital of this vast young nation.

Thus comes 1o a successiul conclusion a
debate that begman in 1789, For the country
was still a colony when the romantic 18th-
century revolutionuries—whose leader carried
around with him a’copy of the two-yvear-old
Constitution of the United States—proposed
that a new capital city be erected in the empty
space of the Central Plateau us a beacon for
settlement and development of the hinterbond,

Brazil finally won her independence in 1822,
andl for more than a century successive gov-

ermments pledged themselvies to move the capi-

til; even the name Brasilia was proposed,
Yet nothing happened except talk.

Then Juscellno Kubitschek (page 720), the
President who took office in 1936, announced
that he would carry out his campaign promise.
And in less than three years |K, as Brazilians
call him, had the site chosen, the master plan
selected, the city under way, and the govern-
moent residy Lo move,

Uf course. not all Brasilin has been erected
in less than three vears. No amount of human
endeavor could have planted, in that short
time, a community of half & milhon—the even-
tual population planned for the city,

Nor could the multitude of agencies that
malke up a modern government all move simul-
tancously 600 miles from Rio de Janeiro.
Ready to move on April 21 were the two
Houses of Congress, the higher echelons of the
executive branch, and the Supreme Court.

The cily was sel to receive 3,000 povern-
ment emplovees who, with their families, com-
prised 15,000 people. Their apartment homes
werr complited harely on time.

Last November President Kubitschek an-
nounced that he would land by helicopter 1o
immpect one of the social security institutes,
and proceed by jeep to another.

In evervone's mind, Brasilin is closely ns-
sociated with Juscelino Kubitschek. It was
the President’s energy and dogged persistence
that pushed it to realization,

In the earliest stages, political and physical
obztacles combined to threaten the capital’s
completion. Dhuring these months Kubitschek
made fréguent visits o the site—so frequent,
in fact, that & group of friends buill him a
two-story frame house near by, They named
it “Little Catete™ after the presidential palace
in Rio.

A few months ago, with Hrasilia's future
assured and the official presidential residence,
the Alvorada (Dawn) Palace, completed, Lit-
tle Catele wis desipoited ns i pational monu-
ment,

Contest Yields Blueprint for Brasilin

The general plan for the capital was chosen
in & competitlon open to all architects in Bra-
zil. The selection committee included archi-
tects and city planners from England, France,
afid the United States, as well as Brazil. A
large cash prize was offered, and the country's
leading architects spent months preparing
elaborate projects and models.

On the day of decision, the judges unani-
mously awarded first prize to an architect
who had entered the contest only reluctantly
anmd at the very last moment. His project,
far from being lavishly presented, represented
an investment of the 25 cents he give an
office boy to buy paper and pencils.

This man was Lucio Costa, a leader among
Brazil's architects, known for his bLrilliance

National Geographic, May, 1960

and his intransigent modesty. Perhaps the
mast mmous example of the latter ocourred
in 1939, when Costd’s' plan was chosen for
Brazil's pavilion at the New York World's
Fair.

After the award had heen made, Costa de-
cided that a young disciple, Oscar Niemeyer,
had sketched a better project. At Costa’s in-
sistence, the Brazilian Government bailt the
pavilion from Niemeyer's skeich.

This time there was no question in anyone's
mindl that Costa'’s project was the outstanding
one. And, in turn, Niemever was charged
by President Kubitschek with designing the
buildings to grace Costa’s city.

Plan Shapes a City of Tomorrow

By now Costa’s design haz been hailed by
specinlists all aver the world as an innovation
in city planning. Tmaginative, functional yvet
hasically simple, it seis the ciiv along two
axes that cross at a right angle, one of them
curved like a wing, so that seen from above
Brasilia reminds you of an airplane (paint-
ing, preceding page).

Along the “fuselnge’” axis will be ranged the
government buildings; This federal row emds
in a vast trimmpular esplanade, the Plaza of
the Three Powers, where stand the buildings
of Congress, the Supreme Court, and the ex-
ecutive offices (page 719).

Along the curved “wings" there will wlti-
mately be more than 100 superblocks. Most
of these comprise 10 to 16 apartment buildings
six storiec high. Surrounded by plaveroonds
anid gardens, the superblocks will be screenesd
by trees. And the hundreds of families living
in each will have their own primary school
and stores (page 7UR]).

In addition, nearly a thousand houses have
tlready been built, and more are plammed, but
the majority of government employees will live
in apartments. High officials and the wealthy
are expected to build homes in the estates
quarter, overlooking the lake,

Where the nxes cross will be grouped the
downlown sectors that make a modern city:
the hotels and the shopping, banking, cultural,
and recrention districts,

There will be no traffic jams at the heart
af the city, thanks to spacious parking facili-
ties. All throupgh Brasilia, in fact, under-
passes and overpasses crisseross, so that there
i= no need for teafic lights on main arteries.
