Dramatic new discoveries re-create
a city's death by volcanic fury

peii —unlike manv victims of volcanic erup-
tion —was not burned to death; it was smoth-
erdd The very pall of rock and ush that took:
the citvs life preserved it more heautifully
than the most skilled museum cutator cotld
have done. That s why we learn more abou
Pompeli every day, for in effect we are exca-
vating not a tuin but a8 marveloushy intact
1 U5 U

Take the vase of the 12 Pompeinns we dis-
covered only recently Theirs is o pathetic
stary of terror and fortitude.

We can conjecture, as vou will see, that
they were three families. Perhaps two of the
men were tenant farmers and the other prob-
ably a merchant. They lived on the south side
of Pompeii—the side farthest from Vesuvius
—close o the Nucerian Gate: and thev un-
doubtedly were good neighbors, as people
aften are who hive far from the center of town
and have need of one another

At the firct sign of danger they presumahly
banded together, held a hurried conference,
and decided to take refuge in theé strongest
house, there to wail for the hail of stones to
end We can imagine them crouched despur-
ately agains the walls as the houwse shuddered
under the bombardment of rock.

Ash-and-rain Mixture Dooms the Turdy

Then a terrible thing happened, As the
rain of rock subsided a little, in its place came
an even more frightful peril, against which
there was no defense —a dense black cloud of
ash mixed with condensed stenm that filled
the ¢ves and lungs, choking, clinging.

There was po choice then, and the little
band fled from the house, the families holid-
ing hands in these bonds of Kinship and af-
fection that even mortal danger could nol
dizsolve

It was a fight of the blind, the terror-
stricken fugiives floundenng through the
darkness across the quicksand of ash and
gravel that long since had buried gardens,
pathways, and even walls, As they fled, they

b33

must have called to one another 16 encour-
agement, hoping desperately to reach safetv
together,

But there was no <afety. The cloud of moist
azh zettled upon them, suffocating them and
bowing them down (painting, page 653). One
by one the voices faded, the fallen bodies be-
coming formiess mounds in the bed of ash,
At last there was no trace of the feeing hand,
and still the ash continued to fall

There we found them, almost 1,500 vears
luter. barely 30 yvards from their lost refuge.
Buot the extruordinary thing 15 the form in
which they were discovered, for here were
no mere charred seraps of bone, no scorched
bits of clothing to intrigue the archeologis
mund =et his imugnation o work.

Even Facial Exprossions Preserved

That 1= why [ call Pompeil o museum, for
whiat we have are actusl molds of the 13 Pom-
pelans —fathiul mages of the victiime, even
down to their hair stvled and their very ex-
pressions in death (opposite pagel. Mooy are
outlined 1 sach beautiful detail as to clothes
and even possessions thev carried that we can
guess quite accurately at their occupations
and even their state of health.

I should exploin that there are two tyvpes
df homan remiuns mt Pompeil, as my account
of the tragedy suggests. The one tyvpe rep-
resents those who, like the wealthy Pompe-
ians, ook shelter tll the last and whom we
fand trapped within the walls of their houses
ns in cruel prisons, huddled in corners or
jammed together in doorways n a last-min-
ute but futile attempt Lo cscape.

These victims we find as skeletons, for it
wits the dry, gravel-like lapilli that killed
them and sealed their remaine. We find their
possessions all intact —their elabarately
wrought gold bracelts and earrings, Turni-
ture of metal, and the extraordinarily beau-
tiful frescoes, statuary, and mosalcs (pages
Gil-d and 666-Ti But of the human beings
themselves there remain only skeletons. In

Finally came the children's paremts, the
farmer supporting his trembling wife, They
had fallen with faces to the ground, as i ty
hide the agony of suffocation. The two Boys,
on the contrary, had died facisg the sky, their
expressions peaceful, ns if, after a few tears,
they had resigned themschoes to sleep,

Behind the farmer’s family came i voung
farm couple with their daughter, the (uther
clutching — we deduce by the imprint — o silk-
en cloak or cushion to protect his hemd. His
wife died near by, fallen on her knees, still
hulding her chathing to her mouth in a desper-
ate effort to filter out the azh,

In the case of the daughter, the stream of
pister fatled us. We have only the vague out-
line of what seems to be aslender, undernour-
tshed child

Last came the merchant's familv —iwo
voung hovs in their teens, followed by their
mother and a vounger sister. The two bovs'
himbs were inextricably entwined. suggest -
ing thut they had been walking hand 10 bandd
and harl lallen as one.

Beacheombing Offers Rich Bounty

We quicklv discovered that one of the most
exciting diversions here is beachcombing —
though not the idyllic desert-island variety.
The Orogon shore stroller must enjov the
stimg of cold salt spray on his face and the
challenge of shippery rocks, gravelly beaches,
and steep, crumbling coastal cliffs. But the
trensures e finds make all the difficulties
worth while.

The beachcomber may hunt for driftwaood,
seq stars, or fossils of ancient marine life.
He may search for the polished beauty of
ngates, or the globes of colored glass that drift
across the ocean from Japan (page 7221 Per-
haps it is fishing that lures him to the shore,
or riding sand dunes in a ballpon-tired jalopy,
or wilching the sea hons and vast colonies
of sea birds. We joined enthusiasticaliy in all
these activities during our visit.

But this morning, on the dawn-tinted beach
at Yachats, we had eves only for Anthopleura,
a genus of saucer-siged sea anemones that
inhabit Pucific shore waters from Panama
1o Alaska,

Cautionsly groping our wiay forward over
the rubble of slippery rocks, we found our-
selves at last on the floor of a deep trench,
al whose seawartd end, not far abhead. a mighty
surf roared. An hour before, this trench had
been, and an hour hence 'would be again, at
one ‘with the crashing sea. Only now for a
brief period of low tide was it drv. Dry?
With each impact of the surfl against the out-
er ramparts, a cloud of biting spray showered
Over us.

i=. Scores of sen-creature species, millions of
individual organisms, surrounded ws, each

Thus, during low water, anemones contrac
into ugly slime-covered lumps, such as we
had seen nt Yachats Bivalves draw in their
coft tissues and snap shut.

Crabs and many other inverte-
brotes take refupe amid seaweed, or vanish
into sand or moist crevices Sea stars and
e urchingd have armorlike coverings which
help prevent the rapid escape of internol
muotsture. Exposed limpets, snails; and chitons
simply cling tightly to rocks, thus protecting
themselves from desiccation

Sen Plants Bend to Surf's Whiplush

~everal davs later my wile amd [ explored
Cape Arago. two miles south of Sunset Bay
[ this excursion we noted that, in addition
1 defense against exposure, dwellers of the
