Bul why weaken the family?

“Because in Viet Nam the family means too
much, It's evervthing. It paralvzes us. 1 send a
boy to Germany to become an engineer—five
wears! Twenty thousand cdollars! He returns
and his father savs: ‘1 rent four houses to
Americans for plenty of money, come snd
live with us in Saigon.” The bov goes. He tells
me, ‘It"s more important to be o good son thun
to be i good engineer.” That's what we must
change. and we haven't much tdme”

My own time in Hue wis running out, and
I hadn't vet visited the most importint impwe-
rial tombs.

The emperor had de-
sigried it all himsell, and often he sat here, in
mn @y pavilion on a lake of lotus, writing
poems nbout the impermanence of all things.

tremity, Tu Due sént the Mandarin But Vien
to Washington, to ask help from President
Ulvsses 5, Grant Nothing came of it The
French forced those who came after Ty D
cither 1o rebel and be exiled, or to rule as
puppets over central Viet Nam alone.

A gray bird rose from a fringipand tree
Dhagonthes hovered over the lotus like tiny
helicopters—some blue, some red, some vel-
low-—and 1 thought of my friend Thien.

“Wiet Nam," he had told me, “like many
other countries, 1+ 0 dream. and to make
dréeams come true, one needs people who
betieve 1n dreams. 1 have been told by Amer-
wans, whose science gnd wisdom | respect,
that America also & a dream, a dream as
Leautiful as a spring Aower, .. ."

And | prayed that both dreams might long
enddure. THE END

[t was reminder enough, though, that min
has long felt this beautiful land's cruelty.
Unice, I had read, a wall of water caught o
hundred Indians at their summer sealing
grounds here, drowning them all.

My companions and I were taking o series
of bearings on Hubbard Glacier's advancing
five-mile-wide terminus, establishing its lat-
est position; Cur survey was part of the
National Geographic Societv's Alaskan Gla-
crer Commemorative Project, a five-vear
field study begun n 1964,

The project salutes the work, back in the
varly 1900, of Professors Ralph S. Tarr and
Lawrence Martin. Sponsored by the Society,
these ploneering glaciologists described the

fuctuations of numerousice rivers—including
the Hubbard—in the Vakutat Bay, lower
Copper River, and Prince William Sound
regions (map, paze 207)L Their expeditions
restilted in a monumental volume, Alaskan
Glacier Studies. Published by the National
{reographic Society 1 1914 and long out of
print, this 300-page book has helped puide
glaciologicnl résearch ever since.

ley Record May Foretell the Future

Today we have moved well bevand such
studies of limited areas. Our own rescarch
project encompasses a vast sweep of Alaska's
magnificent, hostile const from Wrangell al-
most to Anchorage, and the lonely, jce-
armored ranges soaring above and far behing
i Unly thus can we obtain o comprehensive
picture of these glaciers’ complex and para-
doxical behavior, Fxcept for Antarctica,
Greenland, and Ellesmere Island, this remote
country contains the lurgest fields of ice any-
where in the world

"Why?" people sometimes ask us. “Why do
you risk yvour necks vear after vear roaming
such a wilderness?"

I have an answer. Glaciers are among the
most delicate recorders of climatic change,
and Alaska's coast-and-mountain landscape
1s one of earth’s most climatologically sensi-
tive. T am sure that glaciers eventually will
help man to plot climate centuries ahead.

Why do | think so? Primarily because our
records point to a remarkable regularity of
climatic cyeles over more than two centuries
These records show that Alaska's ice masses
advance and retreat in direct correlation with
cyelic changes in sunspot numbers. Sunspots
coincide with strong electrical énergy dis-
charges from the sun

At risk of reviving a theory long out of
vogue, our findings persuade me that these
exclic solar storms affect glaciers” tempera-
tures and nourishment—snow—causing
growth and decay in similar cveles. We detect
an imtercontinental similarity in the glaciers'
regular thickening and thinning.

Chir records thus reinforce the concept that
wuorld-wide climate is influenced by cvelic so-
lar nctivitv. If the pattern continues, such

Perpetually in contention with' the
weather, we adapt to its whims, We are philo-
sophic, more or less; when the weather turns
froom Bl-degree sunshine to near-freezing
murk and high winds in half an hour, even
though it drives us indoors for a week,

In storms this vear, a tent camp was flat-
tened, an aluminum igloo blew down-a cliff,
meteorological equipment shelters were splin-
tered, roofs sailed away from two main build-
ings, and doors were ripped loose from four
buildings, including an outhouse.

