THE BASIC RULES OF SAFE FIREARMS HANDLING

1. LEARN THE MECHANICAL AND HANDLING CHARACTERISTICS OF THE FIREARM YOU ARE
USING. Not all firearms are the same. The method of carrying and handling firearms varies in
accordance with the mechanical provisions for aveiding accidental firing and the various proper
procedures for loading and unloading. Do not handle any firearm without first having thoroughly
familiarized yourself with the particular type of firearm you are using and with safe gun handling
procedures in general.

2. ALWAYS KEEP THE FIREARM POINTED IN A SAFE DIRECTION. A safe direction means a
direction which will not permit a discharged bullet to strike a person, or te strike an object from which
the bullet may ricochet. A safe direction must take into account the fact that a bullet may penetrate a
wall, ceiling, floor, window, etc., and strike a person or damage property. Be sure of a safe hullet stop
behind your target even when operating the firearm without ammunition (dry-firing). Never let the
muzzle of a firearm point at any part of your bedy or at anather person. This is particularty important
when loading or unloading a firearm.

6. BE SURE OF YOUR TARGET BEFORE YOU SHOOT. Don't shoot unless you know exactly where
your bullet is going to strike. Don't point the firearm at anything you do not wish to shoot. Be sure of a
safe bullet stop behind your target even when dry-firing with an unloaded gun. If you are in the field
hunting, do not fire at a movement or noise. Take the time to be absolutely certain of your target
visually before you pull the trigger. Handle all firearms as if they were loaded and ready to fire.
Disengage the firearm's safety only when the firearm is pointed in a safe direction and you are ready to
shoot.

7. DO NOT CARRY FIREARMS WITH AMMUNITION IN THE CHAMBER. A firearm with a round in
the chamber is ready to fire and may be caused to fire by unforeseen events. Never rely on any safety
device to prevent a firearm from discharging.

2. With'the BACKUP D.A.0. pointing in a safe direction and withaut touching the trigger, pull the siide
back and verify a round of ammunition is not in the chamber. If a round is in the chamber, eject the
round by pulling the slide all the way back.

3. Insert up to five rounds of new .45 ACP caliber ammunition, manufactured by a reputable and
established company, in the magazine. D0 NOT USE RELOADED AMMUNITION. Cartridges should
only be fed from the magazine. MEVER LOAD CARTRIDGES DIRECTLY INTO THE CHAMBER,

4. Load the magazine by placing the rim of a cartridge {round of ammunition) on top of the follower and
press down while slipping the cartridge rim back under the lips of the magazine.

5. Push magazine, with the hullets facing the muzzle, into the magazine well until it locks into place.

3. With the BACKUP D.A.0. pointing in a safe direction and without touching the trigger, pull the slide
back and verify a round of ammunition is not in the chamber. If a round is in the chamber, eject the

4. When you have ensured the chamber is empty, lower the slide to its forward position.

CLEARING A JAM
1. In the event that a cartridge “jams" or does not feed into the chamber, do not force the slide shut.
2. KEEP FINGER OFF OF TRIGGER. Be sure the muzzle is pointed in a safe direction.
3. Carefully remove the magazine. Pull the slide to its extreme rear position.

4. NEVER INSERT ANYTHING IN THE BARREL TO REMOVE CARTRIDGE.  if drawing the slide all
the way back does not pull the cartridge along with it, use a small wood or plastic dowel, sharpened on

TO DISASSEMBLE

1. itis not pecessary to disassemble the BACKUP D.A.0. for normal cleaning and lubricating. Refer to
CARE AND CLEANING.

2. While pointing the BACKUP D.A.0. in a safe direction and while keeping your finger off the trigger,
remove the magazine from the BACKUP D.A.0.

3. With the BACKUP D.A.0. pointing in a safe direction and without touching the trigger, pull the slide
back and verify a round of ammunition is not in the chamber. If a round is in the chamber, eject the

round by pulling the slide all the way back.

4. Pull slide back and lineup cutout in slide with the takedown pin. Push pin out to the left, then remove
the slide assembly off the frame towards the front.

6. Remove recail rod and spring, then remove barrel from slide. Further disassembly is not necessary
and may void warranty.

TO ASSEMBLE
1. Install barrel into slide from battom, then install recoil rod and spring into slide.
2. Install slide assembly onto frame.

3. Pull slide back even with back of the frame and push take down pin in until it contacts slide. Pull
slide back to cutout and push takedown pin into counter bore.

4. Check for proper functioning before loading.

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CARE AND CLEANING

Your AMT BACKUP D.A.0. pistol should be cleaned at frequent intervals. Frequency of cleaning
depends upon the frequency of use of the pistol. Accumulation of powder fouling in the breech and
chamber area may affect the functioning of the pistol causing jamming or misfiring. If these conditions
develop, clean the pistol. Some foreign brands of ammunition use corrasive primers which necessitate
cleaning of the barrel and slide with hot water prior to the cleaning recommended befow.

WARNING: ENSURE THE PISTOL IS NOT LOADED BY
REMOVING THE MAGAZINE AND VISUALLY CHECKING
THE CHAMBER TO ENSURE THE CHAMBER IS EMPTY.

To clean the BACKUP D.A.0. without disassembly, pull the slide back all the way to the rear position.
Insert a cleaning rod with a solvent-coated patch through the bore and chamber, then run clean, dry
patches through until a patch comes out clean.

If the BACKUP D.A.0. is partially disassembled for cleaning, scrub or wipe clean ail areas of the breech,
slide, magazine, chamber and bere with a cleaning patch wetted with a gun cleaning solvent. After all

areas have been thoroughly cleaned, wipe again with lightly oiled cloth.

After cleaning BACKUP D.A.0., lubricate slide rails.and outside diameter of barrel where it rides in front
of the slide with Firepower FP-10. .
