Examine No. 2621 O Ring on Muzzle Plug, and if "0 Ring is OK assemble Muzzle Plug to Gas Chamber and tighten same by hand
with snug fit; do not use pliers or wrench for tightening Muzzle Plug. Turn No. 2665 Bolt Button on No. 2666 Boit to left until Bolt Button Pin clears No. 2601
Breech Cap; pull Bolt straight back all the way to maximum power setting until No. 2603 Trigger is engaged when you will hear a double ciick. Push Bolt
forward and turn Bolt Button to right, so that it locks in Breech Cap and seals Breech End of Shot Barrel. Pull Trigger; No. 2635 Striker will pierce Cartridge,
releasing CO2 Gas which charges Pistol. Gun is now ready for shooting. .

If empty Cartridge adheres in Gas Chamber it may be held by a thin coating of rust around the Cylinder and Cartridge d by ! i ve
to Changes in Temperature, but you should not have any difficulty in loosening it. Coat inside of Gas Chamber and outside of Cartridge with a thin film of
light grease or oil to resist rusting. Wipe Cylinder and Cartridge to remove excessive lubrication. Follow instructi {as plained above) for charging Gun
with CO2 Gos. These Cartridges are not refillable. .

IF No. 2621 “O' Ring ON MUZZLE END BECOMES SWOLLEN when Muzzle Plug is removed, do not be alarmed. Swelling is caused by O’ Ring having
absorbed some of the gas while under pressure. As soon as the gas escapes from it, “O' Ring will return to normal condition. Do not attempt to assemble
Muzzle End while “O’ Ring is swollen. Allow about 15 minutes for “O’ Ring to return to its regular shape. Always cover Threaded Portion of Muzzle End with
Scotch Tape before installing /O Ring replacement to prevent any damage to “O” Ring.
