THIS GUN HAS BEEN CAREFULLY TESTED for compression asd accuracy by shooting it several times before pessing out inspectioa. The
operation of same 15 under your control and it will give satisfactory results if instructions are carefully followed.

KNOW YOUR GUN. It 1s important that you understand how gun operstes to obtain satisfectory performance. Use gun often as frequent opes-
ation keeps piston and valves flexible. Keep (1) or (2) pumps 1n Air Gun when not in use to help keep valves seated. If vaives leak after gun has
been stored, they should be replaced. .

USUALLY THERE 1S NOTHING SERIOUSLY WRONG with & new gun.Any failure is due to damage in shipment, or one of the following ressons:
SAFETY IS ON; Trigger assembly is not securely attached to gun barrel; gsn has been pumped uptoo much; shot bacrel is jammed; valve is unseated.
Bolt guide screw 1s damaged or missing; Bolt Lock Cam needs adjustment.

BEFORE PUMPING RIFLE UP PUT SAFETY ON.

BEFORE PUMPING AIR RIFLE: ASSEMBLE BARREL AND STOCK-TIGHTEN SCREW SECURELY. Then put left hand around breech of qua
barrel and fore-end of stock (as illustrated); pull No. 34102 Pump Lever out until No. 3452 Pump Washer passes air intake hole, Push No. 34102
Pump Lever back ..zainst No. 3422 Pump Banel, being careful to avoid pinching fingers. Pump (4) or (5) strokes for ordina ty we; to shoot hard,
pump gun (10) or (17" times. It 1s necessary to pump these models up after each shot.

SHOOTING FORCE IS ADJUSTABLE. Three or four pumps are required for shooting Ammo out. You can deter-
mine number of pumps required {or various uses after a little practice.

IF GUN IS HARD TO PUMP you mey be pumping against a full Air Chamber, oc Pump Cylinder is dry. If Pump
Piston binds, Jubticate with light mechine oil Felt Washers No. 3436. Do not lubcricste excessively as oil may be
fotced iato Air Chamber when pumping; this may dagage valve packing.

THERE IS NO ADVANTAGE IN PUNPING GUN UP TOO MUCH ss ive intemnal p will not permit
Outlet Valve to open up wide when firing, owing to pressure in Air Chamber being greater than impact of Hammer on
firing pin which releases shooting force. Excessive pumping may bead o buckle Pump Lever. Both Valves ace often

damaged due to Valve Seats forming & groove in Valve packing and must be replaced, otherwise all of the air pressure
is not reieased {rom Air Chamber when [liring, even in New Guas.

OVERPUMPING may spting both Barmels and loosen Shot Barrel at muzzie end causing Gun to shoot off target. Excessive pumping may bend
or buckle Pump Lever or crack Pump Handle as Gun will be harder to pump. To release excessive internal pressure, fire Gun blank (dry) as often as
it is necessary to empty the Air Chamber,

SOMETIMES VALVES LEAK ON FIRST PUMP. If thete 1s no pressure in Air Chamber when you start p ping, cock H by pulling Bolt

all the way back; thistakes pressure of Hammer off Outlet Valve until Aic pressure is raised in Air Chamber by pumping gun seversl times and both
Vaives usually sest themselves. Clean or replace Valves when necessary.

AFTER AIR RIFLE IS PUMPED UP tum Bolt Handle to the left and upwards and pull Bolt all the way back until No. 343 Trigger en;l(ei No.
3492 Hammer when you will hear a click.

No. 340 BENJAMIN AIR RIFLE SHOOTS LEAD OR STEEL AR RIFLE SHOT. After No. 3465 Bolt is pulled back PRESS A ROUND AIR

RIFLE SHOT IN END OF BOLT, which is bored out for this purpose, with index finger (not in hole in side of Bolt which i3 for another purpose); -

push Bolt in and lock it by turning Handle to right which seals breech end of shot barrel aad prevents sit from escaping at this point when gun is
fired (unless Bolt Lock Cam adjustment has been disturbed), also advances shot to firing position; do not apply excessive force on Bolt Heandle
when locking Bolt.

USE GUN OFTEN as frequent operation keeps Valves and Pump Washer {lexible. DO NOT OIL VALVES or sliow any oil to reach Valves from
Pump Cylinder.We usually use oil proof Valve packing, however,we reserve the right to substitute other suitable materials when it is not available.

ALL COMPRESSED AIR DEVICES USE A PLUNGER OR PISTON lor Compressing A into a tank or chamber which is equipped with valves,
and the valves must be seated to hold air presswre. The following have been replaced by 34-52A & 34207 - Afrer G 1-77

THESE GUNS HAVE SELF EXPANDING HYCAR PUMP WASHER ASSEMBLY attached to end of Pump Rod, cons isting of No. 3452 Hycer
Pump Washer on No. 3453 Pump Fitting; No. 3454 Lock Washer holds No. 3436 felt oiler on No. 3453 Fitting. YOU CAN REPLACE HYCAR PUMP
WASHER and FELT OILERS when worn oc damaged. The Air is Compressed with a hand operated Pump and forced into Air Chamber through Inlet
Valve. Outlet Valve releases Compressed Air when Gun is Fired,

TO REMOVE PUMP ASSEMBLY., pull 34102 Pump Lever up as far as it will €9, push out 34111 Muzzle Plug Pin, push out 34111 Lever Hinge
Pin: pull 3424 Muzzle Plug out. Pump Lever Assembly will drop thru siot in Gun Bartel. Push Pump Lever Assembly forward until 34125 Link Coup-

ling Pin is in line with 34111 Hinge Pin hole in Barrel; push 34125 Link Coupling Pin out. Pump Lever Assembly will drop out; remove 3442 Link
Coupling with 3418 Pump Rod Assembly.

