I. Backward Actlon. Some of the gaies [oliowing the
bullet pass through the gas wvent and gas regulator Into
the gas cylinder. This forces the piston to tha rear and
compresses the return spring untd the piston is stopped
by the piston buffer. Tha empty case, being grlsﬁad by tha
extractor, i3 carried 1o the rear on the face of the breech
block wncil its base meets the ejector. The cise |5 then
ejected downwerds through the gjection slot in the Elm
1. Forward Action, The piston, cirrying the breech
bleck, having bean stopped by the piston buffer is forced
forward by the return spring. The feed piece meets the
bate of tha firsc round In the magazine and forces it forward
ints the chamber, the extractor cloging over the rim,
The piston post In its fimal move forward drives the firing pin
sgainst the cap of the cartridge, chus firing the round.

3. Trlﬁ.r Action. Wich the change lever at ** Auto-
matic ™ pressure on the trigger disengages the sear from
the bent on the piston, and EIE! piston is allowed to go for-
ward. Ar long 3t the trigger Iz d the gun will con-
tinue to fire; but if the trigger is released bant will
engage with the sear the next cime the piston comes to the
rear Etopping ics forward movement.

With the change lever 3t ** Rounds ™ the trigger must be
presied each time a shot Is to be fired, because the piston
is held back after each round.

With the change lever at ** Safe * the trigper ks disengaged
from the sear, and the gun cannot be fired.
