Note: Please note that we have chosen to use the word "SQUEEZE"
in this instruction manual instead of "PULL" or "PRESS” when trigger
movermnent is desecribed; this is simply to remind you of the need fora
gentle squeezing action to achieve accuracy.



The Colt Service Model ACE Automalic Pistol incorporates several
positive salely devices which, if properly employed, can minimize the
danger of accidental firing. These safety devices are described below.

Slide Lock Safety

The Slide Lock Safety is located on the left of the pistol just below back
of slide. With hammer fully cocked and "Slide Lock Safety” applied,
upper part of Slide Lock Safety engages slide lock notch to prevent
rearward movement of slide, while an internal cam surface engages
lhe sear lo prevent forward hammer movement when trigger is
squeazed. This safety device can be applied only when slide is fully
forward and hammer is in fully cocked position,

trigger, pull slide fully to rear and allow it to return sharply forward,
leaving hammer in fully cocked position. Pressup on Slide Lock Safety
until it fully engages slide lock noteh (See Figure 2).

Grip Safety

The Grip Safely is located on the upper rear part of the receiver (see
Figure 1). The Grip Safety is automatically applied by spring action to
prevent rearward travel of rigger unless pistal grip is firmly and
properly grasped. The front of the Grip Safety (inside the pistol frame)
contacts rear of trigger to prevent its rearward movement. When the
pistol grip is positively grasped, the Grip Safety is rotated out of
contact with rear of trigger to allow trigger movement.

Half Cock Notch in Hammer

The Half Cock Motch engages the sear fo prevent the hammer from
falling fully forward unintentionally. In this way it provides insurance
against.continuous uncontrolled automatic fire in the unlikely event of
primary hammer sear notch failure. It also prevents the hammer from
striking the firing pin should your hand slip from the slide while cocking
the pistol, provided the hammer is rotated past the Half Cock Notch.

CAUTION: DO NOT CARRY PISTOL WITH HAMMER IN HALF

COCK POSITION AS THIS IS NOT THE RECOMMENDED SAFE
CARRYING METHOD.



Disconnector

This safety device prevents a round being fired before it is in the
chamber with slide and barrel locked. When slide is not fully forward
the Disconnector is depressed; its lower part disengages the sear, so
that hammer cannot be released if the trigger is squeezed. However,
when slide and barrel are locked a spring pushes the Disconnector up
into a recess in the slide; this links trigger and sear so that the pistol
can be fired by squeezing the trigger.

Inertia Firing Pin

The firing pin, which is shorter than its housing, is held to the rear by a
spring and cannot protrude through face of slide unless the force of a
blow overcomes the spring pressure and the inertia of the pin. This will
occur when the hammer falls normally or could occur by a blow on the

muzzle or front of the gun. See the WARNING at the beginning of this
Section,

SECTION 4 FUNCTION

The Colt Service Model ACE is ready 1o fire when a loaded magazine
is inserted into the pistol, the slide pulled back fo cock hammer, and
released to travel forward and feed from the magazine into the
chamber. Final forward slide movement deactivates the Disconnector
safety device. When pistol stock is grasped, the Grip Safety is re-
leased so that trigger may now be squeezed. When the trigger is
snueezed the sear disengages from the hammer which pivots forward

under the force of the mainspring to strike the rear of the firing pin. The
firing pin is driven forward to strike primer in the rim of cariridge base.
The energy imparted to the primer ignites it; the primer in turn ignites
the main powder charge which, in burning, rapidly generates ex-
tremely high gas pressure to drive the bullet down the barrel. Rifling
grooves in the barrel impart stabilizing spin to the bullet so that it will
follow a more accurate path to the target.

Gas pressure forces the floating chamber a short distance backwards
to start the slide on its rearward travel. Enough energy is imparted to
the slide for its movement to depress the disconnector, the extractor to
extract the spent case from the chamber, and gject the spent case
when its base is struck by the ejector. Momentum carries the slide fully
lo the rear cacking the hammer. If the last round has been fired, the
magazine follower will activate the slide stop to hold the slide to the
rear, but if a round remains in the magazine, the slide will move
forward to feed and lock the next round inthe chamber. To fire the next
round, the trigger must be released and squeezad again, Note that the
floating chambear achieves the feel of the more powerful recoil which
is normally expected from a larger caliber firearm.

LOADING
To Load a Magazine:
1. CAUTION: READ SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS (Section 3).

