Step 2. Operating the Safety
A. To put the pistol on safe, locate the lever safety
above the left hand grip. Swing the lever all the
way down to the stop. (“Down Sdfe" position).
The salety is not on unless It is in this position.
The pistol cannot be fired when on safe. (Fig. 1)

B. Even when the safety is in the ' Down Safe" posi-
tion you should continue to handle the pistol safe-
ly. Don't point the gun at anything you don’t in-
tend to shoot. :

C. To take the pistol off safe, swing the lever safety
up so it points toward the barrel. (**Up Fire" posi-
. tion). The pistol can be fired when off safe. -

CAUTION: KEEP THE SAFETY IN THE
“DOWN SAFE" POSITION UNTIL YOU ARE
ACTUALLY READY TO SHOOT. THEN SWING
IT TO “*UP FIRE".

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Step 3. Removing and ln;talllng CO; Cylinder

CAUTION: KEEP HANDS AWAY FROM

A.  Removing CO, Cylinder

* Put pistol on sale. (See Step 2) i

* With one hand hold the pistol by the frame. With
the other hand turn the plercing lever
counterclockwise until it stops tumning. (Fig. 2)

* Remove the grip cover from the tight side of the
pistol litting from the botiom edge. This will remove
the CO, cylinder,

* Slide the empty CO, cylinder from the holding clip.
(Fig. 3)

8. Installing New CO, Cylinder )

* Insert the new CO;, cylinder into the pistol with the
small neck of the cylinder pointing toward the pier-
cing assembly. (Fig. 4)

* Snap the grip cover into place.

*With thumb and finger,. turn piarcing lever
clockwise to pierce the CO, cylinder.

* Point the pistol in & SAFE DIRECTION, take off

- safe and pull the trigger. If the pistol does not fire,
lighten the plercing lover a little more and try lo fire
again. Ropoat until tho gun will firo.

* Roturn saloly (o down safo pusition.

. ——— .

*Never use any tool on piercing lever. Over-
lightening can cause injury 1o you or damage to
your pistol.

NOTE: We recommend the use of
Crosman Copperhead CO,
Powerlets®. They are made to fit the
Model 338 Auto. Other brands of
CO; cylinders may not fit properly
and if you force them into place it
may result in injury to you or
damage to your pistol. Never try to
force any CO, cylinder into place.
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Step 4. Loading and Unloédlng the Plstol

CAUTION: USE BBs ONLY. NEVER REUSE BBs.
USE OF ANY AMMUNITION OTHER THAN BBs

CAN CAUSE INJURY TO YOU OR DAMAGE TO
THE PISTOL.

A. Loading the Pistol

« Put the pistol on safe. (See Step 2)

« Slide the BB loading port cover back toward the rear
of the pistol. (Fig. 5)

« Pour no more than 20 BBs into the magazine. Loading
more than 20 BBs into the magazine may cause a jam
in the magazine.

« Close the foading port cover.

« Your pistol has a gravity BB feed system. in order to
allow BBs to move into the fire position, the pistol
must be held within the loading zona shown in Fig. 6.
Outside this zone you may not be able to fire a 88
unless you have previously brought the pistol through
the toad zone. If you fire the gun and a BB doesn't
come out of the barret, don't assume the gunis emply. . LOADING
Hold the gun in a paraliel pbsition, (Fig. 8) shake it and ZONE -
rasume firing at your larget. :

8. Unloading the Pistol

« Put the pistol on safe. (See Step 2)

« Slide the BB loading port cover back, turn the pistol
upside down, point the barrel downward just slightly
and shake until. al BB8s are removed from the
magazine. (Fig. 7)

CAUTION: THE PISTOL WILL STILL HAVE BBs IN
THE LOADING MECHANISM.

« Return-the pistol to a parallel firing position as shown
in (Fig. 8), shake the pistol, point in a SAFE DIREC-
TION, take the pistol off safe, and fire.

« Repeat this procedure several times until you are sure
you are no longer firing 8Bs. ’

: . CAUTION: EVEN .THOUGH YOU HAVE -GONE

’ THROUGH THIS UNLOADING PROCEDURE, CON-
TINUE TO TREAT THE GUN AS THOUGH'IT WERE
LOADED. DON'T POINT AT ANYTHING YOu

Step 5. Aiming and Firing Safely

Always aim your pistol in a SAFE DIRECTION. When you are
sure ol your targel and backslop, and the area around the
target is clear, take the pistol olf sale (see Step 2) and
squeeze the trigger lo lire.

Don’t shoot at hard surfaces or at the surface of water. The
88 may bounce olf or ricochet and hit someone or something
- _You had not intended to hit. ‘

The pistol is correctly aimed when the front sight,blade is
positioned exactly in the notch of the rear sight. The top of
the front sight blade should be even with the lop of the notch
in the rear sight. The bullseye should appear to rest on the
top of the front sight. (Fig. 9)

Step 6. Maintaining Your Pistol
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Your pistol will work best if you oil it every 250 shots.
Put 2 to 3 drops of Crosman Peltgunoit* at points
shown in (Fig. 10). Don'l overoil. This can cause

damage 1o your pistol.

Tampering with the pistol or atlempls to change the
pistol in any way make it unsale to use. Il you drop

Step 7. Reviewing Safety

Always treat your pistol as though it were loaded. Don't point at
anything you don't intend to shool. Always aim in a SAFE

'DIRECTION.

Always keep pistol on safe until you are ready lo shoot in a SAFE
DIRECTION.

Keep hands away from escaping CO, gas. Il can cause {rostbite if
allowed to come in contact with skin.

Stop using a backstop if il becomes worn. Place backstop in a
tocation that will be safe should the backstop fail.

Never use any tool on the powerlet piercing lever. Overtightening
can cause injury to you. '

Use BBs only. Never reuse ammunition.

Don't shoot at hard surfaces such as metal or water. The B8 may
bounce off or ricochet and hit someorie or something you had not
intended to hit.

Do not attempt o disassemble or tamper with your gun. Use a
competent repairman.

- Always check to see if the pistol is on safe and unloaded when

getting it from another person of from storage.
Don't put the pisto!l away loaded.

Choosing Targets

Always choose your targets carelully. 1t is best to shoot at paper bullsey:
targets which are attached to a safe backstop such as the Crosman Targe
Trap. A heavy blanket should be hung behind the target trap to prevent ricoche
or BBs bouncing off should you miss (he backstop. It is also best lo wea
shooting glasses to protect your eyes. |

Don't shoot at hard surfaces or at the surface of water. The BB may bounce ol
or ricochet and hit someone of something you had not intended to hit.

Your backstop should be checked for wear before and after each use. Stop us
ing any backstop if the surface is worn of damaged or it the BB bounces offc
sdcochets. ’ .

Your airgun Is designed for target shooting and Is suited for both indoor and ou
foor use. Always remember to place your target carefully. THINK whal you wi
it if you miss the target! .
