


GUN SAFETY RULES

Flease read and observe these safely guicelines before handling your
qun:

® Bo suie that the banels are clear of any obstruttions before loading.
Make it & habit to chiack both barrels every time before reloading.

@ Sefore setting off on a hunt or starting a round of skeat or trap,
make sure that you have the proper ammunition. A 20 gauge shell
will erter 8 12 gauge chamber far erough to laave room fora 12
gauge shell behind it. A damaged gun and possible infury la the
shooter will result if the barmrel is fired. Also, a 3 inch shell will chamber
into a 2 3/4 inch chamber, but the crimp at the mouth will unfold
into the forcing cone, causing possibly unsafe pressure.

@ Store guns and ammunition separately, beyond the reach of chifdren.

® Never ciimb a tree or fence, or jump a ditch, with a loaded gun.
Opan the barrels, remove the shells, and hand the gun fo a friand

of place it on the ground on the other side of the obstacie bafore
crossing it yourself,

® Never place a loaded gun into a vehicle or lean the gun against any
obfect, The gun shauld be emptied and placed info a case when
nat in uss.

® Keep safely on at ail times, Move to "Off" position only when you
are sure that a shot is imminent.

® While loading ar unicading, make sure that the gun /s pointed in a
safe directian, Keep finger off figgor while aperating the sction.

& Treat every gun as if it s loaded.

® Watch the muzzie at all times: never paint the gun, accidentsily or
while harseplaying, af anything you do nof want to shoot. Identify
the targe! before shooting; do not shoot at sounds,

® Avaid alcoholic bevaragas batare or during shooting.

@ if you da nat thoroughly urderstand the proper use and care of your
gun, seek the advica of someane you know Is competent,

® Dor't abuse your gun or your huniing priviteges. Both can be taken
away from us due to public pressure against "siab” hunters.

ABOUT YOUR DOUBLE BARREL SHOTGUN

Doutile barrel shotquns are made in two styles, aver/under, named for
tha barrels that are stacked one on fop of the other and side-by-side,
named for the barrels that sit stde-by-side.

Two firing mechanisms are available in these double barre! shotguns.
Boxiocks housa the fing mechanism behing & false breach and are
enclosed in a metal frame and sidslocks have the fiing mechanism
attached directly to the sidepiatas. Sideiock guns are more expensive
because of the amount of precision workmanship that goes info fitting
tha machanism info the stock and the engraving dono fo decorate the
sidaplates. This vrorkmanship is what makes these guns beauliful,
finely operating shotguns.

Tiwo shotshell ramaoving mechanisms are used in shotguns. The exiracior
is the basic rmeans of shell remaval. The extractor merely elevates the
head of the shell from the chamber so it can be removed.

Ejectors do what you would imagine, il ejecks the shelis. Our gjectors
are automatic selactive ejectors which means it efects omly the fired
shel or shelfs.

m'g%ers come in threa types, doubls, single and singla selective.
Double triggers have one barre! assigned to each trigger. The single
Iriggar fives the barrels In a set order. The single selective works like
the single except it has a buttan that aliows you to select the barrel
to be fired first.

The choke is what canirols the openness or tightniess of the pattern
of yaur shotgun, The chart below lists the choke avaifabie (from open
to tight) and the corresponding notches that indicate the choke of
vour specific shotgim.

Mevar fira gun ar run cleaning toois throvugh the barrel of a choke tubsd
gun without having the choke tubes installed. The threads of the choke
tube and the internal threads of the barral should be cleaned after
each use and before insfallation of fubers).

To install tubes, insert tuha in barrel and tighten with fingers. Once
tube is finger tightened, tighten with wrench or quarter unfil shug. DO
NOT over tighten or forcefully tighter with wronch.



