SERIAL NUMBER NOTICE: To assist in keeping all custom-
fit barrels paired up with their respective raceivers, we have
etched the last three digits of the serial number on the left
side of the barrel lug. If this firearm is a “combo”, each addi-
tional barrel also has the last three digits of the serial number
etched on the left side of the lug.

Do not attempt to mount a barrel on this firearm without
ensuring the last three digits of the serial number match.
Serious injury or damage to the firearm could result.

Before You Use This Firearm

ltis very important that you read and understand this mantual before
using this firearm. Warnings should be read and headed carefully.
Also follow “The Guide to Firearm Safety”, in this manual.

Refer to the drawing helow for location of the componenis
named in this manual. This firearm has been treated with pro-
tective oils hefore leaving the factory and must be thoroughly
cleaned before use. With the firearm pointed in a safe direction,
press the release lever and, while holding it down, apply down-
ward force on the barrel in the area of the forend to open the
action (See A). Make sure the firearm is not loaded, and wipe
all exterior surfaces with a clean scft cloth 1o remove excess ofl.

Opening the action

Using a cleaning rod and patches of the proper size for your
firearm, push the paiches through the bore, starting at the
chamber end, until the paiches come out clean. If the firearmis
to be stored prior to use, lightly oll the interior and exterior metal
parts. Be sure to clean again before using.

How the Firing Mechanism Operates

All shotguns and rifles manufactured by H&R 1871, LLC have
a buili-in “ranster bar” type mechanism. When the hammer is
in the fully forward (un-cocked) position and the trigger is fully
forward, there is no contact between the harnmer and the firing
pin (See B). This is the normal carrying position.

When the hammer is manually pulled back fully into the cocked
position, the transfer bar moves upward to form a bridge
between the hammer and the firing pin (See C). When the ham-
mer is in the cocked position and the trigger is pulled and held,
the hammer falls, striking the transfer bar, transferring the ham-
mer blow to the firing pin (See D). As soon as the trigger is
released, the transfer bar is pulled down, creating a void
between the hammer and the firing pin (See B).

"UP" POSITION COCKED
Then place the proper car- HAMMER
tridge in the chamber and '
close the action with enough
force to assure it is securely
iocked in place, and cannot
be opened without pressing
the release lever. (You will
hear a distinct “click” when
the action locks closed.)

contact with the trigger, raise
the firearm and place the
buttstock securely against
your shoulder. Pull the ham-
mer fully to the rear to the
cocked position. Take carsful
aim and pull the trigger io fire.

MOTICE: This firearm should

never be dry fired, as damage Transfer Bar Sysfem
coulkd occur o the barrel and/or firing pin.

Should you decide not {o fire after cocking the hammer, carefulty
lower the firearm from your shoulder and keep the muzzie point-
ed in a saie direction. Carefully hold the hammer back securely
with your thumb and pull the trigger (See E). Slowly let the ham-
met move forward approximately 1/4", then release the trigger
(See F). Continue to guide the hammer down until it is fully for-
ward (See B). Practice this procedure with an empty firearm
until you are thoroughly familiar with it.

How to Unload Your Firearm

This firearm has an “automatic ejection” feature which ejects both
fired and unfired cartridges when the action is opened.

To eject a fired casing or an unfired round of ammunition from the
firearm, first point the muzzle in a safe direction and ensure no
one is in the ejection path. Press the release lever and open the
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“firearm fully (See A). Changing hammer position—cocked to un-cocked

The empty casing
or unfired round
will automatically
he ejected from |
the firearm. Using
extreme care, fired
or unflred car-
tridges can be
caught as they are
ejected from the
chamber. (Always
handle live ammuni-
tion carefuliy to
avoid  accidental

discharge.)

THWARNING: In
case of a misfire,
keep the firearm
pointed in a safe
direction and wait
one minute before
opening firearm.

Rifle Sights

Some models have
fully adjustable rear

sights, To adjust for

windage, turn the

screw located at the right rear of the sight clockwise to move
the point of impact to the left, and counter-clockwise o move
it to the right. Elevation is adjusted by turning the screw locat-
ed on the top of the sight clockwise to lower the point of
impact, and counter-clockwise 1o raise the point of impact.

Combination Guns with Additional Barrel(s)

To change the barrel, yvou need a Phillips head screwdriver.
First, make sure the firearm is unloaded and pointed in a safe
direction, and the acticn is closed, Remove the forend screw
and pull the forend down and off the barrel. Holding the barrel
with one hand, push down on the release lever and open the
action. Remove the barrel from the frame by pushing rearward
and upward on the barrel. To install a barrel, reverse the proce-
dure above. Replace the forend and be sure the forend scraw is
securely fastensd.
<WARNING: Do not attempt fo interchange barrels from one
H&R or NEF frame to ancther. Doing 50 coudd result in injuary
or death. Interchangaable barrets are available for some
models, but they must be factory-fitted. Call our Sarvice

Guide fo Firearm Safely

1. Read and understand the owner's manual befors using a firearm.

2. If you are unfamiliar with firearms, attend a firearms safety class taught
by a cerfified instructor.

3. Handle every firearm as if it were loaded and ready to fire,

4. Control the muzzle, and never point a firearm at anything you don't
want fo shoot,

5. Keep the safety on SAFE until you are ready to shoot.
6. Unless you are hunting, carry your firearm empty, with the action open.

7. Bafore shooting, be sure you have an adaquate backstop. All ammunition
is dangerous beyond your line of sight,

8. Avoid ricochets by neaver shooting at water or any hard, flat surfacs,
9. Do not run, climb, or jump over an obstacle~with a loaded firearm.

10. Do not climb into or out of a tree or tree stand with a loaded firearm.
Do not allow others to pass loaded firearms to you whiie in a tree stand.

11. Do not enter or ride in a motor vehicle with loaded firearms.

12. Do not lean a leaded firearm against anything.

13. Do not bump, drop or jar a loaded firearm,

14. Do not pull a firearm toward you by the muzzle,

15. Wear hearing protectors when shooting.

16. Wear impact-protective glasses when shooting, disassembling or
cleaning firearms. :

17. Avoid alcoholic beverages and drugs befere and during shooting,

18. Use only ammunition of the correct gauge, caliber, size and bullet shape
for your firearm.

19. Do not use damaged, dirty, modified, or improperly handlcaded
ammunition.

20. Keep the barrel and mechanism of the firearm free of obstructions.

21. Do not use a firearm that fails to function properly. Do not try to force a
jammed action.

22. Be sure no one is in the path of ejecting shells or cartridges.

23. Do not interchange parts between firearms, and be sure disassembly
and reassembly are correct'and complete.

24. Belore cleaning, be sure the chambey, action and magazine are
completely unloaded.

25, Unload firearms before storing, transporting, or leaving unatiended.

26. Store firearms and ammunition separately, locked and out of the
reach of children.

Fallure to follow these rules, or other instructions in this manual, can result in
poersonal injury or death.
