Disassembly Procedures :

Push magazine catch (C below) to left and withdraw magazine (21)
from underside of receiver (1). Loosen front band screw (5) and
depress front band lock spring, which is set in forward end of stock
at right. Slip front band (4) forward on barrel (3). Slide wooden hand-
guard (17) forward until its metal liner disengages from under the cut
in front of receiver and lift handguard free. Separate barrel and
receiver assembly from stock by lifting end of barrel until lug at rear
of receiver disengages from recoil plate (18). Push trigger housing
retaining pin (15) out of receiver and trigger housing (14) from left to
right. Pull trigger housing (14) forward until it clears grooves at rear of
receiver and remove from receiver. Pull operating slide spring (9) and
guide (10) to rear and disengage front of guide from its seat in the
operating slide (11). Move guide and spring to right in order to clear
edge of slide and remove from receiver. Pull operating slide (11) back
until lug at rear of slide clears cut-out in retaining groove at right side
of receiver. Lift handle of slide up and to right free of groove. Push
slide forward slightly, rotating counterclockwise so that lug in front
end of slide clears cut-out in slide groove in underside of barrel.
Remove slide. Slide bolt (16) to rear about 1 inch or more and twist
bolt to the left while pulling forward end upward. Turn bolt so lug on
rear of firing pin will clear cut in rear of receiver and remove bolt.
Disassembly of trigger housing parts shown below is not necessary
for normal cleaning purposes and is not recommended. Reassemble
in reverse.

1 To disassemble bolt, press in extractor spring plunger (e)
with small screwdriver blade or similar tool and push extractor (c)
up out of bolt (a) from bottom, taking care to prevent forcible ejection
of compressed spring (d). Ejector and spring (g & f) and firing pin (b)
are easily removed. Reassemble in reverse.

2 Before removing front band (4), front band spring (4A) must be
depressed as shown, using tip of screwdriver blade or small punch.
Slide the band forward until it is clear of the stock and of the hand-
guard (17).




3 To separate barrel and receiver from stock, grasp stock in right
hand as shown and lift front of barrel upward until the rear end of
the receiver is free of the recoil plate (18) in the stock

4 pul operating slide spring (2) and guide (10) to rear slightly until
guide is clear of hole in slide (11). Move guide and spring to right as
shown in order to clear slide and withdraw guide and spring to front,
pulling spring out of its hole in the front end of the receiver
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D After removing trigger housing retaining pin (15), trigger housing
(14) must be pushed forward until lugs at rear of housing are clear of
slots in underside of receiver as shown

6 After disengaging lug at rear of operating slide (11) from retaining
groove at right of receiver, move slide forward to position shown and
rotate counterclockwise to disengage the lugs at the front of the slide
from the grooves in barrel as shown at "A"

GENERAL PRECAUTIONS

Always handle your rifle as if it were loaded so that you
never fire accidentally.

Never point your rifle at anything you do not intend to
shoot.

Never take anyone's word that a firearm is unloaded.
Check for yourself with your finger off the trigger and the
gun pointed in a safe direction.

Always be sure the barrel and action are clear of
obstructions. Clear obstructions immediately so that the
rifle will function correctly and safely.

Never squeeze the trigger or put your finger in the trigger
guard until you are aiming at the target you intend to
shoot.

For storage: Unload the firearm, then, after verifying that
the firearm chamber is empty and the magazine i1s out,
point the rifle in a safe direction and pull the trigger.
Store the firearm in a secured place away from children.
Never shoot at a hard surface such as a rock or a liquid
surface such as water. A bullet may ricochet and travel
in any direction.

Always be sure your backstop is adequate to stop and
contain bullets before beginning target practice.
Always be absolutely sure of your target and the area
behind it before you squeeze the trigger. A bullet could
travel through or past your target for up to 1’4 miles. If in
doubt, do not shoot.

Always place a responsible and competent person in
charge to maintain safety, discipline, and control when a
group is firing on a range to reduce the likelihood of
accidents.

Always carry your rifle empty and open while on a pub-
lic or club range until preparing to fire. Keep it pointed
towards the backstop during loading firing and unload-
ing.

Never |leave a rifle unattended. Someone, especially a
child, may fire it believing it to be a toy.

Never use your rifle if it fails to function properly, and
never force a jammed action as the jammed round may
explode.

Failure to fire: Always hold the rifle pointed towards the
target and wait 30 seconds should the rifle fail to fire. If
a hang fire (slow ignition) has occurred, the round will fire
within 30 seconds. If the round does not fire, remove
magazine, eject round and examine primer. If firing pin
indent on primer is light off center or nonexistent, have
the rifle examined by a competent gun smith. If firing pin
indent on primer appears normal (in comparison with
similar previously fired rounds) assume faulty ammuni-
tion and empty cases. Heload and carry on firing.
NOTE: Dispose of misfired rounds in accordance with
ammunition manufacturer's instructions.

Never fire your rifle near an animal unless it is trained to
accept the noise. An animal’'s startled reaction could
injure it or cause an accident

Never walk, climb, follow a companion or hunt with your
rifle ready to fire.



17. Never drink alcoholic beverages or take drugs before or
during shooting. Your vision and judgement could be
seriously impaired, making firearm handling unsafe.

18 Always seek your doctor’s advice if you are taking med-
ication to be sure you are fit to shoot and handle your
firearm safely.

19 Always wear ear protection when shooting.

20. Always wear protective shooting glasses for eye protec-
tion.

21. Always make sure your rifle is not loaded before clean-
ing, storing, traveling or handing it to another person.

22. Always keep clear and keep others clear of the gjection
port as spent cartridges are ejected with enough force
to cause injury. Never place fingers in gjection port or on
hot slide or barrel during or after firing as they could be
burned by hot metal.

23. Never place fingers in ejection port as they could be
iInjured.

24. Use only high quality, commercially manufactured am-
munition in excellent condition and in the caliber of your
rifle. Use of reloaded ammunition will void the warrant.
