DISMOUNTING AND ASSEMBLING

DISMOUNTING

1. Slide

Draw slide fully rearward, turn thumb safecy up to lock slide open.  Press
magazine lock and remove magazine. Be sure the barrel is empty. Tuem
thumb safety down to let slide close. Grasp pistol as in Figore 1 and pull
slide tearward until semi-circufar hole on iefe edge is in line wich barrel lock
pin. Hold slide there with hand grasping rear (Figure 2). Use excension
o&(mlguim bottom to push pin from rigﬁt side :ns to lifc ic out from left
swae.

Push slide far enough rearward to expose grooved barrel surface near
muzzle, grasp barrel at grooves (Figure 2) and pull barrel and slide forward
off the receiver (Rigure 3).

2. Slide Components

Seill holding barrel in same manner, grasp stide upside down (Figure 4).
Pull barrel out until it may be turned to lefe and caughe upon slide lug; action
spring will hold it there.

To remove breech block (Figure s), push block rearward with chumb,
pick up reae end wich finger nail to clear slide lug as spring moves block for-
ward, clear of firing pin, and life block out.  Life extractor from block.

Tilt muzzle downward, firing pin 2nd spring will fall out,

To remove barrel (Figure 6), turn. barrel to release from stop shoulder
and let it move slowly rearward in slide as far as spring will go, then push
barrel still farther. Grasp action spring bushing (Figure 6), pull it for-
ward with thumb and finger, tile rear end of barrel until it can be pulled
out rearward. Lift out action spring and bushing.

If needed, the hammer roll pin may be driven owe and the roll removed.

3. Stocks

Insert magazine and pul! crigger to uncock h ; remove i

Hold receiver as in Figure 7, 1ay batrel on a irm surface, and place main-
spring plug on side of barrel as shown. While pressing down hard on re-
ceiver, push grip safety pin out with firing pin. Remove grip safery.

Hold recciver as in Figure 8, push sicks downward to stop, then ift
off, raising rear edge firse.

4. Receiver Components

Sear Lock — With firing pin, push out sear Yock pins and remove sear
lock with fever and spring.

Magazine -Lock — Hold receiver as in Figure g, press left end of maga-
zine Ir::k with point of firing pin il lock foll di -
then release follower with spring and remave lock,

Hammer — Cock the hammer.  Move safety lever forward of sear pin
hole the width of the hole as in_Figure 10. Use fiting pin ro push out
salety lever pin and sear ‘ivin. Depress side arms of trigger (which pass
around magazine to reach disconnector) and sear, hammer (with mainspring
rod attached) and disconnector may be shaken out.

Mainspring rod should not be detached from hammer, ejector from re-

ceiver, or lever from disconnectot unless needed.  In such case, push out the
pin.

5. Trigger

Slide it into receiver slot from rear, depress spring lever forward to pass
under receiver shoulder.

6. Magazige:Lock

Hold receiver as in Figure a, insert lock from right side, and hold it in
Fosiu‘on with fnger underneath; put follower with spring attached into hole
tom left side with collar of follower resting upon small end of lock. Use
point of firing pin to press both lock and follower into hole until lock can
swing sidewise, push follower enough deeper to allow groove of lock to
engage collar of &Ilower, release pressure and lock will come to position.

7. Hammer, Sear and Disconnector

Drop_disconnector into place, with slopinﬁ surface of its point coward
rear.  Depress arms bf trigger and allow notched bar composing its rear end
to cngage lower end of disconnector .tipping receiver forward to assist in this.

Insert hammer, with bend of main spring rod forward.  Secure it with
safety lever. Set hammer in cocked position.  Replace sear (in position
shown in action closed), press it from rear with finger till holes through sear
and receiver are in line, and insert pin.

8. Sear Lock

Lift hammer to forward position with mainspring rod, and hold there;
grasp receiver as in Figure 10.  Assemble sear lock with spring into re-
ceiver (as shm:m in action closed) and put in two pins.
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9. Stocks

Lay stock upon receiver with front edge touching to engage metal stock
plate with undercut of receiver as in Figure 8; swing RD(E to rest flat and
slide it endwise toward top of receiver, which will engage rear edge of meral
stock plate with undercuts of receiver.

10, Grip Safety

If harnmer is in cocked position, insert magazine, pull trigger, and move
hammer forward to its stop.  Hold receiver as in Figure 11, place grip
safety in position, being careful to get end of mainspring rod properly seated
against mainspring plunger.  Put in grip safety pin while holding receiver
and pressing inward the mainspring plug.

11. Barrel

Action spring, breech block and firing pin to slide.  Put action spring inco
slide, fit bushing on its rear end, compress spring, and work bushing part way
down in mortise in slide, holding parts as in dismounting shown in Figure 6.

Insert barrel and depress barrel and bushing completely into mortise
Push barrel forward and lock in position shown in Figure 4.

Assemble spring 1o Aring pin, put spring end of Aring pin assembly into
breech end of barrel, drop rear end of hring pin upon sloping surface of lug
in slide. As pin engages hole in lug, raise muzzle and pin will slide into its
place. Replace extractor in breech block.

Drop front end of breech block in its place at rear of barrel, lower rear end
of block, and push to rear by pressure on its front end until it snaps into

posidion,

12. Slide Complete to Receiver

Remove magazine if in receiver, cock the hammer,  Engage rear end of
slide with frone end of receiver and move it rearward as in Figure 3. Push
ejector down.

Grasp barrel and rocate it until free of stop shoulder in slide and Jug will
enter slot in cop of receiver.  Move slide until semi-circular hole on left edge
is in line with taml tock pin hole and insert the pin from lefe side. Release
the slide and put magazine into posicion.

Piscol is now complere and ready to operate.
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
