CAUTION

Your Smith & Wesson CO: Pistol has been designed
to provide the maximum possible safety when used prop-
erly. If the pistol is mishandled or used carelessly it can
be dangerous.

When using your pistol or any gun always follow these
basic safety tips.

1. Mever point a gun at anything you don't intend to
shoot.

2. Never cock a gun until you are ready to shoot.

3. Never place your finger on the trigger until you are
ready to shoot,

4. Always think before you shoot.

5. Always think safety.

The major parts of your CO, pistol are named in Figure 1 It you
are not already familiar with these terms, you should learn them.
They are used throughout this manual.
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USING YOUR CO, PISTOL

1. CO, Loading—(Refer to Figure 2) Keeping pistol
pointed in a safe direction, remaove the plarcing
assembly from the grip, Place the CO, cartridge in
the opening as shown.Screw the piercing assembly
tightly into place. Hald the pistol in one hand.
With the other hand, press down the pigrcing knob
firmly and release. The pistol is now fully charged.

NOTE: Never try to remove the piercing as-
sembly until all the CO; is used up. To
release any CD: remaining in the cartridge,
pull the hammer back towards the pellet
loading chamber. (Only use 12.5 gram CO;
cartridges. A starter pack of Smith & Wesson
cartridges and peliets is included with your
pistol.)

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WHERE TO SHOOT

When choosing 2 place to shoot, make sure you consider safety. It
should be free of obstructions and located where people Cannot enter
unexpectedly. Always select a proper target at which tofire. Avoid ricochets
Never shoot 2t a flat hard surface or at the surface of water.

Shooting Indoors

A simple range can be set up in your basement, family room, garage
ete. Formal target shooting requires a distance of 33 feet from the firing
line to the target. Any distance you find challenging will be satisfactory
for informal shooting

When shooting indoors always have an adequate backstop behind
your target. Inexpensive pellet traps may be purchased at any sporling
goods store, or a simple trap can be constructed using a cardboard carton,
heavy cloth, and a wooden dowel. (See Figure 5.)

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SHOOTING TECHNIQUES

Grip — (See Figure 10) Grasp the butt of your pistol firmly. The
grips on your CO. pistol are made to be used with the right or left
hand. (Special left-hand grips are not necessary.) Your index finger
should rest comfortably on the trigger, The thumb should sit along
the side of the grip. The barrel of the pistol should be ina straight

line with your arm,

Stand — (Refer to Figure 11) Stand so. that
your right side faces the target at a 45 degree
angle, Spread your feet apart (12 — 18 inches),
Raise your arm so that it lines naturaily with
the target. If it does not, shift the feet a hit.
Your head should be turned far enough to the
right so that you can comfortably align the
sights: (If you are left handed, these basic
guidelines should be reversed. Your left side
should face the target rather than your right.)

When you are in a comfortable position,
sight in on the target and squeeze the trigger
carefully.

» reach of children. If f_pu do not have a pistol case, the box your
stol was packed in will serve as a suitable storage carton, It is
ommended that the pistol be stored with a full or partially full
0, cartridge in place. Always make sure the pellet chamber is
‘empty before putting your pistol away.

CAUTION

Store pistol in a cool place. Heat will cause CO, to expand.
This may damage your pistol.
Lubrication — The internal parts of this pistol have been lubricated
at the factory. They require no further lubrication.

SERVICE

Should your CO. pistol require adjustment or repair, we recom:
mend that it be returned to the factory or authorized service center.
Under no circumstances should you allow anyone unfamiliar with
CO, guns to service your pistol,

Charges for service are very reasonable. A letter of instructions
should be enclosed with your gun stating the nature of the problem.
A quotation listing the full cost of repairs will be sent to you be-
fore the repairs are made,

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FULL NINETY-DAY WARRANTY

Smith & Wesson Air/CO; guns are warranted to be free from
defects in material and workmanship. Any such defect of which
Smith & Wesson is given written notice as provided below within
three months and ten days from the date of first purchase by a
consumer will be remedied by Smith & Wesson without charge.

This warranty is granted by Smith & Wesson, adivision of Bangor
Punta Operations, Inc, 2100 Roosevell Avenue, Springfield,
Massachusetts 01101. This warranty, effective December. 1978,
supercedes all previous warranty statements.

Warranty claims (in writing), and the gun concerned should be
directed (transportation charges prepaid), to the WARRANTY
SERVICE DEPARTMENT at the nearest Smith & Wesson Warranty
Service Center, addresses of which appear on the lists separately
enclosed with each gun. Warranty claims should state the model
and serial number of the gun concerned, a description of the
difficulty experienced, and the date and place of purchase. It is
recommended thal shipments be insured by owner, since Smith &
Wesson will accept no responsibility for loss or damage in transit.

Transportation and insurance charges for return to owner will
be paid by Smith & Wesson if the related claim is a proper claim
for warranty work.

Under no circumstances shall Smith & Wesson be responsible

for incidental or consequential damages with respect to economic
loss or injury to property. whether as a result of breach of express
or implied warranty, negligence or otherwise. Some states do not
allow the exclusion or limitation of incidental or consequential
damages, so the above limitation or exclusion may notapply to you.

Smith & Wesson will not be responsible for the results of careless
handling, unauthorized adjustments, defective or improper pro-
pellant or ammunition, corrosion, neglect, ordinary wear and tear,
Or unreasonable use.
