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SAFETY RULES

Those who use the gun are responsible for the accidents that may occur,

Always treat firearms as if they are loaded. For the safety of the gun, the safety pin must be on the position
“Safety”. Release the magazine and take out the cartridge in the barrel as pulling the cover back.

Never allow the muzzle to point anything that you are not willing to see destroyed.

Learn the safety mechanisms and unloading the gun safely.

Always keep your finger off the trigger until ready to shoot.

Aim the gun to a safe direction when reloading and unloading it.

Always keep the gun unloaded until ready to use.

Use only the proper ammunition.

Do not shoot at hard surfaces and water.

Mever use alcohol or over-the-counter, prescription or other drugs before or while shooting.

Wear eye and ear protection as appropriate.

Be sure that you are using a clean gun, regularly upkeep your gun.

Always secure your firearm so that they are not accessible to children, other unauthorized and untrained
persons.

Although you are sure that your gun is empty, point the muzzle away from alive objects and non-targets.
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SECTION1 LOADING THE PISTOL

RELEASING THE MAGAZINE

Haold the pistol with your right hand, to
remove the magazine press the magazine
release button with your thumb. (Pic-1)

LOADING THE MAGAZINE

Hold the magazine with your left hand and
with the other one insert the cartridges one ata
time, pressing them down to the rear, continue
inserling 15 cartridges. Insert the magazine into
the pistal until its held by the magazine catch.
(Pic-2)

SETTING THE MAGAZINE

Hold the pistol with your hand, keeping
away your finger from the trigger. Insert the
magazine into the pistol until it is held by the
magazine catch and it clicks. (Pic-3)

COCKING THE PISTOL

Hold the pistol with your right hand, pull
back the slide to the end point with your left
hand and release it. When the slide takes the
first position with the help of the recoil spring.
The slide will take a cartridge from the
magazing. The pistol is cocked and ready to
firg. (Pic-4)

SECTION 2

SHOOTING

ATTENTION: You're carrying a pistol loaded and ready to fire. Keep your finger
off the trigger until you are actually aiming at the target ready to

shoot.

If you're new in using a firearm, you
should seek a supervised instruction
by aninstructorin a shooting range.

1-After wearing eye and ear protection,
turn to the target with your loaded
pistol.

2- Keep your feet 30-45cm apart to take
acorrect stance.

3- Raise your arm (see pic-5) and line
up with the target. Aim the gun and pull
the trigger.

4- With each pull of the trigger, one shot
will occur.

5- If you want stop shooting, decock
and unload your pistol confirming the
general rules.




ATTENTION:

Always keep your finger off the trigger until ready to shoot.

ADJUSTING THE SIGHTS

To raise the rear sight, tum the elevation
adjusling screw counterclockwise. To lower the rear
sight turn the screw clockwise.

The rear sight can also be adjusted for windage.
Turn the windage adjusting screw clockwise to move
the notch to right side. and counter-clockwise to move
the notch to lefi side.

UNLOADING THE MAGAZINE

1- Hold the pistol with your right hand and
press the magazine releasa button with your
thumb. Release the magazine with the other
hand.{Pic-8)

2- After releasing the magazine you
should control the chamber. Retract the slide to
its rearmost position. Clear the chamber if still
remains cartridge. Always check the chamber
and the interior area of the receiver and the
magazine-well to be certain there are no
cartridges present. (Pic-9)

DISASSEMBLING THE BARREL

ATTENTION: Granuled solvents in cleaning can damage the gun’s bluing and finish.

3- Swab the interior of the slide with the
cloth to remove the excess accumulations of oil,

4-With the oiled brush, run through the
barrel several imes. (Pic-19)

5Wipe dry inside of the barrel with the
cleaning rod and cloth. (Pic-20)

6-Check all pars cleaned or not, if still
remains dirt, repeal the steps.(Pic-19)

7- Wipa all paris and surfaces with a cloth
thatis lightly oiled.

REASSEMBLING THE GUN

To reassemble the pistol, simply reverse
the same procedures. You should pay attention
tothe items mantioned balow,

1- The barrel is placed in the slide assembly.
(see Pic-15) Install the recoil spring tube and
recoil spring.(see Pic-14)

2- Place the slide, as safety latch is ON, on the
receiver. (See Pic-21)

3- After placing the slide, turn the slide stop 80
degrees counterclockwise.

4-The pistol Is set after inserting the magazine.
(See Pic-3)

5- Make sure that the pistol is in safety position.
(See Pic-6)
