1866 MODEL SPORTING RIFLE AND CARBINE

TO LOAD THE FIREARM

(1) Turn the lever locking latch to the release position. Releasing the latch
should allow the lever to go down approximately 1/2”. Do not push the loading
lever forward. (Photos 1 A- 1 B).

(2) Load the tubular magazine by pressing the cartridge into the ladle, which is
located on the right side of the receiver. Push the cartridge forward and insert it
into the tubular magazine (Photo 2).




When loading cartridges through the ladle, leave the rim of each cartridge pro-
truding sufficiently to hold the ladle open. When loading the last cartridge, insert
it fully into the magazine thereby allowing the ladle to close. For optimum relia-
bility, only load 10 cartridges in the 24" rifle and 8 cartridges in the 19” carbine.
Overloading the magazine may result in improper feeding.

3) When you are ready to actually fire the firearm, the loading lever is pushed
forward as far as it will go and is then pulled straight back. Your finger should
not touch the trigger while manipulating the loading lever. (Photo 3)

The rifle will now be fully cocked and will fire when the trigger is pulled. If the
lever does not go forward, release the loading lever latch by turning the small
knob perpendicular to the rifle.

(4) After you have fired the first shot, the next cartridge is loaded by repeating
step 3.

UNLOADING THE FIREARM

(5) With the firearm pointed in a safe direction, place your fingers through the
rear portion of the loading lever. Be sure your first and second fingers are inside
the lever loop. DO NOT TOUCH THE TRIGGER, depressing or touching the
trigger, EVEN WHEN THE LEVER IS FULLY OPEN OR PARTIALLY CLOSED,
may cause the gun to accidentally discharge and cause serious injury or death
to you or anyone in the line of fire of the rifle. Then push the lever straight for-
ward and then pull it back. The cartridge that was in the chamber should be
automatically ejected by the firearm and another cartridge from the magazine
will be automatically loaded into the firearm (Photo 4).

(6) Repeat step 5 until all cartridges have been ejected from the firearm. After
all cartridges have been ejected, cycle the action four or five more times as
described in step 5 as an added precaution to assure that all rounds were
ejected.

(7) After step 6, move the loading lever to the forward position while visually
inspecting both the chamber and the carrier block, to confirm that no cartridges
are still in the firearm.

(8) Pull the loading lever to the rear and, with your thumb on the hammer, pull
the trigger and with your thumb slowly lower the hammer.

SPECIAL SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

1) Uberti lever action rifles should never be carried with a cartridge in the
chamber.

2) Carrying this style of rifle with a cartridge in the chamber can result in
an accidental discharge if the firearm is accidentally dropped or if the
hammer is struck.

3) Due to the fact that in a tubular magazine rifle the cartridges are
stacked in front of each other, only factory ammunition should be used.
4) We recommend against using old ammunition in these rifles as
primers, powder, and the brass cartridge cases can deteriorate and cause
damage to the rifle or injury to the shooter or others.

5) Uberti assumes no liability for incidents occurring through the use of
reloaded ammunitions.

Use ONLY COMMERCIALLY loaded ammunitions that have been loaded
in accordance with SAAMI-C.I.P. standards.

ONLY for lever rifle .22

Loading carbines and rifles .22 (after setting the gun into safety as per

photos 1 A and 1 B).

The cartridges are introduced through the outside loader tube mouth, after
removing the loader tube by rotating the checkered plug from left into right. The
rifle must be head pointed away from your face and at an angle so that the
cartridges slide slowly down the magazine.

After introduction of the cartridges by dropping, (for optimum reliability, only load
max. 10 cartridges) the loading tube must be reset under pressure and relocked
by rotating the plug from right to left.
