OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS — SUPER-X MODEL 1

YR CAUTION: Always keep the muzzle

polnied in a safe direction. Prior to using
live ammunition familiarize yourself thoroughly
with theso operating instructions. Get accusiomed
10 tho fool of your now shotgun. Know the forces
roguired to manually oporale the bolt assembly, (o
pull the trigger and, above ail, know the location
and operation of the safety. See fig. 1 & 2,

Sxuii. IMPORTANT: Before assembling or firing

your new Super-X Model 1 shotgun,
thoroughly clean the interior of the barrel and
chamber, removing all grease and other possible
obsiructions. Always relubricate according to in-
structions foliowing cleaning.
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SAFETY: Beforo assombling, disassom-

] bling, loading or unloading youwr sholgun,
always push the safely (located in fronl of the
irigger) to the ‘'on safe' position *. The red band
marking will not show when shotgun is '‘on
safe" ?.

NOTE: The safety will only operate when the bolt
assembiy is opened or the hammer is in the
“cocked’ position.

The Super-X Modal 1 shotgun is shippad with tho
safety assembled for right-hand shooters, but can
be reversed ior the left-hand shooter.

LEFT-HAND SAFETY: To change the safety from
right- o left-hand, remove the irigger guard as-
sembly. Cock the hammer and place the safely in
the "‘on” position, Turn the safety ¥4 turn in either
direction. A WORD OF WARNING; to rotate the
saftety more than a quarter turn when the safety
e in the “off” position will jock the safety and

trigger mechanism and require the dismantling of
the guard assembly to amend. With the safety
lurned, push the safety out the right side of the
Irigager guard,

Purmn the safoly anound and with tho plunger de-
leut sunface (the W-shaped cut) down, insert the
end with the red band back into the lefl side of
\he trigger guard. The safely piunger inside the
trigger guard must be depressed with a small
screwdriver or a similar tool to allow the safety
to pass over the pilunger and into position. Test
lhe safely to make sure it is funclioning correctly,
then refit tho guard assombly into the roceiver.

BARREL ASSEMBLY:
The barrel on your
Super-X Model 1
shotgun is packed
unattached from the
receiver for added
protection during
shipment from the
factory. To install the
barrel, grasp the
cocking handle and )
pull the baolt assembly all the way to the rear® un-
til the boit focks in ihe open position.
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- CAUTION: Keep your fingers clear of the

ejection port when closing the action. Do
not allow the bolt assembly to slam forward when
the barrel is not assembled to the receiver. De-
formation of surfaces could occur, affecting the
performance of your shotgun,

"' sembliing your
shofgun, be sure the
safety is “‘on” and the
gun is unioaded. Re-
move the forearm
from the magazine
tube by unscrewing
the cap’ located al

1o assemble the barrel lo the receiver, align the
barre! bracket with the magazine {ube and insert
the barrel extension into the receiver®. Check the

The carrier will remain free-floating
while the carrier release button is depressed.

piston rod to make sure it is aligned with the
hole in the gas shield and receiver “.

BARREL REMOVAL: Pull the bolt assembly back
to the locked-apen position, and push the safely
to the "on safe™ position. Remove the magazine
cap and slide the forearm off the magazine tube.
Pull the barrel forward and olf the gun.
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LOADING THE CHAMBER: Pull thu cock-
i\ ing handle rearward to open the aclion
then push the salety to the "on safe' position. In-
sert a shell through the ejection port’ (right side
of the receiver) and press the carrier release but-
ton to close the action®. The first shell is now
chambered and ready for firing after releasing
the safety.

NOTE: When the carrier is pushed upward intoc
lhe receiver and the carrier release button is re-
leased, the carrier will fock in the upward position
for ease of loading. The carrier wiil drop to the
locked-down position when the first shell is fired,
or mey be manually dropped by depressing the
carrier release bution.

Load each shell into the magazi..2, maintaining
light pressure with the thumb on the carrier until
the rim oi ike shell snaps past the cutoff. When
the magazine has been loaded. reloase the carrior
release bulton and the carrier will again Iatch
down in the locked position. This assures more
positive fceding.

Push the safety from the “on safe"” position and
the shotlqun is ready for firing each time the trig-

ger is pulled. When the last shell is chambered
and fired, the action will remain open.

& UNLOADING THE SHOTGUN: Push the
safely to the “‘on safe” position and wilh
the actlion closed, depress the carrier release but-

lon and push cantior upwards. When the cartior s
fully depressed, the first shell in the magazine
tube will release and slide rearward out of the
shotgun . To f{further unioad the magazine the
procedure of depressing the carrier may be re-
peated foi each shell. As an alternate, by releas-
ing the carrier release bullon with the carrier fully
depressed, the carrier will remain in an upward
position. Shells may then be unloaded from the
magazine by pressing the cutolf localed at the
magazine lube opening on the inside wall of the
receiver '* .
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“Aa When the magazine tube has been emp-
%  tied, the action should be opened by pull-
ing the cocking handle rearward and ejecting the
shell from the chamber ” . Always visually check
io be sure vour shotgun is completely unloaded

before disassembling or storing.

