The § Ko
position is recommended for full fidel-
ity AM reception, The 3 Kc position
may be used tor single sideband recep-
tion or AM reception under crowded
bend conditions.

MAIN TUNING

Selects the desired racoption frequency
o5 indicated on the slide ruie dial.
Alsu usad to set the pointer to the
desired trianguior set mark for proper
bundspfeud dial calibration.

BANDSWITCH

Selects the desired funing ronge. The
digl scole which corresponds to the
selected range is used to indicote the
