THE HUNT FOR ZERO POINT

Inside the Classified World of Antigravity Technology

A decade ago author Nick Cook, the Aviation Editor for Jane’s Defence Weekly, stumbled upon an article from the 1950s discussing U.S. breakthroughs in anti-gravity technology research: a concept that goes against all accepted theories of physics and one that would provide a limitless energy source a thousand times stronger than nuclear power. What was most intriguing was not the excitement surrounding the findings, but the sudden drop-off in information regarding them in the years that followed.  As a result, Cook began a ten-year obsession that would lead him to write an eye-opening new book of investigative journalism, The Hunt for Zero Point: Inside the Classified World of Antigravity Technology (Broadway Books; August 13, 2002; Hardcover; $26.00).  In it he provides compelling evidence that such technology not only exists, but could be largely responsible for phenomena such as Area 51, flying saucers, time machines, levitating bridges, and deep government conspiracies—things previously felt to lie only in the realm of science fiction.
Cook’s investigation leads him to discover that the origins of anti-gravity science —the ‘Holy Grail’ of aerospace propulsion technologies—are very real and buried deep in the annals of 20th century history.  His quest eventually leads him to an examination of the top secret research and weapons program run by the SS (without the knowledge of Hitler's inner 'cabinet') in the last two years of World War II. The man in charge of this program was SS General Dr. Hans Kammler, who ran a network of facilities in modern-day Poland, Czech Republic, Germany and Austria, devoted to a wealth of exotic weapons technology. At the end of the war, having told a number of close confidants (among them, Albert Speer, Nazi Germany's armaments minister) that he was negotiating his surrender with the Americans, Kammler disappeared—as well he might: before administering the weapons program, he was the architect of Hitler's death camps. In this portion of the book, The Hunt For Zero Point is given over to the search for Kammler and an investigation of the technologies he controlled—weapons science that even today lies on the very edge of our understanding, so different was the 'culture' under which it came together. It becomes clear that anti-gravity technology was definitively a part of this culture and that the Germans developed hardware to utilize it. The book contains details on two Kammler-controlled programs as well as visits to the facilities where they came together. The question is of course, whether the Americans, in their dogged pursuit of Nazi scientists at the end of the Second World War, recovered the physics, technology, and expertise associated with this research - and, more to the point, developed it further.

Cook indeed discovers that there is real work going on in the U.S. today on anti-gravity—the most visible of it at NASA, where the space administration is investigating the use of 'impossible science' to develop hardware that will allow a manned spacecraft to journey into deep space before the century is out by traveling at light-speed or even beyond. It is such experimentation that could account for the countless sightings of supernatural phenomena all over the U.S. in the past 50 years. In the course of researching this story, he discovered and met with a Russian scientist called Podkletnov who has succeeded in 'blocking' gravity with super-conductors. Technically, this is scientific heresy, but Podkletnov is doing it and others are not far behind. Cook finds that there is a race going on and the prize is huge: whoever cracks the technology and brings it to market first taps into a potentially limitless energy source and develops an exotic and novel form of propulsion that requires no fuel.
Delving deep into the Pentagon’s ‘black world’ of defense procurement, Cook uncovers that U.S. government allots 20 to 30 billion dollars a year for technologies that are so secret they do not officially exist, as far as the public, the media, and most of the U.S. Congress are concerned.  Cook gets as close as one can get to this activity—which encompasses ‘leap ahead’ technologies such as stealth, nuclear programs, spy satellites, and directed energy weapons—attempting to answer whether anti-gravity technology has been hidden away in some sort of Pandora’s Box of doomsday science.  The black world is very much a ‘system’, huge and sprawling, comprised of compartments you can’t see.  In visiting locations like the Lockheed Martin Skunk Works in the California high-desert and interviewing black world Pentagon generals, Cook realizes that the U.S. military contains traces of activity in the anti-gravity field, but, in effect, it has more to lose than gain from exposing it.  

Revealing the persuasive evidence that anti-gravity technology is closer to reality than one would ever imagine, and bringing to light an intriguing but undiscovered chapter of World War II history, THE HUNT FOR ZERO POINT journeys to the heart of the twentieth century’s most puzzling and unexplained occurrences.
