Safety Procedures:

1. We recommend that you get competent firearms instruction in safe handling
befora using this firearm, Please ask your dealer. All guns are extremely dangerous
if carelessly handled or used. Remember that the firearm user is the primary
"safety” and to depend on any mechanical devices is to be only half safe

2. This firsarm will fire if a cartridge Is in @ chamber and the trigger is pulled and
the safety is disengaged.
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3. DO NOT LOAD THIS COMBINATION RIFLE /| SHOTGUN UNTIL YOU
UNDERSTAND HOW THIS COMBINATION RIFLE/SHOTGUN OPERATES.
KEEP this Combination Rifle / Shotgun unloaded at all times except when ready
to fire and you are sure of your target.

4. ALWAYS carry this Combinatien Rifla / Shotgun in a case or ariginal bax
unioaded,

5. NEVER point this Combination Rifls / Shotgun at anything that is not your
intended targst evan if the Combination Rifle / Shatgun is unloaded. When loading,
cleaning, unioading or handling, always be sure the muzzle is pointed in a safe
direction and always keep your finger off the trigger.

6. NEVER assume any gun is unloaded. Before handling, check to make sure
the chambers are empty. See unloading Instructions and then unload any
ammunition. Make sure you know that this or any firearm is fully unloaded before
displaying or handling it. When handling any firearm, keep your fingers away
from the trigger at all times until you intend to fire.

Always keep the gun peointed in a safe direction. Treal every gun as if it js
loaded. . .all the time. NEVER point any firearm (lnaded or unleaded) at any person
or anything you do not intend to shoot. Always keep your gun uninaded until
ready to use and make sura that it is unloaded before cleaning.

Keep your finger OFF the trigger until you are actually aiming at the target and
ready to shoot Learn to rest your finger outside of the trigger guard.

Never rely on a gun s "safety” to protect you from unsafe gun handling. A safety
is enly a mechanical device, not a substitute for common sense and gun safety
procedures.

MNeverleave a gun unattendad ar where it eauld fall and fire.

Stare guns and ammunition seperately beyond the reach of children. Make
sure that they are properly secured so untrained individuals and children will be
denled access to your quns and ammo.

Test your gun's operation and safeties only at a shooting range while the firearm
is pointed in 2 safe direction.

Know your target and what is beyond. Ask yourself what your bullet will kit if it
misses the target or passes through the intended target Remember, a fired
projectile can lravel over 2 mile (including a ricochet) and |s capable of going
through walls.

Guns and alcchal or drugs do not mix. Don't take any alcoholic beverages and/
or drugs before or during shooting activities.

Never pull a gun toward you by the muzzie, Don't climb a free, cross a ditch or
fence with a loaded gun,

Always empty guns before entering a house, car, truck, beat, RV, camp or any
building,

When receiving a gun, always open the action and check to make sure the
chamber is unloaded.

NEVER accept anyone's word thata gun is *unloaded” or "empty”. You should
immediately open the action and check to make sure it is unloaded.

Be carsful with ALL ammunition. Even "blank” cartridges are deadly at close
range due to the muzzie blast. Make sure your ammunition is in new and in good
clean condition, Do NOT cil or grease ammo as this may damage the cartridge
primer. Do NOT tamper with or aiter the standard factory ammunition.

Keep firearms unicaded when not actually in use. Load the gun only when on the
range preparing to fire and unload it bafore leaving the range.
Mever put your hand over the muzzie of 2 gun,

ALWAYS WEAR protective shooting glasses and hearing protection when using
firearms.

Spectators shauld be at lzast 10 feet behind and away from the shooter while the
shooter is loading, shooting and unleading, Spectators should wear protection
for hearing and sight loss and they should avoid distracting those shooting their
firaarms:

MNever drop your aun. Ifyou dodrop it, untoad it and check it far proper function
before using it again.

Do NOT alter or modify your gun. Den't fry to change your gun’s trigger pull,
because it may affect sear engagement and thereby cause accidental firing.

