EXTERMNAL CONTROL PARTS:

TO LOAD YOUR SHOTGUM:

The removatle bax magazine will hold & rounds of 12 Ga 2 34" or 57 factory amemo... da not try b foree more than the & rounds into the
magazine bacauss you will either damage e cadridge or fw magazine by trying to oad more than e designaked capacity.

TO FIRE YOUR SHOTGUM:

Maka sure you have the gun ponted in 8 eafe dirsction and pull the trigger rearward LB slons al the trigger guarnd.

Shoutd shat shall &l 12 firg oo nat mowe gun imo anather positon and 46 nod open the action for at least 60 seconds. . A defective carridge
Mty bie siowdy igniiing and couic go ol aftar & long detay from the fime you puled the tigger. Atthe end of 50 seconds from the tima you pulled
thetrigger and the round did not o off, wou my careduly pul back tha slide or forearm ta remove the defectve cartridga. Do not ey bs lina thal
catridge agan... it shoud be considersd dangerows and & should be salely isalated wnil it can be desvoyed...

Slidirg the forearm fonward will chambar anaw round fram the magazine, Ale firing, the spent erempty hull is ejectad by pulling the forearm
comphataly rearward.

¥When the magazine i@ empty fa acton ramaing opan, Do not fry & toree it shut wih an empty magazne in the gun.

- UNLOADING:

ARer angaging the cross frigger safety ao that red ring does not show, the gun may be unioaded quite easily...

Male sure you are painling the gunin a safe direction, push magazine releass leavar iorward til itiouches body of megazine, while keeping
release leaver forward, use pendulum kke motion o wing magazng oul of Shalgun facaivear body.

To clear round o of chamber, nold back ackon unisek eavar and then cycle famsanm or shide reersarnd to eject the round in the chambar.
Visibly imspect chamber to inaure that the gun |s emgpty.



FIELD STRIPPING

Even though fitile maintenancs s required to keep your shotgun in trouble free warking arder, propar cane will ensure 2 life
time of funciion, Described below are the sequences for disassembly, cleaning, ard re-assembly.

ANY DISASSEMELY OF THE SHOTGUN PAST THE FOLLOWING INSTRUCTIONS
SHOULD BE DONE BY A COMPETENT GUNSMITH.

TOOLS AMD CLEANING MATERIALS REQUIREL:

1/8 PUNCH, SMALL HAMMER, GUN CLEANING SOLVENT, BRUSHES, RODS, GUN LUBRICANTS, AND CLEANING
RAGS.

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Engage croas trigger sefety

Point muzzle in safe direction

Remove magazine

Push action unlock leaver to allow forearm on skde to move rearward
Inspact ehamber 1o make sure gun iz nioaded

Move forearm forwerd fo certer of slide position

Uinscrew cap (Part Mo. 685) and remove barmed

With punch remove ramg pin (Part Mo, 626)

Remove feed ramp [Fart Mo, 41 2] with your fingars or By pushing a long rod through the forearm guide e
With punch remove trigger assembly pins (Part Mo, B26)

Remove irigger assambly with hand [do not disassembly trigger assembly]
Siowly and very carefully pull forearm forward to remova bolt assembly

Clean barrel Inside with a solvant-soaked brush bo remowve residees until brush comes out clean, then dry
and lubricate

Using a small brush clean all parts and receiver interion, then dry and lubricats

Garedully rainstall balt and forearm assembiy :

Rainstall trigger assembly

Rainstall teed ramp

Move forearm to center of stroke

Carafully reinstell barrel

Reinstall cap

Hold back action undock leaver and then cycle forearm rearward and the pull forearm forward

Making sure the gun is unloaded and painting in a safe direction, releass cross trigger safety and pull trigger to
chack for function

If problems check reassembly procedure and if you ean not remedy problems call EAA for hein
If no problems put on crose tigger safely and gun is ready for use

Ifthe gun is put away for a long pericd of ime, keep bottshut and hammer disengaged and eross riggersafety on, Oil
oufer surfacas lighlly with a quality o

Keep your finger off the trigger until you are aclually aiming at the target ready to shoot
Don't alter or modify your gun, and have guns serviced reguiarly,

Be certain the gun is unloaded bslore cleaning.

Always empty guns before ertering & house, car, fruck, boat, RV, camp or any buikding.
MNever leave a loaded gun unaftended.

Store guns and ammunition separately beyond the reach of children.

Don't “test the safety” by puling the trigger whils the safely e on

Be sure of your target and backstop before you shoot. Ask yourself what your bullet will hit if it
missas -the target.

Be sure the barrel is clear of obstruction before shooting
Guns and alcoho! or drugs don't mix. Don't take them before or during shodting activities.

Maver pull a gun towards you by the muzzle. Don't ciimb a tree or cross a fence or ditch with a
loaded gun. -

Load and unload with the muzzle pointed in & sale direction.

If a gun fails 1o fire when trigger is pulled, keep it pointed at larget for at least 60 seconds, Some-
times slow primer ignition will cause a “hang fire” and the cartridge will go off after a short pause.

Mover shoot at hard flat surfaces or water... bullets will ricochat
When receiving & gun always open the action and check that it's unloaded.
Mever put your hand over the muzzle of a gun,
