City of Birmingham v. Edwards, 93 So. 233 (Ala.App. 1922.)
Facts:
Dr. prosecuted for violation of city ordinance for practicing medicine without a 
license. Convicted. Filed appeal to Jefferson County Circuit Court alleging that ordinance contained no provision for punishment. City brought new complaint alleging violation of the corresponding state law. Defendant appeals citing that city ordinance is without punishment and therefore he is innocent. 
Issue:
Can defendant object to jurisdiction of court on appeal?
Rule:
No. Although on de novo hearing city may not prosecute under different statute as 

previously filed, defendant may not object to the jurisdiction of the court on appeal.

Application:
Simply because city erroneously filed new action on de novo that was 

different in substance from previous is not a means for defendant to be found innocent.

Conclusion:
Reversed/remanded.
