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Hicks v. State, 437 So.2d 1346 (Ala. 1983)
Facts:
Birmingham Municipal Judge issued a search warrant on defendant’s property 
with results to be delivered to Jefferson County District Court Judge. No one from county conducted search; only Birmingham P.D. Defendant moved to suppress evidence as unobtainable due to defective search warrant. Denied. Defendant appeals.
Issue:
Does municipal court judge have authority to issue search warrants?
Rule:
Yes. The Supreme Court, Beatty, J., held that municipal court judges have 

statutory authority to direct the execution of search warrants to municipal law enforcement officers.

Application:
Because city courts have territorial jurisdiction over the city and police 

jurisdictions, statutes authorizing municipal judges to direct executions of search warrants to municipal law enforcement officers do not violate constitutional provision prescribing the jurisdiction of the municipal courts.

Conclusion:
Affirmed.
