Charon, Joel M. Symbolic Interactionism: An Introduction, an Interpretation, an Integration, 8th ed. Upper Saddle River, N.J.: Prentice Hall, 2005. The author lays out the main points of symbolic interactionism, providing an understanding of why this perspective is important in sociology.


Fernandez, Ronald. Mappers of Society: The Lives, Times, and Legacies of Great Sociologists. Westport, CT.: Praeger Publishers, 2003. This book examines the lives and ideas of several sociologists who shaped the discipline: Marx, Durkheim, Weber, Simmel, Mead, Veblen, Goffman, and Berger.


Henslin, James M., ed. Down to Earth Sociology: Introductory Readings, 13th ed. New York: Free Press, 2005. This collection of readings about everyday life and social structure is designed to broaden the reader’s understanding of society, and of the individual’s place within it.


Mills, C. Wright. The Sociological Imagination. New York: Oxford University Press, 2000. First published in 1960, this classic analysis provides an overview of sociology from the framework of the conflict perspective.


Ritzer, George. Classic Sociological Theory, 3rd ed. New York: McGraw-Hill, 2004. To help understand the personal and historical context of how theory develops, the author includes biographical sketches of the theorists.


Ruane, Janet M., and Karen A. Cerulo. Second Thoughts: Seeing Conventional Wisdom Through the Sociological Eye, 3rd ed. Thousand Oaks, Calif.: Sage Publications, 2004. As the authors explode common stereotypes and myths, the relevance of sociology becomes apparent.

The authors criticize the research on the Yanomani, including that by Chagnon in the next book, with an emphasis on anthropologists’ inconsideration of human rights.


Chagnon, Napoleon A. Yanomamö: The Fierce People, 5th ed. New York: Harcourt, Brace, Jovanovich, 1997. This account of a tribal people whose customs are extraordinarily different from ours will help you to see how arbitrary the choices are that underlie human culture.


Edgerton, Robert B. Sick Societies: Challenging the Myth of Primitive Harmony. New York: Free Press, 1993. The author’s thesis is that cultural relativism is misinformed, that we have the obligation to judge cultures that harm its members as inferior to those that do not.


Hull, John R., Mary Jo Neitz, and Marshall Battani. Sociology on Culture. New York: Routledge, 2003. The authors present an overview of sociological approaches to culture.


Jacobs, Mark D., and Nancy Weiss Hanrahan, eds. The Blackwell Companion to the Sociology of Culture. Malden, MA.: Blackwell Publishing, 2005. The authors of these article explore cultural systems, everyday life, identity, collective memory, and citizenship in a global economy.

Heywood, Colin. A History of Childhood: Children and Childhood in the West from Medieval to Modern Times. Cambridge, UK: Polity Press, 2001. Critical of the Ariès book listed above, the author explores the changing experiences and perceptions of childhood from the early Middle Ages to the beginning of the twentieth century.


Hunt, Stephen J.  The Life Course: A Sociological Introduction. New York: Palgrave McMillan, 2006. Gives an overview of the life course while considering what is distinct about a sociological approach to this topic.


Lareau, Annette. Unequal Childhoods: Class, Race, and Family Life. Berkeley: University of California Press, 2003. The author documents differences in child rearing in poor, working-class, and �middle-class U.S. families.


Rymer, Russ. Genie: A Scientific Tragedy. New York: HarperPerennial Library, 1994. This account of Genie includes the battles to oversee Genie among linguists, psychologists, and social workers, all of whom claimed to have Genie’s best interests at heart.


Segal, Nancy L.  Entwined Lives: Twins and What They Tell Us About Human Behavior. New York: Plume, 2001. This summary of research on twins and human behavior is thorough, but, unfortunately, provides little basis to draw firm conclusions.


Settersten, Richard A., Jr., and Timothy J. Owens, eds. New Frontiers in Socialization. Greenwich, Conn.: JAI Press, 2003. The authors of these articles focus on the adult years in the life course, examining the influence of families, neighborhoods, communities, friendship, education, work, volunteer associations, medical institutions, and the media.


Sociological Studies of Child Development: A Research Annual. Greenwich, Conn.: JAI Press, published annually. Along with theoretical articles, this publication reports on sociological research on the socialization of children.


Walters, Glenn D. Criminal Belief Systems: An Integrated-Interactive Theory of Lifestyles. Westport, Conn.: Greenwood Publishing Group, 2003. The author analyzes how five belief systems (self-view, world-view, past-view, present-view, future-view) explain crime initiation and maintenance.


