STATUS

The Church of Scientology Religious Education College Inc was mcorporated mz Australia as a religious charity on
19 October 1976 and commenced activites m the United Kingdom on 1 May 1977,

ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Basis of accounting
The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention.

The principal accounting policies of the Church, which are set out below, have remamned unchanged from the
previous period.

Income
Income represents the combined income from all the individual organisations of the Church in respect of spmtual

counselling and rehgious instruction given to mdividuals together with matenials supphed, denations, and income
from related activities provided to other churches and orgamsations.

Tangible fixed assets

Depreciation 13 provided at the following annual rates in order to write off each asset over its estimated useful life
Freehold property - 2% on cost

Fixtures and fittings - 10% & 20% on cost

Computer equipment -3333% on cost

Motor vehicles - 25% on cost

The short leasehold property 15 amortised over the penied of the lcase

Stocks
Stocks of religious books and artefacts are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value.

Foreign currencies
Assets and habihities in foreign currencies are translated into sterling at the rates of exchange ruling at the balance
sheet date Transactions m foreign currencies are translated into sterling at the rate of exchange ruling at the date

of transaction Exchange differences are dealt with through the mcome and expenditure account.

Consolidation
The financial statements of the subsidiary companies have not been mcorporated into a consolidated set of

financial statements because the Trustees do not consider that the addinonal expense involved would be of any
benefit to the members.

Donations recerved for capital expenditure
Donations received for capital expenditure are dealt with through reserves.

The Trustees of the Church consider that this policy is necessary to enable users of these financial statements to
more fully appreciate the true financial position of the Church, as these donations do not form part of the income
from the normal activities of the Church.

Grants received
During the year a grant was received towards property improvements from a grant-making association. The grant
will be recogmsed in the profit and loss account in future periods over the expected useful life of the asset.

Taxation

The Church is a South Austrahan charity, and 1s estabhished in England for charitable purposes only. The trustees

Deferred tax is recognised on all timing differences where the transactions or events that give a taxpayer an
obhigation to pay more tax in the future, or a nght to pay less tax n the future, have occurred by the balance sheet
date Deferred tax assets are recognised when it 1s more likely than not that they will be recovered. Deferred tax is
measured using rates of tax that have been enacted or substantively enacted by the balance sheet date
