4. Moses and Aaron meet the Governor 
Later, Moses and Aaron said to the Governor, “Yahweh, the God of Illinois, 

says:  ‘Let my people go, so they can have a celebration for me in Las Vegas.’”1 
 
The Governor replied, “Who is Yahweh, that I should obey him?  I don’t 

know Yahweh, and I won’t let the Illinoisans leave.”2 
 
They said, “Our God has met with us. Please let us drive three days to 

Nevada, so we can worship Yahweh, our God, or he’ll kill us.”3 
 
The Governor said to them, “The Illinoisans are now sitting around.  Why do 

you, Moses and Aaron, take the workers from their labor?  Get them going again!4  
There are thousands of Illinoisan workers, and thanks to you they’re all sleeping 
at their shovels.”5 

 
The same day the Governor commanded his foremen, and other Illinois 

religious leaders, saying,6  “You will no longer give the Illinoisans tools and 
supplies.  Let them do their work with their hands.7  They’ll lay the same amount 
of road and pick the same amount of cotton. They will do nothing less, because 
they’re lazy.  So they cry, saying, ‘Let us go and worship our God.’8  Also, put 
more work on the men.   Let’s not give them time to obey these lies from

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The foremen and the Illinoisan religious leaders went on the evening news and 
read a statement from the Governor:  “I will not give you Illinoisans anything.10

So, the Illinoisans went everywhere in Alabama to gather what they could.12  

The foremen were insistent, saying, “Drive the same amount of passengers as 
when you had buses.”13 

 
The Governor’s foremen beat the Illinoisan religious leaders, demanding, 

“Why aren’t your people doing enough?”14 
 
The religious leaders cried to the Governor, “Why are you treating us this 

way?15  Nothing is given to us, and you tell us, ‘Build, haul, and carry!’  We’re 
beaten, and we blame your foremen.”16 

 
The Governor said, “You’re lazy!  Lazy!  You say, ‘Let us go and worship 

Yahweh.’17  Go and work, because no tools or vehicles will be given to you, but 
you’ll deliver the same as before.”18 

 
The Illinoisan leaders recognized that they were in a bad situation.19  They left 

the Governor and ran into Moses and Aaron.20  The leaders said, “We hope 
Yahweh looks at you and judges you, because you made us stink in the nose of 
the Governor and his foremen.  You gave them guns to kill us.”21

hand will force him to let the Illinoisans leave.”24 
 
Moses told this to the Illinoisans, but they didn’t pay attention to him.25 
 
God said to Moses,26  “Go in and speak to the Governor, so he will let the 

Illinoisans leave his state.”27 
 
When Moses and Aaron spoke to the Governor, it was December 1, 1955.  

Moses was 26 years old, and Aaron was 29.28  Aaron put the umbrella before the 
Governor and his staff, and it became a machine gun.29 

 
The Governor called in a state highway police officer.30  The officer showed a 

machine gun disguised as an umbrella.  Suddenly, Aaron’s machine gun fired 
repeatedly at the officer’s gun and destroyed it.31  Still, the Governor was made 
stubborn, and he didn’t listen – just as God predicted.32

“Tell Aaron, ‘Take your umbrella, and stretch out your hand over the waters 

of Alabama, over the rivers, grocery stores, swimming pools, and taverns, so they 
only hold blood.  There will be blood throughout Alabama – and in every delivery 
truck coming into the state.”37 

 
Moses and Aaron did as God commanded.  Moses surprised the Governor in 

the bathroom and struck the pipes.  In the sight of the Governor, the blood ran hot 
and cold.38  It became every normal liquid the Alabamans were going to drink.39   

 
But, Alabama chemists imitated this water-to-blood action for the Governor.  

This made him stubborn – as God had predicted.40 
 
All the Alabamans drank the contents of mustard jars and soup cans, because 

they couldn’t drink anything else.41  This lasted for seven days.42 
 
God instructed Moses to tell the Governor, “Yahweh says:

The Governor called for Moses and Aaron and said, “Plead to Yahweh that he 

fixes our springs, and I will let the people leave, so they can worship him.”50 
 
Moses said to the Governor, “You set the time that I should pray for you and 

for your staff – so the springs are put back in place.”51 
 
He said, “Tomorrow.” 
 
Moses replied, “All right.  This way you’ll know there’s no one like our God

your umbrella before the shampoo bottles, so the Alabamans’ hair will be 
destroyed.’”56 

 
Aaron did so.  There was total hair fallout on Alabama’s men, women and 

animals.57  Health Department officials tried to emulate this problem, but they 
couldn’t.58 

 
The officials said to the Governor, “This is an act of God.” Still, the Governor 

wouldn’t listen.59 
 
God said to Moses, “Rise up early in the morning and meet the Governor.  

Tell him, ‘Yahweh says:  
 
“Let my people go,60 or I will send waves of choking air pollution on you, 

your staff, and your people.61  I will set aside the Centennial Hill part of 
Montgomery, where my people live.  No pollution will be there.  This way, you 
will know that he is Yahweh.62  Tomorrow, I will put a division between my

Moses said, “We can’t, because the Alabamans will see us worshiping and 

shoot us dead.66  We need to drive three days to Las Vegas, and we will worship 
Yahweh there – as he commands us.”67 

 
The Governor said, “I will let you go there – just don’t go any farther away.  

Pray for me.”68 
 
Moses said, “I will pray to Yahweh that the air becomes clean again.  But, you 

have to stop fooling us.”69 
 
Again, the Governor broke his promise.70 
 
Yahweh said, “Tell the Governor, ‘Yahweh says:  
 
“I will put my hand in your grocery stores and on the food, and I will spoil all 

of it.71  I will differentiate between the stores for Alabamans and the stores in 
Centennial Hill.  Everything for the Illinoisans will remain fresh.”‘”72 

 
God did this on the following day.  All the Alabama food became rancid, and 

everything for the Illinoisans stayed fine.73  But again, the Governor wouldn’t let 
the Illinoisans leave.74

God said to Moses and to Aaron, “Take handfuls of sugar, and let Moses 
throw them toward the sky in the sight of the Governor.75  It will become a small 
dust over Alabama, and all the Alabama men, women and animals will become 
grossly obese.”76 

 
Moses did so.77  The Alabama Health Department officials didn’t meet with 

Moses because they couldn’t leave their beds – they were so huge.78  But again, 
the Governor wouldn’t listen.79 

 
God said to Moses, “Rise up early in the morning.  Stand before the Governor, 

and tell him, ‘Yahweh says: 
 
“Let my people go.80  Or else, tomorrow, about this time, I send all your 

vehicles out of control, and they will smash into each other.81  You should order 
all cars and trucks to be placed in garages, because vehicles on the street will be

Those among the Governor’s staff who feared God parked their vehicles in 

any indoor space.83  Those who didn’t regard God left their cars outside.84 
 
God said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand toward a collection of car

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Moses did so, and God sent mechanical failures throughout all vehicles in the 

streets.86  There were major pileups – the worst in Alabama’s history.87  Cars and 
trucks were on their sides, in the fields, and on top of each other.88  But, in 
Centennial Hill, there was safe driving.89 

 
The Governor said to Moses and Aaron, “Yahweh is right.  My people and I 

are evil.90  Ask Yahweh for help, because we have to get our vehicles back on the 
road.  Then, I will let you go.”91 

 
Moses replied, “As soon as I leave this city, I’ll spread my hands to Yahweh. 

The vehicles will be repaired.  This way, you’ll know the earth belongs to 
Yahweh.92  But, I know that you and your staff don’t fear God yet.”93 

 
Moses did as he said, and all the vehicles righted themselves.94  But again, the 

Governor broke his promise.95 
 
Moses and Aaron said to the Governor, “Yahweh says:  
 
‘Let my people go.96  Or else, tomorrow, all your speakers – for phonographs, 

radios and televisions – will screech at full volume.97  The sound will cover 
Alabama, and no one will hear anything else.’”98

The staff said to the Governor, “How long will this man keep wrecking us?  

Let the Illinoisans go.  Don’t you realize Alabama is destroyed?”100 
 
The Governor called up Moses and said, “Go.  But, who will go with you?”101 
 
Moses replied, “We will leave with our young and old, our sons and 

daughters, and our vehicles and possessions.”102 
 
The Governor replied, “You’ll need Yahweh now, because you aren’t leaving 

with your children.  You and Aaron are the faces of evil!103  I say:  The men can 
leave, but that’s all!”  He slammed down the phone.104 

 
God told Moses, “Put your hand over a radio, so a screeching sound will cover 

Alabama – even coming from the car radios – and this will harm every eardrum in 
the state.”105 

 
Moses stretched his umbrella over a radio, and God produced this terrible 

amplified “screeeeee” sound day and night.106  The sound went everywhere but 
stopped at the state line.107  There was never a moment’s silence.108

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The Governor said to Moses and Aaron:  “I’ve sinned against Yahweh and 
you.109  Please forgive me again, and pray to Yahweh that he may take this 
horrible sound from me.”110 

 
Moses left the Governor and prayed.111  God turned the volume down, and 

there was quiet in all of Alabama.112  But God made the Governor stubborn, and 
he didn’t let the Illinoisans go.113 

 
God said to Moses, “Strike a newspaper to the ground, so there will be 

ignorance over Alabama.”114 
 
Moses did so, and for three days there was a total collapse of information 

sources – no medical records, newspapers, handwriting.  It was all gone and 
impossible to create.115  The Alabamans could not function for those three days, 
but the Illinoisans had all the information they needed.116 

 
The Governor summoned Moses and said, “Leave Alabama, but keep your 

vehicles and possessions here. Your little ones can go with you.”117 
 
Moses said, “No.  What’s more, you will give us gifts that we can offer to 

Yahweh.118  Also, our vehicles will go with us.  There won’t be a tire left behind, 
because we’ll need everything to serve Yahweh.  There are things we won’t know

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5. The firstborn 
God said to Moses, “I will bring one more plague on the Governor and 

Alabama.  Afterwards, he will let you go. When he does, he will certainly throw 
you out all together.1  Tell the Illinoisans to ask their Alabama neighbors for their 
bank accounts, shares of stock, and best vehicles – especially RVs (Recreational 
Vehicles).”2 

 
By this time, Alabamans looked up to the Illinoisans.  Moses was a great man 

in Alabama.  Even the Governor’s staff admired him.3 
 
Moses called the Governor and said, “Yahweh says:  
 
‘On an upcoming midnight I will go out into the midst of Alabama,4 and all 

the firstborn in Alabama will overdose on drugs and die, from the firstborn of the 
Governor in the mansion, to the firstborn of the factory worker.5  There will be 
tremendous anguish in Alabama, worse than there ever was before or will be.6 But 
the Illinoisans will be healthier than ever, so you’ll know I make a distinction 
between Alabamans and Illinoisans.7  Your entire staff will bow down to me, 
saying, “Leave, and take all the people who follow you.” After that, I will leave.’”  
Moses angrily hung up the phone.8 

 
God said to Moses, “The Governor won’t listen to you, so my powers will be 

even more awesome.9  This month will be the beginning.10  Tell everyone:

