Kelly was forced to stay with Dee because the money that the
doctor gave him supported Kelly's wife and brother. When
Kelly tried to leave, Dee would coerce him to remain by playing
on his guilt and fear. It was Dee, not Kelly, who was gaini
ﬁchumﬁtﬁ'nmthcmagim]ccmnnnir;fmitnmdhhfmfur

A single incident cpitomizes the difference between the ari-
tudes of the two men.
