Tbhat which is designated by the occult sciences as the Thunder-
ing Rod

[Note: Tbi§ translation as a "Thundering Rod” is made so as nct
to be confused with a lightning rod or arrester - which carries
away clectrical discharges to ground - but, the Rod also repre-
sents the forces of lightning in the same way a thunder bolt can
be thougbt of. This Rod can also be thought of as a wand, baten
staff, forked; described in following text.] is a small forked
branch, wbich, when beld in the two bands, tums and inclines
itself towands tbe right place where metals are buried and to
water-springs under the ground wbhich are wished to be discor-

ered (see Mustration of this forked stick in Frenchb Text).

The so-said rod must be of hazel, preferable when it is green and
contains at that time a very large quantity of pith; the said

branch must be forked at the end, and, as>is said, to be cut &

sunrise;: some propose again that it must be cut on the same
day it is wished to be used, when then it produces very effec-
tively the intended effect, when being stripped of its leaves, and

also the same Knife wbhich bad cut it must be so employed.

Since all those who, themselvues, using the Rod do not take it as
one same subject matter, they do not all give it the same sbhape.
A switeh, an ordinary baton (stick) wbhich one would usually
carry in the band (walking staff of old) will suffice for some,
most - never the less - themselves use a forked Rod, that shape
bas appeared most effective, and very convenient. As bad been
believed, the band communicates whatever certain virtue to the
Rod, and one is casily self-persuaded, that in taking the branches
of each end into each band, the influence is felt at the end or bead
of the Rod, where it will indeed be very strong. Accommeodation
is there found in then wbhich one bas designed as a forked Rod,
very precisely for the goal of which one would seek. (See series
of HMustrations on bow to bhold the Rod, in French Text See-

tion).

One can se¢e well enough bow the Rod must be beld, and the

figure shows it at a glance (see Hlustrations). It is beld with the

point elevated upwards or setting the point downwards, or kept

in the middle, the point to the borizon. (ben it is beld in the first
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manner, it inclines itself towards the ground: if it is beld in the
second, it goes upwards: and if it is beld in the third, it turns

indifferently to one side or the othern.

It turns so strongly to some people, that it rolls, that is to say
it does turn in their bands, if they don't bold it firmly, and it can

even break if one is too firm with it.

The most common manner used in Flanders, on which were
written Letters* of the month of last May (in 1520/20), is to bold
the Rod bigh encugb, the point parallel to the borizon. It is thus

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In order to find water in the ground, it is necessary to take a
forked branch being of wild bazel, of ocak, of elm, or of other
trees such as may be, about a foot long or longer, and as tbick
as one of the fingers, accordingly, that the wind not make it
freely shake around, and put it to balance on one of the bands, in
the best balance that can be done, while walking softly, and when
one shall pass above a treasure, it shall turn itself, so indicating

it.

The preferable method to find Treasures, is similarly said that
it suffices to carry a rod on the palm of the band completely the

same as the one usually would be carried (a walking stick).

Tbhis manner of bolding the Rod is, in effect most proper to
eliminate any suspicion that one could bave made it move by a
turn of the wrist: It is apparently for this reason that another
method to bold and prepare it was invented in Germany. A small
correct rod is taken and one formed straight without any knots,
is divided in two, and one of the two ends is bollowed out, the
other end being cut to a point in order to be able to insert it in
the other (hollowed end). One afterwards bolds the stick with
the ends of the two fingers, between which it is said it turns as

soon as it passes over metal.
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P. Delbeque, the Dominican, said that be bad seen a young man
near the Village of Brain-le-Comte between Mons and Brussels.
searching for mines in sticking a rod in the ground, wbich put
itself into motion as soon as be touched it with the band, in the

event that there bad been sometbing in the aground there.

At length there bad been others who usually used four forked
Rods. They believed to find a considerable advantage in this
manner, which it is that so in the place where they searched for
treasure, there would be several, the Rods turning themselues

some to one side, others to another.

(Uier said that in bolding one Rod of bazel in the band, to dis-
coUer treasures it was necessary to pronounce the Psalm De-

3. Pbaleg appertains to the attributes of Manrs, be governs ovLver
peace, raises to bigh rank the military workers, those who re-
ceive bis mark.

(Mark of Phaleg)
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4. Och presides over the attributes of the Sun, gives long life
and bealth, distributes wisdom, teaches medicine and gives the
power to change all into pure gold and the most precious stonges.

(Mark of Och)

5. HMageth, under the influence of Venus, gives one the greatest
beauty to those whom are bonored with bis protection, and dis-
tributes to them all of the graces, changes copper into gold oF

also the opposite.

