So much having to be rendered more or less conventionally, while
fresh light is thrown daily on the intricacies of demotic, it is probable that
there are a good many inconsistencies in our transliterations, translations,
and notes, in spite of the watchfulness of the excellent reader|at the
Clarendon Press. Those, however, who have dealt with the subject at all
will probably not judge these too hardly.

In conclusion, we have to record our gratitude, first, to our predecessors in
publication and decipherment of the papyrus--to Reuvens, Leemans, and
Hess, to Brugsch, Maspero, Revillout, and W. Max Miiller--but for|whose
varied contributions our task would have been infinitely more laborious
even in the present advanced state of the study: and secondly, [to the