Rescoe Atternpt, Then Back to Work

A few davs ugo this relentless land showed
a [ar more terrible side. An alrplane carrying
nine persons from Skagway to Juneau went
down in the jagged wilderness: A rescue heli-
copter flew bere from Juneau and the pilot
said, “Lets go.” We flew up winding canyons

spend on the ice—weather permitting. Then
I crawled into my sleeping bag and tossed
most of the night, pondering man's tenuous
hold on life.

Day armived in sparklng dress. Al seven
statinns throughout the icefield we continued
our scienfific ohservations. We took measure-
ments of retained winter accumulation. of
summer melting and runofi, of changing tem-
peratures within the gladiers, of strain rates
on the surface and below, of erosional (ea-
tures and =oil evolution on bedrock exposures

We deduced from movement stakes how far
a ¢lacier had traveled since the poles were
ploced, and whether it was moving asa whole
or slipping or shearing in separate units.

Seismic devices and gravity recorders: gave
iz the depth of glacters—4600 to 1,700 [eet—
and the shape of their bottoms. We probed
subsurface conditions by boring deep with
heavy mechanical and electrothermic dnlls.

Crevasse Bares Clacier's lnner Works

Still another of our exploratory operations
offers a good, quick way to check on a gincier's
mternal working: Chimb down a crevasse,

“But crevasses are hottomless," our rare
vizsitors volunteer thoughtfully.

“No, they're not,”™ 1 reply. “Just because you
can't see bottom doesn't mean it isn't there”

The fact is that crevasses i this region
seldom reach deeper than 125 feet, AL that
depth the glacier's plastic flow heals the
woumnd, which 15 what these vawning cut=
amount 0. Pressure causes them, much as a
sheet of glass fractures if vou place a pencil
under it and presz down on the glass.

Before entering o crevasse we take great
pains to clear away its cormice of snow, lest
it fall in on us. Then, with safety rope tied to
the waist, we climb carefullv down a cable
lndder, digging crampons imto the perpen-
clicular ice wall at each step. One of our com-
panions belays us. On the way down we learn
sevieral things about the glacier,

Layvers of dust and pollen, often scalloped
with surface irregularities prodoced by wind
and sun, separate one vearly snowfall from
another. Compression reduces these dirty
layers to faint lines a few feet apart. On Taku,
near Camp 8, they reveal that the snowifall of
the winter of 194849 lies 90 feet down,

Sometimes we detect in the carapace of
old snow, called Brn, a network of ey struc-
tures. These form a sort of skeleéton, ke n

Over the past 16 vears
this freedom from taxes and regulations has
aftracted foreign capital investment in excess
of half a billion dollars"

Freeport: Boom Town on the Seq

What had this huge investment wrought? T
flew northwest from Nassau toward the Out
Island of Grand Bahama to have a look for
myzell at its most dramatic accomplishment:
the miracle of Freeport (pages 238-41)L

When 1 had been here nine vears before,
bouncing along rutted tradls in a jeep, Free-
port existed as a small hole in the ground,
with a dredge gnawing at the edges.® The 1s-
land of Grand Bahama itsell looked like a
slice of barren scrub-pine-and-palmetto land
torn adrift from Florida

Lair of freebooters—including the infa-
mous Blackbeard—and later of Civil War
blockade dodgers andd Prohibition rumrun-
ners, the Hahamas now boom with new in-
dustrial and vacation developments. Each
vear more than half a milllon sun seekers
throng to MNassau and the Out Islands, as
Hahamjans call evervihing bevand New
Providence:

rimmed with ships. On one side towered the
silos of a plant bhuilt by United States Steel to
make cement from limestone dredged in
creating the harbor. On the other clustered
huge vil -storage tanks filled with fuel for pass-
ing ships, Ocean-spanning vessels didn't even
have to waste time docking to refuel. They
simply queued at buoyvs and filled up from
underwater pipelines from shore.

To help launch this ambitious, privately
financed scheme, the government of the Ba-
hamus suspended even the customs duties for
new businesses—hence the name, Freeport.