Adjust length of Pump suoke if necessary as follows; loosen 34121 Pump Rod Lock Nut and tum 3442 Link Coupling to shocten or increase
overall length (7-3/8'") of Pump Rod assembly; tighten 34121 Lock Nut.

TO PUT PUMP ASSEMBLY BACK IN PUMP BARREL, clean inside of Pump Barrel thoroughly with dry tag to temove any {oreign matter. Hold
Pump Barrel Horizontally in one hand, with siot on top, and insert 3452 HYCAR Pump Washer mounted on end of Pump Rod in Muzzle End of Pump
Barzel; guide HYCAR Pump Washerinto Pump Barrel with Fingers while tuning Pump Rod gently right and left. Push Pump Washer t6 end of slot in

Pump Barrel and guide Pump Washer into Pump Barrel with fingers while tuming Pump Rod gently right and left. Replace Pump Lever Assembly by
feversing operations for removing same.

BE SURE THAT AIR IS DISCHARGED FROM AIR CHAMBER BEFORE REMOVING VALVES.

TO REMOVE VALVES take out allthe partsin breech end of large barrel down to No. 3440 Outlet Valve Lock Screw. Insert small end of Valve
Tool in squase hole of Outlet Valve Lock Screw andremove Outlet Valve Lock Screw by unscrewingit. You can hold Valve Toolin vise horizontally
and push breech end of large barrel over small end of Valve Tool, then turn gua slowly to left which will loosen Outlet Valve Lock Screw; do not
use wrench or pliers on gun barrel. Or you can hold gun barrelin a vise between two wooden jaws which have been bored out to accommodate same;
do not put a lot of pressure on gun barrel, just enough to hold it safe. Attach hollow end of Valve Tool to threaded section of No. 3437 Outet seat;
hold Vslve Tool in vise hocizontally and pull gun away to ioosen Outlet Valve:Seat; you can tap end of gun barrel lightly around the periphery with
a wooden malletto break iead seal. Owtlet Valve Sest was screwed down tight against No. 3431 Lead Packing Ring by tightening Outlet Valve Lock
Screw against it when gun was assembled, and cannot be r d unless th instructions are followed.

YOU NEED VALVE TOOL for removing parts Nos.  3440-3431-3431-3437-3434, when replacing 3417-3460-3461 Assembly Stud. Insen
3417 Stud inside of large barrel; attach 3461-3460 on outside of basrel; screw 3460 tight.
VALVE ASSEMBLY WILL FALL OUT by inverting gua berrel. If No. 3435 Inlet Valve sticks to Inlet Valve Seat and does not {all out of its

own weight, you may be able to jar it loose, by one quick pump on Pump Assembly. Wipe out Air Chamber with a soft cloth, clean or replace bath
Valves if necessary.

DROP No. 3435 INLET VALVE in Air Chamber with packing against Inlet Valve Seat; next comes No. 3446 lalet Valve Spring and No. 3447
Valve Spring Washer; then No. 3445 Outlet Valve Spring; next drop No. 3431 Lead Packing Ring in Air Chamber. Attach hollow end of Valve Toolto
threaded section of No. 3437 Outliet Valve Seat and screw it down tight by hand; place stem of No. 3434 Outlet Valve ia Outliet Valve Seat; insert
Outlet Valve and Outlet Valve Seat in Air Chamber, push Valve Tool in (all the way) and hold it there, then Tap end of Valve Tool sharply with
hammer; this spreads No. 3431 Packing Ring and holds Outlet Valve Seat in fixed position. Unscrew Valve Tool from Outlet Valve Seat; drop No.
3431 Leead Packing Ring over Outlet Valve Seat, Place No. 3440 Outlet Valve Lock Screw on end of Valve Tool and screw it down oa Outlet Valve

Seat in Air Chamber; tighten Outlet Valve Lock Screw by turning Valve Tool to spread both Lead Packing Rings. Complete Air Chamber cannot be
replaced.

SHOOTING HIGH OR LOW IS NOT A DEFECT and can be easily cortected by drawing a fine or coarse bead on front sight when aiming.
DO NOT CHECK GUNS FOR ACCURACY IN A VISE. Before making any sight correction you should have a shot group of S or more shots very

close together to make sure that you are aiming and squeezing the trigger properly. Rear Sight No. 3427 has both windage and elevation adjustmems.

Elevation Adjustment is coatrolled by pushing elevation bracket No. 34115. Windage is controlled by windage adjustment and screw No. 3415. You
cannot check these guns for accuracy in a vise as it id be al ei

possible for anyone to replace the gun in exactly the same position after it
has been taken out of the vise for pumping up. The practical way to test these guns for sccuracy is to put them in 8 V rest permanently located ona

post or other support and bring shot barrel into the same position for each shotiby holding it against a stop.

We do not handle Telescopic Sights. We can provide Telescopic Sight Bases only.