2. Use only ammunition recommended inside front cover of this in-
struction manual as suitable for your pistol.
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one hand. Place a round on maga-
zine follower with base forward of
magazine relaining lips. Press down
on the magazine follower stud while
pushing round down and under
magazine retaining lips until base of
round louches rear flat edge of
magazine. Place naxt round on top
of previous round and repeat until
magazine is fully loaded with ten
rounds (See Figure 3).

Note: The safest way to carry your pistol is with an empty chamber
and empty magazine, However, if you wish to carry the pistel with a
loaded magazine installed, {i.e.. its present condition in the loading
sequence) keep the chamber empty, slide forward, and hammer
down,

5. When you are ready o shoot, grip the slide as described in step 3
and pull it fully to rear to cock hammer. Release slide to feed round
from magazine into chamber, THE PISTOL 1S NOW LOADED AND
READY TO FIRE.

6. Apply Slide Lock Safety to hold slide forward and prevent hammer
falling forward if trigger is moved.

To Unload:

1. Be sure you are familiar with Safety Instructions in Section 3. KEEP
PISTOL POIMNTING IN A SAFE DIRECTION, DO NOT TOUCH
TRIGGER AND KEEP HANDS AWAY FROM MUZZLE.

2. Place hand under magazine to prevent it falling and press
magazine catch to release and eject magazine.

Note: |f slide is fully rearward, steps 3 and 4 do not apply.

3. With thumb of right hand, press Slide Lock Safety down out of
engagement with slide.



4. Using serrated finger grips pull slide sharply rearward to extract
and eject a round from the chamber. (If magazine is empty after firing
the slide would already be held to the rear.)

5. CAUTION: LOOK IN THE CHAMBER TO ENSURE IT IS
EMPTY AND SEE THAT MAGAZINE HAS BEEN REMOVED.

6. Allow slide to return forward on empty chamber and squeeze
trigger to allow hammer to fall forward. (If slide is held to rear by the
slide stop, pull slide back slightly, then release it

7. Remove remaining live rounds by sliding them forward out of the
magazine,

B. Collect live ammunition for safe storage and spent cartridge cases
for disposal.

FIRING

Before firing your Colt Service Model ACE pistal, practice your stance,
aim, rhythm and breathing for steady aim, with your pistol
UNLOADED.

Practice firing on a range before going hunting or using your pistal for
any other type of shooling.

The ACE pistol is filted with the
adjustable Colt Accro rear sight.
{See Figure 5). To adjust sight, turn
windage screw clockwise and sight
moves to left; counterclockwise and
it moves to right. Turn elevation
screw clockwise to lower sight; e
counterclockwise 1o raise il. Paoint of i
bullet impact will move in the same !
direction. It is recommended that
adjustmenis for other than windage

SECTION S MAINTENANCE

Like any other precision mechanism your pistol will perform better,
last longer and remain safer if it is properly maintained. Follow the
instructions in this section lo keep your pistol in good condition.
CAUTIONS:

1. ENSURE THAT MAGAZINE IS REMOVED AND THE PIS-
TOL IS NOT LOADED BEFORE STRIPPING AND CLEAN-
ING, SO THAT IT WILL NOT FIRE.

2. WEAR SAFETY GLASSES IN CASE YOU LOSE CON-
TROL OF SOME SPRING LOADED COMPONENT WHICH
COULD INJURE YOUR EYES.

Mote: Force is unnecessary and should never be used to strip or
assemble your pistol.

STRIPPING FOR CLEANING
1. Be sure you are familiar with the Safety Instructions in Section 3.

2. With muzzle pointing upwards, rest pistol on heel of butt and “grip
safely” on a table or bench.

WHEN TO CLEAN

You should clean your pistol as soon after firing as possible so that the
job will be easier and there will be less opportunity for carrasion to
start. When your pistol has not been fired, clean it periodically; we
suggest once or twice a year in a temperate climate, or as often as
ance a month in a tropical climate. If you carry a loaded pistol,
UNLOAD it and clean it al least once a maonth. If you get your pistol
wet, clean it as soon as possible.

HOW TO CLEAN
The following cleaning procedure may be used both periodically and

afler firing; however, those items marked “*" are unnecessary for
periodic cleaning.

Materials: Cleaning rod, cotton flannel patches (cut to fit snugly into
the bore), a small toathbrush, good quality light gun oil, "gun cleaning
solution, and *a brass wire bristle bore cleaning brush,

Mote: Infreezing conditions (below 32°F or 0°C) avoid the use of oil for
lubrication; instead, apply a dry lubricant sparingly.