ASSEMBLY

1. Clean dirt and excess oif from gun espocially in the breech area and
barral interior and ends.

2, (ake sure there are no sheliz in tha chamber, Remave the forearm
by puliing out on the forearm release latch or depressing the forearm
relesse butfon. The forsarm will separate from the barrel by alfowing
the nose of the foraarm o drop and moving it forward, (Photo 1)
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3. Lightly ol the already cleaned contact points. Attach barrals fo
actior by grasping the grip of the stock with right hand and placing
the stock under righit arrm. With your right thumb move the opening
lever to the right. Mow hoid fhe barrels with your free hand and siide
the barrels thraugh the top of the receiver with the barrel nose
poiniting dawn, untit the hinge notch engages with the hings pins.
(Phata 2)

Keooping the hinge pin notch engaged with the hinge pin. §it tha
naose of the barrels untif the action closes.

Caution: #f as you attempt to close the gun the barreiz bind or don't
seem fo fil, than hinge pin ard noteh are not engaged. DO NOT
FORCF, try again. Releass the opening lovar and barrals will be
locked in pface.



5, Raplace the forearm an the gun by sliding the rear of the farearm
into the barrel at the same angle by which you removed it. The round
rear of the foreanm should match the round front of the receiver,
when it does, Nt the nose of the forearm wntil It engagas with the
bamrels with an audible click. Xf the forcarm released latch profrudes
after the click, gently push it in place. {Photo 3}

LOADING AND OPERATING YOUR SHOTGUN

1. Siide the safely, located on the tang of the receiver, foward bult of
gun into the safe position (indicated by the exposed"S” or safe).
(Fholo <)

2. Check bores far obstructions, dirf and excess ol
Caution: Even the smallost ohsfruction can incrazse baral pressure
enough to axplode,
This may result in serious fnjury to shooter and others in the vicinity,
Insent sheils into chamber or charnbers you plan to fire.
Caution: (iake sure fie shells are of the proper gauge and chamber
fength for yaur gun.
Warning: TRADITHONS by Fausti is not responsible for damags to
gun or shooter caused by malfunctioning, new, remanufaciured,
reloaded or hand loaded ammunition.



CLOSE GUN

3. Selection of barrel firing order is determined by ia) selector bution
fsame as safety button), maving butfon to the right firas bottorn
first and to Jeft ﬁ{rcs top firsf or by (h} selectar [ever in front of thigger;
lever maved to the left fires bottomn Barrsl first and fo the right fires
top barral first,

4. When contemplating firing your gun be sure of target, background
and the location of persons whom have accompained you or may
be ocoupying areas in your vicinity. Pick yaur target, release safety,
by sliding it forward with your thumb and squeooze Hre frigger with
your forefinger.

5. Press the opening fever to rahf, open gun. Fired shelis will be

gjected and unfired shelis will be elevated ahove charmber on madeals
with automatic setective iectors. Modals with axfractars will elavale
both fired and unfired shells above the chamber,
Caution: n case of misfired, wait & minimum of 30 seconds keep
barrels pointed in & safe direction,carafully open action sway from
yourself and othars. If primer or firm is lndented the shall should ba
disposed of in a manner that would prevent aceidental infury to you
or others. If there /s no identification your gun has malfunctioned
and shauld be serviced by a qualifiad gunsmith. If the gun is under
warranty it must be scrviced hy TRADITIONS by Fausti.

DISASSEMBLY

- Maxe sure chambers are empty. Glass gun. Place the gun button
your thigh and remove forearm by puliing the forearm reiease iatch
or prassing forearm release buttan. While pulling the nose af the
forearm away from the barrels slide forearm forward until ssparated
fram the barrels.

2. Separate the barrels from the receiver by holding the stock of the
gurt in your right hand and the barrals in vouwr left. Push the opening
lavar to the right with your thumb, Allow the nose of the barrals to
argp and fift the barrels upward out of the recefver

3. For over-under shotgun close ¢
the fop lever by pressing on the 1
button located in the action, |/

4. The gun can now be cleaned 4
and the forearm should be §
rezttachod o the barrel for §
storage.

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MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

1. Make sure that the broad, palished, finely fitted mating stifaces of
the breech hinck and recaivar are especially clean and ightly oiled
with a high quakity gun oil. Mot pure siicone or lanolin.