YR CAUTION:

Y Before dis-
assembling your
Super-X Model 1
shotgun make cer-
tain that the chamber
and magazine tube
do not contain live
ammunition and that
the safely is in the
"on safe" pasition. If
the barrel has been removed from the roceiver
and the instructions call for the boll assombly to
be closed, grasp the cocking handle prior o do-
pressing the carrier release bullon and carefully
allow the bolt assembly o go forward *.

TRIGGER ASSEMBLY: To remove the lriggoer
guard assembly [rom the receiver, close the boit
annombly by deprossing tho ciarier releqaso balton,
Push out the tiggor quard tataining plo ftom tho
left ™ (side opposite the ejection port). Grasp tho
trigger guard bow at the rear and pivot up and out
of the receiver " . Further disassembly of the trig-
ger guard group is not recommended.
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To reassemble the trigger guard assembly into the
receiver, insert the front of the guard so that the
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lugs on each side of the front of the trigger guard
fit into the rails in the receiver . Lower the rear
of the trigger guard until the trigger guard retain-
ing pin hole lines up with the holes in the receiver
walls. Insert the trigger guard retaining pin from
the right side (ejection port side) of the receiver.
Push the pin into the receiver until it snaps firmly
in place.

BOLT ASSEMBLY: In order to remove the bolt as-
sembly from the receiver, close the action by de-
pressing the carrier release button. With the
shotgun inverted and the trigger assembly re-
moved, depress the return spring follower " with
a suitable too! and pivot the bolt slide link up-
wards. Remove the cocking handle by pulling it
out of the bott slide (hrough the ejection port .

Using the bolt slide link draw ino bolt assembly to
the rear and lift *° out of the roceiver.

Further disassembly of the bolt assembly compo-
nent s nol recommaendaoed,

Belore placing the bicech bolt assombly back nto
the receivor check to make sure tho locking bolt is
in location linking the breech bolt to the breech
bolt slide, and the bolt slide link pin does not pro-
trude from the side of the bolt slide.

To reinsert the bolt assembly into the receiver,
hold it in an inclined position with the bolt head
cxtended ' . Insert the assembly from the rear of
the receiver and rest it on the notched shelf. Using
the bolt slide link as a handle, pull the bolt assem-
bly to the rear and allow it to drop through the
notchos. (Nole: the assembly will not drop down i
the link pin is protruding.) Push the bolt assembly
1o the fully forward position ¥ and wilh o suitable
tool. depress the return spring follower in tha rear
of the receiver. Insert the ball end of the link into
its socket ** and reiease. Push the cocking handle
into the bolt slide through the ejection port, snap-
ping it firmly into place.




GAS SYSTEM: Remove the forearm and barrei
from your shotgun as previously described. Make
certaln that the magazine tube plug is flush with
or below the front opening of the magazine tube.
Pull the piston sleeve to the rear of the magazine
tube, exposing the gas seal and the “O" ring. Roll

the “O" ring off the front of the magazine tube ™.
Remove the gas seal, and while holding the piston
sleeve, piston rod, and pistor rod spring, slide the
unit forward and off the magazine lube * .

Holding the piston sleeve in the Iett-hand, rotate
the plston head with the right-hand, camming the
piston head retaining ring out of ils seat in the
plston sleeve. Remove the piston head from the
piston sleove ¥ .

“The inside plston ring is now loose and can drop
out of the plston head. This inside piston ring is
reversible and can be inserted into the rear of the
piston head In either direction. The outside piston
ring can be removed from the piston head by lift-
ing one side of the ring out of the groove and
working around the piston head until the complete
ringis free .

CAUTION: Do nol bend or damagu tho 1ing dining
ramoval,

To recassemble, replace the ouliside piston ring in
the groove of the pision head. The remaining
components are assembied in the reverse order of
disassembly.

Refer to the decal on the piston sleeve to prop-
erly orient the piston rod, piston rod spring, gas
seal, and "O" ring ™. Incorrect assembly could
result in functioning deficiencies or damage to the
gun. Be sure that the piston rod passes through
the hole in the gas shield ancg into the recsiver.
The piston sleeve assembly will be praoperly io-
cated when the barrel is assembled to the gun.

3 SHOT PLUG: Your Super-X Model 1 Is shipped
from the faciory with a 3-shot plug In the maga-
zine tube. This plug limits the shell capacity of
your shotgun to one in the chamber and two In
the magazine in accordance with the Federal Mi-
gratory Waterfowl! Law.

This plug may be removed to convert your
S_ype_rfx Model 1 to its full five shot capacity.

=. <. To remove the 3 shot plug, disassemblie

~ the barrel, forearm cap, and forearm. Care-
fully pull out the magazine tube plug from the front
of the magazine tube .