Do NOT remove any internal safety or safety device on the firearm. Safety
mechanisms are designed to pratect you from injury or death,

Do mainlain and keep your gun clean, Keep in a dry place away from other
metals andwater. ITyour gun shows sign of corrosion or improper operation, have
it serviced by & competent gunsmith,

Keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction when leading and unlpading your
gun, Never point the muzzle at anyone

Mever shoot at hard flat surfaces or water..._bullets ricochet,

If a gun fails to fire when the trigger is pulled, keep it pointed down range at the
farget for 60 seconds. Sometimes slow primer (gnition will cause a "hang fire"
and the cartridge will go off after a short pause. |fit still fails ta fire, keep muzzle
pointad in safe direction and aveid exposure to the breech, as you attempt to
unicad your firearm.

Never lst water, snow, mud or other material enter the barrel. Always be sure the
barrel Is free of any obstruction.

the correct ammunition for your gun. Do NOT use the wrong size or wrong
strength ammunition in your firearm,

Fepeated and prolonged exposura to gunfire may cause taxic levels of lead in
your bady. High levels of lead in the blood may result in cancer, impotency, birth
defects and other serlous physicalinjury. VWhen shocting indoors, make sure
there s proper fresh air ventilation.

HOME SAFETY IS PROBABELY YOUR BIGGEST COMCERN. We suggast the
use of a gun lock when the gun is stored at home unloaded. All new 12H24 ars
supplied with a plastic trigger lock that uses a special key supplied with the fock.
If you do net like the supplied trigger lock or it is not approved by your local
government we suggest that you see your local gun shop or sperting goods
dealar. Again we strongly suggest some type of mechanical lock for your firearms
when not inuse. You have invested this mueh in your new firearm, now invest a
little miore in your family's safety,

USED FIREARMS - |fyou got your European American Armoary firearm as a used
gun, BEFDRE USING IT you should unload it and check all its functions to be
sure it works carrectly. Firearms are scmetimes altered to work incorrectly, or
parts may be removed, lost or replaced with Incarrect parts. First, unload it and
check it yourself and then take it to a good gunsmith who knows European
American Armory firearms, and have him examine it.

WRITE US concerning any itams or circumstances which you don'l understand
and which might relate te your safety and the operation of your firearm.

WARNING

BEFORE LOADING or firing a Combination Rifie / Shotgun, examine the bore
and the firing chamber to be certain they are clean and free of any obstruction.
Even a heavy coat of oil, grease, snow or water may result in damage to the
firearm and injury to the shooter andfor persons near the firearm, A misfire or
unusual sound upan firing Is a signal lo cease firing and to examine the chamber
and bare. Iftherais any obstruction, clear the obstruction and clean the bare and
chamber before firing.

FIRING WARNING
When shooting, full @ye and ear pratection is mandatory &t all times, Shooters
and spactators must wear shooting glasses and sound suppressor to prevent
aye injury and hearing loss. Vision loss and hearing impairment can occur
with only one moment of non-protection.



WARNING
Any bore obstruction, even if itis only partly blocked, may ¢ause the gun tc blow
upifitis fired, or may cause damage to the gun such as a bulged barrel. To avoid
injury or death to the shooter or bystanders, check the barrel before shooting or
it & shot does not sound narmal,

WARNING

Always keep the muzzie pointed in a safe direction| Never attempt 1o load or
urload any firearm inside a vehicle, building or other confined space (except a
properly constructed shooting range). Enclosed areas frequently offar no
completely safe direction in which to point the firsarm, If an accidental discharge
occurs, there is areat risk of injury or property damage. Before [oading, always
clean all, grease and oil from the bore and charriber, and check to be certain that
no obstruction is in the barrel. Any foreign malter in the barrel could result in a
bulged or burst barre| or other damage lo the firearm and could cause serious
injury to the shooter ar to others,