CHAPTER 4  Social Structure and Social Interaction


Goffman, Erving. The Presentation of Self in Everyday Life. New York: Peter Smith, Publisher, 1999. First published in 1959. This classic statement of dramaturgical analysis provides a different way of looking at everyday life. As a student, this was one of the best books I read.


Johnson, Kim K. P., and Sharron J. Lennon, eds. Appearance and Power. Oxford, England: Berg Publishers, 2000. The authors of these articles analyze how significant appearance, especially clothing, is for what happens to us in social life.


LeBesco, Kathleen. Revolting Bodies: The Struggle to Redefine Fat Identity. Amherst, MA.: University of Massachusetts Press, 2004. This analysis of the political struggle over the cultural meaning of fatness examines oppression and negative stereotypes.


Schauer, Frederick. Profiles, Probabilities, and Stereotypes. Cam�bridge, MA: Belknap Press, 2004. The focus of this book is the question of whether we can generalize about members of a group on the basis of the statistical tendencies of that group.


Schmidt, Kimberly D., Diane Zimmerman Umble, and Steven D. Reschly, eds. Strangers at Home: Amish and Mennonite Women in History. Baltimore: Johns Hopkins University Press, 2002. These accounts of the experiences of Amish and Mennonite women provide a window onto history, as well as insight into how social structure influences social interaction.


Seidman, Steven. The Social Construction of Sexuality. New York: W.W. Norton, 2004. The author explores how society influences our sexual choices, our beliefs about sexuality, and our sexual �standards.


Tönnies, Ferdinand. Community and Society (Gemeinschaft und Gesellschaft). New York: Dover Publications, 2003. Originally �published in 1887, this classic work, focusing on social change, provides insight into how society influences personality. Rather challenging reading.


Whyte, William Foote. Street Corner Society: The Social Structure of an Italian Slum, 4th ed. Chicago: University of Chicago Press, 1993. Originally published in 1943. The author’s analysis of interaction in a U.S. Italian slum demonstrates how social structure affects personal relationships.

Creswell, John W. Research Design: Qualitative, Quantitative, and Mixed Methods Approaches. Beverly Hills, Calif.: Sage, 2003. This introduction to research methods walks you through the research experience and helps you to understand when to use a particular method.


Gosselin, Denise Kindschi. Heavy Hands: An Introduction to the Crimes of Family Violence, 2nd ed. Upper Saddle River, N.J.: Prentice Hall, 2003. Explores causes, consequences, and prevalence of domestic violence; also has an emphasis on law enforcement.


Lee, Raymond M. Unobtrusive Methods in Social Research. Phila�delphia: Open University Press, 2000. This overview of unobtrusive ways of doing social research summarizes many interesting studies.


Lomand, Turner C. Social Science Research: A Cross Section of Journal Articles for Discussion and Evaluation, 4th ed. Los Angeles: Pyrczak Publishing, 2005. This overview of the methods of research used by sociologists includes articles on current topics.

Whyte, William Foote. Creative Problem Solving in the Field: Reflections on a Career. Lanham, Md.: AltaMira Press, 1997. Focusing on his extensive field experiences, the author provides insight into the researcher’s role in participant observation.


Wysocki Diane Kholos, ed. Readings in Social Research Methods, 2nd ed. Belmont, Calif.: Wadsworth, 2004. The authors of these articles provide an overview of research methods.

Based on their research and experience in organizations, the authors explain how understanding networks can improve communication and productivity.


Homans, George C. The Human Group. New Brunswick, N.J.: Transaction Publishers, 2001. First published in 1950. In this classic work, the author develops the idea that all human groups share common activities, interactions, and sentiments.


Hughes, Richard L., Robert C. Ginnett, and Gordon J. Curphy. Leadership: Enhancing the Lessons of Experience, 5th ed. New York: McGraw-Hill, 2005. Supplementing empirical studies with illustrative anecdotes, the authors focus on what makes effective leaders.

The author compares Western and Eastern organizations and their underlying philosophies and suggests ways of extracting and applying the best of both worlds.


Eberly, Don, and Ryan Streeter. The Soul of Civil Society: Voluntary Associations and the Public Value of Moral Habits. Lanham, MD.: Lexington Books, 2002. The authors’ thesis is that citizens’ involvement in voluntary organizations strengthens society.


Fineman, Stephen, Gabriel Yiannis, and David P. Sims. Organizing and Organizations, 3rd ed. Beverly Hills, Calif.: Sage Publications, 2006. The authors draw on many first-hand accounts to help enliven the study of formal organizations.