I will execute judgment against all the 
gods of Alabama.14  The bottles will be a sign on the houses where you are: When 
I see the bottles, I will retain the health there.15   

 
“This day will be a memorial for you.  You, and future generations, will keep 

it as a celebration to me.16  For seven days will you eat canned food.  Even on the 
first day you will not use your ovens, because you must prepare for the journey.  
So, whoever eats refrigerated food from the first day until the seventh day, that 
person will be cut off from the Illinoisans.17  You will eat nothing refrigerated.  
Wherever you stay, you will eat from cans.’”18 

 
At midnight, God caused all of Alabama’s firstborn to overdose and die.19  

The Governor rose up in the night, and so did all his staff, and so did all the 
Alabamans.  There was a great cry in the state, because in every home someone 
overdosed.20 

 
The Governor phoned Moses and said, “Wake up.  Get out of my state, you 

and the Illinoisans.  Leave – go and serve Yahweh, as you said.21  Take all your 
vehicles and be gone.  Also, bless me!”22

the Illinoisans asked the Alabamans for their riches,25 and the Alabamans let them 
have everything.26 

 
The Illinoisans drove in every kind of vehicle from Montgomery, Alabama 

northwest to Birmingham, Alabama (where African American Rosa Parks refused 
to give up her bus seat and propelled the civil rights movement).  The count of 
Illinoisans included about 60,000 people.27  They took ever kind of vehicle and 
possession.28  Also, they took canned food out of Alabama, because there was no 
easy way to refrigerate.29

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6. At the Mississippi River 
God didn’t lead the Illinoisans northwest to Tupelo, Mississippi (birthplace of 

Elvis Presley), although that was more direct.  The reason:  God said, “The 
Illinoisans might change their minds when they see the Tupelo police force, and 
they will return to Alabama.”1  Instead, God pointed the Illinoisans straight west.2 

 
Moses took the forefather Joseph’s bones along, because Joseph had said, 

“God will visit you, and you will carry up my bones away from here.”3 
 
They traveled west from Birmingham and camped near the small towns along 

the Mississippi River.4  Each day and night, God walked in front of them as the 
four stories tall Vegas Vic.  Vic’s neon colors were so bright the Illinoisans could 
travel easily at night.5 

 
God said to Moses,6 “Tell the Illinoisans to make camp south of Memphis, 

Tennessee, on the east shore of the Mississippi – where there are no bridges to 
cross.7 

 
“The Governor will say, ‘The Illinoisans are trapped!’8  I will make the 

Governor angry, and he will send his state police in.  And, I will be honored by 
the Governor and his police.  The Alabamans will know that I am Yahweh.”9 

 
After the Illinoisans left, the heart of the Governor and his staff changed 

toward the Illinoisans.  Alabamans asked, “Why did we let them stop serving

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The Governor got into his limousine and led the state police in pursuit of 
Moses.11  There were 60 police cruisers, and with them were sheriffs from all over 
Alabama.12  The Alabamans parked by the Mississippi – south of Memphis, 
Tennessee.13  When the Governor drew near, the Illinoisans looked up, and they 
were afraid.  

 
The Illinoisans cried to God14 and Moses, asking, “Why didn’t you let us get 

buried in Alabama?  Why did you bring us out here?15  We begged you to leave 
us in Alabama so we could serve the Alabamans.”16 

 
Moses said, “Don’t be afraid.  Stand still, and watch Yahweh save us.  The 

Alabamans you see now you will never see again.17  Yahweh will fight for you.”18 
 
God said to Moses, “Why are you crying to me?  Tell the Illinoisans to go 

forward.19  Lift up your umbrella, stretch out your hand over the Mississippi 
River, and divide it.  The Illinoisans will drive through the river bed on dry 
ground.20  I will make the Alabamans angry, and they will come after you.21 

 
Vic walked behind the Illinoisans22 and stood – blocking the Alabama 

police.23  Moses stretched out his hand over the Mississippi.  All night long, God 
caused the river to pull back by a strong east wind, and the waters divided.24

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The Illinoisans drove their vehicles onto the river bed, and the water formed 
walls on their right and left.25

The cops said over their police radios, “Let’s get out of here – Yahweh is 

fighting for them!”27 
 
God told Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the river and the waters will 

collapse on the Alabamans.”28 
 
Moses did so, and the waters began rushing again.  The Alabamans attempted 

to escape, but God crushed them under the current.29  The waters returned and 
covered all the police cars and officers.  No one on the Governor’s police force 
remained alive.30   

 
So, on this day, God saved Illinois from the Alabamans.  The Illinoisans saw 

dead Alabamans on the river banks down stream.31  Moses and the Illinoisans 
sang this song to God: 

 
Victory belongs to the great Yahweh 
The police are sunk in the river32 
Yahweh is the one and the only way

Moses led the Illinoisans onward from the Mississippi.  They drove west 

through the Ozark Mountains in Arkansas.  They traveled for 30 hours and no 
restaurant would serve them drinks.41  Finally, they came to Oklahoma City, 
Oklahoma and Route 66 (the historic southwest US interstate highway between 
Los Angeles, California and Chicago, Illinois).  They couldn’t get one drink from 
the town, because the government imposed the Jim Crow discrimination laws.42 

 
The Illinoisans grew angry with Moses, asking, “What can we drink?”43 
 
Moses asked God for help.  God showed Moses a truck full of soft drink

7. Where to eat 
Soon after, they left Amarillo and drove west into the New Mexico desert.1 
 
The Illinoisans complained to Moses and Aaron,2 “It would’ve been better if 

Yahweh killed us in Alabama, because then we had steaks and hamburgers.  Now, 
you have us in the middle of nowhere, and we’ll die of hunger.”3 

 
Then God said to Moses, “I will open Manna’s Restaurants for you – they are 

all along Route 66 – and your people will eat there once a day.  But, I am testing 
them.  I want to see if they are with me or not.4  On the sixth day they can eat 
twice as much – but no eating on the seventh day.”5 

 
Moses and Aaron said to all the Illinoisans, “This night, you will know 

Yahweh brought you out of Alabama.6  In the morning, you will see the glory of 
Yahweh, because he hears your complaints against him.7  In the evening, Yahweh 
will give you hamburgers to eat.  In the morning, Yahweh will give you grits.”8 

 
Moses said to Aaron, “Tell all the Illinoisans, ‘Come close to Yahweh, 

because he heard your complaints.’”9 
 
As Aaron spoke to the Illinoisans, they looked toward the open highway, and

Moses replied, “It’s the grits Yahweh gave you to eat.”15 
 
God commanded, “Each of you:  Take the leftovers you will need – that is 

all.”16 
 
Moses said to them, “Don’t keep any of it through that morning.”17 
 
Still, some of them did, and the grits became rancid.  Moses was upset with 

these people.18  The reason the grits went bad:  When the sun grew hot, it 
spoiled.19  On the sixth day they gathered twice as much grits, and all the leaders 
reported to Moses.20 

 
Moses said to them, “Yahweh said, ‘Tomorrow is a day of rest.  Bake the grits

The next morning, nothing stank.22  The seventh day, some of the Illinoisans 
went to Manna’s Restaurant, and they found it closed.23  The Illinoisans called the 
grits “manna.”  It was fluffy and white, and it had a honey-bread taste.24 

 
Moses said, “Yahweh commands, ‘Hold onto a Manna’s menu, so future 

generations can see the food God fed you on Route 66 – when I brought you from 
Alabama.’”25 

 
The Illinoisans ate at Manna’s 40 days, until they came to an area that didn’t 

serve travelers – at the border of New Mexico and Arizona.26  The Illinoisans 
drove through the desert and, following God’s direction, set up camp at the 
Arizona-Nevada border.  But, there was no gasoline for their vehicles.27 

 
The people yelled to Moses, “Give us gasoline so we can drive! 
 
Moses asked them, “Why are you fighting me and tempting Yahweh?”28 
 
The people complained to Moses, “Why did you bring us out of Alabama – 

just to have us run out of gas?”29 
 
Moses cried to God, asking, “What should I do with the Illinoisans?  They’re

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8. Hoover Dam 
The Illinoisans were fighting and testing God while they were at Hoover Dam, 

between Arizona and Nevada.1  During all this, Ku Klux Klansmen came out and 
fought with the Illinoisans.2 

 
Moses said to Joshua, “Choose men for us, go out, and fight the Klansmen. 

Tomorrow I will take God’s umbrella and stand on the top of Hoover Dam.”3 
 
Joshua did as Moses had said to him.  He fought with the hooded men on 

horseback.  Moses, Aaron, and Hur went up the dam.4  When Moses held up his 
hand, the Illinoisans prevailed.  When he let down his hand, the KKK prevailed.5  
Since Moses’ hands were heavy, Aaron and Hur took nearby equipment, put it 
under him, and he sat on it. Aaron and Hur held up Moses’ hands, and they were 
steady until sunset.6  Joshua defeated the Klansmen with his shotgun.7 

 
God said to Moses, “Make a Super 8mm film of this moment, and say it to 

Joshua:  I will erase the memory of the Ku Klux Klan.”8  
 
In commemoration of this battle, Moses turned an RV into a prayer house, and 

he called it Flagship Yahweh.9  He said, “Yahweh has sworn he will war with the

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9. Jethro advises Moses 
Jethro, the Arizona broadcaster and Moses’ father-in-law, read in the 

newspapers what God had done for Moses and the Illinoisans.1  Zipporah, Moses’ 
wife, had previously returned to her father,2 and she took their two sons along.  
One son was Gershom3 and the other was Eliezer.  He was named Eliezer 
because, Moses said, “My father’s God took me from the Governor’s gunpoint.”4 

 
On this day, Jethro, Moses’ wife and two sons went where Moses was 

encamped, on the shore of Lake Mead.5  Jethro said to Moses, “I have come to 
you with your wife and your two sons.”6 

 
Moses hugged Jethro.  They walked into Moses’ RV.7  Moses told his father-

in-law what God had done, what problems that had come on the way, and how 
God solved them.8   

 
Jethro was thrilled when he learned how Yahweh delivered the Illinoisans 

from the Alabamans.9  He said, “Blessed be Yahweh.  He rescued you from the 
Alabamans and the Governor.10  Now I know Yahweh is greater than all gods.”11

them know the laws of God.”16 

 
Jethro said, “This isn’t good.17  You and your people will wear out.  This is 

too much for one person.18  Listen to me, because I’m giving you good advice.19  
Get able people – people who fear God, love truth, and hate injustice – and put 
them in charge of hundreds, fifties, and tens of Illinoisans.20  Let them judge the 
people at all times.  You, Moses, will judge the great issues brought to you, but 
they will judge every small matter.  Having them share the load with you will be 
easier for you.”21 

 
Moses listened to his father-in-law, and he did everything Jethro advised.22  A

Moses went into downtown Vegas, and God spoke to him as Vic.  God said, 

“This is what you will tell Jacob’s family and the Illinoisans.  Yahweh said:2   
 
‘You saw what I did to the Alabamans – how I put you in a race car and 

brought you to me.3  Now, if you will obey my voice, and keep your word, then 
you will be mine from among all people.4  You will be my broadcast center.’”5 

 
Moses called for the leaders, and he passed along God’s words.6  All the 

people answered together, saying, “We will do what Yahweh says.” 
 