(Mark of Hageth)

S. Opbicl possesses the power to transmute metals, under the
star of mercury, he gives the means to transform quicksilves
(mercury) into gold, that wbhich is regarded as the rarest knows
by the alchemists as that wbich constitutes the pbilosopber's
stone.

His power is the bealing
of bydropsy ills, be cbanges all metals into gold, and protects
navigators.

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according to who, one or another it would seem to us to be

under some Kind of calligrapbic fantasy.

The same Arbatel enjoined: "HAIl is possible to those who have
faitb and willingness: all isimpossible to whoever ignores belief
and will. Me bas not bere any great obstacles other than heed-
lessness, thougbtlessness, inconstancy, frivolity of the soul, de-
bauchery, passion, ignorance of the submitting to the word of
God. The one who would wish to be a magician, must be, before
all, an bonest man, virtuous, constant in bis words and in bis
actions, firm in bis confidence in God, prudent, covetous only of

wisdom.”

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- The second is the power to prolong life to one’'s taste, of no
importance at wbat age;
- The tbird is to be obeyed by all ecreatures who are in the
elements and wbho bave the form of the personification of the
spirits, as the pygmies, ete;
- The fourth is of the power to maintain bolding the intelligences
of all the visible and invisible beings, and comprebend, every
object, of those wbhich are useful to the one who is the master;
- The fifth is of the power to attain the purpose which God bas
assigned one;
- Tbhe sixth is to be submissive to God, to acknowledge Christ
and the HMoly Gbost, that wbich is for buman protection;

- Tbhe seventh is to obtain resurrection.- [a becoming of a

Godl.

HAs we bave come to report, one sees that the writers who bad
indeed been somewbat pretentious at being serious people, in
their books and works of research, to the sole end of doing that
which would be looked away from with the view of well press-
ing bere to suppress them, and that wbich is not alone demonic
bas been mixed with the sacred and profane, since the writer
bigbly cites baving only one matter in view, it would be that of
tolerance of prejudice mixed with duty and precepts of just be-

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CHAPTER IV

({e are not able to deny the existence of the demon, of whom is
cited since the beginning of the world, and on the subject of
which many dissertations bave been deduced; but that wbich
can’t be described by anyone, is bis figure; also making an ap-
pearance, sometimes under the form of a serpent, of one such
animal or another, or of one composed of several kinds of
beasts, in rather giving bim in resemblance nearly the same Kind
of bead or legs; but that wbich one may affirm, is that be doesn't
always show bimself in flesh and bone, bow then can it be estab-
lished that certain creatures are able to bave rapports with bim

other than those wbho are prejudiced?

It is for these reasons that one may ask about that wbhich the
authors of these invocational books wished to deduce, of which
contain so many conjurations and infernal pacts; also we think
bere it will be recalled with profit to instruct the reader on some

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ART TO EVOKE THE DEAD, CALLED
NECROMANCY

It is well reported on things concerning the invocations and
consultations on things to come by the Ministry (Council) of
manes (Roman Rceligion - the worship of spirits of the dead and
gods of the lower world) wbho made the dead appear to those
wbho bad wished to consult their ghost, because they could no
longer await secing them, since the soul was separated from

tbem.

This sort of divination bad been practiced among the Grecks,
and the Thessalians more again giving themselvues the pretense
from wbich they obtained oracles, that is to say of certain re-
sponses, concerning the future. It bad existed among the magi-
cians wbo presided at this practice, these said magicians requir-

ing that sacrifices were to be made to the Manes;

I. The ancients sometimes called the Manes the infernal gods, and
other times the gbosts of the dead. [Mence, ancestor worshipl.

of the dececased, at length to casily render pretending that with-
out that (sacrifices), they would be insensible to all questions

which would be so made of them.

It was reported that Saul (St. Paul) bad consulted a neeromancer,
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the one wbo made bim see the ghost of Samuel who predicted
all sorts of things to bim [It is alse now known that St. Paul was

an epileptic, as was Julius Caesar who also saw apparitions].

The Emperor Basil who bad reigned in Constantinople baving
lost bis son Constantine, whom be bad infinitely loved, gave bim-
self over to necromancy and, by the counsels of a heretic monk
by the name of Santabarenus be attained making a pact with the

ghost of bis son.

It was reported that in Toledo and Salamanca (in old Spain) there
bad existed schools of necromancy in the caverns of whbich the
entrances to were closed by the order of Isabella (Queen) wife of

Ferdinand V (King: Spain).