Standing astride several busy trade routes,
thiz has become one of the largest bunkering
installations in the Western Hemisphere. In
1963, Freeport’s gquick-lunch counter served
1610 vessels approximately 9,000,000 barrels
of fuel—agiinst none 1n 1935,

After more than a
thousand surrendered on a promise of clemency, and a few
backsliders were hanged, the motto of the colony was adopt-
ed: Expulsis Pivatis Restituta Commercta—*Pirates Expelled,
Commerce Restored.”

Looking across the teacups ot these new
friends, I saw in the steady, dark eves and
writikled faces heights of pride and depths of
sudness. Beneath the dignity 1 caught the
message that hud brought me here: A human
tide soon would engulf these gentle, warm-
hearted people, whose very presence in Japan
presents a parndox.

In appearance and physical traits, in reli-
gion, and in many customs, the Ainu differ
sharply from the Japanese who so overwhelm-
inglv outnumber them. That the Ainu are not
of Mongoloid origin is strongly indicated by a
look at a full-blopded Ainu. He has round,
dark-brown eves, curling lashes, prominent
evebrows, rather long earlobes, and an abun-
dant head of hair, often with a slight wave.
His complexion s quite fair. Men have heavy
beards, usually very dark; old men wenr full
beards and mustaches

The Ainu language, too, is g puzzle, The
oldest Ainu speak it among themselves. They
also yae it in praver and when they recite the
Yukar, an epic, and the Uwepekere, a group
of traditional folk baliads. But vounger Amnu
no longer spenk it, and it has no written form
eXcept as its sounds have been expressed
phonetically in Japanese

Ainun Grandparents Hold Key to Past

My special mm was to study child life, to
learn how Aing youngsters were trained one,
two, or threée generations ago, before * Japani-
zation sharply altered the pattern of their
upbrincinge |

While recording the environment in which
the children grew up, 1 hoped 1o learn much
ahout the whole fabric of Ainu life, T would
tap the knowledge and wisdom of the older
penerations, who i their waning years see
much of their culture vanishing. 1 wanted to
anticipate the staggering loss to ethnology
that the passing of the present generation of
Ainy grundparents will represent.

Japan's “Hairy Ainu" are concentrated on
Hokkaidd, their traditienal homeland, an is-
lund about the size of South Carolina In
addition, there were groups that lived a
generation ago on Sakhalin and the Kunl 1s-
lands, now part of the Soviet Union; most of
them have migrated to Hokkaldo.

The most generous estimates of the num-
ber who remain identifinble as Ainu give a
total of 153,000, and of these the full-blooded
Ainu are counted at 300 at most. But even
some of the 34, almaost all of them over 60,
show Mongoloid traces, an inheritance from
centuries of contact with the [apanese.

Tranquil Coast Shelters Vanishing Race

Along the south shore of Hokkaldd the
pearl-gray séa murmurs softly ngainst the
pale sands. Fishermen, many of them Ainu,
net salmon, sea trout, and herring here

Most of the Ainu settlements 1 visited lie
scattered along an arc of coast between
Muroran and Cape Erimo and inland to
distances of 20 or 30 miles. Today many of
these aboriginal communities have shrnink to
mere subdivisions of larger Japanese towns.
And while some of the Ainu men work as in-
dependent farmers and fishermen, many of
them seek employment under the Japanese—
In town government, as cab drivers, or as
factory workers.

At Tomakomat, a newsprint-making town,
I set up headguarters in a busioess building
that had one floor of hotel rooms. 1 needed a
convenient and comfortable place to plan my
visits among the Aint, to work on notes, and
to peview cach dov's findings.

Twn capable lapanese women, fluent in
English, joined me as assistants and inter-
preters. Chive Sano is Associate Professor of
Anthropology st Nanzgan University in Na-
gova and holds a doctoral degree from the
Catholic University of America in Washing-
ton, D U Midorn Yamaha recently carned
her master's degree in sociology from Loyola
University in Chicago. Without the belp of
this dedicated pair, my work among the Ainu
could never have been achieved.

Twenty-five miles southwest of Tomakomad
lies the seaside resort town of Noboribetsu,
whise hot springs attract Iapanese by the
thousands tach summer Here, Alng from
Nibutani, 50 miles away on the lovely Saru
Kiver, wather to demonstrate thelr customs
and culture o visitors.