Procedure:

1. CAUTION: ENSURE THAT THE PISTOL IS NOT
LOADED.

2. Strip for cleaning as previously described,

Mote: Avoid contact between cleaning rod and muzzle as resultant
wear will reduce accuracy.

3. Attach cotton flannel patch to the end of cleaning rod, insert it in
breech and pass rod and patch down through barrel. Repeat,
changing patches until last patch comes aut clean.

4. Visually inspect barrel; if itis clean, proceed directly to step 7, but if
it remains dirty, continue with step 5.

5. *(Note: This item should be applicable only after firing.] Attach
brass wire bristle brush to cleaning rod and dip brush in gun cleaning
solution. Thoroughly scrub out barrel, passing the brush all the way
through before reversing the movement, If you try to change direction
with brush in barrel, the brush will stick.

6. Repeat steps 3 and 4 above,

7. Cleanrear face of barrel and face of slide, using a small toothbrush.
8. Lightly moisten a flannel patch with gun oil and pass it once through
barrel, leaving a thin film of il on the inside surface. Leave this film of
oil on the inside surface if pistol is to be stored. Ifitis notto be stored, or
if it is being removed from storage for use, pass adry patch through
barrel to remove as much oil as possible,

9. Check that flannel or brush bristles have not become lodged in any
part of pistol, then wipe all external surfaces with a flannel patch
moistened with gun oil. {(See note on cold weather lubrication. )

10. Heassemble pistol as previously described.
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remove any finger prints. (Finger moisture, if left, could start a
corrosion process.) {See note on cold weather lubrication.)

12. ARemove any gun cleaning solution and oil from the stock.

CLEANING THE MAGAZINE

Itis advisable to clean lhe magazine(s) when the pistol is cleaned. To
do so, ensure magazine is empty and apply gun cleaning solution
liberally with a soft brush. Wark the magazine fallower up and down
against its spring a few times, then allow the solution to drain from the
magazine before drying it with a soft cloth. Make sure all traces of the
gun cleaning solution have been removed, then apply a light film of
gun oil. However, where there is a risk of dust or grit accumulating in
the magazine, leave it dry without oil,

STORAGE

CAUTION: ALWAYS UNLOAD YOUR PISTOL FOR
STORAGE AND STORE AMMUNITION SEPARATELY.

Stare your pistol and ammunition securely locked and in separate
locations out of reach and sight of children. (Children are naturally
curious and do not always believe the real danger of guns.}

MNote: Do not store your pistol in an air-tight container, and do not seal
or atlempt lo seal the barrel to exclude dust, as the internal steel
surface is more likely to corrode.
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Should your pistol require adjustment, or repair, make sure itis NOT
LOADED and take it, or send it to the nearest COLT AUTHORIZED
REPAIR SERVICE STATION where competent gunsmiths, trained to
perform repairs to Colt products, can quickly make the necessary
adjustment or repairs. Many of the Colt Authorized Repair Service
Stations (a list of addresses is provided separately) are also Colt Parts
Distributors, but seek advice from the Dealer who should have up to
date information on how best to obtain genuine Colt parts. An
illustration and list of part names are included in the next section of this
instruction manual to help you identify the part you need. Itis important
to note that all parts are not available for sale; those parts which are
available should be installed at a Colt Authorized Repair Service
Station. When ordering parts, please give part name as given on the
Parts List. Also give the caliber, model name, serial number and metal
finish of your pistol, i.e., whether blue or nickel.

IMPORTANT: If you make unauthorized adjustments or use
unauthorized parts, Colt will not assume responsiblity for correct
functioning of this pistol.

Note: Various Federal and State laws and local ordinances govern the
transfer and transportation of firearms, so take the advice of the
Dealer in your state on how fo send or transport your firearm to a Colt
Authorized Repair Service Station. Before shipping your gun, here are
some important points to remember.
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FIREARM ARE NOT LOADED.

2. Write a letter explaining the problem and your requirements in as
much detail as possible. Include the model name and serial number of
your firearm together with your return address, then enclose it with the
gun in a well padded package.

3. Do not send presentation boxes, accessories or ammunition,

4. Alist of Colt Authorized Bepair Service Stations is provided with
your gun.

5. Do not indicate the contents, or include "COLT" in the address on
the package so that an inquisitive thief is not attracted to it by such
information.

6. Insure the package contents against loss or theft.