2. After use, run an olfed patch throughout the bore with a cleaning
rod sfarting from the breach end. To prevent fouling use a cleaning
salvent and brass brush to clean the bore penadically. Follov this
cleaning with ane ar pwo clean olled patches.

Impaortant: If your gun is equipped with choke tubes do not use a
brass brush to clean gun unless choke fubes are installed. Choke
tubed guns must alse have the choke tubes rermoved fo clean and
oil the thraad's inside the barmel aiong with the choke tubes hamselves.
This wifl protect the threads from being damaged by cleaning tools
and also prevent a dirt bulld up that would cause the choke ibbe o
become difficuit to remove from the barre!.

Damage can result fo choke fubes and barrel vihen aftampting to
ramove sticky choketubes, Maver fire your gun without choke tubes
shuggly tightened in barrels. Do not overtighten cholie tubes. Wipe
all exposed metal surfaces with an oiled cioth Hefore stoning. Do
not squirt or pour ol info the inside mechanism for it may hamper
praper functioning and professional cleaning and lubricatfion.

3. Care for your gun wood e same way you would a pioco of furniture
with tha same finish.

STORAGE

Clean thoroughly and off your gun before storage. Store in a dry place
0 prevent Comasion. ) i o
Store away from chilaren and ather undasired curious naividuals,

AMMUNITION

Al Fausti Caw Stefsno & fighe over and under and side-by-side sholguns
are designed and tested for the use of factory manufacturad shotgun
shells, Usze shot shells of the proper gauge and chamber length as
marked ofi the barrels,

3 172" chambers will handle all 3 1/2”, 3" and 2 3/4" shells.

A" chambers will handle ail 3" and 2 3/4" shells.

2 3" chambers will handie 2 347 sheifs oniy

USAGE OF STEEL SHOT

The choke (bore constriction in aff madern shotguns has been
established based on the pattern performance of shot shells leaded
with lead shot. When using steal shat shalfs, you will notice a different
performance i pattern density versus the esiabiished jead shot pattern,
because the stee! shol Is much harder and Nghter than lead shol.



You should be aware of the following differences and cautions:

1. Never shoot steel shot loads in a full choked barrel or a barre! with
screw-in choked tighter than madified. To do s0 may cause the
barrel to swell or rupture,

2. In general stoc! shat fired with a modificd choke will produce the
eqguivalent of a lead full chioke pafitern. This will be true of all steel
shaot sizes up (o and including n.o 2. The established improved
cylinder chokes will praduce the equivalent of a (lead) modified
choke patferm.

3. All stes! shot sized larger than n.o 2, and including special sized
S?}CE as "F', "T", eic., should only be used with improved cyiindar
chokes.

Theso stool shot size, when used in improved cylinder chokes, will
produce patterns equivalent to (leadl full choke patterns. The cylindsr
choke or bore will produce the eguivalent of a modified fead) pattern.

4. If shooting slug or buckshet in your shotguns, use the improved
cylinder or skeel choke ube.

Additional infarmation concerning the use of steel shot is avallable

from Ramington, Winchester, and Faderal ammunition companias.

SHIPPING

Yithen returning your gun for service please take care in packing your
%Uﬂ make stire gun /s unloaded, Disassemble your gun, reatiach
rearm ta barel, wrap in a paper or other protective media and place

qun in the original box, Take special care (o make sure that the parts
al & broken dovers gen will nod rubs or burnp each other during shipping
and gamage the wood and metal,
(THIS BOX WILL PROTECT THE GUN BUT IS NOT DESIGNED FOR
SHIPFING).
Wrap box in & card board box approved for inferstate shipping strengih.