WARNING

If there i1s any reason to suspect that a bullet or projectile is obstructing the
barrel, immediately unload the firearm (See Unloading Instructions) and check
the chamber and the bore. A bullet may be lodged some distance down the
barrel where itcan not easily be seen. Check the bore by using a cleaning rod to
pass through the barrel If a blockage is in the bare, DO NOT ATTEMPT TO
SHOOT IT OUT WITH ANOTHER CARTRIDGE, OR BLOW IT OUT WITH A
BLANK CARTRIDGE OR A CARTRIDGE FROM WHICH THE BULLET HAS
BEEN REMOVED. SUCH TECHNIQUE(S) CAN GENERATE EXCESSIVE
PRESSURE, DAMAGE THE FIREARM AND CAUSE SERIOUS PERSONAL
INJURY. Ifthe blockage can be removed with a cleaning rod, clean any unburned
powder grains from the bore, chambers & mechanism before resuming shooting.
If the blockage can not be dislodged by tapping it with a cleaning rod, take the
firearm to a gunsmith.

WARNING (Mechanical Malfunctions)

STOP SHOOTING IMMEDIATELY AND UNLOAD YOUR FIREARM if your firearm
develops. a mechanical malfuncticn; binding or stoppage, spitting powderfgas; a
cartridge primer is punctured, a cartridge case is bulged or ruptured; or the sound
on firing does not sound quite right. Do NOT try one more shot but unload yaur
firearm and take it and the ammunition to a qualified gunsmith or send it back to
EAA for examination. Do not assume thatthe Combination Rifle / Shotgun is empty
merely because you checked the chamber. You must also check the bora far any
fired shot or wad jammed inside the barrel.




External Control Parts:

Trigger Block Safety: Located on the trigger, push button style. When the Red
Ring is showing the Combination Rifle / Shotgun will fire when the tngger is
pulled!! Do not disengage safety unless you are ready to fire the Combination
Rifle/ Shotgun. {Safety Engaged - The Red Ring covered and the trigger is blocked
from full travel; Safety Disengaged - The Red Ring showing and the tngger has full
travel..MAKE SURE YOU UNDERSTAND HOW THE SAFETY WORKS
BEFORE YOU LOAD OR USE THE COMBINATION RIFLE / SHOTGUN)

Locking Lever/Cocking Lever: Located behind trigger guard, fully squeeze/
depress fo break open barrel from recever of shatgun. A partial squeeze /
deprassion of the locking / cocking lever can be used to decock or cock the firing
mechanism

Cocking Indicator: Located top back portion of receiver. |1 the indicator is
protruding out of the recelver the firing mechanism is cockad, if the indicator is
not protruding out of receiver the firing machanism is not cocked.

Trigger: Located in the trigger guard. If the safely is disengaged and hammer
mechanism has been cocked and trigger is pulled to the rear the Combination
Rifle / Shotgun will discharge, if there is a live cartridge in one of the chambers.

Forend: Located below barrais in front of receiver, locks barrel assembly Into
recewver, has a latch in the mid lower section that is used to lock and unlock
forend.

Selector: Located on the receiver tang. Used to select which barre| wiil be fire
(Rimfire or Shotgun) , Push butfon In center and move fare or aft to select which
barrel / ammunitian you wish to fire. . MAKE SURE YOU UNDERSTAND HOW
THE SELECTOR WORKS BEFORE YOU LOAD OR USE THE COMBINATION
RIFLE / Shotgun)

Rear Sight: Windage adjustable
Scope Mount Rail: 11mm rail.

Front Sight: Screws up and down for elevation.

Directions For Assembly Of

Combination Rifle / Shotgun:
*1) Fig 1: When you open the box of your new [ZH84 Combination Rifle  Shotgun
the barrel and forend is separated from the main portion of the Combination Rifle
'Shotgun. Toattach the barrel and forend first remove the plastic bags orwrapping
covering the parts, Then remove the forend from the barrel by pulling the latch in
the lower mid section of the forend and tipping the forend out and away from the
barrel while holding the latch out. Never force the forend off the barrel. Check to
make sure that the barre| is free of foreign matter by looking down the barrel (no
blockage what-so-ever),
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*2) Fig 2: Now fully sgueeze / depress the locking
iever and hold.