Freidson, Eliot. Professionalism: The 3rd Logic. Chicago: University of Chicago Press, 2001. The author distinguishes between professions, technical occupations, and crafts, analyzing how they differ by knowledge, education, career, organization, and ideology.


Hall, Richard H., and Pamela S. Tolbert. Organizations: Structures, Processes, and Outcomes, 9th ed. Upper Saddle River, New Jersey: 2005. The focus of this review of the literature on social organizations is on the impacts that organizations have upon individuals and �society.


Parkinson, C. Northcote. Parkinson’s Law. Boston: Buccaneer Books, 1997. Although this exposé of the inner workings of bureaucracies is delightfully satirical, if what Parkinson analyzes were generally true, bureaucracies would always fail.


Ritzer, George. The McDonaldization of Society: An Investigation into the Changing Character of Contemporary Life, 4th ed. Thousand Oaks, Calif.: Pine Forge Press, 2004. The author examines how Durkheim’s predictions about the rationalization of society are coming true in everyday life.


Watts, Duncan J. Six Degrees: The Science of a Connected Age. New York: W.W. Norton & Company, 2004. The author integrates his own research in network theory with the work of others.


CHAPTER 8  Deviance and Social Control


Conklin, John E. Why Crime Rates Fell. Boston: Allyn and Bacon, 2003. The author analyzes the reasons that experts have suggested for why crime rates have fallen: changes in policing, imprisonment, drugs and gun usage, age, and social institutions.


Girshick, Lori B. No Safe Haven: Stories of Women in Prison. Boston: Northeastern University Press, 2001. Do women occupy a special status in the criminal justice system? The author analyzes the life stories of forty imprisoned women to help find the answer.


Goffman, Erving. Stigma: Notes on the Management of Spoiled Identity. New York: Simon & Schuster, 1986. First published in 1968. The author outlines the social and personal reactions to “spoiled identity,” appearances that—due to disability, weight, �ethnicity, birth marks, and so on—do not match dominant �expectations.


Goode, Erich. Deviance in Everyday Life: Personal Accounts of Unconventional Lives. Prospect Heights, Il.: Waveland Press, 2002. Provides insight into the process of becoming deviant and an understanding of how people justify their norm violations.


Hendershott, Anne. The Politics of Deviance. San Francisco: Encounter Books, 2002. The author protests the medicalization of deviance, the mainstreaming of deviance, and social reactions to deviance that replace personal accountability.


Jankowski, Martín Sánchez. Islands in the Street: Gangs and American Urban Society. Berkeley: University of California Press, 1992. The author’s report on his participant observation of street gangs provides insightful understanding into their lives.


Lintner, Bert. Blood Brothers: The Criminal Underworld of Asia. New York: Palgrave MacMillan, 2004. Maps out the topography of organized crime in East Asia.


Lombroso, Cesare, Guglielmo Ferrero, Nicole Hahn Rafter, and Mary Gibson. Criminal Woman, the Prostitute, and the Normal Woman. Durham, N.C.: Duke University Press, 2005. This translation of a classic work from the 1800s on women and crime is put in current social context by two researchers on female criminals.


Lott, John R., Jr. More Guns, Less Crime. Chicago: University of Chicago Press, 2000. After reviewing state data on crime and right-to-carry gun laws, the author comes to the surprising conclusion that more guns mean less crime.


Rathbone, Cristina. A World Apart: Women, Prison, and Life Behind Bars. New York: Random House, 2006. A journalist’s account of the four years she spent investigating MCI Framingham, the oldest women’s prison in the United States.


Reiman, Jeffrey. The Rich Get Richer and the Poor Get Prison: Ideology, Class, and Criminal Justice, 7th ed. Boston: Allyn and Bacon, 2004. An analysis of how social class works to produce different types of criminals and different types of justice.


Rodriguez, Luis J. The Republic of East L. A.: Stories. Los Angeles: Rayo, 2003. These hard-hitting vignettes let the reader know what life is like in this poverty-plagued section of Los Angeles.


Scott, Kody (Sanyika Shakur). Monster: The Autobiography of an L. A. Gang Member. New York: Addison Wesley, 1998. This intriguing insider’s view of gang life provides a rare glimpse of the power of countercultural norms.

Held, David, and Anthony McGrew, eds. Global Transformations Reader: An Introduction to the Globalization Debate. Cambridge, England: Polity Press, 2003. The authors of these articles analyze how globalization is transforming state power, national cultures, the world economy, global inequality, and environmental challenges.