Moses reported the people’s words to God.7 
 
God said to Moses, “You will hear me through the radio static, and then you 

will see me.  Then, you will believe in me forever.8  Go to the people, clean them 
up today and tomorrow, let them wash their clothes,9 and be ready for the third 
day.  Because, on that day, I will come down as Vegas Vic in front of all the 
people.10

8 02 Exo 19:09  And the LORD said unto Moses, Lo, I come unto thee in a thick cloud, that the people may 
hear when I speak with thee, and believe thee for ever.  And Moses told the words of the people unto the 
LORD.

‘Be careful that you don’t go up to the casino, or touch it.  Whoever touches 
the casino will die.11  No hands will pull slot machines, or they will be electrically 
shocked, and they will not live.’ 

“When my voice is heard saying, ‘Howdy, Partner,’ the Illinoisans will come 
down Fremont Street.”12 

 
Moses left the city, and he cleaned up the Illinoisans.  They washed their 

clothes.13  Moses said, “Be ready by the third day. Don’t have sexual relations.”14 
 
The third day, in the morning, lightning struck the casino several times, and 

Vic’s voice was loud.  The people shook with fear.15  Moses led the people out of 
the camp to meet God, and they stood at the end of the downtown street.16  At the 
Pioneer Club, a thick fog cleared away, and there stood Vegas Vic.  The building 
quaked with Vic’s every motion,17 and Vic’s voice grew louder.  Moses spoke, 
and Vic answered him.18  Vic called Moses to the fire escape, and Moses went 
up.19 

 
God said to Moses, “Go down and hold the people back, because if they come 

too close, many of them will die.20  Also, the broadcasters who come near me 
should have clean throats, or I will quiet them.”21 

 
Moses replied, “The people can’t come up to Vic, because you commanded,

“You will work six days, and do all your work,9 but the seventh day is for rest.  

You will not do any work – nor will your sons, daughters, laborers, vehicles, and 
visiting strangers.10  In six days I made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in 
them, and I rested the seventh day.  Therefore, I blessed the rest day and made it 
holy.11 

 
“Honor your father and mother, and pray they will live many years in the state 

I will give you.12

All the people heard Vic and watched him walk around on the street.  They 

trembled and stayed back a distance.18  They said to Moses, “You can talk with 
us, and we’ll listen.  But don’t let God speak to us, or we’ll die.”19 

 
Moses replied, “Don’t fear, because God has come to test you, and he might 

have put the fear into your hearts, so you’ll stay good.”20 
 
The people stood back, and Moses walked closer to the thick darkness where 

God was.21 
 
God said to Moses, “Tell the Illinoisans, ‘You saw that I talked with you from 

heaven.22  You will not make gods of silver or gold.23  You will begin a radio 
station for me.24  When you make the broadcast studio, you will not use press 
board, because when you use your power tools on pressboard, you will ruin it.25  
Also, put a ramp to the studio instead of steps.26

answered with one voice:  “We will do everything Yahweh has said.”31 
 
Moses had God’s words typed up, and he arose early in the morning.  Moses 

began building the storefront radio studio on Fremont Street – in the middle of all 
the casinos.32  Then Moses and more than 70 of the Illinoisan leaders climbed the 
fire escape.33  They saw Vic step away from his position against the Pioneer Club.  
Even the soles of his neon boots shined like sapphire stones.34  He didn’t stretch 
out his hand toward the Illinoisans leaders.  They saw Vic, and ate and drank.35 

 
God said to Moses, “Come up to me on the landing, and stay here.  I will give 

you neon signs written with my laws – so you can teach them.”36 
 
Moses awoke with help from Joshua, his assistant.  Then, Moses climbed the 

fire escape.37  While still in hearing distance, Moses said to the leaders, “Wait at 
the bottom for us. Aaron and Hur are with you.  Go to them if there are any

During this time, the people saw that Moses was staying on the fire escape.  

The people gathered around Aaron, and said to him, “We’ve never watched TV, 
and we want to.  Moses never allowed this, but we don’t know what happened to 
him.”1 

 
Aaron said to them, “Take off your jewelry and bring it to me.”2 
 
All the people did so.3  Aaron took the jewelry to a pawn shop and traded it 

for several TV sets.  The people plugged the TVs into their electric generators and 
said, “TV is the god we worship.”4 

 
When Aaron saw this, he put lawn chairs in front of the TVs.  Aaron 

announced, “Tomorrow we will eat in front of the TVs.”5 
 
They rose up early on the next day, and they agreed about which channels to 

view.  The Illinoisans sat down to watch TV, eat and drink.6 
 
God said to Moses, “Go – climb down the fire escape.  The Illinoisans have 

corrupted themselves!7  They immediately rejected the way I commanded.  They 
bought television sets, and they are worshiping them.8  I have seen these people, 
and they are getting stiff necks from their constant TV watching.9  Leave me 
alone, because I am extremely angry with them.  I will eliminate them, and I will

40 02 Exo 39:35  The ark of the testimony, and the staves thereof, and the mercy seat, 
41 02 Exo 39:43  And Moses did look upon all the work, and, behold, they have done it as the LORD had 
commanded, even so had they done it: and Moses blessed them. 
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Part 5. Wandering 
 

13. An unapproved broadcast 
Two of Aaron’s sons, Nadab and Abihu, decided to transmit their own 

messages – though they didn’t have broadcast licenses. They rigged up the wiring, 
transmitter and microphone, and they sent out strange messages God hadn’t 
commanded.1  God caused the generator to catch fire, and Nadab and Abihu were 
consumed in the flames.2 

 
Moses said to Aaron, “Yahweh said: ‘I will show myself holy to those who 

come near me, and I will be glorified before everyone.’”   
 
Aaron stayed quiet.3 
 
Moses talked with Aaron and his two surviving sons, Eleazar and Ithamar.  

They met in the jock lounge (so named because disk jockeys relaxed there before 
going in front of the microphone).  Moses said, “Don’t be excessive with 
mourning Nadab and Abihu.  Let the Illinoisans mourn them.4  Don’t even leave 
the jock lounge now, because you’re Yahweh’s broadcasters.  If you go on the air, 
you’ll die.”   

 
They did as Moses wished.5 
 
God said to Aaron,6 “Don’t drink alcohol in the jock lounge.  This will 

become a rule for all broadcasters.”7 
 
God said to Moses, “Tell Aaron to not enter the broadcast RV – he especially 

shouldn’t sit in the broadcast chair.  If he does, he will die.  Vic is going to sit at 
the microphone.”8

5 03 Lev 10:07  And ye shall not go out from the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, lest ye die: for 
the anointing oil of the LORD is upon you.  And they did according to the word of Moses. 
6 03 Lev 10:08  And the LORD spake unto Aaron, saying, 
7 03 Lev 10:09  Do not drink wine nor strong drink, thou, nor thy sons with thee, when ye go into the 
tabernacle of the congregation, lest ye die: it shall be a statute for ever throughout your generations: 
8 03 Lev 16:02  And the LORD said unto Moses, Speak unto Aaron thy brother, that he come not at all 
times into the holy place within the vail before the mercy seat, which is upon the ark; that he die not: for I 
will appear in the cloud upon the mercy seat. 
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The Illinoisans began murmuring their discontent.  God was angry about this, 
so he let most of them catch a burning skin disease and die.9  The Illinoisans cried 
to Moses.  Moses prayed to God, and the disease subsided.10  The name of that 
place was Mohave Valley, Arizona – a stop on Route 66.11 

 
A little later, the Illinoisans said they were hungry.  They asked, “How can we 

get some chicken?12  We remember the fish fries in Alabama – we put onions and 
garlic on the fish.13  We’re tired of Manna’s Restaurant!”14 

 
Moses talked with God on this subject.  God said, “Prepare your people.  

Tomorrow, they will enjoy bird.”15 
 
Moses replied, “I’m leading 60,000 people.  You’re saying you can feed bird 

to all of us?”16 
 
God said, “Am I suddenly without resources?  You will see.”17 
 
The next morning, attention centered on the huge chicken ranch nearby.  This 

farm gave the Illinoisans all their birds.18  The Illinoisans plucked chickens all 
that day, night, and the next day.  Those who did the least had 10 chickens.  They 
roasted the birds everywhere in the camp.19

16 04 Num 11:21  And Moses said, The people, among whom I am, are six hundred thousand footmen; and 
thou hast said, I will give them flesh, that they may eat a whole month. 
17 04 Num 11:23  And the LORD said unto Moses, Is the LORD’s hand waxed short?  thou shalt see now 
whether my word shall come to pass unto thee or not. 
18 04 Num 11:31  And there went forth a wind from the LORD, and brought quails from the sea, and let 
them fall by the camp, as it were a day’s journey on this side, and as it were a day’s journey on the other 
side, round about the camp, and as it were two cubits high upon the face of the earth. 
19 04 Num 11:32  And the people stood up all that day, and all that night, and all the next day, and they 
gathered the quails: he that gathered least gathered ten homers: and they spread them all abroad for 
themselves round about the camp. 
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While the people ate, God grew angry with them, so he sent a deadly virus 
through hundreds of them.20

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14. Miriam 
Miriam and Aaron spoke against Moses because of the Florida lady Moses 

married.1  They asked, “Has Yahweh really only spoken with Moses?  Hasn’t he 
also spoken with us?”  

 
God heard this.2  Moses was the most humble man on earth.3 
 
Yahweh spoke suddenly to Moses, Aaron, and Miriam:  “The three of you – 

go to the jock lounge now.”   
 
They did so.4  There was a knock at the jock lounge door.  When they opened 

it, there stood Vegas Vic.  He said to Aaron and Miriam,5 “Listen to me.  If there 
is a prophet among you two, I will speak with you in a dream.6  Moses is the 
exception, because he is so faithful.7  I will talk with him directly.  So, why do 
you speak against him?”8 

 
Vic was angry with them.  He left.9  Miriam stepped out of the lounge, and a 

white car skidded out of control and hit Miriam.  She was seriously injured.10 
 
Aaron said to Moses, “Oh, please don’t let this happen.  We were foolish.11  I 

pray to you:  Cure Miriam.”12 
 
Moses cried to Yahweh, saying, “Heal her, God, I beg you.”13

3 04 Num 12:03  (Now the man Moses was very meek, above all the men which were upon the face of the 
earth.) 
4 04 Num 12:04  And the LORD spake suddenly unto Moses, and unto Aaron, and unto Miriam, Come out 
ye three unto the tabernacle of the congregation.  And they three came out. 
5 04 Num 12:05  And the LORD came down in the pillar of the cloud, and stood in the door of the 
tabernacle, and called Aaron and Miriam: and they both came forth. 
6 04 Num 12:06  And he said, Hear now my words: If there be a prophet among you, I the LORD will make 
myself known unto him in a vision, and will speak unto him in a dream.

10 04 Num 12:10  And the cloud departed from off the tabernacle; and, behold, Miriam became leprous, 
white as snow: and Aaron looked upon Miriam, and, behold, she was leprous. 
11 04 Num 12:11  And Aaron said unto Moses, Alas, my lord, I beseech thee, lay not the sin upon us, 
wherein we have done foolishly, and wherein we have sinned.