DIVIDATION BY CELESTIAL BODIES,
OTHERWIISE CALLED ASTROLOGY

Many of the peoples of antiquity, such as the Chaldeans and the
Egyptians bad practiced the science of astrology [see our Th de
Cauzons, extensive Mistory on this] which consists of examining
the celestial bodies: it had been we say, greatly in use and later
equally among the Greeks, as among the peoples of the Italic

lands from where it bas come to us; but it is particularly among
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the peoples of Arabia that it bad been conserved and practiced

six, "mediocre”; four, "bad.”;

R The instrument whbich was ordinarily used to observe
the stars and cbhart the boroscopes was named an Astrolab.
It mucbhb resembled an ornate sort of sphere. The astrologer.
informed of the day, the hour, the moment of when the one
consulting was born, placed matters in the proper place
which they occupied then, and set up bis theme, according to
the position of the planets and constellations.

Morpbirius, the most celebrated astrologer of bis times, ar-
ranged at first twelve triangles, between two squares, after
searching the state of the sky to the bour when the person bad
been born, tracing the figure of ecach planet at the edge of the
constellation wbich was found to be in conjunction with it, then
by the natural consequence which be drew from it, be formed bis

propbecy wbhich was realized.
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Qualities of the Planets and the

Zodiacal Constellations

These qualities or properties are used to Know the conse-
quences drawn from their proximity or conjunctions; these
bere-after are the sentiments of Indagine.
Mars found on the day of birth gives triumpb over enemies.
Saturn augments toil and disposes ilinesses.
Venus gives joy, good appetite and good fettle.
Mercury grants wisdom, eloquence and all sorts of subtleties
The Moon renders lazy and feeble in spirit all sorts of things.
The Sun procures renown, force and grandeur.

Jupiter grants beauty, riches, bonors and memorial.

Manrs finds itself with the Ram, at the bour of birth, giving
courage, fearlessness, and a long life. If so found with the Bull,
riches and courage. lith the Goat, bonors, dignity, courage,
power, ete.

The Sun ascending gives favors of princes, and bas influence

ask themsclues, by way of a just reflection, why were theme

exorcisms, if they bad neither a devil, nor lots or spells, nos
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enchantments, to where we draw this conclusion, that the rem-
edy bad no reason to exist as the illness is imaginary? - we sbhall
report bere-after some of the exorcisms excerpted from the

authors of the times.

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SECRETS
GONCERNING THE PENTACLES
AND
TALISIMANS
It is longly enough spoken of in the account being entitled: "The
Marvelous Seccrets of the DNatural Magick of HAlbert the
Younger” which we bave only to speak succinetly of in the pre-
sent work, for the reader will find, (and in this will be make a
judicious appreciation of it) that we owe to leave to Geasar wbhat
is Ceasar’s, being there thus no real point in more profoundly
prying into the true book on the Pentacles, which is only on other
titled: "The Clavicles Of Solomon”, which we bave already cited.
Let us then say to the indulgent reader, that: the Pentacles are
the magical circles containing in several languages, Mebrew, Syr-
ian and otbers, the divine names; in order that they be complete.
they must contain, in the interior of the circle, one or several
triangles in wbich are weitten the words "formatio, reformatic.
transformatio”, plus the word Hgla, by wbich it is employed t=

stem the malice of the bad spirits.

The Pentacles must be made in the bour of Venus in acutel
crossing the light of the Moon, being in an air sign, and nx
terrestrial; that the day will be equal in sunlight, and they are t=

be made in a ventilated room, newly cleaned, which you bave
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not inbabited: vou will enter there with companions, you will
suffumigate it with odiferous fumes, you must bave several
consecrated parchments wbich are virgin ones, upon which you
will begin to scribe the Pentacles, as bere-after, at the said bour
with the principle colors, berewith see: gold, vermillion and
green, that which you scribe with an art pen and with the colors
exonrcised, as it bas come to be bhigbhly stated; and wben they bave
been scribed, try to perfect it all in the same bour, if not, having
begun, continue until all is achieved; if you wish to stop, begin
again on the same day and bour, after you bave put the art
under a drape of silk. Take afterwards an earthen pot, in whbich
you bave put newly lit coals of male incense, mastic and aloe
wood, all exorcised and purified: next, with the knife or needle
you will make the circle in the suitable manner: Take the Penta-
cles wbhen they are made, and suffumigate them all over with
good odors, it is necessary that you bave the face turned to the

East, in reading devoutly the following Psalm:

Dominee Deus moster, Cocli enarrant gloriam Dei, etc., and then
add this: "Adonay All Powerful, Alpha and Omega, who bas made
your nation walk upon the sea with foot dry (erossing the Sea
out of Egypt), who bas chosen so Abrabam, your faitbful servant
for the seed (semen) with which you bave promised that all the

tribes on the carth would be blessed, with wbhich seed you have
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multiplied like the stars, which bad given unto Moses the Law
on Mount Sinai, and wbich bad given unto Solomon, your SeF-
vant, these Pentacles, for the surety of the soul and body: with
bumility, we supplicate to your Majesty, that by your power.
these Pentacles be consecrated, so that they will obtain power
against all the spirits, by you, obh Most-Holy and Lord Adonay, of
which the empire and the principality will be without end, amen’.
After this you perfume them with odiferous spices and put them

in a drape of silk consecrated for your use.