+3) Fig 3: Engage the lower locking lug located on
the lower pertion of the barrel with the receiver, The
half round cut out on the lower locking lug fits around
tie round bar in the forward lower portion of the slatin
the receiver. With the barrel engaged inta the receiver
you should be able to swing the barrel up into the |
locked position, release the locking lever and tha
locking lever should move back to the fully locked
position.

+4) Fig 4: With the barrel lockad into the recelver pull

the forearm latch out and place the forend on receiver. |
With an upward swing mation lock the forend onto the B2
barrel. Do not force the forend Into it's locked position |
on the barrel. Sometimes it s necessary to push the |
latch into it's final flat position, never force the latch f§
into position.

=5) Warning... Never fire the gun unless the barral is
locked inte pasition on the receiver and the forend is
locked into the receiver and barral,

*8) Fig 5: Wake sure lhe trigger block safety Is _E'-
engaged after completion of assembly. (Red ring
covered)

To Load Combination Rifle/Shotgun:

*1) Fig 7: Make sura the Combination Rifle / Shotgun |&85
is pointad in a safe direction at all times, the trigger |55
block safety is engaged, and never allow fingers or [
objects ta contact trigger.

=*Warning ***
Do not load shotgun until you are ready to fire

*2) Do not disengage the safety until you are ready to fire.

+3) Make sure the ammo that you are using is the correct slze and gauge /
caliber. The top barrel is marked with the caliber of the top barrel and the gauge
and chamber length of the lower barre|. Note: A shotgun barrel witha 3" chamber
length will also use 234 shot shelis. A shotgun barrel marked with 234" chamber
length will not accept a 3" shot shell,



=4) Fig 8: Visually inspectthe chambars and barrels
for obstructions by breaking open the shotgun by
depressing the locking lever and tipping the barrel
down. Tha chambers and barral should be frea of oll
or greasa or obstructions.

*5) Fig 9&10: After inspection lcad the correct type
of shot shellinto the bottarm chamber and the correct
type of round into the top chamber. Make sure that
the shell and round are flush with the extractor, then
close the action by swinging the barrel up until it
locks into the receiver and the locking lateh should
move ta it's fully locked position. If the locking lever
daoas not move to the fully locked position break opan
the action again and check to see ifthe shot shell or
round are fully seated in the chambers _{Warning
never force the barrel into the closed position) If
the shell and round are fully seated then ra-close the
action. If tha shot shell and round are not fully seated
check the chamber for blockage and check the shall
or round for deformation and retry closing the action
once more. If the shell and round are the correct type
and the chambers are not blocked and the shell and
round are not deformed and the locking lever does not
move tait's fully locked position unicad the gun (follow
unloading instructions) and have a competent
gunsmith look at the gun or return the gun back to
E.A.A. Corp. for review. Do not force the gun closed.

WARNING
Once you open the action with the forearm installed
the internal hammer is cocked and under spring
tension. We suggest that you do not keep, carry
or store the gun with the hammer springs under
compression. See decocking procedure.