Huggins, Martha K., Mika Haritos-Fatouros, and Philip G. Zimbardo. Violence Workers: Police Torturers and Murderers Recon�struct Brazilian Atrocities. Berkeley: University of California Press, 2002. If you want an insider’s perspective in order to understand how ordinary people can rape, torture, and kill, this book will provide it.


Ritzer, George. The Globalization of Nothing. Thousand Oaks, CA: Pine Forge Press, 2004. The author expresses concerns about the short and long-term effects of globalization.


Sachs, Jeffrey D. The End of Poverty: Economic Possibilities for Our Time. East Rutherford, NJ: Penguin Press, 2005. After visiting 100 countries, representing 90% of the world’s population, the author suggests ways that we can end global poverty.


Sernau, Scott. Worlds Apart: Social Inequalities in a Global Economy, 2nd ed. Thousand Oaks, Calif.: Pine Forge Press, 2005. The author’s thesis is that the market-driven global economy contributes to rather than reduces social inequality.


Sklair, Leslie. Globalization: Capitalism and its Alternatives, 3rd ed. Oxford: Oxford University Press, 2003. The author identifies positive aspects of globalization, along with limitations of capitalism.


Wilkins, David E., and K. Tsianina Lomawaima. Uneven Ground: American Indian Sovereignty and Federal Law. Norman: University of Oklahoma Press, 2002. The author traces the relationship of Native Americans and the U.S. government.


Zakaria, Fareed. The Future of Freedom: Illiberal Democracy at Home and Abroad. New York: W.W. Norton, 2004. The author considers whether democracy is the best alternative in different parts of the world, and suggests that democracy requires strong limits to function properly.

Bowles, Samuel, Herbert Gintis, and Melissa Osborne Groves, eds. Unequal Chances: Family Background and Economic Success. New York: Russell Sage, 2005. The authors of these articles focus on how our economic origins affect our social destination as adults.


Ehrenreich, Barbara. Nickel and Dimed: On (Not) Getting By in America. New York: Metropolitan Books, 2001. The author, a sociologist, takes a series of unskilled, minimum-wage jobs—and tries to live on her earnings.


Florida, Richard. The Rise of the Creative Class: And How It’s Transforming Work, Leisure, Community and Everyday Life. New York: Basic Books, 2004. The author’s thesis is that a new social class has evolved, consisting of scientists, engineers, architects, educators, writers, artists, and entertainers, and that this class needs to become cohesive and work for the common good.


Gatewood, Willard B. Aristocrats of Color: The Black Elite, 1880–1920. Fayetteville: University of Arkansas Press, 2000. Analyzing the rise and decline of the African American upper class that developed after the Civil War, the author focuses on marriage, occupations, education, religion, clubs, and relationships with whites and with African Americans of lower classes.

Neckerman, Kathryn. Social Inequality. New York: Russell Sage, 2004. The author examines implications of the increasing economic inequality analyzed in this chapter for the quality of family and neighborhood life, access to education and health care, job satisfaction, and political participation.


Perucci, Robert, and Earl Wyson. The New Class Society, 2nd ed. Lanham, Md.: Rowman and Littlefield, 2003. An overview of the U.S. social class structure, with the suggestion that no longer is there a middle class.

A short book and crisp analysis that document social class and racial-ethnic advantage and disadvantage at kindergarten.

The author’s thesis is that individualism is changing the shape and substance of religion in the United States, minimizing doctrine and maximizing feelings and personal satisfactions.

Karp, David A. Speaking of Sadness: Depression, Disconnection, and the Meaning of Illness. New York: Oxford University Press, 1997. Written by a sociologist who has suffered from depression for many years, this book provides deep insight into people’s experience with this illness.


Kolata, Gina Bari. Flu: The Story of the Great Influenza Pandemic of 1918 and the Search for the Virus That Caused It. New York: Farrar, Straus, and Giroux, 2000. The author recounts the worst pandemic of the twentieth century, in which perhaps 40 million people died within a year.


Reverby, Susan M., ed. Tuskegee’s Truths: Rethinking the Tuskegee Syphilis Study. Chapel Hill: University of North Carolina Press, 2000. Analyses of the syphilis experiments conducted by the U.S. Public Health Service at Tuskegee Institute, which were carried out on unwitting African Americans.


Smedley, Brian D., Adrienne Y. Stith, and Alan R. Nelson, eds. Unequal Treatment: Confronting Racial and Ethnic Disparities in Health Care. Washington, D.C.: National Academies Press, 2003. The authors of these articles examine how stereotyping and biases on the part of healthcare providers, accompanied by barriers of �language, geography, and culture, contribute to inequality in healthcare.