13 04 Num 12:13  And Moses cried unto the LORD, saying, Heal her now, O God, I beseech thee. 
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God replied, “Shouldn’t she be ashamed for seven days?  Put her in a hospital

They did this, and the people didn’t travel until Miriam returned.15  Afterward, 

the people left Two Guns, Arizona, and set up camp in the Navaho Reservation.16

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15. Spying on Illinois 
God said to Moses,1 “Send men to spy on Illinois.”2 
 
During this time they were all in the New Mexico desert, and certain men 

prepared to follow God’s orders.3 
 
Moses said to them, “Go east on Route 66 until you reach Amarillo, Texas.  

At the Mountain Store you’ll find Illinois maps and tourist information.4  Then, 
drive to Illinois.  See the racists living there, and tell me:  Are they tough?  Are 
there many of them?5  And, the towns:  What are they like?6  And, the ground:  Is 
it fertile?  Be courageous – and informative.”7 

 
The spies traveled to Amarillo, and then they drove to eastern Kansas.  Their 

spying increased the closer they got to the chosen state.8  They went northeast and 
reached Springfield, Illinois (Abraham Lincoln’s hometown).  The Springfielders 
lived there.9  After 40 days, they returned from their spying.10 

 
Back in the New Mexico desert, they approached Moses, Aaron, and all the 

Illinoisans.  The spies showed items they obtained.11  They said, “We came back 
from Illinois, and it’s very fertile – here’s some Illinois corn.12  But the racists 
there are powerful.  Their towns have police forces, and they can call out the state 
militia anytime.

Caleb was one of the spies.  He excited the people by saying, “Let’s overrun 

Illinois – we definitely can.”15 
 
But other spies with Caleb said, “We can’t beat them.  They’re more powerful 

than we are.”16  These men produced a phony report that said, “We saw Illinois, 
and it destroys everyone who goes in there.  The residents are strong.”17 

 
All the Illinoisans worried about this report.18  They whispered against Moses 

and Aaron, and finally said to them, “We wish we had died in Alabama – it’s 
better than being in the New Mexico desert.19  Why does Yahweh want us to get 
killed in Illinois?  Our wives and kids will be hunted down.  Shouldn’t we just 
drive back to Alabama?”20 

 
They said one to another, “Let’s vote on a new leader, and we’ll return to

But the Illinoisans wanted to shoot Joshua, Caleb and the other followers.  

Suddenly, Vic walked out of the jock lounge RV and was seen by all the

Vic had a one-on-one meeting with Moses and asked, “How long will these 

people hate me?  And this, after I showed them all the signs.28  I’m going to wipe 
them out, and I’ll give you a new and better people.”29 

 
Moses replied, “If you do, the Alabamans will read about it in their 

newspapers.30  They already saw you on their TV news shows.31  All America 
will hear about you killing the Illinoisans, and they’ll say:32

Regarding those spies who went into Illinois and came back with a phony 

report:43  They all caught a disease and died almost immediately.44 
 
The Illinoisans traveled and camped outside Hannibal, Missouri.  Along the 

way, Moses told the Illinoisans about Vic’s anger, and the Illinoisans were sad.45  
They got up early the next morning, stood together, and said, “Yes, we’re sinners.  
Now, we’ll drive into Illinois – the state Yahweh promised us.”46 

 
Moses replied, “You’re defying Yahweh again!47  Don’t go into Illinois now, 

because Yahweh won’t be with you, and our enemies will destroy you.48  The

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16. Dathan and the Young Broadcasters 
Dathan led a group1 that rose up against Moses.  They were 25 who called 

themselves the Young Broadcasters.2 
 
Dathan said to Moses and Aaron, “You have too many responsibilities.  Why 

don’t you turn it over to us?  We can broadcast to the people.”3 
 
When Moses heard this, he nearly collapsed.4  Moses said, “Tomorrow 

morning, Yahweh will show us who his broadcasters are.5  Take your demo tapes6 
and stack them up.7  You think Yahweh has selected you as top broadcasters.8  
But here you are, rising against him.  And what do your golden voices whisper 
about Aaron – our number one broadcaster?”9 

 
Later, Moses radioed Dathan on the Walkie Talkie, and Dathan said, “We 

won’t support you.10  It’s bad enough you brought us from a fine state to have us 
dying in the desert.  Now you’re making yourself the broadcast king.11  We 
haven’t gotten anything from you.  No, we won’t support you.”12 

 
Moses was furious, and he said to God, “Don’t accept their tapes.  I haven’t

7 04 Num 16:07  And put fire therein, and put incense in them before the LORD to morrow: and it shall be 
that the man whom the LORD doth choose, he shall be holy: ye take too much upon you, ye sons of Levi. 
8 04 Num 16:09  Seemeth it but a small thing unto you, that the God of Israel hath separated you from the 
congregation of Israel, to bring you near to himself to do the service of the tabernacle of the LORD, and to 
stand before the congregation to minister unto them? 
9 04 Num 16:11  For which cause both thou and all thy company are gathered together against the LORD: 
and what is Aaron, that ye murmur against him? 
10 04 Num 16:12  And Moses sent to call Dathan and Abiram, the sons of Eliab: which said, We will not 
come up: 
11 04 Num 16:13  Is it a small thing that thou hast brought us up out of a land that floweth with milk and 
honey, to kill us in the wilderness, except thou make thyself altogether a prince over us? 
12 04 Num 16:14  Moreover thou hast not brought us into a land that floweth with milk and honey, or given 
us inheritance of fields and vineyards: wilt thou put out the eyes of these men?  we will not come up. 
13 04 Num 16:15  And Moses was very wroth, and said unto the LORD, Respect not thou their offering: I 
have not taken one ass from them, neither have I hurt one of them. 
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Moses and Aaron brought the Young Broadcasters into the jock lounge, and 
they all put demo tapes into a stack.14   

 
Vic opened the door.15  Vic said to Moses and Aaron,16 “Stand back.  

Everyone here is going to die.”17 
 
Moses and Aaron pleaded, “Yahweh, one man is doing this, and you’re going 

to take it out on everyone?”18 
 
Yahweh said Moses,19 “Leave this room.  Tell the Illinoisans to get back.”20 
 
Moses looked at Dathan then left.21  Moses said to the people, “Leave this 

area, I’m begging you.  If you don’t, you’ll be dead.”22 
 
Everyone backed away from the jock lounge.  Dathan and the others remained 

in there – with their wives and children.23 
 
Moses said, “Now you’ll know that Yahweh has sent me to do all this.  This 

didn’t come out of my mind.”24 
 
Just when Moses stopped speaking, carbon monoxide went into the jock 

lounge RV and suffocated everyone inside.25

As the Illinoisans said this, they looked at the jock lounge RV, and Vic 

stepped out.30  Vic pointed to the people who murmured, and said to Moses,31 
“Stand back from these people, because I’m going to kill them.”   

 
Moses was shocked.32  He said to Aaron, “Broadcast your voice through the 

loudspeakers – so everyone can hear.  It will make amends for what those people 
said.  Go quick!  Vic is furious – he’s already spreading a virus.”33 

 
Aaron did so, and the people were in the process of dying.34  He helped 

separate the dead and the living, and the virus subsided.35  The virus killed 1,470 
people, and that doesn’t include Dathan’s DJs and their families.36

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17. Meribah Saloon 
The Illinoisans drove to Kansas, and they set up camp in Dodge City (the 

Wild West town that was the 1870s home of US Marshall Wyatt Earp).  Miriam 
died there, and she was buried.1 

 
There was no water for the Illinoisans, so they gathered against Moses and 

Aaron.2  The people complained, “We wish we’d have been killed by Vic!3  Why 
did you bring us here into the farmland to die – and have our vehicles rot?4  Why 
did you bring us out of Alabama to a place with no grocery stores or vegetable 
stands?  And, there’s no drinking water.”5 

 
Moses and Aaron left the gathering and went to the jock lounge.  While they 

reflected, Vic walked in and pulled up a chair.6  Yahweh said to Moses,7 “Take 
your umbrella and assemble the people in front of the shuttered saloon.  Speak to 
the saloon door, and it will open for business.  Everyone will enjoy water and soft 
drinks.”8 

 
Moses took the umbrella as Yahweh commanded him.9  Moses gathered the 

Illinoisans and said to them, “Hear now, you rebels.  Should we get you water out 
this saloon?”10 

 
Moses lifted up his umbrella and knocked on the door twice.  The entire 

saloon suddenly looked new, and the whole group drank.  And, they had water for 
their radiators.11

The saloon was called Meribah.  The Illinoisans fought with God there, and he 
was made holy.13

Moses called up Governor Edom of Missouri and said, “We’re your friends, 

the Illinoisans.  You’ve read in your newspapers about everything that’s happened 
to us.1  Right now, we’re in Dodge City.”2 

 
Governor Edom said to Moses, “You aren’t coming through this state, or my 

highway patrol will pull their guns on you.”3 
 
Moses said, “We’ll only use Route 66.  If we drink or fuel up we’ll pay you 

for it.  Just let us – without doing anything else – pass through.”4 
 
The Governor replied, “You won’t drive through.”  
 
He sent out an enormous fleet of highway patrol cars,5 and it was effective.  

The Illinoisans had to turn onto another road.6  They journeyed to Kansas City, 
Kansas.7  Moses and Aaron were at the state line border of Kansas and Missouri.   

 
Yahweh said to them,8 “Aaron will meet with his people, because he won’t 

enter Illinois.  This is because you rebelled against my word back in Dodge City – 
at the Meribah Saloon9  Take Aaron and his son Eleazar, and bring them to 
Independence, Missouri (hometown of US President Harry S. Truman) – on the 
Missouri side.10  Give Aaron’s broadcast license to Eleazar.  Then, with all his 
people around him, Aaron will die.”11

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Part 6. Conquest 
 

19. Crossing through Oklahoma City 
The Illinoisans spoke against God and Moses, saying, “Why did you bring us 

out of Alabama to get shot here?  We’re tired of this farm-grown food.”1 
 
God sent attorneys into the camp, and they served dozens of trespassing 

summonses to the people.  Many Illinoisans would have to go to court, and they 
could lose their RVs.2 

 
The people pleaded to Moses, “We sinned because we spoke against Yahweh 

and you.  Please pray to Yahweh so he lifts these court orders from us.”  Moses 
prayed.3 

 
God said to Moses, “Find a photo of the most vicious attorney.  Frame it and 

hang it up prominently.  Those who were served legal papers should look at the 
picture, and they will be freed.”4 

 
Partly because of the legal issues, the Illinoisans left western Missouri and 

traveled back to the New Mexico desert.  Then, they went east to Texas, and to 
the Red River – bordering Texas and Oklahoma.  After crossing the river into 
Oklahoma, they turned north onto a road that was once the Chisholm Trail.  (In 
the 1870s American west, cattle were driven on the Chisholm Trail.  Cattle started 
in Texas and walked north onto railroad trains in Kansas.)5 

 
The Illinoisans sent a letter to Mayor Sihon of Oklahoma City, saying,6  “Let 

us drive through your western suburbs.  We will not stop in the towns. We will 
not steal anything.  We will go north on Route 81.”7