The Pentacles are commonly made of metal conforming to the
planet, with that instrument of art to make them; but for the
better, it is with the virgin parchment or the cavity of a newly-
born male infant, and for that it is scribed with an art pen =

blood, all of which bave been exorcised.
Different GColors of the Planets
Saturn, black. Mars, red. Jupiter, sky-blue.  Sun, yellow.
Venus, green. Mercury, green and red. The Moon, white.
The form of the Pentacles would commonly be circular, some-

times octagonal, bexagonal or a tetragon.
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The names of God are of the greatest efficacy, of wbhich they are
written in Hebrew letters; as far as the size of them, it is up to
tbe wisb of the operator, wbho can augment them or make them
smaller, so long as all these things are congruent and well-

formed.

Tor the characters wbhich are the letters and other divine names,
write them in Mebrew letters, | bave known it to be most appro-
priate to put them as this, being very efficacious, but I bave
transcribed in Latin in the sacred Pentacles the circular Verses
which are taken from HMoly Scripture, because they must be able
to be pronounced (in Latin) by the exorcist with ardor and
chbarge, three times, afterwbich the expressed effects of these
mediate in intention, the words of God being of the greatest
virtue. As the so-said Pentacles are dependent on the Clavicle,
without regard to their markings, it would well appear to me
that their colors be placed by virtue of the bighest intelligence of
the operator: that which I have thus done | bave been able to by

the knowledge of experience.

The forms of the Pentacles have a great virtue and a power
without limit, if you conjure the spirits, by their virtue, they will
obey you: sbow them tbe Pentacles, and tbev will fear you, in

such a way tbhat ecach can neither remain silent nor give voice
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unless you so oblige, nor make a single sacrifice nor gift. These
Pentacles bave moreover power against all the perils of the
earth, against all enemies so be they visible or invisible, against
poison beverages, against spells, against fear and against all. In
any place that you may be with these sacred Pentacles, you will
be safe, being watched over, whether sleeping, eating, drinking.
day and night; being carried, they give grace to men and women.
and by their virtue fire is restrained, water subsides, the sca
calms at the moment of the tempest, being so cast within. All the
spirits, baving remembered the names there upon being written

(on the Pentacles), out of fear they will obey you.
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CHAPTER VI
CONCERNING SECRETS ON
THE PHYSIOGNOMY
ACCORDING TO A LONG-AGO AND
VERY WISE ITALIAN AUTHOR

The bonest man.
Mis figure is bandsome, bis sboulders large; bis chest large, bis
breatbhing casy and tranquil; the nose large enougb, well propor-
tioned to the rest of the face; the eyes are large and a bit sunken,
or well opened, bearing the expression of softness; it sometimes
bappens that the eyes bave somewbat of a bit of sorrow, and
that they are brought together by the eyebrows, while the brow,

in the same case, is a bit severe, but all that is with discretion.

The ingenuous man.
Me bas the gentle look, the hair flat and a bit sbort, the eyes
round, a bit circular in form, the bead mediocere and well-
proportioned, the neck a bit long, the shoulders gently inclined,
the voice clear, not too loud nor too sharp, the bands and fingers

a bit long.
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The madman.
Me¢ bas eyes pale and trembling, or well-fixed and wet, sometimes
obscured rolling in their orbit, as though wandering. One sees
the insanity wbich, is fixed in the eyes, rolling the eyeballs to-
wards the upper part, that whbich is very ugly to see: in general

the madmen bave very narrow nostrils and likewise mouths.

Tbhe inconstant man.
He bas cither a small brow or large, the nose small or long and
delicate. or indeed again pointed at its end: bis moutb is a bit
secluded and withdrawn and be bas small eyes wbich are ob-

scure. One can well see the bair on bis chest and on bis abdomen.