Decocking procedure - Make sure the Combination
Rifle / Shotgun is pointed in a safe direction.
Deprass the locking lever/ cocking lever (Fig 11),
disengage the safety, while depressing the cocking

lever, reach with one finger and slowly pull the trigger and slowly release

the cocking lever. -Warning- Do not release the lever rapidly once vou have

pulled the trigger or the gun could discharge if there is a live cartridge in
the chamber, The cocking indicator (Fig 12) will move down into the receiver
if you have preformed this operation correctly, re-engage the safety. -
Warning- When decocking the shotgun if you pull the lever to far the action
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will break open since this lever is a dual purpose lever. If this happen close
the action. Practice the decocking procedure, so that you learn how to
decock the Combination Riffe/ Shotgun with out breaking open the action,

This shotgun has a unique feature called a cocking lever/ locking lever. We
feel that you should always use this feature to it's maximum benefit. Thus, if
you have loaded the Combination Rifle / Shotgun and are not ready to fire
we suggest you decock the gun by following the above procedure. If you
have decocked the Combination Rifle / Shotgun and wish to recock the
gun with out opening the action, depress the cocking / locking lever until
the cocking indicator has moved fully above the receiver surface{note: slowly
refease the cocking handle and cocking indicator should remain above the
receiver surface) and make sure the safety is still engaged safely until you
are ready tofire. Please practice the decocking and cocking procedure with
dummy rounds orwith a spent cartridges/rounds. You need to fully learn
how to use thig feature since the gun has two barrels and It is faster to
recock the gun with the cocking lever. If the cocking indicator does not
maove up or down unload the gun and have a competent gunsmith review
the Combination Riffe / Shotgun or return it to EAA for service. Remember
the cocking indicator is just an indicator, the best safety fs youlllIl!!

+3) Disengage the safety and begin firing anly when yau are ready to fire and the
Caombination Rifle / Shotgunis pointed In a safe direction to be fired . Al this point
the Combination Rifle / Shatgun will fire. if the trigger is pulled.

4} To fire the second barrel you have two options A) recock the gun using the
cocking methed as described above using the cocking f locking lever and then
mave barrel selector to the unfire barrel (follow all procedures as stated above
before firing) or B) Break open action and close action to recock the hammer and
then move barrel selector to the unfire barrel (follow all procedures as stated
above before firing).

To Unload Combination Rifle / Shotgun:

*1) Make sure the gun is pointed in safe direction and
the trigger block safety is engaged and the gun is
decocked

*2) Fig 13: After completing step one
completely...depress the cocking / locking lever until
the action breaks open,

+3) Fig 14: Then fully open the action and remave tha
shell and round, store in safe place

«4) Fig 15: Visually check that the barrels are free of
obstructions and then close the Combination Rifle /
Shotgun action

*5) We suggest that you rermove the hammer spring
tension by following de-cocking procedure,

*6) Engage the trigger block safety after the
Combination Rifie / Shotgun action is closed.
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There is no excuse for not being carefull.....
To Disassemble The Combination Rifle / Shotgun:

+1) Make sure the Combination Rifle / Shotgun 18 unleaded (FOLLOW
UNLOADING INSTRUCTIONS) and pointed in a safe direction.

+*2) Make sure the frigger block safety (s engaged.

*3) Remove the forend from the barrel by pulling out the lever in the lower center
of the forend and removing the forend in a downward out ward swing motion.
Never force the forend off the barrel and receiver,

+4) With the barrel and receiver supported with one hand depress the cocking /
lacking lever fully and tip the barrel down until it disengages from the receiver.
Check the barrels for damage and blockage after removal,

Make sure that you fully install the choke tube before you fire the shotgun The
chokes are night hand thread. Make sure that you do not cross thread the chokes
and after use remove the choke tube and clean the choke tube threads and
location in the barrel where the choke tube thread into.

Additional information on screw choke tubes:

A) Before working with screw choke tubes make sure the gun is completsly
unloaded.

B} Only tighten or locsen choke tubes with flat key wrench supplied with shotgun.
Note: wrench (and extra choke tube or tubes if supplied) are under the cardboard
in front of the shotgun receiver in the box.

C) Never shoot the shotgun with a partially installed choke tube,

D) For steel shot or slugs use IC or Cylinder choke tubes. If you gun has choke
tubes that protrude out the barrel and are checkerad on the outside area that
protrudes in front of the barrel, these are steel shot choke tubes and the |G or
Cylinder nate does not apply for the steel shot.