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Mayor Sihon wouldn’t allow the Illinoisans to pass through his suburbs.  
Instead, the Mayor sent his police force to round up the Illinoisans.8  The police 
and Illinoisans got into a shootout, and the Illinoisans won.  They secured the land 
from the Red River to the border of Tulsa, Oklahoma.9  The Illinoisans took all 
the towns in between and lived there – including all parts of Oklahoma City and 
its suburbs.10  An Illinoisan songwriter wrote: 

 
We conquered Oklahoma City 
It’s rebuilt on top of Mayor Sihon11 
The lights went out, and it was gritty 
They can’t see – oh what a day to die on 
 
We’ll go north, while they’re in a pity 
Red River’s our south that we will stand on.12 
Oklahoma, what a state you’re in 
You just came unglued in the time to fight 
 
Your police fled when they felt us win 
All your women are now part of our might 
Mayor Sihon pays much for his sin13 
Because his people are sent off in flight 
 
Oklahoma City has fallen.14 
 
The Illinoisans lived for awhile in Oklahoma City.15  Then, they turned and 

drove north to Wichita, Kansas (in the 1870s, cattle came off the trail in Wichita 
and went onto railroad cars heading to the eastern US).  Wichita’s Mayor Og sent 
out the Kansas state militia to fight against the Illinoisans.16

20. Governor Balak and Hillbilly Balaam 
Prior to taking Wichita, the Illinoisans were in Oklahoma.1  Oklahoma 

Governor Balak saw what the Illinoisans did to Oklahoma City.2  The 
Oklahomans feared the Illinoisans, because there were thousands of them.3 

 
The Oklahomans said to their state legislature, “Now, the Illinoisans will 

clean up the rest of the state – like a vacuum cleaner.”4 
 
Governor Balak called up Balaam, a wise hillbilly who lived east in the 

Arkansas Ozark Mountains.  Balaam said, “Thousands of people left Alabama 
and came to Oklahoma.  They cover our state, and they’re moving against me.5  
They’re too strong for me, so please spread a disease among them.  Then, maybe I 
can strike them and drive them out of my state.  I know your reputation for 
causing plagues.”6 

 
Young Oklahoma politicians and the members of the state legislature left for 

Arkansas.  They took a medical certificate they would present to Hillbilly Balaam.  
They met Balaam and repeated what Governor Balak had said.7 

 
Balaam replied, “Stay here tonight, and I’ll bring you Yahweh’s words – 

because he’ll speak to me.”8 
 
That night, God came to Hillbilly Balaam and asked, “Who are these people 

with you?”9 
 
Balaam replied, “They’re Governor Balak’s people.10  He wants me to spread 

a disease among the Alabamans who are taking Oklahoma.”11 
                                                 
1 04 Num 22:01  And the children of Israel set forward, and pitched in the plains of Moab on this side 
Jordan by Jericho. 
2 04 Num 22:02  And Balak the son of Zippor saw all that Israel had done to the Amorites. 
3 04 Num 22:03  And Moab was sore afraid of the people, because they were many: and Moab was 
distressed because of the children of Israel.

Governor Balak sent a better group of young leaders to meet Balaam.15  These 

young leaders said to the hillbilly, “Governor Balak says, ‘Please, don’t let 
anything stop you from coming to me.16  I will give you an honorable position, 
and whatever you want I’ll do.  Please arrive and spread a disease amongst these 
Alabamans.’”17 

 
Balaam replied, “Governor Balak could give me all the money in Oklahoma 

and I couldn’t disobey my God Yahweh.18  But, please stay here tonight, because 
Yahweh may talk to me.”19 

 
God did meet with Hillbilly Balaam that night.  God said to him, “When you

God was angry because Balaam went, and one of God’s angels placed himself in 
Balaam’s way.22  Balaam’s horse saw God’s angel standing in the path, with a 
shotgun in his hands.  The horse went off the road and into the weeds.  Balaam 
struck the horse to turn her back.23 

 
A little further on, God’s angel placed a wine billboard into the road.24  Again, 

the horse saw the angel.  As she walked around, she pushed herself to the 
billboard and hurt Balaam’s leg.  Balaam struck her again.25   

 
The third time, God’s angel found a way to completely block the road.  There 

was no way to turn right or left.26  The horse stood still.  This made Balaam angry, 
and he struck the horse again.27 

 
God opened the horse’s mouth, and she said to Balaam, “What did I do to 

you?  And here you’ve hit me three times.”28 
 
Balaam replied to the horse, “Because you’re making sport of me.  If I had a 

gun, I would’ve killed you.”29 
 
The horse said, “I’m your horse, and you’ve ridden me all your life.  Have I 

ever done anything like this before?” 
 
Balaam said, “No.”30 
 
Then God let Balaam see God’s angel standing in the way, with his shotgun.  

Balaam dismounted and dropped to his knees.31

So, Balaam continued with the young leaders.35  When Governor Balak heard 

that Balaam was on his way, Balak went out to meet him at the Arkansas River.36 
 
Governor Balak said to Balaam, “Didn’t I ask you to come to me?  Don’t you 

want it to be part of my government?”37 
 
Balaam replied, “I do come to you, but I only have words Yahweh puts in my 

mouth.”38 
 
Balaam went with Governor Balak.39  They went to a lookout post at Fort 

Coffee, Oklahoma.  From there, Balaam saw the Illinoisans.40 
 
Balaam said to the Governor, “I will eliminate these people.  To do so, I need

The Spirit of God came on Hillbilly Balaam.44  He broadcast to the Illinoisans 

over the entire AM dial – so all Oklahomans could hear as well.  He said: 
 
“Illinoisans:  This is the wise Hillbilly Balaam, a man whose eyes were 

closed.45  I heard Yahweh and saw him.  I fell to my knees and my eyes opened.46  
Your hundreds of RVs are good, you people of Jacob.47  Your vehicles become 
the valleys, gardens, plants and trees.48  Water will flow from your RVs, and it 
will nourish the land.  Your kingdom will be noble.49   

 
“God brought you out of Alabama.  He has the strength of a bulldozer.  He 

will plow down these other states and break them up.50  But, he kept that 
bulldozer on idle until he was alerted.  Illinoisans, those who bless you are 
blessed.  Those who curse you are cursed.”51 

 
Governor Balak also heard this broadcast, and he punched his hand – he was 

so angry with Balaam.  The Governor said to Balaam, “I brought you here you to 
kill my enemies, and you blessed them.52  Now, get out of here.  I was considering 
giving you a high place in my government, but Yahweh has held you back.”53

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21. Prostitutes 
Many Illinoisans started to bed down with Oklahoma prostitutes.1  The 

prostitutes lured the Illinoisans by putting televisions in their windows.  The 
Illinoisans entered the homes, watched the popular shows of that day, and 
worshipped several TV celebrities.2  On those visits, the Illinoisans had relations 
with Oklahoma prostitutes, and this made God angry.3 

 
God said to Moses, “Take all the Illinoisan leaders and shoot them, so my 

anger will end.”4 
 
Moses said to the Illinoisan leaders, “A disease will kill everyone who bedded 

down with an Oklahoma prostitute.”5 
 
One of the Illinoisan men brought Cozbi, the deceitful wife of an Oklahoma 

state representative, to Moses.6  Aaron’s relative Phinehas saw the man and 
Cozbi.  He stood up, pulled out his handgun,7 and shot them both dead.  All this 
helped to avert more life-taking among the Illinoisans.8  Still, 2,400 people died 
from disease.9 

 
God said to Moses, “The man who shot the lady turned my anger away from 

the Illinoisans.  Because he was jealous for me, I did not eliminate the 
Illinoisans.10  So, I am giving him my peace award.11  For him and his children, 
there will be an everlasting broadcast.  By being jealous for his God, he made 
amends for the Illinoisans.”12

The Texarkanans were already in the region, and they were distantly related to 

the Illinoisans.  They had huge trucking businesses.  The Texarkanans knew Little 
Rock, Arkansas, and they felt it was an excellent city for their operations.1 

 
The Texarkanans said to Moses,2 “Little Rock, this city that Yahweh put 

before you Illinoisans, can be a tremendous location for our trucking business.3  If 
we’re in your graces, let us take over Little Rock.  We don’t want to go with you 
over the Mississippi into Illinois.” 4 

 
Moses replied, “Will your people go to the war to take Little Rock, or will you 

sit here?5  Why are you discouraging the Illinoisans from going into Illinois?6  
Your forefathers did the same thing:7  When they saw the state of Illinois, they 
discouraged the Illinoisans from going there.”8 

 
God’s anger burned high that day, and he said,9 “None of the people who 

came up out of Alabama, from 40 years old and upward, shall see the state I 
swore to Abraham and others, because they have not followed me.10  This is 
except for Caleb and Joshua, because they have obeyed me.”11 

 
Yahweh was angry with the Illinoisans.  He made them wander back and forth 

in the Oklahoma farmland 40 months, until all the evil generation was 
remorseful.12

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The Texarkanans said to Moses, “We will act as Yahweh commands.13  Our 
children, wives, and trucks will go into Little Rock, Arkansas.14  But our men will 
arm our 18-wheel trucks for war, and we will be ready for battle.”15 

 
So, Moses gave orders to Joshua and the Illinoisan leaders.16  Moses said to 

them, “I propose this:  The Texarkanans will ride with you over the Mississippi, 
and every Texarkanan’s 18-wheeler is armed for battle.  If we take the land, we 
will give the Texarkanans Little Rock, Arkansas.17  But, if they ride and their 
trucks aren’t armed, they will only receive property in Illinois.”18 

 
The effort was successful, and Moses gave Little Rock to the Texarkanans and 

the Arkadelphians, another distantly related group. They even received the 
suburbs.19

19 04 Num 32:33  And Moses gave unto them, even to the children of Gad, and to the children of Reuben, 
and unto half the tribe of Manasseh the son of Joseph, the kingdom of Sihon king of the Amorites, and the 
kingdom of Og king of Bashan, the land, with the cities thereof in the coasts, even the cities of the country 
round about. 
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23. Going to Kansas 
It was the 40th month and 11th day.1 
 
In Oklahoma, God said,2 “You have lived long enough in the desert and 

farmland.3  You crossed from New Mexico into Texas.  You went to the canyons 
south of Amarillo, Texas, and to all the places around there.4  I have put the state 
before you.  Go in and own the land Yahweh swore to your forefathers.5  I spoke 
to you at that time, saying, ‘I am not able to support you myself alone.’6  I have 
multiplied you, and today you are like the stars in the sky.7  I, the God of your 
forefathers, made you a thousand times as many as you are, and I bless you, as I 
have promised you!”8 

 
They lived in Oklahoma many days.9  God said to Moses,10 “You have stayed 

here long enough.  Turn northward into south Kansas.11  You are going to pass 
through the state line of your distant relatives:  the people of Esau.  They live in 
North Oklahoma, and they will be afraid of you.  So, pay attention.12  Don’t fight 
with them, because I will not give you their land – not even enough for a bicycle 
path.  I gave North Oklahoma to Esau.13  You can eat at their roadside diners.  
And, you can buy bottles of soft drinks at their service stations.14