Tbe vigorous and big-hearted man.
Mis forms are well-pronounced, bis shoulders and bis chest are
large and robust, covered with tough and thick bair. The color
of bis body is dark, the neck large and firm, the calves of the legs
very firm, raised toward the upper part; the eyebrows are thick.
a bit extended: the voice loud, raised, menacing. Such are the
traits found among the authors; we add to these those whbich our
experience bas made known: the head a bit large and saliently
engaged, or indeed equally conforming to all its parts with a

greater mediocrity; the ears are large enough, squared; the brow
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squared, in a just grandeur, lean indeed smooth; the nose well-
proportioned to the face: the nostrils a bit large:; the lips deliber-
ate, equal, and the mouth large enough: the voice grave and in-
tense, or indeed sonorous; the respiration strong and bis breath
prompt and beavy; the arms and the c¢lbows robust, well-
articulated: the back large and robust; the abdomen is large
enough, but contracted; the bands large, articulated, tenuous, of
great power; the eyes brilliant, a bit sluggisb than ordinary in
state sometimes mobile, enticing, of black color or similarly tan,

with rings of a variety of nuances.

The reckless one.
The reckless man ordinarily bas brilliant eyes, looking to the
side; sometimes the eyes are balf-closed, bis brow being austere,
bis cheeks contracted, sometimes the eyes are correct, or either
bumid or dry, well-proportioned. His moutb is large conforming

badly, bis fingers thick and large.

Tbe faint-bearted man.
He commonly bas the face, the articulations and the limbs small.
Mis body is meager, pock-marked and twisted, the eyes obscure,

swollen in their contour, or indeed large, fixed, very reddish.
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The loveless man.
Me¢ bas pleasant eyes: it seems that this one mocks bimself as a

martyr who torments others.

The merry one in love.
His demeanor is mediocrely split, bis eyes turn in a bit towards

the nose and are extraordinarily brilliant.

The stubborn one.
MHe¢ bas a large bead, bigh brow, open nostrils, the neck firm and

imovable, or indeed long and fat.

The jealous one.
The temples are sunken, the eyebrows joined, thick, large mouth.
long teetb which are thin, sharp, strong; the eyes are concave
and small, or indeed large, agitated, bright, seeming as those of a

man in rage.

The envious one.
The signs given bim distinguish bim quite well. Me has a flat face.

oblong and narrow cars. Mis cheeks are ordinarily emaciated
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but it bappens also that they can be quite large, eyes wide apart,
an clongated figure. The mouth is concave, long sharp teeth, a
soft misleading voice, speech acute and feeble, shoulders sloped
toward the anterior part of the chest, eyes sunken, very small,

sometimes pale, a livid tint to the Visage.

CHAPTER IX
THE SECRETS OF
QUEEDN CLEOPATRA

The secrets of queen Cleopatra bave been conserved and pre-
cisely transmitted in the report of certain writers; it must not
be entirely admitted that the said secrets, attributed to tbhis
queen, bave been completely designed to cause ber beauty and so
those bere reproduced cannot have authenticity, they can, if sece-
ing that their efficacy would be incontestable, be esteemed for

their just value.

Tor a woman to conserve ber beauty.
Take every morning lean veal fresbly killed at the bour when the
Sun rules, cut it into minced slices and spread it on the face and
generally on all the parts of the body that you wish to conserve

in a perpetual state of fresbness, let it remain there about an
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bour and you will experience the effect.

To conserve fine white skin agreeable to the touceh.
Take the liquid called cytisus water (laburnum of Eurasia; a poi-
sonous tree-shrub of the pea family), leave it exposed to the
influences of the Moon and of Venus, in an uncovered pot for
three or four nigbts, then for twenty-four bours to the influence
of the sun. Then you mix it in small quantity with some fresh
cow or goat milk, but preferably of a mare horse, and you let this
blend with ibe parts of the body you wish to bleach and make
supple.

Mecans of clearing the complexion.
Brown women bathe themselues frequently to clear their com-
plexion, and wasb their face with some small quantity of spirits
of wine (brandy), with virginal milk or at length with distilled
water of the pimpernel or chickweed, sulfide of silver, bean flow-
ers, ¢te. These procedures afterwards sometimes bhave a

supreme effect.

Infusion for the skin.
Make an infusion of borseradisb and milk and leave this simple

composition on the face every night.
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Preparation to dissipate eruptions of the skin.
Experiment with the juice of the leek, mixed with an equal quan-
tity of sweet milk or cream and use it to wash the blemisbhes

wbhich will dry and promptly fall away without leaving a spot.

Rose milk to conserve the complexion.
Mix together one ounce of fine olive oil and ten drops of oil of
tartar in a pint of rosewater; you must decant the oil of tartar

before mixing it into the blend.

Pommade against wrinkles.
Take: Juice of a wbhite lily bulb and white boney, two ocunces of
each; wbhite wax melted, one ocunce: incorporate all the ingredi-
ents and make a pomade which you spread on the face every
night while you sleep with it on, and that you only wipe away the

next day.