Traveling north through to the top of Oklahoma, the Illinoisans met their 

distant relatives, the people of Esau.  The Illinoisans passed through Ponca City (a 
wealthy oil-drilling town in the 1920s), and stopped just south of Caldwell, 
Kansas (a major cow town along the Chisholm Trail).16 

 
God said to Moses,17 “Today, you will to pass over the state line between 

Oklahoma and Kansas.18  When you come near people living along the border, 
don’t bother them or fight with them.  I am not giving you the border land.”19 

 
This area was South Kansas.20

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Part 7. Goal 
 

24. Moses reflects 
Moses spoke about past events.  He said, “We rose up and crossed from Texas 

to Oklahoma by passing over the Red River.  I gave you Oklahoma City Mayor 
Sihon and his city.  We began to take it and battled Mayor Sihon for it.1  I made 
the Oklahoma state residents fear you.  When they learned about you in their 
newspapers and radios, they trembled.2  I called Oklahoma City Mayor Sihon and 
expressed words of peace, saying:3   

 
‘Let us pass drive through your geographic area.  We will go along Route 81, 

and we will not turn off to side roads.4  We will buy food and drinks from the 
highway restaurants and service stations.’5   

 
“We had a fine experience crossing through north Oklahoma – the land owned 

by the people of Esau.6  But Oklahoma City Mayor Sihon would not let us pass 
through.  This is because God hardened Sihon’s spirit.7  Yahweh said to me:   

 
‘I have begun to deliver Mayor Sihon and his city to you.  Begin to take it.’8 
 
“Then, Mayor Sihon came out against us – him and his police force.9  God 

gave him to us, and we struck him and all his people.10  We took all the suburbs 
and surrounding towns as well, and we destroyed everything.  We left none of the 
women and little ones.11  We only took their vehicles for ourselves.”12 

                                                 
1 05 Deu 02:24  Rise ye up, take your journey, and pass over the river Arnon: behold, I have given into 
thine hand Sihon the Amorite, king of Heshbon, and his land: begin to possess it, and contend with him in 
battle. 
2 05 Deu 02:25  This day will I begin to put the dread of thee and the fear of thee upon the nations that are 
under the whole heaven, who shall hear report of thee, and shall tremble, and be in anguish because of thee. 
3 05 Deu 02:26  And I sent messengers out of the wilderness of Kedemoth unto Sihon king of Heshbon 
with words of peace, saying, 
4 05 Deu 02:27  Let me pass through thy land: I will go along by the high way, I will neither turn unto the 
right hand nor to the left. 
5 05 Deu 02:28  Thou shalt sell me meat for money, that I may eat; and give me water for money, that I 
may drink: only I will pass through on my feet; 
6 05 Deu 02:29  (As the children of Esau which dwell in Seir, and the Moabites which dwell in Ar, did unto 
me;) until I shall pass over Jordan into the land which the LORD our God giveth us. 
7 05 Deu 02:30  But Sihon king of Heshbon would not let us pass by him: for the LORD thy God hardened 
his spirit, and made his heart obstinate, that he might deliver him into thy hand, as appeareth this day.

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“From the Red River, and from every town along the Chisholm Trail, even to 

Little Rock, Arkansas, no city could stand up to us.  God gave us all the land.13  
We didn’t go near the city of Tulsa, Oklahoma, and the canyons south of 
Amarillo, Texas, and wherever God forbid us.14 

 
“Then, we drove north on the Chisholm Trail to its end point:  Wichita, 

Kansas.    Mayor Og of Wichita sent the state militia to battle us.15  But Yahweh 
said to me, ‘Don’t fear Mayor Og.  I have delivered him, his people, and his city 
into your hands.  You will do to him as you did to Mayor Sihon of Oklahoma 
City.’16 

 
“So, God gave us Mayor Og and all his people.  We hit them until nobody 

remained.17  We took six cities and towns, including Wichita.18  All these towns 
had police departments.19 Still, we completely destroyed the towns, the women 
and the little ones.20  We took all the vehicles and the towns’ wealth.21

Illinoisans passing through by arming your 18-wheelers.26  But, your wives, little 
ones, and other vehicles (I know that you have many vehicles) should remain in 
your cities I gave you,27 until Yahweh puts us in Illinois – that land beyond the 
Mississippi.  Then, all you men can return to your new homes.’28

Moses said, “This brings us to today.  I begged Yahweh, saying,1 ‘You have 

begun to show me your greatness, and your strong hand.2  Please let me see the 
good state that’s beyond the Mississippi.’3 

 
“But Yahweh was angry with me because of you, and he didn’t listen to me.  

Yahweh said to me, ‘Let it stand.  Do not talk with me anymore on this subject.4  
Go to North County, St. Louis, to Riverview Amusement Park at the top of the 
bluffs. Look north, east and south – because you will not go over the Mississippi.5  
You will empower Joshua and encourage him.  He will lead the Illinoisans into 
the state you will see.’6 

 
So, the Illinoisans traveled to St. Louis, Missouri, and encamped at the 

confluence of the Mississippi and Missouri Rivers (near where explorers Lewis & 
Clark set off on their journey in 1803) – at the southeast border of Illinois.7 

 
Moses told the people, “Follow all the laws I gave you today.8  Drive south to 

the city of St. Louis, Missouri and camp downtown on the Mississippi riverfront.  
On the day you cross over the Mississippi River to Illinois – the state Yahweh 
gives us – you will put up huge signs along Route 669 and you’ll write the laws on 
them.  Then you’ll drive further into Illinois – a state with the richest soil in the 
world.10  You’ll build a radio station for Yahweh, but you won’t depend on 
Illinois for electricity.”11

Also, 
Yahweh told me, ‘You will not go over the Mississippi.’13  He’ll go there before 
you.  He’ll destroy those racist towns, and you’ll take their land.  Joshua will also 
go over before you.14  God will do to them like he did to Mayor Sihon of 
Oklahoma City and Mayor Og of Wichita, Kansas.  God took the land.”15 

 
Moses wrote a song, and he taught it the Illinoisans.16  Then, Moses put 

Joshua in charge, saying to him, “Be strong and courageous.  Take the Illinoisans 
into the land I swore to them.  I’ll be with you.”17 

 
Moses said his final words to the Illinoisans:18  “Put all my words into your 

heart – especially all the laws – and use them to instruct your children.19  This 
isn’t vanity for you.  It’s your life.  With these laws, you will extend your life you 
will take.”20 

 
God said to Moses that day,21 “Go to North County, St. Louis – to the bluffs at 

the Riverview Amusement Park, near the Chain of Rocks Bridge on Route 66.  
Across the Mississippi you will see Illinois, the state I’m giving to the 
Illinoisans.22  You will die on those bluffs, and you will be with your people – as 
your brother Aaron died in Independence, Missouri.23 

 
“Your death will come because you disobeyed me at the Meribah Saloon in 

Dodge City, Kansas.  You didn’t honor me when you were with the Illinoisans.24  
Therefore, you will see the state of Illinois, but you will not go there.”25

with your eyes, but you will not go over there.”27 
 
Then, Moses, the servant of God, died on the bluffs.28  God buried him, but no 

one knows where.29  Moses was 29 years old when he died – with strong eyes and 
natural energy.30 

 
The Illinoisans cried for Moses 30 hours.31

God said to Joshua,2 “Moses, my servant, is dead.  Drive through the 

Mississippi River, you, and all your people, to the land I am giving to the 
Illinoisans.3  I hand you every place your vehicles will ride to.4 

 
Joshua commanded the officers:5  “Go through the camp and tell the people, 

‘Prepare food.  In three days we will drive into Illinois, and we will own the land 
God gives us.’6  If anyone acts against your command, put him to death.  We must 
have courage.”7 

 
Joshua talked with two men who were monitoring Illinois’ radio programs.  

Joshua told them to become spies, saying, “Go into Illinois, examine the land, and 
see East St. Louis, Illinois.” 

 
They went into Illinois, to a topless club owned by a lady named Miss Rahab.8  

Someone told the Mayor of East St. Louis, “Alabama men came in here tonight – 
they came to search out the city.”9 

 
The Mayor called the club and said, “Bring these men to me.”10

8 06 Jos 02:01  And Joshua the son of Nun sent out of Shittim two men to spy secretly, saying, Go view the 
land, even Jericho.  And they went, and came into an harlot’s house, named Rahab, and lodged there. 
9 06 Jos 02:02  And it was told the king of Jericho, saying, Behold, there came men in hither to night of the 
children of Israel to search out the country. 
10 06 Jos 02:03  And the king of Jericho sent unto Rahab, saying, Bring forth the men that are come to thee, 
which are entered into thine house: for they be come to search out all the country. 
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In response, the women hid the two men.  Miss Rahab said to the Mayor, 
“Yes, the men came here, but I don’t know where they are.11  It was about the 
time we were closing, so they left when it was dark.  Send your police out and 
they’ll probably catch the two men.”12 

 
The women took the two men to the attic and hid them behind the boxes.13  

The police went after them in Fords, and after the police left the club the women 
locked the doors.14  The two spies were laying down.   

 
Miss Rahab approached them15 and said, “I know Yahweh has given you 

Illinois, and we all think we’re going to die.16  The radio said Yahweh dried up 
the Mississippi when you left Alabama.  And, those mayors in Oklahoma and 
Kansas – you destroyed them.17  When we heard about this our hearts melted, and 
all the spirit left us.  Yahweh, your God, he is God in heaven and on the land.18   

 
“So, please swear to me by Yahweh, since I’ve been good to you.  Swear that 

you will deal kindly with my family.19  And, you will save the life of my father, 
my mother, and my brothers, and my sisters, and everything they have.”20 

 
The men said to her, “We swear on our lives:  If you don’t talk about us, when 

Yahweh gives us the state, we will deal kindly and honestly with you.”21 
 
The women let the two spies down by a rope through the window.  Miss

The Illinoisans had traveled three years, four months – 40 months total – in 

the deserts and the farmland, until all the people were remorseful – because they 
hadn’t listened to God.1  When they were done with the inoculations they rested 
in their camps – until everyone felt better.2 

 
God said to Joshua, “This day, I removed the terror of Alabama from you.”3 
 
As the Illinoisans encamped in the rail yard, they ate canned food for seven 

days – in commemoration.4  There was no longer a Manna’s Restaurant.  But, the 
Illinoisans could eat fish from the Mississippi.5 

 
When Joshua was sitting in the camp, a police sheriff’s car drove up.  Joshua 

walked up to the car, and out came a sheriff holding his pistol.  Joshua asked him, 
“Are you for us, or for them?”6 

 
The sheriff said, “All my officers and I have come as enforcers of Yahweh’s 

laws.” 
 
Joshua almost passed out with joy.  He asked the sheriff, “What did my lord 

say to his enforcer?”7 
 
The office replied, “He said, ‘Take your shoes off, because you’re standing on 

holy ground.’”  Joshua took his shoes off.8   
 
Because of the Illinoisans, the East St. Louisans put up huge barricades on the 

streets going into their city.  They piled up old cars, junk, and dirt.  Nobody left or 
entered.9

He saw a woman there – 
the daughter of a corrupt Illinois State Senator.1 

 
Samson returned to his home in Lincoln, Illinois.  He said to his father and his 

mother, “I met a fantastic gal in Springfield.  Can you help me marry her?”2 
 
His parents replied, “Isn’t there a woman in our town you can marry – instead 

of someone from a corrupt political family?” 
 