Beauty batb.
Take two pounds of bulled barley, one pound of rice, three
pounds of pulverized lupine beans, eight pounds of bran and six
bandsful of borax and or gillyflower:; boil it all in a sufficient
quantity of river water, and pass the liquid through a strainer.

Tbis liquid bath is perfect for cleansing and softening the skin.
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[Note: The next section is but one of many ways supposed on
invisibility.]
SECRET

TO RENDER YOURSELY
INVISIBLE

The greatest of all the secerets, a matter on which we will net
find contradiction, would be the Seceret to render yourself invisi-
ble; what would then be the one on which we can inform on the
abovue is that of the rin of Gyges if the fable reported by Plate
could be admitted as true, a matter equally reproduced by Gicere
in the book "De Officiis,” and so this ring of Gyges is bere repre-

duced (see Hlustrations in French text section on this).

Gyges, (wbo was to become) king of Lydia (in ancient Asia Minor.
bordering on the Aegean Sca) was the friend and favorite of the
king Candaul, who wisbhing to make Gyges admire the beauty of
bis wife, made bim se¢e ber totally nude. The ocutraged queen
threatened to make Gyges perish if be would not consent to kill
the King, that wbhich be did, and for reward be obtained marriage

to the queen and became King.

Plato recounted that Gygaes, who had been sheep berder to the

king, bad found in the flanks of a bronzen borse the famous ring
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wbich would render the one wearing it invisible: be took this
ring of whichb be made such use, and after baving taken the life

of GCandaul he wed thbe queen and seized the erown.

Hcecording to that which is related in certain works dealing with
invisibility, this ring bad borne a double stone-setting: on one
side was inscribed the image of the sun on a topaz stone: on the
other bad been the figure of the moon, that stone bad been emer-
ald: the ring bad been silver bearing cabalistic signs engraved on
the band: doubtless be (Gyges) bad to pronounce these magic
words to obtain invisibility; the ring and the words have been

lost.
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CHAPTER X
THE SECRETS OF
THE WISE ARTEPHIUS

Artepbius who, in the telling of bistorians who lived in the Xlith
century, bad possessed, according to the said narrators, a multi-
tude of the most precious sciences, berewith: alchemy, wbich
is, as we bave said in several places in this bumble compilation,
"the art of making gold,” next "astrology.” and also baving that
great secret, of which cannot be toogreatly esteemed, who bad
the art of prolonging life, with which secret bad been permitted
to bim to provide bimself a career which bad exceeded a thou-

sand years.

The writings of Artepbius concerning the pbilosopber’s stone
bave been lost, and it must be supposed that bis knowledge con-
cerning the manner of making gold, of which some writers bave
spoken, is indeed then problematic for certain bistorians who

bad granted bim the thousand or more years of existence.

Jderome Cardan, wbho, also of bim, bad written on these sciences
and made count of a number of astrologers, bad advanced in bis
book, on the Variety of Matters,” that the book of Artepbius
was the work of a mystifier who wisbed to join himself with the

partisans of alchemy.
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(WUe believe that the reader will not regret, in spite of their
bizarreness, to find retraced bere the cabalistic characters of tbhe
seven principal planets. Thus they are as follows:

For the Sun, applicable to Sunday [see Hlustrations on each of
these in the French text section, second version, at back of
book].

For the Moon, applicable to Monday.

For Mars, applicable to Tuesday.

For Mercury, applicable to (Wednesday.

For Jupiter, applicable to Thursday.

Tor Venus, applicable to ‘Fui;lay.

For Saturn, applicable to Saturday.
[also note that in Old French, the days of the week originally
translated quite literally into: Day of the Sun... Moon... Mars...
Mercury... Jupiter.. Venus... Saturn, rather than the English

names for the days wbhich we take from Old Norse, mainly.]

The Sun, said the same Artpbius, rules over gain, heritages and
all that wbhich changes fortune; it sustains us in the bope for the

better.

The Moon rules over larceny and theft, dreams, vain illusions,

and at the same time it directs in the search for treasures.
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Mars presides over general or particular combat, gives triumpb

over enemies, makes and breaks marriages.

Mercury presides over ilinesses that it can direct to a good
outcome: it procures the means to aquit debts and delivers all

feanrs.

Jupiter rules over riches, bonors and distinctions, it gives
power to those wbho place themselves under its protection by

means of instruction.

Venus rules over clandestine liaisons; it directs travellers and

protects them, it fortifies love.

Saturn presides over the live of those named, it prolongs it or

it terminates it, it renders it bappy or painful.