Samson said, “Mom, Dad, help me – I want her.”3   
 
His father and his mother didn’t know that these wishes were actually from 

God, because God wanted a way to attack the state legislature.  This crooked 
group had firm control over Illinois.4   

 
The three family members traveled on Route 66 to Springfield.   Samson rode 

on his motorcycle, and his parents drove ahead in their car.  Suddenly, a huge 18-
wheel truck almost hit Samson, but he was OK.5  The spirit of God came on 
Sampson.  With his bare hands, Samson ripped up the truck like it was a plastic 
toy.  But he didn’t tell his parents what had happened.6 

 
While in Springfield, Samson took the young lady on a date, and he was 

delighted.  Samson and his parents left.7 
 
After a time, the three began their return to Springfield so Samson could 

propose marriage.  On the way, Samson saw the body of the destroyed 18-wheel 
truck.  It had been converted into a roadside stand, and a man was selling an iced 
honey drink from it.8

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3. The reception 
Samson’s father met with the woman’s family and helped arrange the 

marriage.  They had a large wedding reception there – as young adults like to do.1  
When other politically corrupt families learned there would be a reception, 30 
young punks from the families crashed the party.2 

 
Samson said to the 30, “Guys, let me give you a challenge.  If you can solve it 

in the seven hours this reception will last, I’ll give you 30 leather jackets.3  But if 
you can’t solve it, you’ll give me 30 sport team jackets – a different one for every 
team.”4 

 
They said to him, “All right, give us your challenge.” 
 
Samson replied, “Out of the 18 came food. Out of the strong came sweetness.” 
 
In three hours the punks hadn’t solved the challenge.5  They said to Samson’s 

wife, “Talk your husband into telling us the answer.  If you won’t, we’ll burn your 
father’s house down.  Do you want us to buy 30 expensive team jackets?”6

gave everyone a challenge, and you won’t tell me the answer.”  
 
Samson replied, “I haven’t even told my father or mother, so why should I tell 

you?”7 
 
She cried from hour four to hour six.  Finally, Samson told her.  She then told 

the answer to the punks.8  At the seventh hour and 59th minute, the 30 party 
crashers said to Samson, “Hey Samson, what’s stronger than an 18-wheel truck?

66 – in Williamsville, Illinois (in 1865, President Abraham Lincoln’s funeral train 
rode through this town).  Samson mugged 30 truckers and motorcycle gang 
members.  He took their leather jackets.  Still angry, Samson rode back to his 
father-in-law’s house and handed out the jackets.2  But, Samson’s wife was 
sleeping with Samson’s best man.  Samson didn’t know this yet.3 

 
When he had returned to his father-in-law’s house, Samson wanted to give his 

wife a double cheeseburger – her favorite food.  He asked, “Is my wife in her 
bedroom?” 

 
But, her father wouldn’t allow Samson to enter, saying,4 “I thought you hated 

her now.  So, I’m letting her spend time with your friend.  Isn’t your sister-in-law 
more beautiful than your wife?  Please take her instead.”5 

 
Samson said, “This time, nobody can blame me for what I do to you political 

families.”6 
 
Samson took his motorcycle and kicked it so sparks came from the exhaust.  

Then, carrying a gas can, he rode through the wheat fields like a fox, leaving a 
stream of fire behind him.7  Entire crops burned.  He also torched many taverns 
and bars in the city.8

4. The hunt for Samson 
Later, members of the corrupt legislature asked, “Who did these crimes?” 
 
They said, “A guy named Samson.  He’s the son-in-law of a State Senator.  

This happened because the Senator gave Samson’s wife to Samson’s best man.” 
 
The legislature gave secret orders to two cooperative criminals:  Break into 

the father-in-law and daughter’s house and kill them.  This took place.1 
 
After discovering their deaths, Samson went into the state capitol building, 

walked into a major legislative session in the House Chamber, and stepped up to 
the podium.

He found a tire iron, grabbed it, and struck a hundred officers with it.4 

 
Samson thought, “I killed a hundred men – with a tire iron.”5 
 
All this happened in the Decatur police station parking lot.  Samson tossed 

aside the tire iron, and6 he was thirsty.  Samson said to God, “You’ve rescued me, 
but now I’ll die of thirst, and they’ll get me.”7 

 
Suddenly, God opened a fire hydrant, and water came out of it.  When 

Samson drank, his spirit revived.  The name of this street was renamed Fountain 
Avenue.  It is in Decatur to this day.8 

 
After this event, Samson was named a judge in Decatur.  He served for 20

5. In Paris, Illinois 
Samson was popular in Decatur, but he was a wanted man elsewhere in 

Illinois.  Still, in the early 1980s, the 40-year-old judge rode his motorcycle 82 
miles (131 km) to Paris, Illinois (named after Paris, Kentucky…which was named 
in thanks for French assistance during the American Revolution), and he met with 
a prostitute.1  The Parisians were aware of Samson’s arrival.  They encircled the 
town and quietly laid in wait for Samson.  They said, “We’ll kill him in the 
morning.”2 

 
Samson woke up at midnight, and he slowly rode his motorcycle down the 

main street.  Police cars were used as barricades, and Samson quietly chained two 
of them to his motorcycle.  Then, Samson broke the barricade, and he dragged the 
two cars all the way to the football stadium in the University of Illinois.3

So, the legislature set a new trap for Samson.  Delilah said, “The legislature is 
ready to pass new laws, Samson.”  Samson went to the yard, but he ran between 
the firing machine guns and stepped on them.1 

 
Delilah said to Samson, “Up to now you’ve made fun of me and told me lies.  

This time, tell me how you could be captured.”  
 
Samson replied, “If you catch me with a steel cable net I’ll be powerless.”2 
 
As he slept, Delilah had a trap set in the back yard.  She woke him by saying, 

“The legislature is about to vote, Samson.”  He awakened and walked into the 
yard.  The net was pulled from under him and he was ensnared.  But, Samson tore 
the web apart, jumped down, and walked back into the house.3

Justice with responsibility over the Seventh Federal Circuit (which includes 
Wisconsin and Illinois) was Pontius Pilate.1   

 
During this time, John the Baptist spread the word in Illinois.  He taught from a 

public recreation center2 at Oak Street Beach in Chicago, and he baptized people 
there.3   

 
John wore a t-shirt and running shorts, and he had a whistle around his neck.  He 

ate hot dogs and vending machine candy bars.4  His job was to tell everyone about a 
special light, and to attract everyone to it.5   

 
John spoke about the son of God, declaring, “He’s coming after me, he’s better

Parable:  Sloppy joes

sloppy joes.  The sauce didn’t get on them because of the buns.11  People who 
hear me but don’t listen are like the cafeteria worker who put sloppy joes on

Don’t sit right in front of the TV, because someone more important than 
you might come in,2 and the host would want you to make room for her.  Then 
you would go – with shame – to the beanbag in the corner.3   

 
“Instead, go and sit in the worst spot, so the host might say to you, ‘Please 

come in closer!’ Then you will be honored in front of everyone.4  The point is:  
Elevate yourself and you’ll be lowered.  Lower yourself and you will be 
elevated.”5   

 
Parable:  Tailgate party 
“When you have a tailgate party, don’t call your friends, family, and rich 

neighbors – then hope someday they’ll throw you a party.6  Instead, invite 
homeless and challenged people to your tailgate.7  Then you’ll be blessed, 
because you’ll be repaid when righteous people rise from the dead.”8   

 
Parable:  Film premiere 
“A movie producer had a premiere, and he invited many VIPs.9  He told them, 

‘The movie is being shown a week from Saturday.’10  Everyone started making 
excuses.

You would e-mail your friends with glee.’26  It’s the 
same way in heaven, because there’s more joy in heaven for one sinner who 
repents than for 99 righteous people who don’t need repentance.”27 

 
Parable:  Photography studio 
“A woman owned a photography studio, and she was developing 10 rolls of 

film.  She searched everywhere in the dark room.28  When she found it, she called 
her coworker and said, ‘Look at this!  It’s the roll of film I lost.’29  The same way, 
there is euphoria in heaven when one sinner turns around.”30 
 

Parable:  The prodigal VP 
“A talent agency owner had two VPs – Rhonda and Patrick.31  Rhonda said to

his lifetime Lazarus got bad things.  So, Lazarus sits in a recliner while you 
burn.71  Plus, there’s a big distance between us, and nobody can travel that.’72   

 
“Martin said, ‘Could you send Lazarus to my Dad’s house,73 because I have 

five brothers.  Lazarus can tell them everything.  They’ll change, and they won’t 
roast in Hell like me.’74   

 
“Abraham replied, ‘Moses and the other forefathers gave them plenty of 

words to follow.’75   
 
“Martin said, ‘No, father Abraham.  Lazarus will be much more convincing!  

If they see him, they will turn themselves around.’76   
 
“Abraham said, ‘If they aren’t following Moses and the other forefathers, they 

won’t listen to a risen dead man.’”77 
 

Parable:  Office assistant 
“When an office assistant completes work for you, you wouldn’t say, ‘Come 

and sit in my leather chair.’78  No, you would say, ‘Get me lunch; put on better 
clothes; and file these papers while I eat.  You can take lunch afterwards.’79  Do 
you thank the assistant for all the work?  I don’t think so.80  Still, you say, ‘We’re 
all servants, just doing our duty.’”81

“He wouldn’t budge for some time, but finally he told himself,85 ‘This widow 

is really on my back.  I’ve got to help her out or she will keep coming around.’86   
 
“Note what the PI is saying.87  God will help people who cry out to him day 

and night.  But will he act slowly?88  I tell you that he will work quickly for them.  
The other question is:  Am I seeing faith in God on this earth?”89 

 
Parable:  Two prayers 
He also spoke the following parable to certain people who were convinced of 

their own righteousness, and who despised all others.90  “A politician called a 
radio station,” Jesus said.91  “He prayed like this: ‘God, thanks for not making me 
evil, like a loan shark, a womanizer or a tax collector.92  I donate all the time.’93   

 
“A tax collector then called in and prayed this way:  ‘God, forgive me, 

because I’m a sinner!’94   
 
“The point is:  The tax collector had it right, because everyone who acts big 

will be made small, and vice versa.”95

“The first manager said, ‘Sir, your 10 bands have 10 songs on the air.’100   
 
“The executive said, ‘All right!  Because you did a lot with a little, I’m putting 

you in charge of 10 small markets.’101   
 
“The second manager said, ‘My bands have five songs on the air.’102   
 
“The executive said, ‘And you can be in charge of five markets.’103   
 
“The third said, ‘I kept my bands practicing,104 because you want things

Parable:  Hair dye 
“A filthy spirit is like a cheap hair dye.  The lady let her dyed hair grow out, 

and the dye searched for a new victim.  It couldn’t find one, so it said, ‘I’m going 
back into that lady’s hair.’124  When it returned, she had made her hair natural and 
soft.125  So the dye found seven other cheap body decorations – including glue-on 
fingernails and glitter eye shadow – and they fell onto the lady.  Then she looked