The signs wbich we bave come to give and the power whbhich
pertains to the planets must be to direct the Mages in the opern-
ation of alchemy or astrology, as was used by Hrtepbius of
whom the principal talent bad been to procure riches and a long

existence in wbhich to enjoy them.
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CHAPTER XI
OonN THE MARVELOUS MATTERS
PRESUMPTIONS, PREJUDIGES, ETC., ETC.

{({e shall relate bere some of the passages, which in certain
lands, be it in Europe or other parts of the globe, bad been re-
garded as once certain, that which can't meanwbile be admitted
to those who think with reason that it is an offense that is at-

tached bhere to trust, then to all that is to superstition.

The people viewed as idolatry belief in augurs, but their own
beliefs bad rules and as it often bappens the rules were re-
versed, or contrary to the augural art, then the interpretation

became doubted and was regarded as not being probable.

So in following: those of the presumptions which again ran their
course are of wbhich not be acquiesced to in belief, but are not
being related bere to the sole end of signaling them as baving to

be untruths as to their resulting veracity.

Sprinkle parsley with a toque, or a cap, and it will be done that

this seed will be abundant and fruitful.
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Place a piece of silver in the right band of a dead person that bas
been buried, after that be is able to pay for the welcome in the

other world.

Place a bat in a bole, well-butcbhered, after baving cut off the head
with a piece of silver, and let it remain there for three montbs,
at the end of which time one can demand and obtain from bim

all that one could request.

In order to spin well - in a day's work - spin the morning before
its invitation (before dawn, at the spinning wheel or loom) and
baving wasbed the bands, and cast next from above the shoul-

ders the first thread, that one will be gold thread.

Do not burn eggasbells, for if one does that it can make the body
of St. Lawrence, which bas been said to bave been burned with

the pieces of shells, be burned a second time.

Make an ill person who is in agony bave bis bed placed length-
wise to the joists (wooden beams in the room), for if across

these joists (crosswise) the agony can bave a very long duration.

Place at the crossroads, where the body of a dead person must

pass by (as a funeral procession), the cross in many places at
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length that he rediscover bhis roadway back if he would wish to
return to bis house, or that this will serve bim as a station until

it will be the last judgement.

Make objection to the lamps in the bouse being lit by shepberds
and sbepberdesses, because the sheep which will be born that

year will be black.

Throw away water found itself, in, the bouse or room of a dead
person, for fear that if the soul of the dead one bad been bathed
in it, those wbho so drank of this water would they not be then

drinking the sins of the deceased.

[Note: Many of these translated passages in this particular sec-
tion must be understood against the time frame in wbhich such
presumptions were made. Bear in mind that this was well be-
fore the Industrial Revolution in Burope, and the culture bad no
running water in bomes, used lamps, were berders and farmers,
and cottage industries such as spinning and weaving fabrics in
the bome were the order of the times. Much of this magical ant
was centered on that kind of a culture, and is a bit difficult to
relate to and translate into modern day English, exactly. Use

imagination to step back in time.]
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Make a cross on the chimney at length to prevent the bens from
lecaving their benbouse or dwelling. [Some even kept bens in

their bomes.]

Believe that an ill person will escape death if be is sleeping on a

bed of partridge featbhers.

Before beginning to work a piece of land, and for the purpose of
making that labor be bappy, turn about (walk around) the plow
in bolding in the bands one day, bread and oats (probably break-
fast for the farmer and borse; a good way to start a bappy day’s

work).

Expose some leavenings (ferments, ete.) outside the house (of
dwelling place) in order to cause that the sheep or the flocks
which bave been lost come back to the dwelling and that the

wolvues do them the least of barm.

Make your bens turn about (walk around) the pot-book, (a large
book for banging pots and pans over an open cooking fire) sc

that they will not get lost.

Believe that a woman in illness with child will very soon be

delivered if she puts on ber busband’s stockings and shoes.
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To make people who visit you most of the time be wbhom you
would wish to be, raise on bigh the fire-brand or embers wbhich
were in the fire; don’t raise them, if, on the contrary, you con-

sider bolding those who remain in your company.

Believe that in order to prevent people from e¢ating too much
(guests), it suffices to place under the table the point (of a spade?)
wbich served to bury a dead person. (Time has changed certain
meanings, based on some of the former implements used, and
ideas, ete., as reflected in actual language changes from OlId
French, to newer meanings for the same words, or in no longer

finding some of these older words in modern dictionaries.)

Bury Lenten (Gatbholic Cburch season of fasting wbich starts
with feasting on Manrdi Gras, "fat Tuesday” or Shrove Tuesday)
takings, otherwise a mannequin, to which one gives a name, at

length not to bave pain in fasting.