‘I have so many companies depending on me that I don’t have room to store my 
parts.  What will I do?’4  He then thought, ‘I’ll level my warehouses, build much 
larger ones, and then store everything.5  And I can finally retire and rest!’6   

 
“But God told him, ‘You fool:  You need your soul now more than ever.  Who 

did you store up everything for?’7  In other words, the man made a treasure for 
himself, but he wasn’t rich toward God.”8   
 
Jesus had a television special, and many people tuned in.  Jesus said, “Keep your 

eyes on those politicians.  Their hypocrisy grows all the time.9  But try as they might, 
they can’t cover anything up.  It will all be known.10  What you whisper to someone 
can be picked up by a microphone. What you say to someone in confidence will be 
broadcast all over the world.11   

 
“Friends, don’t fear those who try to kill people.  Needless to say, they aren’t

Martha made dinner for Jesus, and Lazarus sat at 
the table.2  Mary tore up a fur coat and buffed Jesus’ shoes.3  

 
Judas Iscariot – the one who would betray Jesus – asked,4 “Why did she ruin that 

fur?  We should’ve sold it and donated the money to the poor.”5  Judas didn’t care 
about the poor.  He was stealing from the group’s funds.6  

 
Jesus said, “Leave Mary alone. She kept this fur for a special time, and this is it.7  

You’ll always have the poor with you, but you won’t always have me.”8  
 
A large crowd of Illinoisans gathered around the house, because they wanted to 

see Jesus and the living Lazarus.9

69. Final ride to Chicago 
Since it was all over talk radio, people near Chicago knew who Jesus was, and 

that he brought Lazarus out of his grave.1  In the middle of the night, Jesus and his 
teachers drove north.2 

 
Jesus told two of his teachers, “Drive to Skokie, and you’ll find a mini-bike.

The clowns put a fright wig onto the lawyer and 
stuffed him into a little car.17  The owner sent another lawyer, and the trapeze 
artists forced him across a high wire.18  The owner sent a third lawyer, and the 
daredevils shot him out of a cannon.19   

 
“The owner thought, ‘They’ll listen to my son.”  So off the son went to the 

circus company.’20   
 
“The employees told themselves, ‘This is the owner’s son!  Let’s force him to

I say this:  Your generation might die off, 
but it will be judged.”5 
 
The blind and other disabled came to Jesus on TV, and he healed them.6  

Reporters and broadcasters saw the audience cheer for Jesus, and they were 
resentful.7 

 
In the evenings, Jesus drove to Calumet City and stay there.8  One morning, Jesus 

was driving into Chicago, and he was hungry.9  He went to a service station, but they 
didn’t have snack cakes.  Jesus said, “From here on you will only sell gas.”

you’ll be with me.8  This reflects my rule that you love one another the same way

“Soon, all of you will make mistakes, because as a forefather wrote, ‘I will strike

Judas kissed him on the cheek.2  
 
“Judas,” Jesus said.  “You’re betraying me with a kiss?”3

They replied, “Jesus from Milwaukee.”

Meanwhile, the broadcasters, leading citizens, and politicians met to discuss the 

Jesus problem.  They were looking for false witnesses – people who would provide 
phony testimony that helped convict Jesus.3  Many false witnesses came forward,4 but 
their statements didn’t agree with each other.5   

 
Then one witness said,6 “I heard Jesus say, ‘I’ll destroy this radio station in three 

days and build another one.’”7   
 
Caiaphas met with Jesus again and brought up that witness’ testimony.  Caiaphas 

asked Jesus, “How do you answer this person’s charges?”8  
 
Jesus said nothing.

The broadcasters held the $30,000 and said, “We’ll have problems if we keep this 

money.”4  So, they donated it to a crematorium for indigents.5  To this day, it is 
known as Blood Crematorium.6

They laid out their case, saying, “Jesus has committed treason against the United 

States.  He refuses to pay taxes to Washington, and he calls himself our leader.2  But 
under state law, we can’t execute him for treason.”3  

 
In the prison interrogation room, Pilate asked Jesus, “Are you the leader of 

Illinois?”4  
 
Jesus replied, “Are you saying this, or did others say this about me?”5  
 
Pilate answered, “I’m not an Illinoisan.  Your state and citizenry brought you to 

me.  What did you do?”6  
 
Jesus replied, “My home isn’t here.  If it were, my army would fight, and I 

wouldn’t have been arrested by these Illinoisans.  But that’s not the case, is it.”7  
 
Pilate asked, “Do you understand the testimony against you?”8  
 
Jesus said nothing.9  
 
Pilate asked, “Are you a leader?”   
 
Jesus replied, “Those are your words.  But I will tell you this:  I’m here to speak 

about the truth.  Everyone who wants to hear the truth listens to me.”10

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88. Holiday pardons 
Note 1:  Another prisoner – a man named Barabbas – was also in the MCC.1  

Barabbas was imprisoned with some who caused an uprising against the government.  
They had committed a murder in the process.2   

 
Note 2:  During major holidays, it was accepted for government officials to obtain 

pardons for certain prisoners.3  
 
Pilate was about to participate in a law school forum.  Prior to his arrival, the 

broadcasters and citizens persuaded the students to request Jesus’ execution and 
Barabbas’ pardon.4  

 
Before Pilate went into the forum, his wife called him on the cell phone and said, 

“I’m having nightmares about that Jesus.  I don’t want you having anything to do 
with him.”5  

 
In the forum, Pilate said to the law students, “You’ve been following the current 

cases.  Who do you believe should be pardoned?”   
 
The students said, “Barabbas.”6  
 
Then Pilate asked, “What should happen to Jesus?”   
 
They said, “He should receive capital punishment.”7  
 
Pilate asked, “What crime is he accused of?”   
 
The students wouldn’t address that.  Instead, they replied, “He should be 

executed.”8

4 41 Mat 27:20  But the chief priests and elders persuaded the multitude that they should ask Barabbas, and 

destroy Jesus. 
5 41 Mat 27:19  When he was set down on the judgment seat, his wife sent unto him, saying, Have thou 

nothing to do with that just man for I have suffered many things this day in a dream because of 
him. 

6 41 Mat 27:21  The governor answered and said unto them, Whether of the twain will ye that I release unto 
you? They said, Barabbas. 

7 41 Mat 27:22  Pilate saith unto them, What shall I do then with Jesus which is called Christ? They all say 
unto him, Let him be crucified. 

8 41 Mat 27:23  And the governor said, Why, what evil hath he done? But they cried out the more, saying, 
Let him be crucified. 
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The leading broadcasters stepped up and said, “Our leader is President Tiberius.”9  
 
Pilate saw that nothing was being gained by this forum.  He looked at them, took 

a long drink of water, and said, “I’m innocent of this.”10  
 
The students said, “We’ll take the responsibility.  It’s right for us and our

Pilate obtained a pardon for Barabbas,1 and he held a press conference.  The 

Justice released photos of Jesus in the huge suit and said, “Case two is a man called 
Jesus.2  Simply put, this is a state matter – not a federal matter.”3 

 
A civilized Illinoisan stood up and said, “Good!  We’ve determined Illinois can 

follow its state laws and pursue capital punishment against Jesus.  And we’re 
confident we’ll get this.”4 

 
Pilate immediately became distraught.5  He knew the people would say, “If Pilate 

and the federal courts can’t execute this traitor, they’re weak.  The state will make

Jesus said nothing.1  
 
Pilate said, “You’re not talking.  Do you understand I have the power to release 

you or execute you?”2  
 
Jesus replied, “You would have no power against me unless it came from 

above.”3  
 
A half-hour after the meeting, Pilate released a statement:  A judgment had been 

made.4  Jesus asked to be put to death (which was a lie), and this request was granted.

At the last moment, a man named Simon, from Tupelo, Mississippi, carried Jesus’ 

injection needles.3  
 
They arrived at the Federal Correctional Institution in Pekin, Illinois,4 and a great 

number of Jesus’ followers stood outside the walls.5

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92. Execution 
In the execution chamber, Jesus turned to the witness room and said, “People of 

Illinois, don’t worry about me.  Worry about yourselves and your children.”1  
 
They gave Jesus a cup of sour lemonade, but when he tasted it, he wouldn’t 

drink.2  In the same room, the two others being executed laid to Jesus’ left and right.3   
 
Pilate gave the officials a hand-written sign, and they taped it to the end of Jesus’ 

gurney.  The sign read, “Jesus, the Leader.”4  
 
The leading broadcasters protested to Pilate.  They wanted the sign changed to, 

“Jesus, Who Said He Was the Leader.”5  
 
Pilate replied, “What I wrote, I wrote.”6  
 
They stripped Jesus down.  Jesus said, “Father, forgive them.  They don’t know 

what they’re doing.”   
 
The officers looked over Jesus’ clothes and stole them.7  Then they sat down to 

watch.8   
 
In the witness room sat Jesus’ mother, his aunt, one of the teachers, Mary 

Magdalene, and Cleophas’ wife Mary.9  
 
Jesus saw his mother and said, “Mom, here is your son.”10  
 
Then Jesus said to the teacher, “My mother is now your mother.”  From that 

moment, the teacher took care of Mary.11

son!  Save yourself and us!”15  
 
Jesus replied, “Today, you will be with me in paradise.”16 
 
As they proceeded with the execution, darkness fell over the state.17  Jesus cried 

out, “Father, why did you give up on me?”18  Jesus then said, “I’m thirsty.”19  
 
Some of the witnesses didn’t hear correctly.  They said, “He’s calling for Elijah,” 

the forefather.20  
 
One of the authorities in the room dabbed a cloth into the lemonade and wet 

Jesus’ lips.21  Some witnesses said, “They shouldn’t do that.  Let’s see if Elijah will

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Part 10. Resurrection 
 

93. After the execution 
Suddenly, there was an earthquake.1  The graves were disturbed, and the spirits of 

many forefathers rose up.2  
 
An officer felt the quake and said, “Oh, man – this was God’s son.”3  
 
To ensure Jesus was dead, one of the officers stabbed Jesus in the side.  Blood and 

water came out.4  
 
In the early evening, Joseph from Uptown, a wealthy follower of Jesus and a 

lawyer, went to the prison.5  Joseph met with Justice Pilate and had the courage to ask 
for Jesus’ body.  Pilate agreed.6  

 
A follower named Nicodemus had organized an immediate burial.  He met with 

Joseph at the funeral home, and professionals prepared Jesus’ body.7  They dressed 
the corpse in a fine suit and placed it into a casket.8  

 
The hearse drove to Graceland Cemetery.  They lowered the casket six feet into

They said, “Your honor, we remember what that Jesus said:  ‘After three days I will 
rise from the grave.’2  Please order us to have his grave guarded.  Otherwise, Jesus’ 
followers could dig up the grave and tell people he rose up.  Then we’ll have real 
problems.”3  

 
Pilate said, “I agree.  Make it as secure as you can.”4 
 
Extra note:  The forefathers who came out of their graves after the first earthquake

Joses’ mother left quickly.  She drove until her cell phone had better reception, 

and she began calling the teachers.8