Make leave the (unclear text) cows from the stable and return,
at the time they are sold or if led to walk there, after that their
dams (motbers of animals) baven't any chagrin in secing them

leave.

Trade your honey bees, but don't buy any, for those wbhbich one
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buys will not make profit (not produce boney).

Don't wash yourself during dogdays, the day of St. Ann, St. Jdobn
the Great, nor on the day of Magdelain, because those are the

days when ones courts many dangers.

Abstain from giving yourself in marriage on Wlednesday, or in
the month of May and of August, for the reason that one ordi-

narily lightens burdens (text unclear) we bave received.

FTriday, don’'t cut out shirts or card (comb wool, as in making

clothing) because one will be annoyed by body lice and bead lice.

To make bens incubate (their egas), on Shrove Tuesday bave a
person who is in an inebriated state place them (to incubate) at

length to bave a lucky incubation.

Go inte a dwelling which must be inbabited until the moon is in

its erescent, this will call forth all prosperity.

Don't spin (varn) on the Lenten day - so that the mice will not eat
the grain the rest of the year. [Note: unclear text presents
words associated with implements or work not retaining possi-

ble original older meanings, such as the Trench word for cither
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thread or grain, "fil” being used, and the French verb, "filer” to
mean spin, as in thread-making, etec. By the above like-witbhlike
similarity, it is more probable that the above and other such
passages should read: "Don’t plant grain” on those days or the

mice will ecat your grain the rest of the year, ete.]

Place salt at the four corners of the berb garden, the first day
of April, in order to preserve it from ¢vil beasts (skunks, rab-

bits, ete.?).

Take twelve grains of corn on Christmas Day, give e¢ach the
name of one of the twelve months, put them one after the other
on a cool fire shovel (a bearth scoop), while naming out the
twelve months given to them: if one of them jumps on the
shovel, that would tell which corn will be dear in that montb,
(dear, as in expensive) or that it will be cheap during the montbs

of those which rest still on the shovel.

{Uasb your flocks on the Eve of St. Jobn and your children on

Good Friday to preserve them from mange or scabies.

Strike a bell during the twenty-four bours of the Eve of St.
Jobn, from sunrise on, this will prevent the evil spells of the

sorcerers during the year.
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Refuse fire to your neighbors on Cbristmas and the Circumci-
sion Feast, (New Years Day), otherwise risks of all sorts will be

run.

Assemble, the Eve of St. Jobn, all the sheep, all the flocks and all
the lambs in one berd, and fume them with a burning of bherbs
gathered during the preceding year, that will preserve against

cleaving (foot discase?).

Implant into the soil small branch seeds of boxwood, at length to

avoid sorcerers being able to cast some evil spell on the grain.

Don’t cut bread on the Nativity (Christmas) or Feast of the Cir-
cumeision (New Years), that would bring bad luck. At that time
leave the bread on the table that day and night, after that the
Holy Virgin can come to take ber meal should she so desire to

come.

Turn a stool with a boly candle on it around three times, after-

wbhich to be preserved against fire.

Belicve that it will always rain the week in which Migh Mass is

said on the Gospel of St. Mark.
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Belicve, as those baving a place in Provence (bistorical region of
Old SE Trance, bordering on the Mediterranecan Sea), in the
virtue of the Trefoir, otherwise called the Christmas (Yule) Log.
This Trefoir being prepared, the family assembles itself on
Christmas EBuve and, after baving been so fetched, the door is
opened in ceremony in the kitchen or master room of the bouse,

and then is sung in choir: (sung in Provencal ¥rench, in effect)

Blockbead donkey,

Beg for breaderumbs,

All goes good here among,
Shudder infant one,

Rearing one, bucking one,

Band together ignorant ones
Provide grain and provide whbheat

Of wine a full cask.

[Note: The abovue is only a free translation of this lost Provenial
Trench language, but it does seem to be rather a mixed celebra-
tion of old Pagan customs of the Yule Log with the newer Cbhris-
tian concept of the Nativity, ete. In the profane and bholy blend,
fun seems to be poked at the Ghrist Ghild, the shuddering infant
surrounded by the ass and ox in the stable; Pagans often made

a mockery of their cown agricultural deities in similar
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ways, to chase away bad spirits during the new year SO that
their own crops and grains, vineyards and barrels would be

fruitful.]

The Trefoir is afterwards sprinkled with wine by the youngest

child of the bouse and then set on fire: the coals of it are con-
served all year; some attributed such virtues to it in pretending
that placed on the Christmas table cloth during tbe feasts, tbis

cloth would not burn.
